INDIVIDUAL TUITION.

(Brandon Sun.)

A mew school system is claimed for
Winnetka in Illinois. The public
schools are -operated upon an indi-
vidual system which permits each child
to progress at his own natural rate, not
torced too rapidly by those who are
quicker, nor held back by those who
are slower. Promotion is by subjects.
A child may be promoted in reading at
one time, for instance, and in arith-
metic at quite another. Promotion
does not necessarily involve a change
of rooms. Pupils in the same room
may be doing two or even three grades
of work. It is reputed to be the first
complete example of individual in-
struction in public schools. Pupils
don’t “fail” any more in the public
schools of Winnetka, It is not that
these school children are different, but
‘because the board of education has
“thrown off the shackles of theold
class locksstep system” and has pro-
vided every child with individuael in-
struction, according to the superintend-
ent of schools there. It is claimed they
have demonstrated beyond question
that it. is’ possible for a public school
sytem to give individual instruction
and individual promotions without
changing the size of classes and in-
creasing the number of teachers.

The general value of individual in-
struction already has been demon-
strated by Burk at the San Francisco
State Teachers’ college, Sutherland- of
the Los Angeles public schools, by
Horn in Iowa, and by Courtis in De-
troit. Jessie MacKinder in London has
shown the possibility of putting indi-
vidual instruction in large city -scheol
classes, even with five and six-year-old
children. All of these experiments
have shown that individual instruction
eliminates failures and grade repetition,
that it stimulates children’s interest in
school, that it strengthens their initia-
tive, sense of responsibility and self-
eapressive activities more than is pos-
sible under the old class lock-step sys-
tem.

Add
one cup mhk, one teaspoon salt, ont
teaspoon sugar, two tablespoons but-
ter, two eggs, one cup nut meats
coarsely chopped and one-half teaspoon
paprika. The eggs should be well
beaten. If too moist to handle add
fine cracker crumbs and let stand until
firm. Shape,into balls, roll in cracker
crumbs,” dip in egg slightly beaten
with ¢wo tablespoons water, roll again
in cypmbs and fry in deep hot fat.
Drain on brown paper.

Sweet Potato Apples.

Six sweet potatoes, 2 tablespoons
butter, 1 teaspoon salt, 1-8 teaspoon
pepper, 1 cup sugar, % cup boiling
water, 2 tablespoons lemon juice, <2
tablespoons cider or grape juice, 16
cloves.

Wash and cook sweet potatoes until
tender. Remove skins and mash with
butter, salt and pepper. Cool, form
into balls and stick a clove in opposite
ends. Melt sugar in an iron spider,
add boiling water, lemon juice, cider
or grape juice and cook until a smooth
sirup is formed. The melted sugar
will lump when the water is added,
but these lumps will dissolve. Arrange
apples in a baking dish, pour over
sirup and bake in a moderate oven un-
til the sirup is thick and the apples
glazed 'and a delicate brown. Serve in
the baking dish.

This fact he
attributed to the compulsory measures
jadopted in forcing carriers of the dis-
wease to undergo treatmenr, thus pre-
Yenting the spread of the disease.

. Amonpg those present at the meeting
yesterday were Hon. Dr. W. FF. Rob-
erts, Minister of Health, H. Usher
Milleér and Dr. McCarthy. Several bills
were passed for payment. The ap-
pointment of a new secrctary to fill

RECALLED

Boche Driven Out in Early

November 11.

'HISTORIC CITY

Reasons for a Cessation of
Hostilities, Best Course
for Allied Armies.

(Written for The Canadian Press by
J. F. B. Livesay.)

Five years ago! And yet the day is

more vivid now than it was two or

three years ago. It stands out boldly

in its right proportion, the dramatic
ending of fifty-one months of agony.
At the time the significance of Armis-
tice Day was clouded by many things.
The Army ceased to function as the
all-in-all and the politiclans came into
their own. “Cessation of hostailities”—
a mighty phrase that was to issue in
the healing virtues of peace. Unhap-
pily it was but a phrase, there has been
no cessation, and Europe is if anything
more embittered,y more of an armed
camp, nearer by the long strides of
these five years to disruption and over-

whelment, to the perishment of civiliza- |

tion in the cauldron of anarcny.
News of the armistice was celebrated
in many capitals, demonstrations not
devoid of hysteria, so sudden the relief
from the strain of years, so bright
shone the sun as the war clouds rolled
away. But for the fortunate Canadian
soldier no place at all was so fitting
for its celebration than the historic
city of Mons, entered by troops of the
3rd Canadian Division, Maj.-General
A. C. MacDonnell, in the early hours of
the morning, and where at 11 o’clock
in the Grande Palace the burgomaster
presented the keys of the city to Brig-
General J. A. Clark of the Tth Bri-
gade, all of whose battalions had taken
part in the assault, namely the Royal
Canadian Regiment, Princess Patricia’s
ight Infantry, the 42nd Battalion
{5th Royal Highlanders of Montreal),
and . the 49th Battalion of Edmonton.
Pipers of the 42nd (Bth Royal High-
landers of Montreal, wearers of the
Hackle Highland Scarlet as being affili-
ated with the Black Watch) led the
march past because its troops had been

diabetes absolutely required insulin
treatment, Dr. Roberts explained last
evening, and all cases of diabetes which
did require insulin must undergo very
careful and technical examination in
order that it may be known what
amount of insulin was necessary from
time to time to take care of the proper
amount of nourishment to support the
patient.

This service which has been estab-
lished at the General Public Hospital
has been taken advantage of by a large
number of citizens, not only from St.
John but from various parts of the
province. Dr. Roberts has recelved
upwards of 150 communications from
those afflicted with this serious mal-
ady. The great difficulty that has pre-
sented itself with the majority of those
living outside the city and county of
St. John has been that they must pay
or the municipality in which they re-
side must pay hospital maintenance
amounting to at least $1.50 or $Z2 a day
in addition to paying for the insulin.
Until recently this totalled for the av-
erage patient from $20 to $26 a weck
for hospital maintenance and insulin,
regardless of the fact that the Govern-
ment, through its Department of
Health, furnished the services of the
aforementioned physicians, which - if
considered, would have added at least
another $25 to the expenses.

Has Studied Situation.

Dr. Roberts, considering the average
number of cases of diabetes to a given
population, namely, from one to two
per cent, realized that this important
discovery was capable of prolonging

Of '18 Recalled

News of the Armistice. - 3
Farther to the south and the east the

Sir Henry Burstall, with troops of the

Craig in line (Central Ontario) had
pushed forward and seized the heights
east of Mons—those formidahle hills
so earnestly scanned by the British
Army in August, 1914, for signs of the
debouching enemy. This marked the
farthest eastern advange of the Allies,
and it was at ten minutes past seven
that morning that British Headquar-
ters received this message: “Hostili-
ties will cease at 11 a. m,.Nov. 1l
Troops will stand fast on the line
reached at that time, which will be re-
ported to Divisional Headquarters irf-
mediately. Defensive precautions will
Le maintalned. There will be no inter-
:;m}-c,;’e with the enemy of any descrip-
on.

The Canadians,

« Throughout all the fighting that fol-
lowed its attack at Arras on Aug. 26,
right through to Mons, a period of
most bitter battle and victory dearly
won, the Canadian Corps was attached
to First Army, forming its right wing.
The official narrative of First Army
thus records the final day:—“Novem-
ber 11.—During this day the Second
Canadian Division had gained the high
ground south and east of Mons and

At dawn on November 11 the Third
Canadian Division entered the town
and a line was established east of it.
Fighting had been carried on all that
night and dead Germans still lay in
the streets. . . The last . round
fired by the Canadian artiltery had
shot off’ the arm of a German staff
officer in a Headquarters Chateau by
Hill 85 to the east of Mons.

“Early on Nov. 11 Canadian Corps
Headquarters were established in the
uvrande Place at Mons and the first
message received was to the effect that
the armistice was signed and that hos-
tilities were to cease at 11 o’clock.

“Sir Douglas Haig’s last communi-
que stated, ‘Canadian troops of the
First Army have captured Mons.’”

Official Welcome to Mons.

The College of the Burgomaster and
Aldermen issued the following pro-
clamation ;==

“After 51 months of suffering caused
by the iniquitous, the pitiless and in-
solent occupation of the German army,
the City of #ons is at length delivered
by the heroism of the British Army,

completes its series of victories in the

it first engaged the enemy.

“The Third Canadian Division, at
cost of heavy sacrifices, entered the
city at three o’clock this morning, thus
avenging by a striking success the re-
‘treat of 1914. Honor and thanks be to
t!

“The armistice is signed. The Ger-
man army has capitulated; brutal force
is destroyed; justice and right triumph;
Belgium is strengthened and fortifled
by the terrible ordeal she has passed
through. i

“Our people have supported with
dignity and courage the sufferings of
the occupation. We are conyinced that
in this hour of joy and triumph they
will observe a like restraint and self-
command.

“We depend on the goodwill of all
to maintain order. - We also ask our
people to return as“soon as possible to
work. Losses inflicted on us by the
war are great, and the co-operation of
all our good-will, all our energy, is
necessary to heal over quickly the
wounds it has caused.

“In this solemn hour our infinite
gratitude goes to the Allied armies,
and, among them, from the bottom of l
our heart, to our valiant Belgian Army
and to the King, its heroic: chief.
“Long live the King! Long live the

Mons. Our total casualties for' the
period from the Battle of Amiens tq,
the Armistice, Aug. 8-Nov. 11, were
46,405—the heavy price of victory. In
the great battle of Cambria, Sept. 27-
Oct, 12, they were 15,106, but in the
final month of the war, when the beat-
en enemy was seeking vainly to ex-
tricate his armies and re-establish him-
self on the strong line of the Meuse,
casualties of the Canadian Corps fell to
4,419, - .
The strategic value of Mons and of
the hills east of the city is hard to
overstate. Even until the last hours
the armistice hung in doubt. It was
vital to capture this position.

The Armistice Always in Doubt.

Among men in the front line trenches
the armistice was something of a
myth—too good to be true. The enemy

before them still fought stoutly; there
was still a heavy enemy artillery con-
centration. On the immediate front of
the Canadian Corps that 'complete
breakdown had not manifested itself
as it was doing in parts of the line
| farther south. FEarly on the Sunday
| afternoon the battalion mess of the

| claimed next day. Furthermore the
I terms of the armistice were then un-
known. No one knew of the complete|
and humiliating surrender. No one;
could then conceive that the enemy
was laying down his arms uncondi-
tionally. There was a decided feeling
that the politicians were taking a mis-
chievous hand, and now that the
enemy was on the run, he must not be
allowed to recover himself under cover
of an armistice he would disavow so
soon as he had reordered his armies.
The habit of four years is not easily
broken. Habituated to war, its mis-
eries and Its perils, the soldier in the
field could not at a dozen hours’ notice
readjust his imagination to its cessa-
tion. Two. impressions of that day
bite deep into memory. One was the
disconcerting, the bewildering pool of
silence into which one slipped as “Cease
Fire!” sounded. One's ears ached for
theyccustomed clamor of battle. The
othér was the twinkling lights that
broke out in Mons as the short winter
| afternoon wore to its ¢lose, an indecent
Wmdl perilous display of light that for
the! moment shocked one’s feelings.

'Was the Armistice Premature?

There is a final consideration. Was
the Armisti¢e premature? Did we let
the Boche off too easy? From the per-
spective of five years, from the vantage
ground of knowledge and with before
us spread the picture of what is now
going on in the Reich, it would seem
that it might have been better to have
purshéd the beaten enemy over the
Meuse and the ine and thus have
marched on into Berlin, there to dic-
tate terms of peace. The Americans
were willing and anxious.- But their
collective losses had been trivial in
comparison with that of Britain and
France, with that in ratio of the Cana-
dians Corps. There was always the
risk that the enemy might summon
again his martial spirit and make &
stand long enough on the immensely
strong line of the Meuse to stem defeat
until - winter sealed down once more
the war of movement into the desolate
trenches. Then, in the spring, with
ardor reawakened throughout the
Fatherland, he might hope to sell to the
Allies at a devastating figure the price
of victory. It was not worth it in the
scale of human life. We had paid dear
enough. . :

Beyond that again is the fact that
the Allies themselves—always except-
ing the fresh American levies—were by
now almost exhausted. Keyed up to
that marvellous series of victories that
marked those culminating months, the
British army was perilously nigh ex-
haustion. Far in advance of its rail-
heads, with automotive transport
everywhere breaking down, it had al-
ready become a serious problem how to
supply the advancing armies with food
| and munitions, There was not much
punch left. The armistice was quite
opp rtune.

N.B Diabetes Sufferers,
Unable to Pay, to
Receive Free Insulin

regard and to this end he visited To-

| ronto in May. He was honored by Dr.
Banting, the discoverer of insulin, who !

gave him an entire day in order that
he might carefully examine what could
be said at that time regarding its
value and administration. Since that
time Dr. Roberts has kept in close
touch with the development of insulin
in relation to the treatment of diu-
betes. In May it was only in‘its in-
fancy and it has been only within the
last two or three months that insulin
has been sufficiently standardised to
make it safe to recommend it £or uni-
versal use without the most carcful
scrutiny.

His Plan Ratified,

Dr. Roberts has had it in his mind
for the last three months to have the
Government give free insulin to citizens
of New Brunswick, tinable to pay fer
it. He conferred with Premier Veniot
on one or two occasions and finally at
the meeting of the Government on
Wednesday of this week Dr. Roberis
presented the matter to the entire ex-
ecutive, pointing out the wonderful re-
lief which could be contributed to so
great a number in this province, a re-
lief about which there was no possible
question. The result of Dr. Robert”
explanation of the matter was that the
Government unanimously adopted the
principle and the Department of Health
will immediately make arrangements
whereby poor citizens who are suffer-
ing from this malady may have the
benefit of such a wonderful service.

Bantifig to Send Assistant,

The great difficulty that lies in the
way is that the physicians of the nrov-
ince as yet have not had an oppor-
tunity of learning the technique of
administering the treatment. Without
their co-operation the expense of com-
ing to St. John and paying hospital
charges wonild still make the treatment

prohibitive in many cases. With this{y
