Ottawa, Jan. 25—A concerted drive
upon the Dominion Government will
be made this afternoon when' about
fifty .representatives of the Canadian
Manufacturers’ Association and the
Canadian Jewelers’ Association  will
assemble to make protests and pro-
posals regarding the various taxes on
Canadian business.

As a preparation for the interview
meetings were held in the Chateau
Laurier yesterday and resolutions
passed at a meeting in Toronto on De-
cember 5 and 6 and as amended later
by the various business assoclations
were discussed. -

It is understood that the deputation
will propose that some of the minor
forms of taxation, which have caused
a good deal of irritation, should be
abolished, or at least their most ob-
jectionable features removed, and that
the government should depend for
revenue more upon a substantial in-
crease in the sales tax. "It will also
be urged that the stamp tax plan be
modified to the original proposals, viz.,
a flat tax of two cents on all checks,
regardless of the amount.

A certain reduction ‘in the taxes of
business corporations and incomes will
also be asked, although not much stress
will be laid upon this, and the reduc-
tion suggested is small. It is held,
generally speaking, that most of the

Paris, Jan. 25—The departure of
Gen. Weygand and M. Le Trocquer,
minister-of public works, for the Ruhr
late last night, marks the opening of
the second phase of the occupation, so
it is believed here.

When the French entered the Ruhr
the Paris government assumed that
thé Germans would accept the move as
inevitable, but events have proved that
the contrary. Therefore, the French,
it is declared, are about. to change
their methods.

In the first place, the occupation will
be put on a systematic basis. Accord-
ing to some reports, the occupied ter-
ritory will bé practically cut off from
the rest of Germany. Secondly, it is
understood that M. Coste, head of the
occupying mission, had complained to
the government that General Degoutte
does not collaborate satisfactorily with
him. Lastly, it is pointed out thet the
Rhineland commission act indepen-
dently of M. Coste and General De-
goutte. t

It is to obtain a report om these
points that M. Letrocquer and General
Weygand  have underfaken their mis-
sion. Consequently nothing definite
will be decided until they return, but
the press generally agsumes that Cen-
eral Weygand will' take command of
the occupation as a whole. M. Lou-
cheur, the former minister of . liber-
ated regions, is said to have declined
to undertake the task. :

I Duesseldorf, Jan. 25—“France is
here to stay until she gets complete
satisfaction from Germany,” said M.
Le Trocquer, Minister of Public Works,
upon arriving here from Paris today.

General Weygand, Marshal Foch’s
chief of staff, who accompanied the
Minister, immediately went into con-
ference with General Degoutte to con-
sider the application of sterner military
measures.

Mayence, Jan. 25—General Mareschal,
commanding the French post here, to-
day issued a prgclamation declaring
that henceforth all local German police
would be under the authority of the
Freénch military. This step was taken
because the authorities failed to make
any effort to repress a demonstration
yesterday that followed the conviction
of the German mine directors.

General Mareschal informed the
population that the French troops had
received orders to use their weapons
to put down any attempts to disturb
order. Yesterday’s crowd was not dis-
persed until French cavalry inter-
vened, arresting some of the dis-
turbers.

Yesterday’s Trials.

Mayence, Jan. 25—Fines, totalling
807,444 francs, were assessed by the
court martial after a trial yesterday
ccnsuming but two short sessions. The
sentences were limited to fines instead
of imprisonment upon a recommenda-
tion of leniency from the French prose-
cutors, who admitted that the Ger-
mans acted from patriotic motives in
refusing to deliver coal to the occupa-
tion authorities in the face of the in-
structions to the op\posite from the Ber-
lin Government.

The finding of the court that there
were extenuating circumstances was
not unanimous, it was learned, but was
reached by a majority vote of the court
members.

CARGO HANDLING DEVICE

That British ports are keeping
abreast, or even ahead of improve-

ments for the speeding up of loading
and unloading ships’ cargoes, is seen
in an announcement made as to a new
invention in this direction now. being
tried out at Liverpool by the White
Star Line. “Visiting the company’s
docks,” says a correspondent, “I found
that the handling of cargo is carried
out by a system of platforms used with
electric trucks; but the main feature
lies in the speed with which these
platforms are picked up and released
by means of an ingenious device in-
vented by Captain Llewellyn Davles,
which overcomes the necessity of any
additional mechanism on the truck it-
self. Experiments in the past in this
direction have required some mechan-
ical addition for the raising and lower-
ing of the platforms, with a consequent
loss in battery power. The special mer-
it of the invention is that it is a means
of speeding up the work and obtain-
ing.a much larger outturn, between 33
and 50 per cent. The White Star Line

Portfiolios have been
alloted as follows: Hon. E, H. Arm-
strong, president/of the executive coun-
cil and minister of public works and
mines; Hon, D. A. Cameron, provin-
cial secretary; Hon. W. J. O’Hearn,
attorney-general; Hon. William Chis-
nolm, minister of highways,

Tories Few in Number,

The. Armstrong government will face
the House with whatever prestige may
accrue from its having won three by-
elections by acclamation. In Halifax,
Antigonish and Kings, the administra-
tion’s candidates on January 16 were
unopposed when nominated to contest
the seats in by-elections scheduled for
Januery 23. However, since the last
session of the House the Libéral-Con-
servative party of the province has ap-
pointed a party:leader, Hon. W. L.
Hall, K.C., not now in the House but
a former leader of the Opposition. The
party also appointed a provincial or-
ganizer, Colonel Joseph Hayes. But it
is considered doubtful that the strength
of the organization work san be tested
until there is a general election, espe-
cially in view of the fact that the Con-
servative following in the House at
present numbers three. This group in
1920 was known as the People’s Party,
but it is recognized now as the Con-
servative following in the Assembly.

Opposition Can be Effective.,

Despite the govermment majority of
fifteen in a House of forty-three and
the division into three/ parties of the
Opposition, the Opposition is homo-
geneous .enough fo be capable of un-
doubted pressure. The quartette of
Labor men from the mining centres of
Cape Breton, and the more aggressive
debaters among the Farmers and Con-
servatives, can undoubtedly be relied
on to furnish the deliberations of the
House with interest and prevent them
from_taking the cut and dried trend
which & strong government majority
might be expected, to give them. The
official leader of the Opposition is Hon.
D. G. MacKenzie, Fasmer member
from Cumberland. .

Likely to Change Road Rule.

It is expected that a bill will be in-
troduced next! session to change the
rule of the road in Nova Scotia from
left to Tight to comply with the rest of
the continent, except the Province of
Prince Edward Island. Legislation to
this effect was passed last year, and as
a result similar legislation was put into
effect in New Brunswick. But there
were technical inconsistencies in the
Nova Scotia legislation, and at the re-
| quest of the administration it was dis-
allowed by the federal government. It
is generally conceded that the change
|in the rule of the road will be brought
about this year.

Legislation of unusual character is
I not anticipated at this date. Much of
the discussion will undoubtedly centre
about questions concerning labor and
the mines of the province. The ques-
tion of abolition of the Legislative
Council, a second chamber of Legisla-
| ture which Nova Scotia and Quebec
alone of the provinces maintain, is ex-
pected, as at previous gessions, to be
the subject of mention at least.

Possible Election.

While the present Assembly’s term
does not expire until 1925, predictions
of an earlier election are not lacking.
There are those who say that the gov-
ernment, with a cabinet reorganized
and with possible other changes, might
think of the present yearopportune to
appeal to the people. These point out
that the Liberal party is fresh from
three by-elections won by the acclama-
tion route, and also that the Conserva-
tive organization might-be expected to
be less ready now than in a few years.

With the exception of one four-year
period, Liberal governments have been
in ppbwer in Nova Scotia since Confed-
eration, under the successive leaderships
of Joseph Howe, W. T. Pipes, W. S.
Fielding and George H. Murray.

As Managing Editor of
Paducah News - Democrat,
Where He Once Worked at
$22 a Week.

(Editor and Publisher.)

When Irvin S. Cobb, the humorist,
visited his eld home at Paducah, Kys
l::t week, he agreed to act as managing

itor for one day and night of the
Paducah News-Democrat, sa position
which he held on that paper from
May, 1901, to July, 1904.

Cobb was then young and unknown
outside of Kentucky. He was a na-
tive of Paducah, but had drifted away
to Loufsville and was reporter on the
Louisville Post until he was called
back to Paducah to act as managing
e_ditor by Urey Woodson, who estab-
lished the Paducah Democrat in the
spring of 1901. ;

The day fixed for Cobb to resume for
one day his old job on the News-Dom-
ocrat was December 30.

The News-Democrat of that date
says:

“Mr. Cobb arrived at The News-
Democrat office promptly at 2 o’clock
ye.sterday afternoon and assumed the
reins of managing editor until the last
form went to press early this 'morning.

“}:!e supervised the actual work of
getting out this issue of The News-
Democrat from his old desk and chair,
which are now preserved in the edi-
torial rooms of the paper.' .

“Among other things he contributed

a signed article on the Ku Klux Klan;
wrote several editorials; supervised the
make-up of the editorial page in the
composing room; wrote heads for sev-
eral stories and gave assignments to
members of the staff of reporters.”
. The News-Democrat reprints from
its files of July 22, 1904, an announce-
ment written by Urey Woodson, as
follows:

“Mgr. Irvin S. Cobb, who for the past
three years has been managing editor
of the News-Democrat, has resigned
and, after a brief visit with Mrs, Cobb,
at her old home at Savannah, will go
to New York to pursue his professioin
in that eity.

“Mr. Cobb is a brilliant newspaper
writer, happy in his style, quick to see
the essénce of the news, clever as a
headliner, resourceful at all times and
a prodigious and 'rapid worker.. He
can make himself serviceable in any
cx_).pgcity on a daily newspaper. The
News-Democrat naturally parts with
such a member of its staff with sincere
regrét, but wishes him a full measure
of success in the larger fields he seeks.”

When Cobb resumed” his_old desk
hundreds of Paducah citizens called to
see him in action, and various people,
Paducahans and others, contributed ar-
ticles extolling him and his achieve-
ments, but his old boss_ telegraphed
him from Owensboro an awful roast
as follows: ~
“Irvin S. Cobb, Managing Editor News-

Democrat, Paducah, Ky.:

“Well, so you are back on your job
again. You certainly have shown your
nerve, going off on a thirty-day vaca-
ion, in July, 1904, and just returning
now.” Maybe you got broke and had to
walk home. Didn’t I give you a round
trip pass betwen Paducah and New
York? -

“During your absence I put Louis
Brownlow, Buford Goodwin and other
highly capable men on your desk at
different times, but they couldn’t ex-
actly fill the bill, for you know there
are days when news just won’t happen
in Paducah, and then you were at your
best. -

“On a’ dull, foggy, misty day, or a
sleety, snowy day, when nobody would
venture out, not even a burglar, you
were surely on the job, smoking up a
half dozen corking first page local
stories, with scare heads. You would
never spoil any piece of news for lack
of facts. We therefore sorely missed
you, though Johnny Cobb was your
faithful understudy. Now get off your
coat and make up for lost time.

“I have advised George Goodman to
put you back on‘the payroll at $22 per
week, and if you kick for more and
threaten to go back to the Louisville
Post, to call your bluff, for the Post
in the old days never did pay anybody
more than $18 per. If Miss Ora Leigh
is ~working tonight opposite you at the
big desk give her my compliments.
That girl would work 365 days in the
year, paddling the streets in all sorts
of weather, never asking for vacation,
but she couldn’t read proof. However,
in this line nobody was ever rottener
than you. If you go over to Sam
Gott’s with Johnr Meloan tonight for
lunch don’t forget to come back until
after the paper has gone to press. John
usually did.

“My regards to Will Hughes, the
janitor, to Page Pittman and to Mike
Danaher. Don’t fail to get out on
time in the merning, if Tom Roberts
and Harry Stiles have to make over a
page because a theatrical cut was up-
side down. We must make the mails
at all hazards.

“UREY WOODSON.”

Those mentioned in Mr. Woodson’s
telegram were employes of the News-
Democrat twenty years ago. Most of
them are now gone. '

Mr. Cobb wrote several ‘articles for
the News-Democrat, but his leading
editorial was very brief and modest.
It was as follows:

“HAIL AND FAREWELL.

“The acting managing editor of this
number of The News-Democrat has
learned, as a result of his one day’s
work at his old job, these two things:

«First—In the ecighteen years since
he went away they have learned a lot
in this town about getting out a news-

paper.

“Second—And he has forgotten a
lot.”

Urey Woodson, who is now gditor
and owner of the Ownesboro (Ky.)
Messenger, adds another little personal
touch to the Paducah event in the fol-
lowing note to Fditor and Publisher,
expressing his pride over the success of
his protege: “You may remember that
| when T established the Paducah paper,
| more than twenty-one years ago, Irvin
Cobb wrote me from Louisvilie, where
he was working on the Post at $18 a
week, and asked me for a job in the
old home town. T hired him at $22 a
week, already knowing his genius. Not
a paper in L.ouisville, however, seemed
to appreciate him.”

Reports from the elevators indicat
that the 1922 crop of Western Canada,
the greatest in the history of the coun-
try, is also the dirtiest. It is conserva-
tively estimated that the farmers will
pay the raiiroads more than $5, ,000
for the transportation of weed seeds
and other comparatively useless pro-
ducts.

The dockage on cars is esimated: by
elevator men at Fort William at four
per cent.,, which runs into a terrific
figure and ‘is that much deadweight on
the producers’ shoulders.

Of the 188,510,061 Bushels of grain
hauled to the twin ports during the
fall rush, four per cent. would mean
seven and a half million bughels or
880,000,000 pounds, the equivalent of
about 4,000 cars annually at $300 per
car hauling average. It means the
transportation companies had to pro-
vide 100 trains to haul worthless stdff
from farm to market. ;

The Western farmers are crying out
that excessive lake rates have rob
them of the benefits of the reduétion in
rail charges—and they have general
sympathy on that point. They will
have wide support in any demands
which will give promise of reducing
transportation costs, developitig. new
outlets or improying marketing facili-
ties to the end of increasing their mare
gin of profit—so long as they do not
expect to obtain advantages at the ex-
pense of other classes in the community
who have to bear the cost in taxes of
paternalistic experiments.

If a regenerative circuit, consisting of a vario-coupler, plate and grid
variometers and associated apparatus, is combined with radio and audio-
frequency amplification an extremely sensitive method is obtained for the
reception of short wave signals radiated from distant transmitting stations.

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There are two types of regenerative circuits, in general use, which operate
very efficiently for the reception of short waves such as the broadcasted sig-
nals with wave lengths of approximately 860 or 400 metres. These two types
of circuits are, namely, the “tickler circuit” and “tuned plate circuit.” Either
of these circuits produce magnification of signal by transferring a portion of
the plate circuit energy to the grid circuit and superimposing this energy
upon the original radio wave. As this action is cumulative, up to a certain
point, a considerably reinforced ofcillation is secured. .

_The “tickler circuit” obtains increased strength of signal by inserting
“tickler coil” in the plate circuit, coupling this coil to the secondary coil and
transferring the amplified oscillations of the plate circuit, by induction, to
the grid circuit. The “tune plate circuit” uses an .adjustaple inductance,
such.as a variometer, to replace the “tickler coil” and this inductance need not
be coupled to the secondary coil as coupling between the plate and grid cir-
cuits is obtained by utilizing the capacity existing’ between the grid and
plate of ' the vacuum tube itself. . .

station, is too feeble to properly operate the detector it is necessary to build
up the weak signal by ifiserting one or more stages of radio-frequency amplifi-
cation between the detector and the antenna’ and thus amplify the original
radio wave &t the sdme frequency with which it is transmitted through the
other. The strength of signal may thus be increased to a point where proper
detection is secured and the signals converted from a “radio” or inaudible fre-
guency to an “audio” or audible frequency. If it is desired to further in-
crease the signal audibility so that a loud speaker may be used it is neces-
sary to add one or more stages ‘of audio-frequency amplification.

The accompanying diagram illustrates an arrangement whereby two stages
of radio-frequiency afoplification and two stages of audio-frequemcy amplifi-
cation arz combined with a short wave regenerative circuit, of the “tune-
plate,” type. By proper adjustment of these circuits, a weak signal, inter-
cepted by the antenna is so strengthened as to efficiently operate a loud
speaker thus reproducing without distortion and with intensified energy the

sounds of music or speech which. originated at the transmitting station.

The tuning coil (L) and the series condenser (C) are adjusted to the fre-
quency of the incoming wave which is then amplified by two stages of radio-
| frequency amplification.The transformer in the plate circuit of the second tube
consists of a standard vario-coupler which is tuned by the variable condenser
(C-1) having a capacity of 0.001 microfarad. The radio wave is further ampli-
fied and detected in the regenerative system containing the grid varmiometer
(V-1), the plate variometer (V-2), the grid condenser and leak and the se-
condary coil of vario-coupler. The by-pass condenser (C-2) provides air easy
path for the oscillations of high frequency whicli otherwise would be chocked
back by the reactance of the primary coil of the transformer in the first stage
of audio-frequency amplification.”

It was said
new methods also has been discovered
for fighting germ diseases and agricul-
tural pests.

Palestine Administration In-
viting Archaeologists —
Work to be Done in Trans
Jordania Too. .

¢

Washington, Jan. 24—Through offi-
cial channels information has reached
. Washington that the Palestine admini-
! stration is'inviting the archeologists of
the United States, Great Britain and
France -as well as other countries, to
excdvate the ancient “City of David™
on Mount Ophel, just south of the ex-
isting walls of Jerusalem.

The entire area covered by the an-
cient city from the pool of Siloam,
which mfirks the southern apex of the
site, running northward to the south-
ern wall of Jerusalem is to be turned
over to archeologists by the Palestine
administration.

Each educational institution or so-
ciety applying for permission to exca-
vate will be assigned to a certain dis-
trict within which it will be accorded
exclusive. rights, but outside of that

’. area it must not go,

It is understood the size of tie dis-
trict awarded will be determined large-
ly by the financial ability of the society
or institution for which the grant for
archeological exploration is made, 1t
is the purpose not to extend explora-
tion privileges to persons or societies’
financially unable to undertake excava-
tion activities,

The Palestine administration has em-
barked on a programme of active en-
couragement of excavation work in the
ancient cities of the Holy Land, and

this is said to be due very largely 1o
the attitude of Sir Herbert Samuel,
the British commissioner to ralestine,
who has effected the organization of a
department of antiquities, the function
of which is to co-operate in every way
with those who wish to undertake ex-
ploration work. /

Advices received in Washington state
that sufficient explorafion has already
been  done to determine definitely the
location of the City of David, The re-
sults obtained by various expeditions
from that undertaken by Dr. Bliss in
1806 to one headed by M, Weill in 1913-
1t leave no further doubt as to the la-
cution of the ancient city, but large
areas of it remain unexplored, includ-
ing /practically the whole of the strong
hold of Jebus and the palace of David
as well as the tombs of the Kings of

WILHELM TOLD
CZAR TO BEWARE
- OF THE BRITISH

Letters the ex-Kaiser Wrote
When Still Prince are
Made Public

e,

Criticized His Parents as|

Being Under the Influence
of Queen Victoria— Told
Czar the English Wanted
War,

X

London, Jan.” 22—The Morning Pest
reproduces sdme bitherto unpublished
letters written by the ex-Kaiser when
he was Prince Wilhelm of Prussia to
Czar Alexander of Russia, father of
the ill-fated Nicholas.

These letters, which, The Morning
Post explains, will be issued in Moscow

this week by the, Soviet Government,|

contain many anti-English references.
In a letter written to the Czar on May
25, 1884, at the time of Prince Wil-
helm’s first visit to Moscow, the Prince
wrote, among other things:

“] only beg of you 3 single favor:
Béware of your English uncles. Do not
allow . yourself to be intimidated by
things you may hear from my father.
You know him; he loves to be contrary,
and he is entirely in the hands of my
mother, who in her turn is guided by
the Queen of England, and she makes
him see everything through die eng-
lische Brille (spectacles). I cdn assure
you that the Kaiser, Prince Bismark
and I are entirely in agreement, and
that I will never cease to consider as
my supreme duty the consolidation
and support everywhere of the Drei-
kaiserbund. This is t}le triangular bas-
tion which is called’ upon to defend
monarchy, and Europe against the tide
of anarchy, and this is what England
fears more than anything in the world.”

On his return to Germany the Prince
sent a letter to the Emperor, dated
June 19, 1884, in which the Prince com-
plains of having been coldly received
by his parents, He mentions a conver-
sation which he had with his father,
whom he accused of “abusing the Rus-
sion Government of the most incredible
way for what he called the infamous
treatment of this ‘excellent’ prince.”
(The Prince of Bulgaria).

Prince Wilhelm added that his father
“gccused the Russian Government of
lying, treachery, etc.; and, to be concise,
there was not an insulting adjective
which he did not use in his endeavors
to paint you as black as possible.”

“The visit of the Prince of Wales has
yielded and is still bringing extraordi-
nary fruit, which will continue to mul-
tiply in the hands of my mother and
the Queen of England. But these Eng-
lish have accidentally forgotten that I
exist.” 3

In a letter {0 the Emperor dater
March 13, 1885, the Prince wrotes

“We shall see the Prince of Wales
here in a few days. I am not at all de-
lighted by this unexpected apparition
because—excuse me, he is your brother-
in-law—owing to his falfe and intrig-
uing nature he will undoubtedly at-
tempt in one way of another to push
the Bulgarian business—may Allali
gend them to hell, as the Turk would
say—or to do a little political plotting
behind the scenes with the ladies.”

In a letter to the Emperor dated
from Potsdam May 4, 1885, Prince Wil-
helm said he had kept his promise to
keep an eye on the Prince of Wales.
He said he had been assured that the
Prince of Wales had asked a German-
Jewish banker, Bleichroder, to: help
England by depreciating Russian cur-
rency. Wilhelm went on: .

“All the gentlemen of the Prince’s
suite talk of nothing else except war.
They say that war is absolutely neces-
sary and tlat sooner or later the two
countries will come to blows as there is
no possible way to avold it.

“From that moment I began private-
ly to make notes and to collect infor-
mation regarding everything that hap-
pened in England in the way of mob-
ilization, and anything that I thought
might be useful for you to know I im-
mediately sent on to Dolgoruki. i
The English Government has a whole-
some fear of Russian battalions and
squadrons, whom they dread although
they talk very lightly ‘of them, but
what has surprised me most is that my
mother, who never discusses politics
with me—not for anything in the world
—and who regards with horror any-
thing that is called war or fighting,
said to me yesterday when we were
talking of the more peaceful outlook
at the present moment: ‘Oh, for noth-
ing in the world can we have peace

now. We must make war. It is our
duty. . L
“War at any price! This is very

remarkable, I suppose this is the op-
inion of Queen Victoria and her fam-
ily, who are in opposition to the Gov-
ernment but one with the nation.”

In a letter to Prince Dolgoruki, the
Russian military representative at Ber-
lin, dated May 20, 1885, Prince Wil-
helm wrote: “I do not yet believe in
peace. In England bellicose sentiments
are not yet extinct. On the contrary,
it is the Cabinet alone that fears war,
but they merely wish to gain time, as
their preparations have not yet been
completed, Just fancy: I have read
a secret report from Portsmouth in
which it was stated that the new ar-
mored battleships stationed there and
which form the Baltic Squadron are
quite ready except for their guns,
which are of a new pattern and load
from the breach, but that they have
not yet got their ‘Verschlusse’—like a
cavalry regiment without horses.”

Recommendation at Halifax
in Matter of Pensions and
Soldier Treatment,

Halifax, N. 8., Jan. 25—A. provincial
board as an improvement upon the
method of procedure- whereby ex-
service men may appeal from decisions
as to pensions or treatment, was recom-
mended by Dr. Smith Walker, honor-
ary secretary of the central commit-
tee for the ex-service men, which has
in hand the presentation of evidence
before the Ralston Commission.

The
members should be composed of one

$45,000 Increase In The
-Public Works Estimates

Heavy Bill for Snow

cil in Committee.

.The estimates of the City Public
Works Department, presented to the
Common Council in committee by

Commissioner Frink this morniog,
show an increase of nearly $45,000
over those of last year. While reduc-
tions are shown in some of the items,
the large increase is due principally to
the cost of snow removal this year, for
which $18,000 more than last year is
asked; $2,500 for street equipment, in-
cluding a one-ton truck and a new Ford
passenger car, and a $17,000 increase
December, Commissioner Frink said,
some '$33,000 had- been spent in re-
moving snow from city streets, which
was more than the ‘total amount al-
lowed last year for. snow renewal,
watering, sanding and cleaning.

The committee heard J. M. True-
man in eonnection with the Mayor's
application for permission to repair a
building in Charlotte street, and heard
Richard O’Brien and Duncan C. Ling-
ley regarding the annual grant to the
Free Public Library. The electrician’s
annual report was tabled. ;

Electrician’s Report.

Commissioner Thornton presented the
rt of the city electrician, which was
ordered printed with the annual re-

ports. :

Permits issued totaled 1,145 = for
which charges of $2,258.85 were collect-
ed Inspections m were 1,472; per-
mits completed, 1,118; new services au-
thorized, 285. Forty-six Special inspec-
tions were carried out.

The board of‘examiners held five
meetings and three examinations. Five
employing electricians, two journeymen
ang, one %hief electrician wejre licensed,
and twenty-six employing forty-seven
journeymen and twelve chief electric-
isns relicensed, : 2

The electrician felt that the cost of
lighting the exhibition buildings for

Free Publicglibrary.

Richard O’Brien, for the Free Pub-
lic Library board, said tse library would
reed more-money,  The city had grant-
ed $6,600 last year and the total re-
ceipts were about $7,000, which was
over expended by $1,100. He thought
$8,000 was not too much. He particu-
larly referred to the necessity of keep-
ing up the reference library. Especial-
ly needed were modern volumes of the
encyclopaedia and a modern atlas. Af-
ter the ordinary expenses were paid
but $1,600 was left for the purchase of
books, etc. )

Duncan G. Lingley said there were
some 1,600 taking books out and more
than 900 children. He felt that neith-
er the Natural History Society nor the
library was receiving the support of
the citizens and council of the city, He
thougst that the free library should be
brought to such a stage that the lend-
ing libraries would be put out of busi-
ness, Ontario he said, had a law by
which each citizen was taxed fifty cents
a year for the free libraries,

The total circulation of books last
year was 80,000, Mr. O’Brien said, and
in the reference room 7,000 volumes
were consulted. The circuldtion in 1914
was 87,000, He said that 785 new
cards were issued last year.

The matter will be considered when
the grants come up.

Michaud Mallet Found Near
the Track Between Fair-
ville and Seuth Bay.

Michaud Mallet, aged fifty-six years,
was found deaa on tne right of way
of the C. P. R. on the south side of
the railway track near Spurr Cove
crossing, between Fairville and South
Bay, about six w’clock this morning. It
is presumed that he was going along
the track to Wilson’s Box Factoryy
where he was employed, when he was
struck by a train and killed. The body
was found by S. Corlsum, another em-
ploye of the Wilson factory, while he
was going to work. .

Mr. Mallet left his boarding house at
Pleasant Point before six o’clock and
started for his work and so far as'is
known this is the last seen of him un-
til he was found dead alongside the
track. As there was a heavy snow and
sleet storm raging about that time it
is thought that he was walking along
the track and, owing to the wind and
the density of the storm, failed to see
or hear the approaching train,

H. R. Bartlett, who was in charge
of C-P.R. train No. 40 due here from
Montreal at 6.25 local time, reports that
there was a very heavy snow fall about
that time and he-could not see very
far ahead of the train. He did not no-
tice anyone on the track. The engine
was examined, but nothing was found
to show that anyone had been struck
by it. It was said that the body was
not mutilated to any extent.

When the body was found word was

tion and Coroner F. L. Kenney was
notified. He gave permission. to have
it removed to Fairville station and lat-
er to O'Neill’s undertaking parlofs in
Main street.

BLISTER-RUST CAMPAIGN

State of Vermont to Fight White Pine
! Pest.

" The eradication of the white pine
blister-rust is to be given considerable
attention this year by the Forestry De-
partment in the State of Vermont. This
disease, which first came to this coun-
try from Europe, is gaining rapid head-
way.  White pine rust is a fungous
growth which gradually girdles the tree
and penetrates the trunk, thus causing
the death of the tree.

The disease originates on gooseberry
and currant bushes and from them is
spread to the white pines, After about

-l a year’s time the disease begins to be

vigible in the form of small blisters;
these blisters enlarge as time goes on
end in about three years most of the
work is done and the tree dies.

The Forestry Department has enlist-
ed the service of ‘the extension service
of the University of Vermont to aid in
the eradication of the blister-rust and
is trying to have the Farm Bureau co-
operate. From figures given out by the
departments, the average cost of clear-
ing the forest lands and an area of
about 100 feet around the timber plot
of wild gooseberry and currant bushes
is about forty-one cents per acre. Last
vear 112 pine owners protected from
the blister-rust about 18,000 acres at
this average cost. 'In the process of
clearing the land last year more than
91,000 currant and gooseberry bushes

| were removed.

The plan of the Forestry Department
is to have the farmers furnish the labor
necessary to do the work and the state
will furnish a supervisor to go-over the
ground 'to see that the work is done and
will furnish the materials necessary for
the eradication of the disease.

As an aid in, interesting the farm-
ers and others who are concerned, the
state has purchased a moving-picture
machine, with films, which will show
the effects of the disease in its different
stages. These pictures and lectures on
the blister-rust have been given in a
number of towns and at Grange meet-
ings throughout the state. It is hoped
by the department that the fafmers will
take an interest in this campaign and
assist in eradicating this disease, which
threatens to destroy ‘their white pine
forests. ; .

, been sweeping the Atlantic for nearly
two months, have spent their farce, the
weather bureau reports, but in their
wake they have left stranded and sunk-
en ships, unsolved and mysterious trag-
edies of the sea, and a series of “de-
layed runs” for transatlantic liners
which has not been equalled since war

The Atlantic claimed 12 ships; it took
twenty-eight men to their deaths; it
made twenty-three giant liners more
than 12 hours late—most of them were
from two to three days behind sched-
ule—; and it left the unsolvable /mys-
t;:_-y of what happened *to eight other
ships.

N. Y. Health Comimissioner
Asserts They Cause Twice
as Much Loss of Time as
Tuberculosis.

Those who happened to be listening
in the other night when one of the radio
health talks; inaugurated by New York
State Health Commissioner Hermann
M. Biggs, was being delivered heard
some unusual = facts about common
colds, H, W. Hill, Director of the In-
‘stitute of Public Health of London,
Ontario, was the speaker. He said there
were 100,000,000 common colds in the
United States in a year, to estimate
them conservatively, Of these, he de~
clared, 90,000,000 were contracted di®
rectly from one person to another. That
is, the common cold is infectious.

«Listen,” said he; “do you think
tuberculosis is a serious disease, that

financtal- distress and poverty? Sure
enough—and all that comes on a rela-
tively few people—those who = suffer
from tuberculosis. But cold in one year
cause double the loss of time that tub-
erculosis does! True, the loss is dis-
tributed over the whole population and
no one person -notices, any great effect
on himself, Nevertheless, in the one
item .of loss of time (mot of course in
suffering, disease, and death), colds run
ahead of tuberculosis—in fact colds do
just twice as much damage in this item.

Every day in the year Diehl’s Fancy
Grocery, in Santa Barbara, Calif., runs
an advertisement in each of the two
local newspapers, usually a talk on a
single subject—not a pricetalk, but a
food-talk.  Still, in each local news-
paper office there is an advertisement
with a standing order covering it. That
order specifies that this “rainy day”
advertisement shall be run on any day
and every day that the weatherman
fails to present smiling skies to the
populace, This advertisement, al-
though of a few words and quoting
no prices, is partly to be credited with
an unusually heavy portion of the
store’s volume.

The copy deals with the weather, It
has but little text, all of which is hand-
lettered. At the top is shown a woman
facing the rain, umbrella over her head
and market basket on her arm. The
wording reads:

DON'T GET DAMP
AND MUDDY .
—just phone 44 for groceries and toilet
needs. We deliver anywhere.
DIEHL'S

That’s all there is to the advertise-
ment, Yet the insertion of this copy on
such days that marketing trips will be
abandoned does a great deal toward the
rainy day increase in deliveries of some-
thing like 50 per cent. \

What might have been a dull day
becomes a busy one. Clerks who might
stand idle at counters have many erders
to fill.  Four telephone order. clerks
who know how to suggest goods and
who are likewise acquainted with the
preparation of dinners and luncheons
develop real orders in a helpful way.
Merchandise suggestion lists before
these operators and the store’s monthly
bulleting on a convenient hook about
the kitchen bring the store’s seasonable
foods to the attention of those who deo
the buying. :

Thus a rain day with Diehl’s is
mere switch from a counter business
to a telephone business and not a “bad
day” at all, This firm issues a season-
able catalogue that brings to the house-
wives’ notice the store’s stock of foods
not found in the ordinary grocery store.

New York, Jan. 256—Foreign develop-
ments show no change in the situation
and consequently it is doubtful if the
market can get very far away from
the dullness of the last two weeks.

Other favorable earning
statements this morning give a very op-
timistic view of domestic business and
it is quite possible there might be
short covering aided by a little support.
However, it is very doubtful if strength
in the industrials can now go very far.
There must be some indication of how
the European tangle will be straight-
ened out before the upward movement
can be resumed in earnest.

THE LOSS OF
THMIERANTS
~ NEANS MUCH

’

(Montreal Gazette)

The drop in immigration during 1922,
when only 75,000 people entered Canada
as compared with 1913 when 408,000 en-
tered, meant a loss during the year in
the form of increase in the home mark-
et equal to more than 25 per cent. in
the value of Canada’s export trade in
1022, whica was appvoximately $900;-
000,000. . / :

A New Measure Of Value,

This may be a new way of measur-
ing the value of immigration, but it is

robably the most accurate that could
ge devised. Without being in the least
desirous of minimizing the importance
of the export trade, it must, however,
be admitted that it is secondary to that
of the internal trade of the country. If
Csnadian mercantile interests last year
had had but $900,000,000 worth of busi-
ness to handle, they would have exper-
fenced one of the slackest years dn rec-
ord. Any increase in business contri-
buted to the improvement in conditions,
but increase in the volume of internal
business most of all.

A moment’s reflection is sufficient to
demonstrate the obviousness of this

& | statement. Going back to pre-war days

it will be agreed that from 1903 to 1912
were years of genuine prosperity.. Do-
minion revenues were abounding, sur-
pluses having gone as high as $817,000,-
000 a year. But during this period the
total exports were never higher than
$307,761,161, which they reached in
1912, :

Business was brisk and presperity
marked because, during those years
Canada received 2,000,000 immigrants.
In none of these years did she receive
less than 124,000, and .in 1912, the num-
ber was 854,237, It was the outfitting
of these people, the greater percentage
of whom went on the land, and thus
needed large quantities of goods of
cvery kind, that made business boom.
Here were as many as 350,000 new cus-
tomers being brought to our merchants
every year, and all not only eager but
compelled to buy. ‘

Business Without Cost.

It cost very little to get this nmew
business; in reality it was the cheapest
business that our merchants ever got.
In the train of this great stream of im-
migration followed building and gener-
al construction activities on a huge
scale from which everybody benefitted.

It may be asked, how are these con-
clusions as to the value of immigration
to the country arrived at? No abso-
lutely accurate figures as to the value
wof the internal trade for a given year
are available, but an estimate made by
the Dominion Statistician and quoted
in the House of Commons during 1922,
placed the value of Canada’s produc-
tion in 1921 at $5,244,866,000, and it
was expressly added that this figure did
not include several very large items. It
has accordingly been generally assum-
ed that the value of the country’s pro-
duction runs about $6,000,000,000 a
year.

As the supply of goods approximates
to the demand, any surplus of goods
during a given year may be disregard-
ed, and it may be taken for granted
that the total production plus the im-
ports and minus the exports represents
the value of the internal trade of the
Dominion during a year. Canada is a
heavy importer, her imports in 1931
having been $800,000,000. As a deduc-
tion must be made for exports, which
in that year were $816,000,000, the im-
ports and exports practically cancelled
one another, so it may be assumed that
the internal trade of the Dominion in
1921 was $6,000,000,000, or approxi-
mately $666 per capita. It may also
be assumed that 1921 is now an aver-
age year,

What Immigration Means

Assuming that the per capita pur-
chases are $660 a year, then when 400,-
009 immigrants entered Canada within
a twelve month, as they did in 1913, the
new business they brought was’ worth
$264,000,000 a year to the country. The
75,000 who entered in 1922 thus brought
only $50,000,000 of new business, Tak-
ing it for granted that the settler bqys
no more than the average person, which
of course, is a very liberal concession,

.

‘Athe difference between the two. fiore-

going totals, or over $200,000,000, rep-
resents the yearly loss to Canadian
business through the decline in immi-
gration from its high point .in 1913,

I+ gnything, this is a considerable un-
derstatement of the loss, those who set-
tl> on land, which the greater number
of immigrants would do, being by far
the heaviest purchasers of general
gcods.

year to the railways, as.is claimed;
then he surely must be worth double
that to all the business interests of the
country. That the estimate of loss is
under the mark is further evident from
the fact that the average loan to set-
tlers under the Soldier Settlement
scheme is $4,000, ‘and certain classes
may borrow up to $7,500.

A Contrast Of Figures.

Much is naturally ‘made of the fact
that Canada, as a result of last year’s
crop, has- 800,000,000 bushels of wheat
for export, which should bring in ap-
proximately  $300,000,000; but this’

‘amount, large as:it is, is not much

lerger than what the business interests
of the country are losing during the
course of a year through the decline in
immigration from the high point of 8
decade ago. Canadian - business men
were as busy as bees when the country
only exported $250,000,000 of products
a year, the reason being that they then
got, through immigration, over five
tiniés as much new business at home
within a twelve month, as they now gef.

RECORD IN MOTOR SHIPS.

Whatever may have been the case
with the shipbuilding industry as a
whole last year, it is satisfactory to
note that a new record was created in

the construction of motor ships. The
statistics which have been compiled,
according to the Liverpool Journal of
Commerce, show “that a total dead-
weight tonnage of 429,500 was the
world’s coniribution in 1922 to the mot-
or mercantiile fleet, which is now as-
suming such important dimensions.

The outstanding feature of this rec-
ord is the large share taken by British
shipbuilders in the new development;
Twenty-one motor ships, ' totalling
nearly 182,000 tons deadweight were
built in British yards last year, the ™o
ure being a striking advance on the
output of any previous year. Second
place in the list was occupied by Ger-
many, where 87,000 tons of motor shipy
were constiucted. It is evident from
other statistics which are available that
although little or no attention has been
given by German shipowners or ship-
builders to the utilization of oil fuel
for steam raising purposes, a special
effort is being made by them to secure
a high place in motor shipbuilding.

ADVICE VERSUS ACTION.

(Woodstock-Sentinel Review.)

A correspondent of an American
paper writing from Paris declares quite
bluntly that the United States has
practically lost her influence in Eur-
ope. Europe, he says, wants American
-advice, especially the kind of unofficial
advice which tells what ought to be
done, but refuses to offer any promise
of help in the doing. The correspondent
quotes a member of the Turkish lega-
tion at Lausanne as saying: “If Lhe
United States will send a fleet with
100,000 men to demand a home for the
Armenians, we will fight it out with
you. If you send 200,000 men we will
kiss your hand and give it to you, But
I know no other way you can get it.”

MANY RUSSIANS RETURNED

Twenty thousand Russians returned
to their native land from Canada and
the United States during the past two
years and many more are expected dur-
ing the next two years, according to an
annquncement by the Soviet Govern-
ment, reported to the Cunard Line in
Montreal by a Russian agent of the
company. Most of the Russians took
with them a good supply of working
tools, in addition to money.

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HE SEES NO CAUSE
FOR PESSIMISH

People Still Respond to Call
of Public Duty—A Sane
Philosopher.

(David A. Curtis in New York
Tribune,)

Now and again a doleful cry is

heard in the market place, raised by

some gloomy soul who foresees disas-
ter to the community, even to the ex-
tent of the final failure of the system
of government devised by the enthusi-
asts who founded our. Republic.

We read and hear impassioned pleas
for drastic action to prevent the con-
summation of awful threats. We are
surrountled by perils, seen and unseen,
which will, if not speedily averted, re-
sult in ruin, inevitable and complete.

Hordes of barbarians; bloodthirsty
Bolsheviki; subtle-minded socialists;
ignorant peasants; benighted heathen
from all quarters of the world; emis-
saries of hostile governments; re-
morseless competitors of our native
laborers; all these, and
others, bent on our destruction by this
means and that, are pouring into the
country at such a rate that they will
eventually crowd us out of it or over-
whelm us by the sheer preponderance
numbers, -

We are suffering from the condi-
tions of overcivilization and from our
lack of the development that is only
to be attained by the experience of cen-
turies. We are hopelessly crude in our
appetites and must be restrained by
strict sumptuary legislation. We are
inordinately sophisticated and must
rﬁdum to the simple life to find salva-

on. o

We have betome overenthusiastic
in behalf of the downtrdden denizens
of ill-governed .countries and are ne-
glecting our own affairs in Quixotic
attempts to regulate the affairs of the
universe, and we are so hopelessly self-
centered that we have no concern for
any of the problems of any who live
outside our own home town. ,

The worst of it is that all these
things. are true. They have, I venture
to say, been in some respects and to
some extent true of every nation that
ever advanced far on the road from the
desert of savagery to the cities of civ-
ilization.

Since ‘they are undeniably true with
regard to the United States, it most
unquestionably behooves a patriot (and
I maintain that our country is chock
full of earnest, whole-souled patriots)
to pay attention to the facts, not in any
perfunctory, academic fashion, but
with a firm determination to do his
part toward rectifying the evils that
do actually exist.

The latest indictment of the Ameri-
can citizen that has come to notice is
a severe one, though it is not exactly
new. It is, in effect, that Americans
live on Main street and know little
and care less about the happenings
elsewhere,. We are a small town peo-
ple and lack a proper aﬂpreciation of
our status as units in the population
of & great and glorious country, And
this disqualifies us for a clear view of
the international questions that demand
our consideration. In other words, we
do not know our own country, and are
indifferent to anything that does not
affect our own section of it, immediate-
ly and directly.

Now this charge (not a new one, as
was said), is based on a half truth
only. When Jerusalem was disturbed
by problems involving somewhat sim-
ilar conditions the citizens were admon-
ished to keep the city clean, each man
“gver against his own house.”

That is what good Americans are
doing. It is a twenty-four hour Jjob for
a full-grown man. If a large majority
of the people were not good Ameri-
cans, and if they neglected this pri-
mary duly, the whole country would
speedily go to pot, as the pessimists
predict it will. :

The majority does live on Main
Street. If it didn’t there would net be
any Main Street. But the majority
does not forget or ignore the outlying
districts, If it did the outlying dis-
tricts would go to pot.

Pessimists ought to consider the his-
tory of America. There has never been
a time since the establishment of our
government when some at least of the
perils of today were not threatening.
Some of them, perhaps, are more ser-
jous than they were, but we survived
them, and the significant fact in the
history is that we have grown steadily
from the beginning and are more cap-
able of coping successfully with them
than ever before.

There are bad Americans. There are
many more careless Americans. There
are undoubtedly many “neighborhood
persons” whose thoughts do not travel
off Main Btreet, but if the great ma-
jority of the people did not at all times
respond to the call of public necessity
chaos would have come long ago-

It would be foolish to deny the ac-
tuality of perils that constantly threa-
ten. It would be futile to underrate
them. But it would be &till more fool-
ish to ignore past experiences and to
jnagine that the majority is ignorant
or indifferent or powerless. Jt 'is nol
given to overmuch speech, but it votes.
and if things go wrong for a time, as

they too often do in the multiplicity
of governmental affairs, it waits.
Then it votes again. It cannat he de-

More About Will of John
Wanamaker, Who Left
Money to Build Home in
Philadelphia.

The will of John Wannamaker, mer-
chant prince, filed for probate in Phil-
adelphia, leaves the bulk of his estate
to members of the Wanamaker family
a'nd provides substantial sums for re-
ligious purposes and for c¢harity. Mr.
Wanamaker died Dec, 12.

Two hundred thousand dollars is left
to the trustees of the Presbyterian gan-
eral assembly for Bethany Collegiate
Church. This church, it is understood,
comprises Bethany Presbyterian,
Twenty-second and Bainbridge streets;
John Chambers Memorial Church,
Twenty-eighth and Morris streets, and
Bethany Temple, Fifty-third and
Spruce streets, all started by Mr, Wan-
amaker. :

Brothefhood Gets $50,000,

Fifty thousand dollars is given to
Bethany Brotherhood and $50,000 to the
Friendly Inn, Philadelphia, an institu-
tion Mr, Wanamaker established for de-
serving men while seeking employment.

Any residue is to be disposed of,
subject to the approval of his son, Rod-
man ‘Wanamaker, with preference . be-
ing given to the “building of a home
for boys, in the city of Philadelphia,
iwhose misdemeanors have subjected
them to the law, and, for want of any
other place, are disgraced by being
committed to the house of correction
and other institutions, that there may
be a proper place for temporary des
tention, at the discretion of the judges
of the courts who desire to take merci-

led into mischief, or crime, without
knowing where he is going.”

The petition for probate states that
the-estate is valued at $400,000 and up-
wards. A statement issued by the
‘Wanamaker counsel said this “is simply
a nominal figure for the purpose of fix-
inf preliminary fees for the register of
wills,”

The text of the will was not made

ublic but a statement summarizing
its contents was given out by counsel.
It stated that substantial provisions
were made for Mrs. Wanamaker but
they fell, as she died before her hus-
bend. The statement said that “Mr.
Wanameker several years ago disposed
of a large part of his estate by gift to
his beneficariee.

Large Trusts Created,

_ Large trusts were created for the
benefit of his daughters, Mrs. Barclay
H., Warburton and Mrs. Norman Mac-
Leod, while the entire capital stock of
his merchantile corporations in Phila-
delphia and New York was transferred
to his son, Rodman, who succeeds his
father as president of both corpora-
tions.”

Part of Mr, Wanamaker’s large hold-
ings in Philadelphia real estate,includ-
ing the Wanamaker store building, were
made part of the store organization and
are owned by the corporation Joh
Wanamaker, Philadelphia. :

Trust provisions of $1,000,000 were
made to cach of the two daughters, this
being in addition to the trust fund Mr.
Wanameker created for their benefit
during his lifetime.

Other bequests include:

To his surviving sister, Mrs, Eliza-
beth W. Fry, $50,000; to the wife and
children of his deceased brother, F.
Marion Wanamaker, in trust, $60,000;
to his nephew and niece, children of his
deceased sister, Mrs, May W. Fales,
$25,000 each; to each of his grand-
children $10,000.

The will is dated May 14, 1914, and
has one codicil dated Jan. 17, 1918, The
executors and trustees are Rodman
Weanamaker and William L. Nevin, an
officer in John Wanamaker, Philadel-
phia.

Ban J ohnson, President of
the American League, is in
. Favor of Such a Bill.

Boston, Jan. 25— President Ban
Johnson of the American League is in
favor of licensing ball players. As a
condition to being licensed, each player
should be required to pass a thorough
examination, he thinks. Licenses would
be revocable for misconduct on the fleld
or off. The le leader’s opinion was
expressed in a letter received ‘today by
Joseph A. Collier of this city, who has
introduced & bill in the Legislature pro-
viding for the licensing/of professional
baseball players in this State. :

President Johnson’s letter in part
follows:

“To. license a ball player. 'is unique.
It is my thought that each individual
should pass a thorough examination be-
forc he is granted a license. It occurr-
ed to me a board could be created, for
this purpose and the funds for its main-
tenance could be secured by an asess-
ment against -all Sunday games where
admissions are/ charged  throughout
Massachusetts.

“The conduct and habit of a profes-
siénal player should be of necessity be
of a high order, ag he serves as an ex-
ample to the young men of our country.
As you can well understand;‘a player
should conform to all rules so impera-
tive in the making of a perfect athlete,
He should abstain absolutely from the
use of intoxicating liquors, and his de-
portment on and off the field should be
of high order, : .
“In failing to comply with the re-
z;xfi’rements prescribed, the license

rould be revoked. By this course of
procedure we would insure to profes-
sional ball a better class of men.

“I would be glad to co-operate with
you at any time in the furtherance of
your legislation.”™

Reports on Findings of the
Last Five Years,

After nearly five years of thorough

~\study of the whole problem of ventila-
G Jﬂon from theoretical and practical
_# points of view, the final report of a
body of six eminent biologists, physi~
ologists, public health and ventilation
experts and psychologists, appointed by
the Governor of New York in 1918,
establishes for the first time the scien-
tific basis of ventilation practice. The
conclusions reaghed by this. commis+
sion tend to upset the vrthodox notions
of the proper standards of ventilation
for health and efficiency and.the best
mechanical means of meeting them,

The popular ideas on fresh air, as
well as the elaborate science of ventila-
tion engineering, have grown up largely
on the basis of tradition and hearsay.
The basic facts of the effect of at-
mospheric conditions on health and ef-
ficiency have, up to recent years, never
been put to a thorough test.

By its exhaustive experiments on the
relation between various conditions of
temperature, humidity, freshness and
movement of the air on physiological
and psychological functions, as well as
its study of the operation~of various
types of ventilation systems in use in'
g~hools and public buildings, the com-
mission believes it has laid the founda-
tion for the new science of ventilation
that has recently been growing up.
Public health agencies, social workers,
industrial executives and the mean in
the street have had their attention
forcefully ~ealled to the importance of
determining, on a scientific basis, the
best standards of ventilation to be
a.imzd at in Hving and working condi-
tions. i

xperimented With Individuals,
! The commission subjected scores of

dividuals to various atmospheric con-
glitions in a specially constructed ex-
perimental chamber for varying periods
of time, and on the basis of its findings
with regard to the effects of these con-
ditions on health and efficiency exam-
ined the working of the various types
of ventilating systems in use in schools.
It found that in many respects the
whole of our ‘ventilation theory and
practice had hitherto been wrongly
conceived.

The chemical composition of the at-
mosphere — its freshness and earbon
dioxide content — which had always
been regarded as the fundamental
basis of ventilation standards, was
found to be of secondary importance
and to have little effect on health and
efficiency, except in relation to appetite
for food ahd to capacity-for physical
work. The injurios effects of closed
and stuffy rooms, which had been as-
eribed to the foulness of the air, were
in reality due to another factor alto-
gether—the high temperatures and hu-
midities which usually resulted where
many nersons were confined in small,
unventilated quarters, Such high tem-
peratures—over sixty-eight degrees gen-
erally—were found to have detrimental
influence on health and working powers,
not only increasing the pulse, respira-
tion and blood pressure and lowering
the tone of the circulatory system, but
exposing the individual to respiratory
diseases on passing intolower tempera-
tures,

The chief importance of humidity in

tmospheric conditions was found to
s in the fact that high humidities
emphasized the evil effects of high
temperatures. Dryness of the air, of
ftself, was not found to have any influ-
ence in producing nervousness and ir-
ritabflity, such as had been ascribed to
5. - .

Window Ventilation Inadequate.

The various mechanical means of
ventilation in use in public buildings
were found to differ widely in their
effectiveness.

NEW BISON HERD FOUND.”

They Live Unmolested in the Northern
Part of Canada,)

(New York Times.) *

A new buffalo herd has been discov-
ered ranging free and unhampered in
the Canadian North, which, added to
the herd of tame buffalo located in
Wainwright Park, will help this coun-
try in its efforts to preserve the bison
from extermination on the American
Continent., Arrangements have been
made to provide a sanctuary for these
wild beasts, in order that they may
be protected from wanten destruction.

According to the trapper who first
brought the rcgort of this herd to the
government authorities, the animals ap-
pear to be increasing in numbers. They
live in a territory which is thick with
vegetation. In the summer they range
in the hills, and toward fall wander to
the lowlands, where they live o6n the
plentiful red top hay in the sloughs,
which provided them with food during
the winter months.

They are not molested by wild ani-
mals. Wolves have not been seen in
the vicinity of the herd, and the care
with which a few of the older bulls
mount guard over the rest of the herd
ensures safety from attack. The ani-
mals are accustomed to run in small
herds, but'they have been seen in
groups of thirty to forty and once in a
Bunch of fifty. \

There is plenty of land for the herds
to’ roam over, There are no settle-
ments within miles, and oceasionally
trappers and stray Indians visit the
territory during their round of the
traps. The animals show little signs
of nervousness in the presence of hu-
man beings; and it is possible to get
within 100 to 150 yards of them before
they take flight. The buffalo are in
splendid physical condition and a snap
judgment of one of the trappers places
the weight of many of the animals at
well over 2,000 pounds.

“The Canadian Government has met

deavor to preserve the buffalo from ex-
termination,” says a Canadian Pacific
bulletin, “The original herd of tame
buffaloes numbered 700, purchased in
.Colorado about twelve years ago. To-
day it numbers around 6,000. These
are enclosed in a park at Wainwright,
Alberta, approximately 100,000 acres in
extent. Instead of being depressed by
coming into contact with civilization
and gradually dying off, as a great
many people expected, these animals
took to their surroundings immediate-
ly, resulting in such rapld increases in
numbers that the government has con-
sidered it necessary to put into opera-
tion a plan for the killing off of a cer-
tain number each year in order to keep
up the physical standard of the herd.
“The Department of the Interior is
investigating the possibilities of estab-
lishing a sanctuary for the new found
bison herd. The undertaking will in-
volve much expense and labor, but will
make ‘Canada the proud possessor of
the two greatest known herds of
American bison in existence.”
