Washington, Jan. 14—Edward Holton
James, editor of the Paris Liberator, and
an American citizen, today pleaded before
Secretary Nagel the cause of Edward F.
Mylius, the journalist, who is threatened
with deportation from Ellis Tsland, New
York, because he was convicted in Lon-
don of libelling King George. In defense
of his friend, In whose interest he crossed
the Atlantic, Mr. James told the secretary
of commerce and labor that Mylius has
been convicted of a political offence and
not a crime involving: moral turpitude.

The special immigration board of inquiry
at New York held that the criminal libel
of a king was a crime involving moral tur-
pitude, which under the immigration laws
bar an alien from entry to America, Mr.
James maintained that if there has been
any offente it has been sedition, which
was political, to which the immigration
laws o%r no| bar.

Mr. Nagel discussed the case with.the
Parigf editor for an hour and a half and
promised to give a prompt decision, the
nature of which cannot be foretold.

Lumber

The American lumberman has teken
his last stand. At Monday’s hearing he
stated his fears of a Canadian invasion of
his markets. He spoke loudly of his need
of protcetion from oriental labor in the
Canadian northwest in justification of his
position, he has now filed his brief before
the committee:

With plaintive ecloquence he asks
that the Canadian be kept out by retain-
ing the present duty of $1.50 a thousand
feet on rough lumber.

This is thle American lumberman’s last
stand, declases Z. W. Whitehead, of Wil-
mington, in his brief. And of what will
happen if the duty is removed and the
Canadian enters more freely, Mr. White-
lead can only speak in tones of despond-
ent awe. Here is his prophecy, taken
verbatim from his brief:—

“Around the hearth stone and fire sides
of the hundred and one humble cottage
homes and hovels surrounding the innum-
erable saw and planing mills from one
end of this cobuntry to the other are hun-
dreds and thousands of honest yeomanry
earning their livelihood by the sweat of
their brow, with five times as many help-
less women and little children dependent
upon them, in blisful ignorance of the far-
reaching and disastrous results of this im-
pending danger now hovering about their
Leads.

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FARM FOR DELINQUENTS

The action taken by a committee oi the
municipal council yesterday, recommending,
to the council a bill providing for a prison
farm, will be heartily endorsed by the
people. The institution will not be called
& prison farm, and it will be made as lit-
tla Jike = wrison as possible, but will re-
move from the jail and from the streets of
this city a considerable number of men
who will be compelled to remain eober and
earn their living under healthy conditions.
fuch an institution has long been needed,
and there can be no reasonable doubt that
the legislature will give the necessary legal
sanction, so that it may be established
during the next year. There has long b*en
a feeling of protest against what is called
the chain gang, and it certainly is not an
edifying spectacle to have fifteen or twenty
men marching under guard through the
streets of the city to and from ‘the scene
of their enforced labors. It is not that the
men themselves deserve much sympathy,
for most of those who reach that stage
are so hardened that shame does not
worry them, but even the most shameless
and the most hardened would be much bet-
ter bn a farm, where the conditions for
the improvement of both their physical
and moral b€alth would be infinitely more
favorable than in the common jail and on
the streets. This is not a new experiment
with offenders of this sort. It has been
tried and has proved a success in Ontario
and many parts of the United States.
There can be no doubt at all that it
would prove a success ab St. John, and
that the present municipal council will be
able bye and bye to congratulate itself
that in the first month of this year 1913
it gave its support to legislation in favor
of this institution as well as in favor of
& Children’s Protection Act and the eani-
tarium for advanced cases of tuberculosis.

IN DEADLY EARNEST

There are indications that the people of
Ontario will have tax reform, even if they
must defeat Sir James Whitney to secure
it.

Mean-
while we could go on as rapidly as possible
with the construction and development of
Canadian shipyards. Do not wait for a
voice in imperial affairs, let us take the
lead with united and hearty action.

‘“The Borden bill has not met a hearty
reception from the people. I do not speak
boastfully nor in a party sense, but I have
recently held five meetings in my district.
I have studied the public sentiment and I
epeak what I actually believe, when I say
tkat people in that district, although apart
from politics, are not in favor of the gov-
ernment proposals.

habit of judging the prosperity of a country{™
King Strengthens Hold on Good Will

solely by its foreign trade. The so-called
“trade returns” which are published each
year relate only to imports and exports
and pay no attention at all to domestic
trade which is, of course, a far surer in-
dex of the real prosperity of the country.
As no figures of, the domestic trade are
available, we must follow the example of
the economists and draw what lessons we
can from the foreign trade figures.

The prelminary statistics for the year
just closing show that Irish trade is in an
uncommonly healthy state. Exporte and
imports ‘Teached the imposing. total of
$660,000,000, which is not so bad for a lit-
tle country having only a few more than
4,000,000 inhabitants, and is $2,500,000 over
the record figures of last year. If we take
the foreign trade figures per head, Ireland
comes sixth among the nations of the
world, the first five being the Netherlands,
Belgium, Switzerland, Canada and Aus-
tralia.' England, with her. immense for-¢
eign trade, has also an immense popula-
tion which' drags her down near to the
bottom of the list, and anyone who is fa-4
miliar ‘with the terrible poverty of the
English city population can well under-
stand that the profits of her impdsing com-
merce are not enough to go round.

Imports Too Much

An analysis of the figures reveals some
uncomfortable facts. Ireland, for imstance,
is a food producing country, and most of
Lier exports consist of food. Yet she im-
ports $80,000,000 worth of food. At pres-
ent she grows only enough wheat to make
29,000 tons of flour every year, and she
imports more than a quarter of a million
tons of flour and nearly 400,000 tons of
wheat. -

More than $22,500,000 is paid annually by
Irish farmers for imported feeding stuffs.
for cattie, although Irish land produces all
these stuffs of the, highest quality. Irish
pork and dairy products are famous all
over the world, but we import hundred.s
of thousands of dollars worth of these arti-
cles every year. Why Ireland, which plays
a large part in the feeding of other coun-
tries, must import so much of her own
food is one of those trade mysteries that
no cne can understand.

Great Britain, of course, is Ireland’s best
customer. She paid us $165,000,000 for
food and drink this year. It is hard to [~
get any exact figures of Ireland’s trade|,
with other countries, because in the offi-
cial returns it is lumped with that of the
United Kingdom, but the United States
is our next best customer and paid us
about $30,000,000 for goods during the
year. Other foreign countries which buy
Irish products are Belgium, Germany,
Norway, Russia, Spain, the South Ameri-
can republics, France and the Netherlands,
and even little Switzerland is a good cus-
tomer for Irish whisky.

Ireland has to meet the keenest competi-
tion in the British markets. The United
States, Canada and the Argentine are
keen competitors in beef and cattle. Aus-
tralia and Egypt supply eggs and poultry

Secretary’s Report. =

A. M. Belding, the secretary, in his re-
port, first reviewed the history of the or-
ganization. During the last summer play-
grounds were conducted at the Centennial
and Aberdeen school grounds and at the
Harriet R. Allison supervised playground,
the splendid memorial gift, of Walter C.
Allison to the association for the children
of the city. The report continued as fol-
lows:| .

“The opening of this particular play-
ground was one of the most notable events
in the association year. The city council
granted the use of the site, and laid the
necessary, pipe to bring water from one of
the mains to the pavilion. All the rest
was done by Walter C. Allison, at a cost
for pavilion, playground equipment, bub-
ble fountain and modern plumbing in the
pavilion, fencing and other necessary ex-
penses, including salaries of teachers and
caretaker for the season, of more than
£3,000.

“A handsome brass tablet in the pavilion
bears this inscription:

The Harriet Ringen Allison
Supervised Playground
Established As a Memorial
July, 1912.

The Property of
The St. John Playground Association.

“This playground was formerly declared
open by Mayor Frink on July 11.

“The other notable playground event of
the year was the turning of the first sod
of the great athletic field and recreation
ground at the entrance to Rockwood Park,
by H. R. H. the Duke of Connaught, gov-
ernor-general, on Aug. 19, in presence of
one of the largest assemblages of citizens
ever gathered together on a public occa-
gion in St. John. A great procession of
school children with bahners was one of
the features of the occasion, a special
grandstand being erected for them and a
speaker’s stand for the duke, the civic of-
ficials and representatives of this associa-
tion. This great field is the gift of Joseph
Allison, father of Walter C. Allison, to
the children of St. John. The city coun-
cil has granted $2,000 for preliminary work,
and has been asked by this association to
add this year another $2,000; and the as-

sociation hopes to be entrusted with the]

task of converting the arca into a recrea-
tion ground in accordance with a compre-
hensive plan to be designed by an expert.
In recognition of his beneficent gift the
association elected Joseph Allison as its
first honorary member.”

John Bradford, community worker in
Amherst (N. 8.), fully explained to the
board the use made of the school buildings
in that town during the evenings. It was
decided to secure if possible an instructor
for a short term to instruct teachers for
the .playgrounds.

In concluding, the secretary said:

CHEF'S INONCTION
HATER 1S EXDE

Rescinding of Council's Regulation
Makes Further Proceedings Un-

necessary

The common council having rescinded
the resolution of December 23 to reduce
the police force to ome man, D. Mullin,
K. C., acting for the plaintiff, W. Walker
Olark, chief of police, announced this
morning that the object of the injunction
having been attained his client had no de-
sire to proceed further.

When the hearing was resumed at eleven
o’clock this morning Mr. Mullin said that
gince the last hearing he had looked into
the authorities cited by Mr. Baxter as to
the procedure and was prepared to argue
in support of the form taken. He refer-
red to a newspaper report of last Mon-
day’s meeting of the common council in
which it was said that motion had been
made to rescind the resolution, Mr. Mc-
Lellan having said that the object of his
resolution had been accomplished. The
report did not say that this resolution
had been carried and he asked the record-
er if such was the case and the latter as-
eured him that the original resolution had
been rescinded. Mr. Mullin then said that
his instructions from his client were to
the effect that it was not his desire to
press the suit further though he felt con-
vinced that he could go on to a hearing.
But, the object of the resolution having
been attained, he did not wish to press
the matter any further as the chief had
no desire to do anything that would in-
vite the hostility of the powers that be at
City Hall. Under the circumstances he
said that he would not ask for any costs.

Mr. Baxter, K. C., said that the reso-
lution had bgen rescinded and would never
have been put in force, even if the injunc-
tion had not been granted. As the mat-
ter was of a public nature and no actual
expense had been incurred he would not
ask for any costs for the city.

His Honor said that he would not dis-
solve the injunction without hearing the
argumeht. But as the object was to pre-
vent the putting into force of the resolu-
tion to reduce the police force to one man
and that resolution had been rescinded
there was no. necessity of proceding fur-
ther; and the matter would just be drop-
ped. Had the injunction been continued,
I'he said, the eity would have had to pay
costs and had it been dissolved the plain-
tiff would have been obliged to pay costs.

Mr. Mullin agreed that the matter
should be dropped and this ended the
hearing.

The council was called to order at twelve

Commissioners MeLellan, Agar, -Schofield
and, Wigmore and the common clerk pres-
ent. :

‘Commissioner Agar moved that the
school estimates, amounting 'to $160,000
with $4,800 additional for expense of as-
sessing and collecting, be approved.

There was some discussion of the items
which made up the $10,000 increase. These
included increase for salaries, $3,100; new
boilers, $2,200; coal, $1,000; insurance, §3,-
600, and emaller matters.

When the school savings bank eystem
was mentioned, His' Worship re)marked
that the anxiety of the banks to gather
up every lost copper in eirculation to use
in speculation -~ abroad was becoming
phenomenal. *

The inerease  in the cost of coal was
ascribed to the retirn from eoft to hard
coal on account of the protests of the citi-
zens against the soff coal smoke.
