Mr. Stewart said, afterwards, that the 
whole proposition depended to a great ex­
tent upon the naval policy which the gov­
ernment would adopt, as it would affect 
the prospects for steel ship-building and 
that the iron and steel industry would de­
pend partly on the ship-building.

Philadelphia, Jan. lo—\V"it.h his eye re­
placed with a gold ball, an artificial eye, 
which he moves with perfect freedom and 
control, little six-year-old Alexander Cale- 
vitch attracted much attention when be 
was exhibited at a meeting of the Ophthal­
mic Society by Dr. Samuel D. Risley.

The boy was struck in the eye with a 
piece of wood on October 13, the doctor 
said, and was brought to him for treat­
ment. Splinters were removed from the 
injured eye, leaving the sight considerably 
impaired. Soon after the sight of the other 
eye began to fail through sympathetic 
irritation. In order to save the sight of 
the uninjured organ Dr. Risley removed 
the left eye and replaced it with a gold 
ball in such- a manner that the muscles 
of the eye are permitted to function ’ 
freely as before. When an artificial eye 
was placed over the new eyeball the child 
could use it so perfectly that its artifici­
ality could not be detected without close 
examination.

Ottawa, Jan. 15—The programme of the 
Liberals respecting the naval bill will be 
decided at a caucus next week. Members 
on both sides of the house are coming 
back slowly. There was but a handful in 
attendance yesterday and few came today. 
Neither side could hold a representative 
caucus until next week.

Most of the Liberal members who have 
returned seem to be in favor of forcing 
the government to the country if possible. 
They are generally confident that they 
could succeeed in a campaign upon the 
naval question.

The Conservative members say that 
there will be no election upon the navy 
and that the government would be re­
turned if there was.

One member is credited with having 
said that the government now has 
paign fund of a million dollars and that 
it can get as much more as it requires. 
About half of this sum was left from the 
last general election when the Conservat­
ives were supplied with more money than 
they were able to spend. The remainder 
has since been collected from various 
sources.

It is certain that the Liberals have no 
such fund and in fact they have none, but 
it is pointed out that a party in their posi­
tion can go through a campaign and make 
a good showing with very little campaign 
funds. It looks today as if the Liberals 
will try to force an election and that 
the government will strenuously resist.

Most members are expecting a long de­
bate and a bitter one. There will be no­
thing but navy unless the government de­
cides to change its house programme, for 
the naval bill is made the daily order of

The Gaelic League has recently sent an 

unofficial mission to the United States to 
see if anything can be done to help the 
fishermen of the west coast. These men 
formerly shipped large quantities of cured 
mackerel to America, but this trade was 
nearly killed by tile American tariff. Of 
course the Gaelic Leaguers do not presume 
to criticise America’s fiscal arrangements, 
but they are hoping that it may be found 
possible to reduce or abolish the duty on 
mackerel and so bring prosperity again to 
the Irish speaking fishermen of the west 
who have sent so many of their sons and 
daughters to the great republic.

An effort is also being made to encourt 
age direct trade with France and there is 
talk of a new line of steamships front 
Dublin to French ports. A hundred years 
ago a flourishing trade existed between 
the two countries, hundreds of sailing ships 
taking over Irish stuffs and produce and 
bringing back French wines and delicacies. 
With the decay of the Irish mercantile, 
marine this trade was transferred to Eng­
land and while no doubt France still buys 
large quantities of Irish goods, they are 
lost in the general statistics of Anglo- 
French trade.

ALFONSO TALKS WICS

THE BAPTIST MINISTERS (Times Special Correspondence)
Dublin, Dec. 28—British, including Irish, 

economists, have fallen into the strange 
habit of judging the prosperity of a country 
solely by its foreign trade. The so-called 
“trade returns” which are published each 
year relate only to imports and exports 
and pay no attention at all to domestic 
trade which is, of course, a far surer in­
dex of the real prosperity of the country.
As no figures ofe the domestic trade are 
available, we must follow the example of 
the economists and draw what lessons we 
can from the foreign trade figures.

The prelminary statistics for the year 
just closing show that Irish trade is in an 
uncommonly healthy state. Exporte and 
imports reached the imposing total of 
$660,000,000, which is not so bad for & lit­
tle country having only a few more than 
4,000,000 inhabitants, and is $2,500,000 over 
the record figures of last year. If we take 
the foreign trade figures per head, Ireland 
comes sixth among the nations of the 
world, the first five being the Netherlands,
Belgium, Switzerland, Canada and Aus­
tralia. England, with her. immense for­
eign trade, has also an immense popula­
tion which drags her down near to the 
bottom of the list, and anyone who is fa-* 
miliar with the terrible, poverty of the 
English city population can well under­
stand that the profits of her finpdsing com­
merce are not enough to go round.
Imports Too Much

An analysis of the figures reveals some 
uncopafortable facts. Ireland, for instance, 
is a food producing country, and most of 
her exports consist of food. Yet she im­
ports $80,000,000 worth of food. At pres­
ent she grows only enough wheat to makje 
29,000 tons of flour every year, and she 
imports more than a quarter of a million 
tons of flour and nearly 400,000 tons of

is» ■■ p-? --a tssr&ssrsst ss
theeq stuffs of the, highest quality. Irish 
pork and dairy products are famous all 
over the world, but we import hundreds 
of thousands of dollars worth of these arti­
cles every year. Why Ireland, which plays 
a large part in the feeding of other coun­
tries, must import so much of her own 
food is one of those trade mysteries that 
no one can understand.

Great Britain, of course, is Ireland’s best 
customer. She paid us $165,000,000 for 
food and drink this year. It is hard to 
get any efact figures of Ireland’s trade 
with other countries, because in the offi­
cial returns it is lumped with that of the 
United Kingdom, but the United States 
is our next best customer and paid us 
about 830,000.000 for goods during the 
year. Other foreign countries which buy 
Irish products are Belgium, Germany,
Norway, Russia, Spain, the South Ameri­
can republics, France and the Netherlands, 
and even little Switzerland is a good cus­
tomer for Irish whisky.

Ireland has to meet the keenest competi­
tion in the British markets. The United 
States, Canada and the Argentine are 
keen competitors in beef and cattle. Aus­
tralia and Egypt supply eggs and poultry 
which too often masquerade in the Brit­
ish shops as Irish. The Irish potato, one 
would think, would be able to hold its 

against the world, but it has a hard 
fight for supremacy with its cousin from 
France.

Many thoughtful Irishmen sec danger 
in this dependence on thé British market 
and are endeavoring to persuade Irish 
merchants to open up more direct trade

“I-asked, my caller,” said Connie, “to 
name all the men he could recall that had 
retired from baseball with a fortune made 
out of the playing end of the game.

That was to build a park that would take 
care of our patrous and then pay for it. 
We planned the venture at Shibe Park, 
three years before we deft Columbia Park 
and we have been at Shibe Park Mir sea­
sons, during two of which we were Tvcfid’s 
champions.

“The situation is giving minor league c_ 
well as major league club owners a lot of 
thought. The problem will have to be met 
by each club according to its ideas of what 
is best for itself and its patrons.

These 
included increase for salaries, $3,100; new 
boilers, #2,200; coal, #1,000; insurance, #3,- 
600, and smaller matters.

His Honor said that he would not dis­
solve the injunction without hearing the 
argumeht. But as the object was to pre­
vent the putting into force of the resolu­
tion to reduce the police force to one man 
and that resolution had been rescinded 
there was no necessity of preceding fur­
ther; and the matter would just be drop­
ped. Had the injunction been continued, 
he said, the city would have had to pay 
costs and had it been dissolved the plain­
tiff would have been obliged to pay costs.

Mr. Mullin agreed that the matter 
should be dropped and this ended the 
hearing.
