LONDON COMMENT
ON LORD HALDANE'S
MONTREAL ADDRESS

Published For English Readers—)
Effect of French Sentiment in
Canada and German in United
States

(Canadian Press) A

London, Sept. 20—Lord Haldane has
published his Montreal address under
the title of “The Higher Nationality.”

The Morning Post comments that it
is well worth reading again for its sim-
ple presentation. The same true idea
he put before his audience and all
others capable’ of appreciating its re-
sults cannot but set men of the’three
countries thinking about the basis of
truth and fact upon which this idea re-
poses,

With Lord Haldane’s sanguine, tem-
perament it suits him to be what is
called an optimist.. He chooses, and
well, those facts which do not harmonize
with his purpose. He conveniently for-
gets the great hold French law ideas add
conduct have on a large part of Can-
ada. He ignores the strong infusion of
German ideas and German ‘sittelich-
keit” in the United States.

These are not harmful omissions, as
they enable him to set out the main
thought with greater clearness. He may
be so far right that the German ele-
ment” in America nor the French ele-
ment in Canada is likely to change the
general trend of national feeling if no
attempt is made to force it into a
predesigned channel. The value of the
address is not its novelty, but lies in
giving systematic expression in intel-
ligible shape to the feelings which have
gradually upgrown.

SAINT JOHN TODAY

Teur of The City and Trip Up
River—Greatly Impressed With
Local Possibilities

Although they were in the city but
a short time today, the two hundred
members of the Canadian Manufacturers’
party who have been in session at their
annual convention in Halifax this week,
had a particularly busy few hours while
they 'were here and were greatly pleased
with what they saw. The party arrived
in the city last night about 11.30 o’clock.
This morning about 9.80 o’clock they
were taken by local manufacturers and
members of the board of trade on a tour
of the city in automobiles, visiting the
site of the harbor extension works at
east St. John, motoring to various indus-
trial sites as well as taking a look at dif-
ferent buildings now under construction.

Several members of the manufacturers’
party expressed themselves as very much
pleased with the evidences of progress
shown in St. John and surprised at the
general air of activity about the city. J.
T. Sterrett, editor of the manufacturers’
journal, Industrial Canada, speaking to
a Times reporter this morning, said that
not only he but practically every mem-
ber of the-association in the party had
been greatly impressed by the spirit of
bustle and animation presented through-
out St. John. He said he could easily

much interest was being taken in this
city in other parts of Canada,

In 1886 he undertook
for the C. P. R. the settlement of their
location east of Montreal, and their leg-
islation in main and upon the comple-
tion of this work took the comtract for
the construction of the remaining por-
tion of their line not already provided
for. :

ON CHAMCOOK YACHT

American Creditors Again Tie Up
Canadian Motor Boat With Writ
From Eastport Lawyer

Eastport, Sept. 20—The $8,000 gaso-
line motor yacht Mildred McColl, of the
Canadian Sardine Co., of Chamcook, N.
B, 16 miles from FEastport, is tied up
at S. L. Wadworth & Sons’ wharf, hav-
ing been attached for two bills by De-
puty Sheriff Clarence Dow in writs
made out by Lawyer Leo. D.Lamond of
this city.

The first attachment was for a bill
of about $600, which the above sardine
company is said to owe a Boston mar-
ine engine company for work during the
past season. Thursday, when it was
expected this claim would be settled
and the yacht released, the hardware
firm of S. L. Wadsworth & Son put on
an attachment for their bill of over
$1,000.

This yacht was used recently by the
general manager and officials of the
Canadian Sardine Co., their monster
plant having closed its idoors after a
most unsatisfactory canning season of
several months past. The company
owns thirteen motor boats, valued at
$51,000, among which the above yacht
is included, and for some time past their
boats have not been making trips here,
so that an attachment could be made
by the American creditors.

Of the former 500 employes and of-
ficials last month at their plant, only
five officials are on duty this week,
straightening out matters for the
moneyed promoters scattered about
Canada. It is expected that bills will
be paid this week and the yacht allowed
to return to her Canadian owners.

English Committee Advises Against
Land Purchase by State — Re-
commend Wage Boards and
Shorter Hours [

(Canadian Press)
London, Sept. 20—The committee ap-

the land problem of England or, at any
rate, that part of it which deals with
the rural worker, have considered a
mass of evidence and made the follow-
ing recommendations:

1. A widespread system of small
holdings cultivated by temant occupiers
holding the land at equitable rents with
security of tenure. . . :

2. The systemr to be safeguarded by
the establishment of land courts with
the judicial powers.

3. The establishment of wages boards
to adjust wages according to local con-
ditions. ¢

4. The readjustment of hours of
labor' and more frequent holidays.

A system of land purchase financed
by the state was rejected by the com-
mittee on various grounds, the chief
of which was that.a peasant property
must be sooner or later becomeé bur-
dened with debt and sink into the
clutches of the money lenders.

The housing of the rural workers is
for the moment left an open question,
though it. may be taken that on this
question the government policy has not
vet been formulated.

The crown princess is the eldest child
of the Duke of Connaught; she was wed-
ves |ded in 1905 and is aged thirty-one. She
prought from sea-girt Britain a love of
the sea, and often she makes with her
four babes, Gustav Adolf, Sigvard, Ber-
til and Ingrid, for the Chateau of Sofiero
Sofiero lies not far from Helsingborg on
the narrowest part of the sound separ-
ating Sweden from Danish Zealand.

Crown Prince Gustav: Adolf Oskar
Frederick, being more. assiduous as ar-
chaeologist than as papa finds that
Crown Princess Margaret spoils all four.
So do other people. Swedes are dis-
pleased. Khe trouble is that though
Crown Princess Margaret has been seven
years on Sweden’s windy shores she
speaks villainous Swedish; and, there-
fore her children—the two that can
speak at all—speak Swedish with the
finest London accent and English with
the finest Swedish burr. The newspa-
per “Tidning” published an ironical
article headed “Barriers of Swedish” and
ended it with the remark, “A Swede can
learn. English in three months; and an
English princess ought to learn Swedish
in eighty months.” Affectionate Crown
Princess Margaret was incensed with
this, and she took Gustav Adolf, Sig-
vard, Bertil and Ingrid off to windy
Sofiero, where their Swedish got worse
than ever.

When Crown Princess Margaret leaves
her bairns or any of them behind, then
trouble begins, Telegrams fly all day,
and telephone bells ring to ask about
them. Naturally she is happy only
when her bairns are with her; and when
last month she made a tiresome journey
to Ostersund in the north to open a
school, and took Gustav Adolf and Sig-
vard all the way, while Sigvard fought
[ his future sovereign furiously, and ended
| by lassooing the royal leg with a win-
dow strap. Because Bertil and Ingrid
were not with her, Crown Princess Mar-
garet suffered woe, and she telephoned
and telegraphed, and finally returned
suddenly to Stockholm on learning that
Bertil had a cough. The Ostersunders
fwcre wrathful. But in truth all Sweden
ig displeased with its Crown Princess,
lnnd the cause is always her children.

Crown Prince Gustav Adolf, senior,
Iknows all about this, but he is too busy
with archaeology to interfere, and per-
haps he thinks that the beatings of Gus-
tav Adolf, Jr, are good training for
kingship. And Gustav Adolf, Sr.,, has
his own weaknesses; he is malevolently
absent-minded and forgets vnpardonably
to worry about his babies’ health as long
as they are well. In fact he is a lax, in-
different persoa, entirely unfit to worship
at the shrine which Crown Princess Mar-
garet has built to her frail, imperilled
bairns.

There is not a man
more abstemious in the use of intoxi-
cants among all the millions who own

his sway.”

TWO MILLION DOLLARS
GOES 0 RELATIVES

Timothy D. Sullivan’s will has been
filed for probate in the New York Sur-

rogate’s court. It was read in the New
York office of William B. Ellison, coun-
sel for the committee of Cong. Sulli-
van’s estate, to the legatees and later
made public,

This will, which was executed Oct.
6, 1907, leaves the entire estate, *real,
personal and mixed, of every kind,
name, nature and description,” to his
sisters, Mrs. Margaret Ann Hickey and
Mrs. Mary Ann Sommers, and his bro-
thers, Patrick H. Sullivan and Lawrence
Mulligan.

The will provided that, if either of
the sisters or the brothers were dead,
the share should go to their children.
Irs. Sommers is dead, and under this
clause her share of the will goes to her
three children.

Cong. Sullivan made the following
refernce to his wife, Mrs. Helen Fitz-
gerald Sullivan, who died a year ago:

“In making no provision ih this my
will for my beloved wife, Helen Sulli-

van, I am mindful of the fact that such
dower right as my said wife may be
entitled to in the real estate which I
may leave will be amply sufficient to
provide for her for the remainder of her
life.”

Er-Corporation Counsel Ellison esti-
mates Cong. Sullivan’s estate at $2,000,-
000, of which $1,000,000 is the value of
his real estate, chief of which is his
part ownership of the Dewey and -Goth-
am theatres. Accordingly bad Mrs.
Sullivan survived her husband, she
would have had a life interest in more
than $1,000,000 worth of property. As
the result of her death the entire estate
may be distributed as soon as the estate
is settled.

Lawrence Mulligan, Patrick H. Sulli-
van and Mrs. Hickey will each get
about $500,000, and the four children of
Mrs. Sommers will divide this sum.

of a responsible trustee without any fear
of being defrauded. To put the matter
in a nutshell, the state has provided a
trustee who will never die, .never leave
the country, never become incapacitat-
|ed, and whose responsibility is guaran-
teed by the Consolidated Fund of the

He may, for instance, be appoint-
ed guardian of infants by the will of a
father or the will of a widow, and, in
a proper case, can be appointed as guar-
dian by the court.

The fees for his advice and service
have been arranged upon .a very low
scale, for the Public Trustee is not al-
lowed to work for a profit, but merely
to pay expenses.

As trustee for estates, the public trus-
tee has become official father to some
700 children, who have been looked after
in a variety of ways. He is responsible
for the proper investment and manage-
ment of property left for the children,
and one of his duties is to see that they
are in responsible guardianship and are

He {s sassisted in this work by the
official mother, Miss Beattie, whose du-
ties consist of attending to the wants
and cares of the children whose finan-
cial affairs are in the hands of the Pub-
lic Trustee. Needless to say, this task is
by no means an easy one.

Remarkable Requests

Here are a few of the cases which
the public trustee’s office has dealt with
in connection with children left to its
care. Decided: the career of a head-
strong youth of seventeen; persuaded
wdiowed mothers to let their sons go
‘away - from home to enter a profession
or,_trade; checkéd young spendthrifts
and successfully tied. wup and invested
their money for their benefit. !

As an illustration of the remarkable
requests for help made to the public
trustee, it might be mentioned that some
time ago he receive a note which ran,
“I have no permanent address or oc-
cupation. I am a tramp.” It came from
a man who wished to secure his savings
to his little daughter of nine years old.
~ These indicate only one side of the
public trustee’s work. The main work of
the department is to act as custodian
for money and estates for those pepole
who do not care to place their affairs
in the hands of private individuals.

LONELY WOMAN

More Than 58,000 Women Liv-
ing Alone in London—A Plea
For Greater Liberty To Live—
Maddening Loneliness :

(London- Standard.)

" The fact that there are more than
58,000 women in London living alone,
revealed ‘by the census returns, has
come as a surprise to many. A corre-
spondent, who states that she is one of
the vast army, urges that some social
provisién should be made for such soli-
tary lives, anid complains bitterly of the
limitations which are set to women who
are friendless in the metropolis.

“On behalf of the other 58,503 women
who are placed as I am,” she writes,
“may I suggest that the lonely 'women
of London be granted more liberty to
live? For nearly ten years I have lived
alone in London, and in all that time
I have not met one acquaintance’ whom
1 could 'talk to intimately, or whom I
could really call ‘friend’ Only those
who have to endure the terror of living
alone know in what narrow circles one
has to move when thlt limits of one’s
existence are the office or the shop and
one’s private rooms in a dismal square.
In smaller cities it is possible for a wo-
man to go about alone and find the so-
elal happiness which every nature seeks.
In London it is dangerous for women
to be alone, I dare not go to the the-
atre, T dare not dine out, I dare not
undertake” an occasional trip to the sea-
side. The experience is maddening,
and the life has become to me like that
of a bird in ‘a cage, seeking room to
Is there no way out
of this cage, whose bars are unseen,
but very real?

“Not long ago there was told in the
newspapegp the case of a man who re-
solved to go about his duties in London
for five days without: speaking to any-
one. He carried out his resolve, but at
the end of the five days he said he
would never do the same thing again.
But what of the women who are doing
much the same thing for years? 3t is so
easy to say that one could join a club,
or go to a church and become acquaint-
ed with people. But in the first in-
stance club officials look askance at any-
one who goes up the steps and says,
‘Please. may I join your club? And in
the second instance, churches are much
the same nowadays. I went to a church
for a year, but met no one. After that
I left, and have not been to one since.
My sole enjoyment now and then is an
omibus ride and a visit to Hyde Park
on Sundays. i

New Institution Wanted

“One has a natural reluctgnce to go
to “homes for women,” and say that
one is a lonely woman. One prefers to
remain lonely, protesting at the same
time against a social system which
gives no opportunities for inteltigent be-
ings who have come to the Big City.
Is it not posisble that some kind of
club or establishment could be gformed
which would be a place for meeting fel-
low-creatures without seeming to be
“Sorward’ or assuming® There is not
such a place in the whole of London for
women, though there may be one for
men. The Young Women’s Christian
Asosciation does not appeal to me, and
I hesitate to take advantage of any in-
stitution which labels its faith in gilt
letters on the housetops. I am not what
people call ‘a fright’ nor am I a suf-
fragist, and I am not old. I am simply
an average human being with a desire
to live fully and well, and with a great
grievance that no experiences come to
me which come to girls who have broth-
ers and sisters. What would people
think of me if I walked into the Savoy
alone and started to eat a lonely sup-
per? Of course, I know that the prop-
er thing to do is to take ne notice of
what people would say or think, butl
being & woman I do mind, and I never
met a woman who didn’t. |

“The information that I am only one
of over 58,000 lonely women in this
great city has only added to my restless-
ness, and it seems to me that if a few
of these 58,000 could meet, their lives
would probably take a different line in|
the future. At present most of them
are simply dying for friendship. Some-
where in London among these women,|
1 and others would find the friendship|
for which we have been looking. But is;
there no means of bringing us to-
gether?”

Bills, too, can be presented in the Lords
without asking previously for leave, as
was once the rule in the House of Com-
mons. In the Lords this right to pres-
ent bills has not, to my knowledge, been
abused. But in the Commons I hold that
it is to the doing away of the necessity
for a speech and motion in explanation
of a bill on the first reading, that much
of the block in parlimentary commions
business, and the flood of noxious meas-

ures with which we are overwhelmed,
are due.

'Thus, in the earlier days of my House
of Commons life, before a member
could get a bill printed he had to get it
put down for a day when, before it was
read a first time, he had to make a
speech describing its character and pro-
visions, and it was only ¥ these recom-
mended themselves to a majority of the
house that the measure in question pass-
ed this initiatory stage.

Things have in that direction gone on
from bad to worse, until the columns of
the press are filled, the day after  the
meeting of parliament at the commence-
ment of every session, with an ndless
list of measures that have simply been
presented in the Commons, as in the
Lords, and have passed their first read-
ings without word or comment. Then
they are duly printed at the public ex-
pense, so that they may immediately be
in the hands of members, and, of course,
of the members’ constituents.

But having stated shortly where 1
think the Lords are, as a legislative as-
sembly, superior to the Comomns, I must
add that as an audience they are the im-
personation, collectively, of a wet
blanket. Thus, unless it is some topic
of the moment of a strong party or per-
sonal character upon which men’s minds
are excited, no matter how otherwise
important the subject may be, an audi-
ence will either be wanting, or the un-
happy speaker will throughout his
speech receive no encouraging “Hear,
hear!” even from those who find them-
selves thoroughly in sympathy with his
words and motion.

Jt thus requires a mun to “screw his
courage to the sticking point,” and be
full of faith alikeé in his subject and him-
self to get through the ordeal of a
speech made to such a discouraging as-
sembly. I once found myself, after a
general election, in a long and compre-
liensive review of its results, addressing
a House of seven peers, including the
Lord Chancellor, plus the three -clerks
at the table, and of the peers two pres-
ently went away, and one fell asleep!
Teh clerks and the Lord Chancellor, un-
fortunately for them, were tied to their
official seats. And yet my speech can-
not have been wholly without interest,
as I was asked to allow it to appear af-
terwards as an article, and it was also
separately published under the title of
“The Socilist Spectre.”

When 1 entered the House of Lords,
in 1883, Lord Salisbury was the leader
of the Conservative Party, and two
years after, he formed his first short
lived administration. Power in” the gov-
ernment of .men means the iron hand in
the velvet glove, and this Lord Salisbury
had in all foreign and imperial questions.

One of his habits was, when speaking,
to hold the upper front of his frock-coat
with both hands, a habit in which 1
have secn Mr. Balfour indulge. During
nearly twenty years in the Lords I
Jearned to appreciate Lord Salisbury’s
power of incisive, caustic speech, wise
imperialism, and In nature and heart

SOME OF TS ADVENTURES

King James Threw it Into The
Thames and Lord Brougham
Lost and Found it in Game of
Blind Man’s Buff

Ldndon, Sept, 20—In the absence of
the Lord Chancellor, Viscount Haldane,
the great seal of England, which was
thrown into the Thames by' James IL,
lost and found again in & game of
blind man’s buff by Lord Broughman,
and, in defiance of all precedent, carried
off to France by Cardinal Wolsey, will
be placed “in commission,” as the phrase
goes, three lords commissioners—namely
Lord Morley, Lord Beauchamp and the
Master of the Rolls—have been chosen
to administer the seal until the Lord
Chancellor’s return after his brief visit
to America.

This i§ by no means the first time
that the great seal—which Macdonough
described as “round and as thick and as
large as a muffin,” which bears the roy-
al arms, and, as the specific emblem of
sovereignty, is attached only to' the
most important class of public docu-
ments—has been placed in commission,
but it is the first occasion since Wolsey’s
time that its official custodian has quit-
ted England during his term of office.
In early times, be it explained; the seal
invariably was entrusted to some famous
and powerful ecclesiastic and was a per-
quisite which brought with it substan-
tial gain. In after years a Lord Keep-
er of the Seal came into being, but
eventually it became the special charge
of the Lord Chancellor. As head of
the English judiciary, he receives the
seal, which reposes in a morocco case,

erty was the noblest idol before which
men could bow.”

Joys of Public Life

I have been In public life since 1841,
and political independence has been the
joy of my public life. I am what is
sometimes called a cross-bench man, and
it would have been hateful to me to lead
the regular party official’s life, with prac-
tically all liberty of individual thought
and action gone. It is many years since
I have received a party whip, and my
official life was limited to the years when
I was Scottish Lord of the Treasury in
Lord Aberdeen’s government.

What of the future?? 1 remember an
attorney-general in a Liberal government
saying once that the first duty of a gov-
ernment was the protection of property.
Now it seems to be considered that a
government’s first duty is to take prop-
erty. 'The world has been revolutionized,
and place and votes.are the ideals in-
stead of principles. The veto of the
House of Lords, used wisely, is need-
ed, and I trust that the common sense
of the British people, when the time
comes for them to speak again, will see
to it that it is not “reformed” out of
practical existence. It will be a bad
day for the nation if the unchecked su-
premzey of a chance majority in a gag-
ged and guillotined House of Commons
becomes a permanent feature of our

“Victorlan Chancellors.”— -

At ‘Rothiemurchus, where a large
party of Southrons were the guests of
the Dowager Duchess of Bedford, he
‘romped so famillarly with the ladies
that, to be revenged on him, they stole
the great seal, and hid it in a tea-chest
in the drawing-room, where he was com-
pelled to discover it 'blindfolded and
guided by the music of the piano, which
rose: loud or sank according as he was
‘hot’ or ‘cold”’ The king had been furi-
ous with the chancellor for conveying
the great seal across the border, an act
which' he genuinely believed to partake
of the nature of high treason; and an
exaggerated account of the romp at
Rothiemurchus did not tend to calm
him. Nor was he in any way soothed
by the bulletins in which Brougham as-
sured him of their joint popularity in
the north.”

King James 11, when flying from the
country, threw the great seal into the
Thames at Lambeth, but it was soon
recovered. Perhaps the time when its
loss gave most trouble: was during the
gtruggle between King Charles I. and
his parliament, when Littleton ,who at
the time was Lord Keeper of the Great
Seal, suddenly transferred his allegiance

They realized that without the great
seal ‘they had no authority to carry on
the government of the country in a con-
stitutional way. So much did they feel
the loss of the seal that they offered
prayers in public to the Almighty to help
them in their trotible and perplexity.

Coroner Hoffman of Chicago pro-
poses to teach “Safety First” in the pub-
lic schools by means of & series of mov-
ing pictures. With this end in view,
he: has conferred with the Board of

Edpcation, who evinced the greatest in-
terest in his plan and accepted it at
once;, as eminently practicable.

One of the first features advanced was
the proposition of the Chicago Railways
Company to furnish moving picture films
of all sorts of street scenes, to be shown
for an hour a week in every school in
Chicago, the railway company propos-
ing to furnish the films, the projecting
machine, the operator, and the lecturer.

The coroner, in speaking to this topic,
declared that the films furnished by the
street car people would not be made up
simply of street car accidents, but of
the general movement along the Hﬁ of
the streets, indicating dangers and how
to avoid them. In addition to the films
from the street car. company, he expects
to get the co-operation of the automobile
clubs, the Chicago Association of Com-
merce, the City Council, and various
civic organizations. This reform move-
ment is a distinct tribute to the value
of moving pictures as an instructive
medium.

Tom Mix the all-around champion
cowboy, a very active and important
personage with the Selig Stock Company
stationed at Prescott, Ariz, now has un-
der way a new western play that prom-
ises to eclipse all predecessors in the
matter of sensational dare-devil feats
with “critters and shootin’ irons.”

PROGRAMMES COVER PERIOD
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OF NEARLY 200 YEAR

Valuable Collection Owned by Mrs. Ed
thoven of England Comprises 70,00
of London Productions Alone—To B

Given to Museum

(London Chronicle)

What do you do with your program-
mes? They were worth six-pence, per-
haps, before the play began. When the
last curtain is down, and the last actor
has taken his “call,” and the last shout
of applause has died away, and the
lights are being switched off row by
row; and the orchestra are gathering
up their music, and the‘tag-end of the
audience is shuffling out at the exit-
door, and the cab whistles are echoing
shrilly from the street, and dim forms

of attendants are groping for lost wraps
—when all the glamour of illustration is
gone, what are the programmes worth
then? Nothing, you will say. So much
litter to be swept up from the play-
house floor.

It is not everybody who thinks so. A
little imagination, and what a world of
precious memories an old programme
will awaken! There is a practical value,
too; the value of the only sure record
of fact that can guide the historian of
that beautiful art that is more transi-
tory even than life itself—the art of the
actor. A recognition of both these
values has led to the creation by a well-
known and ardent first-nighter, Mrs.
Charles Enthoven, of one. of the most
remarkable collections in its kind that
has ever. been made. In her charming
home ,in Cadogan-gardens Mrs. En-
thoven has gathered no fewer than 70,-
000 theatrical programmes of different
productions at the London theatres
alone.

Nearly 200 Years

This wonderful collection, the range

of which reaches back over very nearly
200 years, is no mere heap of random
paper.  Every programme. is docketed,
indexed, and accessible in a moment, so
that the cast and every detail concern-
ing almost any play that has been pro-
duced or revived in London, since the
days of Garrick can_be found at once.
Not only so, but with each important
programme are portraits, engravings, ex-
tracts of criticisms, biographies, histor-
ies, that give it a living interest of its
own. -
No one who has had the privilege of
a glimpse at even a few of these precious
old programmes, patiently sought for
and tenderly. preserved as they have
been, could well fail to be touched with
the romance that lies behind those fad-
ed, yellowing sheets, with their heavy
black print. How different they must
have seemed when they were brand new,
fresh from the press, scanned in the se-
dan-chair or candle-lit vestibule with
eager eyes that were soon to be filled
with tears for Garrick’s Lear, or to gaze
in wonder at the Volumnia of Sarah
Siddons!

Here is the actual programme of Mrs.
Siddon’s first appearance in London, at
Drury Lane in 1775. Like all the pro-
grammes of. that far-off time it is a
much more modest, handy and simple
affair than the yard-long playbills that
did duty for programmes in the dark
times that were to come fifty or sixty
years afterwards. These, after all,
were the palmy days when fashion still
thronged to the play, and the patent
theatres were in their full pride.

Perhaps this very programme rested
on the silk lap of some Lady Betty
Modish, whose great-grandchildren’s
hair is now as ‘white as her powder-box.
“Portia by ‘a. Young Lady, being her
first appearance.” 'That is all the
heralding that Mrs, Siddons had for her
London debut, and a dismal failure it
was. Her voice was weak, her move-
ments were awkward. Her dress was
old, faded, and in bad taste. Nervous-
ness overpowered her, and the critics
pronounced .the young actress “lament-
able.” Did this little programme, one
wonders, know that it told of the great
Siddons that was to be?

In strange contrast is the programme
of Mrs. Siddon’s last performance with
all her glories achieved—a revival of
“Douglas” at Drury Lane in 1819 for
the benefit of Mr. and Mrs. Charles
Kemble, and “for this night only.” It
was a marvellous cast, and in it as
Glenalvin was a young actor of whom
the world was to hear more—William
Charles Macready. Owing to the rush
for seats this programme announces that
“for the accommodation of a number
of ladies and gentlemen who have not
been able to procure places in the boxes,
the orchestra will for .the evening be
occupied by a part of the audience and
the symphonies will be played behind
the scenes.” So “orchestra stalis” came
into being, Macready himself has left
a record of the occasion, telling how “a
gleam of her original greatness shone
forth in one of the scenes, but it was
only an expiring flicker.”

Here is a programme of one of Gar-
rick’s earliest performances in the lit-
tle Goodman’s Fields Theatre, where he
leapt into fame. To conciliate the mon-
opoly of the patent-theatres a concert
is announced, but “between the two
parts of the concert ‘The Old Batchelor’
will be performed, gratis, by persons for
their diversion. The part of Fondle-
wife by Mr. Garrick.” Here is a Peg
Woffington programme: — *“Congreve’s
‘Way of the World,” Milliamant by Mrs.
Woffington, with dancing.” Here Dora
Jordan is announced for Lady Teazle in
“The School for Scandal.”

Here is & programme that has in it-
self a dramatic thrill. It is the pro-
gramme of the very night when the ..O.
P.” riots began at Covent Garden, with
the management’s formal preamble that,
“having completed the new theatre, they
regret the necessity that compels them
to. make the following advances: Boxes
7 shillings, pit 4 shillings.”

Here is a full set of Kean’s program-
mes—that of the first famous evening
when the Shylock of the unknown barn-
stormer, “Mr. Kean, of Exeter,” thrill-
ed a wretchedly small Drury Lane audi-
ence to wild enthusiasm, and that other
of the doubly tragic performance of
Othello to his son’s Iago at Covent Gar-
den twenty-nine years after, when he
had to be helped from his carriage to
the stage, the wreck of his former self.

PITTSBURG AS A FUEL USER

The Pittsburg district of Pennsylvania
is the largest consumer of fuel in the
world, and in magnitude of coal traf-
fic it is also pre-eminent. In population
Pittsburg ranks fifth among the cities
of the United States, having as “Great-
er Pittsburg” only about one-sixth that
of Greater New York, but in the con-
sumption of coal alone Pittsburg nearly
equals that of the largest city in the
country. It is estimated (no accurate
data being available) that Greater New
York consumes between 18,000,000 and
20,000,000 short tons of coal annually.
The Pittsburg district in 1912, accord-
ing to Edward W. Parker, of the Unit-
ed States Geological Survey, consumed
17,721,783 tons of coal and about 5,000,~
000 toris of coke, or a total of about
24,700,000 short tons, over 10 pre
cent more than all the borougrs of
Greater New 'York. Moreover, Pitts-
burg - also consumes millions of cubic
feet gf natural gas. The total quantity
of coal sent to New York harbor ports
for local consumption for bunker trade,
and for transshipment to coastwise and
foreign ports, is between 85,000,000 and
40,000,000 short tons. In 1912 the total

S:artling Variations in Prices In
Different Parts of England—
Food, Clothes, Rent and Fuel
All Dearer—Local Fashions In
Foods

I.ondon, Sept. 10—“The sovereign of
1905 has become 17 shillings in '1918.”
This statement, which is cquivalent to
saying that the dollar of 1905 has be-
come eighty-five cents this year, is the
summing up of a report which has just
been issued by the British: board of
trade giving the result of an investiga-
tion of working class rents and retail
prices and which shows that England,
like every other country in the world,
is suffering from the increased cost of
living. In England, too, unlike some
other countries, the rise in wages has
been in no way commensurate with the
rise in prices.

The report, which deals with ninety-
three of the®most important cities and
towns in the United Kingdom, shows
the following changes:

Increase
Rents . 1.8 per cent.
Food and coal . .13.7 per cent.
Rents and prices combined 11.3 per cen

No general conclusion is possible, the
report declares, on the price of clothing,
although it certainly has risen. It is
hard to say how much, because it is so
casy for manufacturers apparently to
avoid increasing prices by reducing
quality.

Against these large increases in the
cost of the necessities of life only small
increases of wages are recorded. In the
building trades, for instance, the wages
of skilled men have gone up 1.9 per
cent; in the engineering trades 5.5 per
cent, and in the printing trade 4.1 per
cent, but in the great majority of skill-
ed trades and among unskilled workers
there has been no advance at all or none
worth mentioning. :

Putting the increases in wages against
the rise’ in prices we find that the en-
ginecring workman’s wife is out thirty-
nine cents on every $5 she spends, as
compared with eight years ago, the
cempoesitor’s wife is  forty-six cents
short, and the bricklayer’s wife fifty-
six cents.

Food and Coal

One of the most striking sets of fig-
ures given in the report deals with the
increase in the cost of food and coal.
The figurcs are based on the retail
prices actually paid * in working class
districts in 1905 and 1912 and give the
percentage of increase in each case with
the present money value of the 1905
sovereign ($5) if spent on the article
in guestion. The table is as follows:

These figures are all the more signi-
ficant when it is remembered that the
poorer class of British workmen seldom
taste beef or mutton and certainly nev-
er British beef ¢r utton. The slaple
feod consists of bacon, potatoes and
bread. Bacon, it will be noticed, is up
more than 32 per cent., potatoes more
than 46 por cent and bread more than
15 per cent. It would be no exaggera-
tion to say that the cost of food to the
poorest families of the United Kingdom
is up a third and that there are no more
wages coming in to meet the advance.
What this means to a population liv-
ing on the verge of destitution and
even at the best of times habitually un-
derfed can readily be imagined.

An extraordinary feature of the re-
port is that in a small country like this
with highly organized means of com-
munication prices for the same articles
should vary so enormously. For instance
the following tables shows the variation
in the rise of prices:

Tito 9 per cent. v . .6 towns.
10 to 12 per cent .London and 21 towns
13 to 15 per cent .... ..38 towns

The cheapest town in the kingdom is
Portsmouth in the south of England
where the rise in prices averaged only
seven per cent, while the dearest is
Stockport in the industrial district of
the north where the average increase
was twenty per cent. In other words
the dollar of 1905 was worth ninety-
three cents in Portsmouth in 1912, while
in Stockport, it was worth only eighty
cents.

Retns

The same variation is noted with re-
gard to rents. Thus in forty-five dis-
tricts rents increased from one to eigh-
teen per cent., in twenty-six they fell
from one to ten per cent, while in sev-
enteen districts they remained station-
ary.

'The government report contents itself
with setting forth the facts of the rise
in the cost of living in cold figures and
does not concern itself with the causes,
but naturally the subject has attracted
an ecnormous amount of attention in
England and has set all the experts and
would-be experts discussing the situa-
tion.

Airship Fleets, Coming Terrors of Sea, Will Sweep It
Clean of $15,000,000 Dreadnoughts

By A. F., Ferguson

“Swat the flyer!”

That is the battle cry of the mod-
ern dreadnought battleship. The flying
machine is today the greatest terror of
the men who go down to the sea in $15,-
000,000 floating forts: | i

The fact is that the navies of the
world are feverishly trying, on the one
hand, to find a way to avoid the bird
machines and, on the other hand, build-
ing as many war aeroplanes as they can.

In considering the effect of an aero-
plane in battle, too many people are apt
to pit a single ’plane against a battleship.
How easy to put one or two or half a
dozen flyers out of business!

But navy men have not fallen into
this error. They know it would be just
as foolish. for a naval commander fo
send one aeroplane against a battleship
as it would for a military command‘er to
send one machine gun against a‘bngade
of troops. They know that their prob-
lem figures out about as follows:

A battleship costs from $10,000,000 to
$15,000,0000; it carries a crew of 1,000
men.

An aeroplane costs from $7,000 to $10,-
000, carries a crew of not more than
two men.

The Attack of the Aeroplane Fleet.

Therefore, to be sure of success against
the battleship the proper tactics would
be to send a fleet of from 25 to 100 aero-
planes, or even'260, into the fight.

Suppose theré’were 100 in our fleet
and fifty of them” would be destroyed
and théir crew§>@rowned. It isn't alto-
gether probablé shat this would hap-
pen, but suppose:it:did. In men we
would lose 100 lives, in' money less than
a milliom. 2%y :

But, at that, there isn’t a chance in
the world that the battleship would es-
cape, So the count against the airship
loss would be the destruction of a $15,-
000,000 battleship, the loss of 1,000
lives.

It would take at least a year to build
another battleship, while the loss of the
50 aeroplanes would be replaced in a
month or two. - :

The aeroplane would be the hardest
sort of a mark to hit from the deck of a
rolling ship. But how about hitting 100
aeroplanes?

The protection afforded the ship by its
deck armor would not be very great in
a rain of high explosives such as a fleet
of aeroplanes could ‘drop on it. It was
proven by the work of air scouts in
Turkey that the piercing of a wing two
or three times by a bullet does not put
an aeroplane out of action.

[ ]
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In Tripoli, Italian "airmen were able
to drop bombs in Turkish camps and do
tremendous execution and then get
away. So far in warfare there have been
two men killed and several severely
wounded while flying.

In a trial in Paris an ex-American
army officer demonstrated a device which
shoots as accurately from an aeroplane
as the big guns of a warship shoot—7
per cent of hits. -

' Now suppose we send our fleet of 100
air craft against a battleship and each
ship drops two bombs with 70 per cent.
of hits. That is 140 bombs out of 200
landing. One would be enough to wreck
the ship. \

So we can readily believe that these
little craft that carry but two men and
cost so little will become the terror of
sea fighting.

First, because of the deadly nature of
the bombs carried by the airmen.

Second, because there are so many air
craft against each individual ship.

Third, because no ship has yet been
built or ever will be built that can get
away from an ‘aeroplane fleet that is once
started after it.

An aeroplane could give a battleship
50 miles’ start and catch her before she
had been going half an hour.

A leading Paris bac-
teriologist, a lady, showed from original
observations that alcohol produces the
same reactions on healthy men that are
produced by the poisons of bacteria.

know why the western world could not
do as well regarding alcohol as China
has done regarding opium.

THE PROBLEM OF
 OCEAN FREIGHTS

Britain Interested in Canadian
Proposale

SHPOWNERS ALARMED

Insist That Rates on Regular Lines
Cannot Be Lowered and That
Tramp Rates Would Be Higher

(Times’ 8pecial Correspondence)
London, Sept. 9—The topic of the

bmoment in shipping circles is the shig-

gested adjustment of ocean rates be-
tween Great Britain and Canada, and
the proposals emanating from the do-
minion are ruthlessly handled today by
Mr. W. Black Noble, of the Noble line.
His conclusion is that if there are mer-
chants in the dominion who cannot
carry on a profitable trade because of
ocean rates they should be subsidized
by the government, but the very last
thing that should be done is to ask
ship owners to lower freights.

As was to be expected, H. L. Dray-
ton, K.C., chairman of the Dominion
Railway Commission, has found the
subject of ocean freights bristling with
difficulties. A number of meetings be-
tween representatives of the Canadjan
government and the British Board of
Trade have taken place, at which.the
subject has been discussed from all
points of view; but shipping cixcles do
not anticipate that a decision will be
formed at an early date; and the gen-
eral belief is that the deliberations will
be comparatively barren of result, and
that at any rate the change in the pres-
ent system will be-slight. :

Mr. Drayton, who returns to Canada
next week, has created a very favorable
impression here, and his broad grasp
of the subject is readily recognized;
but ship owners maintain that he will
carry back with him. to Canada a real-
ization of thejr side of the case, which,
to put it briefly, is that reductions in
freight rates cannot be made without
restricting the. exports and imports of
the dominion. Mr. Noble puts the case
very well for the ship owner, and
brings out some points which may not
have been fully considered in Canada.
He deals with the question of eastward
freights on flour as compared with
graing, and maintains that very little
difficulty would be experienced in justi-
fying a differential of at least 7s, 6d.
per ton. As to the Canadian view that
benefits under the preferential tariff are
destroyed by high rates on west bound
goods, he shows that on woollens, cot-
tons, carpets, felt hats and cutlery, the
increase of the rate is negligible in
comparison with the amount of benefit
given under the preferential tariff.

He boldly attacks the view that a re-
sumption of tramps on the St. Lawrence
would reduce freights, but deelares on
the contrary it would considerably in-
crease them. He says: —

“A further question is that of tramp
tonnage to the St. Lawrence. In recent
years this has been practically a neglig-
ible quantity, and merchants of the do-
minion therefore complain that they are
in the hands of a monopoly in the shape
of the lines of the conference. This may
be so, but a very important character-
istic of this monopoly is one that the
merchants who are complaining of its
existence today do not realize. If they
wished now to charter a tramp for the
conveyance of -their goods they would
be faced with a rate of at least some
eight to ten per cent. higher than that
svailable by the regular lines. In ad-
dition to this they would have consid-
erably more stringent terms in the
charter-party and the insurance on their
goods would, in all probability, be very
much increased.”

Canadian Proposals

Dealing with the proposals before the
Canadian government, he says:—
“It is incredible that the three pro-

Canadian government could for one
moment be entertained by an#body of
right thinking men It would ap-
pear that there does not exist in Ottawa
a sufficiently clear conception as to the
economic difference between a railway
and an ocean-going steamship line. The
two services are fundamentally differ-
ent, chiefly as regards the disposition of
their capital and also as regards the
automatic adjustment of rates by com-
petition. A railway company’s capital
is for the most part employed in pre-
paring the ground and laying the track.
It consequently cannot be removed (as
capital) from the country which it
serves, and so in a certain measure be-
comes part of the country itself.

“This does not apply to a line of
steamships, where practically all the
capital is employed in what corresponds
in a railway to the rolling stock. When
a government grants a charter to a rail-
way company to put its line through
a certain district it automatically creates
a monopoly, and it then becomes in-
cumbent upon that government to take
steps to ensure that such monopoly
shall not be abused. With a steamship
line it is a much more difficult matter
to form a monopoly of this kind. It is
a comparatively simple matter for a
competitive line to be established.
Again, with very few exceptions, steam-
ship rates are regulated by the laws of
supply and demand — that is to say,
should a line or number of lines in con-
ference together agree on a rate alto-
gether out of proportion to the value
of the goods, it would be impossible for
any trafic to move, and automatically
the rate in question would cease to ex-
ist for all practical purposes. The re-
sult would be that a fresh rate which
would give a just' and proper share of
thie profits of the transaction to both

Kaffir Telegraphy

This system, in use by “savages” for
hundreds if not thousands of years, is
as great an advance on the semaphore
system by whieh the news of Trafalgar
reached London, as the electric telegraph
is on the semaphore. Astonishing stor-
ies have been recorded from time to
time and have perplexed the “civilized”
world.

The fact that Sir Redvers Buller had
been defeated at Colenso was known by
natives sixty miles away within two
hours, and even more striking results
have been achieved.

By Drum Beat

The simple explanation is that an
elaborate code of signals has been
evolved by the natives. These signals
may be conveyed in the daytime by
fires on hill-tops, the fires being cover-
ed at intervals so that the smoke sup-
plies “dots” and “dashes,” as in the
Morse code, but this is an unsatisfac-
tory meéthod which is seldom available.
The real “tele hy” takes place at
night, and the medium is the drum.

All through the hours of darkness
Africa reverberates with the deep beat
of the drum. The drum talks to the
next village as plainly as the mouth can
utter words, telling of ¥illage affairs, of
the designs of enemies, of a Mullah
trampling on the British flag. The news
is passed to the next village in a mo-

The drum is the newspaper of “Dark-
est” Africa, circulating home and for-
eign intelligence, crop reports, accounts
of accidents, political discussions, dram-
as of domestic life—in fact; all the news
that the “Express” brings to the break-
fast table. Every item of importance
is related in beats of thé drum from the
east coast to the west, passing across the
continent with a speed that suggests the
miraculous to the simple white man.

The late Lieutenant Boyd Alexander
described this system of telegraph in his
record of his journey “From the Niger
to the Nile:”—

The dawn was now breaking, and
away on the horizon the world seemed
waking to an alarum of drums. As we
went on the dtumminf grew louder, and
presently one could distinguish the sep-
arate taps that fell with a rhythm re-
sembling words. It was the Tubus sig-
nalling to the beleaguered town. I
beard afterwards that the drumming
had been kept up all through the night,
and that the burden of its message was:
“Where are your big friends? We are
coming to eat you up!”

All through the continent the natives
have a very perfect system of signal-
ling with drums, by which means they
rap out messages from village to vil-
lage, and it is quite wonderful how
swiftly and how far they are able to
spread news. The drumming is always
done at night, when sound travels fur-
ther and as one ligs awake on a still,
cJear njght the ear is often gently as-
sajled by the low, musical roll from a
drum in the village near, and holds the
interval with pleasant expectancy un-|
til the answering echo comes, muffled
by distance, from a village sometimes
two miles away.

Elabggate Code

Dudley Kidd gives an amusing in-
stance in “The Essential Kaffir.” He
states: —

The natives on the Zambesi have a
regular code of signals which they can
beat out on drums, using instruments
of different sizes, and various modes of
beating the instruments. I think that
I could tell with certainty when natives
were having their midday meal at a dis-
tant kraal, by the “rumble of a distant
drum,” for the notes and rhymn are
very significant, and quite as distinctive
as the bugle call to dinner used by mili-
tary men,

I know a man who wished to make a
surprise visit to his wood-cutting station
on the banks of the Shire River, and he
kept his purpose quite secret till late at
night. Then he awoke his crew, and
made them start off in silence through
the bush. But he noticed that as he
left every native village the drums were
set working in a very peculiar fashion,
and their rhymn was repeated without
any exception right through the whole
journey, village after village turning out
in the dark to see him pass.

When he reached his destination and
made his “surprise” visit to his native
wood-cutters in the dawn, he found
them strangely busy and hard at work,
and soon found out that they knew of
his approach hours in advance, and so
were not to be caught napping.

This is how the Mullah obtains his
news of the movements of British troops
against him; how he learns the posi-
tion and strength of a camel company;
how he knows when it is best to keep
out of the way and when to attack.

A popular theory seems to be that
the incompetence of the modern house-
wife is largely responsible for the situ-
ation. In the old days the house mo-
ther understood food values and was
able to make the most of cheap mater-
ials which even the workingman’s wife
today scorns. There is also the tendency
to buy tinned and preserved foods which
require little cooking and give little
trouble in preparation for the table.

Poor Housekeeping

“The poorer the housekeeper the more
she pays for her food,” said the head
of one of the largest London provision
houses the other day. *‘She buys chops
and steaks instead of the cheaper and
more nourishing cuts of meat. She buys
two rashers of bacon at a time, when
bacon is the dearest food in the market.

“She does not know what a stock-pot

is and she will not look at lentils which
can be bought at seven pounds for
twenty-five cents and are a most nour-
ishing food. In how many poor house-
holds do you see porridge, And yet oat-
meal is only four cents a pound. The
fact is we have dropped into absurdly
narrow grooves in our choice of food.
We all want the same few things at the
same time and the demand for them
outruns the supply and prices go kite-
ing.”
The report has given a great impetus
to the advocates of co-operative house-
keeping. This has been tried on a small
scale in some of the “garden cities,”
where long-haired vegetarians form the
bulk of the population, and they have
seized on this opportunity of pointing
out that one woman can cook beans for
twenty families far more easily and at
less cost than twenty women. The
trouble is, however, that the working
man’s wife has not -a co-operative
kitchen and probably would insist on
her individual “kipper” or “rasher” if
she had one. The life of the co-opera-
tive cook under such circumstances
would not be a bed of roses.

Local custom, it appears, has a good
deal to do with high 'prices in certain
‘districts. Food that would be unsale-
able in one town is a delicacy in an-
other. London, for instance, eats Danish
bacon, while the north and midlands will
not look at it and demand the product
of the American hog. Lancashire and
Yorkshire insist on Irish- bacon, and,
except in London, which likes its bacon
smoked, Englishmen as a ryle insist on
the unsmoked variety. In the north the
bacon must be rolled, while London and
the south will not have it rolled at any
price.

Canadian cheese is the most popular
and has almost ousted the American
variety from the market, although in
the midlands it is preferred to any
other. Irish, Colonial and Danish but-
ter sell freely except in the north,
where the working class insist on unsalt-
ed English butter.

One immediate effect of the publica-
tion of the report is a series of demands
for higffer wages. Working men felt
the pinch before, but, apparently, did
not realize how bad it wes. Two days
after the report appeared, however, the
London Society of Compositors gave no-
tice that it would move at the next
trade congress a resolution in favor of’
simultaneous action to secure an in-
crease of $1.25 a week for all grades of
time and piece workers in both private
and public employment.

May Be Strikes

"The employes of the London and
North Western Railway Company, one
of the biggest railway systems in the
country, have passed a resolution de-
claring that after September 1, they
will refuse all extra duty until their
wages are advanced to such a point as
will enable them “to obtain the bare
necessities of life.” More than 80,000
railway men met in Hyde Park, Lon-
don, a few days ago and in spite of the
opposition of their leaders, passed reso-
lutions in favor of ‘repudiating the pres-
ent agreerfents with the railway com-
panies and insisting on higher wages all
round.

An interesting side issue is the effect
of the present high prices on the Liber-
al government. Of course, Asquith and
Lloyd George had no more to do with
the rise in prices in England than, for
instance, the Kaiser, but they are blamed
for it. To some extent this is natural,
for when they came into office they held
out glowing promises of a golden age
for labor. So far these promises have
materialised only in the insurance act,
which exacts a weekly contribution from
all the workers and gives real benefits in
return. -The working men, however,
realise only that they have to pay and
do not think of the benefits. They know
that their wages do not buy as much
now as they used to, and they are ready
to vent their anger on those in power.
They are turning, too, on their own
leaders, whom they blame for over sub-
serviency to the liberal government.
In these circumstances it would not
be at all surprising if England should
see a series of great strikes during. the
latter part of this year or the beginning
of next year, and if they come the
strikers will not be so ready to accept
the mediation of highly placed politic-
fans as they were a few years ago.

portation to his agents.on the eoast, con-
veying it there.

Many of these men, whose pay aver-
ages seven rupecs, or -$2.50 a month, to-
gether with food, have, been with the
elephant hunter for years, and he de-
clares that he trusts them absolutely. A
lot of them have risked their lives again
and again in his service, though this
Nimrod, who has reduced the business
of elephant hunting to as nearly an ex-
act science as possible, never jeopardised
his men’s lives needlessly and in his
thirteen years of experience has had
only one of his henchmen killed by a
“tusker.” 4

Mr. Sutherland’s expeditions, most of
which are made through what is to all
intents and purposes.unexplored terri-
tory in Portuguese, German and Belgian
Africda, generally ‘last from six to nine
months, and result, as>a rule, in the kill-
ing of from thirty-eight to fifty ele-
phants, the explorer's average bag of
ivory being from two to four tonms, a
ton of ivory, by the way, being worth
in the neighborhood of £1,500 or $7,600.
In discussing the equipment of an
elephant hunter, Mr. Sutherland puts
physical fitness before everything else.
“In no other trade except prize fighting,
of which I know very little,” said he,
“does the absolute control of one’s
nerves, which is the result of being thor-
oughly fit, count for so much, and in
elephant hunting there are no seconds to
fan one with a towel or to rub him into
condition. All the while there is the
responsibility of having the existence of
a whole train of human beings—many of
my men are accompanied by their wives,
1 may say—dependent upon one, on one’s
mind, and there is the obligation, too; of
having to jump to’one’s feet, however
bodily weary one may be from previous
exertion when there comes the cry of
‘Dembo, bwama,’ ‘Master, elephants,
and to cover from three to four miles
at a trot, through the roughest of coun-
try and in clothes dripping with perspir-
ation. ] ’

Most Dangerous

“Above all, of course, there is the per-
petual ‘duel’ with the game itself, which
calls for an absolute absence of ‘nerves.
Of all big game shooting, I personally
consider elephant shooting most danger-
ous, though there are many persons
who under-rate its peril because of the
deadliness of the hunter’s. firearms. Even
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considering this, however, 1 consider
elephant hunting an almost even ducl
between hunter and hunted. Remember,
the elephant has a wonderful advantage
in being high above the vegetation in
which one is almost invariably obliged
to hunt him—for he fights shy of open
country—and, therefore, is able to see
the hunter, while the ‘atter is surround-
ed on all sides by tall grass which is
so stiff that it is all but impossible to
step from side to side in it. i

“This leaves one absolutely dependent
on his ‘marksmanship when charged by
an elephant—a thing that  .appens more
often than not, and the vital s to be
reached by a bullet are few in nimber
and call for the finest shooting. These

be made either between the eyes or
through the ear-hole, a shot in the
vertebrae of the neck, or in the heart,
and to stop an infuriated elephant that
is charging down on you like an ex-
press train is, I assure you, no task for
an amateur.”

Asked to tell the story of his closest
shave from a “tusker,” Mr. Sutherland
spun the yarn that follows. As real a
character and almost as much a poet
as his prototype in Haggard’s books, it
is a wonderful thing to hear him fight
his jungle battles over again, for he il-
lustrates every move of himself and his
prey—it is not always quite certain
which is the prey, by the bye—and
tells it with a picturesqueness of langu-
age quite impossible to reproduce in
mere print.

His Closest Call

“This happened in German East Af-
rica in August, 1908,” he said. “All
day long I had kept doggedly on the
tracks of a herd of five big bulls, and
finally managed, without any special
happenings, to account for four of them.
The fifth I wounded in the region of
the heart as he was bolting full' speed
across a clearing, and he immediately
pivoted round, lowered his big head
and screaming with rage, charged
straight at me. It was a moment when
the necessity for keeping cool was para-
mount, so, patiently waiting till he came
within twenty paces of me, I gave him
the second barrel full in the face. It
tore through his left eye, but failed to
stop or turn him, and the next moment
a vicious blow from his tpusk sent me
cannoning against my tracker, Simba,
who was a few paces away from me on
my right, and together we came heav-
ily to earth. .

“Before I had time to scramble to my
feet, the elephant had turned and, seiz-
ing me by the khaki shirt, flung me high
above him. in the air. Though badly
shaken, I was vividly conscious of all
that was happening, and as I spun
through space, the conviction flashed
through my mind that I had seen the
last of my hunting days. I landed on
the- elephant’s back, rolled helplessly off
and came with a thud to earth, while
I still had sufficient presence of mind
to lie absolutely motionless to aveid fur-
ther attracting his attention. I lay on
my face with my lower limbs beneath
his towering, bulky body my left foot
actually touching the toes of his left
hind foot. I experienced no fear of death,
I was not conscious of any panorama of
my life passing swiftly over my mind;
my heart was not even beating wildly.
I was simply wondering, ‘In which way
is he going to kill me? Will he kneel
on and trample me horribly? Will he
drive his tusk right through my body,
or will he,” by some Heaven sent chance
leave me alone?

“While these thoughts were passing
through my brain, the elephant deliber-
ately turned round, caught me by the
shoulder, and flung me violently into the
branches of a small tree some fonrteen
yards away, the impact at once knock-
ing me senseless. On coming round a
few minutes later, I found myself lying
on the ground with Simba kneeling over
me vigorously shaking me with one
hand while he pointed excitedly with
the other to where the elephant stood
sniffing the air some thirty yards away.
I made a desperate effort to rise, but
found that, owing to the injuries I had
received, this was an impossibility. I
discovered, too, that my left thumb was
dislocated and my left arm and
shoulder so badly strained that I was
quite- unable to hold my /rifle.

“Bidding Simba sit down beside me,
I managed, with some difficulty, to
place my .818 across his shoulder and
fire for the elephant’s ear, but. try as I
would, I could not keep my rifle steady,
and the bullet, instead of going through
his brain,, went wide and struck him
high up on the right side of the head.
At once he slewed round and advanced
towards us as if utterly surprised to
find that he had failed to finish his en-
emy. So, telling Simba to hold my rifle
barrel firmly, I drove another cartridge
into the breech and waited patiently for
my lord the elephant. When he was
within fourteen or fifteen yards, I took
aim and, making a supreme effort to
control my breath and steady my hand,
pressed the trigger. The bullet struck
him right between the eyes, bringing
him to his knees as if pole-axed, and as
he struggled to rise, I finished him with
another shot.” -

In Battle of Natives .

More striking, perhaps, even than' his
hunting adventures, is the story of the
part which the elephant hunter played
in the native rising in German East Af-
rica in 1905-6., in recognition of which
he was decorated by the German gov-
ernment. “But don’t put that in,” he
urged.® -

“We need nat bother with the details
of how it began,” said he “though the
chief causes were native discontent at
having to pay hut tax and to build
roads and to give up some of their
ancient pursuits that did not fit in with
civilized ideas, discontent which was
fanned by the Arabs, whose slave-trad-
ing had been put an end to, and eventu-
ally made them decide to make a clean
sweep of the Europeans in the country.
I was in German East Africa after ele-
phants when the trouble began, and, as
hunting was impossible, I made up my
mind to see what fighting natives was
like, and volunteered for service on the
German side.

“There was awful slaughter, I am sor~
ry to say,” Mr. Sutherland went on,
“much of which would have been avert-
ed had it not been for the native medi-
cine men, who are queer jossers, though
if it had not been for them and their
freakish ideas, most of us undoubtedly
would have lost our lives. Wherever
there was fighting, the native onslaughts
were desperate and fearless. The medi-
cine men had told them, it seems, that
when we fired on them our bullets
would be miraculously changed into wa-
ter and nothing but steam would issue
from the muzles of our guns. 5

“Great Lord!” cried the hunter, “how
much better we taught them. I had a
500 cordite rifle, firing an expansive bul-
let that weighed an ounce and was driv-
en by eighty grains of powder. - My
shots absolutely drilled lanes through
the Angonis when they advanced, and
I blew the head clean off the first man

I fired at.
“A few weeks later, I took part in the

Gefence of the central station, or collect-
orate, at Mahenge, and there we saw
some astonishing displavs of fanaticism.
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sure enough. We were armed with ma-
chine guns, and the natives knew this,
but in this case the pedicine men had
told them that those of their number
who were killed by our fire would re-
awaken after two days and be ready to
fight again. The native force that at-
tacked this collectorate must have been
8,000 strong and they were armed with
anything from pruning hooks to spears,
a fair percentage, too, having old fash-
ioned muzzle-loading rifles, firing small
bullets. :

“Intent on killing and torturing the
lot of us,” continued Mr. Sutherland,
“they charged almost to the walls of the
collectorate and were mowed down by
our Maxims, eventually being forced to
retyeat after heavy slaughter. With the
firm belief, howeVer, in the promise of
their medicine men that the slain would
come to life again and join in the fight-
ing, they attacked again, two days after
and again were mowed down @y the
score, the dead men fgiling to ‘comply
with the prophecy arrd help to turn the
tide of battle. Four times in succession
they did this, and then gave it up, con-
vinced at last apparently that the dead
were going to stay dead, in spite of the
assurance of the witch-doctors.

“] was a bit useful, too,” said the
ivory hunter, continuing his story, “in
carrying out a little ruse which helped
to finish another fight. You have to re-
member that we were up against ene-
mies who were bent on exterminating
us, and the German commander, Cap-
tain Richter, conceived the idea of leav-
ing cartridges about where the natives
could get them, and which would burst
their guns when they tried both heavy
charges of ordinary powder and then
dynamite, but neither was powerful
enough for the purpose. .

“ “Try my cordite’ ” said I, “and we
irled it, loading some 200 cartridges
with seventy-five grains each and then
scattering them about so that the An-
gonis would think they had been drop-
ped by mistake. Man alive, what mis-
chief they did when those niggers tricd
to fire them. They were in high glee
at discovering them, but when they fit-
ted them in the breech of their rifles,
and pulled the trigger, guns and men,
too, were blown to bits. The ground was
littered afterwards with corpses with
their faces blown off. As a fact, we
must have done astonishing execution in
that fight, for a few days afterwards, on
reconnoitering the ground, we counted
more than 200 graves.

Better Than in Cities

This ivory hunter’s latest expeditions
with Captain Anderson, who never be-
fore had seen an elephant outside the
Zoo, and had a mighty close call with
Lis first one, took close on a year, and
resulted in the bagging of two tons of
ivory. The sportsmen yisited the camps
of Emin Pasha and Henry M. Stanley,
and later made thelr way, in canoes
paddled by natives, up the Semiligic
River—“never have I seen such an awful
place for crocodiles,” observed Mr. Su-
therland—until they eventually reached
the pigmy forest, in which they spent
twenty days, once being attacked by the
little people armed with poisoned ar-
rows. Later on, Captain Andersen, hav-
ing been recalled to his regiment, Mr.
Sutherland had the responsibility of
seeing their ivory transported by natives
through Belgian territory and eventual-
ly to Cairo. It was no light undertaking
for danger of being set upon and rob-
bed threatened several times.

After all the years he has spent in
the “pori” this elephant hunter says
frankly that he uprefers it to civiliza-

insincerity of life in cities. In the mid-
dle of Africa every man’s word is his
bond, and life is a straight from the
shoulder proposition.” Even when I
saw him he was beginning to irk under
what he describes as the “stuffiness and
constraint” of a modern city, and be-
ginning to develop thé mood which ted
him when a couple of days out on his
last voyage to the Cape to throw over-
board those detested emblems of ceivil-
ization—the morning coat and silk hat
which ‘he had sported in Piceadilly, “in
sheer exuberance of spirits.”

Sa before much time has passed he
will be off once more “on safari.” But
first he means to have a look at the
sky-scraper.

SUNKEN ART TREASURES
Retics of the Sack of Athens Discovered

A correspondent, writing to the Paris| j

“Liberte,” giveés particulars of an archae-
ological find of ‘the greatest interest. At
Madhia, on the Tunisian coast, five or
six-years ago, some Greek sponge fishers
noticed a strange mass of wreckage ly-
ing at a depth of 180 feet to the north
of Madhia‘Lighthouse. Admist a jum-
ble of timbers lay splendid marble col-
umns, bronze statuettes, a superb life-
size boy’s figure, and a Hermes of
Dionysos, which they succeeded in. bring-
ing to the-surface.

M. Merlin, the head of the Tunisian
antiquities department, applied' for and
finally obtained various subventions, and
the admiral commanding the Tunisian
squadron sent a powerful tug and two
torpedo boais to give assistance. It has
now been ascertained that the sunken
ship was a vessel of about four hundred
tons, a hundred feet long, and twenty-
five feet broad. She was laden with an
extraordinarily heterogeneous cargo; not
only blocks of marble, But  bases and
c&gpitals for columns, effigies, statues, fur-
niture, ties, leaden piping, lamps, am-

DEATH RESULTED
DESPTE DESPERNT
EFFORTS T0 REVIVE HIM

Charles McCarthy, of Broad street,
died at the General Public Hospital yes-
terday afternoon at 4.30, after having
Been rescued from drowning in Lower
Cove slip by Mark Burns, of Winslow
street, West End.

McCarthy fell off the end of Kerr's
wharf shortly before 8 o’clock and Mark
Burns, who was unloading sand in Low-
er Cove slip, heard the cry of “man

where the crowd had gathered. Seeing
the drowning man, Burns threw off his
hat and coat and leaped from a board
pile to the water, a distance of twenty
feet. After a short swim, Burns reacl_xed
McCarthy just as the latter was going
under, and the rescuer had to dive to
clutch him. ;

Peter McDade and Ollie Emery, with
whom Burns was working, were also on
the scene and they threw a board to the
men in the water and with the aid of
this Burns managed to keep the victim’s
head above water.

Meanwhile, John McDade, Paul Mc-
Dade and Willlam McKee shoved off a
boat and rowed to the end of the wharf
and they arrived just in time to save
both men, as Burns, weighted down by
his clothing and boots, besides working
hard to keep McCarthy’s head above
water, was almost exhausted.

When the boat was near, Burns called
for the boatmen to take McCarthy first,
and while this was being done Burns
swam to the stern and held on until the
unconscious man was pulled in.

Dr. Rowley was, finally called and he
arrived at 3.80 and Coroner Berryman
was later motified. The coroner ordered
the ambulance;, and at 8.55 McCarthy
was removed to the General Public Hos-
pital, 'but life was almost extinct, and
he passed away half an hour after he
reached the institution.

Charles McCarthy was employed as
‘watchman at the Sugar Refinery site. He
was about 50 years of age, and leaves
a wife and family residing in the States.
