Hours i ' Toronto, Ont., March 22—An important, 
announcement with far reaching effect up­
on the influence of the Presbyterian 
church's work in Canada, was made at 
the close of yesterday's sitting pf the home 
mission committee (western section). The 
committee has decided upon a general and 
substantial increase in the scale of sal­
aries paid to both students and ordained 
missionaries throughout the dominion. The 
present salaries are $8 a week in the sum­
mer and #9 a week in the winter. There 
are about 1,000 Presbyterian missionaries 
affected by .this decision.

Just what the increase will be has not 
yet been decided.

Almost 400 Methodist quarterly boards 
have voted on the question of church un­
ion. Two official figures recorded are: — 
For church union on the present proposed 
bans, 6,115, against 884. Eight presbyter­
ies of the Presbyterian church have vot­
ed, 17,914 and 7,512 against. The vote 
on the proposed basis was 12,280 for and 
5,671 against.

Fredericton, fit. B., March 22—The 

potations committee held their first meet­
ing this morning, Mr. Sfipp presiding, and 
took tip the New Brunswick Hydro Elec­
tric Bill. Messrs. P. W. Thomson and 
W. E. Foster, two of the promoters of 
the bill, appeared with H. A Powell, K.
C., N. R. Cockburn, K. C., and R. B. 
Hanson as counsel. J. W. McCready -ap­
peared for the New Brunswick Union of 
Municipalities, F. E. Taylor for Stetson 
Cutler & Co., and F. Howard Grimmer as 
secretory treasurer of Charlotte county 
and alto with - A. C. Gilmor on behalf of 
Senator Gilmor and the Gilmor estate.

Considerable progress was made with the 
bill. Regarding a section providing that 
before the company could enter St. John ' 
with its lines, etc., it should comply with 
the regulations of that city regarding the 
use of streets, it was sugegsted that St. 
John was safeguarded in that respect 
under another section of the bill.

J. E. Wilson, M. P. P., objected to. 
having the section taken out of the bill 
and said that while he did not wish to 
place any unnecessary handicap in the 
way of the project he nevertheless felt 
that the city of St. John was in a differ­
ent position than the parishes on account 
of the many uses to 'which its streets had 
to be put and he urged that the section 
•remain in the bill.

Mr. McCready suggested that the bill 
be amended so that it would provide that 
the company should comply with the regu­
lations of any city or town before enter­
ing upon the use of its sertta and this 
would protect St. John as well as other 

i places. The section was adopted with thq 
proposed amendment.

F. Howard Grimmer opposed the section 
of the bill giving the company expropria- • 
tion powers and urged that, with the de< 
velopment now taking place in the prov- 
ince, it was not well that valuable water 
powers should be handed over to corpora- - 
tious such as this bill would create. He 
also read a resolution passed by the Char­
lotte county council protesting against the 
expropriation powers which the bill would 
give the company.

The committee adjourned until next 
Tuesday morning with a suggestion from • 
the chairman that in the meantime the 
representatives of tfic Gilmor estate and 
the company should get together and try 
to arrange upon terms whereby the com­
pany might take over the Gilmor m- 
tercsts.

Men, Look! A dispute between the harbor mastef, 
Captain Flemming and Captain Walsh, 
marine superintendent of the C. P. R., was 
taken up at a meeting of the board. Aid. 
McGoldrick presiding, at noon today.

The trouble arose over the C. P. R 
steamer Montreal which was lying at No. 
5 berth and which Captain Walsh wished 
to place at No: 7. As the Empress was 
to sail this afternoon and the Allan liner, 
which is at No. 1, will sail tomorrow, this 
would leave the three C. P.'R. berths at 
the ,city wharves empty while the city was 
losing a revenue of about $1,200. Captain 
Flemming wished the Montreal to remain 
where she was until this afternoon when 
she could move over to No. 2 or 3.

7, to which the harbor master replied that 
the steamer would be removed and the 
captain fined.

An appeal was made to the board and 
the members of the board supported the 
harbor master in his authority to assign 
vessels to any berth. To this Captain 
Walsh did not agree. The mayor suggested 
that the principle involved could be settl­
ed by the C. P. R. placing the' veasel where 
they chose and then defending an action 
in the police court. Captain Walsh arose 
with the announcement that he would do 
this but Aid. Jones moved that a commit, 
tee consult with the harbor master with 
power to act. After some discussion of 
this proposal the harbor master agreed to 
allow the Montreal to dock at No. 7, pro­
vided that this case was not to be regard­
ed as a precedent. This was agreed to and 
the meeting adjourned.

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A QUESTION OF VALUES
In the police court last week a man 

was fined fifty dollars or six months in 
jail for drunkenness, but was permitted 
to depart with the understanding that he 
would leave the city. A few days later 
he was in court once more, charged with 
the same offence. When told that he 
must now serve the full sentence, with an 
additional two months, the man answered:

“I can’t help getting drunk.”
Is not that about as near to the cry 

of a lost soul as we ever come in these 
modern days? The man who really can­
not help getting drunk cannot help dy'ng 
eventually in the gutter, unless society 
steps in and separates him from the op­
portunity of getting liquor until such time 
as his manhood is restored.

There are many miserable and worth­
less wretches in St. John who drink to 
excess, and are a burden either upon their 
relatives or upon the community. They 
ought not to be either miserable or worth­
less, but pulling their weight in the bodt. 
Occasionally one of them passes on, hut 
under existing conditions there is always 
another to take his place.

When will the people insist that a pris­
on farm be provided, where these human 
failures may be given a fair opportunity 
to redeem themselves, or at least may be 
kept in a state of sobriety and industry? 
They should not be permitted to destroy 
themselves, nor set an example of drunk­
en idleness before the youth of the city. 
They are a disgrace to the city as well as 
to themselves, for a city which realized 
Its moral responsibility would not tolerate 
inch conditions.

Why should this city and province lag 
behind other communities in regard to 
this matter? Do we count the cost? 
What, then, is the value of a human soul?

A TORY ROASTS BORDEN
The Toronto World is a Conservative 

tournai, but it has no patience with Mr. 
Borden’s conduct in regard to the iavy. 
The World did not think Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier went far enough, but "it was at any 

1 rate a beginning.” "The principle was re­
cognised that "Canada was under some ob­
ligation to assist in the naval defence of 
the empire.” But what Of Mr. Borden’s 
policy? Here is the Conservative World's 
opinion of it> ■ ■

“Tne situation in which Canada finds 
herself at present is little short of dis­
graceful. The national exchequer iss filled 
to overflowing; the country is increasing 
daily in wealth and productive power. She 
is more than able to bear her share of 
the burden of imperial defence, and to 
look after the ordinary protection of her 
ports and harbors. Yet. we are doing no­
thing. We are not contributing a dollar 
to the up-keep of the British navy, and 
we have, for the present at least, decided 
to have no vessels, guns, or fortifications 
of our own. We believe that the people 
of this country art anxious to build up à 
great ship-building industry, and are anx­
ious to have our war vessels, as far as 
practicable, constructed in our own chip- 
yards; they .are no less anxious for Can­
ada to chip in her share of the cost of 
imperial navy protection and efficiency. 
Some delay may be necessary before form­
ulating a well defined policy of naval con­
struction, but it requires no hesitation 
nor plebiscite to decide that we are at 
present sponging on the British tax-payer. 
To remedy this state of affairs, we should 
place a sum of money annually at the dis­
posal of the British admiralty."

After pointing out that Mr. MacLean of 
North York suggested a contribution of 
ten million dollars, and that the Montreal 
Star favored thirty millions, the World 
goes on:—

“It is for the government to act. If 
the senior partner in a private business ad­
vanced money out of his private fortune 
year after year to benefit the business, he 
would Certainly expect the junior partners, 
who had amassed big private fortunes in 
the business, to share with him future ex­
penditures made for the Ijenefit of co­
partnership. Canada is not contributing 
one cent toward the expenditure of a 
partnership from which she is drawing 
enormous profits. Every day that passes 
without anything being done by this 
try is simply another day of sponging, of 
humiliation and national shame. It is 
up to the government to act. Is parlia­
ment to be prorogued without anything 

t being done?”
Dr. Andrew Macphail, in an article in 

Toronto Saturday Night, makes this strik­
ing statement of the case:—

“The imperial movement came to a full 
stop on September 21. Has any one here 
seen an imperialist since that day? Their 
silence is so profound that one is disposed 
to wonder if the whole fabric of imperial­
ism was merely a figment of some vision­
ary mind. And yet they appear quite 
tent that all the talk about warships is 
over and freight cars are coming into their 
own. It is hard to convince politicians 
that things are what they are and that 
events have consequences. They always 
proceed upon the assumption that nothing 
has happened. But something really did 
happen on September 21. On that day the 
imperial cause in Canada came to an end. 
The aspirations of the best minds were 
swept away in the gust of passion which 
destroyed the government.”

Live hogs are 25c. higher in Ontario 
markets this week, and 15c. to 25c. higher 

; in Montreal.
Prices of milch cows and springers drop­

ped $10 to $15 per head on the Toronto 
market, and common butchering cows 
were 25 to 40 cents per hundredweight 
lower, as compared with last week’s fig­
ures. Well-finished cattle were firm at 
the same prices as before.

A slight reaction occurred in the whole­
sale butter market, prices now standing at 
37c. to 38c. for creamery prints, after ad­
vancing to 40c. last Wednesday.

There were no important variations in 
the prices of grain. The movement was 
extremely light in Ontario, and the no­
tion prevailed among the dealers that the 
fanners have marketed the bulk of last 
year’s crops. Competition from French 
millers had a detrimental effect on On­
tario’s export flour trade, and prices for 
90 per cent, winter wheat patents had 
to be lowered from 10c. to 15c. a barrel. 
A number of Ontario mills are running on­
ly half time.

Potatoes are 10c. a bag lower, both in 
the wholesale and retail markets.

Ottawa, Jfarch 21—The reason the Bor­
den govqrnmçbt feared the return of Hon 
George P. Graham to parliament was made 
manifest in the bouse tonight, when the 
administration stood convicted of mislead­
ing the publie and misrepresenting the 
facts in connection with the statement re­
cently issued, purporting to give the cost 
of construction of the National Transcon­
tinental Railway.

In a speeph of nearly an hour, punctu­
ated by Liberal cheering, the ex-minister 
of railways tore the veil from the govern­
mental. duplicity, and demonstrated that 
the figures presented to the public for the 
use of tiw South Renfrew bye-election 
were twilfpUy misleading and energetically 
“cooked.”

There was practically no defence, and 
no attempt at contradiction of Mr. Gra­
ham’s charges by any member of the gov­
ernment, from the premier down.

At the conclusion the minister of rail­
ways admitted that the figures were not 
those of the cost of construction, ■ but of 
the entire Post of the railway, including 
interest charges Of all kinds, and estimate 
for interest on rental during the seven 
years, while it was provided no rental 
should be charged.

“I have no fault to find with the build­
ing of the road,” was all the minister 1 ad 
to say, “but I still maintain that it c^st 
too much.” That was all..

Ottawa, March 21—The Liberals in the 
senate today used their numerical strength 
for the first time to turn down the gov­
ernment.

An Amendment to the tariff bill, which 
Hon. Mr. Lougheed objected to, was car­
ried. It was moved by Sir Richard Cart­
wright and* provided that the tariff com­
missioners should not be appointed for a 
term of five years, but should serve only 
during the pleasure of the government.
