One of the
men called attention to the peculiar color
of the man’s skin and felt his pulse,which
was still. He expressed the pinion that
he wasdead. The attempt then made to
arouse Mrs. Townsend was unsuccessfal.
There were no marks of violence, mno in-
dication of a struggle.

Inquiry revealed that soon after the
husband left Mrs. Townsend was visited
by William De La Motte, a Frenchman,
who was a friend of her husband. At
their house he had always been treated
more as a brother than as a friend, and
though always an ardent admirer of Mrs.

This will be;made tomorrow and the in-
quest resumed on Monday. The World
correspondent saw Dr. Ezard, who first
saw the bodies after they were discover-
ed, and he said that it was assum-
ing a great deal to call it a case
of murder, for so far as he knew, there
was no evidence of crime haying been
committed,neither was there anything to
suggest impropriety between De la Motte
and Mrs. Townsend. He declined to say
whether any vessel containing poison
was found in the room. The police are
equally reticent upon this as upon all
other points connected with the mystery.
The World has the best authority for
siaying that the poison found in the room
was prussic acid. The strongest circam-
stantial evidence goes to support the
theory that the poison was given to the
woman by De la Motte before she dis-
covered the nature of the liquid. It is
known that Motte ordered whiskey to be
sent to the house and also purchased
spirit himself in the locality. So
it is. suggested that he had induced
Mrs. Townsend to drink the poison un-
der pretense that it was whiskey. Dr.
Townsend is a man about forty years
of age, while Motte and Mrs. Townsend,
who is described as a handsome woman,
were about five years younger. Motte
was employed in the East London Dis-
visited him there.

LEPROSY IN FLORIDA.

Vague Reports of Xts Existemce, but
no Official Action Taken.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.
WasniseroN, D. C., Aug. 6.—Persistent
ramors have reached here for several
months past that leprosy is prevalent in
the extreme South Florida. The dread
scourge is said to exist chiefly, if not en-
tirely, among the Cuban employes of the
great cigar factories of Key West and
Tampa. These workers for the most
partlive in tenement houses. Private
advices state that leprosy is known to
exist among those at present working as
“gtrippers” and carters. In these cases
the disease has broken out beyond
doubt, but the symptoms are not yet so
serious as to incapacitate them from
work. In other cases the sufferers live
at home, while other members of their
families go out and work, returning
home and spending their evenings with
the lepers. Dr. Wyman, chief of the
quarantine division,’who is in charge,
has received no communication on the
subject. Dr. Wymaa says, however,
that the office has repeatedly
heard in a vague and general
way that leprosy existed in
the tenement houses in Florida town
adjacent to Cuba, but as the customs of-
ficers have made no complaints or re-
ports, no action has been taken. If it
is represented to the bureau that leprosy
exists in Key West or Tampa, or it has
caused the infection of tobacco, an in-
vestigation willbe at once ordered and
steps taken to quarrantine the tobacco.
As ye#, however, nothing has been done,
because no information of an official or
special character has been received.

KEMMLER EXECUTED AT AUBURN
EARLY THIS MORNING.

He is the First to be Executed by Elec-
tricity—His Wonderful Nerve--He
Direects his Adjustment in the Chair
—Several Currents Required to Kill
—The Prisoner’s Flesh Burned.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.
Avusury, N. Y., Aug. 6.—Kemmler was
executed by electricity at 6.48 this
morning.

Kemmler’s nerve was something won-

derful. He never faltered, he directed

the adjustment of himself in the chair
and counselled the warden to modera-
tion in order to secure perfect safety.

The shock was given at 6.32% and was

continued about 18 seconds. Two min-

utes after the current was cat off there
was evidence of respiration. As soon as
possible the current was returned, then
cut off and again respiration was
evident after a few moments. Saliva
came from the mouth, the chest heaved
and there was & wheezing in the throat.

The shock was again put to the prisoner,

who the doctors remarked became uncon

scious from the moment of the first 8hock.

After a short time smoke appeared at

the back and the flesh wasburning. The

spectacle was most trying. The man, the
doctors said suffered no pain, however.

The warden says the voltage at the

first shock was 1800 which ran down to

a point not named. After the third con-

tact of four minutes Kemmler was de-

clared dead. ]

The warden’s certificate of death was

signed by all present and the party

broke [up at 7.30 to meet at8.I5 when
the body would be ready for the autopsy.

At the conclusion of this speech he

removed his coat, calmly arranged his

necktie and sat down in the electric chair
quietly as though sitting down to dinner.

While this was being done Kemmler

repeatedly cautioned the warden not to

hurry and to be sure everything is all
right.

TWELVE MILLION BU_SI_!ELS FOR EXPORT.

Mr. O'Shaughnessy, of the Canadian
Pacific Railway, is credited with the
statement that this year the Canadian
North-west will have 12,000,000 bushels
of wheat for export, the total crop of that
region being 17,000,000 bushels. Few
people have any conception of what the
export of 12,000,000 bushels of wheat
means. Twelve million bushels - of
wheat would fill 18,000 cars
and if the cars of this train were extend-
ed in a line they would reach a distance
of 140 miles. Twelve million bushels of
wheat weigh 360,000 tons, and would
therefore load more than 100 first class
steamships or 200 of the size of the Fur-
ness line steamships which run to Lon-
don. These figures convey some idea
of the immense business which
awaits St. John from the Northwest in
the event of our proving equal to our op-
portunities and providing proper facilities
for the handling of freight at this port.
No one but those who are blind to the in-
terests of St. John can conceal from
themselves the fact that now is the time
when the people of this city must
strike for the in transit trade of
Canada and make St John its
great winter port. The figures
furnished by Mr. O'Shaughnessy are so
guggestive and convey their own moral
to such a large extent that it is unneces-
sary for us to comment upon them fur-
ther to-day. They prove that the future
of St. John may be made brilliant if Jour
people are sufficiently energetic and en-
terprising to grasp the prize which is
offered to them,

THE TARIFF QUESTION IN THE UNITED
STATES.

There is no disguising the fact that
Mr. Blaine’s attitude towards the Mc-
Kinley tariff bill has produced a serions
rift in the Republican party which was
none too strong before. Thoughtful men
throughout the United States see with
amazement an attempt being made
through the McKinley bill to destroy all-
trade between Canada and the United
States, while sugar is to be admit-
ted free from South America,
thus, as Mr. Blaine states, giving
away the only means that Congress has
of enacting reciprocity or lower rates
of duty from the countries whose leading
product is thus favored. = The Auburn
Gazette has been recently interviewing
a number of prominent politicians of
Maine in regard to Mr. Blaine’s views
especially with reference to their ap-
plication to better trade relations with
Canada. The resultshows thatin Maine,
at least, Mr. Blaine’s views have made a
profound impression and that the people
of that state are much dissatisfied with
the proposed legislation which threatens
to destroy a business which in times
past has been so large and profitable.
Among those interviewed was Mr. M. N.
Rich of Portland, editor of the Board of
Trade Journal, and secretary of the
board since its organization more than a
quarter of a century-ago, who expressed
the opinion that the business men of
Portland, irrespective of party, are “a
unit for reciprocal trade, and particularly
with Canada.” In this opinion a Maine
paper states that Mr. Rich but voices the
sentiment of all New England men who
are not willing to sacrifice the com-
mercial interests of their section
at the behest of party expediency.

Other gentlemen who were interviewed
were equally emphatic. Mayor Samuel
A. Lane, of Augusta says, “As for Mr.
Blaine’s views, [ not only endorse them,
but I go further. I am glad to find him
approaching the ground which has been
crushed down in the past by other great
questions, and I believe the time has ar-
rived when the revision of the tariff and
the reduction of taxes is advisable.”
Hon. Seth L. Larrabee of Portland be-
lieves that trade and commerce between
Canada and the United States and South
America should be restrained as little a8
possible, that there might be industries
that needed incidental protection for a
time, but monopolies should not be en-
couraged. Captain J. S. Winslow of
Portland thinks Maine and New England
generally would be benefitted by untram-
melled trade with Canada, and says the
United States should cultivate the
most liberal relations with the States of
South America. Major C. J. Chapman
of Portland is cordially in favor of recip-
rocity with Canada and thinks the same
principle will apply to South America
and other friendly countries.

Perhaps the most notable utterance of
all is that of Judge Wing of Auburn,
formerly chbairman of the Republican
State Committee, who speaks outspokenly
as follows :

“I have anxiously waited for some re-
presentative Republican to raise his
voice to check a sentiment in regard to
protection that is so far in advance of
the original party, and cortrary to the
often-expressed opinion of Republican
leaders since the war. Like certain
other legislation, it has seemed that dif-
ferent members of congress were vying
with each other to extend the system of
protection for what political rewards
would come from those interested in such
a tariff. So far as I am able to judge, from
quite an extensive acquaintance and con-
versation with the business men of New
England, the attitnde of Mr. Blaine is ap-
proved, and the fact that he has bad the
courage at this time to step out and out-
line a policy which will be productive of
great benefit to a class of people hither-
to almost entirely ignored, is welcomed
by everybody who believes in justice, as
the thing to do. - It certainly has called a
halt in legislation that has already gone
too far, and I bave no doubt will result in
such an adjustment in tariff legislation as
will secure to this country the fruits of
legitimate protection, as it is known and
nnderstood by the business element of
the Republican party.”

These views are interesting to the peo-
ple of Canada, and show that the Chinese
system as illustrated in the McKinley bill
is losing its hold on the people of the

United States,

A POLITICAL LULL.

Most of the members of the Dominion
Cabinet are away from Ottawa sojourning
at the seaside or visiting their consti-
tuents and there 1s a lull in politicl mat-
ters. No one desires to get excited over
questions of public policy in the dogdays
and the issues which interest the
people in January have but little attrac-
tion for them in August. Itis well
that this should be so for too much
of polities is not good for a man
or for a people. Although those business
questions which mainly interest us are
frequently mixed up with politics there
is but little excuse for such a combina-
tion, and it might be possible for
business men to discover where their
own interests lie without the aid of the
politicians.  There is an impression
abroad at the present time that both the
great political parties into which Canada
is divided are in a somewhat unsatis-
factory position and that it is unwise
for men to excite themselves undaly
over issues which may cease
to be of  great importance
a year or two hence. This Iull
in political interest is, however, agood
sign and shows that no great interest is
suffering from political causes. Even
the most rabid of the Grit papers fail in
their efforts to convince the people that
they are being destroyed under the
Macdonald regime. We may be on the
eve of an exciting political period but it
cannot truthfully be said that there
are any signs of it at the present time.

OUR GLORIOUS CLIMATE.

While in Boston, New York, Philadel-
phia and Baltimore men are perishing
almost daily from sunstroke and others
are fleeing for their lives to seaside and
mountain resorts, we hear that the citi-
zens of Halifax are chilled to the marrow
by fogs so dense that if cut into blocks
and packed in  refrigerators for
an hour or two a very mer-
chantable quality of ice would
be at their command with which to alle-
viate the sufferings of our neighbors to
the south and at the same time add to
the volume of their bank deposits. Our
sympathies go forth alike to our neigh-
bors of the east and west, butat the same
time itis with no small degree of com-
placency that we contemplate our own
good fortune. We rejoice that by neither
fog nor frost has the labors of our hus-
bandmen been rendered unprcductive
as is reported to be the case in the neigh-
borhood of our sister city, nor have our
crops been parched by heat or devastated
by cyclones as they have Leen along the
coast of the southern Atlantic. In our
accustomed manner we go our accustom-
ed ways,the blue skies above us, the
green fields around us, breathing the
grateful airs that neither heat nor chill
the blood. We certainly have reason to
be glad, but we have no dis-
position to make a  monopoly
of the Dblessings that providence
showers upon us. The afilicted, east and
west, are welcome to share them, and
the avenues of approach to our city are
many and pleasant. Sufferers from the
torrid heat that preyails in the south,
and from the marrow chilling fogs that
are distributed by the icebergs in the
east, will find here the happy medium
which must make St. John and its
neighboring villages, in the near future,
the great summer resort of the conti-
nent.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

Kemmler, the murderer, over whose
fate such a fight has been made, was ex-
ecuted today by electricity in Auburn
prison, New York. He suffered no pain
and there was nothing in his execution
to be compared with the revolting details
of the old system of death by hanging.

The order of Postmaster General
Wanamaker excluding Tolstoi's latest
book from the mails is generally con-
demned ‘in the United States and its
only result is likely to be to greatly in-
crease the sale of that somewhat dull
volume. The idea of the morality of
any one being injured by a perusal of
Tolstoi’s book is absurd.

The western people are beginning to
figure up the cost to them of the Me-
Kinley tariff bill should that Chinese
measure be carried. During its dis-
cussion the other day Senator Plumb read
a letter from a merchant in Atchison,
Kan., that he had paid that day custom
duties of $16.40 on an invoice of crockery;
that under the rate proposed by the sen-
ate tariff bill on the same goods would
be $31.32: while under the McKinley
bill the duty would be $57.12. Such an
enormous increase of taxes for the bene-
fit of a few already overgorged crockery-
ware makers, is in the opinion of the
Bangor Commercial, calculated to sting
into activity even the dullest and
most hopelessly partisan minds.

The Toronto Mail appears to be in a
state of profound dissatisfaction with
things as they are and is looking about
for another issue. It says:—

There is disgust in both the old parties
on the trade issue. On the Conservative
side it is admitted that business is dull
despite the N. P. One of the party pap-
ers deplores the outlook, and cries out,
“Why cannot we have furniture factor-
ies, foundries, shoe factories, steam tan-
neries, and so on in our town ?” while a
good friend of protection advocates the
promotion of a boom by the resort to
manufacturing for exportation in bond.
On the other hand, there is a difference
of opinion in Reform circles on the mer-
its of unrestricted reciprocity. The old
organ of the party in its excess of zeal
continues to represent the policy as a
prophylactic against Nationalism; as a
cure, not merely for trade ills, but for
all sorts of political difficulties, not to
mention corns, bunions, snd broken
china.

There is some truth in  all this, yet
the allusion to business being dull de-
spite the N. P. shows that the Mail is
hardly disposed to be fair. No ope has
ever pret:nded that the N. P, could give
us good crops or add greatly to ovr ex-
port trade.

SRR e P ARl

The Asylum at Longue Pointe, near
Montreal, which was destroyed by fire a
few weeks ago was always a scandal to
the government of Quebec owing to the
system of treatment which was followed,
the unfortunate lunatics being farmed
out, apparently without regard to any
other motive but cheapness. The
asylum is to be rebuilt and according to
the Montreal correspondent of the Tor-
onto Empire the old condition of affairs
is likely to be continued. The writer
says:

Since the Hon. M. Robidoux’s arrival
in town he has had several interviews
witi the Rev. Sister Ste. Therese, sup-
erior of the Longue Pointe asylum, with
a view to learn how far the rev. ladies
are willing to meet the growing require-
ments of the times relative to the future
management of the asylum. The result
is not at all satisfactory to those who
were hoping for better things. The rev.
sister appears determined that the nuns
shall take no second place in the direc-
tion of the institution, and asks that a
contract be given them for no less than
25 years. They also exact that no medi-
cal supervision be exercised over the in-
stitution by the provincial authorities.
It np{wars that a great deal of trouble
has been experienced on the part of

the government is getting a statement

from the Longue Pointe people as to the
amount of their assets, but during the
rencontre in question between the Cab-
inet Minister and the famous religeuse,
the latter admitted that they were worth
$1,200,000, with debts to the amount of
$175,000. Of course Mr. Robidoux was
not authorized to give Sister Ste. Therese
any definite reply, yet it is no secret that
the Minister is opposed to the farming
out system as applied to lunatic asylums,
but can the more or less progressive
minded member for Chateauguay con-
vince his leader and colleague that.it is
enough to make the nineteenth century
shudder to talk of again farming out the
most wretched of God’s creatures for a
quarter of a century to come.

Fishing Report, Aug.5.

At Digby there are some small herring
in the harbor, but there is a great falling
off in the fisheries owing to the presence
of dogfish which are driving off the fish
and destroying the trawls. At Caraquette,
mackerel are reported schooling in the
bay and codfish and herring are plentiful
but the cod will not take hooks.
Campobello, trawling is reported fair, and
halibut, as well as good catches of cod,
pollock, haddock and sardines. At Point
Escuminac fishing ofall kinds is poor,
and at Grand Manan the fisheries (espec-
ially the hake) have slacked off to a con-
siderable cxtent, probably owing to dog
fish, which are reported struck in the
channel. At Arichat, C. B., cod and her-
ring fishing is still good, and small mack-
erel are abundant. Mackerel hooking
still continues good in St. Peter’s Bay,
and fishing in all places in C, B., contin-
ues much the same as last reported. In
P. E. I also there is little or no change,
the only new report being from Kensing-
ton, where cod and mackerel fishing are
reported poor. Herring bait is procur-
able at Grand Manan, N. B.

HAVANA CIGARS GUARANTEED.

The New Label Adopted by the Cuban
Manufacturers’ Union.
[New York Sun.]

Cigar importers received Wednesday
the first consignment from Havana bear-
ing the new guarantee in the shape of a
manufacturers’ label. The cigars had
been in port four days, that interval being
the time usually necessary to get import-
ations through the custom-house. Many
thousand boxes were received, some of
them destined for points as far distant
as Montreal and San Francisco. Some of
the brands have already been put on the
market in this city.

This matter of a guarantee label has
been talked of for nearly two years.
The manufacturers of Havana are organ-
izedin & union for mutaal protection,
and one of the difficulties with which
they have had to contend is the disposi-
tion of conscienceless dealers in this coun-
try to sell domestic cigars as Havanas.
The custom officials stamp every box of
cigars arriving at this port with a label
that certifies that the cigars were
made in a foreign country, but the Gov-
ernment stamp does not distinguish
the different countries from
which cigars come. So it has happened
that German, Dutch and Mexican cigars,
as well as cigars from other tobacco-
manufacturing countries, could not be
told from Havanas by the great majority
of ordinary purchasers. What the Cuban
manufacturers desired was a stamp that
would guarantee absolutely to the con-
sumer the genuineness of their goods. It
took them a long time to hit upon the
right idea and longer afterward to exe-
cute it. The result is a label that will
proye a dangerous if not impossible thing
to imitate.

It is made up of several distinct
features. The ground work is anengrav-
ing of intricate design, made up of
scrolls interlacing and bearing the title
of the manufacturers’ union in very fine

v f)rint. The general color given to the

abel by this background is dark orange.
Across the surface in regular, legible type
are words that state the purpose of the
label as a guarantee of the goods it
marks. Beneath are the fac-simile sig-
natures of the President, Vice-President
and Secretary of the union.

Perhaps the most important features
of the label are found at either end. At
the left is a copy of the seal of Spain,
permission- to use which was obtained
from the home government. This in-
sures the co-operation of the Spamish
authorities in prosecuting any who may
attempt to imitate or misapply the label.
Below the national seal is a finely exe-
cuted, fanciful design, the importance of
which is chiefly to make counterfeiting
difficult. At the right-hand upper corner
is the head of Christopher Columbus.
Across this end is stamped in jet black
the seal of the City of Havana.
This seal, oval in shape, is applied
after the general label is printed, as may
be seen when several labels are compar-
pared, for the letters and lines do not
fall on the same place in every case.
The last feature of the label is the name
of the manufacturing concern that uses
it. That is printed diagonally across the
whole stamp, the words reading from
the lower left-hand to the upper right-
hand corner. The type for this line
varies with each house, being chosen so
as to make nearly a complete diagonal
line across the label.

The use of the union label is not com-
Eulsory upon Havana manufacturers.

very member of the union is supplied
with labels, which he may use as he sees
fit. It is generally understood, however,
that from this time forward all cigars
from Cuba will be marked with the un-
ion label. The label does not certify as
to the quality of the cigars;it simply
assures the consumer that these are gen-
uine Havana.

Several months ago the union notified
American importers that the use of the
label would begin July 1. Theimporters
asked for delay, for, alarmed by the in-
crease in duty proposed by the McKin-
ley bill, they h stocked themselves
with Havana tobacco for months ahead
of consumption. They argued that the
genuine Havanas already in this country
would be discredited because they would
not bear the new label. The union re-
fused to delay matters. An importer
said yesterday that no  dealer
need be disturbed about his old
stock, becaused the customs stamp ap-
slied to every box at this port is always

ated. A doubting customer may there-
fore be convinced by showing him the
date of the revenue stamp, which will
prove that the cigars left Cuba before the
new label was adopted.
The union label is 8o put on the box
that it touches three sides. A strong
paste is used that makes it impossible
to detach the paper from the wood with-
out tearing it to pieces.
Mr. Louis Green the King street cigar
dealer was the first of our local dealers
to get cigars stamped with the new label.
All the boxes of a shipment opened yes-

terday bear the new stamp.
