It. is impossible to forsee the outcome 
of all this. It is another illustration of 
the fact that the questions involved in 
railroad legislation are not so much con­
flicts between the public and the rail­
roads as between one locality and an­
other. The Canadian competition which 
hurts some interests is found to help New 
England. If steps are taken to restrict 
it, New England will complain. While 
Baltimore, as represented by Mr. Gor­
man, desires a change, and Chicago, as 
represented by Mr. Cullom.on the whole, 
favors it, New' England, as represented by 
Mr. Blair, opposes it vigorously. While 
the Vermont and Massachutetts men 
desire no change at all, the Maine 
wish changes in the regulations about 
export traffic. The special claim of Cas­
tine is a ludicrous bit of exaggeration; 
but it represents the kind of claim 
which every section of the country is ad­
vancing in favor of legislative protection 
for its own interests. It is just here that 
the worst danger of railroad regulation 
makes itself felt. If railroad legislation 
takes'the form of special legislation in 
favor of different localities, we return to 
the old system of favoritism. Bu: the 
favoritism of Congress is more unwise, 
and probably more irresponsible.

So far as the committee is concerned, 
the conclusion to be drawn is a foregone 
one.

to hand yesterday after our article^on the 
Short Line was in type, contained some 
additional information which the people 
of St. John are deeply interested in 
knowing. The Gleaner states that the 
surveying parly will shortly be in a 
position to report, and it seems to have 
been supplied in advance with important 
data hi regard to the progress of the 
work. It learns that the saving in dis­
tance that may be effected by the line 
surveyed from Harvey to Boundary 
Creek, or thereabouts, will be found to be 
in the vicinity of thirty-seven miles ; and 
that the cost of construction of this link 
should not exceed $2,000,000. With these 
as established facts, it thinks, there 
should be little difficulty in securing the 
assent of parliament to the construction 
of the line. It will be observed that in the 
view of the Gleaner, which, we presume| 
reflects the opinions of Mr. Vernon 
Smith, the engineer who is conducting 
the survey, the question of building the 
Harvey-Salisbury line is as good as set­
tled. It is to be 37 miles shorter than

THE ARREST OF MISS TIBBITTS- C. H. S. JOHNSTON,
House and Sign Painter;The arrest of Miss Tibbitts, of Frederic­

ton, in Montreal, for an alleged crime, 
which may never have been committed 
and which if committed at all was com­
mitted by another party, will have one 
goul result, that it will sharply direct 
the attention of the people of 
this Dominion to the manner in
which criminal justice is administered in 
the Province of Quebec. Although Que­
bec retains the old French law in civil 
proceedings, with respect to the adminis­
tration of the criminal law there is sup­
posed to be no difference between that 
province and the rest of Canada. The 
same Dominion statutes apply to all, 
and the same British princi­
ples of justice should prevail
in Quebec that govern procedure in the 
other Provinces. But the Tibbitts arrest 
shows that this is far from being the case, 
and that if the criminal law of Quebec is 
British the manner of administering it is 
French. Let us look at the facts of the 
case. Last March a mysterious marriage 
was announced to have taken place in 
Montreal in a cab,between a MissMulcahy 
and a young Englishman named Husson> 
after which the bridegroom immediately 
died, and the body as well as all those 
connected with the marriage, except Miss 
Mulcahy disappeared. Some time after 
this event, Mrs. Mulcahy, the mother of 
the alleged bride, went to Judge 
Dugas and told him that the father of 
young Husson had sent her word that he 
was coming to see his daughter-in- 
law. She and her daughter watched 
for his arrival from the window of her 
house and saw him coming,but when he 
was on the point of ringing the bell a girl 
who resembled Miss Mulcahy, and who 
seemed to have been hidden in the door­
way stepped up and took his arm and 
walked off with him. Mrs. Mulcahy pro­
fessed to believe that this young woman 
whom she claimed to have seen was per­
sonating her daughter, as Ilusson’s wid- 
dow, and that she was being aided and 
abetted in this course by a man named 
Huntley,who she said had written to her 
daughter saying that he would kill her 
if she did not wear mourning for Hus­
son. On this Judge Dugas told her 
to swear out a warrant against 
Huntley and this unknown woman 
lor conspiracy with intent to do injury 
and to kill, and gave orders to all police 
sergeants to arrest any woman that Mrs. 
Mulcahy might point out.

Now it will be observed that the whole 
improbable story of the Mulcahy-Husson 
marriage rests on the evidence of the al­
leged bride; that the young woman a- 
gainst whom Mrs. Mulcahy obtained a 
warrant was only seen by her once, if at 
all, and that through a window;that there 
was not a particle of evidence to show 
that she bad any connexion with the 
alleged marriage or with Huntley who 
was said to have written the threatening 
letter which Mrs Mulcahy claimed 
to have received; that this alleged 
letter was not produced; that in 
fact the whole affair rested on the 
imaginings of a hysterical woman -who 
might be subject to delusions or who 
might be simply lying for the purpose of 
gaining notoriety. And yet on this pre­
posterous testimony the Montreal Court 
issued a warrant which gave Mrs. Mul­
cahy the power to arrest the first woman 
she met on the street and deprive her of 
lier liberty. This proceeding resembles 
nothing so much as the “Lettres de 
Cachet,” which were issued by Louis the 
Fourteenth of France, and bis 
successors, under which men and 
women were arrested and thrown 
into prison or sent into exile on charges 
which they never saw, and without any 
opportunity of proving their innocence.

On this improperly obtained warrant 
Miss Tibbitts, a young lady who had 
never been in Montreal liefore, was 
arrested. As soon as this was done she 
was subjected to all the influences which 
French officials are in the habit of em­
ploying to prove the guilt of a person. 
She was not allowed to communicate 
with her friends ; she was importuned to 
make a confession; and when her friends 
had learned of her arrest and employed 
a legal gentleman as her counsel, he was 
not permitted to see her, In short, Miss 
Tibbitts was treated, not according to 
the theory of British law as an inno­
cent person, whose, guilt had to be 
proyed, but according to the French 
theory that the mere fact of arrest is a 
proof of guilt.

Now, if Mrs. Mulcahy saw such a young 
woman as she describes, which may be a 
matter of doubt, and if she bad succeeded 
in obtaining lier arrest under the same 
circumstances as those which attended 
the arrest of Miss Tibbitts, we maintain 
that there was not a particle of evidence 
under which she could have been held
