Christiania, May 5.—To-day is a 
holiday throughout the city in honor of 
Colonel.Roosevelt. The stores are closed 
and the streets filled with merrymak­
ers. it oosevelt had luncheon at the 
American embassy at 2 o’clock this af­
ternoon and later delivered his address 
on “International Peace,” before the 
Nobel prize commission at the Na­
tional theatre.

Roosevelt’s declaration in favor of 
checking the growth of armaments by 
international argreements is considered 
here to be one of the most important 
of his utterances, as it is believed his 
forcible utterances of a thought upper­
most in the minds of every ruler will 
open the way for an agreement.

In the course of his speech, the col­
onel frequently was interrupted by ap­
plause.

One significent feature of to-day’s 
address was the colonel’s reiteration 
of the statement in his speech at the 
Sarbonne at Paris, pleading for protec­
tion of human rights above property 
rights.

council on Monday, after an animated 
discussion, passed the amended liquor 
license by-law, by which provision is 
made for restrictions to the sale of li­
quor in restaurants. Consideration of 
the measure had been delayed from 
time to time and when it was finally 
taken up it furnished opportunity for 
a vigorous protest from several of the 
aldermen who have been opposed to it 
from the start. After considerable dis­
cussion the clause limiting the hours 
for the sale of liquor to 11 p. m., each 
day, was abandoned, but that dealing 
with the sale of intoxicating liquor 
in restaurants was allowed to stand.

As the by-law stands at present 
loons are still to close at midnight 
each day of the week except Saturday 
and on that night at 11 p. m.
July 14th restaurants, as far as the 
sale of liquor is concerned, must 
form to the laws governing saloons. 
Thus from the date mentioned there 
will be no liquor sold in restaurants 

Sundays, and on all week days 
save Saturday no liquor will be sold 
after midnight.

Aid. Langley said he had been in­
formed that there was no jealousy 
amongst liquor men on the question of 
the restriction proposed to be put on 
restaurants. He was opposed to the 
clause and had gone to some pains to 
investigate the situation. It was in his 
opinion a very serious matter in a city 
like Victoria to thus curtail the privi­
leges of the travelling public at res­
taurants.

The vote on the clause was then 
taken and it carried by Seven to three, 
The by-law was reported complete with 
t înendments, and nothing now remains 
to give it effect on July 14th but its 
final passage, which is a purely formal 
matter.

BY-LAW TO THIS END
PASSES CITY COUNCIL

Discussion Monday Evening on 
Formal Application for Priv­

ilege From Country Club

The question of horse racing in con­
nection with fall fairs in Victoria was 
given consideration at Monday night’s 
meeting of the city council, the dis­
cussion arising over the receipt of a 
letter from the secretary of the B. C.~ 
Agricultural Association to the coun­
cil, which read as follows:

Gentlemen—At a meeting held this 
day between the Victoria Country club 
and the executive of the B. C. Agricul­
tural Association, the Country club 
stated that it wished to hold a six-day 
race mèet (May 23rd to 29th) under the 
pari-mxiteul system. The B. C. Agri­
cultural Ascociatlon hereby refer the 
proposition to your honorable body for 
your approval. I am, yours respect­

Aid. Fullerton expressed himself as 

totally opposed to any arrangement 
which permitted of horse racing, and 
he urged that the request be not grant­
ed.

Victoria 
either owns- or controls, save under a 
permit In that behalf to be applied for 
to the mayor and council, the permit 
to be signed by the mayor and the seal 
of the city attached. The permit so 
granted shaH contain such regulations 
and conditions governing the condi­
tion governing the use of any such 
public premsies as the council may 
see fit to impose in each case, and 
so that any permit so granted ’ shall 
terminate and be revoked on demand 
by the mayor of the city for the time 
being on any breach of any such regu­
lations and conditions.

This much seems 
to be certain; that with all the area 
levelled off you would have nothing 
more than a plot of ground devoid of 
soil fit for cultivation of any sort. 
Then, again, in order for the city to 
dispose of its property, of which it 
possesses six acres, a by-law authoriz­
ing the transfer would have to be sub­
mitted to the ratepayers, and I- fear 
this would not pass.

FIGHTING RAILWAY
BILL AT WASHINGTON

Republican Insurgents Force the 
Regulars to Abandon Many 

Sections of Measure

Washington, D. C., May 3.—Driven to 
the wall by the attacks of the insur­
gents, but urged to continue fighting 
by telegrams from President Taft, the 
senate regulars to-day began a struggle 
to save such remnants of the Taft- 
Elkins railroad regulations bill as they 
can force to passage.

That the bill as finally passed will 
be very different from that originally 
planned by the chief executive is ad­
mitted generally to-day. Senate regu­
lars have agreed to abandon entirely 
provisions and sections to which the 
insurgents object and for which they 
offered substitutes and amendments.

The senate regulars have agreed to 
give up the sections permitting traffic 
agreements, and the section allowing 
mergers. The section providing for the 
supervision of railroad stocks and 
bonds by-the interstate commerce com­
mission may also be dropped by the 
regulars.

Many representative leaders are pre­
dicting that the bill, when finally 
passed, will contain only the sections 
providing tor the court of commerce, 
the provision authorizing the inter- 

• state commerce commission to institute 
investigations on its own complaints, 
the clause compelling railroads to 
quote rates correctly to shippers and 
the provision for sixty days suspen­
sion of a rate pending its investigation 
by the commission.

The senate committee oif interstate 
commerce has agreed to the amend­
ment striking out the rate agreements 
and merger sections.

The announcement was greeted by 
the insurgents as an offer of compro­
mise by the regulars, but it is believed 
that the insurgents will still fight the 
other provisions of the bill which are 
distasteful to them.

Tokio, May 4.—Hundreds of persons 

were injured and many are reported 
missing in a fire which destroyed 7,000 
houses in the city of Aomori yesterday 
afternoon.

Reports from military authorities 
who have taken possession of the 
remnants of the burned city, received 
here to-day were the first intimation 
that a great disaster had occurred.

From the meager official dispatches 
it is impossible to ascertain the num­
ber of casualties.

The fire wiped out of existence 90 pet 
cent of the entire city. The fire raged 
from 2 o’clock in the afternoon until 
5:30, when nothing remained in the 
burned area but masses of smoking 
ashes and charred sticks.

Hondo, the largest island of Japan. Its 
population was estimated at 40,000.

1.00San Francisco, Cal., May 5.—Returned 

from a two-year cruise in the south seas, 
the steamer Albatross, in*the harbor to­
day, brings back specimens for the Smith­
sonian Institute valued at thousands of 
dollars. The specimens include spawn of 
nearly every sepcies of fish in the tropi­
cal waters of the Philippine archipelago. 
Specimens of large fish were shipped from 
Manila in tanks long before the Albatross 
arrived here.

The vessel was chartered and sent out 
by the fish and game commission of the 
institute. It was in charge of Capt. C. M. 
McCormick, U. S. N., and was equipped 
with a complete apparatus for catching 
fish,; taking soundings, exploring ocean 
beds, and had a supply of dynamite bombs 
to force deep sea fish to the surface, 
where they could be captured.

The Albatross went as far south of the 
Philippines as the Celebes Islands, and 
visited hundreds of harbors, charting bays 
and inlets for hidden reefs, and gathering 
specimens of deep sea life.

In July the Albatross will go north for 
a complete investigation of the Alaskan 
salmon fisheries.

There was an animated discussion at 
the regular monthly meeting of the 
Victoria Poultry and Pet Stock Asso­
ciation, held last night in the Labor 
hall. -The subject which caused such a 
lot of argument was as to whether the 
judgment at the next annual show 
should be done by the score-card 
method or by comparison. The major­
ity of those present at the meeting 
favored the latter mode of judging the 
birds.

Those who supported the score-card 
method argued that it was better for 
beginners, as it showed them where 
their birds were lacking. The owners 
would then know what particular part 
of the bird he needed to improve, and 
his new stock would be nearer the 
standard than the old ones. Compari­
son judging, to their minds, did not 
show this, and the fancier did not know 
where to improve the birds.

The followers of -the comparison 
method pointed out that the judges do 
not pay particular notièe to all birds. 
They simply walk around among the 
birds and pick out the ones closest to 
the standard. These will be judged to 
the best of the judge’s knowledge, but 
the other chickens are not given so 
much attention and the exact scoring 
is sometimes not given. The score-card 
is also a more expensive way, as it 
takes a longer time to make the 
awards.

“Gentlemen: Your committee ap­
pointed to confer with the board of 
school trustees regarding the Spring 
Ridge sand and gravel pits property as 
a High School site, beg leave to make 
the following report:

“The committee and members of the 
board of school trustees met and dis­
cussed the question in an informal 
way, there being no definite propositiol 
before the trustees no action could be 
taken, but we found them very sym­
pathetic and ready to listen to any ar­
guments that might be advanced as to 
the joint action of the council and the 
board towards securing a good site and 
settling the vexed question of the 
sand pits.

"It was suggested that the council 
should submit a definite proposal to the 
board at once, stating what it was 
prepared to do, and the board would 
convene a special meeting immediately 
to consider same.

“In the informal discussion that 
took place your committee learned that 
the trustees would be likely to set 
aside the sum of $25,000 for a site.

“The consensus of opinion expressed 
was that the property included in the 
area bounded by Fern wood road, 
Gladstone avenue, Grant street, and 
the westerly line of blocks 49 and 61 
including the small triangular piece of 
land in block 54 now owned by the B. 
C. Electric Railway Company, should 
be acquired if this site is to be adopted 
with the exception of the Baptist 
Church property on the corner of 
Fern wood road and Gladstone avenue.

"Vining street to be closed irom the 
westerly line of block 54 to Fernwood 
road, and- become the property of the 
board.

“Grades of streets (Gladstone avenus 
and Grant street), to be established at 
the levels taken by Mr. Lawrence, C. 
E., a plan of which is in the city en­
gineer’s office.

The estimated cost of this site is 
$46,006, not including the city property 
within the area named. The property 
comprises about eleven and a half 
acres.

“There are nine frame houses and 
a stable upon it. all of which could be 
removed. One brick house which could 
be utilized by the board of school 
trustees for caretaker’s residence.

"The whole matter of 
securing suitable hglp has occasioned 
the most trying difficulty of the year,” 
stated the president In concluding this 
reference.

Details of the year's work were con­
tained in the report of the secretary- 
treasurer, which concluded with the 
following recognition of the services 
rendered to the Home by its friends.

steamer Makura in regard to the wreck of 
the big Aberdeen liner Pericles, homeward 
bound from Sydney, Hobart and Mel­
bourne, which crashed on to a rock near 
Cape Leeuwin, West Australia, in the 
broad daylight, and subsequently sank. 
She was the finest steamship yet built for 
the Cape trade, being of 11,000 tons regis­
ter, and sumptuously fitted up. She was 
very popular ert the few voyages she had 
made out to Sydney since she was built 
in 1908, and always sailed for home a full 
ship.

The loss of the Pericles at 3 o’clock in 
the afternoon whilst in command of Cap­
tain Alexander Simpson, a navigator who 
has made more voyages to Australia than 
any other shipmaster trading there, and 
who had never before commanded a vessel 
that met with serious accident, makes the 
affair the harder to understand, for the 
captain was an expert in ocean currents, 
and knew almost every regular “set” the 
world over.

The first news of the disaster to the 
Pericles was received when the lighthouse 
keeper at Cape Leeuwin reported seeing 
a large steamer with four masts and yel­
low funnel in distress, and flying urgent 
signals which could not be distinguished. 
She was then six miles to the southward 
of Cape Leeuwin.

Later on the lightkeeper saw boats 
leaving the big vessel, the stern of which

There was an Interesting personality 
passing through the city yesterday in the 
person of D. McCaig, chief port engineer 
of the Union Steamship Company at Syd­
ney, Australia. Mr. McCaig is taking a 
holiday after thirty years of service with 
the firm. Formerly he came to this port 
as chief engineer on several of the big 
steamers, the last run being on the 
Moana. For ten years he was engaged in 
the San Francisco trade for the same firm, 
but; for a number of years he has been 
ashore.

It is, however, in connection with his 
first steamer that Mr. McCaig’s history 
is particularly interesting, 
who was chief engineer on the Rotoma- 
hana, the first steel vessel built on the 
Clyde. Very soon after reaching Aus­
tralian waters she ran on the rocks and 
came off with her hull unpunctured, thus 
proving to the world that steel was the 
best material for shipbuilding, 
the turning point in the shipbuilding in­
dustry, and since that time steel ships 
have gradually ousted wooden vessels 
until there are very few of the latter left.

Mr. McCaig is well known on this 
Coast, where he has a host of friends, in­
cluding Thomas G. Mitchell, Lloyd’s agent 
in this city. He expects to stop off here 
for a short time on his return.

ALL RECORDS BROKEN.

Receipts at New Westminster Land 
Registry Office in April Totalled 

Approximately $6,200.

New Westminster, May 4.—All re­
cords were broken during April at the 
land registry office and Registrar 
Keith reports one or the busiest months 
in the history of the office. The re­
ceipts for April totalled approximately 
$6,200, as against $$4,928.70 for March. 
The previous record month's receipts 
have been exceeded by over $1,000, the 
highest receipts previous being in Feb­
ruary, which totalled $5,045.83. While 
it is difficult to estimate accurately 
the turn over in property which the re­
turns .represent, it fs figured by land 
registry officials that between $8,000,000 
and $10,000,000 worth of property in this 
city and district have changed hands 
within the last month.

The reports of the customs depart­
ment for April showed a total of $22,- 
954.93 collected at this port during the 
month, as against $18,046.83 for the cor­
responding month in 1909. The increase 
$4,908.10, is considered gratifying for 
it indicated ah increase in the business 
of this port over that of last year. 
The returns for the month are slightly 
under that of last month, but this is 
accounted fqr by reason of the fact 
that April is usually an off month for 
imports, coming between seasons.

New York, May 5.—"Intemperate, In­
correct and vulgar and false in its 
foundation,” is the characterisation 
former President Zelaya of Nicaragua, 
placed upon Secretary Knox’s note, 
severing relations with Nicaragua, ac­
cording to Zelaya’s brother-in-law, 
Louis Coussen, who is now in this 
city arranging for the “vindication” of 
Zelaya.

Coussen is returning from Madrid, 
where he arranged for the publication 
of a book by Zelaya, entitled “The 
Revolution of Nicaragua against the 
United States,” in which Zelaya re­
views the events leading up to the up­
rising and bitterly blames the Knox 
diplomacy for most of the trouble 
there. After characterizing Knox as 
unjust and his note to the Nicaragua 
minister, severing diplomatic relations 
as astounding, Zelaya says:

“In great contrast is this document 
with the telegram sent me by ex-Presl- 
dent Roosevelt when the republics of 
Central America were in war against 
me, at the instigation of President 
Cabreara of ' G uatemAla.”

Zelaya calls Roosevelt “that grand 
statesman,” and refers to him as “my 
friend.”

Coussen showed a batch of letters, 
telegrams and cables received by Ze­
laya from many sources. One cable 
from General Altschul, Nicaraguan 
consul at New Orleans, tells Zelaya 
that the United States and Guatemala 
are conspiring against him.

City Engineer’s Office.—I find that in 
this office there is recorded a great deal 
of detailed information as to the-work 
done on streets, waterworks, sewers 
and other civic works, and I 
understand that all these statistics 
must be of considerable value to your 
city engineer as well as to the city 
council. In this department I counted 
nineteen books, showing expenditure 
on different services, and to these must 
be added the various summaries and 
recapitulation sheets used in segregat­
ing the expenditure before# entry in the 
books.

Word was received by the steamer 
that the whaling continues good on the 
coast, a large number of the big mam­
mals being on the slip at stations when 
they left. The output this year prom­
ises to be larger than any previous 
year.

Steamer Protesailus, which arrived 
from Comox yesterday, is loading 
about 1,000 barrels of oil for Glasgow. 
This is the first shipment that has 
been made since the autumn. The big 
seamer has a quantity of lumber and 
salmon in her hold, but there is not 
a large amount of freight offering from 
this coast, so she will be nothing like 
full when she leaves for Liverpool on 
the 18th, after taking on cargo on Pu­
get Sound. The cargoes are much 
larger arriving than leaving at the 
present season of the year.

The Keemun. which is due to arrive 
here on the 14th. will also take whale 
oil when she leaves a month later. She 
is bringing a large general cargo to 
this port. She left Yokohama last 
Saturday and is bringing the second 
consignment of large water main for 
the Esquimalt Waterworks Company. 
This will be discharged on scows in 
Esquimau harbor.

The Protesailus will complete taking 
on cargo tcr-night or early in the morn­
ing and will then leave for Puget 
Sound.

A portest against the provision of 
the Provincial Elections Act, permit­

false and mischievous statements on 
matters involving the franchise. It is 
time that arrangements were made 
whereby only persons appointed by and 
responsible to the government should 
have the power to make such returns 
to the registrar of voters, and I shall 
be glad if you will submit this protest 
to the member of the government over 
your department.”

Mr. Combe forwarded a copy of the 
act to Mr Stevenson as soon as he re­
ceived this letter, marking the sections 
bearing on the matter, 
accompanying this the registrar said:

"The objections (some 1,000 or more) 
were all filed by one person with the 
sole object, I know, of ‘cleaning’ the 
list of names not entitled to remain on 
it, and I can quite agree with you that, 
in this instance, the information must 
have been carelessly given to the ob­
jector. Your letter has been filed and 
your name will not be removed. Should 
the objection be still pressed, which I 
am confident it will not, I will notify 
you further.

“I will, if you so desire, forward your 
protest to the hon. provincial secretary, 
the head of my department, but in 
view of the provision of the act which 
make it ‘competent to any elector or 
electors to object to the retention,’ etc., 
I shall be glad if, before I do so, you 
will see me further about the matter,”

the case of Williams vs. Colbert 
Plumbing & Heating Company, under 
the Workmen’s Compensation Act, be­
fore Judge Lampman to-day.

Effie Williams and her two children, 
John R. and Effle, are claimants for 
$1,500 under the act as compensation 
for the death of John R. Williams, fol­
lowing an accident on November 8th 
last year. Deceased was engaged in re­
moving, with explosives, a quantity of 
rock on the site of the Colbert Plumb­
ing Company's projected building on 
Fort street, and was struck by several 
fragments after a blast, sustaining in­
juries from which he died the follow­
ing day.

The principal witness for the defence 
was W. Ridgway Wilson, architect for 
the new building. In the course of 
his testimony he expressed the opinion 
that deceased had not properly cover­
ed the blast before firing, and had 
sought the most exposed spot in the 
vicinity. ,

A question arose as to whether the 
blast, which is alleged to have killed 
deceased, was fired from a hole left 
by a former contractor, the evidence 
on this point not being very clear. Mr, 
Wilson stated that he had heard Wft 
liams say that he was “scared” of old 
holes, as contractors sometimes left 
charges in them and plugged them with 
iron, making blasting dangerous for the 
men succeeding them. Witness added 
that the contractor who had charge of 
the work before deceased had come to 
his office and assured him that Wil­
liams had nothing to fear, as he had 
not left any old charges in the rock.

In connection with the formation of 
a local stock exchange, and the posi­
tion of the old organization, reference 
to which was made in Monday's is­
sue, W. E. Laird sends the following 
letter to the Times:

Sir, I was somewhat more than sur­
prised to read the attack on my “horse 
sense” and incidentally on the probiLy 
of the former stockholders of the “Vic-> 
toria Stock Exchange of B. C.” whicu 
appeared in the item in last night's 
paper headed “Victoria has a Stock 
Exchange.”

The facts in connection with the or­
ganization of a stock exchange in Vic­
toria during the past six months are 
these:

Last December I began to talk up 
the matter of an exchange among th3 , 
brokers doing business in Victoria. Be­
fore long I learned that some others 
had about the same time also begun 
to take the matter up. Accompanied 
by one who had been approached by 
both parties I went to one of the lead­
ing brokers and suggested to him that 
it would be a mistake to have more 
than one exchange and proposed a 
union of forces to which he agreed and 
contingent arrangements were made. 
Shortly after I learned that efforts 
were being made to acquire the char­
ter of the Victoria Stock Exchange of 
British Columbia, a corporation which 
has been in existence since 1896 and at 
the same time great efforts were being 
made to keep me from learning any­
thing about what was going on. 
waited to see if a fair game 
really to be played, how fair you can 
judge by your own article.

The spokesman of the brokers who 
were trying to get the Victoria Stock 
Exchange charter so riled some of the 
holders of the stock as to make it im­
possible for him to negotiate.

I then stepped in and succeeded 
where he failed. The shares of the 
Victoria Stock Exchange of British Co­
lumbia were transferred in due form to 
three individuals which is the number

Yet she carries no 
more guns than her predecessors, The 
difference consists in the disposition of 
the armament! In the Dreadnought 
only eight guns can be used stimultane- 
ously on starboard and port. In the 
Colossus, on whichever side the enemy 
may be, all her big guns can be 
brought into action at once.

The Colossus embodies many other 
improvements in design, and hence, 
whereas the first Dreadnought dis­
placed 17,900 tons of water, the newer 
vessel is of 22,500 tons. The tendency 
in all fleets is towards greater size.

By the death of Thomas John Part­
ridge at the family residence,
Quadra street, Monday night, Victoria 
loses one of her oldest residents.

Vancouver, May 2.—J. D. Craig, of 

the department of the interior, Ot­
tawa, who is at preset in Vancouver, 
has organized a survey party to co­
operate with a party from the United 
States for the purpose of marking the 
boundary line between Alaska and 
Canada, north of the Yukon, the treaty 
line being the 141st meridian. Mr. Craig 
will have as his assistant A. D. Stew­
art, who will have charge of a sub­
party. Fred Lambert will have charge 
of another party that will work in the 
vicinity of Mount St. Elias.

The United States party will be under 
the control of Thomas Riggs, jr., who 
has been, in past years, working in 
co-operation with Mr. Craig. The Can­
adian outfit will go north on May 4th 
on the Princess Royal, where as Skag- 
Wav it will join forces with the United 
States surveyors. They will then pro­
ceed down the Yukon river to a point 
about 130 miles below Dawson. Sup­
plies will be transported inland by a 
pack train of 100 horses.

The treaty line runs along the 141st 
meridian from a base at Mount St. 
Elias to the Arctic ocean. The parties 
this year expect to get as far north as 
the Porcupine river, ahd if they suc­
ceed in doing .this, there will only re­
main a gap of 150 miles to complete 
the survey to the Arctic ocean.

The department is also sending sur­
veyors to Lynn canal, where Mr. Ogil­
vie will spend the summer, and Mr. 
Mackie will take up work in the Port­
land Canal district.

A great many English people with 
some money are coming to this prov­
ince, and a. great many are finding their 
way to Victoria in search of farms, 
investments, or homes, often all three. 
Every day sees some inquiries from 
this class of people. Only yesterday 
there were several. They come here 
to make enquiries from the officials 
of the bureau of information, and they 
are usually captivated by the climate 
and remain on Vancouver Island or 
the smaller islands adjacent.

The government bureau is busier now 
than, it has ever been since its incep­
tion. Not only are there regular in­
quiries from all quarters, but so many 
people apply personally. They are not 
satisfied with what the realty agents 
tell them, but apply to the government 
officials to substantiate the information 
given. The result is that the immi­
grants who intend to "settle in the pro­
vince can obtain authentic informa­
tion at first hand, and the country gets 
contented settlers.

A short time ago two men applied at 
the office and plied the officials with 
questions. They looked the country 
over and then set off to the "Columbia 
River district, thinking that what they 
wanted was there. They reached Van­
couver there to be induced to return 
and buy a place on Salt Spring Island. 
They have since written to the bureau 
of information thanking them for the 
kindly interest taken in getting them 
what they wanted, and saying that 
they were perfectly satisfied with the 
property they had bought. Perhaps the 
most Interesting point to the story is 
the fact that the men escaped the sev­
eral hundred Victoria real estate brok­
ers only to be brought back by a 
Vancouver man and sold property in 
the Victoria district.

Thq moveinént from all points to the 
great central British Columbia region 
continues unbroken. Some of the peo­
ple who go in are looking for land, but 
others are going, to open up in busi­
ness at Fort George or some other point 
along tl;e,rOute of thè Grand Trunk Pa­
cific.

The pro­
vincial government contributes the 
sum of $25,000, contingent upon the 
city proceeding with the work of er­
ecting a sea-wall.

In the scheme which has been drawn 
up by the city engineer at the Instance 
of Aid. Langley, and which has been 
approved by owners interested, pro­
vision is made for 15 lights of the mag­
netic arc type. These will lead from 
the outer wharf to Beacon Hill park. 
The roadway, to the width of 32 feet, 
will be paved with asphalt. On the 
north side of the avenue there is to 
be a cement sidewalk 8 feet in width 
and on the south side a cinder path 
12 feet in width.

Ottawa, May 3.—Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
and R. L. Borden paid eloquent tributes 
to Earl and Countess Grey and their 
daughters, Lady Evelyn and Lady 
Sybil, in addresses in the Commons 
this morning.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier in part said that 
it was no doubt the unanimous wish 
of the members of the House that therç 
should be conveyed to His Excellency 
an expression of their high appreci­
ation of his services since he had been 
named as the representative of His 
Majesty in the Dominion.

Great Britain as 
governors-general had worked both 
harmoniously and satisfactorily. He 
did hot think that the selection of a 
Canadian would lead to as good results 
and it would Jeopardize some things 
that we have. The appointment of 
eminent statesmen of the .Old Country 
keeps strong, the tie which, binds Can­
ada to the Mother Land pnd places at 
the head Of affairs one not in any way 
connected with our party differences 
and therefore able to preserve a better 
balance.

Sir Wilfrid proceeded to say that Earl 
Grey belonged to a family whose name 
had long been connected with the his • 
tory of responsible government, while 
he himself had a distinguished career 
before coming to this country. Since 
Ills arrival he had given his whol* 
heart and soul to his work, had as­
sociated himself with everything which 
concerns our national life. Arts, letters 
and the sciences had received a notable 
impulse under his regime, while he was 
entitled to much praise for what he 
had done to combat tuberculosis and to 
inaugurate the movement for the pres­
ervation of our historié battlefields.

Sir Wilfrid- then paid a graceful tri­
bute to Lady Grey and to Lady Evelyn 
and Lady Sybil Grey. They would be 
remembered, he said, by the poor and 
lowly to whose wants they had so often 
contributed, and would' long be re­
membered for their .efforts to promote 
the welfare "of everything Canadian,

Mr. Borden said he 6oOk great pleas­
ure in seconding the alddress. but that 
there was not much that could be add­
ed to the fitting and eloquent words of 
the prime minister in praise of his ex­
cellency, Lady Grey and their charm­
ing daughters. To say that Canada has 
been fortunate in the selection of its 
governors-general, particularly in re­
cent years, was so true that it need 
not be emphasized. Both Earl Grey 
and Lord Minto had witnessed the 
wonderful development of the British 
Empire, especially in the direction of 
closer co-operation between the various 
parts. His excellency’s efforts in the 
direction of furthering this movement 
was along broad and generous lines, 
and the affection he had won would 
be more enduring than any monument 
which could be designed, He possessed 
the true Imperial vision, and we re- 

' cognize in him as true a Canadian as 
is to be found in this great Dominion. 
He would suggest to his excellency 
that he might convey to his majesty 
the message that the free people of 
Canada are fully aware -that there are 
great problems which must be faced 
in order to bring about the co-opera­
tion of the Empire, and that in this 
connection the people of the Dominion 
are ready and willing to bear their 
share of the burden.

The. address was then,1 adppted amid 
applause. A similar address will be 
passed by the Senate.

modifications of the system as may be 
required, and'that we shall be fully 
authorized to make these changes with­
out of necessity reporting to the coun­
cil the details in connection therewith.

“My expectation is, that my repre­
sentative will require to 1 take up his 
residence in Victoria for a period of 
from four (4) to six (6) months, at 
the end of which period I should ex­
pect that the system installed would be 
in satisfactory operation. During thé 
last few months of the year, we should 
probably attend at. frequent intervals to 
inspect the progress made, and during 
December and January, we should give 
especial .attention to the preparation of 
the municipal balance sheet upon 
which we should make a report and 
certificate. I understand that the audi­
tor, at present engaged by the city, 
shall continue his work as usual, but 
that we shall be- free to generally make 
such investigations as may appear to 
be necessary, independently of the

New Westminster, May 4.—A grue­
some discovery was made Monday 
night at Burnaby, when H. E. Gillard 
found the body of his father-in-law, 
Edward Baxter, crushed under a huge 
log, which Baxter set out to fell two 
weeks ago. Apparently he misjudged 
the distance when the tree was due to 
topple, for the extreme end caught him 
and pinned him to the ground, breaking 
his back and probably killing him in­
stantly. The body is badly d^com- 
fiosed.

Baxter lived alone on a small farm 
which he was clearing. His daughter, 
Mrs. Gillard, was in the habit of visit­
ing him about once a week, but for 
some reason two weeks elapsed be­
tween her last calls. Monday when she 
went to see her father she found the 
place locked up and no sign of Baxter. 
She informed her husband, who at once 
started to search for the missing man, 
his activities resulting in revealing the 
tragedy.

The victim was ahout 53 years old 
and had been many years in the prov­
ince, being at one time connected with 
the Vancouver post office. He leaves 
one son and five daughters.

Vancouver, May 4.—The license board 
having found that it has the power to 
appoint an officer to attend to hotel 
licenses only, has promtply taken steps 
to create such, a position. At a special 
meeting the commissioners decided to 
call for applications for the office.

Information was produced by Com­
missioner Findlay to show that under 
a charter amendment the license board 
has power to appoint its own inspect­
ors. Acting on this, he moved an 
amendment to the bylaw to make the 
appointment of a license inspector 
solely under the control of the board. 
He made it clegr that the assistant to 
be appointed under this clause should 
have nothing to do with any city li­
censes except those pertaining to 
hotels.

Commissioner Findlay introduced a 
resolution to the effect that the 
names of the owners of any hotel pre­
mises be placed on the application for 
transferrals and be also submitted to 
the board when the property changed 
hands. The resolution was carried. -

“I don’t think the interdicting sys­
tem is working out very satisfactor­

Princeton, May 4.—The unusual ex­
treme heat and dry spell for tjiis time 
of the year have been the 'primary 
causes for serious damage both by fire 
and water in Princeton district.

Emperor of Austria is Constructing 
Vault In Which He Will Be Buried

Vienna, May 4.—Though hale and 
hearty and keenly enjoying the pros­
pect ofr celebrating his 80th birthday In 
August, Emperor Franz Josef has late­
ly made arrangements for his demise.

Beheath the Càpüchin church in this 
city is an historic vault containing the 
remains of all the members of the royal 
family for two centuries.

I have gone into 
this aspect of the thing very thorough­
ly and secured the best possible legal 
advice, and have been assured that the 
by-law as it is worded will not have 
the slightest effect upon banquets or 
the serving of liquors at any hotel 
meals.' ”

pretation of the law as it stands in 
Montreal be correct,.-the fate of the 
recent by-law passed by the city coun­
cil here Is disclosed.
