The old-age pension proposal is the
establishment of a scheme to provide
all citizens over 60 years of age with a
pension of at least five shillings a
week, the entire cost to be borne by
the Imperial exchequer. The miners
delegates brought the 8-hour working
day to the front, but the Trades Union
Congress proposes that any union if it
so wishes can have its trade exempted.

This was the only busi-
ness to-day, and the swearing in of
members will occupy the balance of
the week.

The House of Commons meets under
conditions of unusual interest, and evi-
dence of this was seen in the wild rush
for seats at midnight when the specta-
cle at the entrance of the House of
Parliament at Westminster resembled
the entry to a pit on the first night of
a play by a popular author.

London, Feb. 12.—Arthur J. Balfour's
dialetical skill has again served him
well and properly reinstated him in the
leadership of his party. ' He has still to
run the gauntlet-of the party meeting
which has been arranged to be held
Thursday. But after the speech which
he delivered in this city to-night at a
banquet given to Sir Edward Clarke,
former solicitor-general, and Alban G.
Gibbs, who has relinquished the seat
in parliament to which he was recently
elected in order that Mr. Balfour may
have another opening to obtain a place
in the House of Commens, it is fairly
safe to' shy that little further will be
heard of any alternative leadership.
Whilst his speech was fully as ambigu-
ous as any of his’ previous utterances,
the former premier declined to accept
the country’s verdict declined to accept
tions as final. He declared himself still

He declined to argue the ques-
tion of protection versus free trade but
maintained that the policy he has
hitherto advocated is altogether apart
from the controversy.

Copenhagen, Feb. 18.—The coffin con-
taining the body of King Christia'
was removed at 6 o’'clock ﬂﬂs morning
from the dalace to . the €hristianberg
church, where it will lie ip state until
February 15th. . The Crown Prince and
cther members of the royal family, the
court officials and -army and navy
officers followed the hearse on foot
through the crowd-lined Streets. ‘
After a brief service at the church /
the royal party returned to the palace
leaving the body in charge of a guard
of army.and navy officers, who will re-
main. day and night stationed at the

head and foot of the catafalque.

The nublic will be admitted to the
church at stated hours daily.

Hours hefore the church was opened
the vicinity was densely thronged with
those desirous of paying %heir last re-
spects to the body of the old monarch.
The line from the church door was
fully a mile long when the doors were
opened to the public and thousands
passed the bier during the subsequent®
two hours.. The German minister dur-
ing the morning placed twa enormous
floral tributes from Emperor William
at the foot of the catafalque.

KEEPERS OF RUSSIAN
PRISON DISBANDED

Last of Famous Political Prisosers Sent
to Siberia to Serve Remainder

of Sentenges.

St. Petersburg,:¥eh./13.~Five famous -
political prisoners,ithe lagt inmates of
the Sohlusselburg fortress, were taken
from their cells last night and sent to
Siberia to serve the remainder of their
sentences. They were Karpoviteh, who
killed Minister of Education Bogaloff
in 1901 for forcibly enrolling student
demonstrators in the army; Gershunin
and Melnikoff, accomplices in the as-
sassination of Interior Minister Sipia-
guine, and organizers of the fighting
organization of the social revolution-
ists, Sasenoff, the murderer of In-
terior Minister Von Plehve, and his ac-
complice, Sekorsky. The sentences
have been materially ameliorated by
the Emperor’s amnesty decree of No-
vember last.

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GERMARY DOES NOT
EAPECT AGREEMENT

T0 RESULT FROM ;
ALGECIRAS CONFERENCE

The Faifure Will Lead to a Long Perlod
of Unrest in European
Affairs.

Berlin, Feb. 13.—Some exchanges of
suggestions between this and other
governments regarding the Algeciras
negotiations are proceeding, although
there is really no expectation of an
agreement. Both France and Germany
have taken up seemingly unyielding
positions, France for a general man-
date in Moroccan affairs and Germany
for a combined administration by all
the interested powers.

The view of the German foreigngpf-
fice is that if France intended to inSist
on a paramount position in Morocco,
why did she take part in the confer-
ence? If Germany should now agree
to give over Morocco to France, the
efforts of years would be fruitless and
a_ long period of unrest in European
affairs it is believed would begin, the
isgue of which no one ventures to pre-
dict. It is likened in official quarters,
however, to the period from 1866 to
1870 when the economic life of the
principal continental powers was dis-~
turbed continuously by fears and rum-
ors of war. The dissolution of the Al-
geciras conference while not in itself
the cause of war talk will certainly be
succeeded by a revival of mutual dis-
trust between France and Germany.

Suspicion was aroused here to-day
by the news from Lalla Marina, prov-
ince of Oran, Algeria, that the Moorish
pretender Bu Hamara is assembling
the independent tribes for a foray
against towns near the Algerian fron-
tier. As the pretender is considered to
be fully controlled by the French, this
activity at this moment is disquieting
as indicating that France has resumed
her forward policy in- Morocce.

Some 110,-
000 have been placed on the market
since the rnew year and the work of
enlending the system will be vigorous-
ly prosecuted this season and this area
will be increased to 300,000.

_ WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS

Victorik -Meteorological Office; «
7th to 13th February, 1906

The weather during this week has been’

remarkably fine, and, in fact, since the
beginning of the month no rain has fallen
both in this vicinity and on the Mainland.
No hign winds  have occurred except
during the night of the 13th an easterly
gale set in along the Coast from Van-
couver Island to Oregon. On the Lower
Mainland frosts were’reported during the
early morning hours upon every day of
the week, and nearly as many days on
Vancouver Island. In this- immediate
vicinity the season has been abnormally
mild and vegetation greatly advanced.
This fine spell has been due to the baro-
meter remaining almost constantly, h‘igh
over the northern portion of the prov-
ince, while on the coast of California
and extending eastward the barometer
has been low and rain has fallen upon
several days. These conditions have
caused a prevalence of dry northerly
winds throughout the province and
southward to Oregon. Frosts have oc-
curred at Port Simpson upon six days
and in the Atlin and Yukon districts
steady cold weather prevailed. The tem-
peratures have been imoderate in Koote-
nay, and with the exception of the 13th
the same in Cariboo. In the Prairie
provinces the temperature was mostly
below zero. The lowest temperature re-
ported was 42 below zero at Prince Al-
bert on the 13th.

PROPOSAL T0 REWARD
DEEDS OF HEROISM

Commission Will b2 Requested to As-
certain Those Particularly Conr-
ageous Amoag Survivors.

It is the intention of Mayor Morley
t) request members of the royal com-
mission appointed by the Dominion
government to inquire into the circum-
stances of the Valencia disaster to
make every effort to ascertain those
among the survivors entitled to con-
sideration for acts of conspicuous
heroism. This action is contemplated
in compliance with inatructions re-
ceived from those in control of the
Carnegie hero furid. They wish to find
out those who acquitted themselves
with ‘bravery to ‘come within the ‘con-
ditions under which the fund set-aside
by the philanthropic millionaire men-
tioned is disvensed.

Several recommendations have al-
ready been deciffed upon. In the first
instance the Greek, who pluckily tried
te swim ashore with a line, will be
given a place among the honored ones.
C H. Luerin, counsel for the Domin-
ion government in connection with the
ccmmission now in progress, intends
suggesting the name of Mrs. Patter-
son, of Cape Beale lighthouse, who did
conspicuous service in the dispatch of
telegrams from the scene of the wreck
to the outside world, cheerfully an-
swering to the click of the telegraph
instrument or the ““hum” of the tele-
phone at any time of the day or night.

Then Mayor Morley proposes tak-
ing steps to have officially recognized
the deeds of George H. Jesse, the Vic-
torian, whose efforts to contribute
something to the comfort of the wo-
men and children as they watched the
stranded vessel break slowly to pieces
and death draw nearer, which' have
been recountéd by many of the jBur-
vivers. The Mayor intends outlining
tc those controlling the fund in ques-
tion the peculiarly sad circumstances
of his loss, and is confident that some-
thing will be done in order that the
bereaved relatives may have some
tangible evidence of the universal ap-
preciation of the¢ marked bravery Mr.
Jesse displayed.

Yesterday in conversation with Ma-
yor Morley a Times representative was
informed that the resolutions drafted
at a mass meeting held here during the
week of the disaster had elicited many
acknowledgments and promises of sup-
port which have not yet been publish-
er Mayor Nicholson, of Ladysmith,
wrote announcing that his council gave
the proposal their unanimous endorse-
ment. Wm. Sloan, M. P., stated that
he had given the matters mentioned
his most urgent attention and that
when he returned to Ottawa he would
rress for the much needed life-saving
equipment for the west coast of Van-
couver Island.

FIREMAN'S TESTIMORY :
AT VALENCIA INQUIRY

Frelght Clerk aed Two_ of Passengers
Also Gave Evidence Yesterday
Alfternoon,

{From Tuesday’s -Daily.)

When the Valencia inquiry was re-
sumed yesterday afternoor the exam-
ination of John McCaffery, one of the
rassengers on the ‘vreckéq steamer,
was continued.

Cross-examined by J. H L.awson, jr.,
counsel for the P. C. 8. 8. Co., witness
said he was seasick on the way from
San Francisco and was ailinz at the
time the Valencia struck. He was a
second class passenger. Five minutes
after putting on his life nreserver he
reached deck. He saw.itwo small boats
launched.

‘When he came on deck it was pretty
well crowded and the’nisht was dark.
No. 1 boat was swinging well-out when
he saw her, so .that he didn’t. know
how she was manned, how many got
in or what orders were given to have
her put over the side.

“How can vou say that no officers
appeared to have .control?’ . asked
counsel.

‘“‘Because the pacsengers were jump-
ing into the boats in a disorderly man-
ner and one remarked that he was go-
ing to get in as heé. didn’t know what
to do, no orders having been -issued,”
witness replied. - ;

Counsel, questioning  him further,
asked whether he saw No. 3 boat
launched. Witness replied in the nega-
tive. He -had, hewever, seen No. ‘1
get away-and therée "was only one
cfficer engaged in assisting in the low-
ering. In his opinion more than one
was necessary to assist in such an
oreration.

Witness was quite confident that no-
thing bevond the tossing of lines over-
board was done to help those who were
thrown from the boats into the water,
He aided in doing that and knew of
none that escaned. ~On-'the other side
of the ship a heavy man, about 200
pounds weight, had been washed over-
board, and told of his having been car-
ried back azain to the ‘deck.

After the . usual pre-
liminaries, in which he stated that he
had seen one of the. officers who seem-
ed pleased at the shin’s Drogress pre-
vious to the disaster, Capt. Gaudin
asked him to tell his story of the dis-
aster.

Witness said that shortly after the
ship struck he was sitting in the social
hall with his mother when an officer
entered and recuested the women to
take nlaces in the boats as it was
their only chance. He requested his
mother to follow the advice and, after
kissing her goodbye, she left and he
understood got away safely. He told
her that he would stay with the ship.
While on deck he saw one of the small
boats full of passengers carry away.

Lines Were Thrown Overboard
and about five or six were clinging to
them. No rope ladder was thrown over
the side to aid them.

Witness got away on the second raft,
sliding down to it by means of a rope.
Somebody, he remembered, . told the |
women it was their last chance to get
away. There was no rush for it: in
fact comnaratively few seemed to be
anxious to et ahoard.

Questioned with regard to the boat-
swain’s crew, he stated that they were
sent away to take the line which had
already been shot ashore.

To Mr. Lu-rin witness said he did
not see either the captain or first officer
during the launching of the boats. No.
5. with the rescue party, got away on
Tuesday morning with comparative
case. He believed -that if the ship’s
boats had been kept until that time-
they would have had a better oppor-
turity to et clear.

Replying to-A. E. McPhillips, repre-
senting the provincial government,
witness said there was quite a little
comment as time passed and the boat-
swain’s party was not heard from.

To Mr. Lawson witness said that he
wore a life preserver while in the
water, and that it supported him well.

attempting to keep the steam up. He
saw -the ‘water rushing from the fore
part of the vessel. Just then someone
came down and ordered them to get
out as they couldn't do anything
more. He went on deck. The night
was dark, there being a light fog and
a heavy rain falling.

During the launching of the rafts he
was present and distinctly remember-
ed the captain ordering the first raft’
to stand by until “he got some wo-
men aboard.” He recollected that he
went among the passengers and that
the majority declined, not one woman
agrecing to take places on her. Therz
were only two on board that he knew,
namely, Hancock and Connors.

When the steamers hove in sight al-
most all were sure that they were as
safe as if ashore. But when it was
seen that no effort ‘was made to lower
boats or any other atemipt made to
render assistance, there was general
disappointment. In his opinion help
could have been accorded by the Queen
or Salvor with the boats twith which
they were equipped.

To Mr. Lugrin, witness said he went
first to the starboard side upon coming
upon the deck. Afterwards he moved
along to his boat, which was on the
port side at the after end of the ves-
sel.

It was about 10 o’clock en Monday
night that the “‘slow bell” was sound-
ed.” She made@about four or five knots
an hour )a'ﬁ'd/er those conditions. When
striking”there was a 80-pound steam
pressure. The order = “full speed
astern’” brought it down to some ex-
tent. When he came above the ship
listed heavily to port and afterwards
rightad. The hull, he said, stood the
pounding well.

He never saw the captain during the
launching of the boats, but on the first
night of the wreck he saw- him asgist-
ing in blocking the windows of the
saloon in order to prevent the water
washing in upon the women.

In the judgment of witness the
Czar did not come within four, or five
miles of the wreck. He knew she
didn’t get within a quarter of a mile.

The raft was submerged with about
three feet of water, the wash being
well up to the waists of those aboard.
It was always under control, although
many had lost heart when losing
sight of the Queen and other steamers.

Questioned by Mr. McPhillips, wit-
ness said he didn't know the coast
well. There were a great many new
men among the crew of the Valencia
on the fatal trip. This was true in
connection with the deck and almost
all -other ‘departments.

To Mr. Lawson, witness said that
women could not have stood the ex-
posure to which he was subjected
wliile upon the raft.

Asked regarding the passengers,
witness paid a tribute to the courage
of George H. Jesse. He said he

in all that was done aboard. Always
active in handling lines, and making
things as orderly and comfortable as
possible, he particularly attracted his
attention.- Mr. Jesse, witness said,
made no effort to get aboard the raft.

Upon the retirement of Mr. Doherty
a general discussion took place as to
the best means of proceedure.

Mr. Lawson again expressed his wil-
lingness to call Capt. Cousins, of the
steamer Queen. He stated that it was
his desire to defer the examination of
Capt. Patterson and Manager Pearce,
of the P. C. S. S. Co., until the conclus-
ion of the mqu1r5

An adjournment was then taken for
an hour, Messrs. Lawson-and Heathorn
in the meantime proceeding to the City
of Topeka in order to secure a witness
employed on that vessel.

Upon resuming Frank Lehn, freight
clerk of the steamer Valencia, stated
he made two trips on that ship. His
boat was No. 5 on the starboard side.
It was not customary to launch the
boats during drills held in rough
weather. During the trip up the usual
winter weather was experienced.

He knew nothing relating
navigation of the vessel on the fatal
voyage. After the ship struck witness
purser, it being his
duty to do so in case of trouble of that
kind. He believed that he saw, J. J.
O’Farrell, the purser, enter his boat,
which was situated upon the port side.
It was difficult to persuade the women
to enter the small boats. He himself
put cne elderly woman in a boat, and
she had deliberately jumped to the
deck again.

sengers. He did not know much about
the fore deck, officers. . He supposed
they were attending to their duty.

‘While upon the raft he was up to his
waist in water most of the time, There
were life lines by which those aboard
managed to keep their positions.

Answering Capt. Gaudin witness said
he didn’t think it was possible.for any
of the steamers seen in the offing on
Wednesday to render assistance from
the sea. The breakers were too heavy.
It was more difficult to enter such a
surf than to get away.

Questioned by Mr. Lugrin, witness
told of a little lad about 8 years of age
whom he had noticed aboard, and who
appeared to be alone. It was said that
his mother and father lost him.. He
was on the boat when he jumped for
the raft.

To Capt. Newcomb witness said that
nobody died in the social hall on Tues-
day. Such a statement was absolutely
false.

Replying to Mr McPhillips, he stated
that . the lyall ‘gan was -fired three
times when the steamers forming the
rescu fleet appeared in the offing. The
report seemed loud. There were cheers
when the boats were seen.

The searchlight was operated from
the -hridge, witness said in reply to a
query from Mr. Lawson.

Before the opening of the proceed-
ings of the inquiry into the Valencia
disaster this morning J. H. Lawson,
jr., counsel for the P, C. S. 8. Co,
wanted the commissioners to definitely
specify what witnesses were wanted.
He pointed out that notice would have
to.be given in order that he might have
an opportunity to secure those employ-
ed by the company.

Replying Capt. Gaudin mentioned the
names of the following: Capt. Cousins,
of the steamer Queen; Capt. Patter-
son, who had charge of the City of
Topeka on her trip up the coast; Capt.
Wallace, of San Francisco, Cal.,, and
Manager Pierce, of the P, C. 8. S. Co,,
at Seattle, Wash, Mr. Lawson promis-
ed that these gentlemen would be
placed upon the stand as soon as pos-
sible. ¢

James William Troup, general super-
intendent of the British Columbia coast
service of the C. P. R., was the first
witness called. He went to the scene
of the Valencia disaster upon his own
volition. An invitation had been ex-
passage by ‘the
steamer Salvor, and he hesgitated to go
by that vessel or on the tug  Czar,
Asked to describe the latter boat he
said she was not what he would term
an ocean-going tug. She was not fit-
ted with any life-saving apparatus,
being utilized principally for inland
waters. 4

The Czar, Capt.  Troup said, was
ready to leave about 4. o'clock, and-he
suggested that she leave immediately.
The captain of the tug pointed out
that by so doing he would arrive off
the coast some time during the night,
and

Would Be Unable

to extend any help under such condi-
tions. He then ordered that she leave
at about 6 o’clock, and he believed that
instruction had been followed.

In answer to Capt. Gaudin witness
said that help could have. been sent
from Port Townsend, Bellingham,
Seattle, Vancouver and other points on
the lower Mainland and the Sound as
well as from Victoria. Explaining

| this he went on to point out that from
| the time the Salvor left Victoria until

she reached the scene: of the wreck
there was a lapse of eight hours. The
delay was caused by the darkness and
severe weather, In that period an
ordinary  10-knot boat could. have
reached that part of the West Coast
from any of the places mentioned. In
his opinion an equal opportunity was
presented shipping men in all cities in
the northern part of the coast. There
was the same inducement. He simply
went out to extend any assistance in
his power.

In response. to a request from . Capt.
Gaudin witness gave a detailed account
of the Salvor’s trip down the coast. He
told of reaching Flattery some 'time
during the night, and turning back to
the Straits for a shelter until morning.
At daybreak another start had been
made for the wreck, and a stop was
made at Carmanah in order to ascer-
tain the.scene of the disaster, While
there endeavoring to exchange signals
with Lighthousekeeper ‘Dakyin the
Czar, which had been speaking the
Queen, came towards the Salvor and
reported that the Valencia was lying
somewhere in the neighborhood of the
Seabird islands. At this.the three ves-
sels proceeded towards that point, the"
Queen leading with the Czar and
Salvor following in the order mention-
ed. The Queen, however, went in to-
wards the coast, and soon it was seen
that she had

Located the Wreck.

The Czar then went in and coming out
approached the steamer Salvor, and he
communicated with Capt. Christensen.
Taking the megaphone he asked:
“What did you see?’ At this the cap-
tain pointed out the position of the
hulk. “Are you sure there . are no
signs of life aboard?” - Capt. Troup
then queried. To this Capt. Christen-
sen replied that all he could see was
something flying from the masts, which
looked like pieces of canvas.

Capt. Troup continuing, emphasized
the fact that the Salvor neyer entered
into communication with the Queen.
He also laid stress upon the statement

already appeared in |that no person thought there could be

life aboard. The possibility of there
being anyone in the rigging had never
entered anyone’s mind as far as he
knew. It was thought, however, that
there might be many both dead and
alive along the shore, and that the
best thing to be done would be to pro-
ceed to Bamfield and send help along
the coast.

Upon arriving at that place witness
had conversation with Capt. Christen-
sen, of the tug Czar, who repeated

Pllot Ca_'.,mpbell. who was aboard the
tug, expressed the opinion that there
might, be life ‘on the stranded vessel
This was the first intimation he re-
ceived that .there ‘was such a poqéi-
bility. As a result of this information
a conference was heald between those
on the Salvor, and it was agreed that
nothing could then bz done owing to
the _
Heavy Sea Prevailing.

Upon suggestion witness dispatched
the Czar for the whaling boat Orion
in order that the latter might join the
rescue fleet for the scene in order to
endeavor to render assistance should
the sea moderate sufficiently to make
such a' thing possible. It was the
unanimeus opinion that the Orion was
better adapted to render help under
the circumstances than any of the
other vessels. Witness told of the fu-
tile visit to the wreck the next day,
and of the dispatch of a rescue party
to Darling river on Friday.

Questioned by Capt. Gaudin, witness
described the wreck as he saw it on
Wednesday morning. He said the
combers seemed to be breaking some
distance outside the vessel, and that
they appeared to be making a clean
sweep of the hull. The surf even look-
ed to be surging back from the cliffs,
dashing forty feet high with the force
of the impact.

Capt. Troup questioned the possibili-
ty of any ship getting close enough to
pass a line to the Valencia. Allowing
that such a thing was done, he con-
tended that the tossing of the vessel
would either have snapped.the mast in
the Valencia or the rescuing vessel, or
broken the hawser. In any event the
people placed in the ‘“Breeches Buoy”
would have been drowned as dragged
through the water. As for the feasi-
bility of drifting a raft from the wind-
ward to the wreck, Capt. Troup stated
that the current would have rendered
such an effort futile. The fact, 'he
said, that a raft was found upon
Turrett Island in Barclay Sound show-
ed the strength of the current along
the coast.

Answering further questions, witness
told of the comparative smoothness of
the sea on  Thursday, pointing ' out
that, despite this, the boat from the
Lorne found it

Difficult to Proceed

far into the surf. To illustrate the
condition of the sea outside he told of
the launching of a boat from the Sal-
vor to investigate a spar which had
broken away from the wrecked ship
and drifted out to sea.

Replying to Capt. Gaudin, witness
told of the Salvor’'s visit to Toquot on
Friday to pick up a number of surviv-
ors who had drifted to Turrett Island
on one of the rafts. He also mention-
ed the rescue of Frank Connors and
of the discovery of the raft with three
bodies.

Questioned by C. H. Lugrin, counsel
for the Dominion government, witness
described the location of the wreck as
at Shelter Bight, about ten miles east
of Cape Beale. The entrance to the
straits he would call a line drawn be-
tween - Cape Flattery and Carmanah.
The wreck ' therefore was 13% miles
outside the straits. It-was at a point
exposed to the full sweep of the ocean.
He couldn’'t tell what time in the
morning the Salvor reached ‘the scene
of the wreck. It was sometime after
9 o’clock. The report of the Czar wag
what influenced the decision to proceed
to Bamfield. All the conditions led to
the belief that it was too late to extend
any help to thosé then on the steamer
Valencia. )

Asked regarding the currents pre-
vailing on the West Coast, Capt. Trcup
said all coast shipping men knew that
a strong westerly current prevailed,
béing particularly pronounced dlfring
heavy southerly winds.” As a naviga-
tor he thought this set was so import=s
ant that it should be recognized by all
navigators. He didn't think the cur-
rent was as strong during the summer
months as in the winter. But it was
an element that should always be fig-
ured upon and, he thought, should be
subjected to a thorough investigation.
He was not familiar with navigation
south of Cant Flattery. Witness did
not feel inclined to express an oninion
as to what course should have been set
judging from the reported record of
the Valencia’s log. In his opinion the
Salvor was two or three miles from the
wreck on Wednesday morning. The
Queen, he thought, went within a mile.
He added, however, that this was more
or less a guess. The Czar had gone in
closer. The driving rain and the un-
steadiness of the ship made it difficult
to locate the Valencia.

A. E. McPhillips, counsel for the pro-
vincial government, asked when wit=
ness first heard of the wreck.

Replying, Capt. Troup said he had
been informed at about 3 o’clock on
Monday afternoon. There was then

of the vessel, and for a moment he felt
snxious for the safety of the Queen
City.

When bozrdinzg the steamer Salvor
he made no incuiries as to what ap-
pliances there were aboard for life-
saving. He did not hear of any offer
of service from His Majesty’'s vessel
then in port. It was impossible for
him to say whether Capt. Christensen
was equipped with a good marine glass
when off the wreck. He never heard
anyone aboard the Czar say there was
life on the Valencia when the tug first
reported to the Salvor.

Questioned with reference to Shelter
bight and the possibilities of securing
protection from a gale at that point,
Capt. Troup said that it was a we}!
known fact that there was no good
harbor from San Juan to Bamfleld.
There was a possible shelter at Pach-
ena bay, but it didn’t amount to much.

Capt. Gaudin wanted to know the
possibility of landing upon any heach
on the water front of the Pacific from
San Juan to Cape Scott in an ordin-
ary winter gale.

Capt. Troup did not think it was a
practicable proposition. Of course it
was mossible in sheltered spots, such
as at Clo-oose and Carmanah. Even
at these places, however, boats could
not live in heavy weather,

In answer to Mr. Lawson, witness
said that the boatswain’s crew, in his
cpinion, penetrated the surf at the
nearest feasible spot from the scene of
the disaster.

The commission then adjourned until

2 o'clock this afternoon.

It is quite apparent that there
was “graft” in connection with the
notorious transaction. We venture to
fay there iz not the s!ightest_ doubt pt
that fact 'n ihe minds of any intelli-
gent persons who have read authen-
tic, not garbled or judiciously edited,
reports of the evidence given before
ithe committee of the legislature. But
it is very clear that the “graft” was
not quite so rich as was anticipated.
The amended statement made by Mr.
Fodwell with réspect to the visit of
Mr. Anderson to Montreal makes that
toct obvious. If the Chief Commis-
sioner of Lands and Works—that gen-
t’¢eman with the frank and open man-
ner and with candor portrayed in his
features and revealed in his state-
ments, according tr the eulogist of the
Colonist—could but be compelled to
unlock the rich storehouse of his mem-
ory and to lay %ore some of the things
ris oath of offi .¢ compels him with re-
luctance to hold back, the public might
galn some ‘nformation that would
open its eyes respecting the methods
of politicians. What about those mys-
terious visits to Seattle and Portland,
and even away East as far as Mon-
treal, on which occasions railway mag-
nates were met quite by accident, and
conferred with, on matters of no public
concérn, of course?

And what about the Liberals, who,
it is claimed, were partners with the
government in this extraordinary
Kaien Island transaction? Have they
not all been strong and unwavering
supporters of Messrs. McBride and
Green ever since the day of that mas-
terly coup by which the first Conserv-
ative government of British Columbia
was formed?

The challenge of the Colonist that
“they were all Liberals who dealt with
the government” seems to call for
some particular attention. The poli-
tical predilections and affiliations of
Mr. Bodwell and his relations with the
present provincial administration need
not be inquired into further at this
time, They are well known to all who
have given any attention to public
affairs. But two other people whose
sersonalities possess any interest to
the people of British Columbia have
appeared in the deal at all. Of some
of the ministers those persons are
known to have been, and doubtless
still are, personal friends. We have
the admission of the Chief Commis-
sioner; made before the committee of
the House, that the details of the
Kaien Island transaction may have
been discussed or considered in the
residence of Mr. Anderson. That con-
fession, it is freely admitted, does not
necessarily imply that there was any
illegitimate pressure brought to bear
upon the minister to secure personal
advantages at the expense of the pub-
lic, but it does seem to indiecate that
the personal element was a more im-
portant factor in the extraordinary
procedure for the conveyance of the
Kaien Island land grant to the syn-
dicate or the Grand., Trunk Pacific
Railway than political “pull.” We
say that from whatever aspect this ex-
traordinary transaction can be pre-
sented by the " government and its
friends, it cannot but be condemned by
all persons interested in the mainten-
ance, not only of that which is honest
and honorable, but of that which is
seemly and of good report, in our pu,b-
lic affairs. If the legislature of British
Columbia can permit such things with-
out expressing its condemnation, then
of course the matter must be laid be-
fore a tribunal of larger jurisdiction
than the legislature. If the people can
be persuaded to shut their eyes to
facts that are obvious.to all who care
to look, then we shall have grave fears
for the political future of British Co-
lumbia.

THIS FAVORED ISLE.

The winter has been severe in the

north and unprecedentedly cold in the
south. Away down in Mexico, where
they grow bananas and palms and all

kinds of tropical fruits and flowers to
perfection, the winter has been the
coldest experienced for seventy years,
we are told. A copy of the Mexican
Herald, published in the City of Mexi-
co, records the fact that twelve per-
sons died of cold in the streets on one
night. The thermometer in the usual-
ly sunny south has not fallen into the
habit of dropping down in the neigh-
borhood of zero without warning as it
does in many parts of the Eastern
United States and of Canada, so that
the unfortunates were not actually
frozen to death. They had been in-
dulging not wisely but to excess, with
the result that exposure followed by
pulmonary congestion carried them off
suddenly. The experience of the un-
fortunate Mexicans emphasizes the
fact that there is but one region on
this continent in which there is a rea-
sonable guarantee against weather ex-
tremes. The Pacific Coast is a highly
favored geographical point, Vancou-
ver Island is the gem of the Pacific,
and the southern portion of Vancouver
Island, particularly that portion in-
cluded within the zone of Victoria and
environs, is the Paradise which calls
to all sorts and conditions of men.
People in search of really desirable

places of residence are just beginning
vo find that out.

It has not yet been explained why
the McBride government could not
have gone directly and openly to the
representatives of/‘the Grand Trunk
Pacific Railway and negotiated for the
transfer of a townsite for terminal
purposes. The frankness of the Chief
Commissioner, which has so wonder-
fully excited the admiration of his
friends, might be exercised to advan-
tage in this matter. It must be ad-.
mitted that the excuses. put forward
for the dealings with the favored syn-
dicate are far from satisfactory. A
moment of real frankness with respect
to this matter would be far more con-
vincing than hours of reasoning de-
signed to excuse the course of the ad-
ministration. The plea that the-move-
ment was due to a desire to head off
and throw from the track prying spe-

ENORMOUS GROWTH
IN CANADIAN TRADE

Dollars Compared With Seven
Months Last Year.

Ottawa, Feb. 15.—The aggregate trade
of Canada for the seven months end-
ing January was $44,261,143 greater than

for the same time last year. An idea

of the enormous growth of the trade of
the Dominion during the past few
years may be formed when it is point-
ed out that the seven months show a
greater volume of business by over
sixty-six million dollars than the whole
year of 1897 when the British preference
was adopted.

The imports, dutiable and free, for
the seven months were $156,259,403, com-
pared with $140,484,425, an increase of
$15,774,978 over the previous year. The
exports were $150,834,433, compared
with $125,230,493, being an increase of
$25,603,940. In regards to exports there
was an increase in every branch of
trade. The output of the mines shows
an increase of over half a million, the
fisheries over three and a half mil-
lions, the forests one and a half mil-
lion ,animals and other products four
and a half millions, manufactures one
and three-quarter millions; while agri-
culture heads the list with a little
short of fourteen millions. The total
aggregate trade for the seven months
was $323,616,803, as against $279,355,660,
showing, as already stated, an in-
crease of over forty-four millions.

The provisions of
the Companies Clauses Consolidation
Act, 1897, shall apply to the company
and to the undertaking authorized
hereby, save so: far as they are ex-
pressly varied or excepted by this act,
or as any of such provisions are re-
pugnant to or inconsistent with the
provisions of this act, or the ‘British
Columbia Railway Act,’ as incorporat-
ed into this act, in which case the pro-
visions of this act or of the said Rail-
way Act as so incorporated herein, as
the case may be shall, to the extent of
such repugnancy or inconsistency
govern.”

Mr. Patterson said that when the
Railway Act was passed it was un-
derstood that the object was to reduce
the railway legislation to something
like uniformity. Companies came to
the House seeking all kinds of powers
under a railway incorporation. He
moved that the section be struck out.

The motion was carried.

Mr. Ross pointed out
that the Dominion parliament in
granting incorporation to railway
companies gave extensive privileges to
these bodies.

Mr. Paterson and Mr. Carter Cotton
alluded to the fact that these privi-
leges were all related to the werk of
the railway.

Mr. Paterson further pointed out
that if the right to enter into the coal
mining and oil production business be
granted it would result in the com-
pany being able to force the other
holders of coal lands adjacent to the
line of railway to sell out to thé com-
pany at its own price.

Price Ellison said that this section
was discussed in the railway commit-
tee. It was felt by the majerity of
those composing the committee that
the section might be allowed to stand.
The company seeking to acquire the
right to build the railway held large
blocks of coal lands in the district.
The power to deal in these consti-
tuted one of the purposes for incorpor-
ation, If it resulted in the building
of the railway the province would reap
a great benefit. If it did not result in
the road being constructed no harm
would be done.

There was nothing relative to the
question before  the committee dis-
cussed at that meeting in Portland.

Witness said that he had nothing to
do with the purchase of the steamer
Fern. He had no recollection that he
had ever been on board her. He had
seen the steamer at the Wwharf.

Mr. Macdonald said he would go
through the applications for land
about Kaien Island, produced“by the
chief commissioner and examine Hon.
Mr. Green on these later. He also
asked that all papers relative to a
mineral claim, the Kelp, should be
produced.

Chairman Garden questioned the
chief commisisoner with reference to
the original reserve on Kaien Island.

Mr. Macdonald thought it wise that
the map should be produced, and this
was agreed to.

In reply te Mr. Ross, witness said
that the crown was in a more favor-
able position than would be the case
if the land had been taken up by
pre-emptors. The government had the
first choice of water front, which was
to be divided into 1,000-foot blocks.

The land was not held to be valuable 4

except for townsite purposes. The
timber was not regarded as very valu-
able. The land would be classified as
third class land, worth $1 an acre.

J. H. Ritchie,” provincial land sur-
veyor, was the next witness. He said
he had gone to Kaien Island in Sep-

tember, 1904, for the first time with Mr.-

Anderson and Mr. Mathews. He had
gone up on the Tees a month ahead
of the others. He did little work on
Kaien Island at that time. He was
only about two hours there. He landed
there. He had  been surveying coal
claims near Cape Caution for these
men before that time, They left Kaien
Island for Essington. He did not know
whether Mr. Anderson and Mr.
Mathews had been_there before Kaien
Island was very rough with muskeg
on it. There was a high range of moun-
tains on it. The mountain broke about
the centre of the island and sloped in
every direction. It rose to an elevation
of perhaps 1,500 feet. That was about
three miles from the sea. At the
highest point in the island the moun-
tain was about 2,300 feet high.

Witness surveyed ‘the lots for the G.
T. P. on the Mainland. This was about
the end. of October, 1904. He found
stakes under South African war scrip
at the southwest corner of lot 448 when
he made the survey. The stakes would
call for 160 acres in 443. He could not
remember the name on it. On lot 251
on Kalen Island at the northwest corn-
er he saw several stakes. He did not
read the ' writing. ' "Witness said he
surveyed 505 on the"mainland farther
south for Mr. Anderson. Witness did
not look for stakes:

Mr. Macdonald Vsanted to know if it
was not suual to loqk for pre-emption
stakes. e

Mr. Ritchie sald.pg one would stake
a pre-emption in. these rocks. ?

No one else would be _as foolish as
Mr, Anderson? askéd Mr.

In February, 1905;° witness said that
he planted: the stakes on'505 and others
there. He staked ‘for Mr. Anderson
under South: African war scrip. Mr.
Anderson was not there nor was Mr.
Mathews. He was paid by Mr. Ander-
son.

Witness said all he did was to -obey
instructions as a surveyor. He could
not remember that Mr. Anderson told
him he was acting for some one else.

Witness said he had known Mr. And-
erson for 10 or 12 years, and knew Mr.
Anderson could not be expected to
carry on all the staking without back-
ing of some kind.

The water about the island was not
very deep in Fern Passage nor at the
First Rapids, about the centre of the
island.

He saw the Fern at Kaien Island, it
was under the command of Capt. Shaw.

“And Comrnordore Anderson, I sup-
pose?” asked Mr. Macdonald.

Mr. Ritchie said Mr." Anderson was
sometimes there.

Witness said he had no information
as to where he was ‘going. He had
been promised no interest in the lands.
He was simply employed as a surveyor.

The main harbor was Lima harbor.
There were six or seven miles of good
shore line.

In reply to Mr. Ross witness said
there were two or three square miles
of good land on the island in the pos-
session of" the gov'ernm'ent. Cross-ex-
amined by Mr. Macdonald, however, he
said it was about eight miles from
where the townsite would be.

The committee then adjourned to
meet at'the call of the chair.

IS DETERMINED IT
MUST BE STOPPED

Nickel in' the Slot Machines Wiil Re-
main Inoperative—~Police Commis-
' s'oners Meet.

At Wednesday afternoon’s meeting of
the police commissioners the abolish-
meni of the nickel in the slot machines
wus discussed and Mayor Morley took
cccasion to emphasize his stand with
respect to that form of gambling. He
cnnounced that nothing could induce
himto moderate the stringent enforce-
ment of the law in this regard except
by proving that the use of these ma-
chires c¢oull not pe termed gambling.
the oniy way such a thing could be
done wo 1ia be to have the matter test-
ed in the courts. There were present
besides His Worship Mayor Morley,
who occuniea the chair, Ald. Douglas
and Wm. Mable.

The anrended renort was submitted
by the cluef of police:

His Worship the Mayor, Chairman, and
Board ot Police Commissivners:

Gentlemen:—I have the honor to sub.
mit my report for the month ending
January 31st, 1906, as follows:

Police Court Record—Convictions, 41;
discharged, 5; sent to asylum, 2; safe
keeping, 22; total, 70.

Patrol Wagon Record—Cash received
from drunks, $17; cash from other
sources, $5; approximate saving, $4.50;
total, $26.50. Calls, 56.

Meale Supplled to Prigoners at Police
Station—No. of breakfasts, 199 at 15c.,
$29.85; No. of dinners, 186 at 25c., 346.50;
No. of suppers, 186 at 1bc., $27.90; balance
due December account, $27; total, $131.25.

It was received and filed.

A communication was then read
from Chief Langley, recommending an
increase in the force of local patrol-
men and the installation of a telephone
system giving connection from the
most important beats to police head-
auarters. It follows:

His Worship the Mayor, Chairman, and
Board of Police Commissioners:

Gentlemen:—I have the honor te sub-
mit the following for yeur consideration:

Since 1900, no increase in the number
of men has been made in the police de-
partment. Since that year the extent of
the business portion of the city has in-
creased slightly, but from the fire limiis
to the boundary line many streets have
been opened up and improved and a great
number of new houses built. Now, dur-
ing the period from 1900 to 1306 many com-
plaints were made of destruction to
houses, such as the breakage of win-
dows, etc., etc., caused by boys and oth-
ers, this being difficult to prevent, simply
becaus€é we have no patrolmen available
to atterid to this district.

Inside the city limits, there are over 80
miles of improved streets to look after,
or an area of 7% miles. I would beg to
suggest that new patrol beats be made,
and the only way it can be done is to in-
crease the police force. In this connec-
tion, I will point out that during the day
only one sergeant and two men are on
duty in the city. During half of this time
they attend the police court and serve
summons, ete.,
insufficient amount of time to see that
the city by-laws are properly carried out
and to prevent crime.

Also, in order to suppress gambling in

Chinatown and enforce the laws in this
respect, it takes at least three men in
three reliefs of eight hours each, to con-
stantly watch and properly attend to
their duties in this part of the city. Very
often I have to take men from the most
important beats in the city, viz., Douglas,
Government and Store streets,
work. Victoria West, James Bay #nd
QOak Bay Junction should have rexytlar
men. For the reasons I have mentioned,
would ask that six new men be appoint-
ed. Should any sudden emergency arise,
where the services of more than th:
regular patrolmen would be required, the
three officers from Chinatown could ke
easily procured, being lose to head-
quarters.
"1 would also recommend the instalta-
tion of 10 box telephones in the business
portion of the city, connection being made
direct with the police station by means
of private wires. By the use of these
telephones, the officers can report at
headquarters from their regular beats,
and could call the patrol wagon, or com-
municate quickly to headquarters should
anything urgent or unusual, requiring in-
stant attention, happen on their beats.
This system can be put in for the sum
of $200. In my opinion, this system is
quite necessary, for by it we will be in
close touch with the men, and, at the
same time, know they are performing
their duties.

In connection with the routine work in
my office at headquarters, the work has
increased so much during the past six
yvears, and is still increasing, that I often
find it impossible to be outside personal-
ly superintending police work, and find-
ing out the situation as regards pdlice re-
quirements. This should not be the case,
as it is really necessary that my time
should be more diligently employed and
to much better purpose than consuming
it in purely ordinary routine work, which,
I may suggest, could be done by the
clerk of the police court, when he is not
engaged in his duties as clerk during the
trial of cases, and when he is not getting
out evidence. I also think that a salary
of $15 per month be allowed him for such
work.

Trusting that my suggestions will meet
with your approval and that immediate
action will be taken,

Mayor Morley thought the recom-
mendations were so important that
they should receive some consideration.
He suggested that copies be struck off
and the questions left in abeyance for
the present.

Asked for an explanation, Chief
Langley pointed out that, not only
would the telephone system serve the
purposes mentioned, but it would al-
low him to keep a check upon men
on the different beats. He added that
the same scheme had been adopted in

Mr. Mable thought, in vie!v of the

comparatively small outlay, the sug-
gestions would be worth ‘while consid-
ering.

An informal.discussion followed, af-
terwards it was decided upon motion
that W. H. Keating should be granted
an increase of salary in erder t¢ per-
form any additional clerical duties re-
quired by the chief. '

The other recommendatiofls were left
in abeyance.

The annual reports of the chief and
Detective Sergeant Palmer were Sub-
mitted. 3

In the statistical report of Chief of
Police Langley it was shown that the
personnel of the force is-unchanged
with the exception of a man to suc-
ceed Edward Carter, retired. It also
announced\ that tne iatter had been
appointed park patrolman on half sal-
ary. The only serious crime  of the
past year was one of attempted mur-
der. Although burglaries were not as
numerous as in 1904, the records show-
ed an increase in the amount of pro-
perty stolen. The percentage recov-
ered was larger than in the previous
vear. At the steamer Iandings and
railway stations preventative measures
were still being enforced. The police
received -222 less complaints than in
1904, and the total amount obtained in
fines showed a decrease of $323.60. The
expenditure involved in the keep of
prisoners was $260 more than in the
previous year, the figures being: 1905,
$2,469.15; 1904, 2,209.15. The mainten-
ance of the patrol department amount-
ed to $208.15, which included a new
cover for the wagon, a snan collar,
shoeing, feed, etc. Clothing had cost
$2.05 less than last year. 1t was stated
that in 1906 the sum of $1,360.85 had
been svent for uniforms and boots,
compared with 21,428.90 for the same
articles in the preceding twelve months.
The chief estimated that there had
been an increase in the maintenance
of $528.01, and figures were guoted’ as
follows: 1904, $30,519.14; 1905, $31,047.15.
The fines for last year totalled $4,113.30
against $4,436.90 the year previous.

In the introduction of his report Ser~
geant Detective Palmer says:

“T am pleased to be able to state that
there has been no particularly atroci-
ous crimes; although the amount of
lost and stolen property reported is far
i1t excess of any preceding year; whilst
I may sav that fortunately the am-
ount recovered is correspondingly
large, the aporoximate amounts being
shown at the conclusion of this resume.

“The most imnortant case was that
oi John Laplont, who, on the 238rd of
March, tried to murder the woman
with whom he was living, by cutting
ker throat with a razor; he was
rromrtiy ¢irested, and the following
day convicted of attemvt to murder,

and sentenced to ten years in the peni-
tentiary.”

It goes on to enumerate some of the
important cases, and then states: “In
July last a young man, E. J. Webber,
was sentenced to three years for forg-
ing a bill of sale. He was living with
a friend who ewned the furnishings of
a house; and whilst this friend was
away at work, Webber sold the whole
of the household effects for cash and
made preparations to leave town; but
was intercepted, with the foregoing re-
sult.

“There were several other forgeries

4nd offences resembling forgery, in
many of which a conviction was re-
corded.

“In this connection I would mention
that it frequently occurs that money
and goods ‘are obtained from business
men and others by this means and the
guilty parties leave the city before the
police are notified. Under the existing
conditions it is a waste of time in en-
deavoring to trace the culprit as nei-
ther the city or government will go to
the expense of extraditions. Such eases
are continually cropping up. Feor in-
stance: Take the case of*J. J. Call,.in
May last, who passed several forged
cheques, and after considerable work
was located in Port Angeles, arrested,

but upon representations being made |

to the authorities, we were informed
that neither the government nor city
would incur the expense of bringing
him back; so he was released and the
matter dropped. I would therefore
suggest that something be done to
remedy this state of affairs.”

Sergeant Detective Palmer adds that
it often happens that criminals elude
the vigilance of the police, and as an
illustration relates the followmg inet-
dent: - L |

“On Sunday morning, 29th of Janu-
ary, at about 2 o’clock, an unsuccess-
ful attempt was made to blow open
the safe at Johns Bros. by two men;
a few nights later these men wers -
cated on the outgoing S>ti.d onat, bul
not soon enough to arrest them here.
The Seattle police were co.amuricated
with, and upon the arrival of the beat
in that city were tdken in charge by
the nolice and identified as hLeing pro-
fessional safe crackers with a reccrd,
and were charged with carrying con-
cealed weanons and senten-:1 to 65
days. Upon their release thay broka
several more safes and are now walited
by the police of that city.”

Concluding, the report says:

“I would again call your attention
tc the insufficiency of room in this
office; and would advocate the im-
provements mentioned in my former
report; also that some othe rmethod
of heatinz this office be installed, as
that in use now is decidedly injurious
to hkealth.”

These reports were ordered printed.

Thos. E. Lancashire and T. Z. W.
Saunders made aovplication for posi-
tions uvon the police staff. They were
laid over.

An application was received from the
sergeants of the local force for an in-
crease in salary. Request refused.

Mr. Mable introduced the abolition
of the nickel in the slot machine ques-
tion. He pointed out that there was a
general complaint as a result of the
action taken by the Mayor. He want-
ed to know whether it could properly
be termed ‘“‘gambling.”

His Worship, replying, stated that it
had been decided in the courts that
the use of these machines was “gamb-
ling,” and he added “all gambling must
be suppressed.”

Mr. Mable explained that the local
cigar dealers claimed that the lack
of the nickel-in the slot machines had
hurt their business. They stated that
in themselves they were not money
making. The only way their absence
affected them was by the loss of a
means of attracting patronage.

There were two sides to the ques-'

tion, remarked the Mayor. In his opin-
ion the machines often induced men
to spend money which might be used

. such like,

‘Replying, Mr. Mable contended that
smokeft would buy cigars under any

‘Thgn the loss of the machinés can't
burt the éi*ar trade,” retorted the
Mayor. He went on to say that it ap-
peared to him that the tobacconisis
were unjustly placing the blame of
the present rather slack season upon
the loss of the machines. There was
very little public = Weork ' being done
now, and times were, perhaps, not as
prosperous as at other periods, and the
dealers were endeavoring to blame the

‘poor trade upon the fact that the regu-

lations were being stringently en-
forced. Providing he oould be shown
any reason for the re-opening of the
matter, he would be pleased to do so.
It wasn't his desire to appear to be
acting as an autocrat. =

Ald. Douglas thought matters were
going a little too far. Personally, he
believed that the interests of the cigar
dealers should be taken into consid-
eration.

Mayor Morley then announced that
there was only one way in which the
matter could be re-opened, and that
was by referring it to the courts. It
had already been ‘decided that the use
of nickel in the slot ‘machines was
gambling, and he would have to have
rroof to the contrary before permit-
ting them to be introduced again. He
Lelieved. his prerogative gave him au-
thority to attend to the enforcement of
the law. The power of the commis-
sioners could not influence his actions
in attending to what he took to be his
duty. He understood that the prin-
cipal work of the commissioners wase
to look after the administration of the
police force.

Mr. Mable didn’t think that the in-
troduction of the machines would- have
much effect towards good or evil. It
was a small matter.

Mayor Morley then explair:2d how
the nickel in the slot machine first
came to be condemned. In his first
bulletin to the chief of police with re-
srect to gambling he stated practic-
ally that the law be carried out gn
every narticular. He left the chief of
rolice to define the regulations, con-
sidering that that official was better
acquainted with its provisions. It
appeared that the chief had passed
the instructions along to his subor-
dinates, and Sergt. Redgrave, putting
his own interpretation upon the or-
ders, had cleared away the machines
in question.

Afterwards he had gone into the
matter with Chief Langley and dis-
covered that the nickel in the slot ma-
chine had been declared in a décision
rendered by a judge of the Supreme
court to be gambling. That ascer-
tained, he ratified the step taken and
intended to stand by it.

Upon suggestion instructions @ were
given Secretary Keating to-.obtain a
ccpy of the judgment in the Morris
case in which a finding was rendered
against the latter with reference to the
use of machines. It will be presented
at the next meetinz,

Ald. Douglas made a few remarks at
this juncture to the effect that it was
cnly human nature whicn picmipted
a ‘“young fellow” to drop a nickel in
a machine in the hope of obtaining &
cigar. In his youth he had been
rather fohd of sport—horse racing and
but he had settled down
long since.

“Then you think it wise to pander to
such vices?’ interrozated the Mayor.

“I don’t think the use of a nickel
izr the slot machine vice,” replied Ald.
Douglas.

This concluded the discussion.

The meeting then adjourned.

The Kaien Island investigation was
continued before the select committee
jof the legislature last evnning in the
parliament buildings. All the mem-
bers of the committee were present—
Chafrman J. F. Garden, J. A. Mac-
-donald, T. W. Paterson, W. R. Ross
and Dr. Young.

Mr. Garden’s decision in settling
points requiring ruling was strangely
in contrast with his action on preceed-
ing days, and. the business proceeded
with far less trouble.

In opening he announced to E. V.
Bodwell, K. C., that the committee
had decided that it would not decide
the scope of the inquiry at the pres-
ent time. He said that he would rule
and expected he would be upheld by
the other members of the committee
that everything touching the acquisi-
tion of these lands by the Grand Trunk
Pacific should be within the scope of
the investigation. “Everything relat-
ing to the acguisition of these lands
shall be taken as evidence,” he said.

Mr. Bodwell then entered the box
and said that he had in view of the
ruling an additional statement to
make.

Mr. Macdonald said that Hon. R. F.
Green was the witness under examin-
ation. He saw no reason why Mr.
Green should not be finished with, and
then, if thought advisable, Mr. Bod-
well could add his statement.

Mr. Bodwell wished to be heard at
the time, however, and Mr. Ross saw
no reason why it should not be dohe
in that way.

Mr. Ross moved that Mr. Green be
requested to stand aside to allow of
Mr. Bodwell being heard.

A vote being taken a tie resulted,
and Chairman Gdrden gave the cast-
ing vete in favor of Mr. Bodwell pro-
Ceeains.,

2. M. Bherts, K. C., said that he had
been retained by Jas. Anderson to ap-
pear for him.

Mr. Macdonald took objection, and
said that Mr. Anderson was not a
party to this inquiry. If every wit-
ness was to be allowed to be repre-
sented by counsel there would be a
multiplication of counsel.

Mr. Eberts called attention to the
fact that at the Columbia & Western
investigation Mr. Wells, one of the
witnesses, was represented by his own
counsel.

Mr. MacdonalG said that it was ab-
surd to have all witnesses represented
by counsel,

Mr. Ross rather favored counsel be-
ing employed. 1t would relieve mem-
bers of the committee of being criti-
cised in the public press, as had been
the case so far.

Mr. Macdonald had no objection to
Mr. Anderson being represented by
counsel while he was in the witness
box. He did not, however, favor Mr.
Eberts coming here and being given a
status during the whole proceedings.

Mr. Ross said in view of the fact
that the press criticisms had been
severe, he was somewhat sensitive.
Dr. Young said he also was some-
what sensitive for the same reason.
He would welcome counsel to save the
members of the committee from re-
§pnnsibility and thus incur critic-
ism. \

Chairman Garden suggested that Mr.
Eberts might be excluded from taking
part this evening, and the committee
would decide later as to ‘what should
be dcne.

Mr. Macdonald agreed to this.

E. V. Bodwell then proceeded to
make his further statement. He said
that he had at the time of his examin-
ation answered from a point.of view
he had as to the scope of the inquiry.
There was in his mind at the time the
idea that the acquisition of the lands
by the government and the terms up-
on which those lands were acquired as
being the subject of the inquiry. When
the government passed the order in
council the lands really passed. The
lands had to pass then. The only other
thing he thought which could come
before the committee was the amount
paid for these lands.

The answers given by Mr. Bodwell
on the day of his examination when he
said he had made a complete answer
and had exhausted his memory on the
question, came up for discussion.

Mr. Bodwell was positive that Mr.
Macdonald had agreed that these
answers in question might be with-
drawn in order to substiute others
anon.

The notes of the stenographer were
referred to, and Mr. Bodwell then made
his new answer.

After everything was ready for the
issuing of the crown grant something
occurred. Mr. Bodwell said Mr. Ander-
son went to Montreal. Mr. Bodwell
said that he did not know Mr. Anderson
was going to Montreal at the time.

Mr. Anderson at this juncture ob-
jected as a matter of .privilege that
Mr. Bodwell as his solicitor had no
right to divulge anything which passed
between them touching business.

Chairman Garden said he would not
have anything to say in the matter. If
Mr. Bodwell wished to say anything he
was at liberty to do so, and was gov-
erned only by his own conscience.

Mr. Bodwell said he would not div-
ulge anything which passed between
himself and Mr. Anderson. He had
got Mr. Larsen’s permission to give
this evidence. At the time, however,
he did not un¥erstand that he was ap-
pearing as counsel for Mr. Anderson,
but understood that the latter was an
employee of Mr. Larsen.

Mr. Bodwell said he got a telegram
to go to Montreal to meet Mr. Hays. He
went and had an interview with Mr.
Hays in consequence of a conversation
what had passed which he would nat
divulge. .

¥F¥rom what Mr. Hays said he knew
that Mr. Stevens had made some ar-

rangement with Mr. Larsen and Mr.
Anderson.

Mr. Hays wanted to-know how the
matter stood.

Mr. Bodwell said to Mr. Hays:
lands belong to your company.”

Mr. Macdonald then called attention
to the fact that witnésses were in the
room. These had on the former oc-
casions peen excluded.

Mr. Ross hardly ithought it fair to
exclude Mr. Anderson.

Mr. Macdonald said that the general
rules of evidence should be followed.

The chairman objected to these de-
lays.

Mr. Masdonald laughingly alluded to
the fact that there seemed to be a lot
of things to delay the inquiry. -He
moved that the witnesses be excluded.

Mr. Bodwell said he would rather
have Mr. Anderson remain., It would
relieve him of responsibility. He would
not have other consciences to keep
under those circumstances.

Mr. Macdonald said that ‘that is
your duty Mr. Bodwell as a solicitor.”
It was decided that Mr. Anderson
and other witnesses should retire.

Mr. Bodwell said he would try to dis-
tinguish between his duty to Mr. An-
derson and to Mr. Larsen.

Mr. Bodwell said he told Mr. Hays he
could be under no obligation to any
one. It was not necessary to consider
anyone in the transaction. As far as
Mr. Larsen is concerned he told Mr.
Hays that he knew that he was not
particular about making janything out
of it. Mr. Larsen onky/ thought of
turning the lands over to the company.
Mr. Larsen did not care; he was a man
of means and did not go into it for
that purpose. He told Mr. Hays he
need not consider Mr. Larsen at all. ‘As
far as Mr. Anderson was concerned
he could deal with him as he pleased.
“I would like to have you under-
stand, Mr. Hays, that there is to be no
attempt to hold you v-.” You cannot
be compelled te pay anything, Mr.
Bodwell told Mr. Hays.

Mr. Hays asked witness for advice.
Mr. Bodwell said he could not as he
was Mr. Larsen’s solicitor. TUnder the
circumstances he eould go no farther.
A great many things were discussed.
In the'discussion of-how the business
had been done, Mr. Bodwell told Mr.
Hays that this thing had been well
managed. A very suitable townsite
had been chosen. No money had been
asked for by the company so far, and
no difficulties had arisen which might
have occurred. He told Mr. Hays that
to Mr. Anderson was due the credit for
this, and he could be considered if he
saw fit under these circumstances.
After the conclusion of the negotia-
tions Mr. Bodwell said he returned to
Spokane and went and saw Mr. Larsen.
The latter confirmed all he had done.
Mr. Larsen said he did not want any
money out of it. He would not accept
any money on that account as he did
not go into it on that understanding.

Later witness said he saw Mr. Morse
in Montreal and told him that he need
not consider Mr. Larsen in the trans-
action.

When Mr. Morse came out here wit-
ness asked Mr. Larsen to come to the
city. Mr. Larsen made a personal set-
tlement with Mr. Anderson.

He did not know what. particular
idea was in Mr. Larsen’s mind when
the transaction began, but long before
the order in council was passed it was
decided it would be impolitic to
for anything from the company - on
this account. There would be nothing
incorrect in trying to make a profit out
of this in dealing with the government.
FPut Mr. Larsen did not intend to make
anything out of it. As a matter of
business and not as a matter of ethics
the proper thing was regarded to be to
get the land from thé government, take
iL to the company and say “Here it is
for you. If you want it pay anything
for it, all right. If not, all right.”

Mr. Bodwell said that he gave Nr.
Hays to understand that there was to
be nothing compulsory in the way of
compensation. If he made remunera-
tion to Mr. Anderson for what he did
it would be all right, but he was not
compelled to do so.

“That is your statement?”’ asked the
chairman.

“T do not want to answer any more
of these general questions,” replied
Mr. Bodwell.

Mr. Macdonald wished that Mr. Bod-
well should stand aside until he had-
had an opportunity to compare the evi-
dence given to-night with that given
the other day.

Mr. Bodwell said that the situation,
as given in the evidence to-night,
made a decided difference.

Mr. Bodwell wished to go on. He
further: wanted to know wherein Mr.
Macdonald meant there was a differ-
ence,

Mr. Macdonald said he objected to be
cross-examined by a witness. More
than every courtesy had been shown
to Mr. Bodwell. Mr. Bodwell could
come at another time and give evi-
dence or he could be subpoenaed.

Mr. Macdonald wanted to know if
witness had met any of Mr. Larsen’s
business associates.

Mr. Greén said he did not know this.
He did not know who were Mr. Lar-
sen’s associates.

Further questioned, wiiness said that
he met Mr. Mathews, who was con-
nected with Mr: Larsen. He did not
know that Mr. Mathews had anything
to do with the Kaien Island grants.

In reply to questisns by Mr. y2cdon-
ald, witness said that he hau icarned
that Mr. Mathews was employed by
Mr. Larsen with respect to lands on
the mainland near Kaien Island. He
believed that the first time he knew of
this was when Mr. Mathews came into
the office to make inquiries about the
lands. The application for the lands
he believed were made by Mr. Ander-
son and not by Mr. Mathews. He be-
lleved that Mr. Mathews had lands
granted to him.

The pre-emption and purchase appli-
cations made previous to the applica-
tion under scrip were not allowed and
the land went to those who applied
later under South Africa scrip.

Applications were refused on the
ground that the land was under Te-
serve.

The only lands dealt with under re-
serve were those granted to the G. T.
Pacific, and the reserve had never-been
lifted. The old maps showed no chan-
nel and Kaien Island.was not regard-
ed as an island. He claimed that Kaien
Island was therefore part of the re-

Applications for land on the island un-
der South Africa scrip were refused.

“But you did not regard that reserve
in dealing with your old friend Mr.,
Larsen?” asked Mr. Macdonald.

Mr. Green said he would not have
granted the lands to Mr. Larsen any
more than to anyone else. He did not
deal with Mr. Larsen or Mr. Bodwell,
his client in this matter.

He knew at some time that Mr. An-
derson was associated with Mr. Larsen
in the transaction. He could not re-
member who told him that. It might
have been Mr. Bodwell or Mr. Ander-
son.

“No one else told you?” asked Mr.
Macdonald,

“I don’t remember that anyone else
told me,” reolied witness.

Witness said that he met Mr. Ma-
thews in Seattle quite frequently. He
visited Seattle on many occasions on
business and pleasure. He never met
Mr. Mathews by appointment. He
thought he could say that he never met
Mr. Mathews by appointment. He had
no husiness with Mr. Mathews.

He never knew Mr. Russell before
he came to Victoria with Mr. Morse.
Mr. Mathews was an old townsman at

Mr. Macdonald then took up the
guestion of when the question of Kaien
Island grant was first discussed with
Mr. Bodwell.

Mr. Green said that he felt sure Mr.
Anderson never suggested that to him.

Mr. Macdonald wanted to know if
Mrs. Anderson was not a smart busi-
ness woman.

Mr. Green said he (Mr. Macdonald)
was in as good a position to know tlj.a*
as he avas.

Mr. Macdonald replied, “Now, Mr.
Green, do vou really  think so?”

Mr. Macdonald wanted to know if he
was not very friendly with Mrs. An-
derson.

Witness said that he was, and -then
took excention to the line of question-
ing. It was impertinent, he said, and

questions.

Mr. Macdonald said that the witness
had no right to reply in that way.

Mr. Green, further questioned, said
that prior to -1904 Mrs. Anderson had
syroken to him on this Kaien Island
matter. She had only said in a jocu-
lar way that she would like to acquire
the lands. Mrs. Anderson did not to
his knowledge take a deeper interest
in the transaction than Mr. Anderson.
Mrs. .Anderson never came to the de-
rartment to see him on this subject.
Any conversations which took place
were either at Mrs. Anderson’s or on
the street.

Witness did not know positively
who drew up the minute of council.
He thought it was Mr. McLean. He
was not sure it was not Mr. Bodwell.

About the time the minute of coun-
cil was passed he may have met Mr.
Larsen here. He met Mr. Larsen here
to the best of his recollection when
Mr. Morse was here last winter. This
was at the Driard hotel. He felt sure
he never met Mr. Larsen at Mr. Bod-
well’s house or at Mr. Anderson’s
bouse.

He met Mr. Morse at Mr. Bodwell's
house on more than one occasion.

He did not know whether Mr. Ander-
son was satisfied with the terms of the
order in council. He did not show it
to Mr. Anderson between the time it
was passed and up to the time it was
signed. He felt sure he did not dis-
cuss its terms with Mr. Anderson dur-
ing these few days.

It was absolutely true that it was
agreed to keep the matter secret. It
was not agreed that the order in coun-
cil should not be signed until after the
survey was made. He could not un-
derstand Mr. Bodwell’'s statements
that there was an agreement to keep
the order in council back until after
the survey was made.

It was wise to keep the matter secret
so as to prevent a rush for land.

“You had the resrve, however, said
Mr. Macdonald, ‘“and could have an-
nounced to the House that you pro-
posed to hand it over to the G. T. P..”

Witness said that this was not con-
sidered wise.

Mr. Green said that in dealing with
Mr. Bodwell and Mr. Larson it was
not as representing Mr. Larsen. It
was understood that they were acting
for the G. T. P.

The government was satisfied that
they were dealing with the G. T. P. on
the word of Mr. Bodwell.

Witness said he dld not get that tele-
gram. He had not asked for it He
had seen. one sent to Mr. Bodwell. He
could not understand Mr. Bodwell's.

The land was glven in order that .the
G: T. P. terminus should be located

there.
Witness said he had no ‘dealings with

the G. T. P. in this matter. There was
no bargain- with Mr. Bodwell. Witness
did not know that Mr. Bodwell ex-
plained that he was not 'getting any-
thing_.out of the transaction or that
Mr. Larsen was doing what he was
out of the goodness of his heart, The
government made no investigation as
to the suitability of this as a harbor
for the purposé. THe government had
made no investigation as to Port Simp-
son or Kitimaat. No one was called in
to give information on the subject.
There might have been some docu-
ments relative to Kitimaat. It was
understood that the government had
no lands at Port Simpson. He had not
found out “yet ‘that the government
owned about one half of the land avail-
able. ek

Witness did not think that the in-
terests of the province would have
been best served by referring the mat-
ter to the legislature. He felt satisfled
that if it had been so referred it would
never have gone through. He knew
that the G. T. P. had to have the sanc-
tion of the Dominion government be-
fore settling upon a terminus. The
government had no reason for not
bringing in a bill enabling it to deal
with the G. T. .P., but they did not
think it necessary.

Witness had no recollectlon of any

other proposition on the part of the
G, T. P. to acquire lands there.. He
was not aware:then or now that large
sums had been offered for lands.there.

He did not believe that in. the con-
versation with Mr., Larsen when
Mr. Morse was: here. that this' subject
was discussed.

Mr. Morse and witness discussed the
matter a number;of times. Mr. Morse
seemed to understand that the trans-
action had been done on their behalf.
Mr. Morse was pressing for the hur-
rying up of this.; The first delay was
in the matter of -a survey. After it got
into the department there was also de-
lay as a special form of crown grant
had to be prepared.

Some of the lands 505 etc., on the
Mainland had been staked before Mr.
Anderson placed scrip on them. The
application had not been made.

No suggestion was made by the gov-
ernment unless in-a jocular way that
construction should begin by the G. T.
P. from this end when the grant was
made, ‘and that Mr. Hays' promise to
Mr. ‘Templeman be . kept.

i IN MUNICIPALITIES

Chasges Proposed in Measure by Min-
ister of Eoucation Largely Atfects
" " Rural Districts.

The minister of education has intro-
duced into the legislature an amending
bill to the School Act. The changes
proposed relate very largely to rural
“schools. It is provided, however, that
High schoois may be established only
in municipal school districts and not in
a union of outside rural districts.

School districts are divided as fol-
lows:

“Municipal school districts, compris-
ing such areas as are embraced with-
in the corporate limits of the respec-
.tvh?e "incorporated cities, towns, and
rural maunicipalities, and such addi-
tional territory as may be added under
sub-section (b) of section 6 of the act.

“Rural school districts, comprising
all school districts not contained with-
in the corporate limits of -the incorpor-
ated cities, towns and rural municipali-

" ties.

“Municipal school districts shall be
further divided into the following sub-
classes:

“(1.) City school districts of the first
class, including all incorporated cities
or towns wherein the averdage actual
daily attendance of pupils attending
public school equals or exceeds 1,000
for the school year, and comprising at
the present time the cities of Victoria
and Vancouver:

‘“(2.) - Cities of.the 'second class, in-
cluding all incorporated cities or towns
wherein the average actual daily at-
tendance of pupils attending public
schools equals 250, but does not exceed
999, for the school year, and compris-
ing at the present time the cities of
Ladysmith, Nanaimo, Nelson, New
Westminster, Revelstoke and Ross-
land:

“(3.) City school districts of the third
class, including all incorporated cities
or towns wherein the average actual
daily attendance of pupils attending
public schools falls: below 250 for the
school year, and comprising at the
present time the cities of Cranbrook,
Cumberland, Enderby, Fernie, Grand
Forks, Greenwood, Kamloops, Kaslo,
Kelowna, Phoenix, Sandon; Slocan,
Trail and Vernon:

“(4.) Rural municipality school . dis-
fricts, including all rural- municipali-
ties.

“All cities, towns and rural muni-
cipalities that may hereafter be incor-
porated from time to time shall also
be included in one or other of these
four classes.”

The payment-of the provincial grant
shall be made quarterly in municipal
school ~districts and monthly to the
municipal corporation of rural munici-
palities instead of half yearly, in each
case under the existing act.

The per capita grant is fixed at the
following sums: $360 for cities of the
first class, $420 for cities of the second
class, $465 for cities and towns of the
third class, and $480 for rural muni-
cipalities, per annum, based on the ac-
tual number of teachers, manual train-
ing and domestic science instructors
employed in the public schools, includ-
ing Hizh schools.

In rural municipalities there is to Be
a board of five trustees for the whole
municipality. This is to come into ef-
fect immediately on the passage of the
act.

The trustees are before February 1st
to submit an estimate of the sums re-
quired for the vear to the municipal
treasurer. The assessment, collection
and disbursement of the rates is to be
in the hands of the municipal council.

Provincial assessors are to collect the
rates outside of municipalities and
make a draft assemment roll for the
trustees instead of the trustees being
required to submit a list.

Mines, minerals, unworked crown
granted mineral claims and railways
are to be assessable for school pur-
poses.

The incomes of teachers and salaries
and wages of persons under 21 years of
age are to be exempt from assessment.

A BiG LIGHT FOR
AMPHITRITE POIRT

WILL BE SHIPPED TO
WEST COAST TO-DAY

Ths Lamp Will be Most Powerful on
the British Columbia
Coast.

Amphitrite Point, on the West Coast
of this Island, which was the scene of
the recent wreck of the Pass of Mel-
fort, is shortly to be marked by the
most powerful light on the coast of
British Columbia. The lamp to be in-
stalled will be visible for 12 miles, and
will have eight or nine times the de-
flective power of a single wick pressed
glass lamp,
Leonard Island. This latter light at
the present time is considered
most powerful on the coast, but the
new one will even surpass it. There
will be this very important difference,
however, while the Leonard light is.in-
stalled within a very fine lighthouse,
the Amphitrie Point light will be
shown fromr a frame structure. This
has alréady been built, and all that
will have to be done after it has been
landed is to place it on the conspicious
position selected and put it together.
It being a 31-day lamp, it will require
comparatively little attention, and
what care it needs will be given it by
a resident at Ucluelet.

The new lamp is of English manu-
facture, and should prove of incalcul-
able value to a vessel drifting in close
to the island shore on such a night as
the one in which the Pass of Melfort
went to her doom. The lamp will be
shipped to the coast on the D. G. S.
Quadra, which is preparing to leave
port. On the same voyage the
Quadra will have considerable addi-
tional work to perform. She will take
to San Juan the whistling buoy which
drifted astray from its moorings some
time ago, and which gave the depart-
ment a great deal of trouble in recov-
ering (the Quadra was sent twice in
search of it). If the weather permits
coal will be landed at the Leonard.Isl-
land light, but owing to the dangerous
location this undertaking is a very
tedious and uncertain one.

The buoy has undergone some slight
repairs since it was landed here, and
it has been entirely repainted.

Evidence Given by Captains Barr!s and
Campbeil :n! H. F. Bullen at

4y, . Valenca Inquiry. >

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

When the Valencia inquiry resumed
proceedings yesterday afternoon Capt.
Charles Harris, of the steamer Salvor,
took the stand and gave practically the
same account of that vessel's cruise
as had Previously been recounted by
Capt. Troup.

Answering Capt. Gaudin, witness
said it would have been impossible for
kis ship’s boats to have communicated
with the wreck on Wednesday morn-
ing. He didn’t think that a vessel
could have used her anchors effective-
Iy in such a sea. If any aid had been
given the shi> under such conditions
it would have had to come from the
land side. He wouldn't like to say
whether a properly equipped lifeboat,
such as used u,on the Great Lakes,
ould have successfully reached ' the.
Valencia on the day of the Salvor’s
rrival. Providing a person had got
into a correct position a raft might
Fave been drifted to the stranded ship.
Taking the westward trend of the cur-
rent into consideration, however, the
hances were against the success of
such a scheme.

The sea was
getting heavy about that--time and
when the. tug went out there was three
Teet of water in the hold.

Witness said that he couldn’t make
much out of what those aboard ‘the
steamer Queen said as two or three
persons tried to talk at once. Capt.
Christensen  had said that they re-
ported that thers was life ‘aboard.and
that they had heard a gun fired. But
the captain hadn’t taken much “stock”
in what the Queen’s people said, be-
lieving that they couldn’t have made
out more than the Czar. because the
tug had been so much closer. The cap-
tain also thou~ht those on the Queen
were excited and “talked for the sake
of having something to say.”” The only
explanation he could give of the
Queen’s having made out life was that
the weather was clearer when she
went in than at the time the Czar
investigated. 7

The tug then proceeded to Bam-
fleld; - accordinz to instructions.

It was always understood,
Lowever, that life should bhe the first
consideration, and when Capt. Harris
lad been anpointed as master of the
Salvor he

tc that effect. He believed that there
were three vessels bonused by the Do-
minion :zovernment for a similar pur-
rese uvon the Atlantic coast.

Questioned by Capt. Gaudin, witness
told of the Czar’s report .on Wednes-
day morning, of the conference ‘which
followed and of the determination to
g0 to Bamfield creek and endeavor to
send assistance. around by. trail. . He
also related a conversation with Capt.
Troup, - before a start. was;made, in
which the latter said he felt he should
go to the coast as, were.any of his
vessels in trouble, he should expect
the same courtesy on the part of P.
C. 8. S. Co. officials.

To Mr. McPhillips, witnesg said that
the Salvor was supposed torender as-
sistance wherever available. He didn’t
know whether there was any defined
wrecking district on this coast.

Counsel wanted to know whether
there were any specifications and com-
petition in securing the contract from
the government.

The Salvor, witness said, did and
still does fulfil the requirements of the
marine and - fisheries department. In
the ' specifications it was distinctly
stated that what was required was a
wrecking plant.

“Was the Salvor subjected to any
special inspection as a salvage vessel?”
asked Mr. McPhillips. ey

To this Mr. Lugrin objéctéd,

Counsel asked whether witnags was
acquainted with the “Wreck and . Sal-
vage Act?”

The latter replied he was familiar
with it up to a certain point. He knew
that the saving of life was mentioned
and that a higher remuneration was
provided for that than for the salving
of wreckage.

Questioned further, he said he knew
that Capt. Parry, of Hy M. S. Egeria,
had r.ot volunteered assistance before
the steamer Salvor left Esquimalt har-
bor. He had communicated with the
Egeria for the purpose of obtaining
some rockets. Those aboard had will-
ingly complied with the request, but it
was subsequently learned that permis-
sion would first have to be received
from the officers, which would take an
hour or so. It was decided that time
was too valuable, and the ship pro-
ceeded without them.

Answering another question put by
Mr. McPhillips, witness said he didn’t
think he was communicated with by
the receiver of wrecks before leaving.

The commissioners objected, and
ruled the query out of order, when
counsel pressed for a direct reply, on
the ground that it was not relevant,

Mr. Bullen interjected a remark to
the effect’ that he was willing to an-,
swer all questions' with the exception
of those which he considered counsel
asked for the purpose of establishing
points outside the scope of the in-
quiry.

Mr. McPhillips ‘thought it was a
peculiar thing if witness was to be per-
mitted to assume such an attitude.

Reclying, Mr. Bullen said he was
quite within his rights.

Capt. Ga}xdin ruled the question out
of order.

This concluded Mr. McPhillips’ cross-
examination, and Mr. Lawson asked
whether the boatswain’s party had
expressed a desire to accompany any
rescue party to the wreck. Witness
replied in the affirmative.

An adjournment was taken until 10
o’clock this morning.

The commissioners appointed to en-
quire in to the wreck of the steamer
Valencia resumed the investigation
this morning at the court house. There,
was no witnesses on hand at the time
the court sat, and some delay was thus
occasioned. Finally Harry Coek took
the stand. He desposed that he was
a diver, and went to.the wreck-on' the
Salvor. On arriving at the wreck he

(‘heard -the captain of the Salvor say
that there were no persons on the rig-
ging, and the captain of the Queen
thenxsaid-that -he would go round to
Bamfield creek and see if he could be
‘of service.- B .

In reply to Capt. Gaudin witness
said that he had seen service in 'the
British navy, and was for a time
swimming instructor. He had had some
little experience in the life saving ser-
vice at Goodwin S&nds and Deel, Eng-
land.

Witness continuing, said that he did
not. think it possible, with .the life~
boats used on ‘Steamers on this coast,
to render any service at the wreck of
the Valencia. The only possible way,
in his opinion, was to connect with the
wreck from shore by means of a line.
He was one of those who went on shore
intending to cast a line to the wreck,
and strixck the trail with a lantern in
hand to meet survivors. He was pack-
ing -provisions for these men, six of
whom they met. Witness described the
difficulties of the traiil and the crossing
of the Darling river. When he crossed
the river he saw two dead bodies, the
skull of one of which was badly broken.
He pushed ahead, but could see no
trace of the wreck. Along the beach
he noticed kegs of ligquor, tins of oil,
and a couple of tins of canned fruit.
On the trall witness met Capt. Ferris,
Mr. Bunker and a couple of linemen.
When he left Bamfield he was in hopes
of finding some survivors.of the wreck,
but when he saw the condition of
things he came to the conclusion that
very few could survive.

Capt.. Gaudin asked if there were a
passable trail could assistance have
been rendered.

Witness replied in the affirmative. If
there were a good trail they could get
opposite the wreek with a line, which
was the only practical way of reach-
ing those on the wreck. No assistance
could have been rendered from the sea
side, so high were the waves.

To Mr. Lugrin witness said that if
there were any possibility of reaching
the wreck from the Salvor the attempt
would have been wnade, but no small
boat could live in such a sea. He
described the beach as far as he follow-
ed it, and said that the coast was so
rugged that-progress was .slow and
dangerous. There were only little
patches of beach, and in his opinion no
life boat could approach the shore—she
would be dashed to pieces against the
rocks.

J. W. Lorimer was the next witness.
He explained that he visited the wreck
as a reporter for the Colonist. When
they reached the scene of the wreck
it was said that there were some peo-
ple in‘ the rigging, and this was re-
ported - to . theé captain of the Queen,
but the seas were running so high that
no boat could approach. When witness
got to Bamfield a rescue party was
formed to work. along the shore.

To Capt. Gaudin witness -said  he
understood that the Queen was to
stand by the wreck and render all pos-
sible assistance. Capt. Christensen
said there was something in the rig-
ging, but he could not say whether
it was -people or canvass.

“To Mr. McPhillips witness -said he
could not judge the distance between
the Salvor and the wreck.

“Fo 'Mr. Lawson witness reiterated a
éonversation between Capt. Troup and
Capt. Christensen as to what was seen
in the-wreck—bodies or otherwise. He
understood the latter to say that there
was no life in the rigging.

The court then adjourned for lunch.

‘When the commission inquiring into
the Valencia wreck reassembled after
lunch yesterday afternoon J. W. Lor-
imer was put on the witness stand to
clear up a point in his evidence. He
explained that he understood Capt.
Christensen to say that there was
something in the rigging, but he could
not say whether it was life or other-
wise.

P. Goodenrath put'in a picture of the
scene of the wreck taken by him on
the morning of Thursday after the
wreck.” He was agked if the men-of-
war men made any effort to land or
reach the wreck, and replied in the
affirmative. Their boat went within
thirty or fifty yards of the wreck, and
returned with the report that there
was no lifée apparent on the wreck.
the crew made another attempt to
land at a point where some people were
seen on shore, The bluejackets re-
ported that the people on shore made
no sign of distress.  Their boat might
possibly have gone in, but it could
never get out again. The Topeka of-
fered to supply a barrel of provisions
if the Egeria men would take it on
shore, and when the Topeka boat
rowed up to the Lorne it was sug-
gested that they should put the barrel
in the surf as far .in as possible, and
let it drift ashore. The Egeria men
were quite anxious to assist in the
work, but the Topeka crew did it.

Hinkson Siddall deposed that he was
on board the Czar on the day of the
wreck, and the weather was very
rough. He had hoped that the Czar
could be of some assistance, but the
weather was too bad, and they could
do nothing in the way of rescue work.
He believed they approached within
half or three-quarters of a mile from
the wreck. The captain of the Czar
communicated with both the Queen
and Salvor twice. He understood that
Capt. Christensen had said that there
' were some signals from the wreck, but
he could not say what they were. At
Bamfield Capt. Christensen told Capt.
Troup that he did not believe there
was any life on the wreck. From a
conversation he heard between Capt.
Troup and Capt. Campbell, the latter
appeared to be positive that there was
life on the wreck. Capt. Troup said
he would write a letter to the Sechart
people to have Orion sent out. This
letter wag given to the Orion by the
captain of the Czar, after which the
latter continued on her course. The
idea was that the Queen was to stand
by the wreck. The captain of the Queen
seemed to want the Czar to do things
which he would not do himself.

Capt. Ferris was next examined and
said that-on the 23rd of last month he
was chief officer of the Salvor. On
that date he proceeded to the wreck,
encountering the Queen. They went to
Carmanah, and were there signalled
from the Czar as to the location of the
wreck. The weather was very heavy
at the time, and when they saw that
they were too-late to be of service they
went on to Bamfield. Capt, Christen-
sen said he saw something floating
from the wreck, but he could not say
that there was any life on board. Capt.
Campbell, however, thought it possible
that there might be some persons on

the wreck, and the Orion was asked to

land a party'of rescuers, which was|

done. - 3

Next morning at daylight a reseue
party was formed for the relief of those
‘On the beach. The trall was in very
bad@ shape, but they followed the tele-
graph line. At places they had even
to. leave this trail and struggle across
the =treams on logs or anything they
could find. The party had some very
hard work and were badly exhausted.
' “How near did you get to  ‘the
wreck?” asked Capt. Gaudin.

‘Witness estimated that the Salvor
got within two or three miles of the
wreck. By means of glasses he could
see the mark of the wrecked vessel
clearly, but there was no sign of life
on board. Capt. Christensen also sup-
portad this _statement, saying that
what he saw was some canvas floating.
Capt. Troup said that if there was any
doubt whatever it should be invesigat-
ed, and arranged for ‘the Orion. The
general opinion was that there was no
living soul aboard the vessel.

“Was it posible to render any assis-
tance from sea?” was asked. ;

Witness replied in the negative, and
described the high seas that were run-
ning at the time. It would be simply
manslaughter to have sent in a boat’s
crew.

To A. E. McPhillips witness said that
no ordinary life boats or raft could get
in to the rescue of the Valencia, even
if there. had been lives on board the
wreck. The only thing that he could
suggest was that one of the steamers
might have stood by to pick up any
possible survivors.

Capt. Gaudin asked how the men on
shore acted—the linemen, etc.

Witness said that without exception
they worked gallantly; everyone of
them did great work, but particularly
he mentioned Mrs. Patterson, Cape
Beale. Although in a critical condition
this lady stopped up day and night
during the trouble. Witness described
the trail as in a wretched condition,
practically undefinigd, and the work of
getting over it so hard that every mem-
ber of the party was overcome. The
linemen and others did noble service
throughout and shared their last bit
with the survivors. No men could work
harder than they did.

C. H. Lugrin suggested that the con-
duct of Mrs. Patterson was worthy of
the strongest commendation, and said
that he intended to mention the mat-
ter in his repert to the department at
Ottawa.

Capt, Gaudin—And the commission-
ers will be too happy to back you up.

The enquiry adjourned to Friday at
10 o’clock.

'The resphonse, it was stated,
was not encouraging. Thanks were ex-
tended the press for their gratuitous
aid.

It was announced by the secretary
that a list of the wrecks which have
occurred on the West Coast during the
rast ten years had been prepared and
forwarded to Ottawa. He mentioned,
incidentally, that within the past tw)
years ahout 200 lives hald been lost
within a radius of 80 miles of Victoria

Cwing to the renort of the promp-"
action being taken by the governmant
v.ich reference to lifeboats and lif:-
saving equipment, an account of wh:ch
was published in Monday’s Times, it
was decided to defer further action fo.
a fortnight in order that it might be
definitely ascertained just what policy
it is the intention of the department
of marine and fisheries to adopnt.

Rev. Mr. Miller volunteered for ac-
tive service in the collection of sub-
scriptions should a fund still be con-
sidered necessary. His assistance was
gratefully accepted.

An extract from Lloyd’s Weekly
News, London, referring to the West
Coast of Vancouver Island, was read
by Cant. Curtis. It follows: “Few
places in the world have such a dead-
Iy record of shipwreck as the West
Coast of Vancouver Island, which dur-
ing the last 40 years has occasione §
the destruction of 56 vessels and a loss
of 711 lives. Within the last month
this coast has wrecked the Valencia,
the Pass of Melfort with 26 lives, the
King David, 7 lives.”

A statement was made to the effect
that Capt. Balcom wished it made
known to the committee that if tele-
phonic connection were made with the
whaling station he would at any time
voluntarily send out the Orion to ren-
der assistance in any emergency on the
West Coast. It was resolved that the
captain be asked to put in writing
what he would be prepared to do, in
order that the committee may be bet-
ter able to deal with it.

Other matters of minor importance
came up for consideration, after which
the meeting adjourned.

SUBMITTED AS EVIDENCE.

Drawing Made For Times the Most
Accurate of Scene of Wreck.

It may not be generally known that
the wash drawings of the Valencia
wreck which were made by the Times
artist on the Salvor, and reproduced
in this paper, were submitted as evi-
dence at the investigation held in
Seattle. Capt. Troup, of the C. P. R.,
Capt. Cousins of the Queen and Capt.
John Irving, all declared that the
artist of the Times had depicted most
accurately the sea then running and
the relative positions and appearance
of the rescue fleet and of the wreck,

All three have since obtained artist
proofs of the cuts and forwarded to
different officials of the government
and company in order that they may
be informed of the real condition of
affairs.

These officers have also taken occas-
ion to express to the management of
the Times their appreciation of their
enterprise in giving to their reagders
such accurate reproductions of this
historic tragedy in the history of Paci-
fic coast disasters,

APPOINT COMMITTEE
-TO MAKE A PROTEST

Properly Conduced Fire Drills Must be,
flold in Schools==Preparing
For Conveation.

Apart from a discussion on and the
completing of the arrangemients for
reception and entertainment of those
who will assemble at the annual meet-
Ing of the British Columbia School
Trustees Association and the appoint-
ment of a committee to wait upon the
government to enter a strong protest
against the present university bill,
there was little out of the routine
brought up at the regular meeting of
the lccal board of school trustees held
last evening.

J. J. Dougan, of Vancouver, wrote
stating that he had written to all the
boards of the province asking for sug-
gestions for the convention a’ccording
to which a programme might be
framed.

Chairman Huggett reportigd that he
had seen Mr. Dougan, and the latter
had estimated that there would be 40
here for the meeting or twice the num-
ber in attendance as last ‘year. The
programme will be ready to-day. The
communication read with others on the
same subject were received and adopt-
ed.

At this juncture Mr.

C. H. Topp, city engineer, notified
the board that the Rock Bay school
must be connected with the sewer
within one month. Reéferred to the
building and grounds committee,

The secretary then read three com-
munications from theé city clerk notify-
ing the board of the manner in which
correspondence received from the trus-
tees had been deait by the council.

There was a great deal of stagnant
water on the grounds, said. Trustee
Lewis, and the work was very neces-
sary.

Trustee Jay suggested the fixing up
of the High school grounds as well.

Trustee Lewis said that the commit-
tee had only $300 at their disposal, and
they thought it well to leave the High
school grounds until next year.

He thought in the case of
the High school an éxperiment might
be tried.

Trustee Mowat did not think it a
wise course, and he moved that it be
laid over.

Trustee Dr. Ernest Hall moved an
amendment that the suggestion be
adopted.

Trustee Miss Cameron did not see
why one school property should re-
ceive more protection than another. At
South Park no trouble necessitating
such action had ever occurred. She
had visions of a snecial constable car-
rying off some of the boys to the city
lockup. Furthermore the ' proposed
if adopted would he a reflection. It
would suggest that there was a hood-
lum element at the school, which could
not now bhe kent under control.

It was finally agreed to lay the mat-
ter over.

MAY BE GIVEN BY

THE INDIANAPOLIS

The Princess Royal Mentioned For Tri-
- aogplar Roa—The Lyackson’s
Engines Broke Dowas.

From present indications there |is
every prospect that Victoria will have
a first class steamer service to Vancou-
ver and Seattle this.year. A special
dispatch from. Seattle to the Times .on
Wednesday says- the steamer Princess
Royal, the new vessel building at Es-
quimait fér the C. P. R. Company, will
be placed on the run between Seattle,
Victoria and Vancouver:' during ‘ the
coming summer to alternate with ‘the
Princess Victoria. This dispatch adds
that the new plans were réceived there
yvesterday. : !

‘With respect to the reported service
to be given by the Indianapolis, & sec-
ond dispatch to the Times says

“The Puget Sound Navigation Com-
pany, which willf operate the new
steamship Indianapolis, has not defin-
itely decided on what run the vessel
will be placed. The company is consid-
ering plang for placing the Indianap-
olis on the Seattle-Victoria or the Se-
attle-Port Townsend-Port Angeles run.
If the vessel is placed on the Victoria
route it will have a daylight run, leav-
ing Seattle in the morning and return-
ing in the evening.

“The Indianapolis is an excursion
steamer and has no staterooms. S8he
is very fast and would be ablé to make
the daylight trip very easily. She cay.
accommeodate 1,250 passengers. The
Indianapolis will be repainted through-
out and new furnishings installed. It
will be about three weeks before the
vessel will be put in commission. A
crew has not yet been selected.”

ADRIFT IN STRAITS.

The little steamer Lyackson, belong-
ing to Valdez Island, where she is used
in the log towing business, became dis-
abled off Trial Island when en route
te Victoria about 2 o'clock Wednes-
day. The vessel is operated by In-
dians.. She was in command of Capt.
John Basile. At the point mentioned
a line which was attached to a skiff
and canoe astern got entangled in the
propellor. The small craft had been
cut loose from the steamer in conse-
quence. When. the engines were re-
versed the line caught in the propellor
was freed, but the engines refused to
go ahead again and the crew found
themselves in a very awkward posi-
tion and in dangerous proximity to
Trial Island. ‘A flag was at once hoist-
ed upside down as a signal of distress,
but until late this morning did not at-
tract attention. By this time she had
drifted over to Discovery Island, from
where 4 message was sent to Capt.
Gaudin, agent of marine and fisheries,
This message stated that a small
steamer was flying signals of distress
and was drifting about hetween Dis-
covery Island and Dungeness. Capt.
Gaudin, in response, at once instituted
a search for a small steamer to send
to the rescue and found the govern-
ment steamer Princess with steam up.
That vessel was dispatched immediate-
ly and found the Lyackson within
about a mile of Brotchie ledge. The
disabled craft was brought into port
and repairs will be made on her en-
gines by the Victoria Machinery Depot.

A FALSE ALARM.

At noon Wednesday considerable ex-
citement was created in shipping cir-
cles over a widespread report that a
vessel was on the rocks near Beacon
Hill. Telephone messages were sent
here and there to get some information
about the stranded craft and the
Driard and other high buildings were
used in the hove of obtaining a view
of the unlucky craft, but with no suc-

_cess. The vessel was nowhere in sight.

Even those who hurried to Oak E%y
could not satisfy their curiosity. The
B. C. Salvage Company, hearing of the
news of the reported wreck from sev-
eral seemingly authoritative sources,
at once disnatched the Salvor into the
Straits with commendable promptness,
The shore line was scanned but neo-
thing of the nhantom wreck could be
seen. The steamer then returned to
Esquimalt and the incuiries are now
being made as to who startetd the re-
port. It is believed, however, that the
story originated out of the report that
a small steamer was adrift in the
Straits. This vessel sighted a four-
masted schooner yesterday sailing well
over on the American side, but saw
nothing else on her voyage south.

KILLED ON SLOOP.

The Vancouver News-Advertiser says:
“An inquest was held on Monday after-
noon to inquire into the cause of death
of Frank Johnson. Philip Stable gave
evidence. Stable, who for- a long time
was engaged with P. Larson, proprietor
of the North Vancouver hotel, was with
Johnson and a third man proceeding from
Port Harvey to Knight's Inlet on Thurs-
day afternoon last, in a ten-ton sloop.
They intended to hand-log in that vicin-
ity. While in Chatham Channel, about
ten miles from Port Harvey, the wind
died away, and tne tug Native, of this
city, came along with a scow in toew.
The scow was swaying with the tide,
and as the steamer passed close ihe scow.
struck the boat, tearing away the head-
gear. The main boom swung round with
the jar, and struck Johisoxn on the head,
knocking him overboard. able and his
companion had the sloop’s boat away in
a minute, and in less than five minutes
Johnson was lifted out of the water. Al-
though attended to without delay, the
only sign of life he gave was a spasmodic
clasping of his hands.

“Stable stated in his evidence that
nearly all hands on the tug were looking
out of the windows at the time, but the
tug did not stop for an instant. The
weather was clear and the sea calm, and
there was half a mile of room on the
other side of the sloop.

‘“The inquest was adjourned until
Wednesday, by which time it is expected
that the captain of the boat will be in
port and his evidence will be obtainable.”
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THE INSHORE EDDY
HAS MANY DANGERS

George Davidson, .of United States
Geodetic Survey, Writes Interest-
ing Article })n Subject.

In view of the peculiar interest at-.
taching to the currents and conditions
on the southwest coast of Vancouver
Island owing to the recent loss of the
steamer Valencia George Davidson, of
Sen Francisco, has written an article
on the inshore eddy current along the
morthwest coast of America. Mr.
Davidson for years was connected with
the United States coast and geodetic
survey, and has made a careful study
of this question. His article on the
northwest currents, which appeared in
the Daily Commercial News, follows:

The loss of the steamer Valencia on
the southwest coast of Vancouver Isl-
and and the tragic loss of life prompts
us to call attention to some of the
peculiarities of the currents on our
northwest coast.

Some years since we sent to the hy-
drographic bureau of the navy depart-
ment a chart of that region to show
the location of many wrecked vessels
and of buoys and redwood logs that
had drifted ‘ashore. These were a few
of. the evidences we had in proof of
the existence of a close inshore eddy
current which we had shown to exist
along our coast from San Diego to
Alaska.

This inshore eddy current runs to the
northwestward, while the main Paciic
current outside ru..s from the north-
west. The«Pacific current is part of
that great current sweeping around
the north Pacific coasts and which has
its origin in the equatorial regions.

It would appear that the traditions
of navigators to the northern ports
have been brought down through sev-
eral decades, to avoid the Washington
coast from Point Grenville to the Fuca
Strait, and especially to give a good
berth to Flattery rocks and the outly-
ing Umatilla reef.

That was sound advice before we had
lights and light ships, fog horns and
sirens from Tillamook rock to Flattery
rocks and Tatoosh Island.

In avoiding the dangers in the ap-
proaches to Fuca Strait from the south
in thick weather American and British
vessels were so frequently carried to
the Vancouver shore to their destruc-
tion that the Dominion of Canada de-
termined to place a light upon the
southwest coast of the Island; and
upon being personally consulted by the
deputy minister of the marine, we re-
commended Bonilla Point as a good
gite. Carmanah, two miles to the west-
ward, although not so prominent, was
selected because there was 'a better
Janding for supplies, fresh water and
‘an Indian village there.

We then asked Deputy Smith to learn
from the Indians whetheér any redwood
logs were found on the shore, because
we had been instituting inquiries
among the Indians and Catholic mis-
sionaries about wrecks, buoys, drift of
flotsam and redwood logs on the whole
west coast of the island through Cap-
tain John Devereux, of Esquimalt.
When Mr. Smith landed from the boat
he stepped upon the trunk of a red-
wood.

In gathering our proofs for the move-
ment of this eddy current our col-
leagues of the United States coast and
geodetic survey, making a topographi-
cal reconnaissance of three hundred
miles of the coast from Crescent City
to Cape Flattery, had discovered
these redwood trunks and logs along
the whole shore line, and we have
further proofs of their drift to the
coast of Alaska in 54 40. This is an
important factor because the redwood
does not grow on the immediate coast
north of 42 15.

Furthermore we have traced the
movement of this current by the drift
of the stern post of the steamer Gen-
eral Warren from the mouth of the
Columbia to the river Copalis; and of
cement barrels from the Tillamook
rock lighthouse eighty miles farther up
the coast.

An‘ still stronger evidence is shown
by the buoys that have broken from
their moorings off the Columbia river
bar and other localities and have drift-
ed upon the shore of the west coast of
Vancouver Island to Cape Scott.

The most remarkable case of such
drifting is that of a bar buoy which
broke from its mooring off the bar of
the Columbia being seen in the north-
east entrance to the Shelikof Strait,
between Kadiak Island and the Pen-
insula of Alaska, and two days later
being taken up by a vessel at the
southeast entrance near Karluk. By
the shortest distance around the coast
the distance is nearly fifteen hundred
nautical miles and it had traveled at
a rate of over ten miles a day.

These and other evidences too num-
erous to relate prove the existence of
this eddy current; but we have very
few measurements of its width and
strength. Off the headlands it would
naturally be quite narrow and for a
time might be actually arrested and
changed by excessively strong south-
easters and a large swell. We had a
unique experience of its breadth and
strength in the summer of 1870 off
Cape Mendocino. We came out of
Humboldt Bay bound for San Fran-
cisco in a schooner, with barely steer-
age way of, say, one and a half knots.

We determined the position of the ves-
sel many times, because we knew there
must be a current against us, and when
a slight increase of the air fanned us
along at the rate of two and a half
knots, we crossed a slight but dis-
tinctly marked current rip fifteen miles
off the cape, and then the vessel made
full headway over the bottom.

. Similar conditions, or a combination
of conditions, may exist on the north-
ern coast toward Tatoosh Island. Van-
couver in the discovery in 1792 found
his vessel tailing to the northwest
when southwest of Point Grenville in
the brig Fauntleroy, with light airs
and no swell we were carried to the
uorthwestward by this current.

This is the current which, when it
passes Flattery rocks, under ordinary
conditions of tide and weather, tends

‘the deep; broad Fuca Strait
per hour, or it may he turned inward
by the inrunning ‘flood cugrent. Many
conflicting condftions must arise.’

We have absolute faith in the exist-
ence of this‘inshore eddy current, mov-
ing along the coast to the northwest-
ward “against’ the ordinary northwest
winds and swell, and aided in winter
by southerly gales.

The . Dominion of Canada has pub-
lished the results of experiments made
by Canadian vessels upon the set and
strength of the currents at the en-
trance to Barelay Sound, lies forty
nautical miles N. 26 W. true, from the
Umatilla light ship; and thirty miles
N. 40 W. from Tatoosh Island lights.
So the Valencid must have been set
to the northward and westward of her
estimated position between thirty and
forty miles. This was evidently a case
when the strong southerly gale was
aiding thz inshore eddy current.

With hesitancy we suggest that the
navigator bound northward under
steam might well consider the pro-
priety or necessity of making, the Til-
tamook fog signal, that of the Colum-
bia bar light ship, or that of the Uma-
tilla light ship.

Oft Flattery rocks and the Umatilla
reef thére is a plateau from twenty-
five to fifty fathoms in depth, extend-
ing seaward five miles, when the bot-
tom drops suddenly to one hundred
and one hunded and fifty fathoms.
This is a deep submarine valley that
reaches out of the Fuca Strait and
streiches southwardly parallel with
the coast. This valley sweeps around
Tatoosh Island and Cape Flattery
within a mile or a mile and a half, with
a marginal depth of fifty fathoms. So
that a vessel bound north (true) and
passing the Umatilla light ship and
whistle (which lies in twenty-six
fathoms) two miles west (true) from
the Flattery rocks, will soon deepen
her water to one hundred fathoms
when three miles west (true) from
Tatoosh Island. The navigator should
then know that he is in the submarine
valley (which reaches a depth of over
one hundred and eighty fathoms) and
govern himself accordingly. He cap
pass clear of Duntze rock at a mile and
a quarter within the hearing of the
Tatoosh whistle. If this submarine
valley is crossed the vessel will get into
fifty fathoms or less, two miles south
of Carmanah light and fog horn. The
charts’ of the United States coast and
geodetic survey and those of the Dom-
inion of Canada will give him the
soundings and distances off all the
coast lighthouses and light ships. These
and frequent use of the lead will
afford him masterful help in controlling
the position of his ship. We appreci-
ate the mental strain upon every
officer when off that coast in heavy
weather.

The Dominion of Canada is fully
aware of the dangerous coast of Van-

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TORONTO DID NOT
REFUSE AFFILIATION

 Endorsed Gemeral Scheme Two Years
Ago—Deputation Before Execotive
This - Morning.

The most important development in
connection with the discussion over the
establishment of a branch of McGill

University in this city, since the mat-
ter first became public property took
rlace Wednesday, when F. C. Wade,
K. C., of Vancouver, laid before the
executive a telegram he had received
from President Loudon of Toronto
University.

This dispatch was in reply to one
sent by Mr. Wade inquiring if the re-
port circulated on behalf of McGill
that Toronto had refused affiliation
witia western schools was correct.

The reply of the head of Toronto ef-
fectually disposes of that contention,
and shows that Toronto was just as
ready as was McGill to affiliate with
the western schools.

The telegram was as follow :

Toronto, Feb. 13th, 1906.
F. C. Wade, Vancouver:

Affiliation ' Vancouver never refused.
Two years ago I recommended a gen-
eral scheme of affiliation of schools in
the West, and the senate approved.

J. LOUDON.

This telegram was read by Mr. Wade
at this morning’s meeting, and was
afterwards perused by the different
ministers.

All the executive were present Wed-
nesday excepting the chief commis-
sioner. The case for a provincial uni-
versity was ably presented by F. C.
Wade. K, C., and Geo. Cowan, K. C,
the other members of the committee,
Dr. Wilson, not being able to come
owing to illness.

Their argument was along lines
which are now familiar to the public.
They held that the scheme had been
hatched unknown to the ratepayers of
Vancouver, who had to provide the
money, that it provided nothing ad-
| ditional to what the high school al-
| ready enjoyed in the way of advanced
| education, and that it was not only un-
fair to other Eastern universities and
their graduates, but precluded a prop-
er provineial seat of learning from be-
ing established.

This latter point was disputed by
the members of the government and
the deputation there upon-asked them
to show their bona fides by setting
aside a large portion of crown lands for
| a state university and selecting a site.
If this were done they would with-
| draw their opposition.

PROVINCIAL AUCTION SALE.

Pure Bred Live Stock to Be Sold at
New Westminster.

The first annual provincial auction
sale of pure bred live stock will be
held i New Westminster on Wed-
nesday and Thursday, March 21st and
22nd. The sale will be conducted under
the control of the executive of the B.
C. Stock Breeders’ Association.

There will be offered for sale 100
head of cattle, besides horses, sheep
and swine. According to the associa-
tion's booklet it is expected there will
be offered for sale 30 to 35 young bulls
of the Shorthorn, Angus and Here-
ford breeds, along with a similar num-
ber of heifers and cows of the same
breeds. It is also expected that a
large number of the dairy breeds, in-
cluding Jerseys, Holsteins "and Ayr-
shires. Bulls from one to four years
of age, cows in milk, and young heif-
ers, will make a variety to meet the
: wishes of any buyer. Anyone desiring
| to sell registered horses, sheep or
swine may do so by sending in entry
form, properly filled, and by comply-
ing with the ordinary rules governing
the sale.

The conditions of the sale provide
that there will be no entrance fee, but
21l entries must be received by the
secretary on or before February 24th.
For each horse entered for sale a de-
| posit fee of $10 must be made, for each
| head of cattle $5, for each head of
sheep $2 and for each head of swine
$2. Refore an animal can be removed
from the building the buyer must pre-
sent to the stable superintendent an
| order signed by the secretary and give
a receipt for the animal. This order

| and will be evidence of the delivery of
the stock. Owners and attendants are
| specially warned against surrendering
| animals sold without the express or-
i der of the superintendent.

‘, Arrangements have been made with
{ the C. P. railway, which enables those
wishing to attend the sale, to purchase
| tickets to New Westminster at single
first class rates. No standard certifi-
cates are required. Station agents will
receive instructions to this
! Other transportation companies will
make similar concessions.

Registered live stock are carried by
| Canadian railways at one-half the or-
| dinary rates, provided that a registra-
| tion certificate is presented when ship-
| ping bill is asked for. Owing to the
fact that only registered stock is to

the C. P. R. has cancelled this restric-
tion upon stock being shipped to this
sale.

Two or more contributors are allow-
ed to co-operate in shipping their live
stock and thus obtain carload rates.
The rate from Victoria to New West-
minster on carload lots will be $2 per
head. Carload lots shipped from Dun-
cans to Victoria or from Duncans to
Nanaimo will be 8c. per 100 Ibbs., or
almost $16 per car.

The association agrees to deliver
stock purchased, at the purchaser’s
nearest railway station, between New
Westminster and Kamloops, on the C.
P. R. line, at $3 per head; from Kam-
loops east as far as the Okanagan
Landing at $4 per head. They also
agree to deliver any stock purchased
at the purchaser’'s nearest railway
station on Vancouver Island at $2.50
per head. Special rates will be obtain-

ed on $ er boats, and

railway. Purchasers are expected to
render every assistance in caring for
the stock and loading them for ship-
ment after the sale is. over, and if
they are to be delivered to them by

ticulars of the sale application should
be made to F. M. Logan, secretary of
the department of agriculture.

The objects of the sale are set forth
as follows: “In various parts of Brit-
ish Columbia there are breeders of
pure bred live stock, of good,type and
quality. Each breeder has for sale
several good animals every years, but
not a sufficient number to make an
auction sale large enough to draw buy-
ers from a distance. By the breeders
make it sufficiently large to attract
co-operating in:the matter we hope to
conduct a sale with the least pocsible
experse to the contributors, and to
buyers from all parts of the province.
At the same time it is our desire to
bring: buyers and sellers together un-
der the most favorable circumstance,
so that good animals may be obtained
at moderate rates, and the live stock
improved in every part of British Col-
umbia.”

Residents of Prairie Provinces Anxious
to Obtain Real Estate in British
C?lnmbia Capital.

Victoria is now enjoying the results
of the extensive advertising her cli-
matic, scenic and other attractions
have received during the past few
years through the Tourist Association
and from other sources. In the distr.
bution of literature. relative to the
ideal conditions prevailing on this part
of Vancouver Island the whole year
round special attention was paid to the
Northwest. That the policy was wise
and the expenditure in carrying it
through thoroughly justified, is shown
by the remarkable influx of well-to-do
residents of the prairie provinces dur-
ing the past few weeks. They are
visiting the capital of British Columbia
largely out of curiosity, to satisfy
themselves - as to the truth - of the
statements which have been made re-
speeting the beauty of the place and
its: wonderfully 'rnild winter weather,
and,. perhaps . more:than anything else,
to put. in a session which is always
slack:throughout: the interior farming
sections of the BPominion. :

A Times representative made a round
of the real estate: firms this morning,
and when putting the usual query as
to the state of business, was accorded
the reply in almost every instance
‘“that it was never better in the his-
tory of Victoria.” Indeed it needed no
such assurance from the agents to
make that plain, as in a number of
their offices were already groups of
elderly gentlemen, unmistakably agri-
culturists from their appearance, por-
ing over maps of the townsite in which
the purchasable sites were plainly
marked and enquiring interestedly, and
even eagerly, the price qf different
lots.

Although the Northwesterns indi-
vidually have not acquired any large
block of property, evincing a partiality
for suburban sections of from 5 to 25
acres, or thereabouts, the mere fact
of their presence here is a demonstra-
tion of the value of advertising. This
comment is not original. It was made
by C. A. Holland, agent of the B. C.
Land and Investment Agency, who
pointed out that the majority of the
visitors did not come here with the
intention of purchasing sites for future
homes, but had been induced to do so
since arriving, for reasons already
mentioned, and also because they rea-
lized the possibilities of fruit growing
and other agricultural pursuits. He
explained, however, that while many
of the transfers involved comparative-
ly small properties, a number of im-
portant deals had been put through
recently. One of these was the pur-
chase of four or five acres in the neigh-
borhood of Rockland avenue, with a
small frontage upon that
fare.

As it was only natural to believe that
all were doing approximately the
same, the importance of the business
might be arrived at from that figure.

V.CTJRIA’> WEATHER
: IS UNUSUALLY FINE

Some Interesting Comparisons Made
by the Meteorologicai Otfice on
Cimate Locally.

Victoria’s sunshiny weather in ‘recént
Wi has been the subject of so much
fa .ule comment that a little official in-
formation on the matter will no doubt
prove of wide general interest. It ig*safe
to say that no other city on the Northern
Pacific Coast has been so fortunate. The
present winter has been unusual, even
for Victoria. A report dealing with the
subject, prepared by the meteorological
office at the request of the Times, which
makes some -interesting comparisons and
undoubtedly gives valuable statistical in-
formation, is as follows:

The records of the last 32. years show
that the mean annual. precipitation in
Victoria is about 30 inches, and the
monthly distribution is as follows:

During the above named period the an-
nual precipitation has in 22 years been
below and in 11 years above the average
of 30 inches, the heaviest fall being 50.12
inches in 1893, and the lightest 17.75 inches
in 1874.

The last heavy year was in 1899, when
a total fall of 35.14 inches was recorded,
since then the fall, as will be seen, has
been steadily below the average:

The precipitation this year has so far
been unusually light, im January  only
2.66 inches fell, and this month, up to the
14th inst., -haS been practically dry, only
.01 inch (fog) having been’ recorded.

In former years in this month there
have been several dry periods; in 1873, 13
consecutive days; in 1875, 12 days; in 1889,
17 days; while in 1884 there was a remark-
able drought of 39 consecutive days, from
January 12th to February 20th.
