DIED YESTERDAY

WELL-KNOWN PIONEER
OF CITY PASSED AWAY

Former Member of Supreme
Court Bench Had Long Been
Resident Here.

— -

(From- Saturday’s Daily).

The death occurred yesterday morn-
ing at his home at Point Ellice of Hon.
Montague William Tyrwhitt-Drake,
who for years was 3a prominent mem-
per of the supreme court of this prov-
jnce, and who had reached the ad-
varced age of 79 years. For the past
four vears he has lived retired, having
lef the bench in- 1904 at the age of 75
years. ‘The late Mr. Justice Drake was
highly respected throughout the prov-
ince.

Since quitting the bench he has taken
no active part in business of any kind
and during ‘the past winter has shown
marked indications of 'a -decline in
strength. 'The funeral will take place
tc-morrow from his' late residence  at
2:30 and from St. Saviour's church h.alf
m hour later.

Tiflis, April 20.—An alarming report
hasg just been received here setting
forth the critical situation of a small
Russian expeditionary force to Persia
which is menaced by a vastly superior
body of Persian brigands., The Russian
troops penetrated. the frontier in the
neighborhood of B:lesuvar in pursuit
of Kurdish brigands who had commit-
ted depredations in Russian territory.

UNLIKELY THAT

FIVE SAILING SHIPS
ARRIVE IN STRAITS

Wreckage on West Coast May
Belong to Hartfield or
Rosamond.

Beyond the discovery of a mahogany
cabin door with a maple-wood ven-
tilating panel and some empty whiskey
cases marked “Mackay and White,” no
further wreckage had been discovered
on the West Coast up to this after-
noon. 'Patrols have been sent out from
Port Renfrew and Carmanah to search
the coast-line, but nothing tending to
confirm the theory, held in some quar-
ters, that a vessel has recently been
lost has yet been gleaned from the
beaches and rocks in the vicinity of
the place wnere the first quantity of
wreckage was picked up on.Thursday.

The arrival of five sailing vessels In
the straits, including the wooden ves-
sel, Alex. Gibson, this morning has
reduced the probability of a recent dis-
aster to a remote chance. Only one
wooden vessel is now due in the
straits, the W. F. Babcock, which is 80
days out from Sydney, Australia, with
a cargo of coke and shipping men do
not think it possible that she could
have foundered or struck without her
cargo of coke being scattered over the
sea at the entrance to the strait.

The opinion voiced by a number of
prominent shipping men in the Times
on Saturday that the wreckage founi
kas come from one of the many wrecks
that are now succumbing to the sea on
the Oregon coast has now become gen-
eral and no anxiety is felt for the
safety of any vessels on the way.
While there is always a slight possi-
bility of some wreck having taken
place along the coast there are no in-
dications that such a happening has
occurred.

Speculation, both in Victoria and the
Sound ports, has now turned on source
from which the -wreckage has been
wrung by the spring gales.

The Galena, Peter Iredale, Emily
Reed, Rosamond and Hartfield are
among the vessels mentioned.

CANNOT AGREE ON
'FISHERIES QUESTION

Dominion’s Renreseniativa Un-
able to Come to Terms-
ST With Bowser. -

| ‘Nothing has. come of the conference
between the Ilocal government and S.
T. Bastedo regarding control of the
fisheries in this province. Hon. W. J.
| Bowser, attorney-general, who was
the province’s representative in. the
negotiations, has given out a state-
ment setting forth his side of the
question. “In this he says that he re-
fused to discuss any arrangement un-
less the Dominion would agree to pay
over the sum which he says is due to
the province under the modus vivendi
of .1901, under which the Dominion
was to collect all revenue from the
fisheries and pay the province its share
after allowing a fair amount for the
cost of administration. According to
Mr. Bowser the province has not yet
received a cent from this source. Mr.
Bastedo, on behalf of the Ottawa gov-
ernment, offered to pay the cost of the
Seton lake hatchery which the prov-
ince established some years ago and
has since operated.

Mr. Bowser announces that so far
as the province is concerned the modus
vivendi of 1901 is at an end and that
the province is going to assert what,
he says, is, according to the judgment
of the privy council, its rights in re-
spect to the matter. The province is
going to attempt to collect a license of
$2.50 from each man engaged in the
fishing business that is the men who
gc out in the boats, or who are em-
ployed in any way in connection with
nets or traps. This license will‘be good
for all the year and in any part of the
province. The Dominion government’s
license at the present time is $11 per
year and the authority to fish granted
by it is good in only one district. The
provincial government thus makes it
to the financial benefit of those en-
gaged in the business to support their
demand for control of the fisheries.
The regulations which the province
proposes to put into effect will also
conflict with the Dominion regulations
in regard to fishing in the Fraser. The
regulations regarding the hours of
fishing below the New Westminster
bridge will be the same but the prov-
ince proposes to prohibit fishing above
the bridge ' from 6 o’clock Saturday
morning to 6 o'clock Monday evening.

Whether the matter will be taken up
again is a question for the future.
The province's position is thus put by
Mr. Bowser in an ‘official interview:

“The way the matter stands now,
Mr. Bastedo, on his return to Ottawa,
is to report to the minister, and one of
the first things that must be done be-
fore conclusive negotiations can take
place between us is to have the ques-
tion of the amount due us for the past
six years adjusted and paid, and un-
til that is done our government does
not feel that they can take any fur-
ther steps toward settlement.”

London, April 20.—The
construction of the zabinet, which came
about on the retirement of Sir Henry
Campbell-Bannerman, and thé assump-
tion of the office of premier by Her-
bert H. Asquith, has plunged the
country into a miniature election.

This contest- will be fought hard,
and the political fighters in both the
dominant parties are preparing for the
frey.

There is also a Socialist candidate in
the field, but he does not cut much of
a figure. .

Mr. Churchill is showing his cus-
tomary dashing energy in as fiercely a
waged contest as has been seen in this
country in years.

spme length is a recommendation from
Mayor IIall that the council reconsider
the resolution passed at its last meet-
ing refusing to pgoceed with boulevard
work, recommended by the parks
board. In all work to the extent of
$11,089.81 was turned down, the city’s
share of which amounted to $3,696.71.
The majority of the council took the
stand that this money could be better
spent than on boulevard work. Includ-
ed in the parks board’s recommendations
were seven streets, although the bulk
of the work was to have been done on
Cook ang Yates' streets. The total cost
of the work on these two streets was
placed at $8,663.99, of which $4,909.55
was for the former and $3,754.42, the
city’s share being respectively $1,251.57
and $1,636.52, or a total of $2,888.09. The
total estifnated cost of the other five
streets included in the parks board’s
recommendations was, therefore, only
$2, 5578 ‘of which ~the city's sharé
- WBtllq be $808.62. The five streets which
this amonnt .would - provide with &
boulevard are as follows: North side of
Garbally road, from Douglas street to
Gorge road; both sides of Dunedin
street, betweep Douglas street . and
Gorge road; on both sides of Ormond
street, between Yates street and, Fort
street; on both sides of Linden avenue,
between Rockland avenue and Fort
street; both sides of Mears street, be-
tween Vancouver street and the park.
The boulevards on these streets have
already been constructed. The work
that remains to be.done ig only the
seeding down and the planting of trees
apd the laying of the necessary water
pipes.

The work it was proposed to do on
Cook streets included the construection,
seeding down and planting with trees
of boulevards, as well as the laying of
water pipes from Pandora street to
Fairfield road. On Yates street it was
proposed to construct a boulevard along
both sides of the street, from Fort
street to Cook street. In this case the
work included the making of the boule-
vard, seeding it down, planting it with
trees and laying curb and gutter as
well as water pipes.

Mayor Hall will not ask that the
council reconsider its action relating to
Yates and Cook streets, but only so
far as it affects the other five, the cost
of the work on which will 'be very
small. The boulevard has already been
constructed on these five streets, and
the mayor feels that it would be & mis-
take not to go ahead and finish them
up. Otherwise they will stand as a re-
proach to the city and the work will
cost much more when it is undertaken.

Other matters which will come wup
will be the four money by-laws which
were endorsed by the people on Thurs-
day, and which \must now be finally
passed by the council. The estimates
may also be put through their final
stage, and other by-laws that have
been held back for some time may also
be dealt with. These include Ald.
Mable’s for the appointment of a pub-
lice prosecutor, Ald. Gleason’s for the
charging of feeg to patients sent to the
isolation hospital, and for the inspec-
tion of foodstuffs. Ald. Cameron may
also introduce a hy-law amending the
Municipal Oﬁjcers' Duties By-laws.
The appointment of a superintendent
of streets and sidewalks construction
will also likely come up on report from
the street bridges and sewers com-
mittee which will meet an hour before
the council to pass on the matter, and
also to take up other business, Ald.
Henderson will submit a resolution
providing for the grading, macadamiz-
ing and draining of Ladysmith street.

There will also be a number of minor
matters to be considered.

SETTLEMENT OF STRIKE.

Cumberland, . Md., April -20.—The
street railway strike. inaugurated on
Saturday morning upon the refusal of
the company to reinstate two of ths
men discharged on account of gamb-
ling in the company’s car barn, was
amicably settled last night. The com-
pany agreed to reinstate the men upon
the condition that there would not be
a repetition of the abuse complained
of and that there would be hereafter
a strict enforcement of the rules of
the company against drinking, gam-
bling, etec.

It was agreed that if there should be
hereafter any disagreement on the part
of either the company or the men the
company will settle with a committée

for two weeks.

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The Ihtpoduetion of
Lobsters to Pacific

Experimental Shipment for Breeding Pur-
poses Planted Successfully at Coopers
Cove—An Important Industry,

On Thursday the Ilobsters brougnt
from the Atlantic under the charge of
the Dominion Fisheries’ department
were successfully placed in Cooper’'s
Cove, Sooke Harbor, The experimental
shipment has been carried out with a
comparatively small loss and the fish
reached the planting ground in excel-
lent form.

The immense value of the lobster
fishing industry on the Atlantic coasis
was the immediate cailse of the ex-
periment beirg tried. Last year the re-
turrs in value from Nova Scotia’s lob-
ster fisheries were nearly $2,000,000. No
lobsters are found in the waters of
tais province,

"Hon. W. Templeman, realizing that
the Industry was of such great im-
portance, made full inquiries into the
subject and while acting Minister of
Maririe and Fisheries caused the sub-
Ject to be gone into exhaustively with
the object in view of seeing if some-
thing could not be done to:introduce
lobsters into the B. C. waters,

The shipment of the consignment
which on Thursday were committed to
the waters of Cooper Cove is the re-
sult of those efforts.

F. H. Cunningham, superintendent of
Figh Culture, had the work of transfer.
ing the lobsters from the Atlantic to
the Pacific carried out directly under
his own charge. He was assisted by
A. Finlayson, Dominion inspector of
fish hatcheries, and to them is due in
large measure the success which at-
;‘exl:ded the actual transferring of the

sh. .

The life, history of the Ilobster is
something about which much has been
written but it is likewise something
about which there is not a great fund
of absolute information. Welt adapted
to defend himself in his own element,
the sea, the fish is on the contrary very
easily damaged and readily succumbs
to conditions which exist when remov-
ed fromi his natural habitat. It was
therefore no small task which Mr. Cun-
ningham had to face to provide for the
carrying of the live lobsters across the
under conditions which
wouid work no, injury to them, but on
the contrary leave them well prepared
to live and thrive on entering the wat-
ers of this coast,

The experiment promises to be suc-
cessfu] and Messrs, Cunningham and
Finlayson and the local inspector, E.
G. Taylor, before they left the cove on
Thursday had the satisfaction of see-
ing the liberated crustacae actively en-
gaged In the waters adapting them-
selves to their new home.

The fish have been left now under
the charge of Mr, Taylor, who will lat-

e

er on distribute them at various points
along the coast where it is thought
breeding grounds can be created for
the fish.

The lobsters sent out here were only
eleven days from the time they were
taken out of the water off Sambro,
near Halifax, unti] they were deposit-
ed on the extreme western coast of the
Dominion. They were placed in the
shipping crates at Halifax on the 8th
and slarted the following day for the
west, reaching Vancouver on the 15th.
There they were transferred to the
Kestrel and planted in Cooper’'s Cove
on the 16th.

The shipping arrangements were
from plans prepared by Mr. Cunning-
ham himself. There were fifteen crates
each weighing about 800 or 900 pounds.
These were lined and fitted with trays
twelve to a crate, which could be pull-
ed out as required. Each tray had nine
compartments and each of these was
assigned to an individual lobster. The
fish was packed in sea weed, which
was kept saturated with salt water all
the way across.

To do this it was necessary to carry
a stock of pure salt water for the lob-
ster, Mr. Cunningham says, is unable
to endure fresh water. The sea water
was put up -in airtight bottles and
opened only as used. At regular inter-
vals water was poured over the sea
weed and as the compartments had
perforations it drained through onto
the trays below. The fish were closely
watched and reached the Pacific in fine
condition.

Another necessity was to keep the
crates cool. For this purpose trays of
ice were fitted in and the temperature
kept at about 40 degrees., The waste
water from the ice was drained off
without being allowed to come in con-
tact with the fish,

The crates were four feet by four
feet and fifty-two inches high. An-
other precaution was taken to avoid
injury by the jolting of the cars, and

-rubber tubing was cut into convenient

lengths and placed under the cratea.
These gave sufficient to break the
jar of the car.

The fish recached Vancouver with
practically no loss. A few suffered in
making transfers in connection with
the planting of them, but 1,183 lobsters
were put in the ‘water in good shape.

‘These are from. eight to thirteen inches

in length, and there are somer bearing

«eggs which should hatch in the spring.

The prospects are therefore bright
for the trial shipment and the hope is
expressed that the fish may breed sat-
isfactorily in these waters and a lucra-
tive industry be created, ;

" YOUTHFUL MURDERERS.

Gunnjson, Col.,, April 18.—Fred Col-
lins, aged 17, and Edward Garver, aged
17, were convicted last night of the
murder of Louis Bruno near Crested,
Butte. Collins’ conviction is for the
first degree murder and a life sen-
tence was recommended. Garver is
found guilty of second degree murder
and in his case the jury recommended
clemency. The evidence showed that
the lads had fired on Bruno from am-
bush when he ran and had followed
him, shooting him down as he begged
for mercy and robbed him of $57. The
defence claimed that Collins is men-
tally unbalanced and that Garver did
no shooting.

IN MEMORIAM.

Tokio, April 18.—A memorial service
was held yesterday in the American
Episcopal cathedral in- honor of the
late Durham White Stevens, diplomatic
advisor of the Korean council of state,
who was recently assassinated at San
Francisco by a Korean zealot. The ser-
vice was attended by the entire diplo-
matic corps, and prominent residents
of Tokio and Yokohama. Representa-
tives of the imperial household were
also present. The church was crowded.

TORNADO SWEEPS
OVER TEXAS

FORT WORTH CUT OFF
FROM .COMMUNICATION

Lions Escape From Wrecked
Circus and Roam Through
Streets.

Fort Worth, Tex., April 18.—With
telephone, telegraph, and railway ser-
vice almost completely suspended.
Fort Worth was last night the centre
of the worst wind and rain storm that
hag raged over Texas in many years.
‘With two exceptions every railroad out
of this city was forced to annul trains
cwing to washouts and loss of bridges
and at midnight the telephone com-
pany reported all wires out of Fort
‘Worth lost.

Cleburn, 20 miles south, was struck
by & wind storm of tornado propor=
tions, followed by a torrential down-
pour of rain. Within 20 minutes after
the storm broke the two bayous that
run through Cleburn had left their
banks, floating five or six houses.

A circus whose tents were pitched in
the western portion of the city was
completely wrecked, two lions escaped
and prowled about the town for an
hour, throwing the people into a panic.
One canvassman was caught under
the wreckage of the main tent and
fatally injured.

The loss of the circus is estimated
at $25,000.

At Fort Worth the Trinity river be-
gan to rage at midnight and all avail-
able mien from the police force ferried
out to warn the people living in the
bottoms.

PARIS LOCKOUT ENDS.

Paris, April 18.—The lockout affect-
ing a great number of masons, brick-
layers and allied workmen, which be-
gan on April 4, came virtually to an
end yesterday. The men generally
came to terms with the contractors,
who have announced that work will
be resumed on April 21st.

ROUNDING UP NIGHT RIDERS.

Owenshoro, Ky., April 18.—Company

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SOLDIERS MuTINY
IN MAZATLAN

KILL THREE DURING
CAREER OF BLOODSHED

Twenty-five Escape From Bar-
racks Breaking Up Relig-
ious Feast.

San Francisco, April 18.—While al-
most the entire population of Mazat-
lan, Mexico, were participating in a
religious feast last Sunday, twenty-
five soliders broke out of the garrison
and began a wild career of cutting and
bloodshed. Within half an_ hour they
had killed two policemen and another
citizen, and had waylaid and robbed
three men in the outskirts of the city.

News of the mutiny was brought by
Louis Bradbury, a well known mining
man, who arrived here yesterday after-
noon on the steamer Assynia, which
left Mazatlan on the day the mutiny
occurred.

Governor Francisco Canedo, of Sin-
oloa, who was in the city, lost no time
in calling out the mounted district po-
lice, and fifty of them started in pur-
suit of the soldiers.

SOLDIER’S INSANE ACT.

London, Ont., April 18.—Sergt. Lloyd
was shot dead in the Wolseley bar-

THE DOUKHOBOR
LEADER ON COAST

Peter Verigin and Lieutenants
Seeking a Site for a
_Settlement.

Peter Verigin, the Doukhobors’ lead-
er, acconipdnied by Nicholas Zebouff
and Secretary S. Reibir, arrived here
from Veri#lg, Sask., which is the home
of the ‘sd¢iéty, Thursday night by the
Vancouver boat. and registered at the
Domiinon hotel, where they engaged a
large suite of rooms luxuriougly ap-
pointed, and ordered special sefvice to
be extended to them during their stay.
With the exception of newspaper men
the visitors saw no one and remained
in the seclusion of their apartments
until their departure up the coast yes-
terday morning.

Secretary Reibir, who acts as interpre-
ter for the party, gave out a statement
as to the reason of their visit to Van-
couver Island, and announced that
thé party are here to purchase land
for the formatidh of a new settlement.
The journey taken yesterday morning
is for the purpose of inspecting certain
lands which are thought likely to suit
the purposes of the community. They
will be absent from the city for a few
days only.

Mr. Reibir said that the sect to which
he belong had recently purchased a
tract of land comprising nearly 3,000
acres at Waterloo, in West Kootenay,
to which an advance body of settlers
will go out and settle, and if the ex-
periment is found to be satisfactory in
all probability other members will fol-
low In the train of the pioneers. The
same policy will, says Mr. Reibir, be
followed here if suitable land is ac-
quired at a satisfactory price. The un-
dertaking is being conducted with the
funds of the society, and no govern-
ment assistance is required by them.

He says that in Canada to-day there
are about 8000 members, and refer to
them ag harworking, Industrious peo-
ple, Referring to the recent advertise-
ment given the society by the few who

| travelled from Saskatchewan to Fort

William on foot and unclad, the secre-
tary says they are no longer members
of the community, but are madmen,
who separated themselves from the so-
ciety several years ago. He maintains
that the proceedings followed by these
men are not in accordance with the
religion of the Doukhobors, and re-
marked that any who come to Van-
couver Island will observe all the
Christian doctrines as far as appear-
ances are concerned, and will not par-
ade themselves in any other state than
the usual observances of modern civili-
zation,

He was unable to say at thé present
time how many of the people would
come here in the event of a settlement
being established on the Island, or to
give any accurate account of the size
of the proposed settlement,

The leader of the society, Peter Veri-
gin, is a fugitive from Russia. Several
years ago he was sent to Siberia by
the Russian government for disobey-
ing the laws of that country, After
serving twenty years in Siberia he
journeyed to Canada, where he was
shortly aftrewards nominated leader of
the society, He js. a man of over six
feet in height, and has a distinguish-
ed appearance and is a typical Rus-
sian.,

Pittsburg, Pa., April 18.—The whiten-
ed bones of a man were found in a fur-
nace of the Crucible Steel Company to-
day. None of the workmen are miss-
ing and it is believed some despondent
person committed swicide during a
change of crews early to-day.

TROOPS IN CONTROL
OF STRIKE SITUATION

Small Street Fights Are Still
Cropping Up in Ches-
ter, Pa.

Chester, Pa., April 18.—The state po-
lice who have been ordered here to
maintain order during the street car
strike appear to have the situation will
ir hand. Here and there occasional
small street fights take place, but
nothing approaching a riot has oc-
curred since the troops took charge.

The Chester Traction Company whose
men struck, because their wages had
been reduced ten per cent., did not
attempt a general resumption of traf-
fic during the forenoon. Up to 10
o’clock only one car had been sent out
and that went over the branch ex-
tending to Wilmington, Del. The car
was guarded to the Delaware state
line by the state police. It was not
interfered with but people along ths
route hooted the conductor and motor-
man.

TROOPS BOMBARD
KURDISH VILLAGES

BANDITS ARE INSPIRED
. BY RUSSIAN DEFEAT

Persian Authorities Lose Their
Heads—Anarchy Reigns
in District.

Tiflis, April 18.—The situation on the
Persian frontier ariging from the ac-
tivity of bands c¢f marauding Kurds
has not materially improved. The Per-
sian bandits retired into their moun-
tain fastnesses after their first suecess
against the Russians again concentrat-
ed in force yesterday and renewed
their attack against  Belesuvar. The
Russians countered with energy and
their artillery bombarded several vil-
lages in which the brigands had taken
shelter.

The Persian commander has issued
orders to wipe out the brigands.

DEADLY FUMES KILL
TACOMA DRUGGIST

Nitric Acid Explosion
Claim Five Other
Viectims.

Tacoma, April 17.—~The fumes of
nitric acid, a ten-gallon carboy of
which fluid exploded, killed Lester U,
Satterlee, one of the best known and
oldest drug men of Tacoma, and will
probably produce the death of Fire
Chief George McAlevy, Lieut. John
Covert, of chemical engine No, 1, of
the Tacoma fire department, and Frank
Harbin, fire truckmen. All these men
are battling for their lives with the
chances against the recovery of any.
Assistant Fire Chief Frank Lindsay
also is in a dangerous condition, and
Robert Gray, relief man at the fire de-
partment headquarters, is laid up in
the hospital. Others in a serious condi-
tion, but who will recover, are C, J.
Chamberlain, druggist, and Clyde Jen-
kins, fireman.

Accompanying the explosion of the
acid, which is commonly known asg
aqua fortis, there was a small fire in
the store room of the Crown drug store,
of which Mr. Satterlee is the principal
proprietor. A fire alarm was instantly
turned in, but in the mean time Sat-
terlee, with his partner Chamberlain,
and the drug clerks, rushed into the
store room and tried to put out the
flames. - The fumes of the acid nearly
overpowered them, and they were
obliged to desist.

With the fire department’s arrival
the fire was quickly disposed of, but
in doing so the firemen were obliged
to inhdle the deadly acid fumes. The
poison, however, did not make an im-
mediate impression, but in ‘the course
of an hour or so all who had inhaled
it became ill. The fire took place on
Wednesday morning, and it was so
small that it was hardly noticed at the

FIND WRECKAGE
NEAR CARMANAH

IT MAY HAVE DRIFTED
FROM OREGON COAST

P —

Shipping Men Are Not Inclined
to Believe in Recent
Disaster.

The finding of a large quantity of
wreckage, thrown up by a heavy gale
which raged along the West Co
Thursday, six miles east of Carma
was reported by Lightkeeper Dayiin
of Carmanah, in the following
gram last night:

“A quantity of wreckage has washed
ashore six miles east of Carmanah,
Two large boat chocks, about five feet
long, made of hardwood, with galvan-
ized hinges; three tin trunks; broken
part of sixth hatch, marked “port”’;
forward broken top-mast, evidently
that of a large ship, and a lot of
white painted lumber; a hardwood
tumbler rack six feet long; four 18-foot
oars; three broken parts of a vessel's
bitts, seven feet long and 18 inches
square, copper capper; a stern of a
small gig with no marks to identify it,
all washed ashore last night. It looks
as if the wreck occurred recently.”

When the news was first received in
the city fears were felt that another
vessel had gone to its doom in Thurs-
day’s storm to add to the long list of
disasters which have given the West
Coast of this Island an unenviable rec-
ord. The statement made by Mr. Day-
kin to the effect that he believed the
wreck to have occurred recently, tend-
ed to confirm this belief, but shipping
men in the city to-day practically agree
that there is little probability that an-
other wreck has occurred.

The wreckage was found six miles
east of Carmanah, at the entrance to
the strait of Jaun de Fuca, and almost
opposite Tatoosh. At this point there
are several small settlements on the
shore of the Island, and had s wmenw--=
vessel driven ashore it v
been sighted either by
ashore or by the lookout .

a' succeeding dispatch, to the ' effect
that 'he had not observed any vessel in
distress, or unusually close in to shore,
make it almost impossible that a dis-
aster has taken place on the coast of
Vancouver Island,

Capt. J. G. Cox, local agent for
Lloyd’'s, expressed the opinion that the
wreckage had been carried north from
the hulls of the wrecked sailing ves-
sels, Galena and Peter Iredale, which
are ashore on the Oregon coast.

‘““The British barque Galena went
ashore north of the Columbia river in
November, 1906,”" said Capt, Cox, “but
was in excellent condition up to a
short time ago. The Peter Iredale also
went on the rocks north of the Colum-
bia about a year ago, and her hull was
intact up to a few months ‘ago. It ap-
pears to me that the wreckage found
on Thursday came from the hull of
one of these sailers, as they may have
broken up considerably durng the
storms this spring. From the position
where the wreckage was picked up I
should say that the chances of a recent
wreck having taken place fare rather
remote. But, of course,” added the
captain, “one can never tell.”

Capt Gaudin, marine agent here, and
Capt. Davigd Jones, of the marine de-
partment, in company with other ship-
ping men in the city, hold the same
views as Capt. Cox.

Owing to the wire between here and
Carmanah being broken in a heavy
wind storm last night, it has been im-
possible to gather any further particu-
lars from Lightkeeper Daykin.

When the D, G. 8. Quadra, which
leaves for Pachena with the new light
and stores for that point, during the
next few days, returns to port, she will
probably bring a quantity of the wreck-
age picked up which will be examined
here by Capt. Cox and Capt. Gaudin.
