Now, I would ask my hon, friend what
he moant by this? Ilo allegos that thess
pooplo, having exercised the right for mo
many years, fancied that they could claim it
by some priority of ocoupancy, butthat they
did not have the exclusive privilege they
imagined thay poassssad. I think my hon_
friend is well aware of tho fact, that I had
noobject in porscouting tho peopls of my
own Provines, I thought that wo wore deals
ing with them in a most benignant way, I
felt tho responsibility of introducing the
system which had provailed in Ontario and
Quchee, and I was propared to assume it.
In (874, the systom of licenses was adopt-
ed, whon I was told that in Quebeo pay-
ment had been made for some years at tho
rate of §1 por barrel for salmon taken, and
I could only in all houesty introduce the
policy into. New Brunawick. In one year
we issued lioenses to the numberof twenty-
five on the Restigoucho River, and it work-
od admirably, The peoplo were well satia-
fied. The next year I thought it botter to
continue the system beyond the Resti-
gouche, and the first duty imposed was 81
per barrel, I adopted the standard of my
hon. predeccssor. When this Onder in
Council was promulgated, delegations
oame and stated that the Fisherics were
voery much dopressed. I replicd at once
if tho roprosontations were made to the
hoad of the Department they would have
beon listoned to willingly, Tho tax was
reduced to 40 cents, not for New- Bruna-
wick alone, but also for Quebes,  Waoll, we
had potitions from the very fishermen of
the county which my hon, friond repro-
sents. Thoy stated distinetly they did
not objoct to pay the tax, and that it was
only fair they should contribute something
to the maint of this 1 h of the
public service, They kuow that a fish-
broeding ostablishment had boeen placed
on the Miramichi, and thoy stated they
wero prepared to pay their shave for ita
maintenance, I will quote their petition
as it is summarized in my lotter to the
hon. membor 1—

“I have roceived potitions from the
fishermen of Miramichi, couched in suit-
able and beeoming language, aml written
in a spirit which dues them groat crodis,
and gives ovidénce of there intelligonco
and respectability,  Differing from you,
they recoguizo the justice of the charge,and
express a willingnoss to contribute : to nse
their own languago—* Your petitioncrs are
not opposed to contribute their fair pro-

ortion of tho cost of maintaining the pro
tive and propagating organization and
ostablishmeuts of the rtinens,’ &c.
This seutiment is commondable, and merita
the approbation of every honest and right-
minded man. The Governmment ask $ho
fishermen to do no more ; and if they can
show that the tax is, uuder prosent eir.
cumstances, too high, 1 am quite lpmpmd
to, recommend a reduction ; and I may
here say that I think thoy have mads out
w goodd cage, and one that calls for a modi-
fication of the tax,”

Now, this was the apirit of the fishermen
when thy hon. friend cutered the county
and stirrod vp sedition among them and
preached rebellion,

Read it Cavefully.

We publish, on the first page in this
issue, the conelusion of the Fishery De-
bate in the Houwse of Commons last
winter. Last week we gave Mr. Mit-
chell’s Speech. It was somewhat long-
er than is the reply of Mr. Smith, the
Minister of Marine and Fisheries, and

There are one.or two points that are
especially interesting in the debate,
aside from the matter which isthe germ
of the whole controversy. One is that
Mr. Inspector Venning recommended
that the tax on Salmon be two dollars
per bbl., while the Minister made it
one dollarand afterwards reduced it to
forty cents. Another point is the state-
ment by Mr. Mitchell that the people
—that is, the fishermen-—did not know
that he was coming down to the County
last summer fo instrnct them in the
fishery matter. He also said “Ide-
clarc that I never induoced a single per-
son to get up in a meeting or influonced
them in any way”—again, he says, *‘I
excited no hestility to the powers that
be.” Dear, good Mr. Mitchell ! How
innocent he is of all the trouble raised
in this County at the timo of and after
his visit last summer !

Mr. Mitchell said in the Commons
that there was no appeal in the case of
Rose vs. Belyea, but at a challenge
from Sir John, Mr. Smith showed by
Law Reports—evidence that even Mr.
Mitchell dare not deny—that such ap-
peal had been made und the judgment
sustained against tho position he has
advised the fishermen to take in regard
to riparian rights.

The debate also proves clearly that
it was Mr. Mitchell himself who—with-
out even asking an order in Coumncil—
imposed a galmon tax of from fifty cents
to a dollar per bbl. on the fishermen of
Quebec. What is his reply? That he
was wrong but did not know it at the
time, and he says that his successor
should nothave followed hisexample ; —
A fine argument, ‘truly, fora gentleman
who assumes to be so well inforpred. on
such matters, and is now the great
champion of the new doctrine of fisher-
[mew's rights - The manner i which
‘Mr. Mii¢hsll's asscition that the taxes
on uets, weirs, etc., in Northumberland
prior to Confederation, were imposed
under County regulations, was used up,
shows how reckless he can bo in his
statements, and his discomfiture over
his next assertion : -that the taxes went
into the funds of - the Oounty, lots fur-
ther light in upon his entire disregard
for even written law and fact, when he
hopes there will be:novne- able to pin
him down to the truth by documentary
evidence. No wonder he was silent
when theso absurd statements were
scattered to the winds!

In recommending the fishermen to
carefully peruse the official report of the
Debate, wo will say no more, just now,
except to remark that there is quite a
difference between discussing the fishery
question in country halls and school
houses and in the Parliament of the Do-
minion.

;atcad of refusing to take out licences
and to pay the reduced taxes—reduced
at their own request, and upon their
statement that they were not opposed
to paying them—they should have made
known their claims by petition and
paid under protest. The question
would then have gone quietly and pro-
perly up to the Court, and if it were
shown that the Department had done
wrong in introducing the license system,
all the money paid would be refunded
and good fecling would exist all round.

We request the Il atchman to remem-
ber that we do not say the fishormen
ought not to seck to have their rights
established. We heartily wish their
claims were valid, so far a3 riparian
rights are concerned, but we have ex-
pressed our conviction that such rights
do not exist under our _laws, and even
if they do exist the fishermen’s course
in defying the regulations has been
wrong.

We regret that the Wedchman, in-
stead of discussing the merits of this
guestion, thinks it right to attribute
‘our position on it to unworthy motives.
We have nothing to gain aud much now
to lose in adhering to principle in the
matter, for we are well aware of the
fact that our views, however sound, are
not popular.

The route of this railway does not
follow a straight line across India. The
air line distance is only one thowsand
to eleven hundred miles, and trains,
going at only an average rapidity, would
not take three days to make it; but
this distance is increased at least one
third by the arc described by the rail-
way rising to Allahabad,in the northern
part of the peninsula. In short, these
arc the principal points of the route of
the Great Indian Peninsular Railway.
Leavingthe Island of Bombay, it crosses
Salcette, touches the main land oppo-
site Tannah, crosses the chain of the
Waestern Ghauts, runs to the northeast
as far as Burhampour, goes through
the nearly independent territory of
Bundelkund, rises as far as Alla-
habad, turns towards the east, meets
the Ganges at Benares, turns slightly
aside, and descending again to the
southeast by Burdivan and the French
town of Chand ‘.‘;éor, it reaches the
end of the route at Calcutta.
