Grave Robbing by Wholesale.

It often happens that mewspaper men
are obliged to do work which public offici-
als ought to perform, and as a rule they
generally succesd in any task they under-
take in the detective line. 'The New York
Herald gives an account of a most extra-
ordinary arrest, by newspaper men on 5th
inst., of a number of grave-robbers in
Philadelphia, as follows,—

The arrest of an organized gang of grave
robbers that has for a long time been sup-
plying corpses to the Jefferson Medica)
College in this city, was effected early this
morning. This gratifying result was not
brought ahout by the police or any private
detective bureau, but by five memBers of
the city staff of a local newspaper. It
appears that thesinfamous work has been
yoing on for nearly twenty years, and that
Lebanon Cemetary, where an average of
six interments occur daily, has scarcely a
body left in it. The sexton of the grave-
yard was in the conspiracy and he is
among the parties arrested. The men
were captured at the pistol’s mouth ax
they were driving from the cemetary,
Six bodies, four men and two women, weie
found in the shallow express wagon, cov*
ered merely with a tarpaulin. This wag-
won has been driven through the streets
with similar ghastly burdens for years at
suspiciously late hours of the night, but it
has never occurred tgusny policeman on
any beat along the four miles of streeta
traversed by the ghouls to stop the vehicle
aud examine its cc Ic is
proof of the superiority of earnest repor-
torial work over that done by the average
“‘detective” or policeman.

THE HEARING,

An immense crowd of people, mostly
negroes, congregated around Magistrate
Lennon’s office at the hearing of the case.
The accused were bro ‘ght into the office
by the rear door, however, and thus
escaped. The crush in the room was fear-
ful. The prisoners arraigned were:—
Frank McNamee, a prominent Eighth
ward politician, and the expressman to
Bryn Mawe, doing business in Sansome
street; Henry Pellett, a one-eyed white
man, express driver for McNamee; Robert
Chew, gravedigger at Lebanon Cemetary,
and Levy Chew, stableman, No. 933 Lom-
bard street. This man isin the employ
of TFoster, ‘undertaker at that place.
Andrew Mullen, better known as “Yank,”
is an employee of the United States Post
Office. He was arrested this morning and
paroled because he was on postal business.
He did not put in an appearance at the
bearing.

The tirst witness called was Louis N,
Megargee, city editor of the Press. He
testified as follows :—-I have seen all the
prisoners before —some last March, others
not until last night ; I stopped the wagon
on Passayunk road last night, and with
four reporters arrested the three men in
the wagon they drove; I took from Mec-
Namee two keys which fit the outer doors
of Jefferson Medical College ; he admitted
that he knew there were bodies in the
wagon. There was grave mud upon the
boots of all the men except McNamee,
This would seem to contirm the statement
that McNamee had not opened the graves
himself. Robert Chew, the sexton, wss
arrested at four o'clock this morning,
He was called to the door of his lodge in
the little church and arrested. He admit-
ted everything ; said that the robbery of
the graves had .been going on fer nine
years ; that bodies placed in the receiving
vault were almost invariably sold for
disseciion ; the books which we seized
show that grave D 134 had fifty-five
bodies baried in it.

William Henderson, an employe of
Pinkerton’s Detective Bureau, corroborat
ed the statement of the preceding witness.

Edward C. Howland, a reporter, also
detailed the incidents of the arrest. I
have seen these men, he said, taking
.bodies out of the cemetery before and
have followed them until they delivered

+h
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a couple of days ago.”

The two young men were aaid to be
medical students from Jefferson College;
and reflection on their remarks led to the
fear that ““Jim” had found on a dissecting
table a subsequent resting place to that
provided him in Lebanon Cemetery, By
an ingenious system of investigation it
was learned that as far back as twenty
years ago an old man, now dead, procured
bodies from Lebanon Cemetery for Jeffer-
son College, their transportation being
managed by a public carter, whose stand
for years was at Tenth and Market streets.
When he died his successor was found in
John Moyer, who kept a saloon at the
southwest corner of Tenth and Sansom
streets. Moyer did the hauling of several
loads of corpees, and then hada dispute
with the d trator of a y con-
cerning r He threatened ex-
posure, but the dispute was settled ang
Moyer quitted the business and until
recently was proprietor of a beer saloon/at
No. 1,523 Germantown avenue. Now he
is a bar-tender in New Yori.\-Wh% on
Germantown avenue two reporters, who
palmed themselves off as doctors, obtained
by skilful maneuvring from Moyer the
whole story of his connection with the
work, and also the admission that the
present resurrectionists were the three
people whose names are mentioned in the
warrant and who were captured last night.
He also told the reporters that Levy
Chew’s brother was the superintendent o
the graveyard down town, and that he
(Chew’s bruther) koew all about the
resurrection business, but did not take
any active part in it.

_SHADOWING THE CEMETERY.

On the infor thus an
elaborate investigation was inaugarated,
and the plans for the exposure completed
last night. The amateur detectives had
been steadily working since “*Jim” Wick’s
death, and the unguarded remark dropped
by the studeat in Dooner’s, led to specu-
lation and subsequeunt investigation. Re-
porters shadowed the graveyard ; Me.
Namee's stables, at No 924 Sansom street;
the saloons in the mneighborhood of the
college, No. 933 Lembard street, the resi-
dence of a colored undertaker by whom
Levy is' ordinarily employed, and other
places where it was likely important testi.
mony pointing toward the complicity of
the parties mentioned could be obtuined.
As far back as March and April last, suffi.
cient had been learned to establish the
guilt of these parties, but shortly after
the sessions of the college ceased, and it
was decided to suspend proceedings for a
time, 8o that the climax could be reached
when the ghastly work was resumed with
the reassembling of the college. This oc-
curred some time ago, and the investiga-
tion wasr d. It disclosed the
fact that the demand for dead bodies had
also begun again, and that the same
parties were engaged in the horrible husi-
ness,

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THE CAPTURE.

The culmination was reached Jast night.
The wen, shadowing McNamee's stable,
saw a wagon drive ont and away down
town. The word was passed to othersin
waiting, and five reporters, Mr. Megargee
and Detective Henderson, jumped intoa
couple of carriages in waiting and rode to
Passynnk Road and Broad street. At
eleven o’clock this point was reached an1
the party walked up the avenue. They
were all armegd with revolvers, aund after
a short time Jeparated in two parties of
three one ou eacb side of the roadway.
A wagon dréve out of the cemetery and
dashed down the roadway. The leader of
the investigators stepped into the mlddle
of the street and cried to the driver :—

‘“‘Hold on ! 1 want to see you.”

‘“Peering into the waggon, which pul.
led up, he saw the dusky featares of Levy
Chew, and levelling a pistol at the three
men he commanded them to drop the lines
or he would shoot. Inthe meautime his
companions had gathered round the wag-
on, each with his pistol pointed at the
occupants. They saw themselves com.
pletely hemuned in and surrendered. Pellet
and McNamee were handcuffed together
aud placed in one of the hacks along with
Henderson and Megargee. Chew oc-
cupied the other, with two reporters as
his guards, while the wagon, which was
found to contain the bodies, of six stal-
wart negroes, was taken in charge by the
two remaining pursuers. Tne load was
driven to a Sansom street stable, while
the three prisoners were conveyed to places
of safety. '

vires—a less accurate wmode of attaining
the same object, bu' requiring no
special apparatus.

Many observers noticed the phen
ymenon which was first seen at the
rransit of 1874, the appearance of a
«ing of light encircling the planet be-
vre it had completely entered npon the
ain’s disk. This was undoubtedly
:ansed by the refrsction of the sola:
light by the planet’s atmosphere. Thi~
ring.was seen at the ingress and the
sgress and was visible for several mii -
utes. In afew cases the attempt was
made to give the time of this visibility,
from which a more exact hnowledg:
can be obtained of the density of the
stmosphere of the planet than was be
fore attainable. Other observers saw
patches of light npon the dark disk of
he planet, supposed to be caused als:.
hy the refraction of the atmosphere
though in what way does not distinctly
a pear.

While disappointment pervades many
telegrams, frown places where clond:
vrevented ubservation, it is gratifying
fo note that at the more importam
points the observations are regarded by
the vbservers themselves as satisfactory.

Protection in the United States.

The importance of recent democratic
victories in the United States, in thei
bearing on the tariff question, ought to
ve realised in Canada as soun as possible.
Already, the monopolists over the line
are cryin ., out, but it is probable tha:
they will cry in vain. The people are
hecoming alive to the true bearing o
the high protective system, and the
non-party press is dealing well-directed
blows on the doomed iuniquity.

We have, uufortunately, a surplus f au-
other article—the genus politician aud the
species “‘jubber.” We nave suffered from
tucse aliost from the foundation of the
government and we are suff ring from
them now. We find them devouring the
profits of industry 1m patiosal, state and
municipal goveruwent, in every novk and
coruer of the country.

Herein are
given the statistics of all the manufactur-
‘ng industries of the country (excepting
vas), including *‘the number of hands em-
ployed, the amount of wages paid, the
value of materials used and the value of
the products for all the establishments of
manufacturing industry in each of the
States and Territories, as returned at the
census ef 1880.”

The protectionists having had full swing
during the decade nnder con~ideration we
1ouk to find, of course, a most salix-factory
and liberal outlay in the way of wages to
operatives, as set forth in this document.
The average number of hands employe:
is 2,738,950 in 233,840 establishweunts ;
the amount of wages paid is §947,919,674.
Dividing one by the other we find the net
average anunal wages of our wanufuctur
g operatives to be $346.08.

Less than a dollar aday !

And when it is considered that this in
cludes all those skilled operatives who are
paid high wages it may be imnagined that
the rank and file are not very well equipped
tinaucially for their struggle with hfe—
house rent, food, clothing, fuel, light—al}
to be supplied from much less than a dollar
adav. -

And it need not be supposed that this
exhibit occurs on account of the employ-
ment of women aund children, the fact be
ing that these form ouly twenty-six per
cent of the whole numbwr of operatives.
The figures are:—Males above sixteen
years, 2,025.279; females above tifteen
years, 231,763 ; children and youths, 181,
918. This statement shows that the en
ormous gratuity which is given every day
by the protective tariff to the manufact-
urers goes into their own pockets , while
the operatives are ground Jdown tothe low-
est possible wage. As the protective
tax comes also out of the pockets of these
very operatives the rascally circle is com.
plete.. But this is not the worst of it, for
an’ tion of the of 1870
makes the fullowing showing : In that
year the number of hands employed in
manufactures was 2,053,996 and the am-
wunt of wages was $775,584,343 an average
annual wage of $377 64, or $31 56 more !
thanin 1880. Sothatthe poor wages of the
laboring man employed in our munafact-
vring establishments have actually de-
clined in the ten yeats to the amount of
$31 56 each, or more than eight per cent.
Aad all of this leads to the suggestion
that while the laburing classes are being
humbugged .y the manufacturers int the
belief that all their troubles ori inate in

. to have daunted a less resnlute man,

as insolently as the slave owner of a quar-
ter of a century ago dictated to the party
then in power.

Death of Sir Hugh Allan.

The death of Sir Hugh Allan, which
took place in Edinburgh somewhat sud-
denly, will be learned with surprise and
general regret. Although he had passed
the age of three score and ten, he was still
hale, hearty, full of enerzy and enterprise
and seemed to have many years of life and
usefulness left to him. During the past
summer, he visited Manitoha and the
Northweet, in which he had large invest.
ments, and in whose well assured future,
hetonk an active interest.

Sir Hugh was a nativé of Scotland, but
left his native land when quite a young
man and took up his residence in Montreal.
He early developed a strong taste for
shipping enterprises, and became a partner
in a firm in Moutreal wh:ch owned ships.
At this period steam navigation was in its
infancy, and Montreal not of much ac
count as a seaport. Mr. Allan resolved
to establish a line of steamers from Mont-
real to Great Britain, and, with the aid of
his brothers in Glasgow, succeeded in ac-
complishing that olject, the line being
subsidized by the Canadian Government.
This line was at first very unfortunate
and lost a number of vessels, the ill-luck
which seemed to follow it being sufficient

Smeltborough.

The sudden rise and rapid growth of
western cities, towns and villages is pro-
verbial. A while ago the cieation and
organization of a full-fledged town ina
month or two seemed to be possible only
in the mining or oil regions of the United
States. but Canada has now taken np the
buciness and new towns are chasiug the
Pacific Railway contractors beyond the
lakes and along the prairies to the foot of
the “Rockies.” It was ouly the other
day that we published a description of
ready-made houses, which were built in
sections in Ottawa and shipped west, to
be set nup on the “woodless, everlasting
prairie plane,” but we then had no idea
that here, on the Miramichi, we could do
more in a given time in village-planting
than tley have yet shown themselves
capuble of doing in either the Western
States or Canada. The builders of the
mushroomn towns in mining and oil dis.
tricts, or along the Canadian Pacitic Rail-
way, have always had a very essential
element, viz., solid ground, to start upon}
but, ou the Miramichi. we have now

LaiC many a heavy load on thee—
because the dwellers of Smeltborough
eschew the ponderous style of structure
and build not even upon the earth. Less
thau a fortnight siuce we passed over the
site of the village in a steamer and lust
week the ice covered it. Then, teams be-
gan to move from different poiuts and the
place took form. The Ottawa process of
ready-made house building was too slow
for the citizen of this active and enter
prising place. When he staked out his
claim he had his house all ready. He
“unloadea” it from sled and was
ready for business. It might be on y six
by eight or eight by ten feet and high
enough to barely staud erect in,but it was
there and would remain unless a heavy
rain or spell of soft weather melted its
foundatious away. It required no putting
together. Its sheet-iron flue, proportion-
ed to its contracted dimeusions, indicated
that it was a human habitation, otherwise
it might almost be taken for an empty
packing case roofed over to keep it from
filling with snow. There is an evident
“absence of definite plan about Smelthor,
ough. The streets are very wide and the
back yards ample. L ke Washington, it is
A PLACE OF ‘‘MAGNIFICANT DISTANCES.”
The houses are not numbered, nor are
there any sidewalks. 1f a resident finds
a neighbor particularly congenial he can
haul his house up as close as he pleases so
that visits may be conveniently exchanged,
but as everyone is very busy and general-
ly very tiied, there is not much time de-
votedito sucial iutercourse ; therefore the
houses are seldom closer than within hail-
ing distance of each other. The absence
of order ‘n the laying out of the village
rend:rs it not very easy for a stianger to
find any particular resident, without local
aid, and on visiting the place we were re-
minded of Senator Nott's search for
Duluth, on the Railway company’s map,
when he declared that he did not know
whe ther it was in any particular spot or
jurt lying around loose. Judging the
<cattered village by the size and weight of
the buildings composing it, one is led to
the belief that when

SMALL HOUSES, BUT BIG HEARTS.
If the hounses are smail, however, they
are comfortable, and their stove and side
hunks are suggestive of a certain amount
of comfort amnd the blizzard-like windx
that sweep over the ice in this rigorous
climate. The half hundred of them that
shelter the handred and tifty men en
gaged in the smelt fishery in their vicinity
are all ¢ ntres of hosp:tality, and vo visit-
ie to the v'llage need fear that when he
se« ks shelter or refreshment, should he
need either or both, he waill tind the latch
string pulled in.
Uunlike many other fishing villages, one
can pass through Sm:ltborough without
being reminded by his nose that dead fishs
even in fragmehts, possess a most repelling
strength. Smelts and tom-cods lie in
piles ready to be handled, the former for
the market and the latter to beeither con-
veyed to land for pig-feed or frozem into
the river ice with th: successive snow-falls
of the winter. Ton upon ton of these
tom-cods, or frost tish, which are really
excellent food, go to waste every winter,
aud when one realizes how they would be
appreciated by the large class in every city
who can barely afford to keep starvation
off for the winter, he can imagine what a
favorite resort Smeltborough would be if
it were not so far from New York, Boston,
Montreal, Qnebec, or even St. John. The
low temperature freezes the fi<h almost as
soon as they are caught, aud instead of
toere being any offensive effluvia, there
is something in the air suggestive of
cucumbers which leads to the theory that
if codfish feedn the sea cherry, the smelts
revel in marine cacumber beds beyond the
ken of the wisest fisherman, The em-
ployments of the villagers are not varied,
their daly round of expericnces being as
monotouous as the dead level on which
they have located themselves. There isa
maximum of work and that, together with
the low temperature creates appetites
which result in 2 maximum of eating.

A SUBSTITUTE FOR WHISKEY.

A stingy fellow had a look into two or
three of the houses of Smeltborough the
other day, and said there was ‘“‘an awful
waste going —that the men were “just
destroying food.” If he was able to
work as they do and engaged with
them in operating three or four
smelt nets every hour, he woull un-
derstand that a good deal of fucl was
needed to keep steam up against the pre-
vailing low temperature. Those haidy
toilers know that they need an extra
st imulant and they take it in the form of
food, not because of the example set them
in the older towns—nearer the centres of
a more advauced civil zition—but their
experience is against enuervation which
follows hard work accompanied by hard
drinking. There are few mushroom
“towns” in the \West that can boaxt of
tifty ‘‘~han‘ies” without a *‘gin mill” so,
in this respect, Smelthorough is a model
HOW THE SMELT IS CAUGHT.

This village is important on account of

supply of the United States and Canadian
markets. Tnose who enjoy the dainty
smelt so far away have litt'e idea of the
toil involved in his capture. It is an em-
ployment requiring the exerci<e of much
boudily strength aud an indifference to
wet and cold, together with an amount of
patience and perseverance sufficient to
maintain the most unwavering faith. In
fact, there has always been more or less
anilogy between faith and tishing, and it
is not to be wondered at that tishermen
played so prominent a part in laying the
foundations of the hizhest and most sub-
lime faith of our poor humanity. On Mon-
day last the writer saw a truck-sled with
two empty packing cases secured to it with
ropes and was told by the driver that he
was hw ing smelts to town. A passage
was quickly

from. At each corner there is a yoke or
hoop, similar to a boat’s mast-hoop, two
of wbich run on each of the vertical pick-
ets. A small rope is attached to the
bottom corner on each side for the pur-
pose of hauling the net up, and the *rig” is
complete. In setting the net, a man at
each corner (two men do the work much
easier, however) places the crotched end
of a pole a little longer than the depth of
water over the rope against the yoke or
hoop of the lower part of the mouth and
the net is thrust downward, until the
lower side of the mouth rests on, or very
uear, the bottom, while the upper side re-
mains from ten to sixteen feet above, the
width varying from twenty to twenty-five
feet. The bag of the net is distended by
the tide-current which, at full and new
moon tides, especially, bears largwuanli
ties of smelts and the inevitable tom-cod
with it. These drift, rather than swim,
into the yawning mouth of the net and
as they seem to lack the instinct orenergy
vet is drawn up. The haul-up line, being
attached to the lower coruers of the mnet
on each side, closes the mouth as a first
operation and taen brings it to the surface
in the hole. The bag is then hauled out
by hand and if the catch is an average it
is dragged a few feet from the hole and
turned out on the ice; if however it is
very heavy it caunot be lifted and the
fish are taken out with dip-nets. The
catch runs from nothing to as high as two
or three tona a haul, though two hundred
weight of smelts to a haul is considered
large.

PREPARING FOR MARKFT.

As soon as the fish are emptied, dancing
with life and their new sensations, upon
the ice they are spread in as thin a layer
as possible, 80 that the smelts may be
separated from the tom-cods, This, as
well as the =preading, is done with the
ordinary hay rake, or ag near a substitute
for it as possible. The thinner the smelts
are spread the quicker and straighter they
freeze, and it is very necessary that they
should die and freeze straight, otherwise

stowag:” in the packing. If the catch 1s
large the fishermen sell in bnlk. That is,
the shippers take the fish off the ice, the
catchers having no tronble with them
after separating them from the refuse fish.
When disposed of in this way they are
shovelled into bairels or boxes and hauled
ashore where they are stored up or im.
mediately packed.
In packing, two culls, are made. The
largest, averacing about ten to the pound,
are called ‘‘extras” and the other market-
able sizes are generally marked, simply,
‘“‘smelts.” The prices depend very much
upon the handling. When the fish are
bought in bulk as they lie on the ice the
ruling price (this season’s) is fiom a cent
toa cent and a half perlb. Extras are
worth five cents a pound, the seller, of
course, doing the culling and packing and
providing the boxes. Boxed smelts—
boxed and ready to be forwarded—are
worth two cents aud upwards. These
prices may change any moment, but the
tendency, at prescnt, seems to be upward.
SHIPPING SMELTS,
The larger operators have storehou:e:
epecially built for receiving, packing and
warehonsing the supply and they have,
this winter, ¢o far, worked harmoniously
in regulating the export so as to prevent
the New Yok and Bosten markets from
being overstocked. They ship by the car-
load of ten tens, and it takes the tish
about four days to reach New York and
ten or twelve hours less for Boston. If
the smelts are well packed in hard
weather and placed in the cars in that con-
Jdition they might be run to the Southern
States in good condition if bulk were not
Lroken bu, Buston and New York appear
to be the chief distributing points aud
consignments by the carload are seldom
made from the Miramichibeyoud New Yoi k.
As many as ten thousand boxes of smelts
have been shipped from the Miramichi in
a week —-but not this season, for our ship
pers are learning wisdom by their experi-
ences of the past—and it will, therefore,
be readily nuderstood that the box shook
business is not a small-one by any means.
Several milling establishments are engaged
in it ard this branch of the business, in its
several departments, employs a large nom-
ber of haunds,

Of course, Smelthorough is the largest
of the ephemeral villages which are creat-
ed around our shores by the smelt trade,
but there are many others whose rise and
disappearance are régulated by the winter
visits of the smelt to our tidal rivers.

MISCELLANEOUS,

their work so cleverly as to escape detec
tion, Two or three nets have been trozen
in. at Sweltborough this ' scason. They
were hauled up on Natarday night aund
alluwed to drift out with the tide uunder
the ice which, in the process of freezing
eaught them. When uets thus bchu;
embedded it costs almost as much to clea
them as to obtain new ones. The usuai
process is to cut the ice vut in one piece
the size of the net, turn it upside down,
bapl iv out on the solid ice and then cut
the net clear. The tediousness of such a
joh cau be easily imagined.
.. Sometimes the fishermen slip into the
net holes, but they do unot seem to miud
it ‘muchk especially if they are making
good hauls, for they cannot haul their
nets without getting more or less wet,
and a good ducking on a cold day 1s not
therefore, lovked upon as acalamity.
Thus far, this seaton, the fishing has
been a good avernge, and as there is
about as much money in it as in the
salmon fishing of the river,while its bene-
fits are mueh more widely diffused, every
one will wish that the dwellers in Smelt.

To save the little money it would
cost to put a rail on. Of course I am
presuming that the specification from
which the bridge is built shows no rail.
L do not, for one moment, suppose that the
contractor would perpetrate sach &
barefaced wrong on the people as to allow
the bridge to remain in such a dangerous
state,s0 long after it was to have been fin-
ished ; nor do I think the Government in
spector would allow such a thing if the
specification called for it, so therefore, I
conclude there is no rail mentioned in it.
Since writing the above I have bien in-
formed that the contractors, moved by the
entreaties of thuse who narrowly escaped
going over, had put the rail on, and I ac-
cordingly paid the Bridge a visit to see if
I was correctly informed. 7 saw the rail,
1t will be interesting to watch the reports
pext winter and find out how much extra
the contractor received for patting on
that rail. I should judge it wonld cost
about 50 ccnts. It extends along abouy
15 feet of the centre, having both ends
exposed. The wood used m its construc-

G orge Brann, the: foreman of Jackson's
logging camp on the Skagit river, lately
cut onme tree from which were sawn
two logs of 32 and 26, and two
of 30 feet, in all 118 feet in length.
The top of the tree measured 61 inches
across. The entire log scaled about 24,-
000 feet. As Mr. Brann said, *That is
like raising 100 bushels of wheat to the
acre,” which they do on the tide-flats just
below his camp. But all trees here are
exceptioual in size, height aud symmetry.
lhey make the finest possible spars and
masts.  Firs 250 feet high, pines 150 feet
and cedars 100 feet are met with in any
woodiand walk along a logging trail.
Shipbuilding as a natural result, is a
geat industry. The ship-carpenter at
Blakely told me as he left that he was
just completing his fortieth vessel. He
informed me also that the first saw miil
in this vicinity was erected at Seattle in
1853. It wounld cut about 5000 feet per
day. Now there are eighteen mills, in
auny one of which the pioneer would be
lost. Think of the thick forests—trees
crowded together as cluse as they can
grow—aud right on the shores of the
Sound or its tributary waters. these shores
generally sloping so as to make the most
facile of logways ; countless roadsteads
and sheltered harbors ; a climate never
too cold to work. although ssmetimes
too wet. then the waters of the Nound for
log roads themselves, when a steam launch
can pull a raft anywhere, and one can see
why this industry grows so. Where else
do conditions as favorable exist ?

The lumber business is not carried on
here as it is in the interior or the east.
There are no lumber yards supplied from
the mills. Tue mills themselves distri-
bute the lumber. Many of them have
planing machiues and elaborate machinery
on the ground floor beneath the saws,
where they manuficture dressed lumber,
flooring, cziling, ete. Factories of barrels,
p-ils, etc., gronp around them, subsisting
on what would be refuse. A unique
estab ishment is that of Stetson & Poxt, in
Seattle, where house trimmings, doors:
sashes, blinds and mouldings, are manu-
factured in connection with a saw mill,
There is .great profit in this business.
These gentlemen have made $100,000,
starting with $1500 five years ago;
bat they are hard working men, prac-
tical mechanics and understand their
business thorough! . The profit in ex-
porting is not less, but of course requires
greater capital. The ships carry an aver-
age of 500,0C0 feet every five to eight
weeks at a profit, as near as I can average
it, of $2673 per trip. All of the saw mill
proprietuis are wealthy. They are, for
the most part, atiractet to the sceues
where their wealth h:s been made, and
