Are The Jews Returning to Palestine?
In the Missionary Review of the World
Rev H H Jessup of Beirut, Syria, con-
siders the subject of the number of Jews
in Palestine He answers with an em-
phatic ‘“No’’ the question, ‘‘Is it true
that the Jews are flocking back to the
land of their fathers by thousands and
tens of thousands, and that soon they
will take possession of Canaan, restore
their kingdom and rebuild their temple?’’
Dr Jessup gives consular statistics to
show that in 1891 there were in Palestine
proper only 45,0381 Jews The Jews of
Palestine are largely supported by the
European rabbis’ fund, receiving house
rent and weekly rations from the com-
mon fund, thus encouraged in habits of
idleness. The Rothschild colonies are con-
ducted on the same pauperizing system.
In 1893 Mr, Jessup visited two of the col-
onies, finding the first an unthrifty and
forlorn affair, the colonists looking sickly
and dejected. Thé second colony had a
splendid agricultural site, but lies on the
margin of the most pestilential marsh in
Palestine. He says: ‘‘The wholé impres-
sion made upon an observer with regard
to these Jewish colonies is that they are
forced, unnatural and® of doubtful suc-
cess. The pauperizing system which had
made Jerusalem a great almshouse tends
to demoralize the whole system of Pales-
tine oolonization, The entire scheme
seems to be a kind of fad, which is being
pursued with a special object, having
none of the elements which made the old
Phoenician colonies and the modern An-
glo-Saxon colonies successful.’’

As to the fuire of the Jewish people,
Dr. Jessup has this to say:—

*1. The trend of Jewish migration at
the present is westward, and further than
ever from the old land of Israel There
are about four times as many “Jews now
in New York City as there are in the
whole of Palestine. Tens of thousands
are going to the Argentine Republic in
South Amerjca, They seem to be more
and more torn loose from territorial at-
tachments, and the great future of the
Jewish race seems to be about to be
wrought out in the free air of America.
2 The return of the Jews is to be a
spiritual return to Christ, their Messiah
and Lord The marvelous prophecies of
Ezekiel, 40 to 48, clothed in priestly lan-
guage and figures which speak of a read-
justment of the configuration of Pales-
tine, of a temple a mile square, and a
special sacred ‘oblation’ or temple area
fifty miles squape, clearly refer in splen-
did imagery to the future glorjes of the
Church of Jesus Christ, and the ‘waters’
flowing from beneath the sanctuary point
to the life-giving streams of the Gospel
dispensation, which are destined to vital-
ize and bless all mankind A literal ful-
fillment of thoseextraordinary prophecies
18 manifestly physically impossible with-
out the most stupendous miracle ever per-
formed

MOTH ACCUSED OF MURDER.

Singular Defense Advanced To Exculpate
An Accused Prince,

Recent murder mysterjes serve to recall
that of Princess Caravella, a singularly
lovely woman, who met with a violent
death at Naples.

The princess had been entertaining a
party of friends at dinmer at the Cara-
vella palace, pnd as she had promised to
attend a ball toward midnight she went
to her bedroom to lie down for a few
minutes’ rest to refresh herself for the
dance,

At 11 o'clock her maid entered the
room to awaken her, whereupon the
princess asked her to return a little later,
and twenty minutes afteyward, when she
returned, the girl found her mistress still
lying on her bed with scarcely a muscle
of the face changed, but stone dead, with
the mark of a tiny bullet in the reglon
of the heart,

The maid’s shrieks quickly brought
the prince and the whole household o
the room, and within ten minutes the
judicial and police authorities arrived.
It was clear that no stranger had fired

e

s

on the third floor, and no one had ¢n
tered the gutes of the palace between the
hour of 10 and midnight.
At length the prince was arrested on
charge of having murdered his wile with
the little pistol which lay by her side an
the table and one chamber of whish was
empty, color being lent to the accusation
by the fact that he was notoriously jeal-
ous.
His trial resulted in acquittal, partly in
oonsequence of an extraordinary pieco of
testimony which was produced in court
by one of the police officials. The story
he related was this:—
A couple of days after the murder, on
the removal of the seals from the doors
of the bedroom, he had madea careful in-
vestigation of the apartment and had
found on the floor by the bedside one of
those enormous night moths, the bodies
of which are almost as thick as a man's
thumb and which abound in Italy.
He declared that the moth's wings
were badly singed, as if it had flown
against the candle that stood on the ta-
ble by the bedside.
He produced the moth in court, and
then proceeded to point out to the judges
that some of the powder of the insect’s
wings was apparent onthe black ebony
and gold stock and tiigger of the little
revolver which had been found on the
table and with which the shooting had
been done.
He then called the attention of the
judges and jury to the phenomenal facil-
ity with which the trigger yielded, and
advanced the extraordinary argument
that the princess had been murdered by
the night moth, which, he alleged. must
have flown into the room, attracted by
the candle light, and falling with singad
wings onto the table had discharged the
revolver in the violence of its contortions.
A Wonderful Mempry.
An old Russian woman some time ago
made a great sensation in St Petersburg
by the display of wonderful feats of mem-
ory Irina Andrejewva Fedosova, the
woman in question, is 70 years of age,
and can neither read nor write, but
knows by heart over 19,000 legends, folk-
songs and poems. These she has rehearsed
at public recitals, which attracted audi-
ences representing the ‘‘best soclety” of
the Russian capital. A weiter describes
one of these recitals as full of picturesque
interest. ‘‘A little bent- figure appears,
hobbles on the platform, sits down on a
chair with hands folded and withered
face, quite expressionless. “Amid a hush
of expectation she begins to speak; then
her face brightens, her eyes open widely
and sparkle, while her volee grows clear
and penetrating She looks ten years
younger in her enthusiasm, as she halt
speaks, half sings, the legends of her
youth, tales of great wars, old fairy tales,
long-lost tragedies or tender love stories:
while the audience, carried away by her
strange magnetism, listens' spellbound,
laughs and weeps at her will.”” We can
well imagine that such an entertainment
has in it infinitely more of realistic charm
than any theatrical show ever put upou
the stage.—Leslie’s Weekly.

Miss Pullman’s Employment,

New Brunswick Politics.

The resignation by Hon, A. G. Blair
of the premiership and office * of
Attorney General of New Brunswick
took place on Thursday last, as the
ApvaNcE anticipated last week. As
we then stated, this left the Province
without a government. In accordance
with the recommendation of Mr. Blair,
His .Honor Lieutenant Governor
Fraser sent for Hon. Jas, Mitchell,
the late Provincial Secretary, and in-
trusted him with the duty of forming a
new government. In performing it
Premier Mitchell, who with the unani-
mious sanction of his late éolleagues
himeelf assumed the office of Attorney
General,requested Hon. L. J. Tweedie,
who had been Surveyor-General in the
retiring cabinet, to accept the Pro-
vincial Secretaryship. While disposed
to take that portfolio, betavse it was
n the way of promotion—being con-
sidered next to the position of premier

| —Mr. Tweedie asked time to com-

municate with such of his leading con-
stituents a8 he conld readily reach by
telegraph. By Friday forenoon, at an
early hour, he had received a large

“[oumber of messages, nearly all of which

adviéec[ his acceptance of the office.
The fuct that Hon. A. T. Dunn of St
John was, elected for the - position of
Surveyor-General, which Mr., Tweedie
‘had so ably and satisfactorily filled for
more than six years, went far to re-
concile North ‘Shore men to the
proposed change, for they felt that they
would receive fair treatment from Mr.
Dunn and that there would be no
material departure from the policy of
‘that importaut department under his
adminiscration of it. ’

It wasonly inthe offices of Attorney.
General, Provincial Secretary and
Sarveyor-General that any changes
were effected, so that the new govern-
ment was organized by noon oun Friday
and daly sworn in by the Lt. Governor
shortly before one o’clock on that day
a8 follows :—

Hon. James Mitchell,
Attorney-Geveral.

Premier and
Hoo. Lemuel J. Tweedie,
Seorstar;

Hon. %enryR. Emmerson, Chief Com-
missioner of Pablic Works. .

" The only member of the government
who is required, under the law, to seek
re-election, is Hon. Mr. Dunn, who
vacates his seat by the acceptance of
office, he not baving before held a port.
folio. The writ for an election in his
constituency—St. Joha County—is
issued, Nomination day is 28th
instant and polling August 4th.

The writ for the election in North-
umberland, to fill the vacancy caused
by the resignation of Mr. Robinson M.
P., which took place in January last,
is also issued. Nomination is to be on
Thursday, ' 30th instant, Allun A.
Davidson, Esq., of Newcastle, is select-
ed as the government vandidate, and it
does not seem probable that he will
have any opposition. Heisa son of
the late Hon, A. A. Davidson, who is
remembered as having been an efficient
and highly ‘esteemed representative
of the County in the Assembly
from 1874 until 1882 when he was
appoiated to the Legislative Council.
Mr. Davidson is, of course, an untried
man as & representative, but he has,
for a good while, been actively interest-
ed in the general politics of the country
and is fairly equipped by education, his
associations, experience and training for
public life. We hope that he will - be
returned without opposition, 80 that he
may go to the Legislature feeling that
while he will be in line with the great
majority ot his fellow-representatives
as a suppopter of the Government, he
will also be in an independent position
under « the suffrages of the whole
electorate ot the County.

There was a public reception of Premier
Mitchell at St. Stephen on Saturday
night on the arrival of the train, and a
bonefire at the public landing. Judge
Stevens, with the Mayor of St. Stepben
and other promineat persons met him at
the station with barouches and a torch-
Light procession with wusic escorted him
t> the curling rink, where an address was
presented, to which Hon. Mr. M.tchell
made the following reply :

I have to thank you sll most sincerely
for this cordial greeting and your expres
sions, and to thank the Hon. Judge
Steveus particularly. I feel it one of the
higtest compliments of my life that you
are here to voice this welcome. I regret
I am not able to speak 80 as to be heard
by all, but you who bear will understand
my appregiation. More than twenty
yearaugo [ came herea stranger. Youn
received me kindly and many honors
have been given me by yon, [ have done
my best to represent your interests
faithfully atall times, and if one can
judge by the feeling here, you aresats-
4ed. I have tried to work for the best
interests of the country and province., I
have not known party politics in pro-
vincia] affairs, but bave treated all alike.
As in the past, 80 shall [ do in the future
if I am spared. Mine is now a responsi-
ble position and I feel its responmibilities
and [ shall feel them more. I follow an
able man, for Hon. A. G. Blair is one
of the ablest wen iu Canads. If I can
fill the position as well and please the
people of the provivee as well as has Mr.
Blair, I will be pleased. Bo long as 1 am
leader of the government I will give
good, sound, honest, economical govern-
ment and, when I find I cannot do that,
T will get down and out. I have associated
with me gentlemen in whom I bave full
contidenge. They will aid me aud I am
proud and glad thap those men with
whom I have been associated for years
we-e satisfied that I am the man to lead

out which no successfol politicisn is
properly equipped. Mr. Tweedie is a
pative of Chatham and is 47 years old.
He was educated at a Presbyterian
college, studied law at Chathawm, and was
admitted to the bar of New Brunswick
in 1871. He sovon acquired an extensive
practice embracing all the North Shore
counties, and for many years has been
the recognized leader of the northern bar.
He was first elected to the legislature
from Northumberland in 1874, but on
appealing for re-election iu 1878 he waa
defeated. In the general election of 1886
he was again returned, and was re-elected
in 1890, 1892 and 1895. He entered the
Blair Government as Sarveyor-Genersl
after the election of 1890, and was re-
elected in the bye-election which fullowed
his abceptauce of office. As administrator
of the Crown Land department, Mr.
Tweedie has had no superior in the long
history of the office. He has been prompt,
sourteous and efficient in the discharge
of his official duties, and in the House
he isa powerful and popu’ar debater,
aggressive and ready st all times .to
vigorously defend either his department
or the geaeral policy of the guverhment.
His speeches are embellished by anecdotes
and quotations, and are always sure to
attract marked attention from the House
and galleries. Oan the stump he is one of
the most effective speakersin the political
-arens. Mr. Tweedie enjoys a large degree
of popularity wherever he is known, and
commands a stroug support in_his constit-
uency which, like Mr  Mitchell’s, sends a
full complement of supporters to the
ministry. Mr. Tweedie,also, like his new
leader, is a Presbyterian aud a Conserva-
tive, and is the head of a large and inter-
esting family, his wife being a well known
snd popular lady both at Chatham and
in this city, which she frequently visits
during” the legislative seasions. Mr.
Tweedie brings to his new office ripe
political experience, great energy and the
desiré to fairly and hones:ly perform his
dutier. We shall expect new interest to
be added to the budget debate with the
new secretary asits leader.”

Thote who enjoy the
confidence of the sevecal members  of
government know that the reports of
dissensions are entirely unfounded. The
envious and scand!e-making oppositioniats
think they create some capital for them-
selves by setting these unfounded rumors
afloat.

there any chance of the market holding
its firm position next year ! Or even the
early part of next year ! We are inclined
to think that this is doubtful, unless
shippers themselves t.ke the matter
vigorously and promptly in hand. There
in the fecling of over-production in the
air, We all know whut that means., A
single ill-advised sale, coupled with
pressure from abroad, is sufficient to send
things down with a report that would
echo from many paits. The market is
mosat sensitive, even under the present
buoyant conditions. Look, for instance,
at floorings, which as we know should in
natural events follow battens, what a
struggle it has been to keep them up, and
how near we have been this season on
more than one occasion to a fall. Deals
have, to be sure, improved, but very
gradually, and only thanks to shippers’
modecation. If we are to experience a
continuation of the present favouvrable
conditions, thippers will have tu guard
more closely than they are doing at
present against an over supply. Nobody
can tell whether the Continent will be
equally as eager to buy in 1897 as this
year. On this eide an unsuitable winter
for building would etop the stocks in the
yards from going iotq consumption. A
strike might at any momeut break out
that would have a depressive influence,
and mary other events might happen that
nobody can foresee. Oa the «ther hand
it is not tvo much to say that scores “of
new mills have been put up in the Baltic
within the last year or two, which - we
presnme are there to woik. Their sug-
mented production has not been filt to a
very great extent this year, as arrange-
ments for log supplies are invariably
-made for a year or wmore shead. It 18
next season that the iacreased output will
weigh on the consuming ‘markets. There
is another danger close at hand ; that

high quotations. Begin moderately an
work up gradually is the best advice we
can give. If buyers gain the impression
that aulimited supylies are to come for-
ward, and are, moreover, asked to pay
high figures for the opening contracts,
events will surely nut move so smoothly
as would be desiiable. But if prices are
moderate, and merchants fGnd that it will
pay thew to contract early for their chief
requirements, specifications may agsin be
reduced early in the new season, as was
the cyse this year. Ia the country tr:de
is sound, with an increasing demand for
timber.

A very interesting experiment was
made on April 17 last at Messrs. Menzel
& Company's paper and wood pulp
manufactery, at Elsenthal, in order to
ascerlain what was the shottest space of
time in which it was possible t> convert
the wood of a standing tree into paper,
and the latter intoa journal ready for
del.very. * This experiment is of extreme
importance, because it shows what rapid-
ity can be attained by the concurrence
of practical machines anl favorable
conditions.

Taree treas were felled in a forest near
the establishment at thiity-tive minutes
past seven in the presence of two of the
owners of the manufactory and a notary
whom they had called upon to certify as
to the autheaticity of the experiment.
These trees were carcied to the manufac-
tory, where they were cutinto pieces
12 ianches ia lsngth, which wore then
decorticited and split. Th~ wood thus
_prepared was afterward rasised by an
elevntor to the five defibrators of the
works. The wood pulp produced by
these machines was then put into ‘a vat,

apparent when it is explsined that the
‘Valleds’ is only 575 tonnage, carries merely
two small guuns, chiefly used for saluting
purposes, and is a pleasure craft in every
partioular, while the poor little ‘Savoy,’
which is but 184 toanage, is engaged ia
nothing more warlike at present than acting
as tender to the ‘Valleda,’ and transports
the six horses which M. Menier brought
from France and which he lands at various
points on the island when he desires to make
an inland visit to his property,

Of all preposterons and absard stories
that ever were placed in ciroulation,’
ssid M. Menier, ‘my reported assump-
tion of sole jurisdiction over the high
seas surrouading Anticosti is one of the
most senseless. Any person of ordinary
intelligence should koow that such a
thing is impossible for any individual to
contemplate serionsly. I doubt if thers
is a person in Canada who ds in the least
informed on the questions of the day but
who kaows that an individual has nothing
whatever to do with such matters and that
the government’s authority for a distance of
three miles is absolute,

‘Before I purchased Anticosti I made a
full investigation of the facts bearing upon
the proposed investment, and took the best
legsl advice. There was no necessity, how.
ever, for my askiog advice as to the question

where it was mixed with the ry
materials. This process tinished, the
liquid pulp was sent t> the paper machiue.
At thirty-four minutes past nine in the
mormng, the first sheet of paper was
finished. The entire manufacture had
thus consumed but one hour and fifty-
nine minutes. .

The owners of the manufactory, accom-
panied by the notary, theo todk a few
of the sheets to a printing office situated
at a distance of about two and a halt
miles from the works. At ten u'clock,
a copy of the printed journal was in the
hands of the party ; so that it had taken
two hours and twenty-tive minutes: to
convert the wood of a standing tree into
a journal ready for delivery.

It must be added that, during the
course of the manufacture, there occurred
s few iaterruptions which might be
avoided at another time, and that, in
the npinion of the two manufacturers,
had it not been for this, twenty minutes
might have been gained.—[Centralblatt fur
Oasterceich ungarische }Mapier Iudustrie.

HOW HE PROPOSES TO GOVERN HIS ISLAND.

A correspoudent of the New York
‘Herald,’ who has been visiting M. Meaier,
the pressnt owuer of Aauticosti, at Fox }.hy,
says: Ifound M. Meaier at Salmon River,
tweoty-four miles north of here, a foew days
ago, and as briefly set forth in a telegram
to the ‘Herald’ from Fux Bay at that time,
quickly learned that M. Menier had not
oaly never thought of questioning the au-
thoiity of the Government of Canadas, bat
had heard scarcely soything of the reports
concerntag him. Qa reaching the ‘anl?dn’
[ met M. Menier, who is sccompanied on
his visit to Anticosti by several friends from
Paris, quite ublivious of the seasation which
had beea caused by the widespread rumors
of his alleged high-banded acts and inten-
tions: I showed him despatches which have
heen published in the United States, as
well as printed comments upon his alleged
action, Cnief among these was an editorial
which appeared in a Now York paper on
Juoe 17 headed ‘A chocolste king's island.

Ia this article M. Menicr's reported as-
sumption of the OCauvadian Government’s
authority in forbidling tshing withia three
miles of the shores of Aaticosti was gravely
discussed aod the aesertion made with great
s-riousness that tbe governmnent nad withio
easy call from Aaticosti hall a dozen cruisers
which might be - used to oppose the yacht
«Vail:ds’ and the little freight ateamer
3avoy’ which comprise M. Menier’s ‘navy,’
in case that troubla should result from the
attempted  enforcement of M. ‘Menier’s
alluged order.

CAUSE OF MERRIMENT,

When I exhibited this article to M.
Menier, snd it had been ocarefully read,
roars of laughter came from himself and his
friends, among them beiog M. Robert
Eastache, M. Georgea Martiu of Paris, Mr.
L ‘0. Commettant, who is M. Menier’s
nanager, or ashe is termed, governor of
the islwnd, and De, J. Schumitt, who will
have charge of the medical service in Anti-
costi. The suggestion /that half a doz:n
armed vessels were prepared t>attack M.
Meniet’s yacht and his little freight steamer
was too much for their gravity.

BAD CHARACTERS NOT WANTED,

‘The report that I have forbidden cer.
tain persons to land on the Island of
Aaticosti is quite true, however. They
were tishermen from the neighborhood of
Gaspe, on the north shore, who had made
th lves objectionable while fishing at
the island and whose annoyance I do not
intend shall continue. - In this I am merely
exercising my right as owner of this
property. I do uob assume to have any
right which an owner—of property in the
United States or Canada does not also
possess, that of warning trespassers to keep
away, if Eso desire. My rights are the —
same as those of an owner of property in
the city of New York orin Quebec. Itf I
wish to allow them to land here I oan do
80; it not, they must not set foot on my
property. If they do they are trespassers
under the law aod can be legally ejected.

‘The Island of Anticosti‘ with its 340
miles of seaboad and 2,500,000 acres, must
be managed in & systematic sud proper
mapner if my plans for its development
ate to sucoeed. I have instituted some
improvements which are yet in their infancy,
and iotend to develope the island on &
large scale. To do this successfully things
must be managed in & businesslike msauner,
sad that is what I intend shall be done.
[ am anxious that the ivland shall be settled
by persons of an honest and industrious
class, and I intend that their rights shall
be fully protected, whils every inducement
will be given them to make their home on
the island. Without proper rales of govern.
ment this could not be done and only
disorder and failare would resnlt.

‘That the best results may be obtained
and with a view to the prosperity of the
settlers who may come here and for the
development of the island to the greatest
extent, I have had prepared a set of rules
sod regulations for the government of the
island, to which all who desire to settle
here must aubscribe. If they do not wish
to do sv they may remsin away. There is-
00 compulsion in the matter,

RULES FOR THE ISLAND,

@The Newcastle Shooting Affalr.
