STIERIFF'S ACCOUNTABILITY.

When we entered the House this morning, we
found that the House had just passed a resolntion,
moved by Mr. Beardsley, for an address to His Ex-
cellency, praying His Excellency to order the She-
rifi of Carleton to roake a return of all fines colleer:

Hon. Mr. Johnston decidedly opposed the mo-
fion - the matter had been fully discnssed. and the
facts therefore were suiticiently konown.
