British Taka Tranches.
London, Mar. 26.—The official report 

from British headquarters in France 
tonight reads:

"North of the Bapaume-Cambral 
read an enemy bombing attack on one 
of our positions in the neighborhood 
of Beaumetx-Les- Cambrai last night 
was successfully driven off. We Im­
proved our position west of Croisilles.

Neither the Allies nor those neutrals 
who have been going to and fro be­
tween Germany and their own coun­
tries since the beginning of the war 
have ever understood the Germans, 
and they never will, in the opinion of 
Mr. F. W. Hanson, who has lived in 
Germany more than forty years. For 
eleven months he was a prisoner in 
Ruhleben Camp. And he has been 
convinced from the beginning that 
reprisals on the part of the British 
government would have procured pro­
per treatment for her people; not. ot 
course brutal, but sensible reprisals.

For instance, there are 2,000 or 
more captive British soldiers in re­
prisal camps in Poland and Cour- 
land, leading a ghastly life, virtually 
slaves. Here, in the words of Mr. 
Hanson, is what he would do: —

“We have plenty of German sol­

Schools of all sorts 
for bombing, trench gunnery, bayonet 
fighting, training ln the attack have 
been organized in England and Prance, 
where these special tactics are taught 
with a thoroughness and learnt with 

that the Germans wellan eagerness 
might envy. It is a pity that full de­
tails cannot be given of their methods, 
for example, comprising a fair knowl­
edge of anatomy, by which bayonet 
fighting Is taught and practised, or of 
the extreme thoroughness of the prac­
tise and preparations for those trench 
raids which are putting the fear of 
God into the German. Or again, or 
the remarkable gymnastic system that 
has made men who had seemed hope­
lessly disabled, fighting fit again.

Method with unceasing effort has 
achieved with the British Army In 
two years what the Germans took 40 
years of peace to accomplish, and this 
effort does not remain steady, it) In­
creases continually. Twenty shells 
today mean twenty-five tomorrow and 
forty next week. There is a vast 
amount of raw material to be convert­
ed Into victory for ourselves and our 
Allies Our munition workers are 
drawn from every class of society, 
from professors to cycle repairers. The 
factories lack neither workers nor the 
stud for them to work with. Such 
has been the beginning of the move­
ment of war organization In Great 
Britain. It has not yet exhausted it­
self. On the contrary. It goes from 
strength to strength.

den from view.

Finally, the beginning of a 
municating trench was reached at the 
edge of a muddy road, on the other 
side of which is the remnant of a 
shot torn wood.

Trenches In Zigzag Line
A communicating trench is simply a 

ditch from three to four feet wide and 
from seven to nine feet deep, which 
runs to the front by a series of zig­
zags, which prevent the enemy from 
being able to fire down it.

In rainy weather it naturally col­
lects a gcod deal of water and mud. 
The French have largely overcome 
this by making narrow grating liter- ( 
ally by the mile, which is shipped : | 
from the rear in lengths of about six I 
feet.
