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IRISH REPUBLIC DENOUNCES

ALL MEMBERS OF DAIL

.Emphatically Declared That Republic Was Abandoned in
Dublin Before Delegates Crossed to London;  Says
Whole Dail Cabinet Went Into Boat of British Imper
ialism—Demand De Valera Make Known the Terms
Submitted by Him as Altemative—Vote Not Expected
on Treaty Before Tomorrow.

Dublin, Dec. 20-—At the close of today's session of the
Dail Eireann it was clear that a decision on the treaty would
not be taken before Thursday afternoon at the earliest;
some of the members were even of the opinion that ad-
journment over the Christmas holidays may be necessary,
among them Michael Collins.
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Arthur Griffith, head of the plenipotentiaries, and Eamon
De Valera, who is strongly opposing the treaty, are agreed,
however, that suspense would be bad for the'country. As
a matter of fact, judging by the attitude of the people of
Dublin, the whole country is fairly sick with uncertainty

and anxiety.
Against Closure,

It was made evident today that the

Report _ of the Independent
Audit of Dominion Finance
Dept. Most Satisfectory.

Ottawa, Dec. 20— (Canudian Press)
—8ir Henry Drayton, mnmcr,ot Fin.
ance, has recelved a “progress report
from the outside auditors who have
been at work for about nine months
now on an independent sudit of the
Department. Not only the Victory and
War Loan sccounts, but, also, the
whole system of Dominion book keep-
ing have been under review nnd ex-
amination, The report now received
asserts, amang other things, that the
proceeds of all the War and Victory
Loans since 1914, running into bil-
fons, have been entirely accounted for,

The work has been unier .as per
sonal supervision of George Edwards,
¥, C. A, C. B, B, of Messrs Edwards,
Morgan and Company, chartered ac:
countants. The loans included are pud-
le service loan, 1916, five per cent,
bond loan 1918, 5% per cent; ond
loan 1919, all payable in New York;
and the six domestic war and Victory
loan issnes, These loans involve an
aggregate of over $2,376,000,000,

Coupon Payments

Concurrently, the checking of intam
ost payments, which mow amount to
$140,000,000 snnually, has been taking
piace, Payments of coupon interest
on the New York loans have beaa com-
pletely investigated and reported upon,
it was this portion of andit which dia
closed over-payments of about $33,000,
resulting in a charge of theft against
a former official named Artz. The ex.
amination of the accounts, dealing
with the payment of coupon interest
on the domestic war and victory loans
s progressing, but mot yet complete
The auditors teport that the system
of tutrol and custody of coupons for
interest upon th Joans has been
adequate through and. thore ¢ no
sxpectation that any irrégularity such,
a8 was found in comnectipn with the
New York coupons, has nicurred.

Witnesses Tell of Necktie Parties, and of Privates Being
Shot at Dawn by Officers Without the Formality of
Trial—One Ordered to Sweep Stockyards With Tooth

Washington, Dec. 20—George H.
Taylor, of Philadelphis, who served|
with the United States army overseas,
told a Senate OCommittee, today, that
he saw with his own eyes twelve
United States soldlers hanged around
Is-Bur-Tille,. France, from April to
June, 1019, but was unable to say
whether any of them bad been con-
victed by Court Martial,

One of the soliders hanged, he de
clared, was tried assault on a
Frenoh girl, by a Ffench court mas-
tal at which one United States officer
was present. Taylor gave the name
of the soldier and said he was a ser-
geant from Detroit, Mich., but the
committee later decided to omit the
name from its records,

Robert A. Harrison, of Witmington,
N. C, testified that in 1917, he wit.
nestsed the lynching in #rance of a
soldier, _The vietlm was & Mexican
trom M7 Puso; or Fagle Pass, Texas,
who wa cliarged with s erime agalnat
& woman and tried.

“l1 was told that the man had to
be hanged to sive some officers from
being cashiered,” Harmison declared.
Through a pair of fleld glasses Har
rison sid, he saw the lynching in
which thirty men took part,

“It was a nice 1Mttle necktie party,”
he sadd “I saw the body later with a
rope around the neck”

Hard-Bolled Smith

Harrison told of another lynching
after the Armistice which he declared
wad direoted by “Hard Boiled Smith.
“Tve wriet of mine” sald Harriwon,
Ifting his left arm, was broken while
trying. to save myself from “Hard-
bolled Smith and a couple of ser
geants,”

The witness said he saw men taken
to the firing lime without gas masks
or guns, as & for mof punishment.

tion. The messages were read and dis
cussed by the sub-committee,

The Premier's message showed that
reservations, attached to acceptance
af the 175,000 capital ship tonnage, had
to do with *light cruisers, torpedo
boats and submarines. This has served
to dbring the conference to-a standstill
until the submarine issue can be solv-
ed, when the five power capital ship
agreement will be completed automat
foally. 1t is assumed the full naval com
mittee was called to lay out a pro-
gramme fior the discussion of submar
ines ahd anti-¢ubmarine craft, as the
two are interwoen in French and
British epinion.

This implies that the anxiliary craft
elements of the plan must be shapad
fnto agresment before the Conference
Committees can return to raiify the
capital ship agreement,

Submarine lssue

A direct step toward bringing up the
sgbmarine issne in its first phase—
the British proposal to abolish sub-
mersible warcraft entirely—was taken
during the day. The British delegation
asked that a plenary session of the
Conference be called, to permit the
presentation of their case against sul
marine. Probably such a session «ill
be held during the week, although a
date had not been announced tonight.

BRIAND SEES
* FRAUD IN NEW
GERMAN APPEAL

Suspects Sinister Motive of
Berlin in Declaring Nation
Insolvent.

Paris, Dec. 19—While Premier
Briand is reserving comment on Ger-
many's default of the reparations pay-
ment for his discussion with Premier
Lloyd George in London the coming
weoek, high officlal cirgles deciare
that it is known he will take the posi-
tion that Germah's attempt to declare
herseif bankrupt is fraudulent, and
that before any other question is con-
sidered steps must be taken to pre-
vent her avolding payments by the
simpie declaration that she is In-
svolent,

It is understood the Premier will
propose that the Supreme Council
consider what measures, exclusive of
further military ooccupation provided
for in the treaty of Versailles, are
most feasible and most likely to pro-
duce the desired resuits of improving
German finances and at the same
time assaring payments to the Allles,
Among these measures ig the appoint-
ment of a debt commission for Ger-
many, with power to take coutrol of
customs dautles, tax revenues agd rev-
enugs for monopolies, and administer
them, !

The treaty gives the Allies power
le take such measures as they see fit
in case Germany defaults. This is
held here to justify the setting up of
a4 separate autonomous state on the
left bank of the Hhine, which the
Allies might exploit' for the benefit
of reparations.

This, it is. pointed out, probably
would be decided upon only as a last
resort, the officials declaring that
France desired particula™y to avoid
any action that might be used as a
basis of complaints of imperialism,
and that for this réason the Ruhr
occupation was not considered among
the measures in view,

It is pointed out further in official
circles that kad the Wiesbaden agree-
mont been upheld by the Reparations
Commission, at least half the sum
due from Germany on January 15
would have been paid in kind, enabl-
ing her to meet the instalment fully.

The repjy of the Allied Reparations
Commissidn to the note of the Ger-
man Government announcing its in-
ability .to pay the next two repara-
tions instalments will be forwarded
to Berlin toaight by special courier,
The reply was a simple acknowledg-

The case Harry A. Mor-
rissey, charged with the theft of
Jewelry and other articles from His
Majesty's mails, was resumed in the
police court yesterday morning. The
evidence of witnesses was taken,,
‘after which the hearing was post.
poned until this morning at 10 o'clock.

Before the first pss was called,
the accused asked to allowed to
plead gullty. The magistrate
him that he was not on trial but that
the hearing was only preliminary for
the purpose of clearing up all the
facts before he could send the accused
up for trial.

LABOR WANTS
CHECKPLACEDON
IMMIGRATION

Congress Told Three Per Cent.
Basis Permits Undesirable
Competition With Ameri-

cans.

Washington, Dec. 20.—American or-
ganized Labor, as the class admitted
to be the most vitally affected by the
problem of immigration, has gone un-
reservedly on record as supporting the
proposed legislation suspending immi-
gration for a period of years. Bdegar
Wallace, a member of the Legislative
Ceuncil of the American Federation of
Labor, yesterday told the House Immi-
gration Committee, now holding hear-
ings on the subjest, that organized La-
bey  throughout the country viewed
with apprehension the continued influx
of aliens into the United States in a
time of industrial depression suzh as
tlie present.

“For every alien who comes into this
country and secures work, some Amer-
ican citizen is kept out of a job,” as-
serted Mr. Wallace. “Even under the
present 2 per cent law, the.steady
stream, of immigrants seeking labor
aggravates the unemployment situa-
tion.

The American Federation of Labor,
e said, favored complete suspension
of immigration until such time as the
industrial depression should be re-
lieved, and until the large number of
aliens already in the country could be
assimfilated.

Exceptions should be made in the
law, however, to provide for entry of|
immediate relatives and dependents of}
foreigners mow in the United States,
Mr. Wallace said. The advisability of
allowing this is hased both on humani-
tarian and economic considerations;
it prevents the breaking up of families,
and money for the support of depend-
ents, instead of being sent abroad,
would be spent in this country,

Mr. Wallace stressed the importance
of assimilating the large number of
aliens now in America, which could be
done more expeditiously if the stream
of immigration were stopped complete-
1y for a given period. In industrial cen-
tres especially., he said, foreigners at
present have little chance to become
Americanized,” because of their large
nambers and segregation. jt woull|

New York, Dec. 20—Trading on the
stock exchange today lapsed into the
dullness which usually marks the ap-
proach of . the holidays. Special and
secondary issues, with little public
following, were firm to strong, dut
high class investment shares moved
within contracted limits.

Bonds were heavy, all the Liberty
issues selling down from 70 cents to
about $1.25 per $100. Minimum quota-
tions represented reactions of $2 to
almost $4 from November high records.

The money market probably ac-
counted in part for those uncertain
tendencies. Call loans opened at 5%
per cent, the highest initial rate in
several weeks, subsequently advancing
to six per cent. Time funds were less
plentifal.

Exchange Rallies

Foreign exchanges made further ral
lies from last week's setback, a cin
cumstance attributed to latest advices
respecting Germany’s reparations pay-
ments, There were few other develop-
ments bearing evem remotely upon
market values.

Junior steels and equipments, motor
aocessories, food specialties and utili-
ties of the gas and power division
rose one to two and a half points.
Rails, oils, rubbers and tobaccos eased
almost to the same extent. Sales
amounted to 535,000 shares.

More price reductions in raw sugar
and other foodstuffs and prospects of
further downward revision of schedules
by indepemdent steel producers were
accepted as a logical resmlt of back-
ward conditions in these and kindred
industries.

Dealings in foreign remittances
were light aside from the demand for
British, French and Dutch bills. Ex-
cepting the Danish rate, which forfeit-
ed part of yesterday's substantial ad-
vance, all European currencies, includ.
ing German marks, showed a strong
undertone.

Various junior railway issues in the
bond list were strong, but the genera
trend was in keeping with the rever-
sal sustained by the liberty group.

000.

cane sugars, being more like the sugar
of milk, They have the nourishing
qualities but not the flavor and taste—
hence would not be so desirable as a
food for humans, but theoretically
‘hydrolized’ can be so used.”

Commissioner Dana has been inter-
ested in this subject ever since the ex-
perience began at Madison, Wis. The
sawdust 1s .converted into food by
treatment under pressure with dilute
sulphuriec acid, the cellunlose being
changed into sugar and becoming a
substitute for a considerable part of
the corn and barley fed to dairy cattle,
Cattle fed at the Madison Experi-
ment Station on food containing about
50 per cent of the “wood meal”™ kept up
their milk production and showed a
gain in weight and in butter fat pro
duction.

“Briefly the treatment of the sawdust
consists in converting the cellulose in
the wood imto various sugars by di-
gesting the sawdust with a dilute solu-
tion of sulpiuric acid under a steam
pressure of dgbout 120 pounds to the
square inch.’ The sugar solution pro-
duced by this treatment is then leached
out, and tha clear sugar solution evap-
orated to a thick molasses. This mo-
lasses is tiren mixed with the sawdust
esidue remaining after its treatment
and the mixture dried to a moisture

Believed Possible Under New
Programme.

Washington, D. C,, Dec, 20. — Under
the nrogn’sme now being worked out
by the Department of iculture the
two national forests in Alaska, it is es-
timated, can furnish perpet\uny‘ 2,000,
000 cords of pulp wood annually,
amounting to an equivalent of one-third
of the present annual consumption, the
Secretary states in his annual report
to the President. The repert com
tinyes:

“Two large sales have already beén
made and one small m#l erected, It is
confidently anticipated that extensive
development along these lines will take
place as soon as financial and indus
trial conditions become normal. The
problems of the forest administration
in Alaska are inseparably linked with
similar problems encountered in the
States, and an efficient, decentralized,
local administration has been estab.
