Waterbury, Conn., Feb. 5—Waterbury
hae asemmed a less warlike aspect this
evening than at any time since the mil-
itia took a hand in the control of affairs.

Montreal Creditor Gives His-
tory of Alleged Trans-
actions.

A “'CLEAN BREAST” MADE.

Komiensky Better Able to Pay 50
Cents on the Dollar Before Get-
ting Bail Than 35 Cents After-
wards--Witness Says One Man
Said He Was Paid $1,000 to Go
Bail for Komiensky.

Montreal, Feb. 4.—(Special)—Some in-
teresting evidence was given today in the
Komiensky conspiracy case, by Jacob Coh-
en, who 1s a creditor of the St. John man
for about $400. It was brought out dur-
ing the enquiry into the charge of con-
spiracy against Weiner, Hart and Web-
ber, as well as Komiensky. .

Cohen testified that the latter had made
a ‘“clean breast’ concerning the transac-
tion in which Weiner and Hart had re-
ceived §725. This amount he had been
paid for the bail furnished, and it had
been realized on $900 worth of goods from
the bankrupt stock. Webber and Sid-
man, of St. John, were the purchasers and
the former gave the proceeds to the Mon-
real bondsmen.

Cohen also swore that Komiensky said
he would have been better able to pay
50 cents on the dollar before his transac-
tion for his bail than 35 cents afterwards,
and that he had written to Weiner ask-
ing to offer the creditors 50 cents on the
doliar, but Cohen said so far as he knew,
such an offer had not been made. :

Komiensky admitted, Cohen said, that
lic had done wrong and asked him to help
him settle with the other creditors in
turn. Cohen said the would endeavor to
have a settlement if Komienszky would re-
cover the money pa‘d to Weiner and
Hart, and put it into the estate wnere it
belonged.

Cohen also said he did not bring about
the charge against Weiner and Webber
and had not been asked to contribute for
their prosecution, but thought in the in-
terests of the business community, they
should be prosecuted. .

‘Another witness examined was Myer
Rosenthal, who swore Weiner stated he
was paid $1,000 to go bail for Komiensky.
The witness also swore that Weiner had
threatened to have his brother, the man-
azer of the Strathcona Rubber Company,
arrested for perjury and sued for $10,000
domages for causing Komiensky’s arrest,
if he did not agree to compromise on basis
of insolvent’s offer. The counspiracy en-
quiry, which is arousing a great deal of in-
terest in Hebrew business cireles,, will be
resumed tomorrow before Judge Desnoyers.

BOUNTY PROPOSED OB
UNCLE SAM'S EX-SLAVES,

Bill Introducad in U.S. Sena‘e Yes-
terday Provides Pensions and
Bounty After 50 Years Old.

Washington, Feb. 4—Senator Hanna in-
troduced a bill today granting pensions
and bounties to all ex-<laves who were]
freed by the proclamation of President
Lincoln during the war of the rebellion.
[t provides that persons over 50 years
and less than 60, whether male or female,
shall receive a cash bounty of $100 and
monthly pension of $8 per month; persons
between 60 and 70 years old, a bounty
of $300 and a pension of $12 per month,
and persons over 70 years old a bounty
of £500 and a pension of §15 per month.
The bill also provides for the payment
of the bounty and pension to relatives
who may be charged with the care of ex-
siaves.

THE ALASKA BOUNDARY.

United States.Senate in Executive Session
Ta:es Up the Treaty.

Washington, Feb. 3.—There was some
discussion today in the executive session
of “the senate with reference to making
public the treaty recently negotiated by
Secretary Hay and Sir Michael Herbert
for a settlement of the Alaskan boundaty
diznute.

Article 1 of the new treaty provides tha*
the boundary line tribunal shall be imme-
diately appointed and shall consist of six
impartial jurors, three to be' named by
the president of the United States and
three by his Britannic majesty. All ques-
tions must receive a majority vote of the
tribunal. Provision is made for the ap-
pointment of other jurists to fill vacancies
and four officers of the tribunal, including
scientifie experts and agents,

Article 2 provides that a written or
printed case of the two parties and other
documents, correspondence and evidence
shall be submitted to the two "parties
within two months of the exchange of the
ratifications of this treaty. Two months
afterward -the counter case may be eub-
mitted. but the tribunal may exltend the
time if it so desires. Provisions airo are
jade by the presentation of copies of
evidence and arguments.

Article 3 provides that the tribupal
shall consider in the settlement of the
questions eubmitted to its decicion, the
trealy between Great Britain and Russia
of 1825 and the treaty between the United
States and Russia of March 30, 1867.

It is provided that. the first meeting
of the boundary tribunal shall be in Lon-
don. . The decision is to be made as soon
as possibie after' the arguments are con-
cluded and within three wonths unless
the president or the British king by com-
mon accord extends the time. Provision
is also made as to how the decision shall
be prepared and handed to the ‘agents of
the respective governments.

As soon as a decision has been sent to
the contracting parties, each shall send
one or more scientific expert to lay down
the boundary line in accordance with the
decision. Shouid there be a failure of the
majority to agree on any of the poials
submitted the respective governments are
to be notified through the agents.

The exchange of ratifications as soon
as the same may be effective is provided
for. !

Finally Pratt lay down
on his bunk and after be had fallen asleep
Jush erushed his skull with a stool. Then
with a knife which hoth had used at. meal
time. he severed his victim’s head.

After wrapping up the head and body
Dush retired and s'ept soundly until 7
o’clock this morning.

Expressions of Opinion, How-
ever, Given by Judges In
Supreme Court Proceed-
ings, Brought by Attorney
General at Fredericton—

Change in Act Foreshad-
‘owed.

Fredericton, Feb. 3—(Special)—The su-
preme court today heard argument in the
Goodspeed cage and will deliver judgment
Jater. Tt was an interesting session. The
case was the King vs. Walter W. White,
(mayor of 8t. John), chairman of the gov-
crning board of the Boys’ Industrial
Home, re Frederick Goodspeed.

Attorney-General Pugsley stated the
grounds on which application bad been
made for a rule nisi for a mandamus to
compel the chairman to issue his warrant
to reccive XNrederick Goodspeed to the
home. The attorney-general quoted from
the dominion statutes, to show that a
judge had power to sentence juvenile of-
fenders to an industrial home instead of
a penilentiary, and aleo from the provin- 4

and the powers vested in the governing ?
board.

He also submitted the affidavits of
Sheriff Ritchie, John Willett, clerk of the
St. John circuit court, and also a copy of
a letter from the attorney-geperal to
Mayor White, directing him to issue his
warrant, The attorney-general claimed
that under the act establishing the home
the chairman had no discretion whatever.
Doctor Pugsley cited a number of cases 3
in fupport of his contention. and appeared
to have a majority of the members of the
bench in strong sympathy with him.

The chief justice thought it would he
sounding the death knell of the inatitution
to allow the chairman to say who were
and who were not to be admitted to. it.
Judge McLeod thought no judge would
send a prisoner to the institution if he
thought the committee had to be called
together on each occasion to ascertain
whether or not the prisoner was a proper
subject for admission.

Hon.;C. N. Skinner Replies,

. Hon. C. N. Skinner, in reply to the
attorney-general, read a lengthy aflidavit
from Mayor White, ectiting forth his ‘rea-
sons for refusing to sign the warrant, and
contending that his action was endorsed
by the members of the governing board.
The principal- resson given wae that
Goodspeed wae a hardened criminal, and
therefore should not be allowed to as=o-
ciate with the cass of boys detained at
the institution, because of the contam-
inating influence his presence would have
upon them.

Mr. Skinper took the ground that the
reformatory being a provincial imstitution
the act giving a judge power to sentence
an offender thereto, was ultra vires of
the dominion parliament. He also con-
tended that it was really the intention of
hoth local and dominion acts to place a
discretion in the chairman of the govern-
ing board. There was no evidence in the
records to show that Goodspeed was under
the age of 16.

Chief Justice Tuck eaid this was abso-
lately proven at the trial; otherwise he
would not have sentenced him. to the
institution.

C. N. Skinner contended that the re-
formatory was not for bardened crimiunals,
but for boys who committed such offences
as smashing windows in unoccupied build-
ings; and if a boy like Goodspeed  was
associated with boys of this kind, they
would all, come out bad together.

He held that the institution was not
under the authority of the erown, and
was not, therefore, the king’s prison. On
being reminded by one of the judges that
the reformatory received a government
grant, Mr. Skinner remarked that tife
support the Joeal government gave the
institution was looked upon in the nature
of a joke.

Given All the Assistance Asked

Doctor Pugslex informed Mr. Skinner at
this stage that the government had always
treated the reformatory very liberally, and
had given it all the assistance that had
been asked for. In addition it received
grants from every municipality in the
province that sent boys there.

Judge MecLeod thought that the boakd
did not have sufficient funds to make thev’
institution one from which a prisoner
could not escape.

Judge Gregory thought that the point
involved was whether or notthe chairman
of the governing board could revise the
sentence of the court, which was some-
thing the court itself did not have the
power to do.

2Mr. Skinner said the strongest objection
urged against receiving Goodspeed into
the institution was that he would be there
for the 39 months, with practically “UHI;
ing to do, and his evil influence would be
exercised over the other boys. s

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AN UNLUCKY WAR.

Richard Pearson Hobson, who sank the.
Merrimac under fire in the mouth of San-
tiago harbor and whose subsequent life ae
a “hero” has been unfortunate, has re-
signed from the United States navy, under:
‘something like a cloud. Following the
news of Hobson’s retirement comes a
strange revelation from Washington re-
garding Admiral William T. Sampson, who
commanded the American fleet at Santi-
ago. In granting a pension to his widow
his medical record was overhiuled, and :t.
is apnounced that for five years previous
to his death a little more than a year
ago, he nwas suffering from aphasia, a seri-
ous affection of the brain. The progress
of the disease, acconding to the reports
on file, covered the period during which he
was president of the board of inquiry
which investigated the loss of the battie-
ship Maine in Havana harbor, and his eub-
sequent command of the North Atlantic
squadron until after the end of the war.

It is not thought that the affliction ma-}

terially affected his judgment during this
critical time in his country’s history, but
it is known now that it was a man fatally
stricken, and probably aware that his case
was - hapeless, who had to ‘bear the tre-
mendous responsibility which devolved up-
on the rear admiral throughout struggle
with Spain. Sampson died while a con-
siderable number of his countrymen were
still attacking him bitterly as a result of
the Schley controversy.

But Hobson and Sampeon were not the
only men prominent in the war wihom mis-
fortune pursued when “the days of peace
came. Prerident M.eKimYey';“the war
president”’—was assassinuted.  admiral
Dewey, who was regarded as a probable
Democratic mominee for ‘the presiduncy

A correspondent of the Livenpool Post
insists” that if a war were to come at
present the Bmpire wonld be forced to
sué for peace on humiliating terms. His
idea of it is that the 'people would be
starving before Britain could whip a pow-
erful enemy:at sea. He says in part::
" We chiefly depend on outside sources
for our food. Qur. sailing vessels and
most of our steamers are of less speed than
12 knots. Most of these ships are likely
to be on the ocean at the commencement
of-a naval war, laden with food and raw
materials for manufacture. Many of these
slow vessels are likely to be.captured by
the fast cruisers of our enemy. Our mer-
cantile. marine consists -of 11,041 vessels,

1| the United Kingdom owning 9,043, and our

colonies 1,998, ‘Of the 11,043 vessels, only
1,033 can steam at 12 knots, and of thes¢
only 85 have a apeed of 16 knots and up-
wards. Our fastest vessels. are the Camr
pania and Lucania, which have a speed
of 22 knots. Germany possesses faster ves-
sels—the Deutschland - (23% knots), the
Kaiser Wilhelm II. (23} knots), the Kron-
prinz-Withelm (23 knots), and the Kaiser
Wilhelm der Grosse (223 knots). The
Kaiser Frederick (22 knots) (is as fast as
our fastest. With 10,000 slow vessels laid
up in port or captured by the enemy, we
should not possess sufficient shipping to
supply our wants. A great reduction in
the number of ghips bringing us food must
necessarily greatly increase the price of
food in these islands. A considerable in-
crease -in the price of food would cause
millions of our population to be almost
destitute. The result of having a large
starving population in these islands during
a naval war is likely-to be that, although
our navy were victorious wherever it was
able to meet the enemy, we should be
compelied to submit to a hpmiliating peace. |

The greatest danger of all, this writer
says, is that the’governemnt will not in-
quire into the matter fully until it is too
late. The meetings in London, like that
of yesterday, are evidently intended to
force the government to “inquire into it.”

Millionaires Are Back of the Scheme

The Paper Will Not Be a Religious One
He Says, But Will Give Facts Without
Embeliishment --- Pylics News Will Be
Printed.

New York, ¥eb. 3—Dr. Chailes H.
Parkhurst declared last night that he is
meeting with the support’ of millionaires

in his project of providing an ideal daily

newspaper for the public, to be issued :n
New York city. How far he had gone
with the detai’s of the scheme ne re-
fused to say, but asserted that there was
every prospect for success.

“I have no idea of publishing a re-
ligious daily,” said Doctor Parkhurst. “I
believe in religion, and religion in daily
life; but the news of the day provides
suggestions for practical use of religion.
The people want mews—clean, wholesome
news, that will educate and elevate them,
not degrade,

“My idea is to print facts without elab-
oration or embelishment, and to print
them for just what they are worth, if
they are printable. The point of sensa-
tionalism to which the news of the day
is exploited in some newspaperse is simply
disgusting and degrading.

“The time will come when a reaction
will set in that will prove the practice of
using alarming headlines of great type for
the illumination of meagre facts is un:
urofitable.

“Actually, T doubt if the reaction is not
a‘ready shown. At all eveats, I think
the time is at hand for the issue of a
newspaper according to my ideal,

“No suppression of real news is a parl
of my plan, nor would I attempt to pro
vide a dully stupid newspaper, but the
#ole purpoce of it would not be the -mak-
ing of profits. The cashbook, and ledger
would not be my only contemplation.

“There are higher aims; purposes and
mission . for a newspaper. Millions are
spent in attempting to reform the hea
then—and well spent, doubtless—but
money invested right here in this city in
furnishing a morally conducted source of
the information people of this time feel
they must have to keep in touch witlr
affaire would do a work the magnitude of
which is not fully appreciated.

“Had I millions I would endow such
a newspaper. It would not pay at the
start, I know, but the public sentiment
that I believe is at present revolting from
the sensational newspaper would natural-
ly turn to it and be benefited in the end.

“Too much space is given in many
newepapers to the petty things, and these
are often treated in a manner that is pos
itively revolting and not ' warranted by
their actual value as news, but simply be:
cause of ‘a craving for the unwholesome,
which is catered to and increased Dby
the feeding.

“Police news? It could not be elimi-
nated, nor should it be. But it can be
€0 used that it would be a warning or
a reproof to the miscreants and the.crim-
inale, who are today only flattered by the
prominence given to them ae leading
figures in the day’s events. The illeal
newspaper must portray and « reflect
human nature, but at its best, not at ite
worst,

“Jvery trained and experienced editor
of -a daily newspaper today knows the
trune value of a piece of news solely as
news; but I sometimes wonder if he feels
repugnance at the manner in which he
is compelled, because of his knowledge of
a craving for eensation, to give it more
space and prominence than his own
judgment would decide.”

Doctor Parkhurst eaid he had no idea
of becoming an editor, but it is his pur-

Committee from Common Council
and Library Board Took Action

A meeting of the joint committee of the
common council and library commission-
ers was held Thursday morning in the
mayor’s office. There was a good rep-
resentation present. (. Ernest Fairweath-
er, architect, submitted sketches of the
building which he proposed should be
erected, and mwade a full explanation of
details. After a good deal of considera-
tion and some alterations it was agreed
to recommend to the common council that
Mr. Fairweather prepare plans and speci-
fications on the basis of the sketches sub-
mitted and in order to expedit¢ matters
a special meeting of the board will be call-
ed, if necessary.

The plans provide for a one story build-
ing in the classic style with front of 88
feet on Hazen avenue, and 82 feet deep at
its greatest depth. The lot is 180 feet by
90 feet, The principal entrance is in the
centre of the front and admits to a ves-
tibule 10 feet square, passing through
which oné¢ comes into the dehvery room,
24x25, wihich is finished as a rotunda, hav-
ing eight pillars and a domed ceiling with
a flat centre of ornamental leaded glass.
At the back of the delivery room is the
charging desk, with the wusual working
space behind it, and back of this the
stack room.

To the right of the delivery room is the
general reading room, and to the left the
reference reading room—behind whidh is
the children’s reading room. The general
reading room will be 44x25, and occupy all
one side of the building.

Two small rooms are provided on tlie
side’ of the main entrance. The one to
the right is a toilet for ladies; that on
the left has a staircase leading to the
basement, where there will be a toilet for
men.

On the left of the ¢harging desk a flight
of stairs leads up to the second story,
and down to the basement. In thessecond
story are two rooms for commissioners’
meetings and art interchange exhibitions,
respectively. A room can also here be pro-
vided for a' janitor.

In the basement the northern portion
is devoted to the heating apparatus and
fuel supply, and has a separate entrance
from the grounds at the back of the buix-
ing. ; S

A similar entrance is provided at the
south end for receiving of books, ete,where
they can be unpacked. Another room near
by will be finished to serve as a store for
newspaper. and -pamphlet fyles. A room
for the librarian and’ for cataloguing will
be here provided.

The wal's-will be of brick, faced with
freestone -and built - with an air-space
throughout, so that no furring or lathing
will be required on walls. All basement
and ground floor “partitions will h¢ of
brick. The architect said he would prefer
to have the whole outer surface of the
walls faced with freestone, but if the cost
of this proves too great, then he would
recominend: to haye the facing of local
pressed brick, with freestone dressings. In
the specification he would leave an option
with the building committee as to the
stone to be used, in order to ensure a
competition among the quarrymen. The
steps and ramps at the front entrance will
be of grey granite. The basement will
have a brick floor in heater room, and as-
phalted elsewhere. The finished rooms
will have a birch floor laid over the as-
phalt.

That portion of the ground floor over
the heater and coal rooms will be of brick
arches on iron beams, the remainder of
solid spruce, 4 in. thick- ‘The finished
floor in vestibule and rotunda will be of
tilés, the remainder will be of birch. The
floor of the second story will be of joists
covered awith a double tlooring, the upper
flooring being of ‘birch.

OUR CHEESE IN ENGLAND.
London Times Speaks Aof Strong Hold Can-
ada Has Secured on British Markets.

e

The stronghold which Canada has secured
upon the cheese markets of the United King-
dom is well shown from the faoct that in
902 just over two-thirds of our total imports
of cheese were sent from: the dominion. The
actual quantity, 1,709,566 cwt, is, we be-
Heve, ‘“‘a record.’”’ Furthermore, the position
is well earned by the Canadian cheesemak-
ers as a reward for their persistent efforts
to send us a genuine unsophisticated article.
The bulk of this trade was once in the hands
of the United States, but they lost it through
shipping to us ‘‘filled”’ cheese, in which the
natural fat of the milk had been withdrawn
and replaced by inferior and cheaper fats.
The authorities in the United Staes put an
end to this nefarious and suipidal business
gome Years ago, but the fact remains that
last year for every pound of cheese we re-
ceived from the United'  States more than
four pounds reached us from Canada. Our
imports of cheese from Holand appear to be

are, on the whole, fairly well maintained.
Australasia is’ evidently as uncertain a fac-
tor in the cheese industry as in the butter
trade. For 'imported cheese Jdn 102 we paid
a ‘total sum of €£6,44,120, of which £4,301,-
850 went to: Capada, £062,112 to thé United
States, £068.003 to Holland, ¥£131616 to New
Zealand, £112,611 to France, £18 to Aus-
tralta, and £235,601 ¢g’ ‘‘other countries.’’—
