The Royal Commission Ordered.

Our Ottawa special states that the
Governor General has ordered the ap-
pointment of a Royal Commission, to
be compbsed of the highest Judges in
the several Provinces, to investigate the
Pacific Scandal, the members to be
named when Parliament meets. THE
TRIBUNE stated several days ago that
such a Commission would be appointed
as the successor of the Parliamentary
Committee, and our readers now see
that the statement was not made with-
out the best of reasons for deeming it
correct. Lord Dufferin, in thus early
showing himself determined not to be
bullied into partisanship by a party
press or party petitions, is taking the
wisest possible course. Any delay on his
part might encourage the Opposition to
cherish the hope that he edn be bullied
into compelling his ministry to resign by
refusing to act on their advice. - The
sooner they are made to realize that
Lord Dufferin will not interfere, the
sooner they will céase. effoits that are
committing them#8 & policy of open
hostility to His Excelléncy. The drag-
ging of the Govei;xior General into this
matter is shameful. He has already
been denounced s everything that is|
incompetent, weak, and unwise if he
comply with the advice of his Ministers
to prorogue Patliament. =The denounc-
ers may feel assured that His Excellen-
cy will not change his- yiews for. the
purpose of escaping these epithets.

The Big Time about $4.80.

citizen®f the Dominion of Canada to
stop the  shameful pepsecution of our
Government against the Catholics of this
?rovin@. 5 :

The “shameful persecution” is the en-
forcement of a tax for the support of
our common sehools; open to the child-
ren of all classes and the’ecclesiastieal
teachers (assueh) of none.

This eloguent wail of martyrdom had
gone forth ; the Bishop and his journal-
istic assistant had consulbeq on the best
method of ‘aiding the sectarian school
cause during the reverend martyr’s re-
sidence in King str-et east; prepara’
tions were making for a great demon-
stration; an article was written ending
with the desparing cry, “How long, O
Lord! how long?” telegrams calculated
to create an excitement in the other

capital to be made against the Dominion
Governmentont of the arrest had been
anxiously considered; it was confident-
ly expected that a mob would soon at-
tack the jail and that the imprisoned
priest would say to them, “Bless you,
my children, for your zeal, but
you must keep the peace, you must
go away—we will submit to our cruel
persecutions”; and the political effect of
all this was expected to be consider-
able.

Egypt and the Sultan,

The Khedive of Egypt, as a vassal of
the Sultan of Turkey, has always been
restless under the 'yoke. His im-
| mense revenues have been used, from
| time to time, in procuring, by bribery
or otherwise, powers and privileges that
render him almost independent. His
intention to reyolt, to throw off all alle-
giance to the Sultan, has often been
hinted at, and there is little doubt of his
ability to throw off the Turkish yoke
whenever he chooses to do so. The Sul-
tan has saved him the necessity of re-
bellion by gracefully yielding,from time
to time (for a considetation of course),
to his demands fot fuller powers: The
mast important of these concessions is
that which violates the Mohammedan
law of succession by making the eldest
son of  the Khedive heir to the throne.
This was agreat concession for a Sultan
of Turkey to make. An imperial fir-
man has been issued rccenily in which
the varions congessions that have been

sciencé which was guaranteed to all.

“in orderthat they may be always main-
tained in behalf of succeeding Khe-
dives.” By this firman *‘the Khedive of
Egypt is authorized to enact laws and
regulations for the internal administra-
tion of the country whenever necessity
may arise,” without being compelled to
send them to Constantinople for approv-
al. But what is more important to
foreigners than this, and what is likely
to be followed by the abolishing of sever-
al abuses that have been perpetuated
because of the inabi ity of the Khedive
to treat with the representatives of
other powers, is that the Khedive

is also authorized to comtract and re-
new; without injury to the political
tredties of my Sublime Porte,conventions
with the agents of foreign Powers, re-
garding the customs dues and commerce,
and regarding all other matters connect-
ed with foreigners relating to the interi-
or and other affairs of tlie country hav-
ing for their object the development of
commerce and industry; and also to re-
gulate the police of foreigners and all
their relations with the government and
the population.

The Police of Egyptian cities has been
almost powerless to preserve order on
account of treaties that give foreign
Consuls the sole right to try and pun-
ish criminals of their ‘'own nationality,
and the Khedive will, doubtless, use his
treaty-making powess to secure powers
for police constables and police courts
that will ensure the preservation of or-
der. The Sultan says:

The Khedive is to have complete and
entire management of the financial af-
fairs of the country. He is fully empow-
ered, without further authorization, to
contract foreign loans in the name of the
Egyptian government, whenever such
loans are required. The first, the most
essential and important daty of the
Khedive being to guard and protect the
country, he is fully empowered to pro-
cure, establish, and organize all the
means of defence and protection neces-
sary according to the circumstances of
the times and places; to augment or to
diminish, as may be deemed expedient
and without restriction, the number of
my Imperial troops in Egypt. The Khed-
jve shall retsin, as heéretofore, the privi-
lege of conferring rank:—In the army
up to the rank of Colonel, in the civil up
to the rauk of the 'second class. The
money which shall be struck in Egypt
shall bear my imperial name; tiieflags of
the army and navy shall be the same as
those borne by my troops and ships. It
is to be understood that, as vessels of
war, armor-plated vessels mny not be
built without my permission.

_The Sultan, it will be seen, abandons
ail control over the power of ¢ontracting
laws or augmenting the army,  stipu-
lating only for the-power of ‘conferring
the higher grades of civil and military
rank ; for the use of his. name on ke
coin and hisflag in the army and navy;
and reserving {he Tightto prohibit tle
building of armor-plated vessels. He
does not want his vdssal’s navy to be-
come ~more ‘powerful than his own.
Whenever the appointment of a high
o%ices is to be confirmed, or ‘anarmor-
plated vessel to be built, the Sultan will
receive a present, of greater. or less
value, and the wishes of the Khedive
will be graciously assented to. .

~Some may rashly conjecture that

Egypt, thus practically endowed with
the right of self-government, is of no
more use to Turkey than Canada is to
Great Britain, and wonder why the un-
sentimentsl Sultan still holds on to the
forms of sovereignty. They willsee how
rashly they judged, and find a sufffcient
reason for the Sulian’s clinging to his
no minal sovereignty in the closing scn-
tence of the imperial firman. It is as]
follows :
You will be farthermoré careful to Te-
mit yearly to my imperial treasury, with-
out delay or abatement, the 150,000 pur-
ses, the amount of the established tri
bute. - _

This little sum of trihute money—$3,-
750,000—is no joke. either. to the re-
ceiver or the giver, and soothes the Sul-
$an for the sacrifice of some of his sov-

ereign powers over Egypt.

Some wise man or another has remark-
&d that human nature is about the same
everywhere. Which is proved trne by
the circumstance that, over in Dublin, on
the street railroad, the conductors have
been known to succumb under the temp-
tations of their position, and to ‘‘knock
down” a rather larger proportion of the
fares than the companies were disposed
to wink at. This being so, the eompanies
undertook te circumvent the conductors
by supplying the latter with tickets or
slips, to be sold to passengers, and ac-
counted for. And to prevent these tickets
being resold by the conductors, passen-
gers were expected to tear them up after
paying for them. This might liave work-
ed well enough if the companies had
been popular; but the trouble was that
passengers did not choose to play de-
tective for a party they didn’t love, and,
instead of destroying the tickets, they
handed the ‘Back to theconductors,who
thus were able to ‘“knock down”
more fares than ever. Next came
s happy thonght on the part of
the companies, whereby the scene was
ghifted. ‘The latter devised a lottery
scheme with three hundred prizes of from

be drawn every month. every ticket hav-
ing a chance. 'The tickets are now all
numbered, and what is more, they are
kept by passengers until after the draw-
ing, when'they die out of necessity. Con-
ductors get no tickets returned to them
under this arrangement, and the com-
panies go on their way rejoicing.

Lynchers Relenting at the Last Mo-
: ment.

Lyncli law has penetrated Bradford
county, Pa., with terrible vengeance. It
appears that a child by the name of Mc-
Closkey recently disappeared from her
home at Fall Creek, and though diligent
search was made for her she was not to
be found, until about two hundred miners
formed themselves in a line, five paces
apart, and moved in a northerly course.
They soon came upon the body of the
slain child, lying in the shallow waters of
a small braok not a -quarter of a mile

from the house where the abduction took
place. It was at once discovered that
the child had been cruelly strangled and
thrown into this swampy thicket. Sus-
picion was directed to & person by the
name of Jones, a Welshman, who had for
a brief period made his home at Fall
Creek- He was arrested, ahd when

 Tobacco, Brooms, &c—

hrought to the witness stand he gave

a somewhat confused statement of his
whereabouts on the night of the abduc-
tion. After the result of the inquest was
announced and directions given for
his removal to jail, the wildest excite-
ment prevailed. Two or three hundred
men surrounded the house in which the
prisoner was guarded. At the sugges-
tion of some one a vote was taken whe-
ther, upon the evidefice given, and bear-
ing in mind the facts in relation to the
prisoner’s present behavior, he should
suffer death then and there. The vote
was almost unanimous in the affirmative,
and the jail was broken open by the mob
and the prisoner seized. A rope was
placed around his neck, in which condi-
tion he was brought forth, viewed by the
excited multitude as a debased murderer.
Finally, under the muzzles of scores of
revolvers and guns, he was marched to
the spot where the murdered girl was
found, and there told to repent and con-
fess. Upon an improvised scaffold, with
feet and hands pinioned, the black cap
drawn, and rope around his neck, he
averred his innocence. One of the. mob
Jeaders then mounted the scaffold and
told his companions to let the law take
its course, whereupon the prisoner, 80
suddenly snatched from the opening
grave, was at midnight conveyed to jail,
where he now awaits trial. -

The Deadly Sand Club.

A man was hanged the other day at
San Franéisco for murder with a weapou
of peculiarly dangerous, and, for a long
time, mysterious nature. Thisisa sand
club formed by filling- an eel skin with
sand. When this instrument was flrst
brought into use the authorities were
greatly puzzled by deaths, apparently
from violence, yet no marks could be
found on the outside of the body. A
burglar was finally captured with a sand
club in his possession made out of an eel
skin stuffed with sand. Being closely
questioned he éxplained its use. When
the victim is struck, for instance, on the
head, he drops insensible and soon dies
from congestion of the brain. Often the
skull suffers no injury from the stroke,
and if the person struck recovers sensi-
bility he gradually relapses into a condi-
tionof idiocy. Sometimes a man struck in
the body will be knocked down by the
peculiatforce of the blow and feel no im-
madiate rédults from it. In a few weeks, -
however, the flesh will begin to mortify
under the line of the blow, and rot down
to the boné. Heller, the celebrated pian-
ist, is supposed to have met his death in
Mexico from a stroke of this diabotical
weapon.

Father Michaud’'s Arrest—Constable Pow-
ers’s Life is Threatened and he is Driven
from his Employment - The Indignation
of the Ignorant.

The arrest of the Rev. Joseph Michaud
by Constable Powers for his school taxes
created considerable talk and excitement
in the city and the town of Portland yes-
terday afternoon and cvening. There
was, of course, a variety of opinions ex-
pressed about the affair. Law-abiding
citizens, Catholic and Protestant, who
had paid their taxes, openly said that the
arrest was perfectly justified, and that a
priest who resisted the law had as much
right to be arrested as any one else.
Others, of course, looked upon it as
martyrdom, acd were thoroughly indig-
nant that it should have “happened.
Constable Powers was denounced in un-
measured terms, and very threatening re-
marks were made. In the evening a
large crowd, not knowing that the prison-
er’s fine had been paid and he released,
gathered round the gaol. They were

‘not noisy, however, and seemed to be

there more out of morbid curiosity to see
a martyr in his cell than to make any de-
monstration. After loitering round for
some time they dispersed, after learning
of the Rev. Father’s release. At Lower
Cove and in King street there were bon-
fires made, and Calvin Powers was burnt
in effigy, amidst the hooting and shout-
ing of a large and disorderly crowd.

As is well known, Mr. Powers
has had charge of the box office at Lee’s
Opera House. Here there was also a de-
monstration against Mr. Powers. A dele-
gation waited on Mr. Lee and told him
that they would withdraw their patron-
age from the Opera House if Mr. Powers
was not discharged. They expressed
themselves anxious to patronize him, but
said they would never buy a ticket while
Powers was in the box-office. It was
hardly fair to visit their indignation- on
Mr. Lee, who, as every one knows, has,
during his residence in St. John, done
everything to please the public. Mr.

Powers had left the box-office, and Mr.
Lee addressed a note to him stating the
facts. Powers has resigned, as he does
not wish to injure Mr. Lee in any way.
The office was left in charge of the son of
Mr. Powers last night, and the crowd
that collected used some strong language,
and fired crackers into the office. They
told the boy to tell his father never to be
around there again or he would be killed,
and used other equally choice language.

In the Town of Portland there were all
sorts of reports afloat. One was that °
Mr. Michaud had been dragged to prison
by two policemen—another, that he had
been marched through the city with
handeufls on, and others equally absurd.
One old lady sent a special messenger,
saying she had $100 put away in a stock-
ing, and would give it all to get Father
Michaud out of gaol. - The feeling of in-
dignation is still strong, though all were
much relieved to hear of his release.
Some constables who were seen carrying
round tax papers were warned to be care-
ful, or they would be burned in efigy
also.

There are several other warrants for
the arrest of important parties for the
nonpayment of taxes.

Are the Times Out of Joint?
[From the Boston Jomnal.]

As we read our papers this season it
seems as if the extraordinary weather,
or some other disturbing cause, had
thrown a malign shade over human affairs.
Such a series of strange accidents, of un-
wonteé ciimes, suicides, shootings and
« shuffling off this mortal coil,” we never
met with before. Of the ordinary delin-
quencies there is no scarcity, only they
seem to come out with unwonted impres-
siveness, as in the case of the Brooklyn
defalcation, upon which we have a’ready
commented. But we have reference at
present rather to the deeds of violence
which are crowding the columns of the
press. Cases too vile for mention are
reported from various quarters-at about
the same time with similar features.
Suicides multiply as if there were no need
that the doctrine of Malthus about the
over-increase of population shoaid be any
longer feared. Not only people in. the
prime of life, subject to violent alterna-
tions of feeling, but men above seventy,
and evea children, make way with them-
selves, as if some morbid influence were
at work upon the whole community.

To look at the desiruction and self-
destruction connegted with a single
cause, the affections. Courtship and
marrviage used to be considered once
very pleasant, but now it would seem to
be like running a terrible gauntlet, with
the chance of committing hari-kari whea
there is no other danges. A maiden in
Maine, having a dificulty with her lover,
drowns herself; whereapon he shoots
himself. Two suicides in New Hamp-
shirve are atiributed to the same cause.
A newly married man extinguishes his
life with red percipitate of lead,
cause, probably his ford anticipations
had not heen realized.. Another husband
kills his wife because he has made her so
uncomfortcble that she felt obliged to
leave him; and still another stabs an_ac-
quaintance for speaking to his wife. See-
ing. doubtless, how these things are go-
ing, or else impelied by the strange in-
fluences of the 'mes, an Irishman calling
upon his doceased brother’s widow, and,
receiving a reiasal to become his wife,
he says, “I'll lay you out in white before
night,” and then he tries to stab her, and
nearly succeeds in his atrocious pur-
pose.
