quite a business place, but the mills,
from which it took its name, have long
since ceased operations and now the
water runs idly by, turning not a single
wheel.

My roate next lay through Blissville,
and passing through the beautiful valley
[ could not help but adwire the well
kept farmes, the nicely arranged grounds
n.ns the fine residences and the beauti-
ful natural perspective.

Atter reaching the “corner,” as it is
called, I proceeded on through Hoyt and
from thence through Patterson Settle-
ment to Gaspereaux Station. This is all
& neat and thriving country side, and the
inhabitants are prosperous and industri-
ous, but the great want experienced is
the lick of circulation medium. Toe
farmers say that the markets are very
poor to what they were years ago, snd that
the railway, although proviog a boon to
travellers, has not been an unmixed
blessing to them, as it has placed them
in competition with remote districts ar.d
lowered the value of their produce.
Farms would not bring over one half the
rice, [ am told, at the pr:sent day,
although under better cultivation, than
they would forty years ago, and on cvery
hand the policy of building up the North-
west ut the expenso of these provicces,
and restricting and baadicappiag trads,
as purrued by the tory party, is every-
where inveighed against.

Leaving Gaspereaux, as I was too late
for the train, [ walked up the track to
Enniskillen Station, a distance of two
miles. There i3 a small cluster of houses
here, and the local merchant, Mr. Juhu
Butler, is said to be doing a tanly good
business, .

Another mile, atter ascending a steep
hill, Lrought we to Enuiskillen proper,
and to the residence of Mr Timothy
Butler, wuere, after a long day's waik
with a heavy load, I was glad to seck
shelter, which was not denied. The
next day, being Sunday, 1 being too tired
to go to church, stayed in the house,and
on the day foliowing, got dowu my cart,
“The Canadian Dewocrat,” which had
lain since lasi fall in the barn of Mr E
Blakely, got it in order and started on |
my homeward journey.

. I took the road leading to Hoyt Station
as 1t was a short cut, but bitterly re
gretted 1t afterwards as it is the worst
road over which I have ever travelled.

The poor old Democrat rattled and
rumbled over the stones and corduroys,
creaking and groaning like a creature in
Enin, and now sticking fast in some mu-

ole, which required all my strength to
extricate it. [ must acknowledge that
during these four miles I forgot my
early religious training, and auy oue
who might have been present would
have fouad the air strongly impregnated
with eulphur.

good part of the way through a peltiug
rain, and reached the home
of the -Morrow Brothers about five,
and found the occupants absent, but, as
no objection was made by the dog, I
proceeded to dry myself by the stove, at
the same time helping myse.f from the
large and varied swock of books ani
newspapers with which the room was
filleel, and in this position I was discov-
ered by Mr, David Morrow, who had
Jjust returned from a trip to the river.
Instead of resemting the intrusion he
very kindly asked me to stop, and be-
gan to busy humself about preparing the
evening meal, to which [ did ample
Justice. Mr. Morrow and his brother
George, live here alone on the old home-
stead, keeping bachelor’s hall, aud de-
spite their wealth and personal attrac-
tions still remain in single blessedness,
none of the fair portion of huwmanity, of
which this jplace can boast 1ts share,
having as yet succeeded in catching
them in their nets.

Good acts tend
to this result by the gradual putrifica-
tion in successive incarnations of Kar-
ma, or the residuum of unconquered
gassious and unexpiated sins after

eath. Bad acts debase men more and
more, ;

“What happens to devil worshipers
and other such outcast racesi” asked
a friend of mine. ‘‘They go to hell,”
was the prompt reply. Observing my
look of astonishment at the sweepin
condemnation, the Brahmin wit
whom we weve talking took it to
indicate a doubt of the accommoda-
tion, and hastened to add, “Oh, we
have twenty, thirty, plenty of hells.”
Shiva, Vishnu, and the other gods and
goddesses are regarded as embodi-
ments of the various divine attributes
or incarnations to reveal the divine
will and to deliver men from evil.

Many Brahmins would have no par-
ticular objection to acknowled,
Christ in some such way as this. /
one said to me, “‘I do not know his
history as well as my own sacred
books, but if what istold of him is
true I believe that he must have been
a saint if not a divine incarnation.”
Another thought that each race had
its own_revelation. ‘“We,” he said,
“have Krishna, you have i
You say that your Christ was crucifi-
ed—our Krishna was shot.” It may
be said that such men as these are not
faxr from Christianity.

- On the contrary, the vice chancel-
lor of the Calcutta university aptly
compared a contest with them to the
encounter of Ceeur de Lion and Sala-
din in the “Talisman.” The sharp
sword of the crusader is unavailing to
sever a silken cushion which adapts it-
self to every stroke. You ask why, if
their own faith is so elevated, they
leave the masses to idol worship. “Ig-
norant people and females,” you are
told, ‘*cannot at once comprehend the
universal presence. We teach them
first that is in the image—so hei
for he is everywhere—and from tha!
we go on to explain that he pervades
the universe.”

It is doubtful if the ‘‘ignorant
feople and females” ever get beyond
he first stage.

U. S. ALIEN LABORACT.

The enforcement of the United
States Alien Labor Act against
Canadian workmen would seem
to be a misapplication of the law. We
agree with the Toronto News that the
enforcement of the act iz not in accord
with either the letter or the spirit of the
law when congress was asked to pass it
by the knights of labor and other labor
organisations. It was meant to apply
it against cheap imported labor, but
more particularly against laborers
brought from Europe under contract to
work in the United States. Capitalists
owningmines and having large indus-
tries under their direction had been in
the habit of engaging Italians, Poles,
Hungarians and other unskilled workers
in Europe, bringing them to this country
under contract and using them to sup-
plant native workingmen, thus bringing
wages down to starvation point. This
unfair competition was most keenly felt
in the mining regions, where the intro-

duction of pauperized foreigners brought | ¥'

the rate of pay for ‘native miners down
to eighty cents a day of
fourteen hours, reducing the miner
to a state of slavery most cruel
and unjust. The labor organizations
struggled long against these evils, but at
last they secured the passage of the Alien
Labor Act, which put an end to the in-
troduction of contract labor, imposing
severe penalties on any who violated its
provisions. Originally intended as a
of protection for Ameri
workingmen, it was perverted to apply
to actors, ministers and professional men,
and by an amendment which was tacked
tof tin its passage through congress, it
was applied to “immigrants who may
ave entered this country within a per-
od of one year from an adjoining coun-
try.” Under this amendment the act
has been used to prevent workmen liv-
ing in the Canadian border towns from
working across the way in American
cities, although the act, when so applied,
is very easily ov by the employe:
engaging the men in American territory.
Canadian workmen hawe been put to
great inconvenience and annoyance,and
their employers to p tion b
of this petty action ou the part of the
American authorities. The Canadian
workmen are not paupers, nor could they
be in any way looked upon as objection-
able immigrants, nor do they work
againgt the interests of American labor
organizations, and the United States by
ceasing to interpret the act against them
would be doing only what is honest, up
right and fair.

ON SMOKING.

Sir Morrell Mackenzie, in & recent
number of the Contemporary Review,
gives some important advice to public
speakers and singers. First of all he
lays down the dictum, “tobacco, alcohol,
and fiery condiments of all kinds are
best avoided by those who have to speak
much.” A more emphatic utterance
follows of, probably, an unexpected
kind. It runs thus: “I feel bound to
warn speakers addicted to the ‘herb
nicotian’ against cigarettes.© The com-
mon notion is thatof all forms of
tobacco the cigarette is the least abjec-
tionable, because the least harmful.
According to Sir Morrell Mackenzie this
is an error. He describes the effect of
cigarette smoking as “ cumulative,” and
warns smokers that ¢ the slight but con-
stant absorption of tobacco juice and
smoke makes the practice far more
noxiousin the long run than any kind of
smoking.” As in the experience of the
tippler, the smoker of cigarettes gradual-
ly gets his nervous system into a state
of chronic inflammation. Then there
are the local effects of the practice.
“The white spots on the tongue and
inside the cheeks, kn as ¢ smokers’
patches,’ are believed by some doctors
with special experience to be more

in of the cigarette
than in other smokers ; this unhealthy
condition of the mouth may not only
make speaking troublesome, or even
painful, but it is now proved to be a
predisposing cause of cancer.” The
article traverses a wide field, and is
literally crammed with hints, every one
of which, to him who accepts and acts
upon it, ought to be worth a doctor’s fee.

The facts about Canads, as compared
with most other countries, are quite
creditable to it, though there has within
ten years been an increase. It is shown
that all of Canada granted no divorces in
1867 and only 135 in the 21 years 1868-88.
Of these there were granted by
Parliament 10 for Ontario and 7 for
Quebec. The courts have jurisdiction of
divorce in the other provinces. Of these
Nova Scotia granted 52 divorces; New
Brunswick 42, and British Columbia 15.
Prince Edward’s Island, Manitoba and the
Northwest Territories did not grant any
divorces during the entire period. Of
the total in the Dominion 48 were in the
first eleven years and 87 in the last ten
ears, or 44 in the decade ending with
1878 and 87 in the last ten years.

Modest Verdl.
There is at the vdry leasl one really
sensible man in Europe; and his name
is Giuseppe Verdi.

A cowmmittee, in-
cluding Signor Boito, had been form-
ed; operatic performances had been
sketched out; everything was going
swimmingly, when Signor Verdi him-
self intervened, and, incredible as it
may seem, refused to be advertised
either for his own benefit or for that
of his rivals and publisher.

The vicissitudes of the history of this
expose of the Army began about the
commencement of this year, when the
autbor, ex-Staff Captain Sumner, who
was also ex-editor of the War Cry, wrote
the first chapters of the book at his office,
69 Q1een sireet east.

1tis not always easy to tell why
kers select one tree rather
than others of the same kind in the
forest to begin their operations upon,
or why they attack one side of a tree
and leave the other untouched. Com-
monly it will be found, no doubt, that
worms or ants are concealed beneath
the point selected, and that the wood-
pecker is guided in his search by the
sense of hearing.

But there are circumstances which
go to show that the woodpecker is not
always searching for food or guided
by sound. In the winter, when worms
and ants are dormant and silent, he
will wake every echo for a long dis-
tance around by tapping on anﬁead

branch, or on the hollow trunk of
atree. He does not then apply his
ear to the bark to listen for the noise
of the worms beneath, but his object
seems to be to make all the noise he
can himself.

The yellow hammer, or golden
vnndged woodpecker, is most easily
studied, because he is most fearless
and most nearly domestic in his habits.
‘Where hollow trunks of trees are easily
found, he usually confines his atten-
tions to them; but in prairie regions
he bores holes f.hroughg:ollow pillars,
steeples of churches, and other struct-
ures which promise an opening into
an interior.

But there must be some other motive
at times, for the writer has watched
one of these birds working with un-
usual racket upon one side of an oak

, where by moving six inches
he was at perfect liberty to look over
upon the other side of the board and
investizate whatever he could be ho
ing to reach by boring a hole throug!
it. Indeed, it was perfectly imma-
terial upon which side of it he should

The Congo Country and its Railway,
Special to Gleaner.

New York, June 20.—A special from Paris
contains an interview with M. Debrazza,
the distinguished African explorer, on the
feasibility of the proposed Congo railroads.
He says the slave trade can only be destroy-
ed by commerce and an increage of
communication. From this point of view
he thinks the proposed  railway
will be a great success, but not more so
than auy other rallway connecting Stanley
pool with the Atlantic. He says there are
three routes practicable for connecting
Stanley pool with the Atlantic by rail, and
two routes have been rejected by a Congo
administration, probably for pelitical

reasons. Both are better than the
one adopted. It will not be subject to

international control, he says, as either
Germany or Austris is behind Congo free
state and one of these powers will eventually
control the Congo.

River Beacons.

In former times there were no bea-
cons or lights on the western rivers.
‘‘There were places then on the Mis-
sissippi,” said Devenny, “where we had
to lie by all night. Sometimes we had
to sendy skiff across the river to build
a bonfire as a guide to the channel.
This was constzmtly changing from
year to year.’

In going down the Ohio my atten-
tion was arrested by the new feature
introduced by the government, of
beacons erected on the banks, which-
greatly lessens the dangers of naviga-
tion.
