enthusiastic perseverance, never
flagging' in hls devo'ion and never
being turned aside from his chosen
path by the cries of the mob, never
intimidated by the fear of obloquy
or the shout of reproach, or by the
suggestion ‘of self-seeking motives.

All the great moulders of thought
and the inspirers of national
sympathies belong to this class.
The Hampdens, Cromwells, Pitts,

What maust be thought of the
consistency of the man who most
solemnly condemns this -measare

_bofore the whole people .and within

a year, afterwards committed the
Goveroment and people to it? What
must be thonght of his convictions,
when at one time he goes through
the land predicting only the most
terrible ruin and destruction frown
it, and then turns. around -and at-
tempts to fasten these every evils
upon the people? But Sir A, J.
Smith not only proved fsithless to
his electi ing speeches and

Russells, stand forever like b
lights, & perpetual guide and in-
spitation to the political mariner.

+ To :the “other class belorigs the
wan of no political convictions, and
whose only aim and ambition is
PoriticaL Power. Whether a man
has or has not political beliefs sin-
cerely and conscientiously held may
be tested by the consistency of his
career. If heis one thing to-day,
another to-morrow; each thing by
turns and nothing long; ulways
on the winning side; if he is
especially a man of loud professions
of personal honesty, while his op-
porents are all knaves and cor-
ruptionists ; if he alone is the friend

of the people and the defender of

their rights, write such a man down
as a political pbatisee, a canting
humbug—a mouthing demagogue,
who too oftcn rises to place and
power on the wave ‘of prejudice and
paseion. To which class does Sir
A. J. Smith belong? We appeal te
his political history for a reply.
When Sir A. J. Smith first offered

“\his services to the pcople of West-
morland, twenty-six years ago, he
issued a hand-bill (April 12th 1852,)
pledging himfelf to the following
platform :

1. Members of the Legislative

Council to be elected.

2. Vote of ballot.

3. Biennial Parliaments instead
of four years.

4. Removal of Seat of Govern-

ment to St. John.

5. Strict Economy in Public Ex-
perditure. .

6. Reduction of Governor's Salary.
7. A proper system of Agricul-
ture. e

How many of these planks on
which he ran his first Election, has
he honestly falfilled—-or has he even
honestly striven to fulfil? 'Tis said
that Jave laughs at lovers’ oath. It
is sure the devil laughs at politicians
promises. While Sir A. J. Smith is
frantically racing about the country
promising to do anything and every-
thing if he is only returned again,
it may not be out ¢f piace to enquire
of him how many of these promises
has he fulfilled?

1. Has he made the Legislative
Council elective? ,

2. What part had he in securing
vote by baliot? >

3. How long since
Parliaments biennial ?

4. Did he remove the seat of Gov-
ernment to St. John?

5. What measure of economy did
he ever introduce? g

6. What reduction did he make in
the Governor's salary ?

7. The Farmers are no doubt
curious to learn how Sir A. J. Smith
“succeeded in. introducing a ** proper
system of Agriculture” and what the
exact improvements are for which
the people are indebted to bLim.
Judged by the light of later events,
Sir A.'J. Swith wust himself con~
fess, cither that his first platform
was all clap-trap and gammon put
forward to secure votes, or that he
has exercised the most weak and
fecble influence on the “political
institutions of the country? Was he
insincere. or was he : political no-
bedy? Which was it?

Passing oun from 1852, we next
find Sir A. J. Swith pledging him-
self Lo oppose a camp of Instruction.
(Sce Telegraph, May 22, 1806.)
How dd he carry ont his pledge?
He himself actually brought in a bill
in the Local Assembly to establish it.
During the first few years of Sir A.
J. Smith’s political life, he was s
prominent opponent of Railways.
Previously to his connection with
the TilleyGovernment he was violent
and outspoken on the subject ; he was
unceasing 1n bhis predictions as to
the ultimate ruin that would follow
railway extension. The beavy in-
debtedness incurred, would be a
millstone around our necks dragging
the country down to utter insolvency.
He orginated the £200 per day
interest cry. At the Legislative
Session of 1864, when the Tilley
Government introduced a bill to sub.
sidize Western Extension, Albert
Railway and other lines to the
.extent of $10,000 per mile, ke
voled to give the bill a three
menths hoist. Mark now his con~
sistency. As a member of the
Government, he afterwards adopted
Westere Extension, without the con-
sent of the GQuvernor in Council.
This hasty and ill-advised act, was
the means of placing the control of
that road which was bunilt by
local subsidies in the hands of
Yankee spaculators, who bonded it
to English Capitalists, and thereby,
made large fortunes out of the rate
payers of this Province !

Sir A. J. Smith’s course during
the Confederation sgitation, was a
mixture of cowardice and duplicity,
such as is rarely witnessed. At the
first Confederation election, Tilley
and his colleagues, were *swept out
of existence on a great tidal wave,
and the Government fell into the
bands of the Smith-Anglin party.
I‘h? Legislature met in March 8th,
1866, and Sir A. J. Smith bad an
enormous majority at - his  back.
What was the first act of this Anti-
confoderate leader? To carry out the
Anti~confederate policy o ‘which he

he made

pledges; he played fast and loose

with his colleagues. This clause in

the spuech was said not to have been

divulged to Hon. T. W. Anglin, the

Provincial Secretary, and others,

of the Government, when de-

termined on, Smith evidently trust«

ing to the chapter of accidenis to

reconcile them to it! They indig-

nantly refused to deceive and be-
tray the people by supporting Siv

A. J. Swmith in carrying 1t oul.

Messrs Anglin and Wilmot resigned.

Sir A. J. Smith finding he had made
u mistake, then picked a quarrel with
Governor Gordon,‘in order that the
odium of the transaction might be
thrown upon him. The result was
the second Confederation election,
when Sir A. J. Smith who had had
about thirty-five supporters, was re-~
turned with a corporal’s guard of
four! Without dilating on the
figure cut by Sir A. J. Smith in Par-
liament in the first five years of Con-
federation—like the idois of Baal,
eyes had Le and saw not, ears had
he and heard not, and a tongue had
he and spake not—his perpetual co~
quetting between the Government
and Opposition, until he was finally
shamed into supporting the policy of
a Government that had done and
was doing so much for the Maritime
Provinces ; it is with the. manner in
which he has fulfilled his pledges and
promises the last five years, since
he has occupied a position of great
power and one capable of being ex-
ercised for the great benefit of the
people, that we wish to call public
attention. The first subject is the
Cape Tormentine Railway. In the
first year or two of the agitation for
this Railway Sir A. J. Smith believed
the Railway ought to be built by the
Joint aid of the Local and Dominion
Governments. - A Company was
formed to build it on that basis. Sir
A. J. Smith was {requently consulted
by the Members of the Company,
and up to the very day whan they
had obtained an act of incorporation
secured $175,000 subsidy, gone to
the expense of surveys, and had let
the work subject to obtaining rails,
did Sir A. 1. Smith ever intimate
them directly or indirectly, they were
not proceeding with his fullest ap>
proval and had his complete symn-
pathy and support! After going to
a great amount of labor and incur-
ring considerable expense under the
full belief that Sir ‘A. J. Swith stil
believed that the Road ought to be
built by such joint ard, and that e
would do bhis part cf the worl by
giving the rails, thcy were then at
the eleventh hour told by him that
after obtaining the rails they wowld
be witerly unable to buid it * * * the
Dominion would, no doubl, buid ¥ in
a few years. In short, fearing thut
the Company would build it and take
the work and patronage out of hLis
hands, he coolly abandons the juint
aid idea and pooh-poohs the scheme
of a company undertaking and hy
depriving them of rails prevents the
work being commenced. If he had
changed his own policy, common
decency ought 1o have tanght him!
the necessity of informing the Con
pany (before they had gone so fur |
with the work) they could count on

no aid from him.

If Sir A. J. Swith is the States-
man he would like this constitueucy
to believe, he would oefore this have
told the people the great things he
lad done for a work which he has
dozens of times declared to be the
most important and necessary public
work in the Maritime Provinces—we
tefer to the Bay Verte Canal.’

He has declared that work to be
‘“a fixed fact;” on the Dorchester
Hustings on 3rd August, 1872, when
Mr. Knapp let {all some satirical re-
mark respecting the Canal and whegf
he (Sraith) had done, he sternly vk~
buked him and stated that * as th
result of quietly agitating the sub-
ject MR. MACKENZIE STANDS
PLEDGED to the mcasure,” * * *
“I can assure you the Bay Verte
Canal is no electicneering dodge.”
Even two years later, when he had
gotinto power, he assured tlie elec-
tors (25th January, 1874) that the
* Bay Verte Canal.is-of great im-
portance to this country.” Now, it it
is of great imgort.succ to this country,
why is it not built? What bas Smith
been doing? Where is his power —
bis influence—his - assurances that
Muckenzie stands pledged to it?
Why did he not explain these things
at Petitcodiac? On bis representa-
tions and at his solicitation Dr. Tup-

verlisements for tenders for the ac-
tual construction of the Canal in
order that the different rontes might
be more carefully examined; when
he afterwards became a Minister,
why did he not then proceed with it?
Like potter’s clay he s monlded to
euit the political shapes and exigen-
cies of the hour; totally incapuble
of impressing any ‘great thought or
any great measure upon the country ;
he has not made even one resgectable
speech in Parliament in ten years;
faithless to party, he turned a cold
shoulder to Muckenzic when lie was
fighting the Opposition battles ; then
John A. was the man for him and
for the Maritime Provinces; John
A, is now out of power, and Mac«

should he be continued in power
another five years, who is bold en-
ough to conceive of what new and
startling and unthought of incon-
sistencies he may not be gailty of?

A Prophet Abroad.

To his other gifts, Sir A. J. Smith
claims the power of prophecy—of
political foresight, as witness bhis
speech at Petitcodiac: -

¢ 1 do not claim to be a prophet, but I
prophesied previous to Confederation, the
people would be more heavily taxed.”

He also made other prophecies at
the time of Confederation, which he
omitted to refer to and to dilate
on as their merits demanded. On
20th January he spoke at Sackville
and said amongst otaer things of the
scheme:

‘It embodied the elements of
TYRANNY. It told of pesporism. It
bad been said we should receive as-
sistance from Canada. This he de~
nied. Canada could not assist her-

portant? OUR SHARE OF ROAD AND
BRIDGE MONEY wouLp BE $19,000.
(last year it was about $120,000.
Ep.) Canada would extend ber
caunals and we would be liable to be
assessed for Lheir enormouns expense
for lier beticfit.  If we had an: Inter-
colonial Railway, Canal Extension
wouid iuterfere with its rightful traf.

At the, Mechanics’ In-
stitute. Jan. 31, ’65: ** Where is
there any young country that has

self? Not one. It is not expected
of us. {The Knight voted for a
grant of $976,000 last winter for
Militia and Defence). Look at the
cost. A thousand men would cost
£100,000 per snnam, half of our
revenue, while 10,000 men would be
little enough im the way of defence.
He read from Mr. McGee’s speech
in Canada where that gentleman
speaks of the sailors of the Maritime
Provinces as just the thing to fight
Canada’s battles on the Lakes, and
he asked them what wounld become of
oiir ships when our sailors are gone?
‘L here is nothing under the proposed
Coufederation to prevent the Gover-
nor Geuneral calling out our men to
march to anyspoint in Canada * * *
in reply to the argument that the
opening of the Canals in the West
would be for our benefit, he shewed
that this was impossible, then ves
sels conld pass directly to the Lakes
and we would certamnly be heavy losers
by the construction of the canals.
Free Trade with Canada-he consider-
ed a doubtful benefit. e believed it
would be withering to our manufac.
tures. (The manufactures of St.
John nearly doubled in the five years
after Confederation.—Ep). West-
ern Extension is worth ten thousand
Intercolonial Railways: for if the
latter should gn by the North Shore,
St. John would be ruined, yet. the
Government is willing to give £3,500
per mile towards the lalter and only
210,000 for the former. He predict-
ed the most direful resuits to St. John
from the counstracticn of the St.
Stephen Branch. He believed that
by Confederation we would lose our
identity and influence as a Province ;
we would lie powerless at the feet of
Canada; our legislature would be a
mere sham, a burlesque, to which no
young man of standing or taleat
woull aspire. It hada been argued
that our Province was too smail for
carrying out Respousible Govern-
ment. How would it be after it had
iost all its dignity ? and what a farce
would be a want of Confidence De-
bate. The spesker ridiculed these
things at some length, Then where
diflerences arose between the General
and Local Governmeuts as was fre-
quently the case in the United States,
we had no judge to appeal to as
they had. To b sure there would
be a Court of Appeal, and here he
referred humorously to the biegra:
sketehes which had been pab-
ot the various lower Province
Delegates, when ‘they were at Que-
bee, wlterein it was pointed out whet
situations and positions under the
great scheme, the talents of each
fitted him for. Then the salaries
of the Judges are all to be increased
from £1400 to £500 per annum (how
dreadful!) Can this account for
Judge Wilmot advocaling the mea~
sure from.the Bench.” We might
¢asily extend the predictions made
by our great political representative ;
we might ask him if he was not the
author of the cry that flour would be

phical

bl.; that our young wmen would be
fted to fight the battles of Cana-
h; that Chandler was to be made
arl of Westmorland and Tupper
Duke of Cumberland, &c., &c., but
we forbear; the above is, perbaps,
sufficicnt' to establish Sir A. J.
Smith’s character as a prophet.

In looking back over the records
of those old conflicts and comparing
them with the present condition of
Canadian aflairs ; in bebolding these
once-iselyted and outlaying Provin-
ces now gathered together and con-
solidated in the bonds of an indis-
soluble Union, and animated by a
growing patiiotic sentiment and by
a national pride in tbeir free institu-
tions and their heritngc of half a
enntinent, one looks ' back with
wonder at the pitiful drivel, the con-
jared bugbeurs, the painful ignor-

per, when a Minister, withdrew ad. f2nCe and narrow prejudice that marks

the statesmanship ot Sir A. J. Swmith
at that period, and the wonder is in~
creased when it is considered that
an intelligent and educated people
received such trash as political law
and gospel.

Sir A. J. Smith was a quarter of
a century . behind the age then: he
is balf a century now. If he was
not entitled to political credit twelve
Yyears ago, he is not to-day.

Tue rich wmen of St. John, the
haunkers, brokers, note-shavers and
annexationists who could not find
money enongh to keep Mr. Tilley
out, are the men opposed to Con-
federation, says the Telegraph. The
datoe is not August 1878,but June 9th,
1866, but the remark is just and true.

 MOORE " ELEVATING THE STANDARD
OF PORITY.

In the beginuning of January, 1874,
Mr. Mackenzie received tenders for
the Goderieh Harbor Works. The
lowest tender was that of John S.
Tolton of Walkerton, $172,630 ; but
notwithstantling that he offered

ample security, his tender was

-rejected, and the contract was given

to D. Moore & Co., of Walkerton,
at $212,5640, thus absolutely throw-
ing away $29,910! (Sess. Paper 75,
1877.) In January, 1877, three
years afterwards, when the matter
bad _been discussed im the House,
Mr. Page, an official of the Depart-
ment, writes a letter to explain why
Tolton did not get the contract, and
the reasons there stated are, that
¢ gome trouble-was takento ascertain
whether he was acquainted with
such work, but no information could
be obtained about Lim;” also that
‘‘ the other security —offered was
Henry Tolton, a farmer of Eramosa,”
and they were afraid that ¢ Mr.
Tolton might also be a farmer?”’
(Sess. Pap. 75, 1877,,p. 15.) How
much * trouble”” was taken, may be
judged from the fact that slthough
they knew Mr. Tolton lived at Walk-
ton, and must be known to the lead-
ing men in the County of Bruce.
there is not a single letter or
telegram from the - department
making enquiries about him, while
on the other hand. D. Stirton, Ksq.,
Postmaster of Guelph, (and well
known to the Premier,) sent the fol-
lowing telegram on January 4th
1874, which for some reason -is
omitted from the documents pub-
lished : —

¢ Tothe Hon. Alexander Mackenzie, Min-

1ster of Public Works, Ottowa :

“I understand that John Tolton, of
‘¢ Walkerton, has tendered for the
¢* Gooderich Hatrbor Works. Mr. Tolton
‘“js a thoroughly practical, honest and
¢ relinble man, financially able and ac-
¢ customed to the construction of public
“works. The sccurities named are
¢ reliable sound men.”

“D. STIRTON.”

In addition to this, this same Mr.
Tolton got the contract for Meaford
harbor works, and according to Mr.
Mackenzie's own report, ** satiss
factorily performed” the work!
(Pub. Works Rep. 1875, p. 33.) As
to Mr. Moore, there appear to have
been no enquirtes whether he was ac-
quainted with such work, no state-
ments to tlrt effeet, and no appre-
hension that he might be a farmer—
he had at u previous election deserted
his party und supported Bluke, who
now iatroduced him as* my friend
Moore,” (Sess. Pap. 75,) which was
apparently sufficient !

TWO MILLIONS LOST!

In December, 1874, and January
and Febraary, 1875, Mackenzie
madé contracts for 50,000 tons of
Steel Rails for the Pacific Railway,
before he had a single contract
which required raile let on tae rail-
way, (Pacific Railway Rep. pp.
385 7,) and years before the great
bulk of them 'will be required! He
purchased in a falling market at an
average of 854 per ton delivered in
Montreal, and in 1876 Bstee! rails
‘were bought delivered at, Prescott for
837,71 per ton! (Evidence of Thos.
Reynolds, App. Journals 1877, p.
31.) Allowing $1.71 for extra
freight to Prescott, this would make
a difference of $18 per ton, or Nine
Hundred Thousand Dollars which
‘Mackenzie has squandered in his
haste to put a good contract in the
way of Cooper, Fairman & Co! But
this is not all—in Jaruary, 1877,
about two years after the purchase,
only 2,295 tons have been used in
the Pacific Railway, (Sess. Pap. 77,
1877,) and January, 1878, three
years after, only 6,210 tons have
been used! (Public Works Rep.
1877, p. 189.) 5077 tons of these
rails are piled up on the wharves at
Nananimo, British Columbia, (Sess.
Pap. 77, 1877,) and to the present
day there is not even a sign of com~
mencing the Railway there! During
1877 (see above) only 3915 tons
were, laid on the Pacific, and at that
rateit would take about thirteen
years to use up 50,000 tons! Mean-
while, rust and interest tell their ex-
pensive tale. 'I'he amount paid in
England for rails and fastenings was
was $2,923.917, (Sess. Pap. 77,)
and for inland transport $428,452,
(Pacific Railway Report 1877, pp.
391-5,) making an aggregate of $3,~
852,869, on which say 5 per cent.
intorest runs.on at the rate of $167,-
618 per annum! How many years
1t will be-yet before the account is
closed by using the rails, nobody
knows, but with loss on first cost,,
interest, rust, &o., it is safe to say
the country will loose in the neigh-
borhood of two'millions before this
job or blunder ie through with !

HE Board of Trustees of any School

District is hereby empowered to pro-
vide from the Sehool Finds under its con-
trol, Prizes not exceeding a first, second
and third prize; in any School Term, for
each School or Department, and according
to such cor.ditions and regulations as may
be preacribed by the Board of Education,
provided that no such prize shall be award-
ed in respect. of proficiency in particular
subjects of the School course, or the dis-
charge of particular School duties.—41
Vict. cap. 35, sec. 10.

In purqnahcc of the above enactment of

the Legislature, the Board of Education J

has been pleased to prescribe the follow-
ing conditions and regulations—whieh are
to be carefully observed by Boards of
Trustees and Teachers—respecting - the
offering and awarding of the School Prizes
therein authorized :—

1. The offer of the Prizes and the con-
ditions of their award set forth below (in
sections 2 and 3) shall be announced to
the school, or department, on' or before
the first day on which it may be in session
in any Term.

2. The following shall be regarded as
the STANDARD for every member of the
School :—

: Prompt attendance at each school sit-
ting; unexceptionable conduct while sub-
Jject to the Teacher’s supervision, whether
in the school room or else where; indus-
trious application in the di ge of every
school duty; and excellence of Scholar-
ship in the subjects of prescribed study,
accordiug to the pupil's assignments in
the course of instruction pursued in the
school.

3. The Teacher shall assign a fixed
numerical value to the ahove standard
(say 5 or 10) for each half-day (or for
each day) o be available in respect of those
pupils only who are present; and the
Teacher shall according to his best Jjudg-
ment determine and record at the time
what abatement is to be made for any half-
day (or day) from this standard figure on
account of taidiness, improper conduct,
want of application or imperfect scholare
ship. " At the close of the calendar month
the Teacher shall make entry in the School
Register (page 6 or 10) of the sum of the
m'mdnrd figures (or parts of them) re-
tained for the month by each pupil, and
the aggregate of these monthly entries
shali be regarded as the pupil’s School
Standing for the Term.

4. Atghe close of the term the Teacher
shall présent a written report, under his
signature, to the Secretary of the Board
of Trustecs, stating (1) the names, with
the School Standing forthe Term annexed
to cach, of the pupils having first, second
and third positions; and (2) the name of
any pupil who, while a member of the
school, or department, was unavoidably
nhscn}, and whose actual average daily
standing being allowed for such days of
absence, not exceeding five in any case,
u:uuld make his school standing for the
Term equal to that of a pupil whose name
shall have been reported in the foreguing
statcment [1]. | The Secretary of the
T'rustees shall keep the Teacher's Report
on file for a poriod of at least two years.

5. The Board of Trustees shall award
the prizes to the pupils having the highest
School Standing for the Term; and in
waking the awards the Trustees may, in
their discretion, take into consideration,
but orly within the limitations specified in
scction 4. the case of any pupil unavoid-
ably absent from school.

6, The Board of Trustees sholl deter-
mine the naturc and value of all prizes,
and shall exercise u responsibie care that
no prize be of a character excluded by
the provisions of regulation 88, or by
section 102 of the Schools Act.

7. The prizog shall be publicly present-
ed through the Board of Trustees, at, or
subsequent to, the tlose of the Term, at
such time and place as the Trustees shali
determine ;- and the Trustees may invite,
in their discretion, gentlemen reeident or
non-resident to -present the prizes to the
winmers on behalf of the Board of Trustees
and the District.

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THE McCARTHY MURDER. |

DorcHEsTER, Aug. 20,

This moming Dr. Tuck began his address to
the jury. He said:—~
May it Please Your Honor, Gentlemen of the Jury:
I congratulate you that yon are now approach-
ing the end of this long and most important trial.
It has now lasted nearly'five weeks and never in
my experienge of criminal trials have.I meta
jury who gave more earnest attention to or took a
more intelligent interest in & cause than you have
in thia one, From day to day you have watehed
carefally all the proeecdings; have nover.beon
- unmindful of your duty and have shown your in-
timate knowledge of the facts and bearings of the
oase by the pointed questions you have put to many
of the witnesses and whatover ‘may bo the result
of the "trial I feel well assured that your own
noble county and the country at large will thank
you for the way in which you have performed
yourduty. Perhapein the history of the Province
there has never been o cause, civil or criminal,
which has excited such A wide-spread interést as
this one.  Not only in New Bruuswick, but in the
neighboring provinces the public mind has been
exorcised over this case from the time it first came
to be known that Timothy MoCarthy had disan-
peared down to this almost the last day of the
groattrial. ‘And one need not be surprised that

knew perl'cutly well that he hAd not received a
retainer from MoCarthy, for in giving evidence
Edward McCarthy had solemnly sworn that the
advice he received from Mr. Hanington was of a
friondly charncter; that ne money was charged
and none paid. Mr. Palmer, secing the effedt of
his onslaught and that he had made a
great mistake, endeavored to mitigate the
offense - in his closing specch and to say
he did not mean it, bat it is a poor apology after
one has purposely given anothera slap on the face
to say that ne did not intend to hit bém so hard.
Now gentlemen, coming to ¢he case itself, I shall
endeavor to disouss it dispassionately and with a
view of arriving at the truth of the death of
‘Ttmothy McCarthy; and that his bodv was found
in the Scadouc river. on the 11th of May lust, no
one can have any doubt. I think that I will be
able from tho evidencoe to prove to a certainty
that his death was from vielence and not from
-drowning. T then shall discuss the question as to
how that violence was administrated and will con-
clusively prove .to you that Timothy McCarthy
was murdered; that Mr. Palmer’s bridge theory
has no facts to support it and is entirely
the oreature of his - own imagination. Af-
ter having established these points I. will
turn my attention to the evidence which tends
to fix the guilt of the MoCarthy's murder upon
theee prisoners. The evidence of Damien White,
Philip Votour, Stephenand Edward McCarthy
proves conclusively that Timothy MecCarthy was
found dead in the 8cadouc river on the 11th May
last. It seoms to wle that death by violenco is no

more thrilling and exeiting than a romance. For
weeks and months the public wero by no means
sure that Timothy McCarthy was dead, and evon
somo of his nearest friends wero in duubt as to his
fate, and could hardly bring themselves to believe
that ho had met with foul play. By and by press-
ing inquiries began to be made. The wifo of the
missing man and his brother, Edward McCarthy,
were diligent in their search, and the Sherill of
the county devoted weeks to the work, taking
statemeonts from all who he thought were
able to throw any light or give information
upon the subject. Time passed on; it was well
known that Timothy McCarthy had been in Shedi-

. ac on the 12th of Ooctober, and it was discovered

that Mr. Chipman W. Smith had parted with him
there somewhere between 11 and 12 o’clock on the
night of that day. Further investigations continu-
* od to be made, and finally from sworn information
made by Annie Parker on the 19th of January last
the prisoners at the bar and John Osborne
were . arrested on tho following day. Then
followed the i before Stipen-
diary Magistrate Javob Wortman, who had
sssociated with him William J. Robinson,
The positive statement of Annie Parker that Mo-
. Carthy had been murdered at the Waverley was
there given. As the body was not found many
doubted whether he was dead or not. Next fol-
lowed the search inthe Beadouc river for the
body, at first through the ice without eudcess,then
on the 11th of May last, about three weeks after
navigation had opened, the body was found float-
ing in the yiver a short distance balow the railway
bridge. Then oame the inquest, unlike any one
whioh had ever been holden in the Province before.
I say unlike beosuse never before had the d

less d;the three medical gontle-
men; Drs. Alluon, Flemming and Scott,who made
the post mortem examination, all declare without
consultation that death was caused by external
violence and not by drowning, It is absurd to
think that McCarthy should go to the river at all.
He had no business thero, was able to take care
of himself when he left the Weldon house and
when he parted with Chip. Smith, and to suppose
for a moment that he then started up the railway
track towards the river is something too absurd
for human eredulity. The doctors tell you too
the state of the man’s brain and find the cause
of hisdeath there. I thiuk also that it has been
established beyond any reasonable doubt that he
came to his death by foul play;in fact that he
was murdered. The evidence to support this is
both direct and eircumstangjal.
True Annie Parker gives the Ynly dircot testimony
and as Mr. Palmer says ¢he is an accomplice.
In this case ydi must nssociate the circumstantial
evidenco with her evidence. We can't
ask you to oconviot withouther testi-
mony, but you must look outside for cir-
cumstances to corroborate her, aund -if you clear
the prisoners you must have a real doubt not a
fanciful one. Now I wish here to say a few words
regarding Annie Parker. Mr. Palmer hae used
hareh language with regard to her evidence with
regard to her character, (which we could not con-
tradiot) yet I do not think she isall bad.She should
not be disbelieved in all that she says was told her
Her early life was unfortunate, and she was not
ded by infl caloaiatad to devalop &
vittuous life; ehe early lost her mother and was
early cast out upon the world without any fiiend
or protector. But look at her ciroumstantial story.

The truth is the management of =a
prosecution is something which .Mr. Palmer deés
not understand, and were he to undertake it, he
would be found pursuing it with all the pertinacity
nad fieroeness which characterize him in the con-
duet of a civil couse or the defence of a criminal
one. ' I appeal to you all, a8 I have had ocearion
to do more than once after Mr. Palmer’s nesaults,
if this prosecutian, whilst ocarried on faithfully,
has not been conducted fairly and h bly. Mr.
Palmer finds fasult with the manner in
which the Crown has conducted this case. It
is not the duty of the Crown officers to conduct a
criminal case in merely a perfunctory manner.
In trying a- person for a crimo he showld
not be tiied as if some other person
were . guilty.

It is admitted that MoC: was at the Waverley
House; she tells how he came back, had_four
drinks, gets stupid; his money istaken from him,
then ho revives; Harry proposes to finith him:
does 80; gets the rope and stone; goes away with
the body, and so on. Can it be possible that this
is a mere fabrication? Itis more i ble that
she could invent this story than all the other im-
probabilities of the case together. What. induce-
ment lind she to invent this story? She lived with
the Osbornes seven wecks after the murder; there
is mo evidence to show that she had any
ill will against tho Osbornes, Why does she
tell this story without any assignable reason,
the effect of which ig, if true, to send these people
to the gallows? I know the many contradictions
in her statements, but they might be made by any
one; and b these di ies are
more likely to confirm the truth of her story than
otherwise. All these statements were made be-
fore McCarthy’s body was found, and when by
most people he was supposed to be alive. All this
was toid by a girl against whom no erime had
been charged, and who had never before manifest-
ed any viciousness of disposition, There is no
half way in this matter; either the prisoners mur-
dered MoCarthy or they did not. - Ifithey did not,
thon Annie Parker has sworn falscly. Remember
I am not her apologist. I donot wish to extenuate
her faults in any way. She has not been properly
treated or looked after, and this will explain a
good deal, The doctors state that it was possible
for these blows to be given and yet the skin not be
broken. Either Mr. Palmer must show that Me-
Carthy was drowned or the murder must bo fixed
on the prisoners. Every source and avenue has
been searched to find the cause of his death, with-
out result. There is no other way of accounting
for it. ‘McCarthy had no motive for going to the
railway bridge. It iseaid he went by mistake.
That will not do. There were three cattle guards
to pass ‘on the way; also an embankment.
He was capable of taking onre of ‘himself. le
did not know the way to the Scadcuo and did
know the way to the Point. Could a man weigh-
ing 215 1bs., full from the bridge and hit some ob-
stacle during the descent? Would he not have
smashed his head all to pieces? The small wound
on the hoad will not explain the matter; not a
sign him in this hypothesis, If this wae
the only difficulty to dispose of in tbis case it
would be easy to solve the mystery. I. has been
said that the evidence of anaccomplice likeAnnie
Parker ought not to be sufficient to conviot unless
her statement is corroborated. Ingree with this
prepositi«n and unless you can find in this testi-
mooy sufficient to convince your minds beyond
a reasonable doubt that Aunio Parker’s
story is true, then you would not be
justified in finding the prisoners or either of them
guilty.

I will now state the hypothesis of the Omwn in
this cage, and in doing 8o I will put forward some
propositions for whioh there is no direct proof, ex-
cept in 80 far as they are to be deduced from the
evidence of Annie Parker. Her story is as fol-
lows :—MoCarthy left Osborne’s at half-past ten;
lie said he was coming back; the Oshorne’s plan-
ned to drug and rob him; he did return and .had
four drinks, some powder was put into tho liquor
which produced stupor; he became insensible and
his money was taken. Shortly after he revives
and Harry proposcs to finish him; Mrs. Osborne
tells him to do so; he then strikes several blows
on the head with o hatchot which cause death.
Harry then gets the stone and rope and brings the
horse and wagon o the door and takes the body
away, puts it in the Seadouc and returns in about
a half an hour. The girl gees to bed and then gets
up and scrubs the blood” from the floor of the bar-
room, hall and platform. She states that McCar-
thy breathed hard and died. This hard breathing
takes place when a person has been drugged and
is known only to medical men. Could
she, a novice, have known this? I
never thought what they used was a deadly
drug. “1le had been drinking all day and then had
taken four drinks at Osborne's, 20 it was not ne-
cossary to use a powerful drug to render him in-
sensible. It was probably some powder which
they thought would have a soothing effect. Iis
coats.watch and tho shell were all left at Osbornes.
It is impossible for us to say whether Iarry put
the body in the river alone opnot, On the Sunday
or Monday following the  body was taken up and
placed further up tho stream in the cbannol; then
two or three weeks after the body is taken up
again and the clothes put on,the money and watoh
placed in the pockets. As goon as this is done
they think themselves safe, and this accounts for
the stories that we have heard of them afterwards
asking: If the body was found with the clothes on
and the money in the pockets, whether anything
could be done to them or not? They had found as
inquiries had beon madelabout McCarthy that it
was dangerous to have the clothes or wateh in the
house or larry carrying the shell.

If you ean find eufficient corroboration to Annie
Parker’s testimony, then you must conclude that
the Osbornes did the deed. There is no doubt
McCarthy was murdered: if the Osbornes did not
kill him some other person or persons did and who-
ever killed him, Annie Parkor knew all about it.
Mr. Palmer has stated ‘that she never mention-
ed that the body was in the Seadouc until the hat
was found, but you /have the vositive testimony*of
Edward McCarthy that before any statemont had
been made at all, she had said the body would be
found in the Seadouc. She told this most
important fact before the hat was found.
When the body is found, gure enough. it is where
she said it was. She goes up the Scadouc and
points out the placo where the wagon went down
to the river. Can there be anything more confirma-
tory than this? Look through all the history of
British jurisprudence and you will not find stronger
circumstantial evidence. This was the only stone
found in the river this spring, and the only piece
of rope. Mr..Palmer saysthe stone and boards of
the wagon have been tampered with. A gentle-
man who {s slow to believe that a murder has been
committed, really eeems to think there are persons
wicked enough to do this. It isalso said that the
stone was put in the river. Who would do such s
thing and for what reason? .The lime on the
stone was covered with mud when taken from the
river; when this got rubbed off, the
lime was plain to be eeen. It has
evidently ' been used in a  build-
irg ~ and it was found where
Annie Parker said it was put. Agnes Buochanan
says this bed cord was there when Grattan lived
in the house, but I submit it is not probable it is
the same. It was evidently changed after the
body was taken away, a8 the cord produced by
Mrs. Buchanan and Marshal Steadman is new.
Jude Hibbert says the cord in tho bed was softer
than that produced by Miss Buchavan. Is it prob-
able that this cord would remain unused so long?
Again, the rope found in the river don’t corres-
pond with any rope ueed for rafting.

/ THE JUDGE'S CHARGR.

His Honor began his charge to the jury at five
o’clock.

His Honor said :—

Gentlemen of the Jury=I ocan also congratulate
you that this long and importaat trial is about to
be concluded. It has taken a longer time than
any other which has been tried in this Province,
but as it is s case of great importanoce, I think no
time hasbeen wasted in receiving the ovidence.
The lives of the prisoners areat stake and they
have employed able counsel to defend them, and
that duty has been ably performed by Mr, Palmer
and Mr, Holstead. It was the duty of Dr, Tuck
and his iate, Mr. Hani not to cond
the case merely as advocates. but to produce all
the evidenoe bearing on it and fairly present the
¢ase to you, and this they have done with ability.
As this is not the first time that the Crown officers
have had to investigate this remarkable and mys-
terious oase, they have doubtless efficiently per-
formed their part. You must not expect an argu-
ment from me: my duty is to preseat to you the
ovidlence and point out, as it may
be, in favor of the Crown or the
prisoners. Itis not my vart to express an opinion
‘a8 to the credibility of the witnesses; it is for me
tosay what evidence to receive and what to
1ejecty but it is foryou to judge of the evidence
before you. I shall refrain from passing any
opinion as to any of the evidence presented. It is
my duty to point out where the evidence may
seem to conflict and where there may be corrobor-
ation, With regard to the credibility of witnesses
you must judge of that by the manner in which
they gave their testimony. If you find & witness
frank and trying to hide nothing he is deserving
of belief, but if on_the other hand you find & wit-

you think he oould make this mistake and fall
over the bridge ? The dootors told you that if he
struck any hard substance in his fall that there
would he a more apparent mark on his head

over his eye & post-mortem mark. If hefell in the
river and struck,the bottom, the dootors think the
mark on the body ocould be e.

A great deal has been said on both sides as to her
oredibility. Ishall leave her evidence in your
hands, and you will have to look at the pro-
babilities and improbabilities of it. Do you
think it reasonable that she ocould have
manufactured this whole story? She desoribes the
death scene, and what strikes me forcibly is her
stating that MoCarthy after being drugged called
the names of his wife and children. Bhe oould
soarcely, it strikes me, have made up the whole
story. True, she has told different stories in her
statements to the Sheriff; she refuses to tell morse.
Is her explanation of the different statements suf-
ficient to make you believe her? A man named
Henry Peltior swears that she is his
ohild. He denies that he is a Seotchman
or s Baptist as she swore he was, She is contra-
dicted as to several places where she said she had
lived. Mr. Delaney contradiots her as to the
time she lived at Moffatt’s; she swears she lived
there two years; he saysshe only lived there for
two months and was discharged for stealing. Mr.
