country there were less than forty 
thousand subscribers out of a popula- 
tion of over seven million. The big 
corporations and the experienced in- 
vestors absorbed the previous loans 
before the modest fellow with only 
fifty or a hundred dollars to offer un- 
derstood the proposition. This time, 
instead of competition between the 
bond houses and over-lapping territ- 
ories and duplicate efforts, the whole 
community of financial men and news- 
papermen, from coast to coast, will be 
working like one man.

This is the skeleton of the organiza- 
tion: Next to the Minister of Fin- 
ance, will be the Dominion victory 
loan executive, including many of the 
biggest and most public spirited fin- 
anciers in the Dominion.

RoyalLondon, Oct. 12—Lord Rhondda in 
an interview says:

"I have followed with great interest 
Lord Northcliffe’s visit to Canada and 
his food economy speeches. Were I 
asked what Canada could best do to 
help the Empire’s food problem dur- 
ing these coming months, I would sup- 
port his advice to minimize consump 
tion in order to have larger supplies 
available for the army, and make ar- 
rangements to establish credits to en- 
able England to purchase these sup- 
plies.

“No one here wishes to seem to in- 
struct Canada in her business. We 
realize the magnificent sacrifices she 
has made and the eager spirit of her 
people. Still, with the situation as it 
is, increased efforts and increased sac- 
rifices all around are essential. We 
hope that Canada will make a great 
effort to increase production, particu- 
larly of those foodstuffs like bacon, 
where the shortage is the greatest, 
and further to encourage the use of 
substitutes for wheat and meat.

“British experience of food control 
has demonstated that we must fix the 
prices of essential foodstuffs in order 
to eliminate profiteering, prevent ex- 
travagance and reduce the consump- 
tion. We provide penalties for those 
who attempt to break the law. It 
is necessary to fix the price of essen- 
tial articles because a slight shortage 
of wheat, meat or coal, if left to the 
ordinary laws of supply and demand 
would increase the prices manifold, 
more than would be really justified.

The people must have these things 
whatever the price demanded. “The 
same rule does not apply to luxuries, 
since people abandon their use when 
the prices are to high.

“Profiteering cannot be eliminated 
by the wave of the magic wand, but 
we are steadily developing a policy 
and making it impossible by prevent- 
ing intermediate dealing and by fixing 
the rates of profit in each stage from 
the producer to the consumer. This 
takes the ground from under the pro- 
fiteers’ feet. It is necessary to have 
compulsory powers.

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WHEN MINSTRELS SANG.

Gay Old Troubadours and Minne- 
singers of the Middle Ages.

From approximately the eleventh 
to the thirteenth century was the 
golden age of the mediaeval recital 
linger, who cultivated the art-song 
of the . lower order. Troubadours, 
trouveras, and minnesinger haunted 
the castles and rose gardens of Prov- 
ence, Northern France, Suabia, and 
Aragon, hastening along the roads 
which led from one to another, run­
ning over their programmes while 
they scanned the horizon for the next 
moated grange or beetling keep. We 
doubt if the records of their pre­
mieres are preserved even in the 
yellowing parchments of age. with- 
out thought of posterity, and hardly 
knowing that it pays to advertise, 
says Frederick H. Martins in Musi- 
cal America.

Singers were variously accom- 
panied then. The troubadour and 
trouver, nine times out of ten, was 
his own poet, interpreter, and com- 
poser. Unlike singers of to-day, he 
found it easy to make up an entire 
programme of songs dedicated to 
himself by himself. He chose his 
own method of vocal instruction, and • 
if his voice: justified it, what more: I 
was there to say? Anatomy’s most 
interesting aspect being the chance, 
it offered its students to investigate 
the vulnerable points for the intro- 
duction of sword or spear into the 
human body, our singers sang prin- 
cipally by the grace of God and had 
little conscious knowledge of epi-

! glottis, diaphragm, and voice-plac- 
ring.
|Unlike vocalists of to-day, these 
|aristocratic knights of the road did 
not barter their divine gifts for gold 
—they sang merely for their lady’s 
smile, to use a peotic euphuism. But 
even then utilitarian error managed 
to creep in — the jongleur, a more 
Bohemian type of minstrel, who 
often acted as the troubadour’s ac- 
companist (though there were ‘self- 
accompanying” troubadours then as 
now), had an eye to the practical. 
Not being their social equal, when 
knights were bold in securing pledges 
of tender affection to recompense 
their throat work, these fellows eag- 
erly accepted from enthusiastic audi- 
ences rich jewels, broidered tunics, 
gloves, and mantles, chargers, pal- 
freys, and mules, vessels of silver 
and vessels of gold. They even 
stooped to coin, for the mediæval 
proverb says: "Offer him 100 marks 
of silver; if he take them he is a 
jongleur’s son!” And this tradition 
of high fees has been handed down 
through the ages to the accompanist 
of to-day, who, like his forbear, is a 
person of power, and often doter- 
mines the singer’s programme.

In those days the crowned heads 
of Europe needed none to sing be- 
fore them—they could sing before 
themselves. King Richard Lion- 

! Heart, the King of Navarre, Pedro, 
and Alfonso, Kings of Aragon, the 
German Emperors, Henry VI., and 
Frederick Barbarossa, King Con- 
radin, last of the Hohenstaufen dyn- 
asty. King Wenceslaus of Bohemia, 
and even the King of Portugal—his 
name was Denis —could always count 
on an enthusiastic audience. In ad- 
dition, counts, barons, knights sim- 
ple and other aristocrats enthralled 
the land with their lays.

In a general way their programmes 
resembled there of the modern re- 
cital. They sang love songs, spring 
songs, character songs, dramatic 
songs, pastorals, serenades, religious 
songs, and "ballad"—these last not 
in the present-day sense of the term. 
Some 2,260 of these songs have been 
preserved, of which some have been 
transcribed and have given pleasure 
to modern ears. More interesting 
than their music, perhaps, is the 
truly temperamental career of many 
of these noble singers, in which they 
anticipate later aristocrats of the 
vocal art. Rambaut d’Aurenga fell 
in love with a number of ladies 
whom he had never seen—and who 
had never seen him. Gaueelm Faidit, 
the best singer among his contem- 
porariets, turned jongleur because he 
lost his property dicing. Nearly 
every troubadour and trouvere was 
a “Peer Butterfly,” hastening from

The Polishing of Ooral.
Although Venice is a centre for 

tourist trade in coral and shell 
cameos, coral itself is neither gath- 
ered nor worked there. The manu- 
facture is confined to Torre del 
Greco. Polishing coral in, quantities 
is an interesting feature of the 
work. It is placed in a small bag of 
strong raw linen together with 
crushed pumice-stone, and the bag is 
shaken in a special tube with a hole 
for drainage under a small column of 
water. When the coral is well pumi- 
cated it is washed and passed into 
a clean bag. Instead of the pumice 
the so-called "pulimento"—red or 
white—is used and the former oper- 
ation is repeated, first without 
water, then with a little, and finally 
with much water, when the coral has 
become brilliant. What the "puli- 
mento” is the inhabitants of Terro 
del Greco, while so proud and jeal- 
ous of their industry, have never 
taken the trouble to find out, as in- 
deed what the "acqua ossigenata" — 
hydrogen peroxide—is, which is used 
to change the color of the coral, 
black when extracted from the sea, 
to red. As for the "pulimento," it is 
not different from that which the 
jewellers use to polish precious 
stones.

Lumber operations of Restigouche 

are already beginning to feel the pin- 
ch in regard to shortage of cars need- 
ed for the export of lumber.

One operator has ordered about five 
hundred carloads of lumber but can 
only obtain a few cars each week.

In the United States the war board 
for car distribution controls the cars 
there. The Canadian Government 
has no such commission as yet. The 
Washington board in order to facilitate 
the prompt movement of grain and 
food products lumber and munition, 
has been keeping cars largely in the 
south, the middle west and the south- 
west. * Under ordinary conditions 
many of those cars would find their 
way to New Brunswick points, but 
under the present control, is now im- 
possible.

The cars of the Canadian lines are 
being employed largely in the upper 
provinces to care for shipments there 
intended for the Allied countries.

The shippers have had assurances 
that the C. G. R. management will do 
its utmost to provide cars for all pur- 
poses. But be as diligent as they 
may, they cannot hope to give the 
necessary cars because of the very 
heavy demand being made for ship- 
ments to the Allies..
