BRYAN'S DOVE OF PEACE SEEMS
ABOUT T0 SETTLE IN MEXICO

All Factions in Mexico May Be Brought Together, Follow-

ing Resignation of

Huerta’s Successor.

[Canadian Press.]

Washington, July 17.—Administration
officials saw peace teday on the horizon
of Mexican politics. Francisco Car-
bajal’s informal statement to the Wash-
ln‘gton Government that he intended to
retire in faver of Carranza, Constitu-
tionalist chief, and Carranza's an-
noyncement. that he was willing to
negotiate with the Federals for peace-

ful transfer of power in Mexico City,
was regarded as practically assured
that theend of bloodshed was near.

The road remained to be cleared, how-
ever, for negotiations between the two
Meoxican factions. Members of the
revolutionary junta in Washington ex-
preesed doubt whether Carranza would
be willing to grant amnesty to the
Huertas of the north. 9

Sweep Aside Difficulties.

The crux of the situation appeared to
hang on the extent of the quarter that
Carranza might be willing to grant his
fallen foe. That all stumbling blocks
will be swept aside, however, for the
peaceful entry of Carranza into the
Mexican capital was the belief general-
1y expressed. Secretary of State Bryan
was optimistic over possibilities of

peace. “Watchful waiting,” he thought,
had resulted in success,
“Villa Talks Sense.

Fears expressed over the attitude
that Villa, the northern military chief,
might take toward the new turn in the
situation partially were discounted by
his statement that there was ‘‘no neces-
sity for . apprehension regarding my
stay' in tne north.” He said he ex-
pected to move his troops from Chihua-
hua State toward Mexico City within
the next few days.

One plan for the occupation of Mexico
City contemplated that 5,000 troops
from each of the three divisions of the
Constitutionalist army - simultaneously
would enter the capital. By that means
jealousy among the big units of Car-
ranza's forces would be obviated. From
his headquarters in Monterey, Carranza
announced his plan of conducting
negotiations for establishment of the
Constitutionalist Government in Mexi-
co City without further sacrifice of .life.
He declared, however, that uncondi-
tional surrender would be the only basis
upon which the parleys could result
successfully. ;

London, July 17.—A militant suf-
fragette today slashed with a butcher’s
cle. ver the portrait of Thomas Carlyle,
the Scottish historian, painted by Sir
John Millais and hanging in the Nation-
al Portrait Gallery. The woman was

arrested after a severe struggle with
the attendants and at the police station
gave her.name as Anne Hunt.

+! -~ Eluded the Guards.

The® attendants of the gallery, who
since the occurrence of the recent mili-
tant suffragette outrages in national
institutions have been keeping guard
on the treasures under,  thejr care,
noticed a yvoung woman walking from
picture to picture apparently admiring
the work of various artists. Eventual-
ly she came to the portrait of Carlyle,
and then quickly taking'a butcher's
cleaver from the folds of her dress,
viciously attacked the painting. The
female vandal had succeeded in strik-
ing the picture several blows before the
nearest aftendant could reach her, with
the result that it was seriously dam-
aged. The glass covering on if was
emashed and a slit was made in the
picture from the top of Carlyle's head
right through the face to the chin.

DRUNKENNESS ON INCREASE
IN LONDON DISTRICT

Annual Report of Provincial
Inspector 8hows That the
Records for County Jail
Have Jumped.

The report for 1913 of Inspector of
Prigsons and Charities for Ontario Dr.
R. W. Bruce Smith has recently been
issued, and contains a great deal of tab-
ulated and statistical information of in-
terest to sociologists, eriminologists and
social workers. There are 46 jails and 5

provincial lockups in the province.

During the year 1912 the expenditure
for jail maintenance was $203,936.76, and
in 1913 it was slightly less, $208,074.82. |
Cash revenue from jail labor, earned at
Kingston and Perth was, in 1913,
$1.530.50. The average cost per day for
each prisoner in the county jails was
24% cents in 1912, and 243% cents in 1913.
Commitments in 1912 were 16,985, and in
1918 ‘they numbered 19,250, Commit-
ments for murder im 19012 were 24; in
1918 they were 31. Commitments for
manglaughter were 17 in 1912, and 12 in
1918,

Commitments for crimes against the
person, including assault, wounding,
manslaughter, and attempt at suicide,
were 1,087 in 1912, and 1,187 in 1913.

Commitments for crimes against prop-
erty, including arson, burglary, theft,
counterfeiting, embezzling, fraud, for-
gery, trespass, larceny, destroying and
injuring property, were 4,143 in 1912,
and 4,125 in 1913.

Commitments for crimes against pub-
lic morals and decency, inecluding big-
amy, seduction, indecent assault, per-
jury, keeping or frequenting houses
of ill-fame, were 1781 in 1912, and
818 in 1913,

Commitments for crimes against pub-
lic arder and peace were 9,983 in 1912
11,887 in 1913, and commitments for in-
sanity were 512 in 1912, and 491 in 1913.

11,897 Were Sentenced.

In 1912 there were 10,250 prison\ers sen-
tenced, and in 1918, 11,897.

Deaths in jails were 20 in 1912, and
18 in 1913. Boys under 18 committed to
jail in 1912 numbered 91; in 1913~only 85.
Girls under 16 committed to jail num-
bered 11 in 1912, and 10 in 1918, Com-
mitments to London jail numbered 674
in 1818, and 743 in 1913.

Burford the Scene of Attacks
by Hordes of Pests From -
' Both Sides.

GET INTO HIS BEDBQQM

Fight a
Most  Terrible Plagne—
Trenches Are Dug.

[By Staff Reporter.]

Burfond, Ont., July 17.—Devastations
of the army worm have become SO
great along the Burford road that the
farmers are at their wits’ end to pre-
vent an even greater loss than has so
far been occasioned by the devastating
millions. The destruction of the pas-
ture land means that the farmers of the
district will have to get rid of their en-
tire herds of cattle, having no fodder
for them to eat.

The march of the army worms con-
tinues. This morning they had covered
the flats from Whiteman’s Creek to the
Oxford County line. Not only have
they stripped the pastures, but today
for the first time they entered the
highlands and attacked the grain.

Farmers Cut Grain.

In an effort to stop their disastrous
march farmers are mowing their grain
in as far as the worms have got and
are plowing parallel trenches to pre-
vent further inroads into the grain.

The district is being attacked from
two sides. South of the Whiteman's
Creek is another known locally as the
Big Creek. The worms are marching
in from this quarter also, dropping the
pasture grass to within an inch of the
ground and attacking the corn and
wheat fields.

Pastures Are Denuded.

In some places 50 acre pasture lots
have been so devastated that they will
be useless for the remainder of the
season. In others, large sections of
wheat has been attacked and killed
by the excursions of the worms.

Last night W. Chant, near Cathcart,
collected 15 bushels of the destructive
grubg from the post holes dug in the
riotecting trenches to prevent their
entry inte his grain.

I"'amagc at the Aimey farm, on the
Burford road has been placed at $1,000.
Found In Bedrooms.

Grain flelds and pastures are not the
only places that the worms have at-
tacked. At the Terryberry farmhouze,
also on the Burford road, the whole
west side of the house was black with
the worms yesterday afternoon. The
worms made their way under the house,
and this morning some of them were

found in one of the bedrooms.

HUERTA RESIGNS.
HE resignation of Huerta has
cleared the atmosphere to some
- extent, and is a justification of Presi-
' dent Wiison's humanitarian attitude
We think the world
| generally will feel relleved by the
'elfnination of Huerta. There are
orifies of the Wilson administration
who\ censure it for casting In its lot
with \the Constitutionalists, but Huer-
s savage treatment of Madero, cou-
;pled with the trilumphal progress of
! Villa, would not permit of any other
. policy.

Presidant Wilson has once more
lhown‘himself a high-minded and far-
seeing statesman. Had he yielded to
the jingo press of the United States,
which has trfed to drive him into a
war of comquest, the American people
would have been plunged into a bloody,
prolonged and costly campaign, with
the disappearance of Mexico as a na-
tion for a climax. But President Wil-
son’s labors in the cause of peace are
by no means ended by the passing of
Huerta. Tactful handiing of Carranza
and Villa will be required, Both of the
Constitutionalist chiefs are uncertain
quantities, with Villa furnishing the
bigger problem., He has repeatedly
declared that he is nothing more than
a soldier fighting for the liberation of
his country, with no desire to rule;
but he is also a good deal of an ad-
venturer, and as there is no love lost
between himself and Carranza, he may
not relish the position of playing second
fiddle to the latter.

A new and grave peril is the possi-
bility of a sack of Mexico City if the
Constitutionalists are permitted to
march in in force. Villa has been com-
to Attila in spirit and action,
his semi-disciplined followers,
prime for license and loot by many
months of fighting in the desert, will
have many of the characteristics of
the hordes which followed the ‘“‘Scourge
of Europe.” It is to be hoped that the
powers will unite to prevent wholesale
destruction of life and property,

ROBLIN AND ENGLISH EDU-
CATION.

NDER the Roblin Government the

problems of Manitoba education
have become the ground of acute and
growing disputes. There is the diffi-
culty over religious separatism, the bi-
lingual or, rather, polylingual question,
for Manitoba has a doubtful gift of
tongues, the battle to secure compulsory
primary education, which is opposed by
the Roblin system.

Of these questions, perhaps, the sec-
ond is the most interesting at present
to Ontario people. The first was malnly
mettled in 1897, after the defeat of
Charles Tupper, though, it is bound up
in some degree with the bilingual ques-
tion. The third, Roblin's refusal to
enact a compulsory attendance law is a
mere matter of amazement in a civil-
ized country.

On the bilingual question Manitoba
Liberals hold the same general position
as Mr. Rowell in Ontario. This is that
limited privileges may reasonably be
granted to French and other non-
English-speaking nationalities in regard
to their mother tongue, but the teaching
of ths English language and literature
‘must be a prime consideration in all
elementary schools. The Liberals pur-
pose to see that an adequate supply of
competent bilingual teachers is avail-
able, At present, the training schools
for Dbilingual teachers are sadly ill-
equipped.

The attitude of the Roblin Govern-
ment towards English instruction is in-
dicated in the following utterance of
“Le Manitoba,”’ the personal organ of
Hon. Joseph Bernier, a member of that
Goveynment:

“1#, unfortunately, local difficul-
ties, scarcity of teachers, or un-
foreseen circumstances, necessitate
one of the two languages being mo-

mentarily abandoned in the French
schools, xt will not be the French

language.”

The Roblin Govermment is evidently
apathetic as regards the English
language. It treats educational mat-
ters like all else from the viewpoint of
immediate vote-getting.

Worse charges than apathy can be
maintained against the Manitoba Gov-
ernment. Last summer it appoint ted a
teacher in the Brandon Ruthenian Train-
ing School, Prof. Karmansky. At the time
‘of his appointment this gentleman had

Here is ‘a little gem, selected from
Karmansky's contributions to the Rob-
lin-Ruthenian organ ‘‘Canada’:

“Foreigners are spitting in our

_ eyes, doing with us as they please,

shutting our children out of our

schools, doing away with our

mother tongue—and we have to
submit to it in silence.”

In this we see the prophetic present
tense, what will happen if Liberalism
hag its way, what Roblin exists to pxa;
vent or soften, at least. - ‘“Foreigners”
are English-speaking Canadians!

In one article Karmansky, safe in
his job under Roblin, declared that the
destiny of the Ruthenians of Canada
was to found an independent nation,
and he threatened that, if they were
Interfered with in fulfllling that destiny
there would be war. He wrote:

‘“We came to Canada not for the
" purpose of being the dirt beneath
the feet of other nations, or to be
slaves to the ruling nationality, and
to be submerged In the English sea.
We look for an opportunity to live
like one of the many independent
Canadian nations, united by the
idea of a common all-Canadian
welfare, We can Canadianize
ourselves only to that point. Be-
yond that we will not move one
step . ., We will find in free Can-
ada that which is refused us by the
Poles, Russians and Hungarians. . .
or we will proclaim war for the pur-
pose of preserving our life. One
or the other.”

When Karmansky talks of *‘ the many
independent Canadian nations,”” he
appears to conceive of Canada as a sort
of polyglot Austria-Hungary, differing
from the Dual Monarchy in that the
component nationalities are not under
one rule, but merely in alliance!

The seditious Karmansky was thus
indorsed by Mr. Coldwell, Roblin’'s min-
ister of education, speaking in Brandon,
in April, at a meeting of Ruthenian
electors:

“I would like to see Canada get-

ting more men of his type. With
great pleasure I have appointed
him as a teacher of the Ruthenian
language and history. I am sure
that you appreciate my good inten-
tions to serve the ‘Ruthenians, and
will help me to be élected during
the coming elections., I assure you
that I will work for you the same
in the future as I have done in the
past.”
Our Whitney government may not
have been so utterly brazen in its ut-
terance and procedure, and it had the
advantage of following upon the work
of so dlstingulshed an educational ad-
ministrator as the late Sir George Ross.
Sir James has not exactly truckled to
alien and illiterate electors. But the
results of his and Dr. Pyne’s “admin-
istration” of French-English . schools
have not been very different from éon-
ditlons in those schools in Manitoba.
Sir James and Sir Rodmond are sworn
brothers in mouth-loyalty, as well as in
other matters, but both allow more and
more children to grow up in ignorance
of the English language. With another
four years of Dr. Pyne, bilingual con-
ditions may be expected to become
about as obvious in Ontario as next
door under good Mr. Coldwell,

BRITISH MAGAZINES. ,

IN 1907 the Liberal Government of
Canada made a postal agreement
with the imperial authorities by which
the postage on British periodicals was
greatly reduced. Instead of eight cents
a pound a charge of only two cents was
imposed. The object, of course, was to
encourage the reading of British litera-
ture in the Dominion. We were being
flooded with magazines from the United
States, and without any disparagement
to that class of reading matter it was
thought that we could get something
just as good from England, and at the
same time develop a taste for our own
national literature, and bring Canadian
readers more closely in touch with Brit-
ish ideas. And everybody thought it
was a good thing. Even the TSry papers
approved of it,
But the present Government is get-
ting tired of the arrangement. . Canada
is losing money by it, we are told. The
British Government collects the two-
cent rate and carries the matter to Liv-
erpool. At that port the Canadian
Government takes charge of it, and
brings it to its destination. This is in
accordance with the international postal
regulations, as we understand them. We
send letters and papers to England, and
Canada collects the postage before dis-
patching them, while the Imperial Gov-
ernment delivers the mail at its
destination without getting anything
o i

Of course, while the arrangement
equalizes itself so far ag letters are con-
cerned, the balance is against us when
it comes to periodicals. ‘We send com-
paratively little to Britain, while we
receive a great deal from that quarter.
And the amount is increasing continual-
ly. It is about three times as much now
as it was the flrst year the arrange-
ment came into force. And our very
loyal Government—the bulwark of the
Empire In this country—begins tou
clamor for the cash. It wants a share
of the money. It believes that it is a
good thing to encourage the reading of
 British literature in this country—good
for the Empire and good for Canada.
But then it wants some pay for doing &
good thing. Its' imperialism. and its
patriotism always has a financial side
That is its idea of a British preference.

‘We will’ save a
few thousand dollars each year;, the
price of English periodicals will go up,
and the circulation of periodicals from
the United States will increase. That is
a specimen of the loyalty of the party
that professes to be the imperialist
party. Of course, we can understand
the Nationalist Pgstmaster-General. He
has no desire to see British ideas: de-
velop in this country. But what’ about
our true blue ultra imf)erlalists of the
English-speaking race?

We have not the sllghtest objection
to the British postoffice handing over
over half of the postage if collects on
British periodicals if it wants to do so.
It would amount to about $30,000 a year
—enough _to build a small drill hall for
"Col. Hughes. But to demand it and
haggle over it seems a picayune pro-

—especially a Government which pro-
fesses a willingness to give Britain
thirty-five millions to build ships. The
main question is this: Will the increased
dissemination of British literature in
Canada be a benefit to us? If it will,
then we need not worry ourselves about
the small expense Incurred in carrying
it. If it is of no benefit then we might
as well put a customs tax on it and
either keep it out, or make the people

The alternative is to put
fresh curb on the pitcher by limiting
him to three balls, thus enabling more
batters to reach first base. Canadian
followers of the sport will be interested
in whatever is ‘done in an attempt to
speed up the game, Up to date the
Canadian League has furnished snappy,
interesting ball, with the Tecumsehs
standing high in all departments. Any
changes in the regulations will be
watched with interest, as it is from the
big leagues we get -our baseball law.

Ther.e has been an undercurrent of
prejudice against American boxers
among Enghsh ring followers, and how-
ever unintentional Smith’s breach of the
rules was, it probably will be cited in
support of this prejudice.

Referee Corri’s Decision Popular.
Th.e popular judgment awarded Car-
pentier the better of the fight on its
merits.. Pitted against such a power-
ful antagonist as Smith, it was evident
that the Frenchman’s marvelous quick-
ness had not been exaggerated. He
showed a left lead like a flash of
lightning and a powerful and equally
swift right. His footwork was wonder-
ful, and, although Smith was remark-
ably quick for a big man, he was
noticeably slower than his younger wp-
ponent.

Carpentier Carried To His Corner.
When the French contingent carried
Carpentier to his corner in the sixth
round, the utmost confusion reigned.
The ring was crowded With excited of-
ficials and seconds, and thousands of
spectators were on’ their feet shouting
and groaning. In this round Carpen-
tier, after playing for an opening,
while keenly watching the American's
right, had feinted cleverly with his
left and then brought a powerful right
across Smith's jaw.

That Fatal Punch.

The punch did not land squarely, but
glanced off, and, carried by the force
of his blow, Carpentier $wung round
and slipped to his knees.

Quickly Smith’'s right shot forth. He
drew back and plainly would have with-
held the blow on second thought. Then
he stepped back and waited for the
Frenchman to rise.

Just what happened to Gunboat's
right is likely to be an everlasting
cause of controversy. The men nearest
to the ring disagree widely. Some say
that it jolted Carpentier’'s spine hard
at the back of the neck; some say it
just grazed the neck, and others say

Everybody talked
to the referee at once, and the referee
pointed to Carpentier, indicating that
the Frenchman was the winner.

Few were able to grasp his decision
until the mgizgr of ceremonies, by
bellowing an ointing to Carpentier,
managed to make the result known.
Gunboat Smith stood in his corner in a
green robe, reluctant to leave the ring,
while hundreds hooted him. Finally he
climbed out.

Carpentier was brought to the ropes
and thousands raised a great cheer for
the Frenchman.

Enthusiasm Ran High.

The enthusiasm of the house, from
the white shirted aristocrats on the
floor to the Whitechapel costers in the
highest galleries, was with the French-
man from the moment he stepped into
the ring. His youth, his cheerful smile,
his perfect body, combined to make him
the very picture of an athlete. More-
over, the English crowd was not anx-
ious to see the man who had knoeked
out the English hope, Bombardier Wells,
in 70 seconds, bested by an outsider.

Gunboat Smith, tall, awkard and grim,
towered over the French youth and ap-
peared relatively bigger than he is be-
cause of Carpentier’'s crouching style of
fighting.

Smith Knocked Down.

In the first round it seemed as if the
American’s superior strength would tell,
but through the next three the French-
man let himself out and showed power
behind his blows apparently equal to
the American’s and with greater swift-
ness. He landed a number of telling
blows on the face and body with both
hands, and sent Smith down in a heap
with a right to the kidneys in the

manner with both hands. Descamps
carried Carpentier to the corner, where

Carpentier, in an
Daily Mail, saidt ;

“He never hit me. When 1 missed him
f slipped and the force of my blow threw
me to the floor. Up to that time I was
winning easily, and was never in the
slightest trouble. I feel that if we fight
again I must be the winner.

Gunboat Was Unlucky.

The Sportsman describes Gunboat as
an unlucky man, because he was dis-
qualified *‘for an infringement of the
rules, if such it could be really termed.”

The Sportsman adds: ‘Nineteen offi-
clals out of twenty would, in the circum-
stances, have passed over this with a
caution.”

The Daily News, alone among the
morning papers, violently attacks Smith.
fts editor, A. G. Gardiner, the great
pacifist advocate, contributes a column
description of the scene, which he de-
signates as ‘‘a foul and shameiul djs-
grace to civilization.” He accuses Smith
of “striking a defenceless opponent  a
hideous blow behind the ear—a blow
which has knocked Smith onut of civil-
ized society, and ought to bring shame
to the cheek of every honest ‘American.”

Mr. Gardiner makes the incident the
theme of an equally violent attack on
the revival of pugilism and its royal and
aristocratic supporters. %

"GUNBOAT™ SEEKS
ANOTHER MATCH

Is Willing That Winner Take
‘Entire Purse or Gate Money
—Carpentier Makes No

Reply.

[Canadian Press.]

London, July 17.—*“Sunboat” Sinith
and his manager “Jim” Buckley, sald
today they intended to make a fur-
th_e_x;apffort to arrange a return fight
with Carpentier, the French heavy-
weight who yesterday was awarded

the decision at Olympia, when Smith
was disqualified in the sixth round
for hitting the Frenchman while he
was on the ground.

Smith declared his willingness to
meet the Frenchman anywhere and
at any time and would prefer that
the winner should take the entire
purse or gate money. Carpentier
would make no reply to Smith’s offer
to fight again, saying the matter was
one for the consideration of his
manager, who had not had time yet
to take the matter up.

Light. Hurt Smith’s Eyes.

Smith today asserted that he never
would fight again before a cine-
matograph.  He said his eyes were
weak and he had to wear glasses
in the sunlight. Last night the glare
of the lights puzzled him and he:
thought this possibly had something
to do with his striking Carpentier
while the Frenchman was down.
Smith insists that even if his glove
touched Carpentier, it was uninten-
tional and the blow did not hurt his
opponent. Any other boxer he said,
would have continued the fight. As
to the blow which knocked him down
in the fourth round. Smith said that
while it was a hard one, it did not
put him out and he had simply
remained down to gain the benefit
of the rest.

Buckley Protests,

While realizing that it is, hopeless,
Buckley is maintaining a formal pro-
test against the referee’s decision, on
the ground that it had been arranged
for the seconds to remain out of the
ring until after the referee had given
his decision. Deschamps, the French-
man’'s manager, Buckley points out,
disregarded this arrangement and
jumped into the ring immediately he
saw there was a chance of winning
the bout on a technicality.

The boxing experts on the news-
papers are divided in their opinions
as were those at the ringside. Men
with actual ring experience, such
as Fred Welch, the lightweight
champion, however, say that Car-
pentier was not hurt and that the
scene which followed the foul blow
was the result of quick simultaneous
working of the brains of Carpentier
and his seconds.

Carpentier Willing.

London, July 17.—“If Gunboat Smith
wants a return match right away he
Is not going to encounter the slightest
difficulty,” said Carpentier’'s manager.
It is Carpentier’'s wish as it is my
wish, that the white champion of the
world should retain the championship
not by a mere fluke or disqualification
but by right of superlority in Yoxing.”

Deschamps commenting on what he
termed the disappointing end of yes-
terday’s fight, said both he and Car-
pentier were dissatisfied with the re-
sult.

Carpentier is very sorry
his opponent gave him a foul :blow that
put an end to the match. Had the
referee allowed the fight to go on the
French boy was absolutely certain of
victory.”

On t_he
platform was:a choir of school chil-
dren bearing flags of both countries.

. Telegram From Premier,
Grand Master McPherson, of To-
ronto, welcomed the ‘delegates and
read a telegram from Sir Robert
Borden, that every movement which
promoted the era of peace between
the two countries had the warm
sympathy of the Canadian Govern-
ment. - The speaker rejoiced to see
the ‘flags united, and said:

“God ‘grant they may never be
flauntéd in defiance of one another.”

and are now up in the higher lands.
‘L'he younger farmers in that section did
not know what was the matter, for
there has been no pest from the army
worm for the past sixty years. Some
of the dairymen met at New Durham,
however, and commented on the fact
that their cows were giving a can of
milk less every day. They thought this
ser.ous in the case of large herds, and
not knowing any other cause than that
the pastures were failing they went out
to seek it.
Cleaned Out Pastures.

it was then that they found that the
army worms had practically cleaned
out the pasture, and the cows could not
et the feed necessary to turn inte
milk. The worms, having cleaned the
bastures out, started into the - higher
land;.and:the grasscs, including timethy,
corn and oats, have been badly dam-
aged. In a fieid of three-foot corn they
swept it as clean as if the field had
been summerfallowed. They have alsa
gone through oats, but do not seem to
have touched the clover, wheat or rye,
the raspberries or strawberries or thse
potatoes. However, if they once clean
out the others they will undoubtedly
&0 for the latter and the damage will
be enormous.

Made a Ciean Up.

“In Teeterville and Princeton they
wave done great damage already, mak-
ing a clean up. The damage in Brant
County up to last evening was not
overly large, but if the pest canriot be
checked it will be very large. The
farmers are not co-operating as they
should; they help their neighbors but
little. though some farmers have not
only dug the postholes but have had a
man stationed over the trenches all the
time, killing the worms as fast as they
gatber.
| .“The worms will be here for abput
two weeks or twelve days yet. If the
fungus diseases do neot increase and
the parasites of the army worm do
not multiply the havoc created will be
| very great. We are trying to prevent it
| by having the farmers co-operate in
| wiping out the pest.”
| John Baker, assistant to Prof. L.
