Prince Maximilian Says Ger man People Have a Right to
Know What President W ilson’s Demands Mean to the
Country—Asks That United States’ Notes Be Made
More Explicit. - gasi

Copenhagen, Oct. 23.—Peace conversations between Berlin
and Washington have reached a critical point, according to Prince
Maximilian, the German imperial chanecellor, speaking before the
Reichstag yesterday. In the course of his address he urges that
debate on the situation arising on the exchange of notes between
himself and President Wilson be restricted as much as possible.

““The (German people are anxious to hear the views of the Gov-
ernment regarding prospects of peace,”” he said. ‘‘But I am able
to speak only with the greatest reserve and urge that the members
of the Reichstag limit debate, as is consistent with the seriousness
of the hour. The whole German people have been spoken to by
President Wilson, and this fact gives the utterances of the repre-
sentatives of all parties added force.

‘‘Today, therefore, I am going to say only this regarding the
international situation:

AWAITING NEXT ANSWER.

““The president’s first answer to the peace move of the Ger-
man Government had in all countries brought the questions of a
peace of justice or a peace of violence to the highest point,’’ he
continued. »‘‘President Wilson’s last note did not make clear to
the German people how this public agitation will end. His next
answer will, perhaps, bring definite certainty. Until then we must
in all our thoughts and in our actions prepare for both eventu-
alities—first that the enemy governments are anxious for war, in
which case there is no choice for us but to put ourselves in a pos-
ture of defence with all the strength of our people driven to the
last extremity. Should this necessity arise, I have no doubt that
the German Government, in the name of the German people, will
issue a call for national defence in the same way that it spoke for
the GGerman people when it took action for peace. He who honestly
took a stand on the basis for peace will also undertake the duty
of not submitting to a peace of violence without a fight. The
Government which would act otherwise would be left to the mercy
of the fighting and working people. It would be swept away by
public opinion.

WANTS EXPLANATION.
““There is also another possibility. The German people must

not be blindly brought to the conference table. The German people

Yt is
said the militarist party is rapidly gain-
ing ground, but the members of the
moderate factions believe that before
long grave internal events will help to
improve the situation.

The dispatch says that the existing
Government remains very hostile to the
retrocession of Alsace and Lorraine to
France. Emperor Willlam himself {s
reported to have emphatically de-
nounced such an event at the meeting
of the crown council on Saturday.

Party of Officials Visits the

Liberated Regions.

Paris, Oct. 23.—President Poincare,
accompanied by Paul Deschanel, presi-
dent of the Chamber of Deputies; An~
toine Dubost, president of the Senate;
Albert F. Le Brun, minister of block-
ade and invaded regions; Louis Louch-
eur, minister of munitions, and sena-
tors and deputies from the department
of Nord, visited Lille yesterday and re-
celved an enthusiastic ovation. In re-
ply to the address of welcome, the presi-
dent sald that ““the hour of defeat for
thé enemy will strike soon.” He be-
stowed the Cross of the Legion of
Honor.upon the mayor of Lille.

The party then went to Roubaix,
where there are many persons from Al-
sace and Lorraine. During an address
there, M. Pcincare sald that no peace
was possible without the return cf Al-
sace and Lorraine to France. At Doual,
the president was met by the Prince of
Wales.

Evacuation “Terms” May Be
Discussed by U. S.
Officials.

‘Washington, Oct. 23.—Secre-
taries Lansing and Daniels, of
the state and navy departments,
respectively, and General March
chief of staff of the army, were
called to the White House
shortly after noon, just as a
state department messenger ar-
rived to deliver the German note
to the president.

Official intimation already
has been given that the only
question for immediate consider-

Exchanges between Washing-
ton and the Allied capitals have
been in progress on the basis of
the wireless version of the note
received Monday, and it is re-
garded as certain that any reply
the president may make will be
governed by the supreme war
council in France. Only the
president and a few of his ad-
visers know how far these ex-
changes have progressed. @ No
one else can say when an an-
nouncement of the president’s
attitude may be expected.

Although an English transla-
tion was .delivered with the note
in German text, the state de-
partment made its own transla-
tion before sending the docu-
ment to the White House. Noth-
ing was made public pending a
comparison with the
wireless version, though it was
said the expected verbal differ-
ences did not appear to alter
substantially the meaning of the
note,

OFFICIAL TEXT OF
NOTE DELIVERED

Document Was Delivered to
Lansing at 10 o’Clock
Today.

Washington, Oct. 23.—Germany’s new
note to President Wilson in official text
was delivered to Secretary of State
Lansing at 10 o'clock this morning by
Frederick Oederlin, charge of the
Swiss legation. 7

The statement was authorized that
there is nothing in the communication
to alter the decision of the president
that he will not propose an armistice to
the Allies before the Germans evacu-
ate all occupled territory.

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Unmasked Stranger Enters Express Car at Sunnyside, Binds
and Gags Men and Escap es With Booty—Larger Por-

Toronto, Oct. 23.—A lone armed bandit
held up George Williamson and William
Wilson, two Canadian express messen-
gers in an express car of the Grand
Trunk Buffalo-Niagara express, some-
where between the union station and
the Humber at 6:30 o’clock this morn-
ing, and stole 320,000 in money, jumped
from the fast-moving train and got
away.

The robber leaped from the train near
Sunnyside, held up a citizen motoring
near High Park, at the point of a re-
volver, commandeered the car and mo-
tored away at full speed before the citi-
zen could secure another machine. The
first the train crew knew of the rob-
bery was when the train pulled into
Hamilton an hour later, when the two
express messengers were found tied up
in the corner of the car. The Toronto
citizen, who was held up notifled de-
tective headquarters and Detective Geo.
Guthrie and John MecConnell were
rushed to the scene. In the meantime
the cltizen, with the assistance of an-
other motorist chased the highwayman,
but the robber outdistanced his pur-
suers, but he threw some of the money
out of the car, and it was recovered

by the detectives, who brought the pack-

ages to the police station.

Just how much has been recovered is
not known.

Inspector Kennedy declined to give the
name of the citizen whose car it was,
and also did not care to state where the
money was found. According to Wil-
Hamson and Wilson, the express mes-
sengers, the robber walked into the ex-
press car from the train shortly after
it left the union station, whipped out a
gun and, covering the two men, tied
them up, and then stole the package
of money worth $20,000, and then left
the train. The robbery is one of the
most daring that has ever been pulled
off in Toronto. Later today the police
announced that they are looking for the
owner of $7,000 in bills of large denom-
ination, which were left at 39 Hewitt
avenue under excitlng circumstances
this morning. Early in the morning, a
man called at that address and asked
Mr. W. J. Greenaway, the proprietor,
for the rent of a garage room. He
carried a bundle which looked’ very much
like a carpenter’s apron rolled up.

Found Bllls Not Bombs.

After making arrangements for the
rent of the garage, the stranger wanted
to find a place where he could secure
board and lodging, and was referred to
Mrs. Robinson at No. 33. Being some-
what suspicious of the stranger, Mr.
Greenaway telephoned quietly to Mrs.
Robinson, advising her to have good
security before taking the man in, with
the result that she ultimately declined
0 do so at all. The man then asked
0 be allowed to leave his bundle at the
house while he went to look for other
quarters. Thinking there might be a
bomb in the parcel, Mr. Greenaway and
Mrs. Robinson opened it while the man

FLEEING HUNS

Retreating Germans
Away Everything
Sight.

With the Allied Armies in France and
Belgium, Oct. 23.—North of Valen-
ciennes, the British have forced their
way almost through the Raisnes forest.
Along the entire front between Valen-
ciennes and Tournai, recent rains have
made the ground difficult and progress
has been slowed up

.

The Germans on this front in the past
few days have been following the tac-
tics of retreating during the night. The
British have not been able to establish
contact with the enemy rearguards until
noon of the next days.

FIGHTING FOR VALENCIENNES.

With the Allied Armies in France and Belgium, Oct. 23.—(By
the Associated Press).—British troops were fighting their way into
the centre of Valenciennes early today. They were facing a strong
enemy machine gun fire from the east bank of the Scheldt, which
flows through the city.

London, Oct. 23.—The British began a new attack early today
on the front between Le Cateau and Colesmes, south of Valen
ciennes, Field Marshal Haig announces. The British have captured
Bruhuy, 215 miles north of Valenciennes, and have reached the west
bank of the Scheldt.

The statement follows :

““At an early hour this morning our troops attacked on the
Le Cateau-Colesmes front, and are reported to be making good
progress.

‘“Further north, between Valenciennes and Tournai, we have
taken Bruay and reached the west bank of the Scheldt at Blesaires
and Espain. Considerable resistance was encountered on this
front yesterday and sharp fighting took place, in which our troops

Holders Should Beware of
Unscrupulous Buyers

CAMPAIGN IS ALL READY

Organizers Busy With Prepar-
ations for Great Drive
Next Week.

Plans for the Victory Loan campaign
which starts next Monday and will
continue for three weeks
ahead swimmingly, it was stated at
headquarters today. Chairman George
M. Reid and City Organizer J. A. G.
Clarke, were both busy checking up
their lists. However, Mr. Clarke had

time to stop for a few minutes and
pay his respects to unscrupulous in-
dividuals who have bought bonds from |
people and have not paid them what
they were worth.

“In the last loan there were some
808,000 subscribers, a large proportion
being people who were ignorant of just
what a bond really was, and who
bought from a sense of patriotism
alone,” sald Mr. Clarke. “The execu-
tive committee of the Dominton for
the loan recognlzlng this fact and re-
alizing that there would be a number
of peopie who, through force of cir-
cumstances, would be forced to sell
their bonds, ot together with the
Government with a view of devising
some scheme by which these bonds
which had to be sold could be proper-
ly handled.

Committee’s Work.

‘A committee known as the special
client’s committee was formed and
started to work under the Government.
It was its busines# to name a price at
which these bonds could be bought
and sold, and for which it would act
as a clearing house. The price set wags
according to market conditions.

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THE WORTH OF GOOD-WILL.
ERMANY is a shining example of what good-
G will is worth. As a personal asset, as &
commercial factor, and as a force between
nations good-will stands perhaps as the greatest
welding influence in the world. It is what men
and organizations seek to secure by every act
and word. Only the iconoclast or the fatalist dis-
regards its rewards, and Germany after having
sought for years to attain a prestige as an honest
and trustworthy meighbor suddenly threw aside
the whole work of years and, stripping off the
disguise, appeared before the world as a criminal.

The criminal has failed to accomplish the
¢rime which he planned, and today is seeking to
interest the other nations on the basis of good-
will. The German people are asking the Allied
nations to have faith in their pledges, but as
good-will is born of good faith, only by the
works of the German people rather than by
pledges or promises shall they be known.

Good-will is a system of moral credit. Were
it not that the nations bave met their notes and
condueted business on honorable prineiples, there
would be none of this international credit. Ger-
many refused to meet its notes and sought to
bankrupt its competitors by every unfair means,
bringing upon itself the eternal suspicion and ill-
will of those who had believed in its good faith.

And today it stands naked of honor, shamed
by its guilt, and pleads with the world for a re-
newal of credit. But it cannot be trusted. ‘Ger-
many rejected the good-will of the world, and
sought to replace it with a system of right by
might. It gave up the most precious possession
an individual or nation may have, and has found
that none of its chemists can produce a sub-
stitute.

The value of good-will in the case of the in-
dividual is quite as great. You cannot play Ger-
many’s game and retain the good-will of your
fellow men. You must invest in the bank that
controls moral eredit, and the only thing you can
invest in that bank is good faith. It may be a)
long time before your ‘‘deposit’’ seems to mean
anything, but in the end the accumulation will be
enough to serve as an anchor through life. Good-

will is the easiest thing in the world to win. A
touch of ordinary courtesy may bring lasting
a spiritual investment that will pay extraordinary
returns. And as it is the easiest thing to win, so |
tolerance, cruelty will destroy good-will. That
is like looting the bank. And it is a most difficult

a8 it was in 1916.

What Germany is striving for is this:
She has lost the war, in so far as she
any hope of galning territory, in-
demnity or prestige. She is prepared
now to make peace, resigning territorial
ambitions and indemnities, but she ls
determined to avoid having to make
any payment in territory or Indemnity
for what she has done or for what she
has taken from her enemies.
Germans Not Routed.
It 18 a mistake to think of the Ger-
. man armies &8 routed or as incapable
of making a long resistance. Never in
&l military history has a complex and
enormous retreat been carried on after
& decisive defeat with more skill or
greater success than has been the Ger-
tman retreat up to the present hour,
and there is everg prospect now that
the Germans will be able to get behind
the Meuse River and stand on a shorter
iine, with a good chance of holding up
Allled pursuit there until the campaign
of 1919,

What the German is now concerned
about primarily i his home front. What
he is mainly anxious to attack is the
hofne fromt of his enemies. He desires
to convince the German people at a
g:l::nuon of the war is inevitable,

se the enemy insists upon the ro-
turn of Alsace-Lorraine to France, the
liberation of Russian Poland, and the
payment of indemnities based upon
the destruction of French and Belglan
property.
Attack on Allled Morale.

In our own Allled countries he is
seeking to build up the idea that the
war must continue, not because Ger-
many has failed to comply with the
reasonable demands of her opponents,
but because she is refusing to yileld
to their demands, which are almed at
“crushing Germany,” at dismembering
the fatherland, and at imposing puni-

tive Indemnities. In a word, the Ger- |

mans are appealing to the patriotism

of their own people, and to the pacifizsm |

and to the cowardice of certain ele-
ments in all Allled countries.

Mere than this, by carrying on con-
versations with the president of the
United States, to the exclusion of all

other nations allled against her, Ger- |

many is seeking to create a breach be-

tween America and her allies, belween

Mr. Wilson and Lloyd George, Cle-

menceau and Orlando.

Finally, the Germans are
upon the sentiment favoring a league
of nations after the war. They see
clearly that those who are the eager
champions of this plan will be the most
ready to make concessicns to Germany
that German participation in such a
league may be sassured. Already we
have in the United States unmistakable
evidence that there are certain elements
ready to sacrifice France and Italy,
Belglum and Serbia to the cause of
the league of nations, and let Germany
escape from justice, and she may be a
fellow associate at Utopla.

All of this aims in one direction, it
aims at undoing by language, by con-
versations and diplomatic estures,
what has been accomplished by four

ears of fighting. The German {8 seek-
rnx to put the affirmative phases of
our victory in jeopardy.

SPANISH “FLU” WELL
UNDER CONTROL, IS
ST, THOMAS’ REPORT

Authorities State Disease Is
Broken, But Not Yet
Wholly Conquered.

ST. THOMAS, Oct. 22—Only two
deaths are reported in this city today
from. the Spanish flu, and the authori-
ties believe the disease is now well
under way, although there is no lllgell-
hood of the ban on public gatherings
being lifted for 'at least a week Or
two. BEvery precaution is being taken
against a fresh outbreak. The con-
gestion at the Amasa Wood Hospital
is reported to be lessening and several
of the more serious cases of the first
few days are able to be around again,
but the medical health officer and board
of health authorities still insist that
citizens must not take any unnecessary
risks. Fresh air, they state, is the
only sure preventive, but with this
they must avoid contact with all those
who are suffering from the disease.
Above all, physicians state, anyone
suffering fror the epldemic must be
exeedingly careful after they have re-
covered, for it is then that they are
most susceptible to pneumonfa, which
is far more dangerous than the in-
fluenza fitself,

Although at first the epldemic was
confined almost entirely to the eity,
and the more thickly mpu}ated _see-
tions of the outlying districts, it is
now reported to have spread to several
farms in the county, and in some cages
whole families are down with the ais-
ease, yet their homes are isolated from
anyone else by several miles. In view
of this fact one prominent local physi-
clan has stated that the disease is in
the air, and unless the human body is
{n the best of condition anyone can be
stricken, even though isolated by many
miles from other sufferers.

TOOK HEALTH CENSUS.

CHATHAM, Oct. 22.—The local health
board this morning passed resolutions
to the effect that a census of the num-
ber of families in the city needing a&s-
sistance glong nursing lines be taken
and that the opinions of the physiclans
be secured, as to whether the influenza
epidemic is increasing or on the de-
cline, and also regarding accepting the
assistance of any patriotic organiza-
tions in taking care of the sick.

This afternoon Mr. Cowan stated that
the unanimous report of all the physi-
clans in the city was to the effect that
there are no familles in the city need-
ing assistance and that the disease
was on the decline.

‘“We are convinced that it will supply, not only the Govern-
ment, but indirectly Parliament, with precious forces from the
people, which have hitherto not been utilized.”’

Prince Maximilian said he hoped soon to announce results of
preliminary negatiations to obtain a legal extension of the chan-
cellor’s responsibility, to be secured by the formation of a state
tribunal.

““The new system,’” he said, ‘‘involves, as a natural conse-
quence, a new mode of government in Alsace-Lorraine.”’

Speaking of the powers to be vested in the Reichstag under
the teims of the new measure, the chancellor said the bill pro-
vided for the compulsory embodiment in the eonstitution of the
fundamental idea of the new form of government. He said the

POSSESSED POLITICAL RIGHTS.

The chancellor said the German nation long had possessed
political rights which its neighbors envied. He spoke in praise
of the municipal and Reichstag elections, and said that although
the German people had not made use of its power in dealing with

| vital questions, the development which had oceurred at the end of

September had changed everything.
““Therein lies the gnarantee of the continnance and growth of

{the new system,”” he added. ‘‘This is a better and more real guar-

antee than any law or paragraph.”’
The German people, he declared, must not resort to forms of

| government which they did not in their hearts believe in for the

sake of foreign countries or to meet the needs of the moment.
‘““The enemy is at our gates,’’ he said.
After paying tribute to the men at the front, he added: ‘“Bad

' elements are found in every army, but the fundamental will of the
i people’s army is opposed to them.’’

ESTABLISH POLITICAL AUTHORITY.

The chancellor declared it was the aim of himself and his col-

leagues to establish the political authority of the German people. |

After saying that he welcomed expressions of opinion and that he |
and his colleagues were agreed as to methods and purposes, he
added:

““Our aim is the political authority of the German people.
This is the guiding star of my colaborators and myself.”’

The chancellor said that individual members of the Govern-
ment at first had different standpoints, but had now been brought |
nearer together.

“The German people has long been in the saddle,”” he said:!
““now it is to ride.”’*

““Our first and last thought,’’ the chancellor continued, ‘‘is !
for the brave men who are defending themselves against superior |
forces and whom we must defend against unjust charges. No
one must think he can attack our army without also attacking the
honor of our people.

‘“The lot of our soldiers today is terribly hard. They fight
with anxiety for the homeland and with their minds fixed on
peace, and they hold their ground.”

The extraordinary war-time measures, the chancellor ex-
plained, could not yet be dispensed with, but they could be carried
out only by the chaneellor, who would be responsible to the Reich-
stag for their application.

DECISION MUST BE REACHED.

“‘His majesty’s deecrees, which I announced recently, have now
been issued,”” he went on. ‘‘They concern not only the censor-
ship, the right of public meeting and restrictions on personal lib-
erty, but have to do with economie, social and political matters.

““If local military commanders disagree with the ecivil authori-
ties the decision must be reached immediately by the highest com-
mander, who will not be able to promulgate any decision to which
agreement is not given by myself or my representative, namely,
Secretary of State Groeber. Care will be taken that the state of
siege is maintained in the spirit in which I assumed the functions
of the Government and in which I am resolved to discharge them.’’

OBJECTS TO WILSON’S PLAN.

The essence of President Wilson’s program for a league of
nations cannot be achieved when all peoples have not the right of
national self-determination. This realization of community law
means the abandonment of part of the unqualified independence,
which hitherto has been the indication of sovereignty, both by us
and others. Should we at home maintain as fundamental the na-

| tional egoism, which until a short time ago was the dominating

forece of the people’s life, there would be no restitution and no
renovation for us. There would be a feeling of bitterness which
would cripple us for generations.

But if we comprehend that the significance of this frightful
war is, above all, vietory for the idea of justice, and if we do not
resist this idea, but submit with all good faith, then we shall find
in it a cure for our present wounds and a reservoir of future
strength.

HEAVY OPPOSITION EXPECTED.

Prince Maximilian said that he would not deny that heavy
opposition in Germany must be conquered before the ideal league
of nations could be realized, but, he continued, ‘‘whether the next
few days or weeks shall ecall us to fight on, or open the way to
peace, there is no doubt we are now equal to the task of either war
or peace by carrying out the Government’s program and definitely
breaking away from the old system.’’

The imperial chancellor then discussed electoral and parlia-
mentary reforms. He cited bills before the Reichstag, one of which
enables members of the House to enter the Government without re-
signing, and another proposing a change in the laws regarding the
responsibility of the chaneellor,
