New York, Sept. 27.—Charles D.
Pierce, representative in the United
States of the defunct Orange Free
State, has received a copy of the ap-
peal made by the Boers to the admin-
distrative council of the permanent
court of arbitration at The Hague.
The appeal, which is dated The
Hague, Sept. 10, says in part:—

“Now that this war has gone on for
pearly two years without any pros-
pects of an end thereto, except in the
way only recently acknowledged as
being the most efficacious, and at-the
same ‘time the most equitable means
of deciding intermational differences,
to wit, submission to arbitration. The
desirability, mautually, for such a
peaceful termination cannot but be-

come more and more acknowledged.
The states represented by the under-

signed therefore consider that they
should repeat the proposal alre. ;
made by them before the war, bt

rejected by England, to sabmit .o
arbitration the settlement of the dif-
ferences which gave rise to the war.
In this way particoularly we have in
view the question whether England is
right in alleging that ak@\y action was
taken by the republic which had for
its object the suppression of the Eng-
lish élement in or its expulsion from
South Africa, and generally whether
the republics have made themselves
guilty of any act which, according
to internatiomally recognized prin-
ciples, would give England the right
to deprive them of their indepen-
dence.

Since
England sees fit to deny this contin-
uwal yiglation of the laws of warlare,
the stales represented by the ander-
signed consider that they may also
in regard to the differences seek a
decision of the permanent court of ar-
bitration. - Should the English Gov-
ment give an unfavorable reply it
will thereby be manifest that they
dare not sabmit themselves to the
judgment of a conscientious, leaned
and impartial vribunal.

Wounds Wer.o s0 Made is Crown Med,
ical Evidence in Sifton Case. l

London, Ont, Sept.27.—The crown
reached the viedical experts in the
Sifton murde. trial to-day, Dr. Harry
B. Anderson, professor of pathology at
Trinity University, and Dr. George A,
anglmm. professor of surgery at
Trinity, Df. Anderson testified that
having examined the injuries received
by the deceased, Joseph H. Sifton, he
was of the opinion that it was “mor-
ally—practically impossible”—that the
injuries were sustained by the fall of
twenty-four feet which the defense al-
lege. He entirely coincided with the
theory of the crown that the wounds
were administered with an axe.

Dr. Bingham was scarcely less em-
phatic as to his beligf that the wounds
could not all have resulted from a
single fall.

It is not
a feeling got up for occasions, but
perennial. That is the reason I like
petunias better than morning glories,
They look very much alike, and if 1
should put into your hand a petunia
and a morning glory lyou could
hardly tell which is t. tunia and
which the morning glery. But the
morning glory blooms only a few
hours and then shuts up for the day,
while the petunia is in as widespread
a glow at 12 o'clock at noon and 6
o'clock in the evening as at sun-
rise. And this grace of kindness i1s
not spasmodic, it is not intermittent,
is not for a little while, but it irra-
diates the whole nature all through
and clear on till the sunset of our
earthly existence

Kindness! [ am resolved to get it
Are you resolved to get it? It does
not come by haphazard, but through

culture under the divine help. This-
tles groW without culture Racky
mountainl sage grass grows without

culture. Mullein stalks grow
culture. Dut that great red rose in
the conservatory, its leaves parcked,
on leaves, deep dyed as though it
had been obliged to light for its
peauty and it were still reeking
with the carnage of the battle, that
rose needed to be cultured, and
through iong veurs its tloral ances-

it, to develop it!

Still further, I must speak of. kind-
ness of word. When you meet any
one, do you say a pleasant thing or
an unpleasant? Do you tell him of
agreeable things you have * heard
about him or the disagreeable? When
he leaves you does he feel better or
does he feel worse? Oh, the power of
the tongue for the production of hap-
piness or misery!" One would think
from the way the tongue is caged in
we might take the hint that it has
a dangerous power. First it is chain-

ed_ to the back part of the mouth
by strong muscle. Then it is sur-
rounded by the teeth of the Jower

jaw, so many ivory bars, and then
by the teeth of the upper jaw, more
ivory bars. Then, outside of all, are
the two lips, with the power of
compression and arrest. And yet,
notwithstanding these four imprison-
ments or limitations, kow many take
no hint in regard to the dangerous
power of the tongue, and the results
are laceration, scarification and dam-
nation. There are those if they know
a good thing abait you and a bad
thing will menticn the bad thing
and act as though they had never
heard the good thing. Now, there
are two sides to almost every one's
character, and we have the choice of
overhauling the virtue or the vice.
We can greet Paul and the ship’s
crew as they c¢ome up the beach of
Malta with the words: ‘‘What a sorry
looking set you are! How little of
pavigation you must know to run on
these rocks! Didn’t you know better
than to put out on the Mediterran-
ean this wintry month? It was mnot
much of a ship anyhow, or it would
not have gone to pieces as soon as
that, Well, what do vou want? We
have hard enough work to make a
living for ourselves without having
thrust on us 276 ragamuffins.”” Not
s0 said the Maltese. I think they
said: *‘Come in! Sit down by the
fire and warm yourselves. Glad that
you all got off with your lives. Make
yourself at home. You are welcome
to all we have until some ship comes
in sight and you resume your voy-
age. Here, let me put a bandage on
your forehead, for that is an ugly
gash you got from the floating tim-
bers. And here is a man with a
broken arm; we will have a ' doctor
come to attend to this fracture.””
And, though for three months the
kindness went on, we have little
more than this brief record: ““The
barbarous people showed us no little
kindness."’

Oh, say the cordial thing! Say the
useful thing. Say the hospitable
thing. Say the helpful thing. Say the
Christlike thing. Say the kind thing.
I admit that it is ecasier for some
temperaments than for others. Some
are born pessimists, and some are
born optimists, and that demon-
strates itself all through everything.
A man of good reputation is assailed
and charged with some evil deed, At
the first story the pessimist will be-
lieve in guilt. ““The papers said so,
and that’s enough. Down with him!""*
The optimist will say: ‘I don't be-
lieve-a worrd of it. T don’t think that
a man that has been as useful and
seemingly honest for twenty years
could. have got off track like that.

There are two sides to this story,
and T will {Vnit to hear the other
side before condemn him.” My

hearer, if you are by nature a pes-
simist, make a special effort by the
grace of God to extirpate the dolor-
ous and the hypercritical from your
disposition. Believe nothing againsi
anybody until the wrong is establish-
ed by et least two witnesses of in-

tegrity. And, if guilt be proved, find
out the extenuating circumstunces, if
there are any Kintness! Let us
morning, noon and night, pray for
it until we get it

When you can speak a good word
for some one, speak it. If you ecan
conscientiously give a letter of re-
commendation, give it. Watch for op-
portunities for doing good fifty
years after you are dead, All my life
has been affected by the letter of in-
troduction that Rev. D. Van Vrank-
en of New Brunswick Theological
Seminary wrote for me, a boy under
him, when I was seeking a settle-
ment in which to preach the gospel.
That letter gave me my first pulpit.
Dr. Van Vranken has been dead more
than thirty years, yet 1 feel the
touch of that magnificent old profes-
sor. Strange sensation was it when
I received a kind message from Rev.
Thomas Guard of Baltimore, the
great Methodist orator, six weeks
after his death! Dy way of the eter:
nal world? Oh, no; by way of this
world. 1 did not meet the friend to

whom he gave the message until
nearly two months after Thomas
Guard had ascendéd. So you can
start a word about some one that

will be on its travels and vigorous
long after the fupeval psalm has been
sung at your obsequies, Kindness!
Why, if fifty men all aglow with 7it
should walk through the world me-
thinks they would almost  abolish
perdition A
Furthermore, there is kindness of
action. That is what Jouseph showed
to his outrageous brothers. Thay
what David showed to Mephibosheth
for his father Jonuthan's sake. That
is what Onesiphorus showed to Paul
in the Roman penitentiary. That is
what William Cowper recognized
when he said he would not trust a
man who would with his foot need-
lessly crush a werm. That is what
our assassinated President Lincoln
demonstrated when his private sec-
retury found him in the capital
grounds trying to get a bird back to
the nest from which it had fallen
and which quality the illustrious man
exhibited years before when, having
with some‘dawyers in the carriage on
the way to court passed on the road
a swine fast in the mire, after awhile
cried to his horses, ‘‘Ho!'’' and said
to the gentlemen, ‘I must go back
and help that hog out of the mire."”
And he did go back and put on solid
ground that most uninteresting
Muadruped, That was the spirit tha
was manifested by my departed

he answered, "‘No; 1 eo&td not
at the poor
That is the spirit which last night
ten thousand mothers showed to
their sick children coming to give
the drink at the tenth call as cheer-.
fully and as tenderly as at the first
call.

Kindness to all! Surely it ough
not to be a difficult grace to cuiti-
vate when we see towering abave the
centuries such an example that one

glimpse of it ought to melt and
transform all nations. * Kindness
brought our Lord from heaven.

Kindness to miscreants, kindness to
persecutors, kindness to the crippled
and the bdblind and the cataleptic and
the léprous and the dropsical and
the demoniacal characterized him all
the way and on the cross; kindness
to the bandits suffering on the side
of. him, and kindness to the execu-
tioners while yet they pushed tiwe
spear and hammered the spikes and
"howled the blasphemies. All' the
stories of the John Howards and the
Florence Nightingales and the Grace
Darlings and the. Ida Lewises pale
before this transcendent example of
him whose birth and life and death
are the greatest story that the
world ever heard and the theme of
the mightiest hosanna that heaven
ever lifted. Yea, the very kindness
that allowed both hands to be nail-
ed to the horizontal timber of the
cross with that cruel thump, thump,
now stretches down from the skies
those same hands filled with balm
for all our wounds, forgiveness for
all our crimes, rescue for all our
serfdoms. .

And while we take this matchless
kindness from God may it be found
that we have uttered our last bitter
word, written our last cutting para-
graph, done our last retaliatory ac-
tion, felt our last revengeful heart
throb. * And it would not be a bad
epitaph for any of us if, by the
grace of God, from this time forth
we lived such benecficient lives that
the tombstone's chisel could appro-
priately cut upon the plain slab that
marks our graye a suggestion from
the text, ““He showed us no little
kindness.”” But not until the last
child of God has got ashore from the
earthly storms that drove him on
the rocks like Mediterranean Euro-
clydons, not untik all the thrones of
heaven. are mouated, and all the
conquerors crowned, and all the
harps and trumpets and organs of

heaven are thrummed or blown or
sounded and the ransomed of all
climes and ages are in' full chorus

under the jubilant swing of angeli¢
baton, and we shail for thousands of
years have seen the river from under
the throne rolling into the ''sea of
glass mingled with fire,”” and this
world we now inhabit shall be so far
in the past that only a stretch of
celestial memory can recall that it

ever existed at all, mot until then
will we understandwhat Nehemiah
calls *‘the great kindness,’”’ and

THE YACHT RAGE
The L'pt n Boat Leads Out Well
at the Start.

A WMAGMFICENT STRUGULE

Wind Decreases During Progress
of Contest -

SHAMROCK WELL HANDLED.

Irish Boat Turn d Outer Mark
Flf:t.

Columbia Wins by 33 Seconds on
Time allowance.

Special to The Planet. 0.

New York, Sept. 28.—Thick fog
and no wind gave a most discouraging
outlook at dawn, but the sun had not
been above the horizon many minutes
before the fog began to melt. At 7
o'clock it had Kfted enmtirely, while
out of the northeast came a puff of
wind full of promise and by 8 o'clock
it had increased to 12 kmots. As the
morning wore on the sky became
slightly overcast, and the weather-
wise predicted the coming of enough
wind to suit either Shamrock or Col-
umbia.

Capt. Barr cheerfully predicted a
good sailing breeze.

“Those things up there,” he said,
pointing to the fleecy clouds in the
northeast, “hobd the .wind, and you
notice there are lots of them to-day.”

Just before 9 v'clock Jameson, Wat-
son and Duncan, then went on board
Shamrock. Columbias was first taken
in tow, and five minutes later w;w'c:(_t
the Point of the Hook passing out,
Shamrock following close behind. On
board Columbia are E. 'D. Morgam H.
C. McGildowney and Herbert Leeds.

Columbia went down rapidly towa rd
ihe starting place in tow. On Sham-
rock just as it got clear of the Horse~
shoe, sailors began hoisting the great
mainsail. J

The wind at the Hook was then
blowing steadily from the northeast
at 10 knots an hour, and with indica-
tions that it would freshen.

Lipton did not go aboard Shamrock.
Erin did not leave for starting point
until 9.30. 1t was stili later when the
excursion fleet passed the Hook. It
waus equally as varied and picturesque
as on Thursday, and ‘in number of
boats somewhat larger.

As the racigg yachis moved down
toward the starting point it looked,
from the way they dug into the rol:
lers, as if the wind was increasing.

New York, Sept. 28.-9.10 a. m.—
