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TRUTH'S MUSINGS.
The unfurtunate burning of the beauti-
ful Erakino Presbyterinn Chureh i this
city en Sunday afternoon Jast has had, at
least, the ene good effoct of giving addi-
tional evidenco of tho liberal and fraternal
spitit now oxisting among muny of the
Protestanst denominations.  The nextday
after the fire there was a meeting of the
official members and lettors wero read
from six or seven sistor churches, ropre-
senting almost as many denominations,
offering accommodation for worship to the
Eiskine congregation during their tem-
purary homelessness.  The ofter of asmall
Methadise church ont Elit street was ac-
cepted, and there Dr. Smith will ministor
to his people until Erskine can be re-
built,

Sir John A. Macdonald dida very cred
itable thing for himself in frankly ac-
knowledging in tho debate on tho Address
in the House that he was in error in
speaking as  coufidently as ho did last
sear in regard to the worthlessness of the
Provincial Licenso Acts.  Referring to
the racent Privy Couneil judgment in the
Haodges case ho admits he was somowhat
in error, and is not infallible anyway.
There is only one man in the world that
mang suppose to be infalliblo, and when
errars ar¢ made it is more creditable to
frankly acknowledge them, though it may
somewhat gall the “Old Adun” of our
nature.  Sir Joln does naf now appear to
care tu stake his reputation on declaring
either the Crooks Act or the McCarthy
Act unconstitutional, and he takes grim
satisfaction in challenging Mr, Blako to
dase cither. It looks as though goud
vonstitutimal  authorities are in a fog,
cien yo, wa regard to the whele matter.,
The doubts are so grave, hvwever, that it
15 ot probablo the Ottawa Government
will take any decided steps towards the
general enforcement of their now liceuse
Law,

The Hitawa Government will probably
trd 1t a4 difhdult matter to deal with the
Canadian Paciic Railway  Company at
Uhis Scaston an - manner at once satisfae-
tory to the country and ta the company.
Itis qute evident that the Company is
wow anconsdermble struts for want of
1eady moncy, and its own honds annot
te satifactonly suld su as to conuuand
what may be requred.  The sutention
13 evadently to call upon the country for
assstance under the circumstances, and
such acall must by met in somo  way.
The fecluzof the country s that the
Comapany sceured acapital hargan in the
begiag and 1t ought to get threugh
with that.  Ono reason why wany were
vontent ta give such a good bargaimn was
that probally that would bio tho end of
the whole matter.  Un die other hand
the Compauy have, so far, very fathfully
and henombly performed  their part of
the conlract and tho road has been push-

ced on towards completien much more
mpidly than was eapected, and the read
hag boen built in a better manner.  To
withhold aid just now might involve a
wood deal of loss to the Doentinion as well
as to the Company and put back for years
a great national work that it is desirable
to have cowploted at the cavliest practic-
able momont, To allow the gigantic work
to como to a stand still for wanut of asuch
aid as the government has it in its power
to give would bo epon to serivus consure,
and on the other hand to give very much
additional aid to such a good bargain
would not be approved of. Tho difticulty
must, howoever, be grappled with.

Probably a great reason why the Can-
adian Pacitic is now urgently in need ot
aid is because 80 much of the available
funds have been expended in purchasing
up oxisting lines of road, toact as feedors,
mstead of paying oxclusive attention to
its own immediate work on tho mein line.
Millions uf dollars havo gonoin that way,
and much of this money has been 80 ox-
pended as to mako the Company a for-
midable rival to old established roads,
and to make it 2 more powoerful monoply,
possibly to the people’s disadvantage in
years to como. The people have moro
reason to deal cautiously with the Com-
pany because of the great dauger of es-
tablishing an immense monoepoly than on
any other ground.  1f a now bargain has
now to be made, or new terms agreed up-
ony, 1t wonld bo  wise thing on the part of
the Government to sceuro a better g aar-
antee to the people than now cxists
agamst e possibility of a grinding rail-
way monopoly.

Canada has already had a gaod deal of
experience in granting aid to railways.
In almost cvery mstance a good deal moro
money has been required in the end than
was eapected at the beginning. This
was certunly the cuso in regard to the
Grand Trunk, the Intercolonial, the
Great Western, the Northern, and nearly
every existing line of much jmportanco
now in cxistence in the country. Mil-
lions more were given in the shape of
bonus schemes than was originally agreed
upon, and milliony of honus wore never
repaid, nor is it now expected that they
ever will be, but yet we have few sluewd
business men toaday whoe are not well
convinced that m the interests of the
country the money was all expended, if
these reads could 1ot have been produced
i some other way.,  Even should it now
be found snecessary to give considerable
additienal advantages to the C. . R, it
may be questioned if, in the long run,
such an unutenso railway as is necessary
to span Canada frem weean Lo ocean could
have been otherwise procured so casily
and 8o hicaply by the people.

_Tho House of Commons, at Ottawa, is
now setting a good oxample for the On
tario Legislature te follow in the matter
of business expedition, Not enc hal the

e e e e e

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usul amount of timo has beon unneces.
sarily fritted away on moro proliminaries
as has ofton been thoe case at the cpening
of scasions.  Within the first four bLusi-
ness days of the session the dobate to <he
address was all ovor, the most important
yearly returna wero in the hands of the
members, such as the Trade and Naviga-
tion, the Inland Revonue and the Public
Accounts, and somo of the most import.
ant measures of the sossion, such as tho
Franchiso Bill, wore Jaid bofore tho
House. 1f the mombors are not, there-
foro, hard at work, it is not for want of
subjects for study and information. This
is just ns it should be. When two hund-
red of tho ropresontative men of the Do-
ninion get togothoer for actual business it
is annoying and disgusting to sce them
waste days and days in useless talk and
unnecessary delay, Our Toronto Legis-
lators will have to look to their laurols or
thoy may appear to a disadvantage com.
pared to Ottawa this year in regard to the
matter of practical business expedition,

Pctitions aro being circulated and
signed by the licensed liquor seller:
throughout Ontario, praying the Pro-
vincial Leguslaturo to extend tho legal
hiowrs of hquor gelling from 7 o'clock un-
til 9 on Saturday mghts.  Trurnt is not
at all m the secrets of the Provincial Gov.
ernment, or of the legislature, but it does
not hesitate ono  moument to predict that
no such amendment will be made. Trery
further ventures to prophesy that what-
over amendmonts may be made in our
present licenso laws will bo in the diree”
tion of mcreased stringency.  Whoever
ubserves the signs of the times cannot fail
t mnote the progress of public opin-
1on all the time towards narrowing in tho
hounds of the drink traflic as far as ap-
pears at all practicable.  Whatever gos-
ernment or party, especially in Ontario,
would undertake to relax the presont re-
strictive liquor laws, would soon find
that a wmost scrious blunder had beon
connitted.  Political parties depend en-
tirely for success on pupular sympathy
and support, and thoy do not find itsafo
to fly i the fuce of well established pub-
lic opinion.

Treri's decided opmion is that the
Liceused Victuallers may yet find thoy
made  mistako m opemng up the ques-
tion of amendang the hicenso laws at all.
1t would hesaferto let sleeping dogs lio, if
they are found to be asleep o willing to
Jio still atall, m this matter.

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restrictivo Jaws respecting the liquor
traflic, Itis not probable that tho (-
tario Govornmont would relax these if
thoy could, and it is not at all probably
that thoy could if they would, in view of
tho state of feoling in tho House and in
the country,

It has been a common  bolief for some
yoars past that tho personul habits of n
considerablo numbor of the leading men
in the Washington Congress are vory in-
tomperate. That some of them arodown.
right drunkards, appesrs to bo well un-
derstood. Tho worst of it is that things
appear to bo growing worse in this ro-
spect, notwithstanding the advancement
of tomperanco views protty genorally.
During the past fow days facts havo
been laid bare, showing that though it
has been astanding rulo of tho Houso that
no intoxicating liquors shall be sold or
supplied m tho rofreshment rooms within
its precints, yct mombers havoall the
time ovaded the rule by calling for *‘cold
tea,” and having all the liquors they
cared for supplied to thom in tea cups.
Such contemptible evasionsare simply
disgraceful.  Ycars ago there was i sun-
ilar stato of things at Ottawa. Tho pub-
lic was given to unddrstand, by standing
resolutions of tho House, that no liquors
wero allowed to be sold i the Commons
refreshmont rooms, but a good many
M.DP.’s had appetiticstoo strong toho con-
trolled by self-rospect and quito a brisk
undorhand trade wont on. Trurn sin-
corcly hopes things are bLettor managed
thore now. Oneo thing 18 quite evidont
in regard to Ottawa, and that 18 a much
larger proportion of the leading men, both
in the Government and in the Opposition,
aro total abstainers.

Bunum, tho great showman, is ovi-
dently a wise man as woll as a “‘smart”
one. Ho has now grown old and feels it
is time to mako tho neccessary arrange-
monts for the disposal of his property
when he is dead. It is said that ho is
estimated to bo worth somewhere be-
tween ten and fifteen million dollars. As
tho ostates of so many millanairos, espee-
wily in tho United States, have been
largely squandercd in fighting in the law
courts, Mr. Barnum has mado his will,
and allows its provisions to bo woll-kuown,
at the same tuno having it carcfully ox-
amined to soo if there is any legal
technicality in it.

With
all theso precautions, the chances arothat
tho validity of his will may yot furmsh
rich payingcases for somo smart Yaukeo
lawyers. Tens of thousands of dollars of
tho groat estato of tho Iate A T,
Stewart hias had te bo expended toman.
tain the validity of his will,
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Seme one has been wisely vemarking
that wmnsenv nds shonld be provided for
the poor as well as fuod, There is no
denht o very great deal of round wisdom
i that saying.  Man's intellectual and
toual wanta must be supplied as well as
Li- animed needs,  $n many instances if
healthy and innocent  smusements  for
wile hours were properly aupplied there
wotld Do less urgent demand for food
wapphes theu thero now is. Many a
poor fellow naw goes to the bar-room as
the unly place of amusement or recrea-
tion available and there his money is
spent that might otherwiso procure the
necessary food, 1t would be, thercfore,
an econowmical thing as well as a humane
thing to make liboral provision for this
great want in onr nature.  As it is theso
wha kave plenty of money at themr con
trol aro plentifully supplied with places,
and means of amusement and recreatton,
but it is quito otherwise with the really
puur, and ospecially so as regards the
winngn and childron, Nearly all places
of amusements, oven thuse numinally
free, are loo genteel both for their tastes
and for their personal presence.

So far as Trern s capablo of judging
the Salvation Army is deing a better
wak in Toronto thau any other organiza-
tivn hiere to provido actual @nusement for
thy pour. That may not be at all the
inunediate purpose of the Army meetings,
for they aro hitended moro for religious
worship than for amuscment, but as a
matter of fact the free and easy style of
meetings held, open to every body, and
not too genteel, cither in regard to the
dress of the audience or the manner of
conducting, have proved sources of real
amusenment to undreds who do not care
to go tv worship at all. More good is
being done in that way than many im-
awine. To bo ablo to sulliciently amuso
hundreds of young men, to keep -thom
from the bar-rooms during all these long
winter evenings is a great thing in it.
sclf.  Probably in other places the same
clags of goed work of this kind is being
dune a3 well ashere. Our churches~—
many of them at least—would gladly fur-
nish such places of amusoment if they
could but see their way clear, butit scems
unfortunate that the churches aro too
mu-h felt to Lo the legitimate places for
the “upper ten” class and not Jor the
lower ten thousand.  What is the
remedy ?

It is reported that the Kingston Loco-
notive Works Company intend to extend
their business by engaging in the manu-
fasture of composite ships. I such a
branch of business can be successfully cs-
tabliahed in Canada it would prove a very
sereat benefit Lo us.  The Kingston Com.
pany is a atrong and enetgotic one, and
i* is probable that it would ho as success-
ful as any other in such an important ex-
peviment. 1t is evident, however, that
ut wuch of the actual manufacture of
iron ships can yet be duno in Canada.
We have abundance of iron ore, but in
the absence of any iron snelting works
or even of fair prospects of their estab.
lishment, not much mero ean be expected
here than the mere putting wgether of
materials actually manufactured some-
where clse.  The deing of cven this much

on anything likea large sealo would provo
qaite an addition to our present business
industries.

Samne Now Jersey geniug now in the
State Legislature, proposes ta cconomise
in regard to tho public printing accounts
by vpening u printing oflice in the State
prisen, and set tho inmates typo sticking
and ink daubing to the extent at least of
all tho public printing required. OF
caurso the printers are all boiling over
with indignation about it. Things have
been at a pretty bad pass with the printera
wore than once, but this is the nnkindest
cut of all.

It js roporied that petroloum is heing
found in large quantities in Rassia.  One
well is said to e yielding from 7,000 to
8,000 barrels n day. This is ahead of any
thing Camida could beast of in us
most oty days.  The nor. has travelled
a long way, howover, and prohably, like
most long stories, it has grown a good
deal on tho way.

There are evidently some pretty smart
negroes in the United States as well as
smart Yankees. Tno Jast one reported
got wealthy by his keenness in buying a
strip of land nloug side of some aristo-
cratic residence, where he was sure to
build tho worst Jooking cabin the darkoy
could think of. Thoe rich ncighbor was
suro to buy off’ such an eyesore at almost
any price, and so the real estato transac,
tions went on with very handsome mar-
gins of profits.

What with tho skill of lawgersin ton
often cheating the gallows of its just due,
and the tardiness of the courts in the ad-
ministration of justice it is to bo feaved
that the present systom of punishment
for murder does not exercise such a sal-
utary influence on many concerned as it
actually should. Tho remark helds cs-
pecially good in reference to the United
States. It scems now to bo a well under-
stood fact across tho border, that almost
any murderer, no matter how clear his
caso may be, can manage to stave off ex-
ccution at least a year, if he or his friends
can only command moncy enough to keep
the Jawyersat work, Clover lawyers inay
bo very couvenient to one who unfortu-
nately gets into a tight place, butin many
ingtances thoy are too successful'in their
stratagems trserve wellthe ends of justico.
Tn 1853 there were 1,404 murders heard of
andbut 105legal executions. These figures
show that about nine cut of cvery ten
cscaped execution, and probably in more
than one half the entire number of cases
the guilty one eseaped altogether. It
appears that in 62 cases at least Vigilance
Committeea took the Jaw into their own
hands and hung somo one, whether they
always happened on the right man or not,
Ttis not much to he wondered at, under
the circumstances, that there were Gl4
murders more last year in the great Re-
public than during tho year before. Un.
der the present Jouso system of adminis-
tering justice, 1t is quite probablo there
will continue to he a yearly increase of
the brutal erime.

The tido appears to havo beon flowing
continunusly favorable for the Mowat
Govermmont for some time past.  In tho

Jast two or three olections, the majorities
in favor of tho Grit candidates were very
large, and that in South Renfrew last
week was probably considerably more
than evon tho party expected  The olec-
tion appeals have alsu, on the whole,
turned rather to the advantage than to
the harm of the Government, and the
two recent Privy Council judgmonts have
done something to add to its prestige.
Under the circumstances, it now appears
quite clear that Mr. Mowat stands somo

what more firmty on his feet than ho did
when tho results of the general election
were first announced. In the general in-
terests of good and wholesomn legislation,
it will bo much better to have it well un.
Qerstood  the  Governmont js  strong
cnough to stand, and carry through its
measures successfully.  So long as thero
was any doubt on that point, the tempta-
tion is too great for party leaders to spend
much timo antl energy in mere cfforts to
trip up the Administration rather thanto
dehberate on wholesome legislation i the
interests of the people.

Holloway, the g *eat London pill man,
1s dead, leavitrg behind him a fortune of
millions. His patent medicines were pro-
ixbly as good us, but no better than, thoso
compounded by thousands of othors whose
business it is to propare healing remedies,
but Holloway succeeded in amassing a
great fortune, whilo many others with
superior medical knowledge have baroly
managed to live.

ing enterprise, ‘A word to the iise,"
cte., otc.

Accidents come thick and fast to the
Grand Trunk this year. Every week
sinco the new ycar opened, and almost
every day, reports come of somo scrious
disaster at some point along the line.
There i5 an an old saying that “misfor-
tunes never como singly,” but thero 1s
also a very strong conviction that in near-
1y every caso of misfortune, cspecially on
railways, had management has more to
do with it than bad Juck. Tho numberof
lives already sacrificed and the mumber of
porsons seriously injured by preventable
accidents this year along the road ia some-.
thing deplorablo to think of.  Trtvtn is
not well enough posted in milway mat.
ters to point out just all the proper rem.
cdics required, but Tavtu joina the gen
eral public in the opinien that some rem
cdy must be applied at once. 1t is ovic
dent enough that nearly all the recent ac-
cidents have come fram the inefficiency of
the employes, or their inattention to well
defined duty. Tho present system of
employing 1on at more starvation rates

for vory responniblo and very jmportant
positions is suroly attended with dau-
gor to the public. It js well enough
known that tho most of railway work »
attended with much persoual danger aml
personal exposure and hardship and first-
clusa non will not accept such positions
utless woll paid for doing se, 1L is quite
probable that in too many important posi-
tions carcless and ineflicient men ave em
ployed simply beeanso boter ones canuot
bo obtained for such rates of pay.

The number of auicides from year to
year appeare to increaso at an alarming
rate.  What a multitude of people thoro
are in the world to whom life appears to
be a burden ! Last year in the United
States 810 puicides were roported, moro
than one-fourth of which—~—201—occurred
in Now York, 1t is not at all probable
that anything like the actual numbor of
solf-murders that occurred in the country
were ever reported as such, if reported at
all, Ilow js it that lifo becomes more
aud more a burden to its possessors !
Suroly cur boasted civilizationt, bnnging
so many additional blessings to sonwo, can-
not Le bringing so much additional misery
to so many others ?

Matters in this respect appear to be far
worse in Prussin than in tho United
States. Few countries can boast of such
a high state of cducational culture and
civilization as 0ld Prussia, and yot can
any country show such an appalling ro-
cord of suicide? According tv onc re-
spectable authority tho nuwber of per-
sous committing suicide in Prussia in
1883 was no less than 4,958 1 The heart
grows sick at such a record,  Cananyone

Fngland’s supremacy on the sca has
Iong lbeen tho hoast of its people,
and now appears to bo botter assured

than evor before,  Yearc ago the United
States ship building interests grow rapidly
and became strouy, and many confidently
predicted that Bugland must fall behind
m the race.  Tho days of wood built sail-
ing thips are about gonv, however, and
the prospeets of American shipping guc-
ceas appear to have gono with them. A
very largo proportion of ull the iven ships
of tho world is built in etther Scotland or
Juglmd,  While ship building on the
Clydo is raported to have been fairly sue.
ceasful during the past year, the amount
of busmesy done elsewhere has been com.
paatively light. So far as tho United
States is concerned its shipping, Loth
commorcial and military, seoms fast dis.
appearing cntivoly. The statement has
beon gomy the rounds of tho press for
sume tine past, and it is probably correct,
that of the fifty-nine million bushels of
American wheat exported from New York
during last year, only about one quarter
of & milhon bushels was sent away in an
Awerican ship. 1t is becoming a confi-
dent prediction  with some leading Am.
erican poltticians that before wany yoars
an Amertean merveantile ship will hardly
be atloat for traus- Atlantic trado.

In regard to the United States war
sheps things are aboui as bad. It appears
ta bo now a well admitted fact that the
Awerican navy, as a whole, would be
about worthless in case of a foroign war.
Tho ships have decrcased in number as
well m quality, and afew of them appear to
bo unfig to go ts sea oven in time of peace,
and to expose men in them to a well
cquipped enemy, would be an injustice.
It would now require so many millions of
dollars to restore a few of the old ships to
a state of cfliciency and to build the
necessary number of new ones for an cfli-
cieut navy that no party appears willing
to senously inake such a proposal, The
nation would probably not consent to the
expense.  This stato of things wmay be
well for the world, however, as it is an
additional guarantee of general peace.
o loneg as the \ nited States is without
an adequate navy, it is not at all probable
that the nation will care to engage in any
international dilliculty.

The fact, too, that the business inter-
csts of the United States have becomo so
hegely dependent on the ships of other
countrics is also ote of the best possible
guaranteos that the nation will vemain at
peace with others. Those intercsts arve
such now that & war, especially with Eng-
Land, would bo wost disastrous to tho
peaceful nterests of tho agriculture and
¢ mmerce of the entire country.

The causes of this great falling off in
tho United Statos shipping interests ap-
pear quite evident.  Though the demand
for wooden built ships has lagely gono it
1 well enough known that there is in the
conutry such an abundance of iron and
coal that the raw aterials for building
wron ghips is abundant cnough, and the
natural facilitics are evesywhero good.
The American system of protection, in-
tetnded a8 it 1y, to keep up tho price «f

i Tubor, aud the price of nearly every homo

t
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nanufactured article, tells directly agrinst

_ tho shipping business. It is not possible

to evtond any adequate system of hume
protection for shaps in an internativnal
trade.  ‘They must coma in direct compe.
tition with thuse of other countries, and
of ceurso under the present system they
must fail to compotosuccessiully, Scores
of proposals are being made to meot the
case of tho ship-building interests, but so
far none of these likely to meot the actual
needs of the easo will probably bo adopt-
td, as to adopt almost nny of them would
bo to cast over the .policy demandod by
nearly overy other manufacturing interest
of the country,

It may here bo remarked, too, that
I'ranco has nut maintained ita fovmor
amount of shinping townage during the
past fon vears, though it is claimed that
tho shipping tonnagoe the country now
possesses represents a good deal moro ac-
tual efliciency, as the former sailing ves-
sels ave fast giving way to steamers.  On
the whole, probably France may bo about
holding its own, whilo England {s gradu-
ally increasing its comparative streugth
and the United States is gradually falling
out of the occan shipping trade cntirely.
{t now begins tv look as though, in the
years to come, the United States will fur-
nish Great Britain with a largo propor-
tion of its food and much of its raw ma-
terial, and Britain, on the othor hand,
will furnish the people of the United
States with shipping facilitics, if not with
ready-mado ships also.

Churches and Politlcs.

The Roman Catholic diguarities in
Cauada havo cortainly proved thomselvos
wiser than the childron of the other
churchies. By good organizationof strongth
and good managemont thoy bave generally
auccceded in obtaining about all the legis-
Intion they haveo asked for, aud cartanly
a lion's share of the party speile, in the
way public officos havo fallen in theiv
way. 1tis so managed that both parties
are always bidding for their support, and
cach party in its turn urges its claim for.
doing more in this respect than the other
is willing to do, or is capable of dving. A
Montreal paper hus just put in thisclaim,
which is quoted approvingly of by the
Mail o

“Sit  Johm A. Macdonald has, all
things counsidered, dono morefor tho Irish
Catholics of Canada than any Promicr wo
over had. Before and sinco Confodura-
tion ho always had an Irish Catholic in
his Cabinet, and ho has in a general way,
given thom moro fair play than they
over received under the Reformers.”

On tho other hand the Grits, in On.
tavio  at least, have made similar ciaims
for yoars, and it is protty ovident the
Roman Catholics of tho Province on the
whole aro pretty well convinced their
claims are well founded, for the majority
of them undoubtedly support that party.

Anothor Montreal paper, Iast week,
stated that in Poterboro’ County thy
Rogistry offico] has been vacant for a
year or moro because the Ontario Govern-
ment cvidontly did not care to face the
opposition of the Church by.appointing
any one elso.

No one need blame the Church for
using its influence on behalf of its own
membors and to promote its own inter-
ests, Itis just what any of the other
churches would bo apt to do where thore
was an opportunity for doing it; though it
is true such things do not come under the
immediate scepe of what is genorally
looked upon as tho proper work of tho
churches. So long as Protestantism is
so much divided, and so much givon to
pushing rival intcrests so long will it bo
placed at a great disadvantage, politically
considered. It is not possible, howovor,
that siuch chango will take placo in the
matter for some time to come.

As it is tho Roman Catholic influence
appears to bo quite suflicient to prevent
an Orange incorporation bill from being
passed citherat Ottawa or at Toranto,
and tho promoters of the measuro storm
and fume in vain respecting it. Possibly
the Orangemoen of Ontario may yet find
they lave wade a mistake by uniting,
almost to & wan, in suppoerting one party,
leaving tho other party littlo or nothing
to foar from any_threats of a withdrawal of
support, or from opposition. In tha
other Provinces it is understood tho mem-
bership is more divided in this respect.

In Ontario tho United Methodiat
Church will bo numerically strenger than

The Scottl Act in Halton.

Halton 1s the oaly county in the Pro-
vinco of Ontario where the Scott Act is
m foree, and much intevest i centred in
its succes3 or fuiluro there.  Astho Act
hias sow boen on trial sinco the 1st of May,
52 sutherent timy has elapsed to judye
rersonably 1 regard toits operations. It
iv evidence enough that the Temperance
mien are reasonably satisfied 1 regard to
thesaw, 1ad the Act proved a failure
it s quite probable, samo at least, of
those engaged in the liquor interests
would be better pleased than thoy now
appear to bo. .

Last week the semi-annual Convention
of the Halton Branch of the Temperance
Allianco was heldin Milton and, 30 fas as
can bo judged from the published re-
ports of tho meeting, thore was not a1
dissontient voice among the delegates
wrom all parts of tho county in regard teo
the fact that drinking and drunkenncess
have been very materially dinunished in
cvery part of that county, while n some
localities tho drink tmde has been en-
tirely banished. Tho following report of
tho testimony burne by several leading
amd well-known temporance workers 13
copicd from the Hamilton TLribane:—

AMr. Jamed, of Glenwillinms, spoke in the
strongest tormi of tho success of tho Act. He
thought where {t had compolled tho cncmny to
hdo under bods and in dark places it was
pretty ovident tho temperancs people had the
upper houd.  Before tho pastage of tho Act
he inhis capacity of conatable, had received
plenty of fees, and way fecquently called out
of bed to nrrest people and adjust ditlenities.
Now he conld go to bod and sleep without any
fear of bclng catled upfor any such an cnter
prize. Mo %now of numbers who had voted
ugeaiust tho Actwho now thoroughly approved
of it. Children whobefore the Act wero neas-
1y starved and haf naked were now well fed
and comfortably clothed and well cared for,
Mr. Norris, of Omagh, rcparted a greatly im-
proved condition of atfairs, socially and mor.
ally, in his reglon since the passage of the
Scott_Act. Mr. Lister, of Nassagawoya, re-
ported in a similar straip from his ncighbor-
hood. Mr. Warren, of Ksquesing, near Acton,
sgid that theScolt Actwas consldered to boa
doclded success in his neighborbood ; not ono
had voted against it when the former vote was
taken, What drinking was dono_in _Acton
wis done 80 sceretly that at way hardly re-
cornizablo; very fow drunken mon wero now
o bo ercon n Acton The flrst otygcction
against the Act was the fear of diflicult hote!
accommodation, but that was notnow to be
heant. Gov. R. I Maitlaud of Lowi . lie, was
of opinion that not a dropof liquor was now
haing sold intho Lowvilic Iotel. The outlook
for n succeasful issue in case of another votc
on tho qucstlon was coxtremcly favorable.

Yine Made from Ralsius,

Such alarming tales have beon told of
tho beverage nutde from raising and sold
ay the juice of the grape, that it is con-
solatory to learn that the wine made from
the raisin 18 by no means injurious to
health,  The writer of an article entitled
“What to Drink,” in the Republiqu
Prancaise, states that most of the houscs
which make this wino get their frait direct
from the tireaan Atchipolago or Asia
Minor in bags of 130 puunds weight. The
fruit is placed in large wooden tubs hold-
ing about 500 gallons, together with water
heated by steam pipes.  ‘The fermentation
commei:ces nlmost as rapidly as with fresh
fruit, and lasts from cight to ten days.
It is then pumped out into vats. At this
stage of the process it is of » light color
liko Moselle ; and a sood deal of it is
sent mto tho Fronch departinents of the
Mourthe and the Vosges, whore, after
having simply boen filtered, 1t 13 sold as
tho wine of tho comntry. At the next
stagoe of manufacture it is passed through
a closely woven cloth to free 1t from -
purities, and a littlo alcohol 18 added. It
1s then colored with some harmless pre.
paration, thoe one most used being madeo
from tho lces of fresh grapes. It can be
sold wholesale for from $3 to &4 the
twenty-two and one-half gallons,

Troth about Tobacco.

In aropert of the Medico-Chirurgical
Society of Liege, by Dr. Lebon, tho fol
lowing conclusions are presented .

1st, For overy 100 grains of tobaccu
used, at least ono-tonth of a grain of nico-
tino is absorbed. |

2ad. Tho diurnal quantity of tobacco
consumed by an ordinury smoker isabout
300 grains. -

3rd. The effects of tobacco smoke are
the snno as those following the adminis.
tration of nicotine.

4th. The resinous liquid which conden
ses in a pipe is almost as poisonous as
pure uicotine, and destroys the lives of
animals rapidly.

5th, The liquid condensed from the
smoke in tho mouth and lungs, contains
ammonia, nicotine, fats, resing, and col-
oring matters.  One drop of this speedily
produces paralysis in young animals.

Gth. In men, amall doses of tobacco
smoke excite the intellectual faculties ;
ropeated doses  produce  palpitations,
disordered vision, and decrease of men-
ory.

% Dr. Willard Parker, jr., No. 41 East
Twelfth street, Noew York, sent a cortifi-
cato to the Bureau of Vital Statistics,
stating that James J. Sullivan had died
at No. 110 Ilenry Strect, from *poison-
tug of tho system by tobacco.' Sullivan
was only twenty-six yearsold. He had
heen cmployed asa bookkeeper, and he
had used tobacco so constantly that his
system had become impregnated with
aicotine.”

Wo expect that many will sncer at
these facts, and light a fresh cigar, to
quict tho touch of nervousness, which
will involuntarily come to thom, while
for a monment they fear that ““there 1s
something in it.” It is indeced a sad fact
that this growing ovil must strow its
pathway with physical death before men
will heod the facts, and acience, and tho
pleadings of reform,

NEWS AXND NOTES.

Monn Proankss, — Tho  temporance
poople of Yarmouth County, Nova Scotia,
have taken all the necessary parlinment-
ary stops for tho adoption of the Scott
Act, and tho oflicial proclamation has been
issued at Ottawa, lixing Thuraday March
Gth as the day of voting. So far the Act
has been ndopted by large majorities in
overy County in Nova Scotia, whero it
has been submitted.

Prourrony  LEGIsLaTioN, — Miss
Frances Willard i3 now recognized as
tho oldest woman in tho United States
ongaged in tho temperance work. She
now proposes to try and havoe one nuthion
signatures appended to petitions asking
each of tho comning National Conventions
of tho great political parties to put » pro-
hibitory plank in their campaign platform
for tho Presidoncy.

It would
be one of the most acceptablo Christmas
presents somo men ould possibly give to
their loved ones. It would also be a cap-
ital birthday card dovice.

Dowx axp Qur.—The Chicago Lever
says: ‘“ George Carter, prosccuting at-
tornoy, Muskegon county Mich.,, has
been compelled to *step down and out’
of tho responsible oflico which he held.
Ho was ckarged with being an habitual
drunkard, and was conscquently deemed
meapable of discharging the duties of
public prosccutor. This is as it should
be. If all the drunkards could he turned
out of oflice, from presidont down to cun
stible, this country might woll breathe
easier.”  The samo remark holds guod in
regardtoCanada. Several important oftices
in this country arc now in the hands of
men who are well known to be incapable
of controlling themselves.

Ligvor  Revesve.— Some  leading
American politicians havo been proposing
to lovy heavy duties on alcohnlic liquors,
tobacco and the like, suflicient to carry on
the affairs of the government, allowing
real estate property to go freo.  The tem-
perance people opposc it principally be-
cause it would have the tendency to cause
tho peoplo to depend on the continuance
of the traflic as a means of tax exemption,
and also because it is wrong anyway to
derive a revenue from =, traflic tho source
of more ruin and misery than war, pesti-
Ience and famine combined. Hon. J.
Blaine, though a strong prohibitionist, has
lost for himself the sympathy of the tem-
perance peoplo becauso of his suggestions
in that direction.

Whiskey Wakes,.—Mrs. Margaret A,
Meuro, of Clifton, Staten Island, died
recently, aged 71 years. She had for
many years kept a small grogshop on St.
Mary’s avenue, Some rough necighbon
went in toattend tho wake. They emipticd
tho barrels, kegs, and demijohus of alco-
holic spirits until the reveiry became ex-
cessive. During the debauch the cofiin
was thrown from the table and the body
rolled out upcn the floor, where it re.
mained \mtiY some neighbors dispersed
the company and restored order.  In the
same village somo time age, a wake was
held over Timothy Coffey's remuus, when
the assembly beecame s> hilarious that
thoy took the eorpso from tho coflin,
propped it against the wall wath pickets
that were pulled from a ncar-by fence,
and stuck a pipein thedead man'smouth.

Mon Law.—The Montreal Wituess
says:—*‘ It is not a bad sign of the
cftectiveness of the Canada Temperance
Act for the mob to come to the support
of its transgressors and break cvery other
Inw that stands between them and its
subversion. This is what has just hnp.

A witness in a caso un-
der the Act was, tor refusiug to tostify,
committed to gnol for five days, and was
boing led off to his new lodgings when a
largo crowd, that had beon turned out of

tho Court reum for misbhohavior, vielently
attacked the constables and rescued the
prisonor from five of thom' after a fiorce
strugglo.  Probably fow things could be
moro effectivo toward alionating any sym-
pathy there may bo awmong respectable
peoplo in the country with the movemont
now o foot there for the ropeal of tho
Act.

In regard to the workings of the Scott
Act in this Province I can only say that
it has been hung up with a scrutiny in
this (Colchester) county for some time
and wo have to wait until tho spirit moves
our Judges to take this all important case
into their consideration. In the mean-
time, rum is as free as water in Col-
chestr, but it is no fault of tho Scott Act,
as we have nover had a chance to put it
operation. 1 can, iowever, speak of the
adjoining countics of Hants and Picton,
whero the Act is in full force and doing a
good work. It has driven theliquor busi-
ness of Hants into the capital of the coun-
ty, Windsor, and tho temperance people
arc now about making an onslaught on
that stronghold, and they beliove they
will succeed.

Tho worst trouble we all find is to get
real good and clever prosecutors. It is
not gvery one who wants to place him-
self in such a position, and it is not every
ono who is fit for it.

Wherever tho Act is worked thorough-
ly it does clear out the rum sellers. I
wish any one would sce tho difference be-
tween tho town of Truro, without the
Scott Act, and New Glasgow, in Pictou
County, where the Act is in force. Here
overy bar-room 1s open, night and day,
and drunken men on the strects.  Sunday
18 almost hike a week day. In Now Glas.
gow it is quite differont, Though it has
its Jarge factory and machino shops, with
a largo ntunber of men about, not a bar-
room 13 open, nera drunken man scen on
the streets.  Peace, comfort, and good
behaviour is evident. It is quite true
some liquor is still clandestinely cold in
Now Glasgow. but you sce a great differ-
ence where it 18 not openly seld.

Bow River, Kicking Morso, Selkirk
Rogors Pass and Xagle Pans)
to Junction with Onder-
donk's Contract,

Calgary, the future Sacramento of the
North.\West, is situated on the Bow river,
127 miles from the summit of the far-famed
Kioking Horse pass, and 177 milea from the
eant crossing ot tho Columbia river. A

roaching Calgary from tho cast the travel-
er is struck by the peculiar beauty of its
situation, It seoms to nestle at the foot of
the sorrated suow zeaks thatappear to over.
hang the town, though thoy are forty milea
awxay. Tho Bow river, clear as crystal,
winding thruogh the grass-covered flata, and
the back-ground of timberoed slopes reaching
up to the oternal, mking a fairy pictare.
Sunriso and sunset at Calgary are too gor-
geous and grand a display ever to be ade-
quately described, and when theailver n.2~a.
heamu t1p the icy peaks sentiment runs riot,
Far away to the cast

atretches, and the windiog valley of the Bow
with jts tree.covered slopca completes the
picture.

So much has lately been written on moun.
tain pazscs with 10 vast a divergence of geo-
graphy and opinion that it might be weil to
give a description of the valley of the Bow
river to the mouth of the pass and continaa-
tion. The Bow river is a stream about 300
leot wide, and flows with & velocity of four
to five miles an hour at Calgary. It outaita
wajv through the foot hillsin a series of becdy,
and is too shallow {or navigation above Cal-
gary, thongh below that point it might be
used during floods for ateamers of two-feet
draught.

The construction of the railway linstothe

A correspondont of tho
Rural New Yorker adviscs tho boiling of
tho butter, with the addition of a hand-
ful of salt and a teaspoonful of soda, to
two or threo pounds of butter, then pour-
ing 1t into a crock to cool.

Luamxors PaiNnt.—Take oyster shells
and clean them with warm water. Put
them in the fire for half au hour, and
tako them out, cool them, pound them
fine, and remove the worthless gray parts.
Put the puwder into a cruable, with al.
ternate layers of sulphur.  Closo the lid

Pasovisa Starxs.~—A mixture which
in oxcellent for removing greaso spols and
ataina from carpots and clothing is mnde
of two ounces of ammonin, two ounces of
whate castilo spap, ono ounce of glycorine,
ono ounce of cther, Cut the soap fine,
dissolve in ono pint of water over the
fire ; udd two quarts of water. This should
bo mixed with wator in the proportion of
a teacupful to ono ordinary-sized pail of
water.  Mix thoroughly, and wash soiled
garments in it.

Hydropa-
thists invest tho throat immediately with
cloths wet with water, very cold, ise cold if
possible, but not 80 a8 to dribbleabout ; the
wat cloth ahould bs covered with a dry
flannclcns.  Theso cloths should be renow-
od cvory two or trn minutes, according to

. the vicleuco of the symptoms, to be continu

cd, by all means, until the breathing iscom-
fortably casy.

1If thore 18 not much fover, or if the akinis
dry, put the child into a tepid baths of sev-
coty five degress, and then well wrap up in
a blanket urtil perspiration takes place.
Bat if thereis much fover snd a hot akin,
uso tho wet pack sheet and renew until the
fever abates,  Tho bowels alionld be em%t-
icd at onco with a warm water enema, y
all possible means keep tho feet and hands
warm, I there is no expcotoration, and
the cbild sccms to be almost wuffocating,
givo warm wator copioualy, until tie uso of
a feather to tickle tho throat induces vom-
ing. It issomctimes wonderial to ace the
good cffects of this warm water vomiting in
cascs of croup in children,

Some physicians considor nauseating re-
medies inrlisscnublo. Mix half a teaspoon
cach of powdercd alumand ipecao in Lhalfa
glaes of tepid water, and givo 1t as quickly
as possible.” I it does not causo the child
to vomit in ten minutes repeat tho dose,
witha teacup of warm water avery fivo min
utes, until a feather or tho finger in the
throat prodnces vomiting.—Dr, Hall's
Health at Home.

Colds.

Tho most prevaleat of sll ailments are
cilds® aflicting various parto of the body ;
¢ thcy have nll scasons for their own,” and
are the beginnings of more discases than all
other cautes combined.

It becomen, then, a matter of tho first
importaunce to koow how to avoid colde, and
how o get rid of them speedily when they
atteck un

Tho nost frequent causo of colds is wet
fest, or fiot that remain for a long time
damp and chilled from wea ing too thin
oteckings and shocs, 12 is prehasblo that hatf
ot the discases peculiar to women arte induo
cd in that way. It is not tho wetting of
the feet that gives colds, bat tho gradual
cvaporation of tho mwoisture, which catriea

of the natural warmth of the Lody, thus
causing the blocd to bo chillod, ‘Che offoct
of chill is to closo tho pores of tho skjn, so
that tho waste particles of matter cannot
cecapo from tho body in this diveotion but
are thrown back and thus poison the hlood,

When it is not possible to tako off the
shoos and stockings, and drv and warm the
feot promptly after gotting them weot, it is
better to lot them remain wot until wo can
attend to them properly, To dry them in
the tun or before a fire, without taking off
shoes and steckings and substituting dry
ones, is extremely hazardous. There 18 but
littlo dangor cf taking cold after wetting tho
feet if wo walk rapidly enough to keep u
tho natural temperature of the body, ans
keop on walking until we reach some place
waoere we can tako off shoes and atcckings
and thorougbly dry them or change them
for dry ones, A cold ia less likely to result
from & thorough drenc'.ing of the whole
body than from wetting tne feet alone,

Poople &+ Jom take cold when they are
exposed t.  dden lowering cf the temper.
ature of the uir while they aro out of doors ;
they may lave their hands and feet frost
bitten, and become almost unconscious from
freczing, aud yet escape the dangersof an
ordinary cold.

A cold ia the head may frequently be eut
short it treated at once, by suuffieg up tho
ouse the fumes of spirits of camphor, am.
monia or b.y 1um, This remedy must beo
applied every few minutes to be effectivo.
In the meantimo the patieut should remain
in & warm roont, and avoid draughts of air,
If the cold is not cured in twenty-four hours,
it will continue ten or twolve days inspiteof
treatment, or if neﬁloctod its effects may
last & Nfetimo, Cllds result in serious aad
fatal diseases only when neglected. We
haveso often given directions for treating
peplected coldsthat it is hardly worth while
to repeat them hero.  Ramaia in tho houso,
and if necegsary in bed, uatil tho cold hsa
disappeared, and then venturs out cautiously
at first, as the system is sensitive to fresh
attacks for soveral days after recovery.—
Journal of Health,

a dead letter as a governing princigl‘o in tho
lives of a great many p:ople. 'That hot
bread in nive cazes out of ten will produes
dyspepsia is 0o newly dizcovered fact, and
especially 3o this terriblo result sure to fol
low persistent indulgenco on the fpart of
those whose pursuits are quiet, in-door and
sedentary.  Aund yet the reformers, or those
who call themseclves such—the men and
women who work themselves into a white
heat over tho sale of a glass of cider—will
go on year after year, not only making no
outery agaivst this pornicious indulgence,
but actually filling themselves up day by
day with the hot ani poisonous gascs of the
oven, This scrvantof the housewife can be
made a3 terriblo a stemach destroyer as the
distillery, and the aworn foes of the fatter
aro apt to be its best patrons. Dyspepaia
paints tho noso and sours the tomper as
surely as dram drioking, and manyaufferers
from the former, though by their own will.

Iatter. A wetl-defined caso of jim-jams is
the climax o a courss of iatemperance and
warus tho victim that hisalterpative is death
or immediate reformation.

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PULLMAN CITY.

Nu Policemen, No Saloons, No Aldermen,
No Bebts A Beautital ‘Town Built
by # Great Manufacturing
Company,
¢ orresponacnre New York sun,

When i 1880 the wapudly extending
b sy of the Pullman Palace Car Come
pany  neeessitated the erection of new
works, Mr. Geotgo M. Pullman found an
uppeatunity for carying into effect a the-
oty wadch he had loug entortained.  The
It~ qptecstien to be deerded was as to the
locatpent of the shops. A great deal of
Lunl was roqaired, and to secure tho ne-
cessauy space in any portion of Chicago
wotld have ealled for the expondituro of
#very Jargo sum of monoy.  More than
thte : theusand workingmen were to be
cmployed, und if the shops wero located
10 the ety these men, with their famlies,
would be compelled to hve m crowded
and unhealthy tonements, in nuserable
stieets, and they and themw children would
Le subject to all the temptations and
snares of a great aty.  Looking at the
matter frow the standpoint of a capitalist,
and from that of the workingman as woll,
Mr, Pullman felt that it would be better
for all concerned af tho new works could
Lo established m the country. There
was no town already butlt that commend-
cd atgelf to him.  Inall to which his at-
tention was dravwn there were cheap and
«habby Louses, numerous saloons and as-
svetations not of the best. Lo establish
the enterprise in one of these would, per-
haps auswer the purpuses of the company,
but the moral and  physieal well-being of
the worthing people would haveo to bo lust
pght of.  Unwilling to give up Ins the-
ory, Mr. Pallman determined to build a
town to order,  There is a provision in
the chatter of the Pullman Talace Car
Company which prevents that corporation
from owning as much lind as was requ r-
cd tor Mr, Pullman’s purpose.  To obvi-
ate tns daticulty the Puthnan Land Com-
par ¥ was orgamzed, M. Geo. Pullman
Lemng the president and owner of the ma-
jority of stech, )

South of Clhircago, for many miles, the
country is very undesirable,  Near the
lake it resembles the pine barrens of the
senshore, Futher inland it is murshy
and Jow., The donble acks cf tho East-
ern trunk bues form ridges through it,
and betwoeen them the surface water ac.
cnmulates, or trickles away to Lake Calu-
met. Thisisasmall body of water which
cmpts 1ato Lake Miclugan at South
Chiuigo, amd the xhores of which are soft
avd suampy.  The object of Mr.Pullman
being to find cheap Jand, ho was casilyd
satisfied with that offered to him in this
Licality.  Three thuusand acres were pur-
chased at a merely nomiugl price.  The
tract 13 situated alonyg and near Lake
Calumct, and lies on both sides of the 1l-
linois Centrd railway, about fourteen
miles from this city. To build a city in
such a place lovked like a great undertak-
ing. But it was exactly what Mr. Pull-
wan desired.  ITe wanted everything to
bo new, and of the best quality. ‘The
gowerage problem was tho next to be
sulved.  Theland was, as has been sad,
low and level.  No natural outlets could
he contrived. A great well was, there.
fore, dug, and all the sewers of the town,
which were quickly built in the most sub-
stantial manner in all the streets, were
wnde to centro in this cesspuul. Sl
tancously with tho sowers water and gas
pipes were Iaid.  The strects, which are
broad and stright, were then laid out and
macadamized.

LAYING OUT A CITY.

Whilo this work was in progress under
the superintendenco of the saitary engi-
peer employed for the purpose by Mr.
Pullman, thoarchitect, Mr. Beaman, of
New York, wasbusy with his plans. 1t
is not often that an arclutect has an op-.
portunity to draw plans foran entire city
at once.  Mr. Beaman, however, under.
took the work with something of tho en-
thusinam of Mr. Pullman, and catching

the lutter's ideas, was able to transfor
them to papor, and take tho fivst steps to.
wards their oxecution. When tho mater-
inl was at hand special trains with hund.
reds of workmgmen were xun from Chica.
go in tho wmorning, returning with them
at night ; and in a fow months the com.
it city began to assume shape,

The great shops of the company wore
orected near tho lllinois Contral railvoad
tracks. These buildings are very substan.
tinl, and in somo senso ornamental, They
ure of pressed brick and stone, with reofs
of slato, cover fifteen acres, and acconmmo-
date more than 2,000 workingmen. South
of the worhs, and separatoed from them by
a wide boulevard, along which stand the
handsomest houses in the town, lies the
city. 1t is regularly laid out, with wide
stroots, and compact and solidly built
houses, all of brick and atone, with hand-
some lawns, shade trees, and flower beds.
These housesare 1,426 in nuwmber, and
vary in rent according to their size, loca-
tion, and conveniences. In front of tho
main bulding of the company’s works, and
in plain view from the Illinois Central
railrond, is a beautiful park with a
miniaturo Jake, many handsome flowe:
beds, ruckeries, solid stone copings, shru’s-
bery and fountain, South of the depot,
which is a fine Gothic structure, is the
Arcade, and just castis the hotel.  The
Arcado is a spacious and elegant building,
which contains all the stores of the city,
and tho post oftice, hbrary, theatre, bank.
and eafo. Al the stores and oflices face
a wide tile-laid intcrior court, with gal-
leries on the second floor reachea by casy
stairs. Tho buildmg cost {300,000, and
at night its interior resembles nothing so
much as a bazaar or fawr,  The hotel 13 2
massive building, elogantly furnished and
well kept. The market house, arranged
somothing after the style of tho Arcade,
affords ample facilitics for the butchers of
the town. Tho church is a beautiful
Gothic structure of stone, with green
stone trimmings and a lofty spire. The
school house 18 commodious and sunny.
The livery stable has accommodation for
scorces of horses, and 18, besides, the hiead-
quarters of tho fire department. Near the
centre of the company’s works is the huge
water tower.  Under this is the sowerage
cesspool, and in the to{) is a tank supplied
by contract with Lake Michigan water
from the Hyde Pmk water works.
From this tauk water is distributed
throughout the town.  The sew-
age which accumulates in this pit at the
bottom is forced Dby means of pumps
through pipes to the farm owned by the
company, more than three miles away,
where it is used for purposes of fertiliza-
tion. MMany msgivings were expressed at
tirst concerning the wisdom of thisscheme
of sanitation, but its success has been
demonstrated ; engineors from all parts of
tho world have inveshigated it carefully,
and have invariably expressed themselves
ag satisficd of its eflicacy. ‘1o gas works
are situated on the shore of Lake Calu-
met, just east of the main buildings of
tho company.

On the 2nad of April, 1881, the Puall.
man shops were started, the great Corliss
engine which figured 8o conspicuously at
tho Centennial Exposition furnishing the
motive power. With the shops in opera-
tion turning out gcores of railvoad cars of
every description daily, tho theory of Mr.
Pullinan was to be put to the test. His
theory needs to be understood before his
town can be compreiiended.  The Sun's
correspondent visited him at his Chicage
offico recently and made a few enquiries.
Mr. I'ullinan is calm, dignified, and cour-
teous, a little past middle life, but just in
tho prime of a wondersully succeraful
business career.

MR, PULLMAN'S OWN ACCOUST OF THE
ENTERURISE.

** Tho building of Pullman,’ he said,
** was undertaken sunply as a matter of
business. 1 have little of tho sentimental
in my natnre. Iabhorabstruse problens.
I can see nothiug in this coterpriso which
is nota matter of finance, pure and simple.
1 havo always believed that thero 18 a

great deal of good in human nature ; that

mon nntwral’y prefer to be clean, to have
pleasunt honios, and to be respectod hy
their fellowmen. Wo aro all vory largely
creatures of our own surroundings and
associntions,  1f you take a boorish
countryman with the mud of the farm on
his boots, ora city rough, into your par-
lor, in tho presence of your wifo and
cluldren, he will sit up a little straighter
uid attempt to bo a little moro polito than
is habitual with him, Ina city liko this
the searcity of room drives mcc%umics and
other workingmen to the most misornblo
tenements, whero cleanliness is almost
impossible, and where, the nssociation
bemygnearly all bad, they and their fam-
ilies find it almost impossible to lift
themselves above the squalor with which
they are surrownded. ‘Then, too, the
temptations of the city are not to be ovor-
looked. Denied many social advantages,
the workingman is apt to drift for recrea-
tion into low saloons, where his carnings
aro spent, and soon his misery and that
of his family are increased by his habits
of disgipation. Such a man is not more
!)roﬁtablo to his employer than he is to
iimeelf, Belioving these things as I do,
1 could not but feol that a place like Pull-
man would be a good investment. Solely
as such was it undertaken. X have not
been disappointed in it in any respect.
1t is a beautiful place, and oven on tho
hardest the effect of the handsome sur-
roundings has beenheneficial. On abroad
avenue lined with cosy houses, with
flowers and lawns on every hand, and
scrupulous neatness everywhere maintain.
ed, & man of the dnllest mind would feel
ashamed to appear in public in  his shirt
sleeves or barefooted. 1 have noticed it
myself. Some of tho familics moving into
tho nice new cottn%cs with their old dirty
tiaps made me feel a little discouraged
once, but it was not long beforo, in the
windows of these same lhousts, pretty
flowers were visible, and the appearance
of the inmates gradually improved.
Everything depends upon one's surround-
ings. The Pullman enterprise appears to
many people to bo a very complicated
matter. 1tis not. If ithad been I would
not have undertaken it. It was necessary
simply that tho execution of the plans
should be in the hands of one man. 1 do
not pretend to say that somo other man
could not have succeeded as well as I, but
I do maintain that some one man should
have the scole directing voice in such an
undertaking. 1 feel that if the building
of Pullman had depended on a corpora-
tion or an association it would not have
beon built as it is. For instance, I am
satisfied thatin the matter of the theatro
nobody would have agreed with me that
tho expense for that purpose was advis.
able. Asitis, thero have been no disa.
grecments, for the reasonthat there is no-
body to disagree with. “Tho town is as
clean financially as it is in overy other

respect. It has no debts nor no mort-
§:ugcs. Itisall paid for, and has beon
rom tho first.

* Usually, when land schemes are set
on foot there is o big boom for a while,
and then a flattening out.  Somo peaplo
look at Pullinan from cars, and say it ig
pretty, but it won’t last. 1t will last.
Tho works will makeit permanent. 1f for
any reason the works were to close per-
manently, the town, with its fine houscs,
sowerage, and other conveniences, would
prosper as a suburb. I have done every-
thing with a view to permanence, and
have made no attempt to creato a furore.
Having decided to cstablish our works
fourteen miles from tho city, the building
of houses to accommodato tho 2,000 work-
ingmen and their familics became neces-
sary. Wo could not undertake to con-
vey them back and forth, and, besides,
the location of the shops in the country
was for the purpose, in part, of removing
ourmen from thecity. Wo could not ox-
peet 2,000 men and their families to live
out on tho prairics and bo contented un-
loss they were provided with tho conven-
icnces of modern civilized life. It was
hero that my theory was put into force. 1
beliove the men who havo pleasant sur-

roundings will bo better men than those

whose surroundings nre bad, and that
this boing tho cuso, tho employer will de-
rivo agreat bonofit. I have theroforo
a{)ont a great deal of money beautifying
the tuwn and in providing for tho noml
and physiceal dovelopment of the people,
and 1t has paid moe well, A man who can
brin;i' his mind down to understand tho
simplest business proposition can fathom
the Pullman schemo very easily. 1t
is simplicity itself. Wo are land.
lords and employers.  That is all thore
is of it.”

A CHURCH OFFERED FOR SALE,

It may well be asked if Mr. Pullman is
not too modest, or if ho does not do him-
self an injustico whon ho asserts that
sentiment has had nothing to do with his
great work., Thoe city of Pulman, as it
stands, represents an outlay of about £0,-
,000. Al the buildings in tho place
are owned by the company. Nobody else
can obtain posscssion of them for the rew-
son that thoy are not for sale. They arve
rented to anybody of good character for
sumo caleulated to return six per cent. on
the investment. So many houscs were
built at onetime thay wero, of course, put
up much cheaper than they eoeld have
been constructed ono by one.  I'he ronts
are therefore, much less than those asked
for houses cqually good in the city, ov
even in their neighboring towns. To sup-
ply so largea &)opu]ation with religious
and educational facilitics becamo tho
duty of the founder of the town, as well
as to providu for stores and warkets. A
fine schuol house was built, and teachers
were employed. A costly church was
erected.  Tho arcade and market place
were built, aad the church and stores of-
fered for rent.  Mr. Pullinan knew that
the church was a betterono than any new
socicty could afford to occupy, Ho built
it expensively, however, for be believed
that a congregation would be able to pay
forit. The rent is $60 per month. It
has not been taken yet, but thero are
soveral church organizations, aund therois
congiderable rivalty among them as to
which will obtain the prizo. If othoer
churchesare needed they will be built by
the company.
Feeling that the town would attract a
good many visitors, Mr. Pullmanbuilt the
hotel. It was owned and managed by tho
company, its landlord, so called, being
merely an employce. The fire department
is owned and operated in the same way,
as also aro the livery stable, the theatre,
the publiclibrary, and every fixture of the
town. A stranger :u'rivin% at Pullman

uts up at a hotel managed by one of Mr.
g’unmnn’s employces, visits ‘a thealre
where all the attendants are-in Mr. Pull-
man’s service, drinks water and burns gas
which Mr. Pullman’s waterand gas works
snpply, hires one «f his outfits from tho
manager of Mr. Pullinan’s livery stable,
visits a school in which the children of
Mr. Pullman’s employces are taught by
other employees, gets a bill changed at
Mr. Pullman’s bank, is unable to makea
purchase of any kind save from some ten-
ant of Myr. Pullman's, and at night s
guarded by afiro dopartment, overy mom-
ber of which, from the chicf down, isin
Mr. Pullman's scrvico. Everything is
first-class in its way. The library has
10,000 volumes, and is the persenal gift of
Mr. Pullman. Thoe theatro, which, like
tho library, is in tho sccond story of the
Arcade building, is one of tho most cle-
gantly arranged places of amusement in
the world. It prices aro reasonable, and
it is open to draunatic and literary enter-
tainments of the best class only. During
tho first six months that tho library was
open, seventy-six per cent. of the buoks
taken out were on historical, Liographieal,
or scientific subjects.
A CITY WITH NO CORPORATIVE

MENT,

GOVERN-

A]thou%h tho city hasa population of
7,000 it has no govermment save that

which is exercised in common over tho
cntiro township, county, and State. In
other words, thero is no) corporato gov-
crnment.  No arrest has over been mado
within the Pullman tract.  Thero ~ro no

policemen or constables; no Justice’s
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court, no Aldermen, no public function.
arios of any description.

“How in tho world do yox govern theso
ooplo 1" is a question ofton asked of My,
~ullman.

“\Wo govern them,” he says, “‘intho
samo way & mun governs his house, his
store, or his workshop. 1t isall simplo
enough, when you come to look at it.”

So itscems. A man going there tolive
applies for a house to the superintondent,
who draws up a lease which may Lo can-
celled by either party on ten days’ notice.
"Iho company wiil not disturb him if ho is
a good citizen, and he may keop his house
as long as he pleascs, providing ho docs
not sell liquor, On the othor hand, if ho 18
dissatisfied and wishes to leave he can do
so ut any time, and is not eucumbered
with a Jeaso running a year or move  No
liquor issold in the town. The only law
aguinst it, howover, is an unwritten ono
whereof Mr. Pullman is the author. To
provide healthful amusemeont and reerea-
tion forthe people, Mr, Pullman has fitted
handsome boat houses on Lake Calu-
met, and this beautiful body of wator
is ,nightly covered with boat loads of
pleasure-seekers.  There are mauny or-
ganizations among the workingmen, in-
cluding a debating socicty, a literary
asseciation, a brass bangd, a baseball club,
and others, 1t is the desire of Mr. Pull-
man to encouragoe all these as much as
possible, Ho feels the need of a news-
paper in the town, and mtends soon to
cstablish ono. 1t will bo edited and man-
aged by his employes. e has no selfish
purpose in cstablishing this journal, his
sole motive being to give tho people the
news at little expense, and afford them
certain  gmusement. Ho thinks, also,
sines thoy have organized so many
socictics, that it will bo very entertaining
and instructive to them to havo ther pro-
ceedings reported.

Any more sketch of this town must be
imperfect.  Thero aro so many things to
write about that it is impossible to cover
them all. The idea uppermost in one’s
mind after sceing and understanding the
place is, perhaps, that the humblest citi-
zon therois in tho cnjoyment of many
advantages which only wealth can supply,
and that, although far from a capitalist
himself, he suffers few of the inconven-
ienceg of poverty. Thevo is no extortion
anywhere, and the fullest frecdom consist-
ent with good morals is granted.

Laboring and Managing.

Some old fashioned notions about the
value of example have induced managers
of mechanical cstablishments to become
shup liands and to spend thew tune anong
their workmen as oneof themselves, shay-
ing their employments. Lo a certain ex-
tent such a practice, occasionally, may
have a benefienl effect on the workmen
without njury to the business, DBut
thero are cares and dutics connected
with the successful prosceution of any
business that are not wholly these of the
employes. A business must be managed
as certainly as the work must be done,
and it requires an unusually versatile man
who can be one of his own workmen and
their own manager at the same time. M
to theso dual duties hie adds that of the

proper oversight of his financial and gen-(§

cral out-shop business, ho must bo a rare
wan to make a success. 1t may be n mat-
ter of personal pride to be able to boast
hike Bounderby, Gradgrind's friend, but
it may be a costly andulgence; for
draughting, correspondence, and recep-
tion of customers, the overlooking of
lalls, and the supervision of bovks asmuch
demand the care and eye of the master as
tho direct guidance of tho workmen. This
last can be delegated to a salaried fore-
man, or to a first-class workman, with an
addition to his pay for respousibility ; but
the others cannot be safely left to any but
the proprictor himsclf. )

This pre-
vents him from taking cold,

Never allow any one to tickle your
horse in the stable. Theanimalonly fecls
tho torment and does not understand the
juke.  Vicious habits are thus casily
brought on.

To procure 2 good coat on your horse,
uso plenty of rubbing and brushing.
Pienty of “clhow grease’ apensthe pores.
softens the skinand promotes the animal's
general health,

Let his legs be well mubbed by the
hand., Nothing ro soon ranoves strain,
It also detects thorns or splinters, soothes
the animal aud enables Jum to feel com-
fortable.

Let your hurse stand loose, if possible,
without being tied up to the manger.
Pain and weariness from 7 continued posi-
tion induco bad habits and rause swollen
feet and other disorders,

Look often at the animal's legs and fecet.
Discase or wounds in these parts, if at all
neglected, zoon becomo  dangerons, —
Furin, Ficld and Fireside.
