Steward.
He shall have custody of Supply Cellar, Plate, Cutlery,

China, Glass, Linen, and ail Furniture and Provisions of
the Club. He shall have general control and superin-
tendence of the Cook and inen andi wonien servants, and
will be responsible for their conduct and cleanly appear-
ance, and in case of niisconduct, shall report the saine
to the Secretary or Comniittee.

He shall have charge of ail Wines and Liquors in the
bottling and supply cellar; and shall issue the sanie to
the Aine Clerk, and will be charged with ail deficiencies
that may occur ini the stock, of Aines, Liquors, or other
property placed in his custody.

He shall account daily to the Secretary for aIl receipts
of moneys, prepare Buis of Fare, aiter consulting the
Secretary as to tariff charges, etc., and shall send each
day to the Secretary the Bill of the preceding day.

He shall see to the good order of the House generally.
He shall cater for the Club, keeping 1>ass Books with

approved tradesuien, and entering in similar Pass Book,
at the tiue of purchase, aIl supplies bought ini market.
These books to be miade up wveekly and left with the
Secretary.

He shall check daily supplies to and withdrawals froni
the Aine Cellar. He shahl examine and check trades-
nieii's books and buis, seeiiîg that charges are reason-
able and iii accordance with goods received.

He shall enter iii the Order Book everything necessary
to be purchased by the Club, and ail necessary repairs,
for the sanction of the Coninîittee before further action.



Ht shall ste thiat no friend of any servant enter the
Club House, except by his permission, and in no case
by the front door.

He shall also add up and receive front members the
ainount of their bis for meals. He shall be governed
by ail Regulations o! the Committet afiecting his depart-
ment, and shall render ail possible assistance to the
Secretary.

Hall Porter.
lie shall enter in bis hool, once a dav the ntiane of

evcry member corning into the House, and wiii sie tiat
miembers introducing strangers write their mame and
address, with that of tht introducer, in the book kept
for that purpose.

Strangers caliing to, set menibers of the Club wili bie
shown by bum into tht Reception Hall, or other rooni
set apart by tht Contimittet for that purpose, and inti-
mation o! their arrivai ininediately sent b>' hmni to the
nwmber enquired for, if in tht House. If a letter for
an absent intuber be calied for by an>' other member
who nia>' wish to forward it, the latter will be required
to pa>' the postage (if any), and to sign an ackniowledg-
nment in the Ilorter's bool. o! his having receivtd the
letter, in case of future question. Hte will liave charge
o! the Lavatory' oit tht flrst floor, Ciosk Rooni, and
lires in tht Morning Rooni.

'Ht wili render *Il possible assistance to tht Steward,
and perforai sucb other dulies as the Conimittet may
front time to limne direct.

Vaiters.
Tht ~'aiters and other servants in the tstablishmient

wiiI be subject to tht orders of tht Steward, and wiIi
ptrformn such dulies as he ina> prescribe.



Gentral Servants' Regulations.
No servant will absent Itiniseif or herself froni the

Club House, except on business, and the Servants are
strictly prohibited from receiving visitors, txcept as
hereinbefore provided, or followers.

No Servant will receive. under penalty of disniissal,
any present whatever froni the niembers, guests. or
tradesmen of the Club.

Servants while on duty will flot talk to etch other
except on matters connected with their business, and no
servant is perniitted to address an individual member in
the bouse on matters persoual or relative te the cou-
cerna of the Club-ail communications of the latter kind
to be made through the Steward to the House Comniittee.

If any money or articles supposed to be the property
of members shall be found by the servants in the Club
House, they shall be delivered to the Steward.

The servante' entrance in the rear 'wili bc uniler loch,
and the key thereof be in the custody of the Steward,
and servants must flot enter or go out of the Club except
by servants' entrance at the rear of the building.

No large boxes or articles of luggage belonging to
members wiIl be admitted in te the hall.

No application for reinstatenient of a servant, who
niay have been dismissed on the representation of a
member, will be read or taken inte consideration unless
it coîttes through and. be recoînmended by the meniber
by whose representation he or she was <isnîissed.

Servants will lie held responsible for breakaire ani
loss ef and <damage te the preperty of the Club.

No servant of tht Club shahl le sent eut of the lieuse
on apy errand or pretence whatever, unless upon CIl>l
business liv the Steward, Secretary. or member of
Cenunittee, or tu post letters at stated periods.
