They would do away with pulpits, not
because of their ugliness or inconvenience,
but because they think that it wonld be a
step toward bringing their minister down to
a level with the people. For the same
reason, they are mortal enemies to bands

not rise. I am no advocate for priestly
power ; nor do [ care for any. professional
badge ; but I do recoil with a sickened
heart from the miserable spirit of these
men, and pronounce, with the emphasis of

The Praying School-Boy.

Dr. Arnold, in the Rugby sclool, often
gained the respect and secured the reform
of refractory pupils, by trusting them.—
This is happily illustrated in the recent
work entitled * School Days at Rugby.”—

¢d to his guardianship. Brown hLad bceo
famous for fishing and huntiog on forbidden
orouuds, for success in athietic exercises,
and manly resistance to tbe cruel system of
fagwing in vogue in English schools. He
had becn often repremanded and somctimes
flogged for bis misdemeanors. Dr. Arnold
discovered a noble pature beneath his rough
exterior. He determined to develop his
good qualities. He therefore _plaged under
bis care &s a room mate, a timid, feeble lad,
who bad just entered school, and who could
hardly make his way among the rude boys
there without a protector. Brown fc_l(., at
once, the responsibility of his new position,
and determined not to disappoint the confi-
dence of s teacher. Rough as .be was, he
was melted by the kind and loving deport-
weant of his ward.

Calvary is therefore the place where all
the terrors of Divine majesty concentrate
themselves ; the cross a scaffold, and a place
of the horrifying revelation of that wrath |
which baras down to the lowest hell. Cer-
tainly so it i, That bloody ecene has, how-
ever, another side. _ Viewed from the latter,
Calvary appears as a hill, from whence com-
eth our help, and as the mountain of our
peace ; the cross as the standard of our liber-
ty aud the true tree of life. The greatest
conceivable problem is solved in the cross of
Christ, and a contradiction feconciled, than
which there could not have been invented
one more striking. He that dwells in hea-
ven is faithfal, just, and holy, and a coasu-
ming fire ; and yet he must pronounce the
wicked pious and treat (ransgressors as
righteous. Is he able to do this? Not
without denying himself, and being at
variance with himself. We canoot judge
otherwise but in this manner; we must
regard it as impossible, and the under-
standing of the most enlightened seraph
would have been unable to discover
in what mapner this impossibility could
ever have become possibie. Nevertheless,
blessed be the highly exalted and only wise
God! the greatest of all enigmas is solved,
and the way to render possible that which
is impossible discovered. Hear what Paul
eays, with an emphatic repatition: « To de-
clare, I say, at this time, his rightecusnes,
that be might be jnst, and the justifier of
him that believeth in Jesus.” Iave you
understood it? The bloody execution is
the basis on which God, without infringing
upon his holiness, truth, and justice, can
now readily justify the ungedly, absolve the
accursed, and beaatify those who are wor-
thy of death.—F. W. Krummacher.

The catacombs of Rome illustrate the dif-
ference between tha faith of the heathen and
the Christian, in the fact that the la'ter use
in epitaphs the words depositus, dormit, qui-
escil, such as expressed being intrusied,
resting, sleeping, instead of the heathen
sepultus, abreptus, defunctus, buried, snatch-
ed away, dead. Their adoption of the ne
word cemetery, sleeping-place, spoke their
faith in a resurrection. Another marked
contrast is found in the words of mourning
in the inscriptions. Often among the an-
cient grave-stones occur such bitier com-
plaining: « I, Prqeope, who lived twenty
years, hift up my bands against God who
took me away innocent. Proclus eet up
this.”  But among the Christian graves of
the first centuries i3 wo:hing of the sort.
Few, tender, and trusting are the words of
remembrance, as in the following: ¢ To
Adeodate, a worthy and deserving virgin,
and rests bere in peace, ber Christ command-
ing.” Occasionaily the word dolens, griev-
ing, is used, and twice only the * undeserv.
ing,” so common among the heathen. Here
is one of these instavces: * Sweet soul.
To the incomparable child, who lived seven-
teen years, and undeserving (of death) gave
up life in the peace of the Lord.” How
does the heathen world refuse (o blend with
the Christian in this inscription? Brevity
and simplicity characterized all. Frequently
the tomb bore only the name and an ¢n pace,
with perhaps a rude symbol of faith or love
hastily scratched beside it, and the martyr’s
vial of blood. Again, the merec word * Vi-
ator,” and again, “Light of the house.”
Here is one to a child who had dicd as one
of the Innocents : % Emilian, sweet soul of

Christianity Restored.
Simopa, JApAN, August 15, 1838.

Townsend Harris, E:q.,, U. S., Coosul
General for Japan. alter long continued and
most judicious ¢tior(s, a short since succeed-
|ed in negoliating a treaty with the gov-
| ernment of Japan, opening new poris {o
i American commerce, and sccuring new prie-
| tleges to Americans visiting Japan or per-
| manently settled there.  More than all, and
| better than all, the treaty provides that Am-
ericans may praciice their religion, av 1 pro-
mulgate it througlout the empire, and crect
churches wherever they please, the two
imperial cities Miako and Jeddo, not excep-
ted. It was to bring the negotiations to a
close by the official signature of the treaty,
which cceasioned our trip up to Jeddo Bay,
of which I have informed you.

It was desired by Mr. Ilarris—himselfl a
highly exemplary Christian gentleman—
and cordizlly approved by our commodora,
that upon the siguing of the treaty, and our
return to Simoda, this great and unexpected
event should be religiously celebrated by
bolding public worship in his house on the
following Sabbath., As the frigate Mississ-
ippi was in port, as well as the Powhattan,
the number ¢f men on board both ships be-
ing nearly nine hundred—erough to make a
very considerable congregation—most of
whom were desirous to attend the services,
though in a private dwelling house, and that
a one story Japanese bhouse, a small part
only covid be accommodated. °Sunday,
August 1:t, 1858, Commodore Tatnall, and
Captain Pearson, aud Captain Nicholson
leading the way, the boats put off, and soon
the party, marching through the streets
amidst crowds of wordcring but respectful
aud quiet natives, reachied the consul's house,
in wiich some were seated in chairs, some
en sofas, some on Loxes and benches, but the
most on the floors covered with soft mats.

It added great interest to the occasion to
remember that Christianity had been expel-
led from these islands for nearly two cen-
turies and a half, the fatal edict agaiost it
having been promulgated in the year 1620,
the very year when the Pilgrims carried it
to the new world, when they and it were ex-
pelled from the old ; and now their descend-
ants were bringiog it back, and replanting
it in these islands, so far [rom their own
home.

Besides this, it was the first celebration of
Protestant worship since the empire of Ja-
pan was known to the civilized world. In
consideration of these facts, it may be agree-
able to your readers to have an outline of
the services on this memorable occasion,
which, like the stones piled up in the river,
mark the passage of the Christian and Pro-
testant faith into the promised land.

Exclusive ol the devotional portion, the
services were as follows :—

In the first place, the reading of the first
chapter of Romans, descriptive of the char-
acter of the heathenism which by its idols
literaliy stared us in the face a3 we engaged
in Christian worship.

The tamiliar and charming hymn follow-
ed, beginning—

“ Welcome, sweet day of rest”

which woke not only the spirit of devotion,
but ull the sweet memories of home, the fam-
ily, the Sabbath, and the church, though un-
bappily for the depth of the impression, it
was midnight there while midday bere ; and
thus we could not, in imagination even, be
** going up to the house of God in company.”
As I bave remarked before, the services of
the band were dispensed with, to be 1i1 of a
martial air on the occasion, wh:le the living
voice, sweeter and better t(Lan all instru.
ments, alone was used by our small extem-
porized choir, and in & tune familiar to all
from childbood, in which the congregation
were invited to join.

“ From Greenland's

Q

icy mountains,"”
very naturally followed, while the services
were concluded with the grand and prophet.
ic doxology in grand Old Hundred—
“ From all who dwell below the skies,”

sung by the entire congregation, standing.

The eermon, from I. Thessalouians, i. 9,
10, was designed to iilustrate by historical
facts the power of the Gospel in the first
ages of Christianisy, in overthrowing idol-
atry in Greece, in Rome, and throughout
tbe world ; and then to account for its tem-
porary defeat in these charming islands, and
this great empire, by a condensed narration
of the introduction of the Gospel by the
Portuguese, about the year 1545, and its fi-
nal expulsion in 1620, partly on account of
the quarrels and mutual criminations of the
Portuguese and Spanish merchants trading
here, but mainly by reason of the rivalries
and intrigues of the Catholic missionaries of
different orders, the Jesuits, the Franei
and Dominicans, who not only were found

interfering with the aflairs of state, bat
brought the heaviest accusations against each
other before the Pagan emperor himself.
Two letters also were accidentally detected on
their way to Rome, in which there was ar
acknowledgment of the pope’s rights and su-
premacy over the whole world, which natur-
ally led to the suspicion that the Catholic

' missiouaries were plotting the subversion of
| the throne and the annexation of the empire

to that of a distant and unknown power.

The celebrated Francis Xavier was among

the first Catholic missionaries to these 1s-

lanps, wl.ere he was bonored with a person-

al interview with the emperor at Miako,

then the capital of the empire, where he es-

tablished churches and founded a college, the

goverment not only tolerating the preaching

of the gospel, but aiding bim in establishing

permanent institutions. This was the great

field of his labours and success; and more |
missionaries being needed to cultivate the
soil and reap the sudden barvest, he left Ja- |
pan in the year 1551, on this errand home ; |
bat being taken sick near Canton, died on%
his way, and was buried at Macao. He

might have preached in the large town be-1
fore us, or even in the village where we were |
now worshipping. Great success attended |
the labours of the Catholic missionaries, |
especiaily in the most southern island, |
Kin-Sin and in the southern portion of Nis. |
son, the largest of all the islands, and the |
most populous. Two kings became converts, |
and a great number of princes and nobies.

In the year 1587, there were not less than
300 Catholic missionaries in Japan, two
hundred and fifty churches, and three han. |
dred thousand native Christians, while the |
missionaries asserted that they (-xrecded‘
even this large figure. Besides two colleges
they bad two seminaries for the education of
young nobles for the priesthood. In the |
city of Miako, there were from five thous-
aud to six thousand native Christians, 1n
Nagasaki above forty thousand. Kvery-
thing was in the most hopelul way, tthe en- |
tire population seemiug to be waiting for |
an opportunity to profess Christianity in a |
body, whea this misconduct and shame oc-
cnrred, and the torch of persecation was lit,
and thousands perished at the stake or on
the cross, or were cut to pieces, or subject-
ed to the penalty of death by the most cru-
el toriures. At length every misisonary
was expelled or put to death, and the last na-
tive Christian disappeared. Since then no
effort has been made by Protestants or Ca-
tholics to restore Christianity, the kiungdom
being sealed up to commerce and intercourse
as weil as to Christianity, and long since bad
been given up as unapproachable and hope-
less.

Singularly, the same year, 1620, that
Christianity was banished from Japan, it
was intreduced into the new world by the
*ilzrims ; and now the sons of these Pil-
grims bring it back and plant it again in the
soil from which it had been rooted out.
What a charming country ! How dense the
population! How peculiar in character, ex-
celling all nations in some of the arts, calti-
vating their valleys and steep hills and moun-
tain siopes, as no other people could do, in-
quisitive, apt to learn, nearly all of them
able to read, courteous, kind hearted, far
from bigotry, and ready to listen to sny ar-
gument on any subject, and without offence,
however much in conflict with their own
opinions. How admirable a field for Chria-
tian culture! And how, as if \’,V direct in-
fluence from heaven upon the Japanese
mind, is *“ a great and effectual door open-
ed ” to every village and hamlet, and even
to the two imperial cities, so th: t Protestant
missionaries may yet erect their churches,
on the very foundations of those buiit by
Francis Xavier at Miako and elsewhere!
And yet how perilous and delicate ! One
false step of a wrong-headed missionary
might§blast this prospeet for ages, and Pro-
testantism repeat the history of Popery.

It added a strong interest to the occasion
to look around and remember that the very
place in which we were worshipping the true
God, and teaching the way of salvation
through the cross, and singing these sweet
hymns to tunes as sweet, was but lately a
heathen temple, from which our worthy con
sul general had expelled the monster idols,
a row of which cut in stone, and hideous and
disgusting in form was planted along the
walls in front and at one end of the house,
which grinned horribly upen us for trench-
ing upon their ground, and casting out the
old devils most discourteously as well as ir.
reverently Still before them were votive of-
ferings, and twigs of green myrile and flow-
ers, placed in urns filled with water, and
thus kept fresh and flourishing. In such a
pluce was the first Protestant worship cele-
brated in the empire of Japan; under such
circamstances was Christianity brought back
to these shores after an exile of two centur-
ies and a half.

Such was the day—tLe most interesting
and impressive to mary of us, in our lives,
and from whose services all returned on
ship serious and thoughtful, and hoping a
better day had dawned upon these beautiful
islands, and this simple-minded and kind.
hearted people. It added to the varied in-
terest ot this memorable day, that a seaman
of the crew, a young man, having died the
night beiore, was carried to his last resting-
place close to the consul’s house and our
late place of worship, just as the sun was
sinking behind the hiils and mountains so
ciose in the rear. Thus doubly was the
place consecrated by our countrymen and
for our countrymen.

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Revival of Religion in the Anglo-
Indian Army.

A letter from Mr. McLeod Wylie to the
News of the Churches, dated Caleutta, Sept.
6, 1858, contains the following interesting
statement ;—

“ 1 think I have meotioned beforv the
encouragement afforded to the friends of
Missions by the signs tha: many of our gal-
lant troops have come out here to be blessed
and made blessings. I have heard of some
delightful proofs that the Spirit of grace is
working among them. To-day | received
a letter from a friend in a hill station, who
cays, ¢ Eight or nine have given their hearts
to God. 1 hold a class meeting with them
every Sabbath morning at nine o’clock. Yes-
terday I had nine, and a more meliing and
refreshing season I have not enjoyed in
India. Several of the regiment give good
evidence (I think) ot having passed from
death unto life, and some of them have been
very wicked men. So marked is the change
that has passed on them, that the command-
ing oflicer, a few days ago, was epeakiog of
it, and wondering what was the cause of it.
Almost every prayer-meeting brings before
us new and deeply interesting cases. A
chaplain, who is here on sick leave fora few
days, tells me that nuite an extensive work
ot grace is going on in the army generally.
I have reason to belicve this is thecase. It
strikes me as remarkable that so many regi-
ments have come out with some devoted
men in the ranks labouring among their
comrades. I have heard from three, in dif-
ferent and widely-severed siations, cal-
ling for more of Mr. Carus Wilson’s tracts,
and speaking of tha good work spreading
around them. How different were our ex-
pectations? How many of us expected that
the influx into India of such crowds of ex-
cited soldiers, filied with animosity to the
native troops, and engaged, in their first
year of residence, in harassing marches and
bloody encounters, wou'!d be the prelude of
extensive mischiet ; that the Christian name
would be dishonoured among the heathens ;
and that the popular hatred of Christianity
would be strenghtened. But there are proofs
that among these soldiera the Lord has many
whom Ha designs to employ here in his ser-
vice,”

It we are to be confined to David's Psalms,
should we not also be bound down to
David's vocal and instrumental music, but
liberty is allowed in music, for we may,
indeed we must, sing Christian Tunes, but
not in Christian Poeiry, alihough the
Hymns may sccord with David's Psalms
Wby elect

But we must not stop here, another might
say, for if we sing Divid’s Psalms we must
pray only in David’s Prayers, and not “ as
the spirit helpeth our iutirmities” And
then another might add, we should speak
not as the oracles of God but the oracles of
God only ; and then we should have all our
Psalmoasy. Prayers and Sermons stereo-
1yped and all ready for use, and of course
we could dispense with all the Spiriv’s gifis
of music, poetry, and exiemporaneous
prayer and preachiog; and although the
blessed Jesus sang an Hymn belo:e He went
to the Mount of Olives (this is generally
supposed to be one of Davil’s Psalms,
but is there apy j7osi-ive proof) and our
beloved brotber Paul commands us to sing
asoin “Hymns and epiritual songs, muk-
ing melody in our bearts unto the Lord,”
we must confine ourselves to the Jewisb
Dispensation, and sing the praises of God
10 David's Psalms only ; and we must never
sing the sacred and soul inspiring name of
Jesus, for that name is not found in David’s
Psalms, nor ot * the sufferings of Christ
aod the glory that should follow " as pro-
phesied by l,aiah and the Prophets, nor of
the sayings and doiugs of Jesus as penned
by the Holy Spirit in the New Testament.
Surely then the glory of the old Dispensa-
tion would excel that of the new. But
was the Jewish Church confined to the
singing of David's Psalms? Did not H-ze-
kiah siog his own songs. “ The Lord (said
the king) was ready 1o save me : therefore
we will sing my songs to the stringed instru
men's all the days of our life in the House
of the Lyrd” And did none of the Pat-
riarchs trom the beginning ever praise God
in Hymns and spiritual congs because
David was not among them; aund are the
Hymns and spiritual songs of the Wesleys
and Watis and otber good men which have
been honoured of God in the blessing of
thousands to be excluded from :he sanc-
tuary, with the Paraphrases and Hymnos
which have been added to the Psalms I pre-
sume by the Chuarch of Scoiland? I would
bumbly and prayerfully say, God forbid,
and tens of thousands would say Amen.

Let us prove all Christian Psalmody that
18 used in the Church, and what is good—
sccording to the oracles of God, hold fast;
and if Wesley’'s Hymns agree thereunto,
let no man binder us from singing them.
only let us be mindful *“to sing with the
spirit and with the understaondiog,” and
oever may we be so full of bigotry, of nar-
row mindedoess, so Bitle possessed of bro-
therly aod Christ-like love, as not to be
willing, when occasion calls for it, to sing
Divid’s Psalns ulso, or to chant them in
Lbeir scripture form,

Daring the last fortnight the blessed work
bas gradually gone on interrupted by po
extraordinary excitement ; the countenance
of ouf reconciled Redeemer has been lifted
up upon u , he has shone from ,between the
cherubims and bis glory has been abundant-
ly revealed.

Our Baptist brethren have been lately
visited by the Rev, Mr. Earle from New
York, a very pious, God fearing and exem-
plary cbristian, and entirely devoted to the
service of bis master, A course of Special
Services was commenced by bim which bas
already resulted in the conversion of many
precious souls He preached a warm and
istructive sermon in the Wesleyan Church
on Tueeday fortnight to a large congrega-
tion. After the service a prayer meeting
was held in the vestry at which not less than
two hundred souls arose and invited the
prayers of God's people in their bebalf. Mr.
Earle’s sojourn here was necessarily short,
as he bad various calls from abroad which
demanded his time and attention. The Rev.
Mr. McLeod, in connection with the Free
Will Baptist church, had been for several
weeks previously holding special services
which bave continued to be very saccessful
His meetings are characterised by much re-
ligious feeling, and the fervour and earnest-
ness of his remarks are calculated to awak-
en the sinner, stir up the unbeliever, and
shake the walls of sin and Satan. Numbers
bave been brought into the fold of ‘Christ—
begotten unto a lively hope, and enabled to
rejoice with joy unspeakable and full of
glory.

The Rev. Mr. Brewster is also holding a
series of special meetings and a large num-
ber of conversions bave taken place.

The census of the United States gives us
church accommodations for about three and a
third millions ; this was eight years ago, and it
incladed oculy dur real church property ; it must,
however, be borne in mind that in much of our
work long circuits include five times as many
appointments as we have chapels, and that por-
tions of Methodist families can attend worship
but part of the day.
Such is a summary view of Methodism to-day ;
we think it is altogether, within sure limits.—

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Church of Rome.

The Freeman is so determined to vri!e.npon
the Jesuitical maxims cf reserve and evasion, of
objec'ion and contradiction, to such an extent as
to condemn as false what, if be professes even a
school boy's knowledge of history, be must know
to be the truth, that, for the sske of his readers
at least, we will recapitulate and enlarge upon
what we have affirmed and proved in our pre-
sent controversy with him.

The first point in our discussion is, the su-
premacy which the Pope arrogates to himself in
things temporal as well as spiritual. This
supremacy is universally sllowed by the faithful
of the Koman Church, though there is a variety
of opinions respecting its power and autbori'y.
By some it has b-en restricted to a mere pre
sidency or superintendence over the whole
Christian Cburch; though but few bhave ever
taken this view of it.

A second opinion gives the Pope an unlimited
sovereignty ; the power of which is civil as well
as ecclesiastical, extending both to the Church
and State ; legislative as well as executive, com-
prehending both the making and enforeing laws,
He is clothed with uncontrolled auttority over
the Church, the clergy, councils and kings. He
is vested with temporal as well as spiritual au-
thority, and may depose sovereigns, transter
kingdoms, and absolve subjects from the oath of
fealty.

The third general opinion which prevails in
the Church of Rome on the supremacy of the
Pope is that which makes him equal to God;
thus ascribing to the Pope that divinity which
the Pagans attributed to the Roman Emperors
Dowmitian, addressing his subjects in bis pro
clamation, signed himself their  Lord God.”
And there are those who make the Pope equal
to God. ¢ Theee,” says Gerson, quoted by
Curron and Giannine, “esteem the Pope ae
God, who has all power in heaven and earth”
Bernard affirms that “ none, except God, is like
the Pope, eitber in heaven or on earth.” “ Papa
non est homo.”

As to the fourth opinion of the Papal suprem-
acy, which gives to the Pope a supremacy over
the Creator, the canon law declares that, * the
Pope, in the plenitude of his power, is above
right, can change the substantial nature of things,
and trgosfer unlawful into lawful ”  Bellarmine's
statement is of a similar kind. The Cardinal
affirms, that * the Pope can transubstantiate sin
into duty, and duty into sin!” This blasphe-
mous arrogation of the Papacy passed in a
geneal council, and is, therefore, in all its re-
volting absurdity, stamped with the seal of Ro-
wish infallibility. This superiority of the Pope
over the Creator bas been boldly maintained by
poot:ffs, theologians, canoniets and councils.

So much for the supremacy of the Pope. Let
us now turn (0 avother point in the description ;
viz., that the Pope at any convenien moment can
dissolve in the minds of his :anab'emry human
obligation which the neart of man can conceive.
Six general councils sanctioned in word or deed,
by precept or example, the violation of engage-
ments and breach ot trust. These were the
councils of the Lateran, Lyons, Piss, Constance,
and Bazl. Thbe third general council taught
this principle in word and deed, The unerring
tatbers in the 16th cavon, styled “ an oath
contiary to ecclesiastical utility, not an oath,
but perjury.” Obligations, therefore, which
militated against the interest of the papacy,
soon has'ened to tleir dissolution. The Lateran
council in its 27th canon exemplifies its own
theory, and disengaged from their oath of
fidelity, the vassals of the barons and lords who
embraced or protected the heresy of the Al-
bigenses,

Pope Gregory 1X. enacted by public decree,
as follows :—+* Be it known to al! who are un.
der the jurisdiction of those who bave openly
fallen into heresy, that they are free from
the obligations ot fidelity, dominion, and every
kind of obedience to them, by what ever bond
or means they are tied to them, and bLow
securely toever they may be bound.” Oan this
passage, a Romish bishop writes: “ Governors
of forts, and all kinds of vassals, are, by this
constitution, freed from the bond of the ocath
whereby they bad promised fidelity to their
lords and masters. Moreover, a Catholic wife
is not obliged to perform the marriage contract
with an beretical busband. If faith is not to be
kept with {tyrants, pirates aund other robbers,
who kill the body, much less with obstinate
heretics, who kill the soul. Ay, but it is a sad
thing to break faith. But as saith "Merius
Salomonius, faith promised against Christ, if
kept, is verily perfily. Justly, therefore, were
some beretics burnt, by the most solemn judg-
ment of the Council of Constance, although they
bid been promised security. And St. Thomas,
also, is of opinion that a Catholic might deliver
over an intractable heretic to the judges, not-
withstanding he bad pledged his faith to him,
and even confirmed it by the solemnity of an
oath.”

The fourth general Council of Lateran issued
an enactment of the same kind. In its third
canon, it freed the subjects of such sovereigns as
embraced beresy from their fealty. ¢ The tem-
poral lord, who refused to purify his dominions
trom beretical pollution, not only forfeited tke
allegiance of his vassals, but his title to his estate,

ortbodox adventurer.” Heresy, thberefore, ac-
cording to this unerring Council, rescinds the
obligation of fidelity, cancels the right of proper-
ty, and warrants the violation of faitk,

Tb.b'se, and similar canons and decrees of the
gomnsh Church, bave been acted upon almo:t
times witbout pumber. The General Council cf
Lyons absolved the Ewperor Frederic's vassals
from their oath ¢f fealty, and Pope lnnocent,
who presided on the occasion, represented him-
self as the viceroy of heaven, on whom God bad
conferred the keys of his kingdom, and vested
with the power of binding and loosing. The
General Council of Constance, in the 20th ces-
sion, freed the vassals of Frederic, Duke of Aus-
tria, from their oath of fealty. Gregory VII, in
a Roman Synod, absolved all christiane, from
their oath of fealty to the Emperor Henry, whom
he called * a member of the devil, and an enemy
to the vicar-general of God.” Gregory IX con
vened a Roman Council, and absolved from their
osths all who had sworn feality to Fredcric, the
Roman Emperor. This Synodal decision con-
tains a direct and unmitigated avowal of the
abominable maxim, that no faith should be kept
with persons guilty of beresy, or of rebellion
against the Popedom. These are but a few of
the instances of the kind which occur in history ;
to which, we might add the well known cases of
three of our own sovereigns, viz: Henry VIII,
Edward VI, and Elizabeth, whose subjects were
released from their oaths of allegiance, all sove-
reigns being forbidden, on pain of excommuni-
cation, to lend any aid, under pretext of any
obligation or oath, while ail princes were absolv-
ed from ail such prowmises and engagements.—
The same revolting breach of faith and sacred
engagements was practised with regard to safe
conducts, pledges granted for the protection of
those who were summoned to attend upon Coun
cils, both during their journey to and from, as
well as their stay at, the place of meeting. Huss
and Jerome were distinguished victims of such
treachery both peing barnt at the stake, with
tbe Emperot's sale conduct in their bands.

The persecuting spirit of e Church of Rome,
which is the third subject of discussion, is one ol
ro revolting a kind, that we would most gladly
omit all mention of it, were it not that it is one
of the chief, as it is one of the darkest features
in the character f tbat anti christian church. It
is a subject which, to represent it in all its bor-
rors, would require volumeg. To enumerate only
the councils, the popes and the theologians, who
bave abetted the extirpation of beresy by fire
and sword, by the rack and the irquisition,
would, of itself, require pages, rather than a
column, in a weekly journal,

In the third canon of the fourth Covncil of
Lateran, it is thus decreed :—* We excommuni-
cate and anathematize every heresy that exalts
itself against the boly, orthodox, and Catholic

Governor, by the advice of the Executive Coun-
cil, bas been pleased to make tbe following ap-
pointments :— To be Justices of the Peace for the
Township of Yarmouth, with power to manage
and conduct the business of the Township of
Yarmouth in the same manner as if the Act for
the Municipal Government of Counties bad not
been passed :— Elicha W. B. Moody, Reuben
Clements, Thomss Kilam, Caleb Ccok, John
Murray, Leonard Weston, Benjamin Rogers,

faith, which we have already set forth, cond
ning all heretics, by whatsoever name they may
be known. Such as are condemned, are to be
delivered over to the existing secular powers, or
their cflicers, to receive due punishment. Ii
laymen, they shall be first degraded from their
orders, and their property applied to the use of
the Churches in which they have officiated.—
Secular powers, of all ranks and degrees, are to
be warned, induced, and if necemry,compelkd,
by ecclesiastical censures, 2s they desire to be
accounted faithful, publicly to swear th\“:i_
will exert themselves to the utmost, in defe

of the faith, and extirpate all heretice, denounc-
ed by the Church, who shall be found in their
territories. And whenever any person shall as-
sume government, whether it be spiritual or
temporal, be shall be bound to swear to abide by
his decree.”

Since the Reformation, the following pontiffs
bave distinguished themselves as the promoters
of persecution, viz : Leo, Adrian, Paul and Pius.
Leo, in a bull issued in 1520, ordered all to shun
Luther and bis adberents. He commanded
sovereigns to chase them out of bis dominions.—
Adrian in 1552, deprecated the spread of Luth-
eranism, and admonished princes and people
againet the toleration of this abomination; and if
mild methods should be unavailing, to employ
fire and fagot. Paul VI. recommended the in-
quisition for tbe extirpation of heresy. This
tribunal be accounted ‘he sheet-anchor of the
papacy and the chief battery for the overthrow
of heresy ; and on which, therefore, be conferred
additional authonty, and recommended it to the
cardinals and his successors with his parting
breath.

These enactments of pontiffs were supported
by the canons of the councils. Tbe Council of
Lyoos in 1527, commanded the bishops to make
daligent enquiry after the dissemination of heresy,
and to appeal when necessary to the secular
power. In the year 1528, the Council of Sens
enjoined on princes the extermination of beretics
And the Council of Trent also sanctioned perse-
cution, urging “ that the adberents of beresy
should be destroyed by fire, the sword, the gal-
lows, and all other means.”

We now confidently affirm, that neitber by
canon of council, nor by decree oﬁopo, has
any cf the above borrible doctrines been ree-
cinded, surrendered, or even modified; and,
therefore, whenever opportunity occurs for the
exercise of them, they are in as full force at
this time, as during the darker ages. “ We have
witnessed,” writes the present bishop of Exeter
to Mr. Charles Butler, * the revival of that ac-
cursed instrument of spiritual tyranny, which
no English Protestant, even in the security of
his own land, can think on witbout borror. The
office of the Inquisition, which owed its vigour
at least, if not its birth, to the same Pontiff who
convened the great Lateran Council, and there
devised these decrees against beretics which
nothing but such an institution could execute—
tbat Inquisition which Paul 1V. ascribed to the
special inspiration of the Holy Ghost, and with
bis dying breath commended to his Cardinals as
essential to the very existence of the authority o,
the church ; that Inquisition is again in being,
oot in Spain only, but in Italy. Need I say
more ? The monster lives !"—SL Jokn Church
Witness.

The Madras Police and the
Missionaries.

We transfer to our columns from the Madras
Spectator the Minute recorded by the Govern-
ment of the Presidency on the conduct of the
police during the attack upon the Methodist
Mission House. The cause ot the outbreak cannot
bave beea forgotten by our readers, and is briefly
steated in the official Minuie. It is there noted
that tbe young Hindu, to whom, after he had
embraced Christianity and withs'ood all solicita-
tions that could shake his faith, the Rev. E-
Jenkins and bis colleagues could not refuse the
shelter of their roof, placed himself voluntarily
and repeatedly under thair protection ; that he
bad communication with his friemzl; was
brought into Lourt before the Commissioner of
Police ; and bawing by this functionary been
placed at perfect liberty to go where he pleased,
that he returned tothe Mission premises. It
will be remembered that he was in fact hunted
thither, by pursuers who afterwards broke into
the house, threatening death both to him and his
protectors.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 12.—It appears to be ad-
mitted that we.are to lose the present ular
British Minister. The movement is nim be
made on account of the bealth of Lady Napier,
and not for the reason alleged in some quarters,
that Lord Napier bad ieaned in favor of the
Monroe doctrine. There is no doubt that Lord
Napier bad impressed this government with the
belief that the British government entertained
no hostility to our natural and necessary terri-
torial expansion on this continent. The same
declaration bad been made by Lord Clarendon
in an official note, and by Mr. Disraeli, in a par-
liawentary speech. Lord Napier was in favor of
the continuance of the Cass-Herran treaty, and
of the Cass-Yrrizarri treaty, which will further
American interests on the Panama and Nicara-
guan istbmuses, and the British government bas
shown no opposition to them.

It is as certain as any political event so far off
car be, that there will be three parties in the
field at the next Presidential election, and tbat
peither will bave the majority necessary to a
choice by the people.

The Presidential contest may be said to bave
commenced in earnest, and the first movement
in it is that by the Democratic Senate against
Douglas—a movement that will do him more
good than barm.

WasHJNGTON, December 14.—The Adminis-
tration is flurried by the intelligence from Grey-
town ; at the Navy Depar'ment much chagrin is
aflected at the prudent forbearance of Captain
Mclntosb, of the Roanoke, and Captain Jarvis,
of the Savannah, from a row with the Leopard
and the Valorous.

If they elude the British vessels, in
the barbor, it is well known that they will be
followed by British forces into the interior.—

During the progress of the negotiations - the
abrogation of the Clayton-Bulwer treaty was
proposed as an alternative, not long ago, and
that suggestion was answered by the British Gov
ernment explicitly to this eflect—that it might
be abrogated ; but that act would leave Great
Britain in actual possession of all the territory
she claimed in Central America, including the
Bay lslands, which she would insist upon hold-
ing at every hazard. This is the marrow of her
reply. Hence, abrogation, in view of the posi-
tion heretofore assumed by the Administration,
would be nothing more than a mode of declaring
war, unless we should determine to sarrender
everything. Thbe President did not feel pre-
pared for this decided course, apprehending he
should not be upheld by the country, and there
fore adopted the more temporizing expedients
which bave brought us to the present threaten-
ing junctare in our foreigo relations.”

She
bas a fleet of sixty-two vessels of war, of which
thirty are fine steamers. Her navy is more
efficient and larger than ours. She has a stand-
ing army of 25,000 men, and her natianal guard
numbers 400,000.— Western Advocate.

From Late English Papers.

FraNcE —The Monileur contains a sweeping
decree ot the Emperor, abolishing mortmain
altogether in Algeria. Mortmair is not a monop-
oly of Christian churchmen, but is a favorite
artifice of the Turkish clergy, and oue-haif of
the Ottoman fterritory is so tied up by moilahs
and dervishes that the Encumbered Estates
Court would be a serious benefit to the whole
Mussulman empire. In Algiers, as at Tripoli
and Tunis, any family wishing to secure its
estates against confiscation makes it over in fee
simple to the church, reserving only the usufruct
as long as descendants exist, but in remainder
and tail to some mosque or sanctvary. It can
then be sold by no process, and several French
colonists having made purchases from Arabs
found the land to be subject to this incubus of
mortmain, and the title consequently not trans-
ferable. The new Minister of Colonies, Prince
Jerome, saw the absurdity of this tenure, and
pow the whole of these mosque lands are re-
stored to general circulation, among the curses,
not loud but deep, ol the dancing or howling
dervishes.
