It lias I wen shown 
that in 10 years from 1856, the 1 apt ism* exceeded 
the burials by 11,935 ; so that if Montreal had 
been only aa healhty as London.the increase would 
have been 14 '54 per cent, on 70,419, the )w>nnla- 
tion in 1856, or 10,238. Montreal is thus shown 
to have produced 1,679 ha|itized children, or 2 41 
per cent, more in ten yean than London. This

result is in perfect accordance with the former ex­
ample, embracing fourteen years. The follow­
ing are submitted as legitimate conclusions :

Moxtrkal Water Svrri.v. — We liaye been 
shown a letter from Toronto, from which we 
gather the following data rvsiiectiug the per­
formance of a pumping engine built by Mr. Gil­
bert of this city, for the Metropolitan Water 
Company of Toronto, which has been for some 
months jwst supplying that city witlfc water. 
The letter dçea not refer to any particular trial, 
but gives the details of a day's working. On the 
day referred tot the engine* (Ainiped in all twelve 
hours, six hours against a pressure of 48-pouuda, 
pumping 737,000 gallons ami six hours against a 
pressure of 73 pounds, pumping 720,000 galbuis 
—pumping altogether during twelve hours 1,457,- 
000 against an average pressure bf 60 lioiiuds. 
The total quantity of coal used from the lighting 
of the file until the engine stop]*»l working, was 
3,000 pounds ordinary bituminous coal. The 
quantity us»l for raising steam to a working pres­
sure was 500 pounds,'an inconsiderable quantity 
for a boiler 8 feet diameter by 24 feet long, leav­
ing as the quantity actually used in pumping 
1,457,000 statute gallons, 2,500 pounds, or equal 
to 1,695 jiounds jier million gallons. This is 
equal to a duty of <>50,000 foot jiouud»—Lf., the 
dynamical effect produced in this epginr by the 
combustion of each pound of coal is equivalent to 
the ;*>wer required to lift 650,000 pounds, or 325 
statute tons, one foot high- This duty is jiroba- 
bly not equalled by any other engine in America. 
Some large English (Copiah) ehginea have on

2 engine belonging to tlic Toronto Company, 
which, with the assistance pf No. 1 engine, was 
doing the duty now performed l<y the new engine, 
consumed twenty-eight tons of coal per week. 
The new engine does the same work on nine tons 
per week. The city of Montreal requires now 
abont six and a half million gallons per day. If 
by the year 1900 the population and consumption 
of water should lie trebled, amounting then to a 
demand for twenty millions per tiny, and if the 
present aqueduct, with the wheels lowered to 
utilize the available head, afforded one-half of this

WHO OWNS A LIFE POLICY ?

Tlie question of ownership in a life insurance 
)>olicy has often occurred to us aa liable, under 
certain circumstances, to become a very intricate 
and difficult one. Does the payment of the an­
nual premium give such a title that the bénéficiant 
can lie changed at the will of the payor I Or is 
the selection, usually made at the time of the ap­
plication, of a beneficiary a final and irrevocable 
one Î To decide the former affirmatively, would 
oftfn he to do a bitter wrong to innocent wires 
and children. To decide the latter affirmatively 
wonld often compel an innocent applicant to for­
feit a large share of the value of his previous 
payments, or continue them for the lwnefit of an 
unworthy penwm wlirfhad no just claim upon him.

The selection of a beneficiary under a life policy 
is, substantially, the gift of a contingent estate in 
fulnro, reversionary upon the death of the in­
sured. Is such a gift fully executed upon the 
issue of the policy f Is the company, which holds 
such a reversionary estate in trust for the bene­
ficiary, at lilierty to regard the w ishes of the in­
sured, and transfer the title of such estate to any 
other party at his bidding ? In short, can a li/e 
i ml icy, executed for the Benefit of B, lie assigned 
by A, the insured, without B's consent f

A may at at any time cease payment of the pre­
miums and allow the policVto lajise. But can he 
ilo more than this J Is there no other method by 
"which he defeats the interest of B without such a 
sacrifice ? The following decision—the first we 
have seen in which this question was involved— 
would seem to determine that he cannot It was 
jnade by the Supreme Court of the State of Con­
necticut, at its present session.

One Sarah W., wife of Humiaton Chapin, made 
application to the Connecticut Mutual Life insu­
rance Coni]any for a policy upon the life of her 
huslemd in the sum of $3,00o, payable to herself 
for her Sole use, and in caw of her death before 
her husband's, to her children. Such a policy 
was issued to Mrs. Chapin. She did die Defore 
her husband, leaving minor children. By the 
terms of the policy the annual premium was pay­
able on tlie 21st January in every year, and waa 
in fact regularly paid on that day down to and 

eluding tlie 21 at of January, 1863. On the 
24th of January, 1863, about two years after the 
death of the wife, the husband, without the 
knowledge or consent of the children, surrendered 
the jsilicy to the company and took a new one 
j my alile to himself, bearing the same date and 
number, being for the same amount and for the 
same annual premium as the original policy. 
What was done waa simply to change the payee 
in that policy. The company endorsed upon the 
application of Mrs. Chapin," “Changed to him­
self," aiyl inserted the same words under the 
registry of the original policy in their 1 looks. 
Within thf year, in December, 1863, Mr. Chapin 
died, and the company paid over the proceeds of
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the policy to his silministretor. Upon which the 
children brought sait «gainst the administrator 
to recover mid project 1\ and the Court decided in 
their favor. It did net dearly appear whether or 
not the premium* were paid with the husband's 
money, or out of the wife's separate estate, and 
consequently the legal point in question—the 
ownership of the policy—waa not met as squarely 
as it might have >ren.—Chronicle.

PRACTICAL US* OF LIFE INSURANCE.

Life insurance may lw resorted to, not only for 
the purpose of saving a surviving family from 
want, but also for that of protecting it from seen 
lice and low: as in the caae of a man whose busi­
ness is much1 extended and complicated, involving 
unsettled account* and disputed claims, the 
management of which, advantageously and suc­
cessfully, requires his own personal knowledge, 
skill -and vigilance, insomuch that, in the event 
of his sudden decease, his affairs must be wound 
up to the prejudice of his estate. ,

Or, if a rwraon owes a sum of money, which he 
has no doubt he can discharge within a certain 
period, but the forced payment of which, in case 
of his decease, might occasion a sacrifice on liis 
estate to the same amount, he may, by the annual 
payment of a life jimuium, indemnify his estate 
against such a sacrifice.

A young man of twenty-one years of age, of 
good capacity and habita, wishes to complete his 
professional education, the exjienaea of which will 

‘ amount to 1100. A friend is willing to advance 
him the amount if the risk of his decease within 
s certain period can be provided against. This 
may be done by the payment of a small annual
premium. ' a

An enterprising young merchant, of the ace of 
twenty-five years, depends upon a capital of 
$5,000 for the means of commencing Imeneas 
with favorable prospects, and the main obstacle 
to his obtaining a loan is the uncertainty of life. 
A policy is obtained by the payment of the an­
nual premium of $99, "and collateral ee<-urity is 
thus afforded to the parties who have advanced
^SupproT^hat skillful, industrious mechanic, 
at the age of twenty-five years, needs a stock of 
tools or materials to the amount of $400, to com­
mence business, which he can obtain only on 
credit, and this would be readily given him by 
some friend but for the uncertainty of life. By 
the annual payment of leas than $9 lie may re­
move the obetade. ’ ___

Suppose that a fanner, at the age 4f twenty- 
three, wishee to settle upon a tract of land, which 
he can convert into a valuable cultivated farm in 
a few years, but needs an addition of $200 to his 
capital far this purpose, and that his friemli are 
entirely confident of his repaying that sum should 
he survive that period. By the annual payment 

IM, than $4 he may enable himself to obtain 
of them a low of that amount.

Suppose that a young man of twenty-one years 
of age ha» a legacy of $5,000 left him, depending 
on the event of his arriving at a certain age, and 
that he wishes immediately to avail himself of it 
by sale or pledge. This he may do by the pay­
ment of a small annual payment—Monitor.

Throe irregularities were 
carried on and concealed from time tojime fcy the 
exchange of accepted cbeeqwra, between the Mana­
ger of the Bank of Montreal and the Agent of the 
City Bank, aerving'to cover from one period 'to 
another the overdrawn account of E. Sanderson k 
Co., broker*, in this city. Merer*. Sanderson à 
Co. laying met with heavy lorer* by speculations 
in New York, had to resort to this means of cover­
ing their Junking account. Mr. Harris, the 
Manager of the Bank of Montre*!, on finding that 
these irregularities were discovered, left for the 
United States.

TRADE STATISTICS OF lW

A “Miiebook” of Trade and Navigation 
Returns " is not very seductive if considered 
front a literary point of view., It may be 
interesting to some, but its interest does not 

* increase with age. The returns for the fiscal 
year endfd30th June, 1808, are rather late in 
arriving ; but an they furnish ns with some 
statistics of the first year of Confédération, 
we are tempted to lay before our readers a 
few figures. The delay in getting the book 
out, as explained by the Commissioner, has 
lieen the result of the different systems, both 
in theory and practice, followed in the seve­
ral Provinces in reference to Customs mate 
ter* and the preparation of returns. Of 
coulrse this delay was to be expected at 

| : the outset, but it is to be hoped that, in 
future, there may be less occasion to com­
plain. —

A trade which exceeds #130,000,000 and

employs 12,900,000 tons of shipping is, cer­
tainly, worthy of attention ; and the Cana- 
dian may well be {tardoned for the indulgence 
in occasional outbursts of patriotic fervor 
over the industry and activity of the New 
Dominion. The total values of imports and

The Canadian and American tonnage, in­

wards and outwards, between Ontario and 
Quebec and the United States, shows a total 
of Canadian steam and sail of 4,826,780 tons, 
and of American steam and sail, 3,836,724 
tons. Tlie British tonnage employed is near­
ly double the foreign tonnage, and the num­
ber of British vessels (inwards and outwards) 
exceeds by alxmt 25,000 that of foreign ones.

- A comparative statement of the total move­
ment of property, passengers, and vessels 
I laying toll, show» that there waa, in 1868, an 
increase over 1867 of 23 94 per cent, in the 
Welland Canal ; of 3'18 per cent, in the St. 
Lawrence Canals ; of 10 99 in the Chambly 
Canal; of 8"87 in the St. Anne's Lock ; of 
10 70 in the Ottawa and Rideau Locks ; and 
a decrease of 19-47 in the Burlington Bay 
Canal. The average increase of the movement 
of property on the six canals in 1868 as com­
pared with 1867, was 10-07 per cent. ; as 
compared with 1866, 42 19 percent. That 
our canals have been of service to American 
shipping will be seen from the fact of nearly 
100,000 tons having pasted through them, as 
against a Canadian toiinage of 132,715. The 
net revenue from tolls, not deducting inci­

dental expenses or repairs, was #200,478 ; in 
1867 it was #188,668.

It way not be uninteresting to glance at a 
few of the articles entered for consumption 
in the Dominion. We bought wine to the 
value of #561,096 ; brandy, #463,132 ; gin, 
#227,040 ; mm, #158,782 ; cigars, #136,440 j 
tobacco and snuff, #254,188 ; and pipes, #20,- 
779. We are evidently fond of whist and 
euchre, for we paid #7,317 for playing cards. 
Silks, satins and velvet foot up the respect­
able total of #1,089,366, ami fancy goods and 
millinery, #963,840. . _

We bought #3,087,714 worth of tea, and 
#2,898,805 worth of sugar. Cottons cost us 
#7,675,433, woollens #7,667,335, and linen 
#791,737. Musical instruments to the value 
of #218,235, testify to our appreciation of the 
power of music, and #382,026 spent in jewel­
lery and watches arc an indication of a grow­
ing taste for display. Ontario and Quebec 
imported 354,023 tons of coal, of which 113,- 
391 were from the United States. The total 
dutiable goods entered for consumption in 
the Dominion were of the value of #43,666,- 
696, and the total free goods, #23,428,320.

The quantity of tobacco used in manufacture 
was 5,299,476 lbs. There were 251,882 galls, 
of crude oil used by refiners, which yielded •

A Return just issued, shows the value of 

goods imported from the United States into 
Canada, for a series of years, and specifies 
those amounts which would have entered 
duty free under the Reciprocity Treaty. 
From this return the extent of the change in 
the courue of our trade, resulting from the 
abrogation of the Treaty, may be readily 
inferred. Our imports of articles free under 
the Treaty, rose from #1,649,070, in 1863, to

* f
i
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$14,430,626, in 1863, showing again of near­
ly thirteen millions of dollars in ten years. 
In 1868, the imports of the same articles had 
fallen to $7,861,938. A considerable portion 
of the decline is accounted for by the fact, 
that the markets of the Lower Provinces are 
now chiefly supplied with a number of lead­
ing articles from Ontario and Quebec, which 
they used formerly to obtain for the most 
part from the United States. Among these 
are flour, meal, cured meats, butter, whiskey, 
petroleum, &c., all of which are now obtain­
ed from the Western jtart of the Dominion. 
Our imports of dutiable goods, instead of 
increasing, as they should do, hare steadily 
declined under the influence of their restric­
tive legislation. Previous to 186$, we toqk 
from the States an average of ten millions of 
dutiable goods; since then the average would 
not exceed one-half that amount. As regards 

(- our trade with Great Britain, the reverse has 
been the case. Our imports of dutiable goods 
from that country, ten years ago, were less 
than sixteen* millions ; in 1867 they were 
twenty-six and a quarter millions. Our ex- 
jHirts to the States havp, however, steadily 
increased in spite of an oppressive tariff.

THE NEW FINANCE MINISTER

It is now generally understood that Sir 
Francis Hindu will become Finance Minister 
of the Dominion. With the political objec­
tions that mhy be urged against such an ap­
pointment we have nothing, to do, but as 
regards the fitness of Sir Francis for the posi­
tion, there can be bat one opinion. As a 
financier, he has no equal in the country, and 
great benefit must result from the most im­
portant office in the Ministry being filled by 
a gentleman so thoroughly ca]>able of dis­
charging its duties as all admit Sir Francis 
to be. It is also understood that he enter­
tains opinions totally at variance with Mr. 
Rose’s banking scheme ; and the people of 
Ontario, at least, must feel pleased at the 
idea of having a Minister of Finance whom 
Mr. King will be unable to hoodwink or 
manipulate.

THE NORTH-WEST.

The announcement that Hon. Mr. McDou­
gall has made arrangements with an American 
Company to extend their telegraph lines from 
Breckenridge to Fort Garry, thereby giving 
the inhabitants of the Red River country 
telegraphic communication with Canada and 
the United States, will be received with satis­
faction by all interested in the development 
of that immense fertile region in the North 
West. The question of a Canadian Pacific 
Railway will be the next one to come up for 
consideration.

THE COTTON TRADE.

Some of the New York journals have ]«blished 
statements of the cotton trade of the United States, 
for the year ended Sept. 1st. Out of a total crop 
of 2,439,039 bales produced, .1,448,020 were ex­
ported, and 998,806 1*1rs were taken for home 
consumption. About one million bales were sent 
to Great Britain, the balance of the exports going 
to France and other foreign countries. The ex­
ports include 18,000 bales to Canada.

Though cotton cultivation has not regained the 
ground lost in the destruction of propertyy and 
the disorganization of labor, caused by the late war, 
yet much has been done in the way of recuperat­
ing this Industry. In 1839-00 the crop of the 
States, the largest ever gathered, was 4,609,770 
bales; last year it wis two millions and two hundred 
thousand bales leie. The annual production is 
now very nearly what it was twenty years ago. 
To show the gradual development of production, 
we present the following statistical record of this 
staple, giving the quantity of the crop each year

In the face of a steadily increasing coneum ption, 
and a present deficiency in the visible supply of 
330,000 bales, the question of future supplies be­
comes one of great interest. The subject has been 
eagerly discussed in the English manufacturing 
towns. It has lieen suggested that the cultivation 
of the plant should be undertaken in India, by 
co-operative labor, so as to deprive the trade of 
that injurious element of uncertainty, arising out 
of the unreliability of the labor by which the 
1 .lant is at present mostly cultivated. An intel­
ligent jrriter, in an English journal, suggests, that 
cotton might be grown largely in Ujqier Ethiopia. 
This being the home of the cotton plant, it would 
need no artificial irrigstion, ami very little lalwr.

The great commercial imjiortance to the Vsited 
States of an extensive growth of cotton, is likely 
to induce increased efforts , to preserve this in­
dustry from decay, ami if possible, extend it. An 
impetus has been given to railway building in the 
south, some twenty great works of this kind being

ti"W m progress in the Southern Atlantic States, 
which by opening up the country, will greatly 
cheapen the transit charges on cotton, and be to 
Siuch lirnefit to the trade.

Among the various substitutes for Cotton none 
-arein to hare lieeosne of sufficient consequence to 
ieUuct from his title of King. The ramie plant 
grown on the alluvial, lands of the lower Missis­
sippi is said to have a long and exceedingly fine 
fibre, far superior to that grown in its native 
eonadry, Jain; and that the yield per net»* is 
greater. In any of the more southern cotton 
States ramie can be harvested at least three times 
a year, and each harvest or cutting will produce 
lx-tween 900 and 1,200 pounds, making an avenge 
anneal Crop of about three thousand pounds of 
crude uujevjisred fabric, north at present in Eu­
rope ten rents specie by pound. # ...

It is said that the fibre when jwrparad for 
the spinner, is beautifully white, soft and glossy, 
closely resembling floss silk in appearance ; it is ' 
much stronger than the best flax, and readily re­
ceives the most difficult dyes without injury to its 
lustre. A company has been formed which pro­
posée to operate on two thousand acres of the best 
land in the Mississippi Valley ; it will therefore 
be ascertained to what extent this plant can bn 
profitably aulwtitnted for cotton.

yMADOC GOLD DISTRICT.

He has got the mill pur­
chased from Mr. W. Berry removed from its for­
mer location, and is hurrying up its erection on

In mnaequence of * misnmlerstandiag between 
the original owners of the Mallory town mine, re­
specting the disposition of stock, which has ,nl- 
urinated in a law -suit, work has been stopped on 
the mine, which has given.#** to unfavorable 
reports concerning it. The mill, however, baa 
been running n|«n an experimental simple of 
rock from another loenlity, ten tone of which an 
mid to hare yielded over four ounces of gold. *

Further discoveries of gold are reported from 
El/evir and Tudor, but wait confihuatkie.

NARROW GAL’UF„

A few days ago the' tirent Western Railway 
Couipaiiy 'of England completed the work of 
changing the broad gnage rails hitherto useil ujton 
its line to the narrow gauge, four feet eiglit ami a 
half inches, and flow all of the railways in Eng­
land, Wales and Scotland, are of this latter guage. 
ÿie Great Western has used the broad guage for 
twenty years, ami has lost-money by it all the 
time., The mad was constructed by one of the 
greatest of engineers—Mr. Brunei ; but it was 
built, as he was fond of building everything, “re- 
gnnlieas of expense." He knew that, a brood 
guage required more land ibr the track, wider 
bridges,' wiiler tunnels, breeder embankments and 
viaducts, heavier sleejteni, xhairs and rails, and a 
greater expenditure of fuel; but it was his fancy 
to have a brood guage, and he had it. It appears 
that the narrow guage of four feet eiglit and a 
half inches was adopted originally by George 
Stephenson, not njton any scientific [«rinciidc, but 
because it was the ordinary width of the coal 
tramway tracks in use in tlie north of England. 
Brunei’s wide guage, on the contrary, was the 
result of certain deep scientific theories; but after 
twenty years’ experience the scientific guage lias 
been discarded for tlie accidental one. In 1844 a 
Itoyal Commission investigated tlie subject of a 
uniformity of guage for railways, and in 1846 it 
was decided that all roods subsequently construct­
ed should be of the narrow guage,. In France, 
Germany, Belgium and Italy, the 4 feet 8j inch 
guage has lieen universally adopted. In Ireland, 
however, where everything is done on a principle 
of its own, the guage is 5 feet 3 inches.

The Patent Laws.—In the House of Com­
mons, on the 2nd of August, Mr. Mae fie asked if 
there was any truth in the report that the Gov­
ernment intended to introduce a bill upon this 
subject next session. Mr Bright : 1 believe every 
member of the Government agrees with lny hon­
orable friend that sotie considerable change, at 
any rate, is necessary to be made in the [Mitent 
laws. I am not sure how many, or whither any, 
are of opinion that there ought not to be any ju­
tent laws at all. Bnt notw ithstanding their agree­
ment as to the desirableness oCsome alteration, 
it would lie Very imprudent, I think, for me to 
pledge the Government to bring in a measure of 
this nature when there is so great a difference of 
opinion upon it, and when it seems im]iossible for 
any two men. to agree as to tlie change that should 
be made. At the same time, if we come to u ques­
tion of a committee or qf a commission,* we arc in 
the same difficulty, as we were at a loss to know’, 
whether the enquiry should by made as to what 
amendment should take place to the law, or whe­
ther there should be any patent system at all 1 
can only conclude by saying that, admitting w ith 
the member for Lcitli tlilt the question is one 
which requires to lie attended to whenever there 
is time to attend to it, I am quite unable to say 
tliat the Government will bring.in a bill next ses­
sion. If my honorable fra ud welie to propose a 
committee 6f this House it w ould lie a very reason­
able proposition, to which the members of the 
Government and this House, would Tirol ably agree. 
Mr. Mac fie then gave notice that if the Govern­
ment did not bring in a bill, he would bring the 
subject before the House next session, with a view 
to the appointment of a cenfpiittce or royal com­
mission. j

This plan which 
is very simple and costs little, allow* splendid 
white sugar (Ko. 17'to 18) to lie mails st a very low 
cost. But the I‘kilter* an- afraid to send this fine 
sagsf to our market, which is its natural outlet, 
because of our graduated scale of duties, which 
imposes a punishment of a higher duty of 50 per 
cent, on those who make fine sugar ; which extra 
charge as the trade buy at the duty-liaiJ twice, 
and by the intrinsic difference in tiy value of 
sugar, anti not by the duty charged u[wn it, is a 
dead loss to the producer of fine kinds. For in­
stance, a planter may pnqerr a sugar worth 40s. 
which |»ys the 12s duty, while another may pre-

Çire's sugar wortli«tis and paying the 8s. duty.
be maker of the fine sugar obtains a price (less 

the 12s duty) of 28* ; the maker of the common 
sugar obtains 24s. Thus the intrinsic difference 
in favor of the skilled maker being 8a, ]ier cwt., 
by the unjust operation of tlie sugar duties, he 
has his extra care rewarded by a fine of 4» per cwt 
or 14 per cent on the price he gets. It is surpris­
ing that such facts so often rc]ieated, and indeed 
well-known to every one who lias studied the ques­
tion, should still be allowed in a reformed Parlia­
ment to lie set asidé for'-the protection of the 
British refiners, and for the fancied advantage of 
a few antediluvian West Indian merchants,

The Coboiirg Sentinel says that Mesars. Minana 

k Butler, of that '(flare, purvhawd upwards of 
800,000 lbs. of wool during the season just dosed. 
The' next largest dealers in wool is the firm of 
Frazer t Co , the proprietors of the Ontario 
Woolen Mills. The transactions of the firm this 
season show a purchase of 300,000 11» of Canadian 
wool, about 200,000 11». of which waa from fanners 
in this vicinity. This is not. however, all uwd 
in their mills,* the erode Wool having been sorted, 
the short or fine wool only retained and the long 
or “combing wool" is exported to the United 
States. The mills consume about 240,000 11». 
annually, half of which is composed of “Cape 
Wool" (from the Cape of Good Ho|ie), Australian 
wool, and Merino Wool from the United States, 
the other half being Canadian wool. All the ma­
terial purchased in Canada is assorted here, and 
what u not used in the mills is exported, which 
i* no small quantity." Tlie 240,000 lbs. of wool 
used annually by the mills is turned out in the 
shape of 200,000 yards of the best and finest 
quality of woolen cloths produced in the worliL 
The" foreign wools generally loose largely in scour­
ing, generally fifty per edit. The Mesars. Fraser 
k Co., have not yet completed their purchases of 
foreign wook for the season, 150,000 lbs. Iieing 
the amount still required for this year's operations 
in their milk.

The Foreign Fruit «Top.
The spccuktion in Valencias, Ota the [art of 

the wholesale trade, has continued, and lias ls-vu 
seconded in Spain by keeping back the supplies. 
The grocers, en the other hand, cannot see their 
way to giving such exorbitant rates* which they 
fear must materially aid thé consumption,, and 
they therefore buy in the most cautious manner. 
The position of the lnarktt may lie summed up as 
a struggle between the English grocers on the one 
side, and a few wholesale dealers and Sjani*h 
shippers on the other, as to whether prices shall 
rise or fall. In our opinion there ran be little 
doubt of the result, for prices are manifestly too 
high, and must inevitably drop when the farmers 
get tired of holding and the stock increases here. 
Prices remain unchanged, and the market is firm, 
as there is nothing -unsold in first hands, and a 
large portion of tlie trilling quantity afloat is dis- 
jM»ed iff. - New Currants arrived on Friday, and 
most extravagant rates, from 33s. to 50s. for good 
to fine fruit, and 30s. for common, are asked for 
them. The nuality as yet is very poor, and much 
belowjwliat the advices led us to exjieet, so that 
the first shi[w prolwbly bring ordinary kinds only. 
Up to the [iresent, few transactions have taken 
place. Old currants have advanced Is. to Is. 6d. 
lier cwt, owing to a s[*< ulative demand. The 
I-ondou atock of old currants is small. Eleme 
Raisins are 1 ».' to 2a. dearer, owing to the small 
stock, and the price of liew Valencias. Old Va­
lencias have advanced Is., but ran still be retailed 
at 4d. per lb. The Normandy Piiipin crop will be 
unusually small this year]—London Produce Mar­
kets Review, Sept. 2.’ ,

Tfcc American FUtalag Fleet. -,
The Gloucester Advertiser says the fleet in the 

bay this year is smaller than last, and their suc­
cess has lieen better than usual up to this time, 
though there is, nothing to indicate a large fall 
catch. The Gloucester fleet so far arrived have 
averaged a catch of about two hundred and ninety 
barrels each. Besides the fleet of mackerelineii 
there has lieen a krge fleet of vessels employed at 
Cape North and the vicinity of the Bay of St. 
Lawrence in the cod and halibut fishery, twenty- 
one vessels have returned from trips of this kind, 
and some seven or eight vessels remain to arrive. 
The business lias .not been a profitable one, the 
fares secured being very small for the time em­
ployed, and relatively much below the Bank catch, 
so that it is probable this branch of the fisheries 
will not be very extensively followed another sea­
son. flic shore mackerel fleet is meeting with 
very meagre success. Good fares are the excep­

tion, and the mackerel are Riostly small, but few 
number ones living secure»!. Some eighty vessels 
have made fishing trips to the Eastern coast in 
pursuit of mackerel this season, but the number 
remaining in this branch of the fisheries will not 
probably reach that number. A Urge number of 
vessels have remained in the Bank fisheries 
throughout the ecwwn, ami others have rammed 
it after making a trip or two after mackerel. Aliout 
fifty vessels are employeil in the Georges fishery, 
and some tliiity five or forty vessek remain in the 
Grand ami Western Bank fishery, ,aml are meeting 
with fair success.

plus. Should the yield of 1869 reach the nuuilwr 
of lif]es we have estimated, viz. : 130,000, we 
shall he able to s[»rr for export this year 40,000 
bales, leaving us 90,900 for home consumption.

000 bales will have to be snijqied out iff the coun­
try (40,000 new and 30,000 old) thie year, in order 
te give us à clean market on the opening of the 
new season, September 1, 1870.

Chinese teas have now to encounter a formida­
ble rival in the production of India, which has 
made vast strides both in the quantity of tea pro- 
dtn-ed, and in the improvement of its manufac­
ture. Some two or three years ago, it was oorn- 
jwrotivcl v rare to find s grocer using Indian tea to 
any extent, but during the last twelve months, 
owing mostly to the inferiority of China teas, the 
grocer lie* been compelled to use it largely, and it 
would apjiear that the public are so satisfied with 
the change that, in some [arts of the kingdom, 
more than two-thirds of Indian tea are used to 
one of China, and it is doubtful if the public, 
having once been accustomed to the peculiarly 
rich flavour atid imnnney of Indian teas, will 
ever be eatistieil with the comparatively negative 
quality of China teas. In other parts of the 
country the taste ia spiralling, much we are as­
sured, to the benefit of tlie grocery trade.—Mor­
gan* Trade Journal.

■ commercial business. There is not only room for 
reform, but there is need of invention, au inven­
tion which will reduce the whole matter to a 
science. We have often heanl of the science of 
I took-keeping, but have never seen k. When we 
come to examine into it, as taught to-day, the 
principles which govern ami the rules which mark 
a «cichcc, are not there. The whole that is known 
of this matter is à certain set of disjointed and 
and disconnected mies which every body applies 
as suits himself. Often uolrndy but he who e|i- 
plies them can understand their meaning in his 
a indication, and |iro|>rieU»rs are continually in.the 
dark as to the state of their affairs, except so far 
as they may, from time to time, be informe»! by 
their clerks. Whether that information is really 
correct they have mi means of knowing, unless 
they understand the manner in which that |arti­
cular lwok-kee|ier kee|si that [articular set of 
liooks. Often even another so-called scientific 
accountant can not unravel the mysteries of an 
entry. We have been struck with this fact in 
looking through the books of a dises sad or dis 
charged clerk, ami were more than ever made to 
feel its force, while listening recently to the exami­
nation of a book-kecjicr in court. Not all the 
lawyers in the cause could unravel the entries, 
and when a clerk did so, it proved to lie a mere 
chaos- of arbitrary statements. This should not 

• lie so, aud calls fondly for a remedy. There is a 
, science of accounts somewhere- in the realm of un­

discovered oi unapplied principles. It is true, 
exact aud uniform under all circumstances. It is 
the same in the liauds of all, as to the transactions 
of all. An entry of a certain character always 
produces tire same results, and the same principles 
of debit ami credit are always brought into play, 
no matter whose lawmens it l* Its rule* are natu­
ral, unerring, a ml must be followed alike in all 
case*. In fact, it is a science. He who tirât un 
ravels it, will find awaiting him a name and a 
fortune and the thanks of commercial men every­
where.—Louisville Jour, of Com.

It cannot 
but lie viewed with uneasiness, as being too like 
the ronp» of those brilliant financiers wlm seldom 
have ultimate ■* evens. It is said that tile main 
object of this move is a political one, vie., to de­
monstrate the power of the Bank of Montreal to 
extend any acv.anodatiuu which may lw remlen-d 
nevesaary hy the curtailment of diacounlw by oilier 
Banka, in cane the Government Banking scheme 
is carried.
