practices of civilized warfare. Cities
and villages; if not destroyed, are be-
-ing stripped . of all they centain, not
only, but often of their. ,very in-
habitants. The nations ~ associated
against Germany cannot be expscied
to agree to a cessaticn of arms while
acts of inhumanity, spetiation - and
desolation. are' being continued
which they justly look wpon with
horror and with burning hearts.

“It is necessary, also, _in order
that there may be na possibility of
misunderstanding ‘that. the president
should very solemnly call the  at-
tention of the gevernment of Ger-
many to the language and plain in-
tent of one of the terms of peace
which the German Government has
now. accepted. It is contained: in the
address of the president, delivered at
Mount Vernon on July 4 last.

“It is as- follows: “The destruction
of every arbitrary power anywhere
that ean separately, secretly and of .
its single~ehoice disturb the peace
of the world; or, if it cannot be
presently destroyed, at least its re-
duction ‘to virtual impotency . The
power which has hitherto controlled
the German nation i8 of the sort
here  deseribed. It s within, _the
chofee of the Gefman nation to alter
it.” The president’s words just quot-
ed naturally constitute a condition
precedent to peace, if peace is * to
come by the action of the .German
people  themselves.  Thé. president
feelgy bound -to-say that  the - whole
process of ‘peace will, in - his judg-
ment, depend ,upen the definiteness
and the satisfactory character of the
guarantees which  can -be given in
this fundamental matter. It is indis-
pensable that the governments as-
sociated . against Germlany = should
know beyond a - peradvehture with
Wwhom: théy ‘are dealing.

Capt. W. E. Anderson
Has Passed Away

Resident of Amelias-
burgh Called by.-PDeath After Brief
Hiness — Well Known Figure in
Public Life of Prince Edward m

Capt. W. E. Anderson, one of the
most prominent citizens of Prince
Edward county passed away at his
home near Rednersville about ten
o’clock last night. About ten - days
ago he became seriously ill with
acute stomach trouble and it was
soon realised that he could not rally.
For more than a year past his health
has not been robust and last spring
he undertook a journey to Banff, Al-
berta to visit his son Dorland who is
a merchant at that place. He return-
ed much benefitted by the rest and
change and it was thought that he
would be restored to his former vig-
or. In recent weeks, however, the
trouble returned and culminafed in
hig fatal illness. °

W. E. Anderson was a native of
Ameliasburg, the &ldest’ 86n" of' Ythe| *
Jate Jas. W. Anderson, and ‘was born
Aug. 14, 1859. On April 10, 1888, he
was married to Arvilla Fox, daugh-
ter of the lgte Dorland Fox of So-
phiasburg. To them four .children
were born, Dorland, of Banff, Alta.,
Evelyn of the staff of the Workmen’s
Compensation Board, Teronto, Fred,
deceased, and Brint formerly with
the P. Burns Company, Calgary, but
now lying wounded im a hospital in
England.

W E. Anderson was. a man of
varied talent, great force of char-
acter, decided opinions, entérprising,
industrious and ‘ambitious. He was
a true friend and a fair opponent.

In early life he” decided to enter
the profession of -medicine. ~“After
matriculation he enrolled himself as
a student at Victoria University, Co-
bourg. Heré he put in two yedrs in
the study of medicine but owing to
business changes at home he was,

abandon his courgse. He emigrated to
the West, and for a time, in the
year 1884 he filled the position of
editor of The Brandon Sun. Return-
ing to the east he married and en-
tered into partnérship with his fa-
ther to- operate a ferry across the

Although reared in the Conserva-
tive political faith Mr. Andersén was |-
of too sturdy a character £o ‘be held:
