THE RICH MINES OF CARIBOO

DR.REYNOLDS OF ASHCROFT. TELLS
SOMETHING OF THEM.

@mie Are Yielding Largely, but the Out-
put Is Certain to Increase—Dredging
for Gold.

pr. F. S. Reynolds, editor and proprie-
tor of the Asheroft Journal, is in the city

on a pleasure tour. He has been publish-
jng the Journal for the past six years
and knows the northern country as one
knows a favorite book. Ashcroft, he said,
is tne distributing point for a large area
sncluding Cariboo, Omineca, Peace River
country, Lilloet and other sections to the
north. At times, he said, as many as
1.000 horses are engaged in freighting out
of Ashcroft to these places. The teams
consist, of from eight to 16 horses. For-
merly oxen were used largely in freighting
Zhere, but now tney have all disappeared,
pecause they were too slow.

In speaking about the Cariboo mines,
he said: “The Cariboo Hydraulic Mining
company produced this year, although
they had a short season througn running
out of giant powder, and by this means
lost a month of time, $390,000. Next year
+he company expects that the output
trom its mine will be at least half a mil-
lion dollars. s

There arg_several companies operating
in the Horsefly section of Cariboo,” he
said.. “Mr. R. H. Campbell has sunk a
5xl5-foot triple compartment snaft to a
tepth of 550 feet and drifts have been
run irom the bottom of this shaft for a
distance of several -huudred feet. - Pay
ground had been struck before operations
were recently shut.down for the winter.
Next year heavier pumps will be put in
nd the expectation -is that the output
of gold will be satisfactory.

“On Lightning creek, in Cariboo, the
Lightning Creek Gold Gravels & Dredging
company has sunk a shaft 120 feet in
bedrock, drifted 100 feet and struck pay
gravel, Good results are looked for on
Iightning creek during the coming sea-
&/0M. P

“Mr. F. C. Laird of Williams creek has
veached gravel on his bedrock drift and
hopes to have a prosperous season next
year.

“he Cariboo Gold- Fields, operating
#he Marysville ground on Williams creek,
(ariboe, hag. been re-organized and ex-
pects to put in a system of bucket ele-
vators to replace the hydraulic lift, which,
owing to the height to which the gravel
had to be raised, has not proved a suc-
«cess. 'The gravel raised on their ;property
<during the past season averaged abqut $1
to the yard.

“For the past year or two. larger hy-
draulic and other plants have been put
into the, Cariboo mines. Next year the
output should be largely increased over
what it is for the present year, but it will
take several years before the output is
what it should be. The gold is there in
the old_river beds and elsewhere in larce
quantities, but if takes capital to take i
out. What isg true of Cariboo may also
be said*of Omineca, where several compan;
jes are: now sucéessfully operating.” )

Tn speaking of dredging operations in
the vicinity of Ashcroft Dr. * Revnolds
said: “New Zealand men have taken up
the Thompson river for a length of 60
miles. One dredge is now being built on
the North Thompson. river at a cost of
$52,000 and ‘others are shortly to be, put
in. The Cobledeck Dredge Co, has a dredge
which cost $75,000 in successful operation
at the junction of the Thompson and Fra-
ser rivers and it is said others are to be
put in by the same company. On the
Fraser river at North Bend the Beattie
dredger has been taking out gold in con-
siderable quantities for the past three
years. The dredging interests are look-
ing up. : :

“The Cariboo -country needs very lib-
eral appropriations for roads. The wagon
road leading from Ashcroft into the Cari-
boo country is in a wretched condition.
The country is certain to produce largely
after a while and it would certainly pay
the province to provide good roads.

“We are taking a deep interest }m the
proposed revision of the Placer Mining
Act, it being conceded by all who @n-
derstand the needs ‘of the industry t%lat
a change in the existing law is absolutely
necessary.” - :

Asked if it was true that the people of
150-Mile House played poker .to decide
which candidate for the Dominion parlia-
ment they would support, Dr. Reynolds
replied: “I do mnot know whether the
story is true or nof, but I can assure you
that the residents of that polling subdi-
vision are dead game sports who are ready
to gamble their votes or tnéir shirts ‘or
most any other of their possessions. A
man can get almost any kind of a game
he ig seeking for at 150-Mile House.”

In -speaking of Rossland he said from
what he had seen ‘of it he felt certain
that there was going to be a town here
with a much larger population than at
present. The number of mining plants in
successful operation eurprised him and he
felt certair that they showed that there
must be large deposits of pay ore here
to justify the erection of such costly
plants.

; 'TEN TONS A DAY.

Ore Output of the Nettie L. Mine Now
Reaches This Quantity.

to the discovery of new ore bodies, yet

The arrangement,
while of mnot very great importance to
the roll of the' camp’s shippers, will be
received favorably and if the mine with
the development on the “eighth level be
able to extend this output in something
like double, there will, indeed, be felt
that the War Eagle is fully leading up
to its old name. The arrangement seems
to have been somewhat sudden if any
inference \can legitimately be drawn from
the fact ;tf:gt\t.l:;vshipments will not take
place over the gravity tramway which
was to have been entirely renovated, its
old plan not being approed of. The tram-
way is yet in a state of unpreparedness,
although efforts are now being made to
complete it. In the meantime the ship-
ments will take place over the old route
from the 250-foot level. The shipments,
it will be observed, are going to Trail,
so that a modus operandi, talked of by
Mr. Blackstock during his visit here of
last August, has evidenily been aprived
ot.

The other new shipper will be the
Rosgland Great Western, which will prob-
ably ship about the same as the War
Eagle, or possibly a little more than is
the intention of that mine at the start.
This will not, however, take place until
the smelter is ready to receive the ore.
It must, however, be understood that
as the ore has to go on the roasting
heaps and then be cooled down, there is
no necessity to actually await the time
of the new furnaces being blown in be-
fore the shipment of -ore. The furnace
should be blown in any time after the
middle of January. The Le Roi No. 2
is in much about the same position as
to the shipment of>ore. The daily capac-
ity of the smelter, all the year round,
may be taken at 1,200 to 1,250 tons daily.
As the Le Roi will take up 900 to 1,000
tons of this there will be left for the
subsMiary Le Roi companies a capacity
of 300.to 400 tons daily, out of which
must be taken the shipments of the I. X.
L. and the Giant, which are compara-
tively small: Further, there should be
deducted the amount of fluxing ore, con-
centrates and the like which is obtained
.from various place in British Columbia
and the United States. The balance will
therefore be about 200 tons more or less
for the acommodation: to these mines.

Othere ghippers beginning the year are
the Iron Mask and Spitzee. The former
is looking very well at the present " and
it is more than probable that a modern
equipment will soon be installed and that
the shipment will in that case average
at least 50 tons daily. At the present the
average is about 25 tons.

Thus counting in the Centre Star the
shipments from the camp by the end of
next month shonld not be less than 9,00
to 10,000 tons per week.

: The  Output.

The output for the past week, being a
holiday season, has naturally fallen con®
giderably below the 6,000 ton average sus-
tained for many wi past. No ore was
shipped from the Le Koi during Monday,

Le Roi No. 2—There is a little shipping
going on from time to time as the ore
broken down in the course of development
blocks the progress of the work. The prin-
cipal feature in the development of the
Josie is at present the cutting out and
fixing, up of all the stations on the various
levels anticipatory to sinking. Pumps are
being rigged in order to deal with the
water come upon in the shaft. On the
east side of the mine there is in progress a
system of raises connecting from; the low-
est level might up to the surface tunnel
at the mouth of the shaft.

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MR. LALCNDE FOR MAYOR.

The strong effort made to induce Mr.
C. 0. Lalonde .to allow hi to be put
in nomination for the may ’J has final-
ly been successful, and he erday inti-
mated to some of his friends that he will
stand for the office; Mr.Lalonde’sreluctance
to fill the position of chief magistrate can
be quite readily understood. It means
that for a whole year an immense demand
will be made upon hi$ time by the busi-
ness of the city to the complete neglect
almost of his own private affairs. As he
is not a man of much wealth this is a
matter of great importance to him, as it
not only will necessitate the employment
in ‘his business of additional hands, but
it~will deprive his affairs of his personal
attention and supervision which is al-
ways the best guarantee of continued suc-
cess. That he has consented, however,
in the face of these serious objections to
offer his services for the next year to the
municipality is a proof of ‘his high con-
ception of duty to the community and of
his loyalty to the interests of the town
of which he has always been one of the
best . .and most enterprising citizens.
That he shodldbe willing to sacrifice his
timé and his own personal interests for
those of the town ought to win for him
the support of every ratepayer who is
anxious to see the affairs of the munici-
' pality under the management of capable

and conscientious men,

Mr. Lalonde’s career as a citizen of
Rossland has, it is not too much to say,
been one of more usefulness to the city
than that of any other individual resi-
dent. He was here in the early days, be-
fore the city obtained its charter, and
it is a well'kknown fact that he actually
advanced thie necessary money. to obtain
for it its incorporation. It was in-conse-
quence of his public spiritedness and well
recognized business capacity that he was
induced to accept the nomination in the
first contest for the mayoralty and behind
him on that occasion were the best citi-
zens of the town.: Next year he was elect-
ed to the council by acclamation and as
chairman_of the: board of works he pur-
sued a policy in road’ building and side-
walking whieh gave to the city practically
all that it possesses in  these
respects of good today. In the next
council, to which he wax elected by
an overwhelming majority, besides being
chairman of one of the most important
committees “he acted as chairman of the
finance board, the actual chairman. of
which wag absent for the greater portion
of the year.

Mr. Lalonde’s career in the council was
marked by exceptional ability, enlergy and
fairness. He made it his business to see
that the town, as a whole, was properly
served and not the selfish interests of a
section or. a class. His exprience in mu-
nicipal affairs previous to his arrival in
Rossland; his ready grasp of the needs
of the city and his promptness to serve
them made him the most valuable alder-
‘man that this city probably has sent to
its council board. Fite dmowledge which
he acquired of local affairs during his two
terms as alderman have fitted him as, we
think we are safe in.saying, mo man in
Rossland is fitted to discharge the duties
of the mayoralty. ‘It s’ well known that
Mr. Lalonde will have nothing whatsoever
to do with cliques or jobg and that he
-may be absolutely ‘relied op to carry into
seffect ‘as far as the power lies with nim
-to do 8o a policy for the benefit of the
wpeople.

-~ But Mr. Lalonde has served the city
-otherwise than as an alderman. Since
1896 he ‘has been a school trustee and it
is largely, in fact, chiefly owing to him
that the system of schools in Rossland
is in the comparatively good condition it
is today. With a persistency, which could
not have been greater had his own private
interests been involved, he kept impress-
ing upon the governmen{ our needs in
this respect and time and again he forced
concessiong from them which were the re-
. eult of his insistence rather than their
desire to do justice by thE community.

He, in conjunction with Mr, Archibald
Cameron and Mr. Edwin Durant, was thé
leading spirit in establishing the school of
- mines ‘which hag lately been subsidized
by the government and which may be ex-
pected from this time on to be one of the
hest and most potable institutions of Ross-
land. - Had it not been for Mr. Lalonde
and his two associates. this institution
would not heve obtaimed the hold it has,
or become what' it undoubtedly now will
become, one of the best features of our
town life, because it is the beginning- of
what we hope to have here finally, insti-
tutions of higher learning. Mr. Lalonde
was chosen president  of the‘school and

its confidence and.high opinion of Mr. La-

londe by placing him in many positions

of honor and importance, among which

might be mentioned the presidency of the:

Board of Trade, which he now cccupies. *

THE MAYORALTY CAMPAIGN.
The¥definite announcement that Mr. C.
0. Lalonde is in the field for the mayor-
alty will be received with the largest
measure of ‘satisfaction by all classes of
citizens. The feeling is almost universal
in the community that if public services
in' the past, knowledge of the city’s re-
quirements, and capability for the office
constitute any olaim on the position then
Mr. Lalonde possesses a piramount title.
So thoroughly; in fact ,is this opinion con-
curred in that no one who has ever served
the municipality at the council board
woyld for a moment entertain the idea of
opposing him or even of accepting nomina-
tion while there was any probability that
he would be a candidate. His record as
an alderman for two consecutive years has
gained for him the réspect and admiration
of all classes of the community. The proper
discharge of the duties of his office as a
councillor was with him a matter of first
importance, and during the two terms
which he served be gave more attention
to the business of the city than he dia
to his own. The consequence was that
during those two years the affairs of the
corporation were more tnoroughly looked
after than either before or since. With a
comprehensive. grasp of the city’s busi-
ness, and with the practical ability of
which he is possessed it would be unwise
at the present juncture for the. citizens
to lend their countenance to any opposi-
tion to his candidature. Mr. Lalonde,
when elected, will be tne representative
of all classes to a degree whi¢h no mayor
has heretofore been in Rossland; he will
not only put into effect a vigorous and
progressive policy, but he will fill the posi-
tion with that dignity warch the office
demands. Of his return there is mot the
slightest doubt. All classes of citizens have
signified their intention of voting and
working for him, and the onmly question
will he one of majority.

THE MUNICIPAL CAMPAIGN,

The municipal campaign in Rossland
has been formally begun by the announce-
ments on the part of Mr. C. O. Dalonde
and Mr. H. Daniel that they are in the
field seeking the suffrages of the rate-
payers for the office of mayor. As the
élections are, yet two weeks distant we
may expect to see the usual number of
candidates for the aldermanic office in the
running by nomination day.

It seems to us that between the candi-
datés for the mayoralty there should be
no possible doubt as to the choice made
by the citizens. -They want, it is reason-
able to assume, their municipal affairs pru-
. dently and wisely conducted, and tnat
this may be the case. it is absolutely nec-
essary that they, should have a chief mag-
istrate who has had experience as a mem-
ber of the city government; one Wwho
knows by personal knowledge and experi-
ence the requirements of the community
and who possesses the practical ability
to satisfy these requirex;xents. From this
standpoint, and it ought to be the only
reasonable one in considering this ques:
tion of selecfing a mayor, everything is
favorable to Mr. Lalonde. He is one of
the oldest residents of the town and one
of the most intelligent and progressive.
He commands not only the respect but
the absolute confidence of every member
of every class in the commuhnity. It goes
without saying that with Mr. Lalonde in
the mayor’s chair the people would be
absolutely satisfied with the honest in-
tention of every action of the council
which had received his indorsement. This
would be so, not only because of his un-

knowledge which he has of our civic af-
fairs and the capabilities he possesses to
deal with them.

L‘On the other hand Mr. Daniel, who is a
most estimable citizen, and whose private
character is a guarantee that any public
trust committed to him would be admin-
idtered in the most faithful manner, has
had no municipal experience whatsoever,
either in Rossland or elsewhere.

AUSTRALIAN FEDERATION.

In this issue is published an account of
the federation of the Australian colonies.
The newly formed federal government com-
mences business today, and the consoli-
dation of these colonies marks a new era
in their progress, for in union there is
strepgth. ‘With a population which is
made up largely of people of British an-
cestry, with a territory which is larger
than the United States by 33,000 square
miles, and a population of about 4,000,000,
a greater destiny awaits this portion of the
British Empire than could be the case
were they isolated colonies with tariffs
which restricted the trade between them,
and which gave rise to jealousies and not
a little unfriendly rivalry. The progress
of Australasia, peopled as it is with a pro-
gressive citizens, who are energetic and en-
terprising, it i certain that their progress
from a merely local or colonial standpoint,
wil: be very rapid. Viewing it from the
point of vision of impenalism, however, it
strengthens the chain of colonies which
Britain has established around the world.
While it is true that the statesmanship
of the Empire has not yet formulated a
plan for the closer federation which meets
with the approval of ail the colonies, still
when the time comes for it the man to
formulate such a plan will come with the
occasion and the union will be such as to
suit all. 1t is, after.all, a simple matter,

This must always be the case under
similar conditions. The community which
insists on the luxury of a chief magistrate
who is without experience and without
knowledge of municipal affairs must pay
well for what it gets. It seems to us, how-
ever, that as yet Rossland is neither old
epough nor opulent- enough to spend
its money in the foolish resolve to teach
an inexperienced man the art of govern-
ing a city.

A SATISFACTORY SHOWING.

The mines of this camp produced $3,-
500,000 in the year just ended, and for
the seven years, commiencing in 1894, the
total output was $13,210,730. There are
few camps in any country that have made
better showings in the first seven years
of their existence than this. It is -true
that Cripple Creek, where the ores are
very rich and more easily mined than
thty are here made more rapid strides
and reached a larger production in less
times than was the case here. There is
this difference, we believe between this
and Oripple Creek and like very -rich

to mine on a much larger scale than
heretofore. The smelters at Trail and
Northport, to which all the ore of the
Rossland mines is sent for'treatment, are
engaged in doubling their capacity for re-
ducing ore and it now looks as though
both mines and smelters are ready for a
banner year.

GREAT NORTHEK~ TUNNEL.

! Trains Are Now Passing Through It Every
5 Day.

The Great .~Northern railway tunnel, in
i the heart of the Cascade mountains, was
Einished on the 1st of December, and trains
re now passing througa it. Work began
in January; 1897. It is 13,253 feet long and
; cost about $4,000,000. It »v'53 feet over 2 1-2
miles in length. There were approximately
800 men employed for mearly three years.
| They cut. the tunnel from beoth ends at
'once. The progress. through the solid rock
- averaged about eight feet for every work-
{ing day for each gang of workmen. It
| therefore required 50. men one working
{day to-eut 1 foot of the tunnmel. It.is 23
’feet high, 16 feet wide; the entire interior
is lined with cement. The rocks that were
blasted weré ground into powder and mix-
ed with the cement. TPhe steam locomo-
tives will not pass through the bore; an
l electric engine will puli the trains from one
'end to the other. This is made necessary
‘on account of the coal smoke from - the
locomotive. The tunnel was designed and
built under the supervision of J. F. Ste-
.vels. The difference in  alignment was
| about one-fourth of an inch; the error in
lgrade was 21-2 inches.

WILL -HAVE TWO RAILWAYS.

C. P. R. Lets a Contract for Ties for
TR Lardeau Road.

C. P. R. company would comeplete the
Lardeay railway. garly in the spring comes
the news that a contract has been let by
the company for the cutting of 90,000 ties,
and that steel has been shipped with
which to lay the track graded a year ago.

TROOPER GROGAN HAS THREE
NARROW ESCAPES.

Dozens of Boers Fire at Him—A Shell
Explodes Close to Him—Long Tom
Nearly Finds Him.

Mr. F. W. Rolt is in receipt of a letter
from Ralph M. Grogan, who left here
about a year since for South Africa, as 2
member of the Strathcona Horse. Mr.
Grogan writes under date of Frederick-
stadt, Nov. 9, and says: “Since last writ-
ing to you I have had three narrow es
capes. On Aug. 4 we left Paardeedorp
under command of Lord Dundonald. The
command - consisted of the Strathcona
Horse, the South African Light Horse, A
battery of the Royal Horse artillery and
some field artillery under command of
Capt. Budd. The latter was in Rossland
in 1896 and while there purchased some
Columbia avehue property. After fighting
for three days we came to a small town
cailed Amesport. Here were where I had
my first close shave. The Strathcona Horse
was scouting in the advance of the col-
umn, extending across the country, 100
yards ‘between each man., I was on the
ekxtreme right of the line and was riding
over' a small ridge and heard fighting
and saw some scouts who were in ad-
vance of us come galloping back on a
dead gallop. I ‘nalted and presently saw
some mounted men come over the ridge
about 3000 yards away from where I was.
Thinking that they ~were some of our
scouts *T signalled to them, when ping,
ping, ping, all around me came ‘the bul-
lets. How the deuce they missed me 1
do not know. I wheeled around and put
spurs to my horse for dear life. The guns
were quickly put into action and drove
them off the ridges and we kept them
on the run until we got into Amesport.

“On Aug. 11 we took Ermelo. I was on
the right flank with Lieut. Leckie.. We
spotted a large house some little " dis-
tance ‘outside of the town and went to
it and found that it belonged to a Boer
justice. of the peace, who was away fight-
ing. TLeckie placed me in charge of the
house with one man. T commandeered
his tobacco, cigars, etc., as he was an
enemy. : b

“Om_the 14th we took Carolina, my

From the Devil’s Kuuckle
we went to Spitzkop and from thence to
Lydenburg. I got knocked down by a
bursting shell and was only saved by a
horse galloping between me and the shell.
The horse was struck in the neck, shoul-
ders, legs and my fhce and hands were

some hours afterwards.

“At Lydenburg we pitched camp. and
we had to leave for the Boer shells were
dropping all around.us. Here was where
my last close shave took place. I was
leading my horse out of camp and I heard
Long Tom go off. I stooped and turned
around to speak to a fellow behind me
and the shell struck the ground about a
yard ‘in front of me, and went into the
earth without bussting. If it had not
been fop the fact that I had stooped
the shell would have killed me or the
horse, or perhaps both, P

“From Spitzkop we were sent to escort
a convoy to Nelsspruit for rations and
back to Spitzkop, and from there went
to Lydenburg and from there to Mache-
dorp. Here Gemeral Buller broke up the
Natal field force and Lord Dundonald’s
brigade was a' thing of the past. Both
General ‘Buller and* Lord Dundonald com-
plimented us.on our work and gave us
te understand we were on our road ‘home.
We went by train to Pretoria, where we
were remounted. We were sent to Fred-
rickstad near Potchestrom and are now
with Barton’s brigade.

It is the parent com-
pany of the British American corporation,
which was organized on March 14, 1898,
for the purpose of operating in British
Columbia mines with a capital stock of
£1,500,000. The latter is the parent corpor-
ation of the Columbia-Kootenay Mining,
company, Rossland Great Western Mining
company, Northport Smelting company,
Le Roi Mining company, and Le Roi
No. 2. The shareholders in the London &
Globe had the preference in the purchase
of the shares of the British America cor-
poration, and also when the flotations
were made of the Le Roi, Le Roi No. 2,
and the other flotations made by the
British America corporation. In this way
considerable stock in these companies is
held by the stockholders in the London
& Globe. Before the several companies

" were placed.on the market, however, tne
British Ameriea ~ corporation financed |
them, that is to say, it found the money
to purchase them and to put them on a
shipping basis. The British America cor-
poration received what money it advancad
in this way, and a profit, when the com-
panies were organized and their shares
disposed of. The B. A. &. received the
difference between what it had paid out
aud for what it sold the mines to the new
companies as its profit. These companies
are now independent. They are being
operated by the companies formed to run
them, and are in no way affected by the
faet that the London & Globe has sus-
pended payment.
