JEWS THIS WEEK

Feast of Unleavened Bread
Commences Friday
Evening

And Commemorates Deliv-
erance of Chosen People

Passover, or the Feast of Unleav-
ened Bread, begins this year Friday
evening, April 6th, at sunset, sand
continues for seven days. Orthodox
Jews celebrate it for eight days, that
is, until sunset Saturday, April 14th.
The feast commemorates chiefly the
deliverance of the Children of Israel
from their slavery to the Egyptians,
and so most of the ceremonial and
ritual of Passover is intended to be
reminiscent of the events and circum-
stances of that ancient deliverance.
Thus in the Temple at Jerusalem,
Paschal lambs were sacrificed to re-
mind the people of the lamb sacrified
4y their ancestors at the commana
of Moses before they departed from
Egypt; because the Children of
Israel in their haste to leave the
land of bondage did not have time
to permit their bread to leaven, it is
the law to this very day, that, dur-
ing the entire Feast of Passover,
nothing but unleavened bread (Maz-
zoth) may be eaten. On the seventh
day of the feast the scriptural por-
tion read in the synagog is the sonz
of triumph sung by the people at the
Red Sea, because this day is consider-
ed to be the anniversary of the div-
iding of the Red Sea.

The characteristic feature of the

feast is the ceremonial meal, called
the Seder, conducted on the evening
of the first day. The ceremony en-
deavors to recall the events of the
deliverance of old. Thus bitter herbs
are eaten to indicate how bitter wera
the lives of the slaves In Egypt. A
lamb bone is kept-on the table to
recall the Paschal lamb offered in
Egypt and in the Temple. A pastel-
like compound of nuts and fruits
called “Haroseth” 1s eaten; this is
considered to be a reminder of the
mortar used in building \the treasure
cities for Pharoah. Four cups of
wine are drunk, because four wer:
the expressions of redemption used
in the Exodus episode. And as it is
obligatory to tell the story of the
Exodus every year, the youngest son
of the household asks four sets of
questions as to the nature of the
feast, and the father answers telling
the story of the Deliverance from
Egypt.
In Palestine Passover also com-
memorates the ripening of the bar-
ley, the earliest crop, and so marks
the close of the. winter. - Thus the
general message of the feast is free-
dom, the freedom of nature from the
thraldom of winter, and the free-
dom of Israel from bondage .

Three important cities—Spring-
field, Illinois; Madison, capitol of
Wisconsin; and Duluth, Minn., vot-
ed to banish the saloon. In addition
a number of smaller villages and
cities deided to go into the dry col-
umn.

From Germany and Are
Weary of Domination

(Montreal Herald
“The belief was prevalent for
some time in Turkey that the Kaiser
became a Mohammedan in 1897-8
when he visited Constantinople and
Jerusalem, and official papers pub-
lished in Turkey proclaimed this as
a fact just before the call for the
Hely War. They pray for the Kaiser
who mthey call “Hadji Wilhelm” in
the mosaques, and make supplication
for the success of his armies. Some
of the Turks did not, however be-
lieve that he had accepted Moham-
medan as his religion, and they are
bedoming more sceptical all the
time. Among the Turks the feeling
to the United States and Great Bri-
tain is one—-of increasing friendli-
ness. They realize that they have
nothing to gain from" Germany, and
they are tired of the domineering
and overbearing manners of the Ger-

mans.

So declared the Rev Dr. James L.
Barton of Beston, in his address be-
fore the Canadian Club in the Rose
Room of the Windsor Hotel. The
speaker who is secretary of the Am-
erican Board of Commissioners for
Foreign Missions, and who has 26
correspondents in the Balkans, 91
in Turkey, on the Asiatic side, and
eleven in Russia, said; ‘“The whole
Balkan embroglio is religious and
racial. There are seven different na-
tions involved. Moslem, Roumanian,
Bulgarian, Serb, Greek, Albanian
and Jaw. Between all of these peo-
ple there have been feuds of long
standing, racial and religious. When
the first Balkan war began there was
an alliance formed between the Bul-
gars, Serbs and Greeks. They com-
bined and drove Turkey out of Eu-

lies was that the Serbians held ter-
ritory that was formerly Bulgarian.
The Allies promised that all should
be restored to Serbia. Germany, on
the other hand, promised Bulgaria
that if she fought on her side she
would get back all the territory held
by Serbia. Therefore Bilgaria made
the alliance with Germany. She was
the neutral friend of Russia but the
enemy of Serbia, but now there is
unrest in Bulgaria “under the Ger-
man control, according to a high of-
ficial of Bulgaria. Thjs same person
states that the Bulgars hate the Ger-
mans, but have no feeling of hostil-
ity to Great Britain; they are simply
involved in the thing now and have
to go ahead with it.

“Turkey is going to run economi-
cally. Reports fro mall parts of the
country show inereasing dissatisfac-
tion with the German alliance. The
fall of Bagdad, the most startling
movement affecting the Turkish
situation in the Far East of the war
zone, and that allied with Arabic
dissatisfaction strikes a tremendous
blow at them from a religious point
of view, and all wars with them are
religious wars. They never dreamed
Bagdad would fall, and now that
Mececa is gone they have nothing left
but Cdnstantinople of their holy cit-
It is throwing consternation in-
to the minds of the Turks

“If the Allies landed 50,000 troops
at Mergine, the northeast corner of
the Mediterranean, or at Alexand-
retta they could easily cut communi-
cations between Constantinople and
the forces operating on the Tigris
and the Euphrates. A similar body
landed at Samsoun, on the southern
shore of the Black Sea, could come
into the rear of the Turks operating
northeast towards the Caucasus,
and there are no other lines of com-
munication between Constantinople
and the eastern ends of her empire.

“The United States have over $40,-
000,000 invested in Turkey in col-
leges, hospitals, printing establish-
ments, industrial plants, and relig-
ious institutions,”” said Dr. Barton.

Leased Wire.

Hamilton, Ont., April 4—The in-
ability of the railways to handle lo-
cal freight-has resulted in the board

MORE SUSTAIED

Percenfage of Male Births
in Britain Highest in
Fifty Years

INFANT MORTALITY

Rate for lglﬁas Lowest
of Any on Record

London, April 4.—In view of the
tradition that more male babies are
born after a war than usunal, figures
available are instructive, The an-
nual report of the registrar-general
has just been issued. It is remark-
able for the number of previous re-

cords broken. Thus the marriage rate
is the highest on record and the
birth rate the lowest on record. Th2
number of bachelors marrying spin-
sters and spinsters marrying bachel-
ors were both the highest on record.
The increase of boy babies over girl
babies from July, 1915, to June,
1916, was the highest on record in
fifty years. The infant mortality rate
for 1916 was the lowest on record.

The average of bachelors marry-
ing spinsters was 27.33; spinsters
marrying bachelors, 25.47. The
number of births recorded was 814,-
614, of whom 415,205 were males
and 399,409 females, that ratio being
1,040 to 1,000. This ratio for the
whole year does not represent the
true situation as regards war babies.
The March quarter was unaffected
by the war, and showed a ratio of
1,032 males and 1,000 females. The
December quarter showed a ratio of
1,044 males and 1,000 females. For
1916, the ratios are shown to be
March quarter, 1,050 males 1,000
females; June auarter 1,051; Sep-
tember, 1,045; December 1,050. For
the year from July 1, 1915, to June
300, 1916, the first «¢complete year
during which the births registered
were affected by the war conditions
the ratio is 1,047 males and 1,000
females. This figure is considerably.
so far as males are concerned, above
any record during the preceding 50
vears, and approximates the Euro-
nean rate, which for many years has
been in excess of our own. A rise
in mortality among the aged of both
sexes occurred. It is a feature which
has appeared in statistics of other
belligerent countries, and may be a
reflex of the unusual stress and
anxiety. Infant mortality during the

is 5 per 1,000 above the rate in 1914
but below the average of the years
1905 to 1914, The provisional infant
mortality rate for 1916 shows a fall
to 91 per 1,000, the lowest on re-
cord.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a quar-
ter-section of available Dominion land in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Ageuncy for
the district. Entry by proxy may be
made at any Dominion Lands Agen«y (but
not Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
oine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions.
A habitable house is required except where
residence 1s performed in the vicinity.

Live stock may be substituted for culti-
vation undar certain counditlons.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section galongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each
of thrke years after earning homestead
patent,\ also 50 acres extra cultivation.
Pre-emption patent may be obtained as
soon as homestead tent on certain con-
ditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead In cretain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre.

Duties—Must reside six months in each
of three years, cultivate 50 acres and erect
a house worth $300.
