REINFORCEMENTS FOR
GEN.HORVATH'S FORCES

Vladivostok, Aug. 31—Four hun-
dred Zemstov troops, who joined the
forces of Lieut.-General Horvath,
the anti-Bolsheviki 7leader, have
been disarmed by the allies, pursu-
ant with the decision of the Allied
commanders to end an intolerable
situation that promised to result in
local disturbances. The disarmament
was accompanied whithout violence.
What disposition will be made of the
men depends on General Horvath
but it is likely that they will join the
forces of General Semenoff. The dis-
arming 'of the Zemstvos was effected
by squads of allied troops who prac-
tically seized the barracks occupiel
by the revolters. A decision to sub-
mit an ultimatum to the revolters
was reached by the council com-
manders.

The revolters were given the op-
tion of returning to their original
command or of joining the forces of
General Semenoff on the Manchurian
front, or of submitting to disarma-
ment. At five o’clock Sunday even-
ing the Allied patrols appeared in
the streets approaching the staff
building and adjoining the barracks.
IA curious throng attracted to the
scene, remained until midnight. Ap-
par Pntly warned that drastic action
might be taken, the revolters closed
the doors of their barracks to the
Allies emissaries, and for hours re-

fused to treat with them. Eventually

however, they submitted and were

disarmed

THE SITUATION.

On the whole of the Somme
battlefront Allied progress is being
maintained despite strengthening
German resistance. The British,
word comes this morning, have en-
tered the village of Danoutre, south
of Locre. The Allies are now con-
finiirg themselves to the capture of
important strategical positions,
rather than essaying further spec-
tacular advances. With virtually the
whoie of the ground lost last March
once more in their possession, they
have every reason for satisfaction,
more particularly as despatches in-
dicate the intention of the Hun to
fall back upon the old Hindenburg
line before making his next stand.
French and American troops under
Gen. Mangin and the French under
ren. Humbert, have been making
further progress in the Soissons
region, in the face of desperate op-
position. L

Word from Russia tells of a
further Bolshevik retirement before
the Allied forces on the Ussuri River.
The Japs are reported to have taken
Iman. The Trotzkyites and Lenin-
ites are near the end of their tether.
The Czecho-Slovak movement has
spread to the port of Cattaro, where
Czecho crews ahoard Austrians war-
ships have revolted. The Germans
are taking strong measures to sup-
press the national spirit in Esthonia,
another of the conquered provinces.

NO COMPROMISE

Mr. Lodge, member of the United
States Senate, has very clear and
comprehensive ideas on the above
subject. During the course of a re-
cent speech, he said: ‘“No peace that
satisfies Germany can ever satisfy us
It cannot be a negotiated peace. It
must be a peace, and we and our
Allies will negotiate it.”

Con¢imuings-he -went. on to warn
the world against the danger of yield-
ing to ‘German importunities ana
German sgphistries; which will as-
suredly be the first recourse of that
ndtion when the hope of military
Viétory hag vanished.

““The GeMmans repulsed and losing,”
said Senator  Lodge, “‘will undoubt-
edly resort to their other weapon,
which they have used more than once
during this war with terrible effect.
They will begin an insidious and
poisonous peace propaganda. With4
this weapon they hayve succeeded in
disorganizing Russia. It is the Ger-
man propaganda which we shall be
obliged to face in the ensuing months
and it therefore seems ito me of the
Jast importance to know exactly what
we mean by peacde. Geéneralities will
not serve, It must be, it is ecommon-
ly sald—we all have said it—just
and righteous peace.

“But what is a just and righteous
peace? We intend to make the world
safie for democracy. But what exactlv
do we mean by democracy? If we
mean, as we undoubtedly do, the de-
mocracy of England, France, Italy
and the United States, we can all
understand it; bu the bolsheviki
masquerade under the name of de-
mocracy and the bolsheviki, by a
combination 'of treachery, corruption
and ignorance, have reduced Russia
to servitude under Germany, have
engendered a form of democracy as
dangerous to the world as the gov-
ernment of Hohenzollerns.”

LABOR DAY.

The celebration of Labor Day has
@ very real meaning and one which
js going to become still more accen-
tuated in the time to come. ‘l'he
workers are ithe producers and no
one can gainsay the fact that in
times past they have not had that
ghare to which their labors entitled
them. The war in addition to a
great many other things is going to
do much to restore a proper balance.
The whole of the present gigantic
gtruggle is for the ©principles of
demdcracy, and the outcome must
of necessity give emphasis to that
fact.

Canadian labor has certainly a
proud record upon which to look at
the commencement of the fifth year
of the war. From their ranks there
has been a ready response to the
cause of Empire and of human lib-
erty, and their roll of sacrifice for
these things is indeed a lengthy and
a proud one.

In the matter of the production of
munitions also the workerg of this
Dominion have performed exceeding-
ly vital tasks Canada stands very
high in-the ranks of the Allied peo-
Ples in this respect and the output

from the shops has been of a very
essential nature in the task of com-
batting the devilish Hun.

The workers on the land have also
performed their part in an unsparing
way and under great difficulties, be-
cause of the demand which it was
found necessary to make upon the
young men of the farm in order to
keep up the fighting forces of this
country at the front.

In addition Labor has responded
most nobhly and ungrudgingly to
patriotic, Red Cross and other ap-
peals and in all essentials horne in a
whcle-hearted way a full shara of
the demands and the burdens of
these soul stirring times.

“Labor Day” now possesses a
significance which it never bhefore
attained. All honor to the men
whom the tarm implies, and all sue-
cess to the new hopes which have
been rightly kindled in their hearts.
They have been tnied in the fire and
found as true ag steel and the world
owes to them a proper and an ade-
quate recognition,

SATLORS' WEEK

The week designated for the Navy
League sailors has been set apart in
Ontario for the raising of $1 06Gn .-
000 between Sept. 1st and Sept. 7Tth
inclusive, For various reasons, it
ha_s_been decided to postpone the
campaign in Brantford an] Brant
County until the week commencing
Sept. 15th, when a combined appeal
will be made on behalf of this fundl
and that of the British Red Cross
with an objective of $50,000. The
proceeds will be divided equally be-
tween the two causes.

There is little need to dwell upon
what the merchant sailors have
done in this war. They have fear-
lessly continued their work despite
the unrestricted sub-campalign, and
over fifteen thousand of them have
given their liveg in the performance
of duty. As the outcome forty thou-
sand widows and orphans have been
left, many of them in sore straits.
for there is no state financial provis-
ion for them. These men receive at
the most $60 a mionth, and their de-
pendents \do not participate in any
patriotic funds, neither does the
wife receive any separation allow-
ance. They follow a most perilous
and ‘arduous calling, '‘and without
them the commerce of the Allies
would have come to a standstill, and
food transportation ceased, with star-
vation threatening on the one hand
and loss of produce prices on the
other.

A standing
card is of great benefit to the puhlie,
for doctors, and many others. To
know the name, address and phone
number of professional men is often
of vital consequence. The persons

The night official report reads:

ANADIAN FRONT
PUSHED FORWARD
FOR 12,000 YARDS

Advance of Sé_\jen Miles is
Achieved From Starting
Point Last Monday

SPLENDID PROGRESS..

By Courier Leased Wire,

‘With the Canadian Forces, Aug.
29.—(By J. F. B. Livesay, Cangdian
Press ‘correspondent ) —After very
hard fighting:all day yesterday the
entire front of the Canadians has
been pushed forward to a depth of
twelve thousand yards from the
jumping off point on Monday last,
and it is now in Ppossession of most
of the strong enemy advance posi-
tions in front of what he has adver-
tised as 'his main line of resistance—
the Drocourt-Queant switch, Deep
penetration has been made into that
line east of Boiry and also east of
Vis-en-Artois. In the first two days
fighting the Canadians captured over
2,500 prisoners, exclusive of wound-
ed, besides accounting for large num-
bers of enemy dead. A considerable
number of guns, both heavy and
light, have been captured, but these
are not 80 numerous as the captures
of the early days of the Amiens bat-
tle, because the enemy has followed
the policy of withdrawing his ar-
tillery as far as possible behind the
main line. This evening the line
runs south of the Scarpe River, ap-
proximately as follows:

From about midway between Pely-
es and Bjaches, easterly to the out-
skirts of Hamblain-le-Pres thence
about g mile northeast of Boiry to a
point due south of that village,
thence it bulges out east, taking in
Haucourt and trends off to the
southwest, where the troops on our
right have established themselves
in Croisilles.

‘On our left brilliant infantry at-
tacks suiported by a great concen-
tration in guns resulted, after per-
sistent efforts, in the storming of
Jigsaw wood and the capture of the
important artillery hill that lies
between this wood and Boiry. In
this operation we had the assistance
of a few tanks.

Much amusement was caused
among the Canadians by the pub-
lication of the German official re-
port, which says that the ground east
of Monchy was captured by the aid
of numerous tanks. A really con-
siderable number of heavy tanks, to
say nothing of whippets, took part

'in the battle of Amiens, but less than

a score assisted ‘the Canadians in
the present fighting. These were
very welcome as the going has been
over an exceedingly difficult country,
pitted 'with shell holes and the old
fortifications of 1917, while numer-
ous small woods and two river val-
leys offer splendid ground for ma-
chine gun stronzholds. Particularly
fine has been the. advance made
along the Cambrai road, throughout
much of which the troops engaged
had both their flanks in the air.

Fatigue is to a great extent the
iproduct of monotony. It follows
that trench warfare, while involv-
ing less physical exertion than a
‘war of movement, is for that very rea-
son a fatiguing business. But the
pxhaustion entailed by monotony is
differenit from mere (physical exhaus-
tion. It is-a weariness of mind
rather than body, and the cure for it
.is change.

Thus the soldier who comes to
England for a few days’ rest does not
spend the precious ‘hours in bed.
. He goes to theatres and dances; he
enjoys himself in wvarious ways,
which, if perhaps exhausting to the
body, are nevertheless refreshing to
\the mind. He returns to the front
recharged with vitality—for wvitality

F00D BOARD'S
REGULATIONS
ARE ENFORGED

Penalties Have Been Im-
posed for Many Breaches
of the Law

Advertisements in disregard cof the
regulations limiting holdings of flour
and sugar wiil not be tolerated by
the Canada Food Board. An exam-
ple has been made of Messrs. Ryan
Brothers, of Truro News, advised
people to 'buy a barrel of flour and
a sack of sugar. In the case of
sugar, the statement was made ‘‘the
price. is advancing.”” When the ad-
vertising came to the attention of
the Food Board the latter telegraph-
ed to MRyan Brothers, forbidding

,them to sell any flour or sugar for

ten days.

Licensed dealers in *food preducts
arc prohibited from dealing in food
or food mproducts with any person
who has.failed to comply with the
licensing regulations of the Canada
Food Board, or 'whose license has
been cancelled or is under suspen-
sion.

It is the intention of the Tood
Board to withhold, suspend or can-
cel the license of any person who
violates the food regulations.
Through its licensing regulations,
the Board has control of the distri-
bution «f food products and will
shut off supplies of such offenders.
For neglecting to obtain a confec-
tioner.s license and for using sugar
in the manufacture of candy, with-
out permission, the A. J. Campbell
Company, 1256 Fiffth Avenue. West,

the manufacture of candy for _that
purpose until afiter September 1, or
until a license has been obtained.
S. Miler, of Prince Albert, Sask.,
attempted to operate without a con-
fectioner's license and purchascd
smgar for the manufacture of candy,
without permission. He was order-
ed to disconitinue such manufaeture
and not to purchase sugar for candy-
making 'until a lcense ‘has been
obtaincd and an allotment of sugar
decided wpon.

The 'Chocolate Shop; 435 Grand-
ville street, Vanceouver, used up its
full allotment of sugar for the mon-
ths of May, June, July and August.
Accordingly, the management 'was
ordered to discontinuc manufacture
of candy forthwith, and not to pur-
chase sugar for that purpose until af-
ter September 1, or until permission
has been granted.

The Fort Garry Confectionery and
Bakery, 268 Portage avenue, Winni-
peg, recently commenced the manu-
facture of candy. On this account
the concern was not entitled to pur-
chase sugar for use in candy-making,
and has been ordered to discontinue
such manufacture and not to pur-
Jschase sugar for this purpose until
.after September 1, or until permis-
.sion has been granted.

Tom Lee, proprietor of the Star
Cafe, Windsor, was fined $100 and
costs by the local magistrate for
gserving beef steak during prohibited
hours.

Frederick Neston, Henry Avenue,
Winnipeg, failed to obtain a license
for his boarding .house and as a
consequence was fined $100 and
costs.

Samuel Diamend was fined '$100
and costs under the Waste Order in
the Ottawa Police Court for allowing
twenty-six boxes of ‘beans to rot.

For serving veal during prohibited
hours, 'Edy Benson, proprietor of
the Lachine Cafe, Lachine, Que., had
his license suspended and was or-
dered to close his restaurant for 10
days, from August 15th.

For selling beef during prohibited
hours, and fer serving ‘bread in
excess of the quantities allowed by
the regulations of the Canada Food
Board, Domigue Hallick, 1294 Iber-
ville street, Montreal, 'was ordered to
close his restaurant for seven days
from August 8th.

For not :conserving tin the distri-
buting of flour and for mnot taking
sufficient precaution to prevent ille-
gal export of flour from Canada, A.
A. Collins and Frank Robideau, both
of Cornwall, were prehibited from
purchasing or selling flour and feed
from August 16th to August 31st. If
they wish to continue in the flour
and feed business they must satisfy
the Canada Food Board, before the
expiration of the suspension period
that every precaution will be® taken
in future to sell only in limited
quantities, and to ‘bona fide residents
of Canada.

Three gipsies appeared in the
‘Goderich police court charged under
the law 'which requires men between
the ages of 16 and 60 to be engaged
in some useful accupation. All three
pleaded guilty but were given a
chance to dispose of their horses aad
find work.

rroducts.

TIPS ON CARE OF
LIGHTING SYSTEM

There is 170 Need {0 Motor
in Darkaess—Some Use-
ful Information

(By William H. Stewart, Jr.)

“"Ofhe of the most annoying occur<:
rences while .driving at night is to
have one. or more. of the lights go
out. The causes of this troubls are
many and varied, but a little know-
ledge- of the lighting system andg a
little experimenting will soon eguin
the average motorist with sufficient
command of the system to locate all
ordinary troubles. He must first of
all familiarize himself with the wires
necessary to carry the current from
the nattery to the lamps, leaving the
rest of the system for later study.
If the instruction book that comes
with the ecar is available it will be
of great assistance, but this much
of the system may bé learned with-
out it.

) Can You Find These?

He must begin by locating the
following: First, the battery, which
may be on the running board, under
the seat or slung on the frame,
usually under the floor boards;
second, the ammeter, which is ecar-
ried on the dash or instrument
board; third, the switch, on steer-
ing coltumn or on the instrument
board near the ammeter; fourth, the
fuse box, which fis usually near the
switch or under the hood, and, fitth,
the various lights.

The operator should know how to
trace the path of the current from
the battery to lamps and back again,
using the diagram in the instruction
book if possible. Start at the bat-
tery and trace it to the ammeter on
the dash. The ammeter indicates
whether the battery is charging or
discharging, and so is the first piece
of apparatus to be reached. The
current now passes to the switch,
with which the fuse block is usually
closely assoociated. :

The fuses are short lengths. of
fine wire ineased in glass. The wire
is made of lead and tin and melis
at a low temperature If a short
circuit oecurs on any ¥ine leading to
a lamp the heavy rush’of current is
too great for-the fuse, whiech melts
and breaks the circuit, stopping the
current and the danger as well. If
the heavy rush. of current were al-
lowed to continue the battery would
be disecharged and ruined or the
wires would become red hot, with
the possibility of setting fire to
some part of the ecar.

Tracing to the Lamps.

Having located the switeh and
fuses it should be an easy matter to
trace the ecurrent to the lamps.
Some systems ground the eurrent to
the. lamps and it returns by way of
the frame of the car. This is known
as the “single-wire’’ system. Other
systems provide a return wire from
lamp to switch and are known as
“‘two-wire”’ systems. Thig-is ea 'ly
determined by noting whether. he
wire from switeh to lamp is gine’n
or double. This is an important
detail swhen it comes to tracin-— the
current while looking for short ré-
cuits, etec. By tracing both
from the battery one will be found
grounded to the frame.

' In case all the lights go out we
look for some trouble at the hat-
tery, such as a loose wire or ter-
minal, or a short cirenit on «--—e
vart of the wires leading fr-—
battery. We follow along the line

by the ammeter, looking for loose or
broken Wwireg or shont circuits, until
we come to the switeh. 1t must be
evident that any trouble which af-
fects the whole system must be on a
part of the circuit common to all the
ligkts. We do not suspect a worn-
out battery, as this trouble usually
comes on gradually and gives ample
warning by the lizhts being dim,
brightening as the cizine speeds on.
If only one 1.-:! ioc3 out we im-
mediately inspecci ‘or a defective
light bulb or sce il t2 controlling
fuse has blown. If it has there is
probably a shert circuit on that line
or else the fuse may have worn out.
Do not replace the burned out fuse
until the short has been found and
removed. If the fuse is intact there
is a break somewhere on the line
to the light, probably a loose ter-
minal.

If a light flickers—that is, goes
on and off intermittently—that in-
dicates a loose connection. Do not
confuse this with the case of a weak
battery, when the light riseg and
falls with the speed of the engine.
Here the battery has not power
enough to feed the lights, and so
the generator carries the load.

By going over the lightin~ system
occasionally until it is undcrstood
and by systematic searching for
trouble when it oeeurs a—y motorist
will eventually master the entire
system.

MAN-POWER BILL
PAST CONGRESS

Measure to Recruit Citizens
From 15 to 45 Will Now
be ~ Signed

London, Aug. 31.—The strike of
Liondon police spread steadily
throughout the night and early to-
day a majority ofithe 22,000 con-
stables had joined in the movement.
The city of London police joined the
Metropolitan forces last night, and
only a few members of the night
shifts, which come on duty at six
o’clock, appeared on the streets.

London is customariily the most
thoroughly and efficiently policed of
all the great cities of the world, but
one might walk for miles to/day with-
out the sight of the familiar helmet
and blue wuniform. Comparatively
few constables responded to the call
to take the policemen’s places, and
as a consequence the city fis practical-
ly unguarded. That London is one of
the most orderly of dities is proven
by the absence of the policemen from
their beats.

Following a meeting (in the open

air at Tower Hill, at which their
grievances wene dliscussed, three
thousand strikers in plain ‘clothes
paraded the streets. At the meeting
it was decided that the executives of
the policemen’s untion should wrenew
their request to-day of the police
commlissioners for permanent in-
creases in wages. Secretary Carmich-
ael of the London Trades Clouncil
and other labor leaders assured the
strikers that organized labor is in
sympathy with them. Mr. Carmichael
declared that workmen stood ready
to make Monday a general holiday,
as an expresdion of sympathy.
It was proposed at the meeting
that the executives of the union go
to White Hall to-dav and demand to
see Premier Lloyd George. It was
also resolved at the meetling that the
police remain on duty at all govern-
ment works in redognition, it was
said, of the fact that the public an-
pears generally in sympathy with the
police, who, it recognizes, have al-
ways been underpaid, and that wages
have not been increased during the
war proportilonately with those of
other workers.

It ds our patent obligation to do
our utmost to support the depend-
ents of the 15,000 men of the merch-
ant marine who have lost all in our
service.

METROPOLITAN
POLICE STRIKE

Oqtlying Districts of Eng-
lish Capital Without Pro-
tection Yesterday

CONSTABLES WALK OUT

By Courier Leased Wire

'Lonvdon, Aug, 31.—London out-
side of the little square mile comp -
ing the city proper, has practicaily
be‘en without police protection since
mx@night when the famous Metro-
politan police force went on strik:.
Traffic, usually so well looked after,
was left to regulate itself until sp -
C‘la] ‘constables—oprivate citizens ¢n-
listed for the duration of the war to
assist the regulars—turned out in
hundreds to do the work of “hab-
bies.”’

The police strike became worse as
the morning wore on. Many members
of the day force joined throughHuc
the Metropolitan area. Only a small
number of the ol@er men remaired
at thelir posts. Plain clothesmen pick-
eted the station and tried to indi.ce
the officers still on duty and also t1»
special constables to strike.

An hour’s tour of the Metropblitan
area 'during the early hours of the
day found few policemen on duty.
Some, who were at their posts, had
donned uniforms through failnre to
get the notice from their union that
a strike had been 'declared. They
joined their comfrades when nickets
arrived to tell them of the dacisi....
In one division alone, that which
looks after the working class dis-
tricts of Battersea anld Wandsworth,
800 men failed to report. Such hugy
West-end centres as Charing Cruss,
Hyde Park cdorner, Marble Arch,
Camdentown, Tottenham Court R ind
and Shaftesbury avenue, were wich-
out their policemen. Simiilar condi-
tions prevaileld in south London and,
in fact, in most of the Metropolitan
area.

Before the lheavy traffic appeared
on the streets, however, it was re-
markable what little difference the
absence of the policemen made. ox-
cept, perhaps, to visitors, who -
pend upon them for directiion.

. Traffic proceeded as usual. D-iv-
ers, many of whom were themselves
on a strike a week ago, regulated 2
movement of vehicles, and there wus
little crowding.

An early morning call was sent out
by Scotland Yard to the special ~un-
stables, and by ten o’clock many of
them lhad reported for work and
were sent to ‘the busiest cormers to
take on duties which were new to
them, Heretofore they simp'v had
acted as patrolmen in quiet se-.tors
or around public buildings.

The stations were niot so bad'r afl-
fected as were the streets, as rthe
men of higher rank were no* &>
ready to dlisrelgard regulations and
thus take the chance of being de-
graded.

The city of London police, who #r>
not affected, number R00. The Me-
tropolitan force has between 4,090
and 5,000 members, Eight thoousin 1
of them have gone to war.

The Metropolitan police demand
increased wages, recognition of their
union and the reinstatement of a
discharged man who was active in
the policemen’s union.

A majority of the policemen in
the great Woolwich Arsenal »ud
dock yard joined the strike tliis
morning. The men in the town of
Woolwich itself, however, so far are
unaffected.

Leaders of the union said tha* ut
noon to-day 10,000 policemen were
on strike, and that the number was
hourly increasing.

“On August 28 it was learned that
the fifth company of the 22nd reserve
infantry regiment refused to go for-
ward. to relieve the fourth company,
which had suffered heavy losses, as
it had only gone out of line itself four
days previously.

“The men refused for two hours,
during which: time the commander
threatened to send them forward un-
der escort. In the end the men were
persuaded, after much ado about their
duty to the Fatherland. But the fires
of patriotism were not burning bright,
for one infantryman was heard to ex-
claim: ‘“To hell with the Fatherland.’”

Terrific losses continue to be inflict-
ed on the Germans. On a large sec-
tion of the front to the east of Ba-
paume, the Germans have not had
food for three days, because British
bombs smashed a large number of
their rolling kitchens. ¢

DRAMATIC DRIVE

BY TANKS

HELPS AMERCANS T0 A

German Lines Fall Back Over
Being Swept by Fire From Heavy Guns and Long
Range Naval Guns

Juvigny Plateau After

With the american Army on the,
Vesle Front, Aug. 29.—Accompanted
by a fleet of tanks and covered by a
heavy artillery barrage, the Ameri-
cans swept forward early to-day
against the German lines that slow-
ly and reluctantly fell hack over
Juvigny plateau. The littie opera-
tion carmed out yesterday L,  the
French and Americans had De.g
merely preparatory to the attack
which began at 7 o’clock this morn-
ing. The kink had been taken out
of the line yesterday, but no deter-
mined effort was made to advance
to any extent.

The firing was continuovs
throughott the night on both~sM9\s,*
the German. guns .being - especidlly’
active. The rains of the early even-
ing ceased before the ground had
been converted  into mud, so, when
the orders were given to-day, the
men moved forward unimpeded.

The German positions were shelled
most vigorously by heavy guns, mor-.
tars and light' pieces, firing almost
point blank. as well as by long range'
naval guns, which searched the posi-
tions far and mnear. And then the
infantry advanced.

Up over the plateau the infantiry-
men went towards Juvigny and
acrosg the little railroad
north and south. The Germans im-
mediately began to employ the tac-
tics of similar retreats, leaving their
rear defended by a line of miachine
guns hidden behind every clump of
brush, promontory, and wooeds. Only
a few detachmentg of infantry were
left, the enemy again adopting meas-
ures caloulated to save the most-men
possible. "

From Couronne Woods and an-
other little wood standing like sen-
tinelg between Juvigny and the Am-
erican lines, the German guns deliv-
ered a deadly crossfire. Juvigny is
only a villaze, but, located along the
side of a hill, it offered a peculiar
opportunity for defence, until the
advancing forces moved ' into posi-
tions from which thev were ahla to
make it untenahle. The resgistance
then stopped, the Germans retiring
further east into more broken
gropnd.

On Two-Mile Front.

The frontage assigned to the Am-
ericans was less than two miles.
That part in which Juvigny is locat-
ed was the scene of a dramatic tank
drive. Under the cover of artillery,
the light French tanks flirted along
both sides of the path up to the little
place, smashing down one machine
gun nest after another, in spite of
the employment by the Germans of
their new tank gun, a sort of super-
Mauser. This gun ‘is virtually iden-
tical with the Mauser, except that it
fires a bullet a little more than half

for $125,000 for salvage cervices.

Few motor.sts reecognize what an
efficient hrak ng system they hate in
the gear box, ccmbined with the en-
gine. A thoroughly reliabie braking
effect may be obtained which will
save the brake linings and may even
save life in cace the brakes fail.

A case comes to mind of a priver
in Maine who took two ladies down a
mile ‘'or two of mountain road and
killed both them and himself at the
bottom. The brakes had failed, and
he did not know ‘what else to do but
steer until death overtook him.

However, such knowledge is more
zeneral now, the only difficulty being
that drivers do not know what gears
to use. Fortunately, the problem is
a very simple one. If the clutch is
engaged and the gears in a speed it is
evident that there is a positive drive
from the engine night through to the
rear wheels. It must be equally evi-
dent, if the car is running downhill
and the clutch and gears are eR-
gaged, the engine being dead, that
the rear wheels will drive the en-

and the affect on the ‘wheels i8 to
slow them down. It becomes then
simply a question of choosing the
gears which will cause the Trear
wheels to do the most work. ?

1t will readily be seen that t&!
must -be. the low speed. ~‘Om ~1h
direct drive (which is the high speed
in a three speed gearset) the engine
revolves once to turn the drive shaft
once. But on low gear the engine
may revolve three or four times, de-
pending on the size of the size of
the gears. If the drive is reversed
the engine must revolve three or
four times for every revolution of
the drive shaft. As this gives three
or four times the drag that would
be given by the high gear, it is evi-
dent 'that it should be used. )

This may not seem to be very
hard work, hut that is because we
have not yet considered the reduc-
tion of gearing that takes place at
the differential. This varies with
different cars, but one may as well
call it four to one. That s, the
drive shaft turns four times to drive
the differential and axles once. If
we reverse this the wheels turning
once will drive the shaft four times.
If the low gear is in mesh the en-
zine 'will revolve four times for every
turn of the drive shaft, making six-
teen revolutions of the engine to one
of the rear 'wheels. If the high gear
were used the engine would turn
over only four times. By using the
low gear we get four times the
vraking effect. If we had a four
cylinder engine we have two strokes
of the pistons for each revolution,
nmaking thirty-two eirokes of the pis-
ton to cach revolution of the rear
mheels.

The question arises as to mhether
cwetion or compression is used. Most
people say compression, as they

engine over coiroiression But it is
rot diffieult to gpn an engine once it
is started, as the release of compres
¢ion helps the fly wheel along. If in
doubt try spinnink an engine bt
hand, with ‘ae compression cocks
open, and again with them closed. Tt
will be found much harder if cocks
are closed. The condition of suc-
tion above the pistons is opposed
by atmospheric pressure below the
pistons, making a heavy resistance.
This is not only reasonable but it
may be readily tested out in prac-
tice.

To try it out on a car choose a
moderately steep hill and go down
on low gear, clutch in and ignition
off. Try varying the speed with the
throttle. It will be found that the
car slows down when throttle is
closed and speeds up when throttle is
open.

The practice of using the engine as
a brake is advisable, especially on
steep rountain roads It insures safe-
ey, saves the brakes and cools the
engine, which = should be Teason
enough for doing it The usual pro-
cedure is to use the foot brake for a
whille and then to change to the
emergency brake.

The engine is cooled by this process,
as cold gasoline vapor is drawn in-
to the engine from the carburetor.
This is a decided advantage as the
gasoline spray softens the carbon on
cylinder walls and pistons, and so
enables it to burn away more readily
when the engine starts firing.
Misfiring May Result.

If this is continued too long, how-
ever, another effect is produced
which is not so desirable. All the
time the engine is being driven this
way oil is being siphoned to the top
of ihe piston, due to the unusually
strong suction while throttled down.
This -ecect is the more pronounced if
the piston rings are faulty or the
cylinders are worn out of round.
While the engine is working normal-
ly the oil is pushed down by the force
of the exploson, and so does not ac-
cumulate in the cylinder head. But
when the engine is used as a brake
the tendency toward misfiring due
to oil is increased.

Using the engine @s; a brake does

the boakes, but may be of vital im-
postance in case ‘the ~brakes fail.
This is a rare occurrence, to be sure,
put the history of motoring shows
many datalities from this cause. Be-
fore negotiating a steep decline it is
best to mesh the gears before the
necessity arises.

Do mnot wait for an emergency be-
fore trying out the above suggestion
Try it every time you g0 down a
ver steep hill. Get so used to it that
it becomes second nature. Then
when the emergenc comes you can
save your car and the lives of all in
it without any hesitancy, and a
knowledge of what to do will give
you far greater confidence every
time you start down a steep road.

30,000 Gallons of Moonshme
Poured Down Mountain

Washington, Aug. 30.—The big-
gest intensive round-up- of illicit
whiskey distillers ever undertaken
by ihe Government, has just been
completed in southern mountain dis-
tricts by revenue agents.

The activities of the agents re-
sulted in the seizure of 486 stills,
arrcst of 200 moonshiners, killing of
five outlaws and two sheriffs and
the wounding of a number of other
sovernment men and liquor makers.
This systematic campaign of raids
hag been under way eight weeks,
mainly in mountains of Tennessee,
Alabama, I'lorida, - Georgia, North
Carolina and South Carolina—all dry
States—hut arrests were withheld
until to-day to avoid giving advance
information to moounshiners of the
activities of a flying sguadron of 14
experienced revenue agents. This
band, working swiftly from commun-
ity to community, cleaned out nests
of moonshiners who had been operat-
ing without serious difficulties for .
years.

More than 30,000 gallons of moon-
shine whiskey was seized and poured
down mountain streams. Over $100,-
000 worth of illicit cooper stills of
all sizes and other paraphernalia,
automobiles, horses, mules and
wagons belonging to the distillers
wag taken by the flying squadron.
About 21,000 pounds of sugar found
on distillers premises was confiscat-
ed and the most of it given to the
Red Cross. Recommendations for
221 prosecutions have been sent to
the Department of Justice ang for-
warded to United States attorneys,
while most of the moonshiners
caught at their stills’ are behind
bars in southern jails awaiting
trial. : 3

WHAT TO DO IF
BITTEN BY A DOG

Rabies No More Frequent
During Summer Than
at Other Times

By Kilmer Krusen, M.D.
Director Philadelphia Public Health.

There is a prevdiling Dbelief that
dogs are likely to “go mad” during
the summer ‘months. As a mdtter of
fact, this may occur at any time of
the year. It is true, however, that
dog bites occur more frequently dur-
ing the summer months because dogs
run at large more freely at this time
of the year and when uncared for
are :apt to become irritable and.trou-
blesome, causing panic among pedes-
trians.

Every biting dog does not neces-
sarily have rabies, buf the disease
should be suspeeted until proper la-
boratory tests have determined proof
to the icontrary. It is not true, as
sometimes 'believed, that dogs get
rabies from the heat or from lack
c¢f water or food. They can only
contract the disease when bitten by
another rabid: Animal.

If a person is bitten by a dog or
any other animal, thé first and most
important thing to do is to have the
wound cauterized by a physician.
The preventjon of hydrophobia de-
pends -upon-the thoroughness of
cauterization of the wounds. Injuries
about the head and face should re-
ceive spetial: ntion; as they are
the most Home reunedhs
should not"be relied upon.

LEAGUE OF NATIONS

Britain, U.S, a S., and France
Must Accept the Burden
at Once

WHAT LEAGUE MEANS

London, Aug. 30.—(Correspond-
ence of the Associated Press)—‘The
United States, Great Britain and

France will be the foundation of anv
League of Nations, and they must ac-
cept this burden at once,” declared
Sir Francis Trippel to an Associated
Press correspondent. Sir Francis re-
cently issued an appeal for the im-
mediate formation in England of 2
“Council for the Advocacy of a
League of Nations.’”

“The first thing to be done, is to
divest the scheme of illusions,’”” he
said. ‘““A League of Nations is not
an absolute substitute for war. It is
not an absolute guarantee of peace.
It does not mean, for the present,
total disarmament. It cannot be a
‘forgive and forget’ panacea.

“A league of nations must have
the power to enforce its decrees. That
is' the crux of the whole question. If
it has not, it will igo the way of all
the rest.

“Its chief function will be to re-
move the causes of war. It must
make it easy for nations to co-oper-
ate and hard to stand alone. If a
nation knows that a league has n-
power to enforce its decrees, it has
scant respect or scruple for it.

“Does anyome in his senses be-
Heve that such a league 1is even
remotely possible with a dominant
Germany? She is the pariah nation
‘of an angered world. If the fight
ends in a draw, ghe remains domin-
ant. * If it ended to-morrow she
would snap her fingers at the ideals
of the universe. Germany, as she is,
is a menakce to the world’s peace.

‘“No propaganda is more import-
ant at the present time than the pro-
paganda of the League of Nations.
And- its existence depends upon Ger-
many's '‘defeat at her -own particular
game—the game of war,

‘““A council for the advocacy of a
League of Nations will be necessary
in every country as far as possible,
if imperialistic tendencies and dynas-
tic desires for conflict are to be
‘checked. We ¢an begin, at any rate
with the United States. France and
Great Britain. These threes Western
demoleracies are bound to form an
influential portion of any league of
nations in the near future,

“A preliminary icouneil for Great
Britain should be-formed from pub-
lic men of all opinions.”
