Amend Election Act
In the House~of .Commens on Mon-
day, ‘Mr. Aylesworth introduced a bill
to amend thé Dominion Elections
Act. The am>ndments,suggested are
contained  in {he following : =,
(1) Al ‘coatributions. to  election

Favor: Ghnrch Union wick r&ently, ‘ when_ surrounding |expenses must -‘be made through a

candidates’ statutory agent who must
make the same public.

(2) Heavy penalties -are provided
for contributions to election funids on
the part of corporations.

(3) Circulation of false stitements
regarding the. conduck or charaoter of
a candidate -to be penalized, if shown
to be circulated with'a view to afi-
ecting the election -result.

"(4) Handbills ‘printed during the el-
ection campaign must bear the name
of the printers.

(5) Aliens are forbidden to take
any part in the elections,

(6) A penalty is provided for, tear-
ing down of public proclamations.

(7) Neommation papers must give
the nominee’s address.

(8) The bribery clauses of the oath
for a vote is to be made clearer.

(9) A special numbered ballot is to
be allowed to' voters ‘'whose names
are omitted from the list, but wheo
will take the oath that they are
qualified.

(10) Where the federal suhdivisions
are not idintical with the provincial
authority is given for the transier of
names from one classification to an-
other.

(1) -No bhallot shall be spoiled by
any mark placed on it by the deputy
returning officer.

(12) A7 penalty of disiranchisement
and disqualification for a federal of-
fice for eight years is added to the
present penalties against bribe givers
and bribe takers. ;

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BLACK HAND
TACTICS

Victims Fear to Testify Against
the Operators—-No Central
Organisation.

Evidently the Black Hand has
reached as far west as Winnipeg, for
Mayor Ashdown has received a very
threatening letter, says the Mail and
Empire. Indeed from. known facts
one might fairly deduce unusual ac-
tivity on the part of this, baleful
brotherhocd in the far west of Cana-
da, “because there Itakians in large
numbers are engaged or will be en-
gaged, in railway conseruction work;
That the mayor of Winnipeg is in
any partioular danger is not likelyj
and we interpret the threats against
him as a neat way for the bandits to
tell their countrymen they are ‘“ on
the job’’ and that assessments must
be promptly paid up.

Speaking generally it may be said
that the dreaded Black Hand has
spread all over this cShtinent. Where-
ever there is an Italian community,
there §s the agent of the organisa-
tion.. He may be a member of the
community himself, or ke may be a
stranger. So “long as he is wicked
enough or cunfiing enough he canlive
at ease supported by his unfortunate
countrymen. - ‘The fact. that any one
hears little dbout the Black Hand in
any given Italian community may be
evidence that it is prosperously - at
work. - Dynamite ovtrages and kid-
nappings are by no means the surest
sign of Black Hand strength in any
district, for at bottom the organisa-
tion is not founded with a view of
murdering people. A murder 1aay
signify a failure to collect blackmail
or it may he wantonly committed in
order to have a terrorizing efiect on
intended victims of ‘blackmail.

The Weekly

An American writer on immigra-
tion who has -paid particular atten-
tion to the Black Hand organisation
is Mr. Broughton Brandenbharg, 2and
he thinks that the outward i:actliv-
ity of the Black Hand is the .\rest
sign that it has fastened itself se-
curely on the community and is col-
lecting blackmail without the neces-
sity of violence. He testifies 1o hav-
ing seen it at work among gangs of
Italian navvies. On pay day an\It-
alian furns up, and goes round ain-
ong the men apparently begging. His
exactions are, usually small, perhips
amounting ‘to 50 cents from each fa-
borer. Mr. Brandeburg estimates
that there are 150,000 Italians in the
United- States who have submitted
themselves to the Black Hand .apd
are payving weekly < assessments for
their exemptions from worse evils.
As to the membership of the organis-
ation, it is! impessible to hazard a
guess, as new branches  spring up
constantly, ' but our authority says
that in New York theré . are 4,000
young Italians who live -in affluence,
yet who have never worked. He sup-
poses all of them to be members of

The Rebel and the LesSon

Why Black Hand outrages are cem-
moner at certain seasons of the year
than at others is explained by Mr.
Brandenburg. When the Italians are
all at work, and earning goGi wages,
they more readily yield to the threat
of their oppressors, and pay their
weekly ransom without much demur;
but in the winter time, when work
is scarce, and the laboring Italian is
driven to the most desparate shifts
to support: his family, he is often
forced into rebellion hv the cruel ex-
actions of his task master. Than it
is that he will refyse te pay, and
perhaps he may try to drive a stil-
etto into the carcase of his “collect-
or. For a few days nothing happens;
the Black Hand waits till the whole
colony knows of the trouble. Then
suddenly the blow falls. The lesson
has been taught, and some.of the
bolder spirits who had lifted “their
head rebelliously once more bow their
necks to the voke.

Afraid to Inform

To exterminate the whole blood;
thirsty order on this continent would
be a simple matter if i% were not for
the reluctance of victims to turm to
the police and bear witness against
the blackmailers. From Rome the
Italian has brought. the conception
that it is dastardly to inform on the
rufian who attenipts his Jife. The
proper thing to do is to become an
equal muffian and stab the ememy.
This sentiment makes the 'work of
the authorities in Black Hand cen-
tres “extremely difficult. More than
this is”the absolute terror the gang
inspires. On several occasions the
police thought they were on the
{hreshold of discoveries that would
result in the conviction of whole
hroods of these ruffians; but at the
last moment the material witness re-
canted his former confession, and

chose imprisonment for perjury rath-|

er than the fate that he feared should
he openly proclaim himself an enemy
of his tormenters. On al least two
occasions mentioned by Mr. Branden-

burg, the Black Hand has given the

‘“‘death signal”’ to the witness in the
box, -with: the result- that there has
been an insfant and complete with-
drawa! of- damaging statements, to
the disgust of the police and the in-
dignation:‘of the judge. But increas-
ing the misfortunes'_of the victims
by sending them fo prisom for per-
jury is a;'poor way of exterminating
the band: *
\Io Central| Organisation
In tm\é no, doubt, the system that

is being persued in distriets ' where
the Black Hand is known to be
strong, the hiring of special Italian
detectives, will win the day. Even
though the convictions:they are able
to secure are by no means commen-
surate with the outrages committed,
the fact that they are apt to be ar-
rested—and none too gently handled
by the police~will deter many of the
cutthroats, and gradually. put ‘some
pluck into the victimis who now take
their punishment lying down. In one
important respect the depradatnons of
the black Hand are not as serious as
they might be. At present the ruf-
fians have no chief, no pafticular or-
ganisation. They simply copy each |
others methods. With the coming of
some murderous, masterful outlaw, |
who would apply to the Black Hand
the methods J..P. Morgan applied to
the steel industry, the criminal ca-
pacity of the Black Hand would be
enormously increased.

STARVING

Their Reserve Being in a Graz
ing District Sets Them at' a
Disadvantage.

Are the people of Canada allowing
the wards of -the nation to suffer the

The fact that a couple of Stoney

| Indians had their names on_the su-

preme court docket, on a charge of
cattle killing, comes as a shock to
many.

The members of this tribe are in-
variably law abiding and industrious
and have been pointed to as examples
of what proper instruction and treat-
ment will e\ohe from the sons of
the prairie.

The Stoney Indians have been giv-
en the alternative of working or
starving. It is impossible for them
| to secure work for. more than a total
of a few weeks in the year, so they
are in a fair way to starve. ¥

The whites in the ncmlty of the
reservation at Morley - -eavided
work so far as they are nble, and

'some of the Indians have been em:

ployed cutting wood for the lime
kilns at Kananaskis. Others have
cut and shipped wood and posts to
Calgary, but as theedemand Tfor this
is limited and all the wood near the
railway has been cut, it cannot ‘be
considered a source of much value to
even the small number w in it.
The-lime kilns too will cease to use
wood in the near future and thus-an-
other source of employment will be
closed to them. .
The ‘Indians formerly owned a
large pumber of horses, the sale . of
which has_been their chief means of
support during the past few years,
particularly since their rations have
heen withdrawn, but they have now
not enough for their own use.
Although the Indians are wards of
the crown, they were compelled last
year, under the law of the local gov-
ernment, to pay.a license fee of $2.50
per. rifle to the chief game guardian,
who was on hand for the purpose of

‘| collecting it on treaty day, thereby

depriving the Indians of ome-half of
their treaty payment, which would
otherwise have gone for the purchase
of flour and other necessities. As a
natural consequence he was compell-

led to kill more game than he other-

wise would have done.

Their reserve is in the grazing sec-
tion and it is utterly impossible lor
them to sustain themselves by farm-
ing, as owing to, elimate conditions,
grain will rarely ripensand it is al-
ways cut as green feed.

the Indians® by giving them a small,

case the reserve would not sustain a1

sufficient number of cattle to support
the tribe, ‘and as a “matter of fact
many Indians have no cattle at all.
The Blackfoot, Sarcee, Blood and
Piegan Indians all have large reser-

,Ves situated in good agricultural dis-

tricts where they are rapidly becom-
ing sell-sustaining. They have Tre-
ceived and. are receiving:far more as-
sistance from the government than
| the Stomey Indians, although during
the Northwest rebellion of 1885, the
'former had to be watched and pohc-

’ml while -the Stoneys were the first

to offer their assistance to the gov-
ernment and also volunteered their
services as scouts, ~to 'the -Imperial
gmernment through .

FLAX IN
~ ROTATION

Prof. Thomas ..)haw Explains
‘How 'Flax "Seed May be
Grown Without Injury to
the Soil. e

Prof. Thomas gaﬁ Sof the univer-
sity of Minnesota,; who was former-
ly o professdr in' Zhe. Ontario agr -
caltural! college at Guelph, is of the
opinhion | that there is no more pro-
fitable trop for the farmer of the
North-west than flax-seed. He says:
"“The | idea prevails that flax is
hard on land, viewed from fhe stand~
point of bhe\ removal of plant food
from the soil. * Essentially it is not
more so than wheat. The wheat am-
ong cereals is- relatively hard on
land furnishes no reason why it
should not be grown where the con-
ditions | are favorable, but it does
furnish a reason -why it. should. be
grown in such a way that the fer-
tility of the land :may still be main-
tained, land the same line of reason-
ing will apply to flax. When flax is
grown in a judicious rotation, it
fits as naturally into .the same as
any other crop.
The Proper Rotation

“The question now arises, what is
the rotation in which flax should be
grown 2 A little reflection will ans-
wer- this-question. When land ts first
broken, and when at the same time
a proper seed bed is prepared, it fur-
nishes the hest. crops. Why ? For
three reasons: First, it is well sup-
plied with the elements 'of plant
growthy second, it is well stocked
with Mimus that is, vegetable mat-~

ter and in a state " of decay; and
third, it is relatively clean. The de-
caying vegetable matter in the soils
adds to the available fertility from
other sources, and 1t also furnishes
moistiire to the plants The relative-
ly .clean condition ol .the soil is very
favorable to the ‘growth of the flax
crop, as it is not,well fitted to cope
with a vigorous growth of noxious
weeds. The influence of . the. flax crop
ig also)wt_plul toz the quick reduction
of the prairie sod, owhg to the  pe-
culiar nature' of:‘the - fibrous growth
of the roots. These, penettating -ev-
ery part, reduce,the soil to adisin-
tegrated pulverulent mass, which is
greatly hvottb!ve to the yowth ‘of

flax.
