PROSPECTUS.
This is the Star. We have no 

apology for it. It must speak for 
itself.

And now our mission. There is 
an ideal press before whoso shrine 
we bow: what l hat ideal is, we 
would have our readers know. It 
is that press which knows no private 
interest or party weal that stands 
in the way of the public good. It 
is that press which marches on in 
advance of the people, thinking for 
the masses and moulding public 
opinion. It is not a press which lags 
in the rear, till the strongest pro­
claim their shibboleth, and then take 
up the chorus. The most sacred in­
stitution in any land is su intelligent, 
moral andÿ'freo press, that sets up 
for its motto that written by Judge 
Story—a press

Unawed by influence and un­
bribed by gain.”

We say we woiship at that shrine 
—and we do so ; and it shallbe our 
constant aim to make a paper a 
counterpart of the model wu have 
set up, caring less for the gains 
than the name, and finding a better 
reward in the praise of posterity 
than in the gold of the hour.

The duties and the responsibiltfes 
of the press are great and grave. 
Questions often arise suddenly that 
the public mind does not lane the 
trouble to consider, but the news­
paper editor must always be pre­
pared to show some clue to the 
mystery or to put some interpreta­
tion upon the most involved circum­
stances. He must think more 
hastily than other men, and reach 
conclusions faster—then it his judg­
ment be faulty, the public, which in 
the end is always right, will detect 
his shortcomings. The duty of 
thinkiug for one’s self is important 
enough, and the man who is able to 
do so is generally above the common; 
but how much more important is 
the duty of him who thinks tor the 
thousands and fashions their opin­
ions after his own. If the sun be 
eclipsed the earth will be darkened ; 
if he whose doctrines may become 
the rule ot the stale should spread 
abroad insidious teachings through 
the press, many of the thousands 
who look upon him as a teacher 
will catch the infection.

Tlte press is the first and greatest 
born of a free people.- Before the 
days of the press superstition and 
ignorance held sway over men’s 
minds, tyraunj, lorded it over the 
land and bad kings sent innocent 
men to the block for a miserable 
whim. But when the press once 
began to breathe the spirit of the 
people through its columns, tyranny 
faltered and autocrats and evil corn- 
bin étions trembled before it. In 
Russia to-day there is no free press, 
but there is a rule of knout and iron 
—a galling tyranny that we free 
people cannot conceive of.

In countries blessed with the 
glorious boon of liberty, the press 
is to-day the greatest power upon 
the face of the earth, and there is no 
man, no matter how high his station 
that does not bend his knee beiore 
it. With such a conception of the 
press, and of the duties of those 
who control the press, we give this 
paper to our readers. And it we 
have faithfully portrayed our ideal 
newspaper, and the duties ot a 
proper editor wo have stolen a 
march on our readers and given 
them our prospectus.

But these are only the general 
principles upon which a newspaper 
should be conducted, and while it 
shall be our constant aim and great­
est pains to conduct the Star upon 
the ideal we have set up, there re­
mains to be specified the special ob­
jects it shall be our particular duty to

achieve. First of all we shall sup­
port the liberal conservative parly 
because we believe their policy for 
Canada in her present condition is 
good. The moment wo think the 
nterests of the Country arc subord­
inated to the interests of the ruling 
party, that momeut wo cut the lie 
that binds us and call for better 
men. We have bad no difficulty 
in concluding that the much abused. 
National Policy, under all the circ­
umstances is by far the best for 
Canada. Our reasoning to this 
end we shall give in future issues of 
our paper, deeming such a subject 
as not belonging to this place.

We shall always to the ut­
most of our power oppose 
any measure having a 
tendency towards annexation or 
secession ; and with equal force shall 
we oppose any steps towards the 
disintegration of the Dominion, by 
a repeal cf the union. Both these 
are cmbryotic questions now ; 1ml 
we see them in thé future with many 
followers. It were well to educate 
the public mind to deal with them 
when they come. To do this -shall 
be part ofour^mssion.

The writer has of late been 
through Nova Scotia, and talking 
there with some of its leading men 
be has learnt that the sister province 
is looking forward at no distant 
day to a Maritime Union. We shall 
be in no harry about advocating 
any such a change believing 
that petty political nostrums for 
a state, goes as far towards better 1 
ing the condition of the people as 
the medicines of the mountebank 
goes to improving the human body.

Great minds within our Dominion, 
bursting with loyally, thins we are 
too far from the throne to be happy, 
and are looking to the day which 
will see &. Federation of the Em­
pire. This is a no-party idea, and 
among the Liberals we believe Mr 
Blake is its greatest champion. 
Matters of this kind, like the estab­
lishment of the fulcrum at some 
point outside the world, whereon an 
Archimedes might place a lever and 
overturn our planet ; the conversion 
of the Sahara into an inland sea, 
and kindred other mighty enterprises 
we leave to otlieis, professing our­
selves unable to deal with them.

If our loyalty can only be pre­
served by crying out for the federa­
tion of tho empire, then shall we 
have to sit and in despair watch its 
departure. This federation of the 
empire seems to ws, from wbst we 
have read of it, like harnessing a 
horse in Frederictou to a rope 
attached to a log in some part of 
Chatham. The connexion is about 
as remote—or about as near, men 
of the Blake school will have it.

But charity ought to begin at 
home, and before we reached this 
point we should have said what our 
aim shall be in relation to the county 
whose bread we hope to eat for the 
next few years. We never shoul l 
have come to Chatham but for the 
bright hopes we entertain of its near 
future. The grounds upon which 
wc have based cur hopes are no rosy 
dream, but a probable possibility to
whose fulfilment we consider the 
Star substantially pledged.

We now refer to the important 
post between the Old World and the 
New, which we believe Chatham is 
to be at a date not far distant. It is 
known that Newfoundland is now 
engaged in buildihg a road from St 
John’s to George’s Bay. This road 
will be part of the new high road 
from Queenstown to America ; At­
lantic steamers during the summer 
months will discharge freight and 
passengers at St John’s; they will 
be re-shipped at George’s Bay ; and 
Chatham in our theory will be the 
entre-port, as well as the distribut­
ing port for the Dominion and New 
England States This means that a 
road would be built—and in auy 
case the road will be built—up the 
M'ramiebi, from Chatham, and down 
the Nashwaak to Fredericton. What 
this would mean to Chatham, those 
who have some knowledge of the 
freight and travel by the steamers 
plying on this route, need not be

told. We have already, by our 
articloa. turned the eyes of our 
New too»?.(land friends \o this 
scheme, mid our readers may res 
assured that anything we can hence­
forth do in the same direction, will 
no1 he wanting.

Next to the harvest of the land 
that of our fertile waters is most 
in portant to our people here. The 
questio i therefore of our fisher ie 
and how that industry may best be 
perpetuated if not fostered, is one 
for grave consideration. -It seems 
to us that in ilie past our dealings 
with this question have been more or 
ess spoculativeand every processly 
for the repopulation of our waters a 
mere trial one. We shall not only 
approve further expenditures in the 
search for success, but we shall ask 
a much larger apportioment for our 
Maritime seas and rivers thau they 
nave received in the past, believing 
that at the present they receive far 
short of their share. Upon our fish­
eries here thousands of people are de­
pendent for support, while in other 
quarters where the fisheries never can 
be to the inhabitants what ours are 
to our people, lavish sums are expen­
ded with the most ridiculous results. 
There is a batch of useless officers in 
the Fishery Department that ought to 
bo sent on “long holidays” and better 
men be put in their places.

Upon this fishery question we 
shall be on tie side where 
lie the interests of Miramiohi 
and tho North, and we shall insist on 
tho laws relating to the protection of 
our fisheries being rigidly enforced.

If to the farmer or the lumberman 
what we could say might ever be 
useful, let him depend upou our 
assistance : and much within news­
paper scope can be said in the in­
terest of both.

A nation’s wealth consists 
in her natural agents, her 
resources and her factories. ' The 
two former this favored country has; 
it shall be our constant task to show 
our people they should have more of 
the latter. For this we have a 
National Policy.

We think in the matter of, costal 
telegraphic service, the important 
fishing settlements along the Mir- 
amicni and other parts ottfie North 
Shore have been left out i:i the cold.

If Dr. Fortins scheme be as ad­
vantageous as it if claimed, then we 
do not want to have our fishermen 
deuied these advantages. Aud with 
tho powerful friends this county has 
“ at court,” we feel assured that the 
privileges ot the telegraphic costal 
services will soon be extended to ns. 
To this end the Star's efforts shall 
also be directed.

Upon the principle that under re­
sponsible government, the country is 
ruled by party, and that without party 
responsible government is impossible, 
we shall be the advocate of such party 
politics as seem to us best for the 
interests of the country—of our 
Province aud the Dominion.

Wc shall always deal 
with public men, upon 

their public record, save where 
private dealings crop out in public 
doings, or where tho one is insepar­
able from the other. Then we know 
no man as we know no mercy. We 
believe there is no greater poltroon 
than the coward who sits at the edi­
torial desk and is afraid to speak his 
mind; If we are only to get bill 
heads and dodgers to print by smother 
ing our couvictions.theu we shall be- 
pleased to starve. Yet we also know of 
some men presiding over newspapers 
who are nothing if not absuive ; and 
who unfortunately often please and 
cany the crowd as does the clever 
ruffian on the street corner, who is 
overflowing with words and fertile 
in low smart retort. These vulgar 
persons degrade the press to the 
level of those to whom they catei. 
Our face shall alwas be sel against 
such characters.

And now we have reached tho stage 
whereat we cannot but express our 
wonder that an enterprising and an 
intelligent people like those inhabit 
ing the sturdy towns of the Miraini- 
chi should have remained so. 
loug without a newspaper 
There is no other part 
of the Dominion, that wc arc aware 
of, blessed with the natural resources, 
the wealth and the intelligence of 
Miramichi, that has not p. newspaper. 
To fill the dank so long existing we 
have come here, and to publish a pa­
per that may be worthy of the people 
among whom we have cast our lot 
shall be our loftiest aim.

Then wo shall publish the semi- 
weekly Star on Wednesdays and 
Saturdays, and send it post-paid to 
any address for $2 per annum. The 
paper shall be sold on the streets ot 
all the Northern towns, oil the steam 
bats and on the railways. The day 
is not far, wo hope, wheu Chatham 
and the North will be able to support 
a tri weekly, mayhap a daily, news­
paper, upon which the people may 
rely without having to wait for the 
St John publications.

HOLDING FAST.

RETURNED.

Senator Muirhead has returned 
from a fortnights trip to the Upper 
Provinces. Part of his mission was 
in his own interest, for the worthy 
Senator conjointly with others is 
largely connected iii business enter­
prises in Upper Canada as well as 
here. The other part of his mission 
was in the interest of the people of 
Northumberland. To this end he 
appointed an interview with the 
worthy veteran of Northumberland 
Conservatives, Hon. Peter Mitchell, 
on the matter of an extension of Dr. 
Fortin’s costal telegraphic system to 
Chatham, and other topics bearing on 
matters of much interest to the North 
Shore, and Northumberland in par­
ticular. Our two worthy représenta, 
lives,—for we may say that though 
Hon. Peter Mitchell resides in Mon­
treal, he is as active in our interests 
as if he lived among us—concluded 
to press the matter of telegraphic 
extension upon the attention of the 
Government and Dr. Fortin : and we 
may inform onr readers that when the 
Coslal System is established, our fish­
ermen on the coast will not be found 
in the cold. Senator Muirhead has 
brought home assurances that the 
materials for the lines and cable con­
nexions are on the way, and though 
the line between here and the coast 
had for the time slipped Dr. Fortin’s 
memory, it will be established simul­
taneously with the balance of the 
system.

* The antumn leaves are falling, 
yet Judge Weldon sticks fast to his 
rc'olution to rem in upon the 
Bench. It may be as well to in 
form our readers that Judge Wel­
don is one of our Supreme Court 
Judges, a very, very feeble old man 
whose term expires this autumn, 
and who may if he choose live the 
rest of bis,life in retirement upon a 
pension to which his services have 
entitled him. Judge Weldon has 
lived to a ripe old age, and at the 
present is not much fitted for any 
employment, unless it be to pray; 
yet he has we are told no 
notion of retiring, though he has 
received a hundred hints that he 
ought to make way for a younger 
and more vigorous man. He has 
no excuse in the world for staying 
where he is ; and there are scores of 
nice quiet places he could get 
where he might live the rest of his 
days.Judge Weldon’s stubbornness 
in this matter is rather notable, 
and plainly it would be an act of 
charity for his nearest friends 
to point out to him that those who 
thought him upright and learned in 
his day as Portia, now feel that he 
would be much better iu private 
life than torturing his age and 
feebleness with the intricacies of 
law.

But where one should look for 
friends of the poor Judge, he finds 
enemies; and among these enemies 
is His Honor’s own son Charlie. 
Now Charlie is a Grit member who 
is representing St. John for the last 
time in the Commons, and being a 
Grit, and a firm believer in prophe­
cies,he regaids it as a dead sure thing 
that at next election the Conserva­
tives will be routed, and on Mr. 
Blake assuming power, he will be 
made Judge in the vacancy repies- 
ented now by his father. H e conse- 
sequently advises the Judge to re­
main where he is, assuring him that 
they (the Government,) cannot put 
him out.

Well, they are not likely to dis­
miss him, though they can if they 
wish for sufficent cause, and old age 
must be a sufficient cause, impeach 
him. But impeachment is a deli­
cate matter and the Government 
will hardly resort to it; though 
glancing through the personnel of 
o'lr Dominion benches a few im­
peachments wonld not earn for our 
Government the name of being 
over particular.

September has fled away, and now 
we have what poets call the jnelan- 
choly days upon us. Tis true October 
gives forests of living gold, bat these 
are but the flushes which precede the 
death of nature. With September we 
have lost autums spicy breath and 
sober green and the lovely harvest 
moon which shed its mellow light 
upon the late workers in the field.

We know of no one we 
would recommend for the position 
beforn Mr. King, but that he knows 
very little law : and a judge on legal 
matters ought-to be fairly posted.

While in India I was very anxious to see 
a Hindoo woman in her native dress, and 
this I accomplished through ear stevedore ; 
what his proper name was I do not know, 
but he went under the sobriquet of“Yanker 
Diok.” Diok was rather a ge lins in his 
way and oould talk English very fairly but 
could not get over the coolie way of sitting, 
which always seemed to me the most unoom- 
for .able position one can get into:it is simply 
as the children say sitting on their hunkers, 
The knees are bent until the body almost 
touches the ground, and the coolies will re 
main in this position for hours, This was 
D’ck’s favorite position, when not at work, 
and the sailors used to amuse themselves by 
knocking his feet from under him and ask­
ing him why he did not sit like a white man. 
Hearing that Diok had lost caste I asked 
him how much of a family he had, he said 
tTio girls. I then asked him if he would let 
me see the inside of his house and his family 
as I had never seen a Hindoo family: he 
answe cd that if I v. ould come with him on 
the fol'owing evening I could see them. So 
on the next evening I accompanied him to 
his home which was not far from Cho wringer, 
the lower part of the city. His house was 
built of bamboo with a thatched roof and one 
glory high. X7e entered at once from the 
st eet into a square room not much inoom- 
moued by chairs, but presenting a goodly 
show of brass pots on a shelf. I sat on a box 
while Dick went for the girls: he soon re­
turned and so" * that they wonld be along 
shortly. Ar re enough in a few minutes 
they did come, bnt it w • almost impossible 
to fini them; ï could see nothing hut two 
dark, rather prettily shaped heads pee ing 
from, and above, a great pile of gaudily 
colored eallc -welled to the utmost oapaeity 
by immense ps: they had got them=e'v s 
np in Eurooean style in honor of a vi "tor,
I explained that I hadoome to aee tl em in 
their native costume. They seemed rather 
disappointed that they were not app-. iated 
a la European, but we t out and soon re 
turned, two very pre.ty girls, aboutas dark 
as Mulattos, with large black dreamy look­
ing eyes, straight noses and thin lips: their 
et blaok hair was long and done np in 
jeavy eoils high on their^heads,their d e ses 
were very becoming and seemed to consist 
of two pieces, the inner one white cotton or 
linen, and the enter one pink silk. These 
were wrapped around them so as to cover 
the body and the bosom almost to the neck; 
and in each a inrun' • i ■ to e -pose the inside 
of the arm to the elbow, when the arm was 
hanging down; but vhen bent, leaving a 
long joint depending from the elbow. The 
lover part of the dress was arranged in like 
msnner, «hewing the inside of the leg from 
the kn-e down, while a long tapering piece 
hung down onts’ue as far as the ankle joint: 
this wrap was fastened by a large silver pin 
at the bosom. They wore both bangles and 
bracelets of the same metal; the former 
they seemed pleased to hear elink as they 
often knocked them together. While they 
walked about the room, their movements 
were very graoefnl.and their figures though 
slight were beautifully formed, which in­
deed I found to be the ease generally 
a a on g the Bengaleese both men and women. 
They seemed to appreciate admiration qn te 
as mnoh as the sex generally. I afterwards 
saw a Hindoo woman who wore no clothing 
bnt the onmmerband or waist-oloth, usually 
worn by the lowest class, with a a solid gold 
bangle, on one of her ankles, which I should 
think was nearly two inches wide and half 
an inch thick. They are very earful of 
these ornaments, and some of them are very 
old, having been handed down from gener­
ation to generation.

The burning place, where the 
bodies of the dead are consumed 
is just above the city near the bank of the 
river. I did not visit it, bnt could see the 
smoke from the fanerai pile eonstantly as­
cending. The Suttee is no longer allowed, 
and the widow is not burned with the dead 
body of the husband. The Hindoos still 
hold to a practice of throwing the dead into 
the sacred river, as they consider the 
Ganges, and although it is contrary to low, 
it is indulged in away from the city when 
they get an opportunity, and judging from 
the number of bodies which floated by the 
ship, Ï thought that the opportunity oeeured 

etty often. On almost all of these bodies, 
uizards sat engaged in their ghoul like re­

past, and it was a common saying among the 
sailors as they saw a body float by, “There 
comes a coolie, with two or three passen­
gers,” according to the number of buzzards 
upon it. There is a boat and crew employed 
by the G jvernment in sinking corpses, but 
great numbers escape them and float past 
the city, and what the buzzards do not dis­
pose of on the water, the jack alls finish if 
they eome ashore on the river bank. These 
animals are ve—r nu nerous along the river 
banks, and >. > are bold enough to eome 
into the o -tsk -ta of ti e city at night. I 
hod feu d a burqalow to rent on the 
Barrack pore re ,d not ,’rr from the city, and 
with the assistance of a fri» d soon estab­
lished myseH and-"our serrants in it, It 
was a sma'l den bn, ding one story high, 
with api-zzarnnn’ngaro. id it. and eon. in- 
ed three roe ns, one of which I u se as a 
bed roe a, one as a dining room and one ae 
a sit-i lg and smoking room. The a -ants 
slept about the piazza, I believe, in fact, I 
do not exactly know where they did sleep 
daring the night, but during the day they 
were always to be found asleep on the 
piazza, so I presume they occupied the same 
e, uoh at night. The furniture of the bed 
room and dining room was such ae is usual 
in the. e appartments, bnt the smoking room 
was furnished a little cut of the ordinary: 
aromd the walls, one on eaoh side of the 
room, were four small lounges or divans; 
and a few bamboo ehrirs, lr.rge and com­
fortable, scattered about the room; but the 
crowning luxury was the hooka, or water- 
pipe, which stood upon a small round table 
in the centre of the room, From this pipe 
hung four long flexible stems, eaeh of which 
would .-each to the month of the person re­
clining upon the divan on the corresponding 
side of the room. The servant whose par­
ticular charge this pipe was, was named 
Sarnia, and very well he performed his 
office. The windows of the bungalow were 
hung with tatties or matts made of a kind 
of grass and these were kep. continually wet 
by the Bhustic or water carrier during the 
day, the evaporation keeping the room 
. oo'er than the outer air; in eaeh room 
hi g a sm-11 monkey, or water-cooler, a 
po on • earthen vessel, which, as the w: er 
soak d .hrough it and evaporated ke.it 
that remaining cooler than it would other­
wise Fn e been, but not oool enough to 
prevent the use of ioe. Over the bed and 
the dining table hung punkas or wooden 
frames covered with çot(op,that upon it being 
puiie j by the servants at ineaf time and 
upon getting into bed, gave one a chance to 
eat and get to sleep by keeping the air in 
motion like a large fan. The cooking was 
done in the yard, a la Gypsy. I remember 
passing neap the fire and accidently touch­
ing a pot which contained something (hat 
my servants were oooking for themselves; 
my touch had defiled it it, and they threw if 
out. When moving into my bungalow, one; 
of my servants pointed out a cobra de 
capello [a remarkably poisinous snake] 
under a shrub in front of the building, and 
suggested that I should get a snake eharrn- 
er, to take it away, saying that he knew of 
one: I sent him off for his friend, who soon 
appeared having fortunately been close at 
hand. The charmer sat down in true eoolie 
fashion, and taking two snakes from his 
josom placed them on the ground, and then 
commenced playing or rather squeaking 
upon a sma'l reed pipe when the two- tame 
snakes commenced to wiggle about, raising 
themselves almost erect, and were soon join­
ed by their wild [?] friend who went through 
the same antics: the charmer then 
deliberately picked all three up placed them 
in his bosom said: “A rupee sahib,” and 
upon receiving it walked off. IJiave always

DULCIONO.

As the attention of the public has 
been especially drawn to this heretofore 
unimportant place, while the Euro­
pean powers have given to Montenegro 
as its sea port, hot which gift Turkey is 
using all its well known powers of 
duplicity to defeat, we place before our 
readers the following descriptions drawn 
from an authentic source:—Dulcigno is a 
town of Turkey iu Europe, in the Alba­
nians Sanjak of Scutari, occupying a 
bold promontory on the Adriatic, eigh­
teen miles W. S. W. of the town of 
Scutari. It lias a strong castle, is the 
seat of a Catholic Bishop, and numbers 
about 8,000 inhabitants, who are mainly 
engaged in agriculture, but also carry on 
a little ship building and a certain amount 
of foreign commerce. The Turkish 
Olkin or Olguu preserves more distinctly 
the name of 01cinium,by which Dulcigno 
was known to the Romans.who obtained 
possession of it about 167 B. C., during 
the war with Gentius, the Illyrian king. 
In modern history the town is noted for 
the defeat of the Venetians in 1718;and 
its inhabitants were long remarkable for 
their piracies. As our readers know, 
of late it lias been the scene of the greatest 
farce in modern his’ory : of ships sailing 
up and down past it every day, showing 
their port holes. At last the Turks have 
fired it, and Elirqpe laughs at the foolish 
squadrons, while Turkey chuckles. 
Montenegro has to turn elsewhere for 
another slice.—Ed. Stab,

The new 
Vizier has English proclivities, which 
fact may be assumed to indicate the 
Persian policy just now.

A fire broke out on Monday among a 
large number of barges ladeo with hay in 
St. Petersburg. The barges broke loose, 
and twenty enormous flaming heaps 
floated down stream, endangering all the 
shipping in the river. The police guided 
the burning masses clear of all vessels, 
and there was no further destruction of 
shipping.

A Dublin despatch states that excite­
ment among the people runs very high 
in the neighborhood at the scene of the 
assassination, and will doubtless give a 
new impulse to the spirit of violent re­
sistance to landlordism, which is rapidly 
spreading over the entire country.
