I
was favored with one of our beautiful
days, dined at Mr. Holt’s, Pleasant Ridge,
and after a drive of sixteen miles I reached
Mr. Norrad’s camp ready for supper and a
good one it was, prepared by J. Mann;a
fine crowd of men ; they listen attentively
to the sermon, also gave a large subscrip-
tion. The next day I left for F. Pond’s
camp, a long rough drive ; get very hungry
for dinner, which I had at Carson’s camp.

KUCHAN DESOLATED.

Notwithstanding the official reports
from Persia, stating there was no loss of
life in the earthquake .at Kuchan, on
January 17, word has been received that
2000 people were killed ; that 200 build-
ings- were wrecked and that the town,
hardly recovered from the effect of a great
earthquake visitation last year, is levelled
in ruins again. The first shock of the
last visitation occurred at noon on Thurs-
day, January 17. This was followed by
another and inthree minutes the town
was in ruins. It is stated that there was
enormous loss of life. Most of the vic-
tims were crushed to death by falling
buildings, but - many were burned to death,
the ruins in which they were entangled
having caught fire. Six hundred were
entombed in a mosque which engaged in
prayer, and six hundred other persons
perished in the various baths. The sur-
vivors could obtain neither food nor
water for three days, the telegraph lines
having been destroyed. Many who es-
caped being killed by the earthquake
perished from hunger and exposure. The
weather was very cold. Not a single
building remains standing in the town.
Since then the shocks have been repeated
daily. One shock which occurred at six
o’clock in the evening of Jan 22, was
equal in severity to' the first one, which
caused the destruction of the city. The
shock of Jan. 22 was followed by three
others at intervals of one to four hours.
It is pitible to witness the terror stricken
people huddled in groupes and expoged
to the inclemency of the weather, whicl;
¢ontinues intensely cold. No shelter of
any kind is available. No medical assist-
ance, which is sadly needed, is at present
procurable, but Russian surgeons are pro-
ceeding with all speed to the desolated
town from Ashkabad. i

The former visitation was in November,
1893. Then Kuchan was visited and 160
distinct shocks of earthquake were ex-
perienced in the neighborhood. Accord-
ing to the final official figures then, out of
20,000 inhabitants, 10,000 were killed, and
50,000 animals perished. Great crevices
opened in the earth, through which water
gushed in torrents, causing the Atrek
river to overflow its banks. The fertile
regioni about the town was deluged. Ex-
tensive vineyards and large gardens were
blotted out. Many prisoners who had es-
caped death from tumbling buildings
were carried away by the flood. The sur-
vivors who were able fled in panic to the
mountains, leaving the wounded to take
care of themselves as best they could.
Kuchan is about 3,300 feet above the sea
level, situated about eighty miles north-
west of Meshed, the capital of the prov-
ince of Khorassan, on the route to Shir-
van. It stood at the foot of the Shah
Jahan Kech, which is 11,000 feet high,
and was inclosed on the north and south
by the Hazar-Mazjin and Ala Dagh
Mountains: It was an important Persia
town less than two years ago, the seat of
a district governor, and the centre of
a very fertile and superior wine-growing
district, largely cultivated. The whole.
valley was thickly dotted with villages.

SHOT HIS BROTHER JOHN.

Alexander Philip Then Shot and Killed
Himself.,

John Philip of Newark, and Alexander
Philip, his brother, of Little Falls, N. J-
made a vigit to the family homestead at
Avondale, N. J., last week. Alexander
shot his brother John, and then in the
presence of his mother, shot himsell.
John is still alive, but Alexander died in-
stantly. The cause of the double shooting
is shrouded in mystery. The family pro-
fess to be unable to account for it. They
unite in declaring that there was no quar-
rel between the brothers, and that no
angry words passed between them prior
to the shooting.

The family is well known in Newark
and Essex county. The father, Alexander
Philip, was an Assemblyman at one time.
He died eight years ago. The old home-
stead is one of the conspicuous ancient
houses on the river road.

Mrs. Philip occupies it with her eldest
son, Richard. On Saturday night, her
son John, who is 38 yearsold, with his
wife and child, went to the house to spend
Sunddy. Sunday afternoon, about three
o’clock, Alexander, who was 42 years old,
made his appearance. JHe walked around
the house to the rear as he had always
done, and entered through the kitchen
door. He walked through and saw his
brother John sitting in a chair facing the
fire reading a newspaper.

Richard, the eldest brother, was sitting
a few feet away reading a book. -

Without a word, Alexander put his
hand to his hip pocket, pulled out a re-
volver and shot John in the head. The
latter ran upstairs crying:

“I'm shot. Alec shot me.”

He bled profusely. His wife and
mother, who were upstairs, became alarm-
ed.

The wife bolted the doors, but not be-
fore the mother said: “I'll go down
stairs and see what is tHe matter.” She
found Alexander standing near the door
leading to the hallway. Mrs. Philip was
calm and severe. She went up to her son
saying: “ What's the matter?” He did
not answer. Mrs. Philip who is nearly 70
years old, described what took place in
the following manner to a reporter:

“I took hold of him and spoke to him,
but he never answered. I wasn’ta bit
frightened. I saw that he had something
in his hand, and spoke to him again. He
stood stiff like a statue, and his eyes look-
ed wild. Then I thought I had better
leave him. I turned to go, and had put
my foot on the first step to go upstairs
when I heard the report of a pistol and a
fall to the floor at the same moment.

I turned back and he lay on the floor
just as you see him now. I have seen a
great many people die, but I never saw
t;e life leave anyone as quick as that.” E

Mrs. Philip made this recital in a calm,
matter-of-fact, but not unfeeling tone, as
she sat in a chair beside the body of her
son, which lay upon the floor, partly
covered by a quilt.

Richard, the eldest brother, ran out as
soon as the first shot was fired. Dr. Geo.
Philhower of Nutley, was summoned. He
found that the bullet entered the brain of
the dead man just above the right ear.
The bullet fired at John entered the skull
just below the left eye, took a downward
course, and lodged back of the nose. The
bullet was not extracted. After a few
hours he seemed as well as eyer, and the
physician thinks that he will recover
when the bullet is taken out. The only
reason the family can assign for Alexand-
er’s act is that he became suddenly de-
ranged from brooding over his family
troubles. He was separated from his wife
and two children for two years. They
live in Morristown.

A PATRON MANIFESTO.

A Definition of the Policy Outlined in
the Platform of the Order.

At the late meeting of the Grand Board
in Toronto, the folfpwing was prepared for
publication in the press of Canada as an
outline of the demands made by the Pat-
rons of Industry in connection with Do-
minion affairs. :

No director or stockholder of any rail-
road or other corporation “asking for or
obtaining any emolument or aid from the
Goyernment shall be eligible for election
to the House of Commons; and if such
conditions shall occur in the case of a
member already elected his seat shall be
declared vacant.

It shall be declared a breach of_the in-
dependence of parliament -act for any
member of the house of Commons to ac-
cept fees or emoluments other than his
yearly salary or sessional indemnity for
any services performed for or on behalf of
the Government.

No member of the House of Commons
shall receive a free pass from any railroad
or steamship company; and the seat of
any member so receiving a free pass shall
on proof thereof be immediately declared
vacant, and the person so offending shall
be disqualided for membership in the
House of Commons or for any position in
the gift of the government for a space of
five years.

The Governmeni House at Ottawa shall
be abolished, and the bar-room in con-
nection with the House of Commons and
Senate Chamber, shall also be abolished.

The system of superannuation, gratuities
and pensions, except for military service,
shall be abolished.

The Mounted Police of the Northwest
Territories shall be abolished, oxcept in
unorganized districts, in which case the
expenditure shall not exceed $200,000.

The Military College at Kingston shall
be abolished, and thé expenditure on the
militia force in the Dominion in times of
peace shall be limited to $300,000.

The granting of subsidies and benuses
to railroad and steamship companies and
other corporations shall be abolished.

The number of civil servants at Oitawa
and their salaries at Ottawa shall be re-
duced.

The High Commissioner in Great
Britain shall receive a stated salary with-
out any additions for @&tamce or per-
quisites.

The number of cabinet ministers shall
be reduced, and the Canadian senate shall
be abolished.

Luxuries shall be taxed to the fullest
revenue producing extent, and the follow-
ing shall be admitted free into Canada,
viz.: Cottons, tweeds, woolens, workmen’s
tools, farm implements, fence wire, binder
twine, coal oil, iron and corn. Signed on
behalf of the Grand Board, C. A. Mallory,
Grand Pres.; L. A. Welch, Grand Sec’y.

RELEASED FROM PRISON.

D. A. Reynolds Secures Freedom by the
Efforts of His Sweetheart.

A story, which has not a little romance
connected with it, comes to light with the
liberation of Darius A. Reynolds from St,

Vincent de Paul penitentiary, Quebec.
Reynolds, who was sentenced on June
24th, 1891, to fourteen years in the peni-
tentiary, is now a free man and, for it all,
he has a woman to thank. When all the
rest of Reynolds friends—and he had
many — gave up in despair and said that
his release was impossible, one young
woman said, “ Well, I will save him,” and
she did. At the time of the tragedy
which cost Myers hig life, and Reynolds
his liberty, the latter was engaged to be
married to a young woman named Annie
Bean. This was the young woman who
has displayed such unflagging energy and
perseverance in obtaining his release in
less than four years from the time he was
sentenced. Reynolds left the prison on
Thursday afternoon at 1.20, and at 3.20 p.
m. was in Montreal, havidg come in over
the Park and Island railway.

Miss Bean wasseen Friday morningin a
little boarding house on St. James street,
where she is at present staying. She isa
good-looking, heavy-set girl of twenty-
three, and was neatly dressed in a dark
cloth gown. In complexion she is neither
light nor dark, and her hair is straight
and of a dark brown color. When  con-
gratulated upon the release of her fiance
her face beamed with pleasure. She
talked of

with great freedom. In her work for
Reynolds’ release, shé had come in con-
tact with a great many men of promin-
ence both inand out of Montreal, and
she. had a keen appreciation of what
prominent men can do when they try.
Miss Bean told the story of her work upon
the case in a clear, concise manner. She
said: “Ilooked the matter up at the
time of Mr. Reynolds’ sentence, though I
really did not undertake the task until
June, 1893. From the day he went to
prison, I said I would do my duty and I
think I have doneit. In Jupge 1893, I
visited the penitentiary and brought
back with -me letters from Mr. Reynolds
to the Hon. J. J. Curran.” At the time
Mr. Curran said he thought I had a stron,
cage owing to the fact of the suit of Mres
Myers against the Accident Insurance
company. I then went taa lawyer and
he drew up the petition, which I circu-
lated. It took me from June to the first
of December, 1893, to obtain the names °
which I desired. There were not many
of them either; they were only sixty-
nine in number, but every one counted.
The petition was signed’ by such gentle-
men as Sir Adolphe Caron, Sir William
Van Horne, the Hon. A. W. Ogilvie,
Liéut. Col. Whithead, Sir Donald A.
Smith, Mr. G. T. Shaughnessy, the late
Duncan McIntyre and others. I also had
a personal letter from Sir Donald Smith.
As soon as the petition was completed to
my-satisfaction I sent it to Ottawa. That
was on the first of December, 1893. I
then left myself immediately for Boston,
as I had done all that was possible at that
time. I remained in Boston until Sept.’
\55, 1894. On comingto Montreal at that
time I found that nothlng further had
been done and my

I then madea personal visit T8 Ottawa
and Mr. Reynolds’ sentence was” rednced
to five years and I felt satisfied. Other
friends, however, stepped in at this mo-
ment, with a result which every one
knows.”

Miss Bean is a native of Boston and
came to Montreal shortly before the
tragedy which placed her lover in St.
Vincent de Paul. Reynolds is a native
of Ohio. While in the penitentiary he
learned the tailoring trade and Miss Bean
displayed with a great deal of pride a
handsome suit of clothes which had been
made by him while in the penitentiary.
She also had three large picture frames
which he had put together in his idle
hours. FEach frame was made of 507
pieces of wood, all put together in fantastic
shapes. On each picture was the date
and year of a Christmas day, one for each
Christmas he had spent in prison. These
had been Reynolds’ Christmas presents
to her.

Miss Bean said that she had never seen
Reynolds look so well in her life as he
did now, but she added he was not de-
pendent on prison fare by any means, for
everything was obtained for him which
the prison authorities would allow. They
will be .married, Miss Bean stated, in the
course of a few weeks and would return
to the United States.
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AROUND THE WORLD.

Events of Interest Provincial and
: General, ]

A general meeting of the Liberal party
in St. John will be held Monday evening
at Berryman’s hall, to talk over plans for
the general election.

A Conservative convention has been
called to meet at Hampton, Kings, Feb.
14th, to'select a candidate in place of Hon.
Mr. Foster, who is afraid to face the music
again in that constituency.

David Hampton, who murdered Mrs
Ahrens in December, 1892, was put to
death in the electric chair at Sing Sing, N.
Y., Monday. He was pronounced dead
after the current’ had been on fifty-seven
seconds.

The difficulty threatened between the
city of Moncton and the gas and water
company over the award of the recent
arbitration is likely to be settled amicably,
the city allowing the company a reasonable
amount for the expenses of the arbitration.

D. G. McDonald, who has held the
office of agent of the government savings
bank at Sydney, N. S., has been committed
for trial on nine charges of embezzlement,
two for forgery and one for uttering a
forged check for $875. ‘McDonald is al-
ready undergoing a sentence of three
months in jail for similar irregularities in
connection with his office.

The Newfoundland legislature has ad-
journed for six weeks. Elections will be
held i e interim, and arrangements
will be completed for the submission to
the voters of the question of the confed-
eration of Newfoundland_with Canada.
An appeal from the clergy to the outside
world says that about a thousand families
are now starving in St. Johns.

Hon. Wm. Harty, commissioner of pub-
lic works in the Ontario local govern-
ment, was victorious in the bye-election
at Kingston Monday for the Ontario
legislature, receiving the handsome ma-
jority of 432 over his old time opponent,
Dr. Smythe. It will be remembered
Smythe defeated Harty at the general
election by thé narrow majority of five
last June, and was unseated for corrupt
practice, thus necessitating another elec-
tion. Both sides worked hard, but Harty’s
election this time was a foregone con-
clusion. The total vote was: Harty, 2,283 ;
Smythe, 1851. Kinston from time im-
memorialihas been a strong Conservative
city, and Harty’s great majority has
alarmed the Conservatives throughout
Ontario,
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THE SAME OLD DOSE.

The puerility of the Opposition mind
was never better displayed than in the
Assembly debate w'hich closed last night
with another wipe-out for the aggregation
led by Dr. Stockton, The opening speeches
in the debate and Dr. Stockton’s amend-
ment to the address will be found in our
legislative report. The Opposition leader
sought to cram it down the members’
throats, that his little amendment was a
very harmless affair,mot by any means a
want of confidence motion, but just a little
resolution to set the Board of Works
right. But the men he was talking to are
not so green as Dr. Stockton seems to be,
and they knew he was simply trying to
deceive them. Mr. Phinney .wrought
himself into quite a state of excitement
over the’ Carleton county election, ap-
parently failing-to recognize that it is
possible for a government to display an
amount of magnanimity to a disabled foe.
Possibly Mr. Phinney would not have
done so.

But it is not our purpose to follow the
different speakers in the debate. It was
idle and absurd for Dr. Stockton to ask
the Assembly to pronounce on the sus-
pension bridge business when the house
is not in possession of one iota of the evi-
dence taken in the investigation. When
the Chief Commissioner’s report is sub-
mitted would have been the proper time
-for the opposition leader to bring his reso-
lution up, but the learned Doctor was so
swelling with it, that he could contain
himself no longer. We hope he’s satis-
fied with his attempt to mislead the
house. When the vote was taken- last
pight, he had eight supporters, a little over
one-fifth of the house. Dr. Stockton isa
great leader, Mr. Phinney is a great lieu-
tenant, and altogether the opposition is a
wonderful party, leading nowhere, and

. getting there with both feet.

AFRAID TO FACE HIS CONSTITUENTS

The Liberals of New Brunswick have
drawn first blood in the Dominion contest,
which may now be regarded as fairly
opened. The announcement is made that
Hon. G. E. Foster will not seek reelection
in Kings county, being unwilling to face
certain defeat in his old constituency.
The excuse is given that the Finance
Minister’s health is so poor that he is not
able to canvass so large a constituency as
Kings, and that he may seek a seat in
either York or St. John. The hollowness
of this excuse is apparent to everybody.
The fact is Mr. Foster has made such a
miserable representative that his friends
in Kings have become tired of him and
want another man. Besides this only
gross corruption of the electorate saved
him from defeat last election, and he
knows that another contest would mean
hisextinction. If Mr. Foster comes to York
he will discover it to be a large county and
a harder one to canvas than Kings. Possi-
bly hd is counting on election by accla-
mation, but Tae Herarp thinks it can
promise him as lively a time as he has
ever experienced in his life. Mr. Foster’s
desertion of Kings is a confession of Con-
servative weakness all over New Bruns
wick, and ought to nerve the Liberals to
an active, aggressive and successful cam-
paign. They have won a victory already
in scaring Mr. Foster out of Kings, and
let this advantage be promptly followed
up by organization and nomination of
candidates in every constituency in the
province.

MOWATT ON TOP.

Since the general local elections in On-
tario in June last there have been three
local bye-elections in that province, and
Sir Oliver Mowatt’s party has won every
one of them, redeeming the three seats
from the Conservative opposition. London
was vacated by the appointment of Hon.
W. R. Meredith to the chief justiceship,
and Mr. Hobbs, Liberal, carried the seat
for Mowatt by a good majority. In King-
ston, Dr. Smythe, Conservative, was un-
seated, and on Monday last Hon. Mr.
Harty, Mowatt’s minister of public works,
who was defeated in June, carried the
election by nearly five hundred majority.
In Algoma, Savage, Conservative, was also
unseated, and now that constituency re-
turns Conmee, a \Mowatt supporter, by a
large majority. These substantial gains
place the Ontario Premier safe beyond
the machinations of the Conservatives and
Patrons. He. has a clear majority of
straight Liberals over all other parties,
and will rule the roost in Ontario for an-
other four years.

Tae judical committee of the privy
council have allowed the appeal of the
Manitoba Roman Catholics which, to put
it briefly, means that the Dominion
government are possessed of power to
grant the Roman Catholics of Manitoba
remedial legislation for the support of
their separate schools, abolished in 1890,
when the Manitoba school act was passed,
doing away with all but state schools.
The scene of the conflict in this connexion
will hereafter be on the floor of the house
at Ottawa, and the government sinceerly
wish that they bhad the matter off their
hands.

Mark Godin of Bathurst, was instantly
killed on the Sydney and Saligbury rail-
way Wednesday. He jumped on the fore-
most flat car for the purpose of pulling
out a pin from the coupling on the engine
in order to connect it with the car, lost
his balance and 11 in front of the loco-
motive, which passed over him, severing
his head from his body.

Six hundred women appeared before
the judiciary committee of the Maine leg-
islature Thursday afternoon, to plead for
woman suffrage in municipal elections.
It was the greatest concourse of femininity

* ever known in the state, and the state
house was filled to overflowing by the
throng.

The adult suffrage bill has been carried |

for South Australia, giving all women the
right to vote on the same terms as men,
and with no barrier toa seat in parlia-
ment. The bill' now only wants. the
Queen’s consent.

The cab which conveyed Sir Mackenzie
Bowell to the station at Belleville, Mon-
day morning upset in a drift. Sir Mac-
kenzie’s head was slightly cut with the
glass.

HAZING IN TORONTO.

A Freshman Tells of an Extraordinary
State of Afiairs in Trinity College.

A startling revelation of affairs at Trinity
College, Toronto, has been madé and haz-
ing is said to be carried on in that seat of
learning to a disgraceful extent.

A freshman was humiliated by a senior
on the college grounds the other day in
presence of a pewspaper man, and after
the senior had passed on the freshman
unburdened his mind.

“Why didn’t you punch his head?’
asked the scribe, as the senior walked off’

“ And get the tar knocked out of me to-
night,” was the rejoinder. I guess you
don’t know Trinity. If I knocked that
pup down do you know what would hap-
pen? I would be fired into a cold bath
or have to run the gauntlet, or beg his
pardon kneeling on a table before the
whole outfit, or something just as pleasant:
You outsiders look upon Trinity as a hall
of learning. So it is, a freshman learns
what it is to be bullied by a gang who
would make the place too hot for him if
did not submit. If you think that Kings-
ton is the only place in Canada where
they haze, you are wide of the mark.”

A few questions brought out the story
of a condition of things at Trinity of
which the authorities are evidently una-
ware. “You see,” said the youth, “a
fellow does not have any chance of rebel-
ling. All the pluck is knocked out of
him the first week he is in the residence:
The first night I got there, I was in wy
room with a couple of other freshmen,
when a howling mob of hoodoos came
rushing in and raised Cain. They hustled
and hammered us first, and then began to
ask fool questions and made us make asses
of ourselves. They thought it funny.
‘ What is your name?’ asked one. I told
him. ‘You're a liar,’ he said, ‘ that is my
name. How dare you call yourself by my
name. Beg my pardon.” Itold him to
go and hang himself, but I was sorry for
it. I was kicked, cuffed and jostled until
I did not know myself. Then I was told
to get on a table and sing. Isaw it was
no use, there were a dozen of them, so I
got up. They yanked the table and I
came down hard and was told I was
beastly drunk and was hustled some
more. I stood it as well as I could—far
better than one of the other fellows. He
had opened his trunk and one of the brats
turned it upside down and went through
his things, throwing his clothing right
and left. The fellow put up with it until
the cad got hold of a photograph of the
freshman’s sister and made an indelicate
remark. - That made the freshy mad and
he hauled off and knocked the senior
down. Then there was a row. Two or

_| three piled into the freshman, while the

others held us back, and when they got
through with him he was a pretty sight:

“Two of them held him down and the
man he struck poured water on him to
cool him off. When'they left us they
soaked every bed in the room.”

Other indignities were related as having
been heaped upon the freshmen. On
being asked why the authorities Jid not
interfere, the speaker said “ They’re asleep-
The don’t think it is as bad as it is. Ifa
man can’t study they put it down to lazi-
ness. Besides they are always out of the
way. It will go on till some fellow gets
seriously done up and then there will be
a Plummer case.

THE OTHER SIDE.

The authorities of Trinity college say
there is no truth in the hazing story. The
dean of the college when seen said to a
Star correspondent: “I may just as well
say at the commencement that it was an
indignant young freshman who first
brought the story to my notice. He was
indignant that any such statements shounld
be made regarding his seniors.

“There may be little things it,” the
dean continued, “ grossly exaggerated, but
I can say the general feeling in the college
between seniors and fréshmen is of the
friendliest character. I should be sorry
to see the subject become one of general
newspaper discussion, because it calcu-
lated” to misguide and prejudice people
against this university. It is hard to give
a direct negative to the whole of the
story, because it would seem to me, to
have been compiled from anecdotes told
in the corridors of Trinity for the last five
years and not written from the statement
of a student.

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THE PUBLIC BUSINESS.

Once More Receiving Attention
from the Legislators of
New Brunswick.

THE GOVERNOR’S SPEECH IN OPENING
THE SESSIBN THURSDAY.

Debate on the Address and Crushing De-
feat of the Opposition.

The New Brunswick legislature is again
in session, and at the earliest date for many
years. The formal ceremonies took:place
Thursday afternoon and were attended by
the usual large crowd of people, many
strangers being present. Long before the
time fixed' for the opening, every seat in the
galleries was filled, and all available places
of vantage were occupied by an expectant
tINng of people. A great many seats had
been placed within the sacred precinets of
the members' floor, and these were also
promptly filled by those who were lucky
enough to have friends at court. The house
was constituted at 2.30 o’clock, when Speak-
<€r Burchill in flowing robes, headed by the
new and dapper sergeant-at-arms, H. C.
Rutter, and followed by Clerks Rainsford
and Richards, filed-in the chamber and took
his seat on the digs. There was no chap-
lain, Rev. Mr. Weddall baving removed
‘eRge the city during the recess, but the
Speaker was equal to the occasion and kneel-
ing at his chair, recited prayers.

The New Members.,

The first business was to swear in the new
members, three having been elected since
last session. Judge Tuck was present from
the Supreme Court to put the necessary oath
to each, and they were introduced in' this
way:

Mr. Veniot, of Gloucester, by Hon, Mr.
Emmerson and Hon. Mr. LaBillois.

Mr. Martiny of Madawaska, by Hon. Mr.
Blair and Hon. Mr. Mitchell.

Dr. Atkinson’s form and features were fa-
miliar, but unfortunately he is not the Dr.
Atkinson of former years. He is indeed a
sick looking man physically, and his changed
appearance 7

Was Remarked by Everybody.

He has raised a full beard, too, which
changes his looks very much.

The swearing-in ceremony was over beforg
three o’clock, and the house and gallertes
awaited the arrival of Governor Fraser to
formally open the session, and His Honor
was promptly on time. The booming of
cannon and the strains of the National An-
them outside announced the arrival of His
Honor at the Parliament buildings, and the
crowd inside craned their necks and strained
their ears. The Governorand his party were
received by a guard of honor of one hun-
dred men from the R. R. C. I., in command
of Capt. Chinic and headed by their own
band, which made its first public appearance
Thursday since its reorganization. a

The whole assembly arose as the Governor

Entered the Legislative Chamber.

and took his seat on the throne, Accom-
panying His Honor was a brilliant military
staff composed of Major Gordon, A. D. C.,
Major Campbell, A. D. C., Lieut-Col. Maun-
sell, D. A. G., Major Loggie, Major Cropley,
Surgeon-Major Bridges, Capt.Wadmore and
some other attached officers, Sheriff Sterl-
ing and Coroner Coulthard, the former with
‘his staff of office, also escorted His Honor
and took up their places at the foot of the
column.

The scene at this moment was a brilliant
and striking one. The members with few
exceptions were in their seats, and among
those seated on the floor of the house were
Mrs. Fraser, Mrs. James Mitchell, Mrs. H.

with a two-thirds majority in the Legislat-
ure at their back.

The assemblage was hushed into silence as
Governor Fraser commenced to read the
Speech from the throne, and every word
was distinctly heard all over the Chamber.
It was as follows:

MgR. SPEAKER AND GENTLEMEN OF THE LEG-
ISLATIVE ASSEMBLY :

The re-arrangement of the fiscal period
which you effected at the last session of the
Legislature has enabled me to summon
you for the despatch of business at an earlier
and, I trust, a more convenient season than
has recently been gustomary ; and in meet-
ing yy‘.‘.pon the resumption of your par-
liamentary duties, I do so in the fullest
confidence that you will enter upon the
performance “of those duties with a single
eye to the public welfare.

As had been anticipated when I took my
leave of you nine months since, their excel-
lencies, the and
Countess, were enabled during the summer
to pay a short visit to this Province. The
reception everywhere accorded Their Excel-,
lencies was, I believe,, most gratifying to
the distinguished visitors, and I ani well as-
sured'that fhey carried away with them the
hearty e will of all who had the pleasure
of meeting them during their brief sojourn
in New Brunswick.

It is fitting Ishould allude to the untimely
death of the late Premier of Canada, Sir
John Thompson, cufting -off, as it did, a

Governor General his

promising career and occurring under cir-
cumstances of striking and tragic interest,
The almost royal distinction with which the
Imperial Government honored the remains
of the deceased Premier, deeply touched the
hearts of the people of the Dominion, and
caused Canadians to realize, perhaps more
clearly than they ever realized before, the
closeness of the tie which binds us to the
Mother Land.

The liberal provision which the Legisla-
ture has made in the past few years for the
encouragement of the Dairy interests of the
Province, and the cordial co-operation of
the Dominion authorities with my Govern-
ment in this ixnporlmft work, have produced
very gratifying results. Three years only
have elapsed gince the Province was obliged
to depend very largely upon outside pro-
duction for its cheese supply. So rapid has
been the growth of this industry in New
Brunswick, that Jast year not only was the
home demand fully supglied by the home
production, but there remained a consider-
able surplus for export, which found ready

—~

sale in markets abroad. - The capabilities of
New Brunswick as a dairying éountry hav-
ing been thus completely demonstrated, we
may reasonably hope for a more rapid and
pronounced development in this direction
in the future than inthe past. My Govern-
ment will invite you to consider whether,
in addition to the continuance of fiscal aid

to this industry upon lines similar to those |

which have hitherto obtained, it may not
be well to invest the Executive Government
with the necessary ‘power to enable it to co-
“operate with the other Provinces of Canada
in devising a system of inspection of dairy
products intended for export with a view to
maintaining for these products in European
markets their present high standard of ex-
cellence. i

The importance of providing for a more
equitable representatiou in parliament of
those counties whose wealth, population
and relative importance have increased in
recent years, has been engaging the serious
attention of my government. While it may
not on consideration be deemed necessary
or expedient under present conditions to
establish a system of representation in the
legislature, which shall be based upon arbi-
trary standary of numerical equality, the
measure which my government will submit
to you, will be found, it is hoped, to some
extent at least, to redress the inequalities
which in these respects now exists. I solicit
for such measure, when laid before you,

- your most favorable consideration.

My government has more fully matured
the bill prepared and introduced before you
last year in relation to the constitution of
and procedure in probate courts. Haying
to deal with interests as important as those
which are the subject of litigation in the
very highest tribunals, it has appeared to
my government that material changes
might with advantage be made in the exist-
ing law. I solicit for this measure, when
presented to you, your most favorable at-
tention. g

I am pleased to observe that an active
interest is being awakened among the enter-
prising business men of St. John in favor of
holding a provincia‘i\\exhibitiou in that city
during the current year. Should the plans
of the association provide for a suitable dis-
play of agricultural products, my govern-
ment believes it would be desirable to en-
courage and assist the promoters of the
undertaking in a substantial manner. A
bill with that object in view, authorizing
the giving of a moderate financial guarantee,
in addition to the usual grant, will be pre-
sented to you.

The accounts of the receipts and expendi-
tures for the past fiscal term, ending on the
31st of October last, I shall cguse to be laid
before, together with estimates of the re-
ceipts ‘and of the proposed expenditure for
the current year. The estimates of expendi-
ture, I trust, will be found to be framed
with due regard to the needs of the public
service.

Bills--To amend the law as-respects the
property of married women; on the sub-
ject of life insurance for the benefit of
widows and children; to amend the act re
lating to the registration of deeds; to further
amend thepractice in the supreme court;
for reporting the decisions of the court in
equity; and a general act under which
towns throughout the province may become
incorporated without applying to the legis-
lature for special acts,—will be laid before
you, and to those, as well as all other
measures which may pass under consider-
ation, I invite your best attention.

Relying with entire confidence upon your
zeal in the public service, I leave you to
your deliberations.

At the concluson of the Speech His Hon-
or and the staff retired, and on the Speaker
resuming the chair Hon. Mr. Blair an-
nounced. that the Government had appoint-
ed Harry C. Rutter as Sergeant-at-Apms in
place of John B. Grieves, deceased.

Hon. Mr. Blair then moved, seconded by
Hon. Mr. Mitchell, that Rev. Willard Mac
donald be elected Chaplain, and it was car-
ried. :

Speaker Burchill announced that-he had
received a copy of His Honor's Speech and
proceeded to read it to the House, after
whice Mr Veniot rose and moved the ad-
dress in reply, delivering a very pleasant
and effective address.

Debate on the Address.

After referring to the honor paid his
county by his selection as mover of the ad-
dress, Mr. Veniot spoke of the loyal recep-
tion given Lord and Lady Aberdeen in New
Brunswick. He paid a warm tribute to the
memory of Sir John Thompson, and spoke
at length on the proposed readjustment of
representatives in#the legislature, urging
justice to such counties as Gloucester, Kent,
Madawaska, Victoria and Carleton.

“The encouragement given by the Gov-
ernment in the development of the farming
industry,” said Mr. Veniot, ‘“has greatly
stimulated our farmers to renewed and more
vivorous work, and it is a pleasure to travel
to-day through our farming districts and
note the improvements apparent since the
Government began giving grants to aid in
the establishing of agricultural societies and
counstruction of cheese and butter factories.
Some few years ago our farmers could not,
or would not, see the benefits that were to
be derjved from the introduction of a change
in their methods of developing the farming
interests, but to’day, encouraged as they
have been by fairly liberal grants, they have
undertaken this new ventureand they read-
ily see what can be done in this line of
work. On every hand, during my travels,
I have heard our farmers speak in the most
laudatory terms of the attitude of the Gov-
ernment in this respect.”

Mr. Martin, of Madawaska, seconded the
address in reply.

Dr. Stockton’s Criticisms.

The leader of the opposition in opening,
congratulated the mover of the address upon
the abihity he displayed in his remarks,
which he had delivered with all the ease
and grace of an old parliamentarian. He
congratulated the county of Gloucester as
well as Madawaska upon the creditable rep
resentatives they had sent to the house. In
regard to the visit of Lord and Lady Aber-
deen, Dr. Stockton said the high expecta
tions which had been formed when the im-
perial government had selected that distin-
statesman to preside over the destinies of
Canada were being more than fulfilled. The
address did not throw any light upon the
question as to whether the Attorney Gen-
eral had changed his mind on the subject of
woman’s suffrage, which from a recent and
apparently inspired article in the Telegraph,
he had led to infer might be the case. It
was stated in that article that the question
of woman suffrage ‘* would undoubtedly
become an issue at the next provincial elec-
tion.”

. Mr. Emmerson — Then you and I will be
all right.

Dr. Stockton said it might be all wrong
with the ¢hief commissioner, because of his
foliowing the leader of the government
against his convictions en this question.
He, Stockton, was completely in accord
with the language of the address in which
the tragic and historic death: of Sir John
Thompson, at'the moment of attaining the
highest earthly distinction, was referred to.
Dr. Stockton spoke feelingly of the late
sergeant-at-arms of the house (Mr. Grieves)
who he said had been attentive to his busi-
ness, as well as courteous and kind to all,
and whose untimely end would be sincerely
mourned by all. He thought it was the
Dominion government that had borne the
brunt of the expense of developing the
dairy industry, and it was the local govern-
ment which, in a limited way, had co-
operated. The extent of the co-operating
did not seem very great, in view of the fact
that while in 1893 they had given $6,000 to
this service, in 1894 they had cut it down to
$4,000 against the protest of the opposition.
Ile hoped the government was sincere in its
present proposal and that it would at least
place the grant back upon its old footing.
He would accede in general terms to the
proposition that there should be a more
equitable representation than at present,
but if the measure proposed by the govern-
ment was intended for the purpose of poli-
litical advantage, it would receive upon this

side of the housé strenuous opposition. He
would like to call the attention of the Attor-
ney General and the Chief Commlssioner to
the platform of the Liberal party on this
subject.

Mr. Emmerson — Yon have not forgotten
it.

Dr. Stockton — How could I forget?

Mr. Emmerson — You were a Liberal too
recently to forget.

Dr. Stockton said if a bill was brought in,
which was opposed to that plank in the
Liberal platform, he would oppose it. He
believed to adhering to county lines and
giving fair and square representation to the
people of all sections though it would be
pretty dificult to carve the Province up in
any way that would help the Government
if he understood the trend of public opinion
at the present time.

Referring to the suspension bridge inquiry,
Dr. Stockton said he had aftended that in-
vestigation and had every reason to thank
the Chief Commissioner for the very im-
partial manner in which he had conducted
it. He thought he had endeavored to bring
out all the facts in connection with the case,
and he hoped he would not stay his hands,
but would follow the matter up to its legiti-
mate conclusion. In this connection he
had an amendment to offer to the address.
He would move, seconded by Mr. Pinder,

‘“ Resolved, That the paragraph of the
proposed address ending with the words
““ needs of the public service” be amended
by adding thereto at the end thereof, the
following words, namely: ‘‘We desire,
however, to call your honor'’s attention to
the exi)ediency of promoting legislation to
better guard the expenditure of the public
moneys, especially through the department
of Public Works, so as to prevent a recur-
rence of such looseness in the expenditure
of public funds as was disclosed 1n the late
St.John suspension bridge inquiry.”

Dr. Stockton said the province needed
every dollar that it had for legitimate ex-
penditures. Last.year the government had
taken authority to draw $50,000 additional
from the fund at Ottawa to complete the
Woodstock bridge, and he had reason to
believe that there must be at least $100,000
of a shrinkage from the sources of territorial
revenue during the last fiscal year. Refer-
ring again to the Suspension bridge expen-
diture, Dr. Stockton said that as far back as
September 24th, 1892, while the work was
going on, the St. John Globe, which had
been a true friend of the administration,
stated: “The truth is neglect and incom-
petency have marked the government'’s
conduct with reference to this important
work.” After the chief commissioner had
completed his work, the editor of the Globe
stated that the investigation ‘‘reveals the
fact that the work cost a good deal more
than it was worth, and the government paid
for labor which was never performed.”

Mr. Blair—Who says that?

Dr. Stotkton—The Globe and the sworn
testimonies say that. YPassing on, Dr.Stock-
ton said he had been told by a gentleman
who took a deep interest in agricultural
affairs that, while years ago the province
imported many thousand dollars’ worth of
cheese annually, we not only now supply
odr home consumption, but last year cheese
was exported from the province of New
Brunswick to the value of $100,000.

Hon. Mr. Blair—That must be a mistake.

Dr. Stockton—Those are the figures given
to me, though they do seem large. Even if
the province had arrived at the stage where
it did not have to import cheese at all, a
very large advance had been made. So far
as the govérnment’s proposal to give aid to
the St. John exhibition was concerned, he
thought the governmdat had done well in
giving assurance of substantial assistance
to the exhibition committee, and that the
condition imposed that the agricultural in-
terests of the province should. be looked
after by the promoters of the exhibition
was one that could not be complained of.

Hon. Mr. Blair in Reply.

Hon. Mr. Blair, on rising, was warmly
applauded. He said he wished, at the out-
set, to extend hi§ hearty welcome to the
movers and seconders of the address. He
thought it due to the leader of the opposi-
tion that he should set him straight in re-
spect to a statement he had made as to the
hon. member from Madawaska. That Hon.
gentleman (Dr. Stockton) was not always
careful as to the sources of his information.
He was willing to believe almost anybody
or anything if it could be made to servea
temporary political purpose. There was
not a shadow of a shade of foundation for
the statement that the government had
opposed the election of Mr. Martin in Mad-
awaska. He was pleased at the selections
made by these counties, and he heartily
welcomed both these gentlemen as members
of the legislature. :

Mr. Pitts — What about Carleton ?

Hon. Mr. Blair— That is a very imperti-
nent inquiry for the hon. member to make.
It was not dften that he made an inquiry
that had so much point in it, and he (Blair)
should endeavor to meet his aspirations by
telling him at once. He could not but rea-
lize with respect to the Carleton election
the extreme difficulty which faced the gov-
ernment when they attempted to meet the
views of their friends in the opposition. If
the government take a course which the op-
position have appealed to them to take,
these gentlemen at once declare that it was
because the government were afraid, or
because publi¢_feeling was against them.
The opposition papers had urged ini the
most prayerful manner that Dr. Atkinson
should be permitted to be returned unop-
posed, as a gentleman whose health had be-
come greatly impaired, and also because the
government had already had a very large
majority in the house. It was claimed that
the government ought to have sufficient
magnanimity not to put arty candidate in
the field, and because the government had
yielded to the force of these appeals the
leader of .the opposition taunts them for'so
doing, and reads a document composed by
Dr. Atkinson, which, he thought, that gen-
tleman would be the first to have expunged
from public knowledge and public recollec-
tion. He did not think there was a gentle-
man in the house who, in his serious mo-
ments, would put forth a document as one
that really represented his teelings towards
the government. In the heat of political
contests people are very ready to say that
members of a government are disreputable
and guilty of all possible crimes, but yet,
while they say that, they do not believe it
and he would say for the hon. member for
Carleton, whose presence in the house he
did not regret, that he did not believe that
he sincerely believed the one-twentieth part
of what he had published in his card. He
(Blair) thought, perhaps, the county of
Carleton might have done a good deal bet-
ter, but he was free to say it might have
done a good deal worse than return the
hon. member. He (Blair) wished, therefore,
though not regarding him as a supporter, to
treat the hon. member 1n a more kindly
manner than his leader had done.

There was always one occasion in the ses-
sion when the leader of the opposition was
ecxeedingly happy in his remarks, and that
was when the address was being moved in
reply to his honor. The house could not
fail to remember, however, that on ali
previous occasions when these ghastly dis-
closures to which the hon. gentleman re-
ferred had been exposed to the light of day,
it had been found that what he had assumed
to be the case had not been the case in any
one particular. He had proposed this
amendment as he stated by reason of his
keen sense of public duty.

He (Blair) could have heard the hon.
member move his amendment with great
composure if he had done so without pro-
fessing to believe what he did not believe,
in other words if he had treated the house
with some slight show of sincerity and
fairness. The leader of the opposition had
stated that the motion did not mean any
want of confidence in the government.
Surely the hon. member did not regard the
business of legislation as child’s play, nor
think it was the duty of hon. members to
act as clowns in a circugs. Why should he
venture to declare that a motion of this
character did not invole a want of confi-
dence in the government?
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Dr. Stockton—Do you say if the motion
is carried it means the defeat of the govern-
ment? 2

Hon. Mr. Blair—I say the amendment th
hon. member has moved means a want of
confidence in the government. Of course
there could be a motiBh made which would
not mean that, but no government with a
particle of self respect would remain in
office after such a motion as this was passed.
All the anxiety and solicitude displayed by
the hon. member was not to secure an
adequate and efficient remedy but was the
product of his desire to gain some slight
political advantage. He (Blair) therefore
asked the members of the house,who thought
they ought to see the material and the facts
upon which the hon. member had based
the cenclusion at which he had arrived. to
assent to the adoption of the address as it
stood. !

Hon. Mr. Blair said he did not place him-
self second to any gentleman in the house
in his regard for the maintenance, in all
their purity and integrity, of the free insti
tutions of this country. It was not always
those who professed the most who valued
them the most highly. When Dr.
Stockton attributed to the Government
a remissness of duty in respect to
the Carleton election he was traveling
beyond the legitimate limits of criti-
cism and basing his conclusions upon vision-
ary foundations. The honorable member
had stated that the late member for Carleton:
Mr. Connell, had resigned his seat before
the legislature last year. He (Blair) was
not aware of it, and now heard it for the
first time. The Government were not aware
of it. When the resgning member took
means to place his resignation in the hands
of the Government or of the proper officer,
there could be no recognition.

Dr. S8tockton — Oh, you might hide your-
self behind a technicality.

Mr. Blair — Well, I say if the hon. gentle-
man whose knowledge of constitutional
law is so vast that he does not hesitate to
instruct the rising generation, thinks that
the production of a written resignation
certified in the way the law requires and
properly filed, is nat an essential but is a
mere technicality, then I confess I should
not like to sit under my hon. friend’s in-
struction as a Gamaliel in the ream of con-
stitutional law. In my case it would be a
case of the blind leading the blind. If that
was a mere technicality he (Blair) yearned
to be enlightened as to what could properly
be termed a substantial condition. The hon.
member’s reasoning on this subject was
about as profound as could be expected, per-
haps, from a gentleman who declared that,
when two counties returned Government
supporters and one county returned an op-
position supporter, the trend of public
opinion wasagainst the Government. Under
all the circumstances he (Blair) would ask
the hon. members opposite whether, under
all the circumstance, it would not be well
for them to withdraw this very juvenile
amendment.

Mr. Phinney Follows.

Mr. Phinney of Kent followed the Attor-
ney General and complained that  the
governor's speech was a barren affair. After
referring to the visit of the Governor
General and Sir John Thompson’s death he
bantered the Attorney General, Provincial
Secretary and Chief Commissioner on their
alleged intention of running for Ottawa, and
spoke of the proposed readjustment bill,
which he claimed was not a new question
in the legislature. The woman suffrage
question, he said, was a live one in this
province, and yet: the speech had made no
reference to it. He trusted that the Chief
Commissioner, who was on record in favor
of woman suffrage, would press upon the
Attorney General the necessity of bringing
in a measure on the important subject of
woman suffrage.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson—In the meantime
you might try your hand at converting Mr.
Powell.

Mr. Phinney—You convert the Attorney
General and Mr. Powell will be all right on
the question.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson—You were ‘convert-
ed yourself on this question.

Mr. Phinney thought the Government
should take a vote takem on the prohibition
question. They should also take steps for
the introduction into this province from the
old country of a class of farmers with some
means. If the Government regarded the
amendment as a vote of want of confidence
the opposition had no objection to their so
viewing it. It would certainly give mem-
bers a chance to put therhselves on record,
and their constituents an opportunity of
judging them.

At 6 o’clock Mr. Phinney was referring to
the delay in bringing on the election in Car-
leton. He moved the adjournment of the
debate. ;

On motion of Mr. Blair further consider-
ation of the address was made the order of
the day for 2.30 Friday.

Answering Dr. Stockton, Mr. Mitchell
said the auditor general's report was not
yet ready, but he expected many of the re-
ports would be ready to submit to the house
very shortly.

Adjourned.

Yesterday afternoon the debate was con-
tinued, and on the vote being taken at ¢
o'clock last night Stockton’s amendment
was voted down, 20 to 9, and the address
passed.

The house will go into supply next Tues-
day.
