The Life of Man.

It is believed by scientists who
have given the subject close atten-
tion, that people live longer than
they used to live, and there is an
assurance that much may yet be|
done to prolong our lives. The late
Dr. Farr, in his description of the
march through life of a million
children, has given the following
results : Nearly 150,000 will die in
the first year, 53,000 in the second
year, 28,000 in the third year, and
ess than 4,000 in the thirteenth
year. At the end of forty-five years
500,000, or one-half, will have died.
At tho beginning of sixty years,
370,000 will still be living. At the
beginning of the eighty years, 90,000,
at cighty-five years, 38,000, and
nipety-five years, 2,100. At the
beginning of 100 years there will be
223, and at 108 years 1.

The mean lifetime of both sexes in
England was calcilated some time
ago o be 40,858, on nearly 41 years.
Mr. H. Humphreys has shown, how-
ever, that in five years—1876 to
1880—the mean age at death was
43.56, (fomales 45.3), being a gain
of nearly 2§ years. Thus within
twenty years, notwithstanding an
increased  birth rate, density of
population, and the unsanitary con-
dition of towns suddenly grown
large, more than two and a half
years have been added to the life of
every inhabitant in England.

The Spectator asks : “ What is the

kind of life that is increasing? Are
we younger longer, or mature
longer, or older longer? Do we live

longer, or are we only a little slower
in dying”" 1 am {nund to admit
