While it is extremely gratifying to
find such a comsensus of opinion in
our favor among the papers of Great
Britain, there is gne thing in this con-
nection which is to be regretted ; that
is the ignorance of our real position
which many of them seem to manifest.
They deplore the fact that, the St,
Lawrence being closed a great part of
the year, our commerce would suffer
severely were retaliation to be put in
force.
