Many institutions now engaged in
active oharitable work in Florence
date their origin from the twelfth
and thirteenth centuries, and suc-
cessive generations of Florentines
have osrried it on, in many ocases
without intermission, down to the
present day. Hence we find bactero-
logical research and modern methods
of treatment, antisepsis and hygine,
carried on side by side with tra-
ditional usuages in buildings which
oarry the mind back to early mediz-
val times. There is not a single
modern hospital in Florence ; the
new Fospital for children is without
the walls. Among the records of
early charitable institutions of
Florence are those founded by the
Knights of the Order of St. John of
Jerusalem in the twelfth eentury,
The principsl hospital of the pres-
ent day, Santa Maria Nuova, was

AT one o'clock on Friday last,
Sir Charles Tupper, Baronet, bad
completed the fofmation of his
Cabinet, and the New Ministers
were sworn in by His Excelléncy,
the Governor-General. The Gov-
ernment is constituted as follows :
Sir Charles Tupper, Premier and
Secretary of State. Hon. A. R.
Angers, President of the Prlyy
Council. Hon. A. R. Dickey, Min-
ister of Justice. - Hon. A. Desjar-
dins, Minister of Public Works.
Hon. W. B. Ives, Minister of
Trade and Commerce. Hon. L.
0. Taillon, Post -Master General.
Hon. W. H. Montague, Minister of
Agriculture. Hon. J. G. Haggart,
Minister of Railways. Hon. Da-
vid Tisdale, Minister of Militia.
Hon. George E. Foster, Minjsber

Tnister of Marine and Fisberies.]
Hon, Hugh-J. McDonald, Minister
of the Interior. Hon. Senators
Sir Frank Smith, Toronto, J. J.

Ewart, counsel for the minority,
brought forward, among other
proofs on this point, a8 number of
affidavits from leading citizens,
lhy and eclerical, of Maunitoba.

hen these affidavits were pre-
sented by Mr. Ewart, Mr, Me-
Carthy, counsel for the Manitoba
Government claimed the right to
procure other affidavits in re-
buttal. This would have delayed
the hearing so long that nothing
could be done in the case during
the year 1895. Rather than this
should ur, Mr. Ewart said he
would withdraw the affidavits and
“rest the case upon the other ma-
terial.” This statement will be
found on page 39 of the blue book
containing the official report of
the proceedings. Mr. Davies takes
advantage of this circumstance to
make a great splurge. He insin-
uates that the statements contain-
ed in these affidavits were n
true, and that it was for fear they
would be proven false they were
withdrawn. This is a most ex-
traordinary insinuation for a pub-
lic man to be guilty of. These
affidavits were made by the Vicar-
General of St. Boniface and sev-
eral other priests of Manitoba ; by
several members of the Legisla-
ture of Manitoba, and by several
leading citizens, of Winnipeg and
other parts of the Province of
Manitoba.

period fixed for religious or teach-
ing for the different dsys of the
week to the representatives of the
different religious denominations
to which the pupils may belong in
such away as to proportion the time
a'lotted as nearly as possible to the
number of pupils in the school of the
respective denomications.” An an-
alysis of this offer coupled with a
consideration. of the actual existence
of -tbings in Manitoba will show that
it actually means nothing at all.
Any value that might be-in the offer
would depend on the will of a major-
ity of the trustees, such majority hav-
ing the power to witbhold or grant
the request. The treatment accord-
ed the minority by the majority in
Manitoba is sufficient to prove the
wortblessness of this offer. Would
the trustees of the Oity of Winnipeg;
for instance, be likely to invite gny
Catholic clergyman to give religious
instruction in a school under their
jurisdiction? It will thus be seen
that this statement of Mr. Davies, as
to the Grecenway Government’s atti
tude regarding religious exercises in
the schools could have been intended
for no other purpose than to de-
ceive.

Hunce we must
endeavor toc wake up the members of
this House, and the people represented
by tbose members, to a realization of
our indebtadness. If a run should be
mades by the banks, or if those who
have contributed mouey under the
Loans Act shoald make a demand, the
credit of this Province would be gone
and. no resort would remain whereby to
expsct a remedy. We are, as it were, on

remaining in this perilous condition we

It is appar8nt that
we are drifting into just such a state as
the Isles of Greece, that soon afl will be
gone except our lovely sunshing. Realiz-
ing this it becomes our duty tq demand
a better policy. He (Mr. Gordon) be-
lieved that the Leader of the Govern-
ment, was a man of too large an intellect
for this small province. BSouth Africa
would be a better sphere for his gigantic
intellect. More room would be at his
command, and thera he could mingle
with such men as Cecil Rhodes and
President Kruger. A man born in the
midst of wealth, a man who during his
life never knew the need of a dollar has
but a faint ides of the difficulties with
«hich our farmers are obliged to struggle
He had seen scores of farmers, day after
day, going about wearing an expression
of sadness and despair. They cannot
get money, and yet the tax Las to be
paid. This tax may appear asmall sum
to the Leader of the Government, who
knows nothing whatever of poveriy;
but it is no small matter to the down-
trodden farmers, who find extreme
difficulty in contributing so largely
towards the funds of the Province. An
eminent poet has said that poets make
poor statesmen. He hiped that such
could not be said of lawyers. However
this might be, he was strongly of
opinion that in this agricultural Pro-
vince some eminent farmer, and not a
lawyer, shonld be chosen to wield the
helm of state, and he (Mr. Gordon)
hoped that the time is near when the
farmers of this Provisce would be led by
one of their own men. This course ap-
pears to be the only one whereby the
credit of the Province can be saved. On
the opposite side of the House he saw
men of good judgment, men who were
among his best friends, and yet those
same mean appear actually afrail to
raise their voices against such a dam-
aging conrse of affairs. He could not
understand how any man-can look at
the situation in his ¢yol senses and not
decide that there must be a change and
that at once. Some will urge that it is
more advisable to borrow money than
tolevy a tax. Itis an essy matter to
borrow money. There is plenty of
wealth in the city. People will readily
be found to invest their money at 4 per
cent. interest. But the guestion arises :
Who pays this interest? The farmers
of this Province pay it. Already they
feel very keenly the difficulty of paying
interest to the amount of $20,000. But
it is evident that very soon this amount
will be increasad to $24,000. Such an
enormous interest is sufficient to cripple
the industries of this Province. Bur-
dened to suck an extent the farmers
feel that they are mot in a position to
have public works carried on to that ax-
tent which is desirable. He felt agsured
that ir moving this resolution he would
meet with the hearty support of the
government memb:rs, for-since 1885 up
to the time the present government
came into power, their cry was, there
must be no deficits, the country will be
ruined, the farmers will leave the Prc-
vince, and --there must be no taxation.
But the conduct of the present govern-
meat since coming into power reminded
him of a rever-nd gentleman whom he
once knew. That gentleman could por-
tray the evils of intemperance more
elcquently and more pathetically than
any tem(gerance orator he had ever
heard. On one occasion he began his
lectura by reciting ‘“One more unfor-
tunate weary of breath.” Not a sound
was heard from the audiencs. His
hearsrs were almost elactrified. Even
the men present could scarcely restrain
their foelings. And yet as soon as that
clergyman had concluded his lecture he
hastened to partake deeply of the con-
tents of a brandy bottie ; and seldom it
was that he went'sober fo bed providing
he conld get a drink, It iseven so with
the government. With all the eloquenca
at their command they have gondemn.
ed & policy of deficits, and -yet ever
since they came into power their own
policy had been one of continual and
growing deficits.
Mr. 8haw seconded the resolution in-
troduced by Mr. Gordon.
Mr. Blarchard spoke briefly on the re-
sclation, [e felt that he would bhe re-
cr-ant to his duty if he did not support
it. The present Government denounced
the Sullivan administration for running
the province into debt. But after five
years rule the present administration
had increased the debt to over $400,000,
notwithstanding the heavy taxes collect-
ed. And now they intend increasing
the provincial loan to $175,000 and
spending the sum of $25,000 for a new
wing tothe asylum. This system must
end, or it is difficult to say what is to be-
come of the farmers. Already they are
very uneasy, and it ia certain that the
farms are the source of revenue. Not-
withstanding the fact that the present
Goveroment has issued dsbentures to
the amount of $185,600, notwithstanding
that the taxes collected in 1894/amount-
ed to $44,445 and in 1894 to $44,662, we
find their annual dedcits as follows :
In 1891, $20,000; in 1892, $37,000; in
1893, $119,000; in 1894, $30.000, and in
1895, $32,000. Their tota¥debt is, there-
fore. upwards of $400,000. He hoped
his honorable colleague would raise his
voice in favor of making revenne and
expenditure muet, The farmers are the
bone and sinew of the Provinge., They
are the motor power, If the Govern-
ment does uot change its course, the
farmers will do 8o.
