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Hon. F. de St Croix 
Brecken.

In our last issue we announced 
the death of Hon. Mr. Brecken, 
Postmaster at Charlottetown, 
which occurred on Wednesday 
morning the 14th. Mr. Brecken, 
who was almost 75 years of age 
at the time of his death, was well 
known and highly esteemed not 
only in Charlottetown, the place 
of his birth ; but throughout the 
Province. His familiar figure 
will be missed on our streets, and 
his eloquent voice will never 
again be heard on our public 
platforms. Mr. Brecken was a 

.geutleman-qf, polished manners ; 
his mind was well - stored with 
literary, legal and historical lore, 
and as an orator, in his palmy 
days, he had no peer among the 
sons of Prince Edward Island. 
His history, in part, is thus given 
in the Canadian Biographical 
Dictionary. “ Frederick De St 
Croix Brecken, member of the 
House of Commons, Canada, for 
Queen's coqpty, P. E. L, belongs 
to a family of legislators ; his 
father, John Brecken, represented 
Charlottetown in the House of 
Assembly, from 1830 to 1834. 
when he was appointed a member 
of the Executive and Legislative 
Councils of the Province, which 
position he held up to his death 
in 1857. The grandfather of 
Frederick, Ralph Brecken, who 
came to this island from England 
in the latter part of the last 
century, was a member of the 
House of Assembly for some 
years, and speaker of that body 
when he died in 1813 ; and his 
great grandfather, Côl. Joseph 
Robinson, as assistant judge of 
this province ninety years ago, 
was speaker of the House of 
Assembly in 1790. The mother 
of Mr. Brecken was Margaret De 
St. Croix, a native of Prince 

' Edward Island ; he was born at 
Charlottetown, on the 9th of 
December, 1828 ; educated at the 
Central Academy, in this city ; 
studied law with ..Sir Robert 
Hodgson» ; then went to London, 
and attended» at Lincoln’s Inn and 
the Inner Templè (1849-1852,), 
and was admitted to practice in 
June, 1852.” He entered into 
partnership with the late Mr. 
Haviland and as a member of the 
firm of Haviland & Brecken was 
an advocate in many of the most 
important cases tried at the bar 
of this Province. The brilliancy 
of his eloquence soon placed him 
in the front rank of those engaged 
in our court» and in the discussion 
of public affairs. He was early 
chosen as the representative of 
Charlottetown in the Provincial 
Legislature, and in 1859, when 
but thirty-one years of age, he 
was appointed Attorney and Ad­
vocate General, with a seat in the 
Executive Council. He took an 
active part in the settlement of 
the Land Question, and as Attor­
ney General introduced the mea­
sure under which the proprietary 
estates wereeventually purchased. 
He was one of the counsel 
who pleaded on behalf of the 
Province before the Board of 
Land Coramissiofcers. He was a 
delegate to the- Detroit Conven­
tion in 1865, and took an active 
part in the struggle on behalf of 
our union with the Dominion of 
Canada. He continued to repre­
sent Charlottetown in the House 
of Assembly and in 1873 contest­
ed Queen’s County *t the first 
election for the House of Com. 
mons ; but was defeated. Hq was 
reappointed to the Executive and 
to the Attorney-Generals hip, 
which he held till 1876. He was 
elected to the House of Commons, 
as a supporter of Sir John Mc- 
Dondald, in 1878, and again in 
1882. In 1884 he was appointed 
Postmaster of Charlattetown and 
Deputy Inspector of Post offices 
In 1858 he married at St John, 
N. B.. Helen Leith Boyd Etnslie, 
daughter of Captain Emslie of 
the 83rd Regiment One son is 
dead, and a son and daughter, Mr. 
Leith and Miss Amy Brecken 
together with the bereaved wid­
ow remain to mourn. He was 
a member of St. Peter’s Church 
and his funeral thither on Friday 
was very largely attended. Mr. 
Brecken will be much missed in 
the community in which he was 
so well known and so highly 
esteemed.

Our Ottawa Letter.
The Week in Parliament.

In Parliament this week mil­
lions of dollars were voted for 
public works, which are intended 
to influence the coming election.

The government refused to con­
sent to the passage of a bill to 
stamp out political corruption and 
election crimes.

A resolution was moved strong­
ly condemning Hon. Sydney Fish­
er for bungling the cens|ti of 
1901. It was shown that the 
work was done in a most extrava­
gant manner, and many accounts 
in which over charges were made 
were paid simply because political 
pressure was brought to bear on 
the minister of agriculture. As 
was expected, Mr. Fisher was 
white washed by his followers.

The Railway Commission bill, 
amended by the Senate, was 

considered, and the Commons 
refused to assent to a number of 
changes. The bill was sent back 
to the Upper House for consider­
ation .

The government was strongly 
censured for allowing a civil ser­
vant named Latour to canvass for 
Hon. Raymond Prefontaine’s or­
gan, La Canada, during the time 
he was on sick leave and in 
receipt of his salary as a public 
officer. Latour used his position 
to intimidate rural postmasters 
and obtain information which 
has always been regarded as con- 
fidental.

In the Senate Hon. R. W. Scott 
introduced the Grand Trunk Paci­
fic deal, and estimated the cost of 
the new railway at $85,410,000, 
or $27,713,970 more than Hon. 
W. S. Fielding’s computation of 
$57.692,030.

to make good his promise. Why 
the delay ? If the petitions are 
forgeries, Sir Wilfrid 'Laurier 
owes it to his own dignity to 
hold a careful enquiry. The Con­
servative party is willing to as­
sist in the investigation and all 
that is needed is a little courage 
on the part of the man who 
uttered such a wholesale slander.

Ministers Cannot Agree 

The Grand Trunk Pacific deal 
has been under discussion in the 
Senate, and the debate there has 
developed a remarkable situation 
as to the estimated cost of the 
enterprise. In the Commons, 
Hon. W. S. Fielding fixed the 
probable cost at a little over 
$13,000,000. Other cabinet min­
isters in the Lower House accept­
ed this as a fair computation, 
although they abandoned it, when 
it became apparent that the el­
ectorate would not tolerate such 
arrant nonsense. Then Mr. Field- 
ind patched up his first figures 
and confessed that the govern­
ment’s railway policy would in­
volve an expenditure of $57,692,- 
030. Hon. R. W. Scott, Secretary 
of State, who introduced the 
government bill in the Senate, 
refused to be guided by the esti­
mates made by his confreres and 
struck one for himself. Mr. Scott 
has decided that the new railway 
will not cost $13,000,000 or $57,- 
642,030, but $85,410,000. This 
is certainly a remarkable state 
of affairs. Mr. Fielding and Mr. 
Scott were both fusing official 
figures, yet they were not able to 
agree within $27,713,970 as to the 
cost of a work, concerning which 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier claims to have 
the fullest information. Surely 
no such spectacle would be pre­
sented to the country, if the gov­
ernment had properly informed 
itself as to the task upon which 
it had entered. Yet in the face 
of such absolute ignorance of the 
scheme, the administration refuses 
to listen to the prayer of 100,- 
000 elertors, and delay the work 
until it is possessed of necessary 
data.

Mr. Blair Again Attacks Cox.

Hon. George Cox has decided, 
after months of silence, that he 
can wait. The man for whom 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier has agreed to 
build a $100,000,000 railway has 
ceased to be impetuous. He has 
gone further and asked Hon. 
A. Q. Blair to take back his fam­
ous declaration, that the govern­
ment would not give the Grand 
Trunk Pacific deal the consider­
ation it deserves because “ Cox 
cannot wait." But Mr. Blair is 
not to be bluffed and has positive­
ly declined to convey his regrets 
to Senator Cox. The ex-minister 
of railways repeats his charge, 
that Mr. Cox was one of the 
principal agitators for the con­
struction of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific, and he. challenges that 
gentleman to deny the accusation. 
There, therefore, seems to be no 
doubt that Senator Cox is to once 
more receive a handsome present 
from the Laurier government 
During the past seven years he 
was given the Crow’s Nest Rail­
way and the Crow’s Nest coal 
lands, worth ^millions of dollars. 
For tally Sir Wilfrid threw in a 
Senatorship, and now Mr. Cox is 
to have a little extra of $100,000,- 
000. Instead of explaining away 
his connection with the G. T. P. 
job, Senator Cox has strengthened 
the case made out against him by 
Mr. Blair. Can it be that the 
electors will tolerate the present­
ation of such an ~epc*mous sum 
of money1 to Senator ©ox ? *'

Petitions Against G. T. P. 
CONTINUE:

The petitions against the Grand 
Trunk Pacific deal are now being 
presented in the Senate. In the 
Commons 100,000 electors protest­
ed against the deal and thousands 
more are uniting their voices in 
opposition to Senator Cox’s little 
game. Never before has any 
great question caused so much 
adverse feeling in this country. 
It has occasioned a small rebellion 
among the electors, and the only 
answer to their demand for delay 
in building the new railway, has 
been a most uncalled-for attack 
on the honor of the petitioner, by 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier. The Prem­
ier not only declared the men 
whose signatures appeared on the 
petitions presented at the time 
his slander was uttered to be 
forgers, but he has cast a grave 
reflection on those who have since 
joined in the hue and cry against 
the job. He was forced to pledge 
himself to investigate the genuin- 
nesa of the signatures, but al­
though over a week has passed 
he has not taken definite action

MORE OPPOSITION TO COX DEAL.
Sir Wilfrid Liurier’s star railway 

policy is getting some hard knocks 
these days. When the Grand Trunk 
Pacific deal was introduced into Par- 
liament, the Premier pictured the 
great advantages which would accrue 
to the Northwest Territories through 
the construction of a second trans­
continental railway. Hon. Clifford 
Sifton, who followed his leader with 
a similar line of argument, pointed 
with great satisfaction to the fact 
that large sections of land recently 
released for settlement would be en­
hanced in value and could be sold to 
pay for the new railway.

These were two of the strongest 
arguments advanced in favor of the 
Cox deal. But they have been scat­
tered as chaff by Hon. F. W. G. 
Haultain, Premier of the Northwest 
Territories. Speaking for the people 
of that great portion of Canada, he 
declared that the Grand Trunk Paci­
fic deal as outlined by Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier would never benefit his con­
stituents. He denounces it as an 
extravagant and unwise measure, 
Moreover, be declares that the people 
of the Northwest will never submit 
o the sale of public lands to raise 

funds for presenting Senator Cox 
with $100,000,000. And so the 
people continue to range themselves 
against one of the most iniquitous 
proposals ever made in Canada. It 
is not too late for*Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
to listen to reason in this matter. If 
he fails, then the country should 
hold him and his parly responsible 
for the enormous expenditure he pro­
poses.

PROTECTING THE ELECTION CRIMINAL 

Some time ago Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
announced that it was the intention 
of the government to make an effort 
to stamp ont bribery and other Sect­
ion crimes.

press offences against the election 
act but prove acceptable to both 
parties in the Commons, a special 
committee consisting of five Liberals 
and four Conservatives was asked to 
take the question under consider­
ation. The committee devoted 
weeks to a careful enquiry as to how 
election crimes could be prevent­
ed, and drafted a bill which was un­
animously passed before being sent 
to Parliament. Between the time 
the committee was appointed and 
the discussion of the bill in the Com­
mons, Sir Wilfrid Laurier and bis 
followers evidently experienced, a 
change of heart. Every obstacle was 
placed in the way of those who favor, 
ed purer elections, and the result has 
been that nothing will be done to 
stamp out the disgraceful crimes 
which have characterized the work of 
Liberal heelers during the past seven 
years. Ballot-box stuffing, tele­
graphing, impersonation, ballot steal­
ing, perjury and corruption have 
practically received the endorsation 
of the government. An election is 
impending, and the machine will 
have full swing.

WHAT GOVERNMENT REJECTED.

The splendid railway policy in­
augurated in Manitoba by Hon. R. 
P. Roblin has resulted in a general 
decrease in freight raj.es in that 
province. Mr. Roblin assisted the 
Canadian Northern Railway oo con­
dition that the Manitoba government 
should control freight rates 
over the line. The outcome was a 
decrease in railway charges which 
saves thousands of dollars to western 
farmers. But this is not all. The 
Canadian Pacific has now followed in 
the footsteps of the MacKenzie & 
Mann system and has declared a 
cut of 3 cents per cwt. in freights on 
grain. This cut means that Maui-; 
toba farmers will pay $i,000,000 a 
year less lo railway companies than 
they did before government control 
of freight rates was introduced.

When the Grand Trunk Pacific 
deal was under consideration, the 
Conservative party endeavored to 
induce Sir Wilfrid Laurier to make 
provisions for low freight rates similar 
to those which Lave proved so satis 
factory in Manitoba. The federal- 
government, however, positively re­
fused to safeguard the interests of the 
shippers on the Grand Trunk Pacific 
and thereby allowed an opportunity 
to pass, to forever insure to Canadian 
railway patrons fair and reasonable 
freight charges. Had the opposition's 
policy been accepted, millions of 
dollars would be saved to farmers in 
the east and west, but because that 
would mean the loss of millions to 
the friends for whom the Liberals 
propose to build a railway, the people 
are left to sink or swim.

There was a hot time in the commons 
Sstnrdey afternoon and evening »e a 
resalt of the effort of the government to 
prevent conservatives sending ont cam­
paign literature. Hon. Mr. Mnlock in 
a most exaggerated speech said that 
the opposition were forcing through 
train loads of matter, which tied np the 

e posfal facilities of the country. He com- 
(plained that all the mail bags of Mon­
treal were kept in nae and threatened 
force. The opposition answered ike 
postmaster general by showing that the 
grits were equally busy with their liter­
ature and were sending broscast hun­
dreds ol thousands of reports of speeches, 
etc., franked by ministers, 't his matter 
was prepared in different departments 
by officers in the pay of the country, 
whereas the conservatives are paying 
their way. The grits were taunted with 
being afraid to have people learn the 
true elate of sffairs at O.tawa. After 
several hours of cross-firing the matter 
wae allowed to drop.

PROTECTION VERSUS FREE TRADE.

Evidence is accumulating as lo 
the control exercised over Canadian 
industries by United States manu­
facturers in all cases where the 
duties are low enough to permit the 
Americans to slaughter their wares in 
our markets. Articles on which a 
high duty is maintained can be 
purchased in Canada at lower prices 
than those prevailing in the United 
States. Where the Fielding tariff 
has enabled American trusts to force 
our factories to close prices here 
rule higher than across the border.

An excellent example of low prices 
under high tariff is to be found in 
the case ol iron pipe on which the 
duty is 35 per cent. The quotations 
in the United States and Canada

mountains were lass than ten leagues from 
the shore, and where the distance wag 
greater the boundary should be a line 
drawn parallel to the coast ten leagues 
from the sea. Now it happens that the 
coats line is broken by deep inlets running 
between mountain protections. These in­
lets were called canals in the old docu­
ments. Some of them penetrate the coun­
try fifty miles and more and are nanigable. 
The main question to be determined was 
whether the ten marine leagues, or thirty- 
five miles, should be measured from the 
main line of the coast, as the Canadians 
contended, or from the head of the oanals. 
as the United Statos claimed. A majority 
of the commissioners have decided that the 
line parallel to the shore is one which runs 
thirty-five miles back from the heads of 
all the oanals. It ie therefore sometimes a 
hundred miles from the sea coast, and will 
be an exceeding curved and winding line. 
One of the oanals which will now be cut off 
from Canadian territory by thirty-five 
miles df United States land, is Lynn Can­
al, by which people travel to the Yukon 
A line thirty-five miles from the mala 
ocean wonld have crossed this canal a long 
way from Its head, and left Skagway in 
Canada. As the decision goes, Canadians 
cannot enter the Yukon by the ordinary 
route except by passing through foreign 
territory.

The two Canadian commissioners have
refused to sign the decision and the press 
correspondent is doubtless quite wrong in 
the belief that they will ultimately con­
sent. .

COINAGE QUESTIONS

“As the mover of a motion on the sub­
ject at the annual meeting of the Manu­
facturers’ Association, there is one ques­
tion in which I have been deeply interest­
ed, namely, the silver coinage that is used 
in the country. This trip has substanti­
ated my former calcuations that fifty per 
oent. of the silver used in the Northwest 
is of United States coinage: As there is a 
very handsome profit for any government 
in the coinage of silver—-the cost of the 
material and workmanship being greatly 
exceeded by the face value of the coin, it 
would be the plainest of practical business 
sense to take steps to replace this 
United States silver money by Canadian 
coins. In 1870 the government settled 
some foreign indebtedness by exporting 
$5,000,000 In silver, and it should be on 
the watch tS> repeat this course. The 

^moouràgement of silver coinage by the 
^’Canadian government would not only 
yield a revenue to government, but could 
be so arranged as to stimulate our own 
silver mines.

and hia colleagues are responsible ' for 
the Alaska boundary surrender. They 
agreed to the reference on terme which 
could not by any possibility have given 
Canada a verdict, and which could 
only end in a victory for the United 
States or a disagreement.

The Canadian government was under 
no sort of compulsion in the matter. It 
waa free to negotiate or not. It did 
negotiate. Strange aa it will appear to 
posterity, and to all students of history 
and politice, this remarkable Arrange­
ment wee the work of onr own .minis­
ters. It ia not enough to eay that they 
agreed to it. They were joint authors 
of the device.

Not only ia Sir Wilfrid an author, 
promoter and defender of this extra­
ordinary tribunal, but be has declared 
himself prond of hia work. At the be­
ginning of this session Mr. Borden 
pointed out the unfair position in which 
Canada was placed by the constitution 
of the tribunal. Sir. Wilfrid replied, 
contending that the treaty waa a Cana­
dian triumph. "There is nota particle 
of eorrender in the treaty,” the premier 
declared, and he went on to claim that 
the United States has given np some of 
their contentions. It ia pitiful to look 
back on the eelf-saliafaction of the flret 
minister, who really appeared to think 
that he had scored a diplomatic suc­
cess.

And now after all this we have the 
government, through one or more of 
its organa, making the contemptible 
and cowardly plea that it iaall the fault 
of Mr. Chambeilain. It is hard to c»n 
ceive of anything more undignified and 
leas manly than thia attack on Mr. 
Chamberlain for a eorrender which was 
wholly the act and fault of the Cana­
dian government. Only last year Sir. 
Wilfrid and Sir L'.nia Davies rebuked 
Mr. Boutaiaa for suggesting that Cana­
da waa not well supported by Mr. 
Chamberlain and the imperial govern­
ment, We had it then on the author­
ity of the ministers concerned in the 
negotiations that the colonial secretary 
and the Briliah foreign office had been 
most symphetic and helpful and had 
done all that could poesibly be expected 
of them.

Even if it had been so, Canada was 
free. No colonial minister would have 
dreamed for a moment of yielding one 
inch of C nadlan soil without the consent 
of the Canadian government. Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier baa talked and talked to weariness 
about his devotion to autonomy,'and has 
made unnecessary protests that he would 
insist on retaining for Canada the full 
power of self-government. No conaervative 
predecessor of Sir Wilfrid would have al, 
lowed any colonial aeoretary to sacrlfioe 
Canadian Interest» in a treaty of thia 
kind and these premiers did not think it 
necessary to go about proclaiming their 
zeal to preserve Canadian liberties. Sir 
John A. McDonald, or Sir John Thomp 
son, or Sir Charles Tapper, would never 
have been found throwing the blame on 
an imperial minister for their owo surren­
der of Canadian interests to the United 
State». They knew what were their 
right», their duties, and their reiponeibiU 
ities. It would not be possible for such 
a jag-handled tribunal to be established 
while they ruled at Ottawa. Bob what­
ever waa possible, and whatever happened 
they took the responsibility like the true 
men that they were.

We know that many of 
the Popes have been enrolled in the 
calendar; thirty have sealed the 
faith of Christ with their blood. 
S mo bave stood high above the 
doctors of their age for knowledge 
and learning, while all have exercis­
ed an influence amongst the nations 
on the side of liberty and oivilia 
ation. We find among them men 
like Gregory VII. and Innocent 
III,, who elevated the masses and 
paralysed the -tyranny of kings, 
and others after the fashion of 
Benedict XIV., who gave an im 
petus to science, learning, and- the 
a-ts that has left the impress on the 
history of Europe and the world.
THE FIRST LINK WITH THE 

REDEEMER.
Bu‘, nevertheless, to the figure of 

the first memorable" Pontiff the 
Catholic mind ever turns as the first 
link that binds the Church to its 
Divine.Founder and what is human 
in it, to the eternal and supernatur. 
al. These great powers and 
privileges with which Christ endow­
ed H;s Church were first placed in 
the hands of St. Peter and through 
him conveyed to the Christian 
wo! Id. Ho is the only Pontiff that 
was educated in the Apostolic 
College, and learned from the lips 
of his Divine Master those truths 
that have transformed human life, 
and passion. Little wonder, then 
that coming toward the time when 
the .world’s thoughts are fixed on 
Bsthlehem, we do not forget that 
great saint who was the first 
whom our Saviour gave such an ex­
traordinary mission.

HIS LIFE.
S'. Pe'.ei’s life might well be di­

vided into two parts by the bio- 
grapher; the first bis preparation 
among the disciples of S’. John and 
cur Saviour for His great destiny: 
the second begins with the first 
Feast of Pentecost, and continues to 
his crucifixion in Rome in *67. Si 
John the Baptist had charge over 
the novitiate that appeared for the 
public mission of our Saviour. A- 
mong the novices we find the future 
Pontiff. A native of Bethsaids, the 
city on Lake Genesareth which was 
frequently blessed by the presence 
of our Divine Saviour, he evidently 
possessed that longing for know­
ledge of the unseen world that, 
developed by years of association 
with bis Master, was the source of 
his vocation. When called by our 
Saviour to the Apostolats, he hesit­
ated not to oast aside even those few 
links that bound him to the world.

Oooe he had embraced this life of 
sacrifice he became the Apostle 
fart* and love. The gospel narr­
ative proved that he was regarded 
by our Lord from the beginning 
wlih special favor and affection. 
Cardinal Newman thinks that it 
was for the love of Christ, flowing 
on as it did from its impetuosity and 
exuberance into love of the breth­
ren that he was chosen to be the 
chief pastor of the fold. “Simon 
son of John, lovest thou Me .more 
than these?" wai the trial put on 
him by his God; and the reward 
was, “Feed My lambs, feed My 
sheep.”. It was for this reason 
that S*. Peter was selected by our 
Saviour to take the place at the 
helm to guide the Church after His 
Ascension.

“UPON THIS ROOK.,,
The two prerogatives with which 

our Saviour endowed Sf. Peter as 
bead of the Church were primacy of 
jurisdiction and personal infallibi­
lity. To him with the other 
apostles He gave the power 
absolution from sin and of offering 
sacrifice. He erjiyed equally with 
tlie other disciples the right 
preaching the G-spel. But besides 
and b yond all these powers he re 
oeived in common with the other 
apotr les, we find that he is specially 
chosen as their head. To St. Peter 
alone did cur Saviour say.’

“And I say to thee: Thou art 
Peter, and upon this rook 1 wil

build My Church, and the gates of 
hell shall not prevail against it. 
And I will give to thee the keys of 
the kingdom of heaven. And what­
soever thou shalt bind on earth shall 
be loosed also in heaven."

We see that* St. Peter is the 
“rook” on which the Church was to 
be built, and that to him was to be 
given as the sign of power he was 
to exercise “the keys of the king­
dom of heaven.” Besides he was the 
only one to whom Christ gave in­
dividually the powor of “binding,, 
and ’loosing” which implies the 
power of making laws and dispen«- - 
ing from them. And it may be 
interesting to add that the charge 
of “feeding the lambs and sheep” 
refers to the right of teaching and 
ruling not only the faithful but the 
priests and bishops of the “king, 
dom of heaven” with which ho was 
endowed.

THE PRINCIPLE OF IN­
FALLIBILITY.

It will appear very strange that 
outside the Church so much difficulty 
is found with the doctrine of Papal 
infallibility unless we take into con­
sideration the immediate conse­
quence of such belief on the con­
science. The principle of infallibility 
is the cardinal point of Christianity. 
It preserves and alone is capable of 
preserving Divine revelation. 
Hence no man could excuse himself 
from acting dishonestly if be did 
not join the Church once he admits 
the dogma of infallibility. Yet if 
the powers intrusted to St. Peter 
for the guidance of the faithful be 
honestly examined, it is impossi­
ble to see what our Saviour could 
mean unless He bestows infallibility. 
Besides what has been quoted above, 
we find our Saviour promising-to 
confirm bis faith so as to be beyond 
all the wiles of Satan. “Satan has 
tried to sift thee as wheal; but I 
prayed for thee, Peter, that thy 
faith fail not; and thou, being con­
verted, confirm thy brethren.” The 
office of confirming thy brethren 
attached to the primacy to which 
St. Peter was elected by our Saviour 
demands personal infallibility for 
its proper and effectual fulfilment.
ST. PETER’S DENIEL AND REL 

PENTANCE.
One act in this portion of St. Pe­

ter’s life must not be forgotten. It 
will serve to show still more clearly 
the divine character of Catholic 
faith. It is hie great sin of denial. 
Yet it produced two good effects. 
One is, it shows the weakness of the 
instruments which our Saviour 
made nse of to convert mankind; 
the second, the extraordinary re- 
pentanoe of St. Peter. Tradition 
tells us that channels were worn on 
the face of the apostle by the con­
tinuous tears of bitter sorrow he 
shed for his act of dishonor. Does it 
not also teach us the efficacy of con­
trition and the infinite mercy of our 
Savionr to those who are really in 
earnest in oo operating with His 
Grace.

THE FIRST DAYS OF THE 
CHURCH.

St. Peter began the active work 
of hia Pontificate on the first day of 
Pentecost. The advent of the Holy 
Ghost produced wonderful effects in 
the little room of Jerusalem. Pre­
viously fearful of the terrors of the 
Sanhedrim, and suffering from the 
loss of their Divine Leader, they, 
now having received the Holy 
Spirit of God, went out boldly into 
the streets of Jerusalem to preach 
Christ crucified. St. Peter planted 
that day the standard of Catholic 
faith in the very heatr of Jerusalem, 
which, as our Saviour promised, has 
never yet been borne down. The 
first fruits were 3,000 souls. The 
apostle presided at this great work, 
and according to the Acts of the 
Apostles, personally baptised them.

In these days of labor we find St. 
Peter preforming the acts of juris­
diction that belonged to his office 
as Pontiff. He was the first mover 
in the election of a new apostle in 
the room of Judas Iscario1; be was 
the spokesman of the rest as we 
have seen on the day of Pentecost, 
and he it was who answered the' 
charges when the apostles wore 
brought before the council; he is the 
chief actor in the tragic scene of the 
death of Annanias and Sapphire; be 
was the first to break down the wall

of prejudice of race by receiving*a 
Gentile convert into the Church; he 
was the first to propound in the 
Council cf Jerusalem the question 
to be discussed as to the Mosaic ob­
servance1; and, fioslly, we find him 
acting ae president at that council 
in 49. From this forward his life is 
one of constant labor and work in 
many portions of the world, convert­
ing thousands by his preaching, and 
suffering innumerable persecutions 
from the enemies of Christianity. 
In 42 he took up his residence in 
Rom», and from that city kept up 
constant communication, as far as 
possible, with the workers in the 
ministry, Bishops received their in- 
atruotions from him, and were en­
couraged by bis extraordinary zeal.
In Rome itself innumerable 
evidences of hia labors could be 
traced. The very stones speak ot 
the work of the Supreme Pontiff, 
and bring back the mind in wonder 
to the time when the great Catholic 
Church, that now has temples and 
churches and millions of adherents 
in every land, was in reality the 
“little mustard seed" of which our 
Saviour epeaks.

THE LAST TRAGIC SCENE ON 
THE VATICAN HILL.

In Rome, the last tragic scene in 
J3t. Peters’s life took place, it was a 
scene, too, worlhy of the great Pope. 
The enemies of the Church viewed hia 
success with horror. Nothing could 
daunt his courage or his zeal. The 
Christians had grown numerous, and 
threatened the superstitions of the 
pagans. Sleeping in security for cen­
turies, their rights and dogmas were 
so corrupt and ridiculous as to tempt 
the cynicism, even of the infidel. 
Hence the authorities seized St. 
Peterjs, and with him St. Paul, the 
great Apostle of the Gentiles, threw 
them into prison and condemned 
them to death. On the Vatican Hill 
this great Pontiff suffered persecution 
for the love of his Divine Master. One 
great feature of that death teaches 
us the humility of St. Peter. Cruci­
fixion was the form of death he was to 
suffer. Lest, however, his sacrifice 
of faith might seem too like that of 
his Master, he requested that he 
should be placed upon the cross with 
his head hanging downwards to the 
ground. And so, by bis last act, he 
crowned the work of hia life as Pope. 
He bad spent the first seven years at 
Antioch, and the remaining twenty- 
five at Rome. When he was dying 
be must have felt happy at the result 
of bis work. From the increase of 
numbers and the zeal with which, by 
God’s grace, he inspired the Chris 
tiani, he never feared that the Church 
would succumb to the long, bitter 
night of persecution that was destined 
to fall upon it in the Roman world. 
He was among its first victims. And 
his blood crying to hesven for the 
•access of the Church he was privil­
eged to rule undoubtedly—obtained 
grace and strength and gave courage 
to those who had later on to face 
the full power of the storm that Satan 
raised to destroy his work.
HIS LIFE LIKE THE LIFE OF 

> THE CHURCH.
The life of St. Peter is not unlike 

that of the Church. With the powers 
of the world against its influence on 
the souls of men every year and gen­
eration brings with it an ever-increas 
ing harvest. No country that sees 
its light receives the blessings of faith 
without persecution. The reason 
was not far to seek. The doctrines 
of Christ are opposed to the lower 
passions of men. The powers of hell 
are ever on its path. But so long as 
we have men inspired by the zeal and 
example of St. Peter Its power for 
good must ever grow. In other words, 
since the promise of our Saviour to 
be with His Church extendi to the 
“ consummation of the world,” suc­
cesion of St. Peter will ever be priv 
ileged with thosa super-natural gifts 
that must preserve it intact against 
every difficulty and obstacle. And 
through the special blessing of our 
Saviour, that day shall come when the 
work begun on the Day of Pentecost 
will be completed, and all men shall 
be united under the “ one fold" and 
the * one Shepherd."
FEASTOF ST. PETER IN ROME.

The Feast of St. Peter is a day on 
which the Romans annualy display 
their love and reverence for their 
first Bishop in an impressive and sol 
emn manner. The Piazza Venezia 
to St. Peter’s itself is thronged with 
tens of thousand^making you imagine 
if you are a strange, that yon will find 
some difficulty entering the great 
temple, but when you pass the doors, 
St. Peter’s is not half full, though 
there are probably between 30,000 and 
4o,ooo of the faithful in it. There is 
ope feature of the solemnity that is 
most impressive, and that is the sight 
of the immense line of people that 
file past the bronze statue of St. Peter 
end reverently kiss the foot as they 
pais. The Romans never on any 
account neglect this testimony of their 
love and reverence for their first 
Bishop on his feast—nay, the good 
mothers bring their babies to kiss the 
foot of the fisehrman, and fathers lift 
their little sons high enough to permit 
them to touch the venerated statne 
with their lips. This has gone on 
now for about fifteen centuries, with 
the result tbit even the bronze has 
been worn away from the foot 
A MAGNIFICENT EMBLEM OF 

THE PAPACY.
This statue of St Peter is now a 

well-known object of devotion all over 
the world, end the custom of placing

of it in churches *11 over Christendom 
is becoming more and more common 
every day. It is a magnificent em­
blem of the Papacy itself. The 
metal of it once formed a statue of 
Capitoline Jove, who ruled the world 
from the Capitol Hill and was molded 
to represent the Prince of Apostles in 
commemoration of Leo the Great’s 
victory over Atilla, “ the scourge of 
God.” In all the invasions, persecu 
lions, revolutions, sackings and pro 
fanations which have devastated 
Rome during the last 1,500 years, no 
impious hand has ever been permiited 
to injure it. Leo the Isautian, Em 
peror of Constantinople, and founder 
of the Iconoclasts, or Iraagebreaktrs, 
wrote to Pope Gregory IL in 726 that 
he was sending a powerful fleet with 
an army to Rome, with orders to de 
stroy the famous statue, which, even 
in his time, had come to be styled 
“Invicto, Unconquered.’’ But the 
fleet went down in the Adriatic ; and 
only a few were left to tell the tale ol 
iibe immense disaster. Pious Catho­
lics have in past ages set apart part of 
their wealth to be devoted to spread­
ing veneration (or the famous statue, 
and many miracles have been worked 
at this shrine. One very remarkable 
prodigy took place during the holy 
year of 1725, when a German named 
Kouvalski, a hopeless paralytic, was 
instantly cured ou being lifted to kiss 
the foot of the statue.—San Francisco 
Monitor.

Time, which changea everything, 
hasjaet wrought what to many 
persons may seem like a miracle by 
transforming the “House of all 
Nations,” reputed once to be the 
most luxuriously equipped abode of 
vice in New York city, into a home 
for poor, unemployed servant girls, 
rays an Amerioan contemporary, 
Since September 1 the house has 
been in the possession of a gronp of 
Franciscan Tertiaries, with Sister 
Frances at their head, and is called 
appropriately, the House of the 
Transfiguration. It appears in 
large lettering on the covered stoop 
leading np to the house, which other­
wise has undergone no outward 
change. The old lace onrtains still 
cover the windows of the front 
parlor, and when the whole buil-iing 
is lit np at night, its appearance is 
deceptive.

The home iy this property of Al 
Adams, the dethroned “policy king.” 
who is now serving a year in Sing 
Sing. A few years ago he was offer­
ed $450,000 for the Old House ot 
All Nations. Hs refused 10 sell it 
for less than $500,000, N-R long 
afterward the sisters, whose desire 
to move from their old home was 
known, were approached with a 
proposition to take the house, and a 
five-year lease was offered to them 
at a lower rental than they 
were then paying. The offer was 
quickly accepted. Several persons 
interested in the transaction asserted 
that it grew ont of a desire on the 
part of Al Adams to make some 
kind of restitution for iniquities 
committed in the past. Osrtainly 
the conditions of the lease were so 
favorable to the tenants that some 
special motive mast have dictated 
them.

A reporter of the New York “Sun" 
visited the house and was shown 
through it by Sister Frances. The 
parlor still serves as parlor. Its 
walls and its ceilings are entirely 
covered with mirrors, checkered 
with a network of rcsea and ferns.

On the wall hangs a portrait of 
Pope pins X. and images of saints 
The rear of the room is turned into 
a chapel screened by a row of palms 
ahd with a picture of the Saviour, 
for the alter piece.

“The parlor will remain a parlor,” 
Sister Francis said. “We’ll" just 
tone it down a little by and by. 
Here the girls, both those that live 
here and those who come here as 
visitors, may spend their evenings. 
If they have male company they 
will bring the young men right in 
here. Why, we have married four 
girls from our house in the last year. 
Bnt meetings on the street corner 
will be forbidden They do a lot 
of harm, and we have got the police­
man on post to promise to break 
them up.’’

The famous umbrella room back 
of the parlor, which got its name 
from the shape of the mirror-oovered 
ceilings, used to be the wine room 
Now it has been turned into an 
oratory, with a group, “The Agony 
in the Garden," in one corner. 
The reading and working room will 
be in the rear of the first floor, in 
the old dining room, which has an 
eight feet high wainscoting of 
carved oak. The champagne bottles 
used for decoration in the old days 
remain on the shelvee that .bolder 
the wainscoting. The walls are 
frescoed with drinking scenes, most 
of the figures represented being 
Franciscan monks. Between the 
frescoes are printed, sentimental 
couplets in Goiman, such as this

“1st das Bier in der kann, ist, die 
Weisbeit in dem Mann." (If there 
is beer in the mug, there is wisdom 
in the man).

“I like that,’’ said Sister Francis, 
“It’s perfectly true as long as the 
beer remains in the mug.”

The railings of the stairways are 
all of carved oak, and the entrance 
to the stairway is protected by a 
floe screen of the same kind of work 
On the second floor are the old 
Egyptian and Turki.k parlors, sep 
•rated by slender pillais. Tbe 
woodwork is painted white with 
decorations of lotos flowers in bright 
red and green. Tbe walla in these, 
as well as in all other rooms in the 
upper part of tbe house are cover 
ed with damask,,

Tbe dining room and the kitehen 
will be in tho basement, where the 
restaurant was reoen ly. The from 
room is known as tho log cabin and 
has walls of undressed logs. The 
rear room, also a hall, is called a 
wigwam Its principal feature is the 
cement floor into which real horse 
shoes have heed sunk so as to form 
a regular pattern. An immense 
open grate, with an iron kettle hang 
ing over a pile of logs, occupies near­
ly one-half of one of the halls.

Sister Francis said that she will 
mske few changes in the bouse be- 
yond removing some of the most 
glaring details and substituting fur 
nitute appropriate to Its near purpose.
