THE MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS

The amended Municipal Act will, no
doubt, 0aase many changes in the mani-
cipal councils throughout the comntry.—
As ws underftand the most important
clauses of the act, the Mayors, Reeves and
Deputy-Reeves of towas are to be nomi-
nated on the Jast Monday but one in De-
cember, and are to be elected by popular
vote, and in incorporated towns divided
into less than five wards there shall be
three Councillors elected for each ward,
(as usual we p ) and provision is
made for the retirement of one member for
each ward every year, the vacancy to be

the retiring wember anoually. Ia town-
ships, we infer from the reading of the

"Councillo s of townships and incorporat
villages are to be nominated at moon on
the last Monday but one in December,
annually,and if a poll or polls are demand-
ed, then the proocedings are to be ad-
journed until the first Monday in January
tollowing, when the said Reeves, Deputies,

people of such township or village, gener
ally—that is, a poll book headed with the
names of all the candidates nominated, is
to be furnished by the clerks to each ro-
turniog officer for the ward or electoral
division to which he may bave been ap-
‘pointed, and each elector in the munici-
plity is to have the privilege of voting
for the Reeve, Deputy (if the township
be entitled to such) and throe councillors.
In other words, the whole are to be elec-
ted by popular vote. [See Statutes of
1866, secs. 100 and 93]. The elections
are, it will be peroeived, to begin and end
in one day.

If our view of the subjest be correct,
and we think 1t is, there will be the dan-
ger in unevenly settled townships of hav-
ing the whole of the municipal represen-
tatives selected from one side or corner to
the great disadvantage of those further
back ; but.itmay be that the practical
working of the system will be better than
we anticipate,

The changoes made are of such a radi-
cal natare that there will undoubtedly be
some confusion at first but we thiok-a
careful study of the Act, despito its oc-
casional mistiness, will enable an intelli-
gent clerk to form a pretty clear idea of
the correct mode of procedure.
