American Legal Light Has Hard
Words for the Third Degree.

“There is no doubt that the Ameri-
can policeman leads the world in his
unnecessary and brutal use of the
club,” says an article in the Yale Law
Journal, written by Prof. W. L. Bur-
dick, whqg has witnessed arrests made
in bxh cities of the United States and
Europe.

“Brushing aside these minor mat-
ters, what about the treatment of
prisoners arrested for felonies, from
whom the police desire to obtain evi-
dence? The mere arrest may be quiet-
ly made, but then comes, in many
cases, that American iniquity known
as ‘the sweat Dbox,” the third degree

ous crime., ‘He is placed in a cell;
continually questipned by a relay of
detectives and other officials; force-
fully kept without sleep for two or
three days;, in the expectation that
the mental torture and the physical
exhaustion will become so acute that
he will be glad to ‘confess’ in order
to obtain relief.

“Another prisoner is denied food,
another is brutally beaten, ‘slugged’
is the word, until he is forced to
speak. Other atrocities are practised
such as highly salting the food and
denying water to the victims; plac-
ing them in solitary confinement, or
in bitterly cold cells, when the weath-
er aids, or in frightfully superheated
rooms at other times. Red pepper
has been blown into their cells and
other indignities, too numerous to
mention, perpetrated in order that a

Smoking and Drinking.

More Beer and less Whiskey Consum-
ed in Canada.

Ottawa, July 10.—During the fiscal
vear which closed with March 31 the
people of Canada consumed spirits to
the amount of .815 gallon, as compar-
od with .806 in the previous ¥ear, a
slight increase. The consumption of
beer per head was 5,276 gallons, wine
.97 gallons, and of tobacco 2,940
pounds.” In the previous year the
consumption per head of beer was 5,-
348 gallons, of wine .85 gallons, and
of tobacco, 2,910 pounds. As compar-
ed with thirty years ago, When two
gallons of liquor were consumed for
every head of population, the con-
sumption of spirits is small. On the
other hand, there has been a steady
increase in the consumption of beer,
and a steady but not abnormal in-
crease in the use of tobacco.

Bernier’s Arctic Cruise

Special Evening Telegram.
OTTAWA, July 24.

Capt. Bernier, Canaga’s Polar navi-
gator whose ambition it has been for
many years to reach the north pole
is to have an opportunity for almost
as distinguished a “bit of Arctic ex-
ploring with the Government steamer
Arctic provisioned for a two years
cruise. Capt. Bernier is now en
route to the Canadian Polar waters
with the Governments permission to
attempt the northwest passage and
bring his vessel around to Victoria,
B. C., a feat which was unsuccess-
fully attempted by Perry, Ross,
Franklin and other polar navigators
“during the past century. Capt. Ber-
nier sailed from Quebec under sealed
orders last month. Yesterday a let-
ter was received from him dated
Chateau Bay, off the Labrador Coast,
July 12th. Attached to this letter
was a memorandum giving the pro-
gramme of his two years cruise as
follows:— From Chateau Bay he in-
tends to sail for Albert Harbor. The
next place of call will be Dealy Is.
in Melville Sound and the winter on
Melville Island, From there he ex-
pects to complete the northwest pas-
sage to Herchell Island next year
where the arctic sealing vessels have
headquarters. The remainder of the

Victoria will be comparatively plain
sailing. Enroute Capt. Bernier will
assert British and Canadian Sover-
eignty over all Islands in the north,
many of which have not been visited
for many years. He will also in-
vestigate the rumors of coal and
ther minerals ot various points in
the north.

Squid
are now making their appearance, and
it is hoped with this as bait there will
be a change for the better. At Wes-
leyville, Greengspond and other places
in that section practically nothing has
been done. At Cat Harbor boats' of
two hands get about 2 qtls. daily; and
to sum up it will be the worst fishery
for some yedrs from Cape Fogo to
Cape St. Franeis.

The death occurred at Ventnor on
Thursday of the King of the Cocos
Keeling Islands—Mr. George Clunies
Ross, who had come to England from
his coral island domain in the South
Indian Ocean in search of health.

The connection of the Ross family
with these remote islands, which are
under British protection and are
situated about 700 miles from Java,
forms a romance of adventure which
might have been taken from a chap-
ter by Stevenson. It was in the Co-
cos Islands that Darwin studied the
formation of coral reefs, and at the
time of the great naturalist’s visit in
1827 the first of the Ross dynasty—
June Clunies Ross, a Scotsman and a
British naval officer—had ‘made his
home there. The second of the house,
hig son, took up the rule in 1854, and
was succeeded by George Clunies
Ross (who died yesterday), at the age
of thirty, in 1871.

Mr. George Clunies Ross was a man
pre-eminent in courage, capacity, and
tenderness, and his island home, of
which he was the proprietor as well
as the chief, is a veritable Utopia.
Coined money is unknown there, for
the parchment notes of George Ross
are the sole medium of * exchange;
