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Seven a Day Killed.

In Greater New York During the
Past Year.

New York, Jan. 29.—In the twelve
months of 1912 there were 2,712
persons killed in Manhattan by
sho:'bing, stabbing, assaults, self-
inflicted wounds or from injuries re-
ceived in falls and other mishaps.
This made an average of more than
seven violent deaths each day. These
figures are given in the annual re-
port of Antonio d’Alessandro, chief
clerk of the Board of Coroners.

One hundred and forty-six persons
lost their lives by being struck by au-
tomobiles, or fifty-five more than in
the previous year. There were 114
homigides by shooting and 198 homi-
cides by all methods.

The antiquated horse cars still in
use killed ten persons in the year, ten
were killed by horse kicks and the ap-
parently harmless bicycle killed three.

| Horse drawn vehicles killed 108, sur-

face cars 62 and the subways 14.

Accidental burns killed 267 per-
sons, and of these fourteen children
were burned by playing with mat-
ches; six children were burned to
death by ‘bonfires, and seventy-four
children were scalded to death by
pulling pots of hot water, soup and
coffee down upon themselves.

Five persons were killed by jump-
ing from windows at fires, fifty-nine
were burned to death in fires, and
twenty-three were burned to death
by “their clothes catchin/g fire.

Interesting figures are revealed in
the list of deaths by suicide. Thirty-
eight persons chose the method of
leaping from windows or roofs, while
only two employed the supposedly
easy method of drowning. Fifteen
huried themselves in front of trains
or auggmobiles; thirty-two hanged
themselves; sixty-seven selected poi-
son; 183 used gas; eighty-nine shot
themselves and twenty-eight wused
knives.

Fifteen persons were choked to
death by food; 229 were accidentally
drowned, three were accidentally shot
and 52 were killed by accidentally
taking poison. Ten persons were
killed by falling into the holds of
vessels tied to piers; 102 were killed
by falling frofa chairs
60 were killed by being hit by bricks
and other material falling from build-
ings; 39.Tecll down elevator shafts;
35 fell off roofs, and 34 fell off street
cars, automobiles or other vehicles.,

Of the 97 killed by falling from
windows, 36 were children, and of
the 55 who fell off fire escapes 43
were children. o

Rahies Kkilled eight persons; and
tetanius or lockjaw killed six.

Specal to Evening Telegram.
MEXICO CITY, To-Day.

The army rose in revolt in Mexico
City yesterday, took -possession’ of
publie buildlng-, shot down Federal
adherents on the streets, released
General Felix Diaz, leader of .the
Vera Cruz revolt, from prison, and
falling' into line under his banner
practically captured the Mexican Capi-
tal. ~Francisco Madero, President of
Republic, and members of his Cabi-
net took refuge in the National Pal-
ace, where they were besieged, but
with somie loyal troops at their back
succeeded in defending the Palace
from assaults. Madero’s family has
taken refuge in the Japanese lega-
tion to-night. The President is mak-
ing a fight for a retention of his pow-
er. General Diaz, who is a nephew
of the deposed President,”Porfiro Diaz,
is now at the head of majority .of
capital troops, including most artil-
lery, and is in possession of the ar-
senal city and powder works nearby.
Madero is relying on the loyalty of
General Blanquet, who has been sum-
moned from Toluco, forty miles dis-
tant., But Blanquet has only a thous-
and men under his command and the
rebels are confident of defeating him
should he refuse to join the movement
of revolt. The day was marked by
four separate -engagements which
took place in front of the National
Palace, but the most important was
that which terminated in the formal
surrender of troops and artillery of
the barra ks. It is believed that not
less than two hundred were killed.
Among the number was General
Reyes, a strong adherent of Portfiro
Diaz, ex-Secretary of War. When the
fighting ceased the ambulances of the
Red and White Cross engaged in the
work of picking up the dead and suc-
coring the wounded. Plaza Area for
four city blocks was strewn with bod-
ies of men and horses. Within the
Palace there were a few victims, but
Colonel Moreles, one of the most loy-
al of Madero’s adherents, was Kkilled.

money to 2s. That, however, is not
clear, for every time he enters a rail-
way station he has to pay a due of 14,
and here there are fees to be paid to
rank attendants, the net result being
a weekly earning of something under
12s for at least sixty-six hours’ work.
About 6,000 drivers went on strike.
