Your Officers in presenting this, the 
13th Annual Report of the 1 inion, 
point with pride to the fact that that 
a large number of the members have 
answered the call of duty by enlist­
ing as volunteers for defence of the 
Empire. Some of those who en­
rolled, have already paid the price of 
liberty with their lives in battling 
against the mighty hosts of the enemy. 
Although their bodies rest in foreign 
lands, nevertheless the memory of 
their gallantry and of the heroic 'ser­
vices rendered by them, in the cause 
of Right and Truth is, and will not be 
forgotten. To the bereaved ones, who 
lost a breadwinner, the Union begs to 
tender its heartfelt sympathy, and 
trusts that the fact that those lives 
were offered in the most worthy of 
all causes, will help in some .vay to 
assauge their grief. The Union, at the 
outset of the war feeling assured that 
many of its members would respond 
to the call of the defenders of the Em­
pire, decided to keep in good standing 
any members enlisting as volunteers, 
thus showing its appreciation of the 
members who responded to the call of 
the colors.

During the past year the Union, 
through the efforts of the Honourable 
M. P. Gibbs, was able to secure an 
increase in the wages heretofore paid 
the members. Under ordinary condi­
tions this would have proven of mater­
ial advantage, but the tremendous in­
crease in the cost of the necessaries 
of life has completely nullified any 
benefits that might otherwise have 
accrued. The increase in price of all 
commodities of life is'of very serious 
moment to all. Daily the struggle for 
an existence is becoming more and 
more accentuated. This calls tor seri­
ous reflection and thought on the part 
of the members as to what action 
should be taken in the future to bring 
about an equalization of their wage 
schedule with the increase in the cost 
of living. The need of a concerted 
movement upon the part of the work­
ing clashes in this city, whereby their 
needs, requirements, and grievances 
will meet with more prompt recogni­
tion yian in the# past, and 'their or­
ganized strength be used in the fu­
ture in the interest and advancement 
of all, should be carcfuly considered 
by every member of this Union. Seri­
ous thought and reflection are - vitally 
necessary as to the best means of 
bringing this about.

The Union has during the year 
made contributions out of its funds to 
various philanthropic and charitable 
organizations, notably The Ladies' 
Dorcas Society, Ladies’ and Man’s St. 
Vincent de Paul Society, Trafalgar 
Day, Cot and Mayo-Lind Funds.

It is with sincere regret your offi­
cers have to record that during the 
past year thirty-five members and 
twenty-two members’ wives passed to 
the Great Beyond. The mortality bene­
fit provided for in such cases were 
paid, amounting to $2,930.00. In view 
of the spiended financial position of 
the Union our/ officers beg to re­
commend that the Men's Mortality 
Benefit be increased ten dollars.

We would also direct attention to 
the fact that the Hall needs certain 
repairs this season, and we suggest 
that the necessary money from the 
funds of the Union be appropriated for 
the purpose as soon as the character 
and cost of the repairs be ascertained:

The total receipts from all sources 
for the past year amounted io $8,- 
472.07, and the expenditure to $5,661.- 
56 leaving a surplus of $2,810.51 which 
has been deposited to the Reserve 
Fund.

It is with pleasure that your offi­
cers desire to place on record ap­
preciation of the very many services 
rendered the Union during the year 
by the Hon. Mr. Gibbs, whose counsel 
and advice have been frequently 
sought and cheerfully given. Work­
ing men in general have in Mr. Gibbs 
a staunch and tried friend of the cause 
of the toling masses.

In conclusion your officers beg to 
thank the members for their hearty 
co-operation in the management of the 
business of the Union during the past 
year.

That is a grievance upon which the 
German Government continues to 
dwell. That -is the motive of the de­
mand that, if submarine attacks on 
merchantmen are to be abandoned, 
Great Britain must be brought to book 
for her alleged infringements upon 
neutral rights. The President hhs so 
frequently and positively 'declined to 
debate this question with Berlin that 
it must be taken for granted he will 
not accept this condition as the sine 
qua non of enfpreing “the sacred prin­
ciples of justice and humanity.” That 
would be too humilating a surrender 
to contemplate. What lie demanded 
was that Germany should forthwith 
put an end to inhuman and illegal 
practices. He cannot now enter into 
any bargain to compel Great Britain 
to put an end to a humane and legal 
practice. If Germany cannot win the 
war except by trampling upon rights 
universally acknowledged she , must 
lose it. The United States cannot and 
will not help her.

Daylight Saving Bill. F
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—By advancing clocks and 
watches one' hour on Sunday night at 
9 o’clock, and making the time 10 
o’clock—I have no desire to cheat the 
Devil in the dark, but I have yet to 
learn one good objection against it. 
So -far I have heard none. Any ap­
peal that is made to the workingmen 
against it is sentimental.

The scheme is entirely for • the 
workingman. All we hear about go­
ing to bed and getting out of bed 
means nothing. You can go to bed 
when you like, or you needn’t go "at 
all; and if you go to bed you can stay 
there. You cannot make more than 
twenty-four hours out of one day, 
but you can divide, it how you like.

We often hear that a hen has a 
small brain, but she is ahead of us in 
the utilization of Daylight at any 
rate.

The Daylight Saving Bill was re­
ferred to a Select Committee of fif­
teen members of the British House of 
Commons in 1909. At that time by a 
majority of one they agreed pot to 
proceed further with the Bill. What 
do we find to-day? The Bill has been 
introduced in Great Britain by Sii 
Henry Norman, who was a member of 
the Select Committee of 1909. The 
vote was 170 for and 2 against it on 
its first reading. The principal of the 
Bill is supported by a majority of the 
British House of Commons, by the 
House of Lords, by Lords of the Privy 
Council, Judges, etc., and over twenty 
million of the population of Great 
Britain. The best authorities have 
stated in England that the object pro 
posed cannot be attained without 
changing the clocks.

I will try in as simple a way as I 
possibly can to explain to the work- 
meri—mechanics, shop hands, office 
hands and others who are interested 
in the proposal to save Daylight. Let 
us suffpose the change has been made 
—clocks and watches have all been 
advanced one hour. On Tuesday we 
start the day with 24 hours. Men 
who go to work at 6 o’clock will con 
tinue to go at 6 o’clock ; men who go 
to work at 7 o’clock will continue to 
go at 7 o’clock; others who go to work 
at 8.30 o’clock will continue to go at 
S.30; those who ga to work at 9 
o’clock will continue to go to work at 
9 o’clock. Trains will continue to go 
at the same hour if the Reid Co. adopt 
the Colonial time ; if not then they 
will go by Standard time. Banks will 
open at the same hour, and transact 
business during the same number of 
hours they do now. I have no doubt 
whatever that the whole city will fall 
in line.
" Dinner hour will be at the same 
hour as now. When the day is over, 
and we come to six o’clock in the 
evening we have worked the same 
number of hours, we have earned the 
same pay. We leave .off work at 6 
o’clock by our watches; we go Home 
to tea; afterwards we have a long 
light evening of one hour extra to 
spend in the garden, fixing our hous­
es, fishing, games, etc. In fact, Mr. 
Editor, you need never go heme in 
the dark. _ 1

I shall be pleased indeed to have a 
good, conti oversy on this very im­
portant subject. Writers need not be 
ashamed to sign their own names, 
and if at all possible let us have some 
real substantial objections against 
the Daylight scheme, not superficial 
words with no meaning. Sarcasm or 
trying to be a modern wiseacre is no 
argument. Let us have one practical 
objection. And oblige

Be it enacted by the Governor, the 
Legislative Council and House of As­
sembly, in Legislative Session con­
vened, as follows:—*

1. From and alter the first day of 
June, one thousand nine hundred and 
sixteen, no person in Newfoundland 
shall engage in the business of refin­
ing Cod Liver Oil without having first 
obtained a License, from the Depart­
ment of Marine and Fisheries, under 
a penalty not exceeding one hundred 
dollars, to be recovered in a sum­
mary manner before a Stipendiary 
Magistrate or a Justice by any person 
who shall sue for same.

2. Such Licenses shall be issued by 
the said Department subject to such 
rules and regulations as may be made 
by the Governor in Council in that 
behalf.

3. Any person who after the first
day of July, one thousand nine hun­
dred and sixteen, shall export from 
Newfoundland any çefined Cod Liver 
Oil without having the same first in­
spected and.branded in accordance 
with the provisions of Chapter one 
hundred and four of the Consolidated 
Statutes of Newfoundland (Second 
Series) shall be subject to a penalty 
not exceeding five hundred dollars to 
be recovered in a 'summary manner 
before a Stipendiary Magistrate or a 
Justice by any person who shall sue 
for same. ,

4. One-half of all penalties recover­
ed under the provisions of this Act 
shall be paid to the party giving the 
information, and the other half to the 
Minister of Finance and Customs for 
the use of the Colony.

The foregoing is published for the 
information and guidance of those in­
terested, and they are required to gov­
ern themselves accordingly and apply 
for a License to the Department of 
Marine and Fisheries immediately.

Sunlight Sating
The Hon. John Anderson 
at the meeting of the City 
Council last night moved 
a Resolution expressing 
the opinion of the Hoard 

that it was in the interest of the 
workingmen of St. John’s and others 
to advance time one hour during the 
months of June. July, August and Sep­
tember. The Resolution was second­
ed by Mr. Mullaly and carried unani­
mously. The Chairman stated that 
the Board of Trade, and the Import­
ers Association were discussing the 
matter with the employers of labour 
with a view to bringing the scheme 
into effect. The object of the meas­
ure is to get folks to work one hour 
earlier in the morning and to stop 
work an hour earlier in the evening. 
This would enable them to enjoy a 
larger period of hours after they close 
the day's work. Thé object itself is 
commendable, if acceptable to those 
mostly concerned. There can he no 
doubt that it will be a distinct ooon 
to those who devote their evening to 
trouting or walks to the country and 
there can be no doubt that there will 
be a distinct saving in the use of oil 
and other means of lighting. It fur­
ther appears that the movement is dis­
tinctly popular in the mercantile com­
munity and among the professional 
classes, but it is idle to expect the 
measure to be successful unless it 
meets with the ready acceptance of 
the workman of the city. The ques­
tion is are workingmen generally 
prepared to get up and go to worn one 
hour earlier in the morning in order 
to have an extra hour off in the even­
ing. If they are the measure is likely 
to be a success. If they are not it 
cannot be successful and it is no use 
enterprising it. It is not a question 
simply for merchants, professional 
men and employers of labour, who go 
in for Golf, Tennis and Motoring. It 
is a question mainly for workingmen 
and before any attempt is made to put 
the scheme into operation the senti­
ment of the community generally 
should be discovered. It cannot he 
said that there has been any distinct 
expression of opinion from the public 
generally. As the Daily News pointed 
out yesterday there has been no ex­
pression of opinion from the Labor 
Unions of the city and steps should be 
taken to sound the Unions and see 
how the members regard the proposal.

The New Municipal Bill
Citizens’ Committee Sixth Regular 
f Meeting—Motions and Amendments

by the Dozen—Valuable Time Lost.
Last night at the Board of Trade 

Rooms the Citizens’ Committee held 
their sixth regular meeting.

Ob­
jection was taken to the title “The St. 
John’s City Charter, 1916.’’ After 
some discussion and several motions 
and amendments, it was decided to 
refer the matter to a sub-committee 
with power to get information as to 
whether the title was a legal one, and 
within the powers of the Legislature 
to pass. Section 2 developed some 
discussion as to the meaning of house 
and dwelling; a dwelling is amongst 
other things, the sleeping place of one 
or more human beings. Some mem­
bers wished .to know if churches were 
included in that description. The 

, meeting adjourned to meet in future 
every Monday and Thursday evening.

London, May 10.—Discussing the 
necessity for the defense of the realm 
regulations, Herbert Samuel, secre­

War News.
Messages Received 

Previous to 9 A.M.
HEARING OF EVIDENCE.

LONDON, May 18.
Frcm testimony developed to-day 

at the hearing opened by the Royal 
Commission to inquire into the Sinn 
Fein rebellion, it appeared that the 
Government had received advance in­
formation of preparations for an up­
rising with help from German sour­
ces. This testimony wms given by Sir 
Matthew Nathan, who resigned as 
Under Secretary for Ireland after the 
rebellion broke out. The government 
had received advices, said Sir Mat­
thew that an attempt would be made 
to land arms in Ireland from German 
submarines, also that rifles could be 
purchased from Irish soldiers on 
home leave; while others had been 
taken into the country in passen­
gers' baggage. The former Under 
Secretary gave this testimony ir. the 
course of a long statement, outlining 
the formation of the national volun­
teers of which he declared a small 
section only had shown themselves 
disloyal. The leaders of this section 
only having issued a manifesto de­
claring that Ireland should provide 
for its own defence, and indicated an 
intention tc establish the free nation­
al government of Ireland.

IMPRISONED WITHOUT CHARGE.
LONDON, May 18.

i Timothy Healey said in the Com­
mons to-day that he understood that 
James M. Sullivan, former American 
Ambassador to thé Dominican Repub­
lic, had been kept in jail in Ireland 
for eight days without lodging any 
charge against him. Healey asked 
Foreign Secretary Grey to ascertain 
what explanation was offered by Gen­
eral Maxwell, British Commander in 
Chief, in Ireland, for this vigorous 
treatment to which Sullivan had oeen 
subjected. Secretary Grey said that 
the United States had brought to the 
notice of Britain the detention ot Sul­
livan, who was arrested in Dublin on 
April 30th. It was understood at the 
time that he was charged with com­
plicity in the rebellion. The case was 
being investigated, the Foreign Sec­
retary said, and when the facts were 
ascertained they would be communi­
cated to Ambassador Page.

GERMAN STEAMER STRUCK IN 
THE BALTIC.
STOCKHOLM, May 18.

The German steamer Hera, was 
struck this morning off Landsort, in 
the Baltic, and is sinking. The Hera 
marks the first activity of British 
submarines in thef Baltic this season. 
The Hera left Stockholm on Tuesday 
to take iron ore to Oxloesund, and 
was carrying a cargo of 2,000 tons. 
The captain was ordered aboard the 
submarine with the ship's papers, and 
made prisoner. Sufficient time was 
given the crew to leave the ship.

According to the Dagens Nypeter, 
the’ German steamer Hera was tor­
pedoed by a Russian submarine 
southwest of Landsort, yesterday, af­
ter having received warning.

BRITISH SUBS. IN BALTIC.
LONDON, May 18.

A large number of British submar­
ines are operating in the eastern and 
southern portions of the Baltic Sea, 
which is now free of ice, says a de­
spatch to the Exchange Telegraph 
Co from Copenhagen. It was one of 
these submarines which sank the 
German steamer Hera, the despatch 
added.

AVIATORS KILLED.
LONDON, May 18.'

Lieuts. Selwyn and Bateman, mili- 
tary aviators, were killed instantly 
to-day at Gosport, Hampshire, near 
Portsmouth. The aeroplane which 
they were flying dived from a height 
of 1,000 feet. The cause of the acci­
dent has not been determined. Both 
Lieuts. were experienced aviators.

SUCCESSFUL ENTERPRISE.
LONDON, May 18.

The following official communica­
tion concerning operations in Egypt 
was made public to-night: The Gen­
eral Officer commanding in Egypt 
reports a successful enterprise 
against the enemy at Bayoud and Ma- 
geibra, which was carne* out by a 
column of Australian and New Zea 
land and mounted troops on May 11- 
The enemy made no resistance, bu 
fled at once and was pursued by us 
Verv great heat and bad gotog ° 
the’deep sand made it impossible tor 
the pursuit to be carried very far.

Says Allies Will Resort 
to Force.

If it is Necessary to Transport Serbi­
an Troops Across Greek Territory 
to Salonika Front.
Berftn, May 12.—The Entente Pow­

ers have decided to resort to force, it 
necessary, to transport the Serbian 
troops at Corfu across Greek territory 
to the Salonika front, the Overseas 
News Agency says. The official press 
bureau, as quoted by Petrograd news­
papers, announces that the Greek gov­
ernment is adhering to its decision 
to refuse permission for passage of 
the Serbian troops.

The News Agency says: “The 
Russians believe Greece is actuated 
by fear cf Germany. The entente 
powers have decided to employ force, 
being prompted by desire to determine 
definitely the policy- of Greece. The 
entente ministers have received or­
ders'to act in conformity with tile 
allied military activities. .

In 
Adaraello Zone west of Trent where 
previous gains had been made by the 
Italians, King Victor Emmanuel’s 
troops occupied additional territory 
in the Sarea River region, Mont'alqqpg 
region near head of the gulf of Trieste 
and recaptured trenches taken from 
them by the Austrians on last Mon­
day. Another ineffectual attempt has 
been made by the Germans against 
the French positions at Avocourt 
Wood and Hill 304, northwest of Ver­
dun. Paris reports that a strong at­
tack here was put down by thê 
French guns and that the Germans 
appear to have suffered serious loss­
es. On remainder of front in France 
and Belgium, aside from unsuccessful 
German infantry attack against the 
Belgians north of Steenstraets there 
have been only bombardments. Aus­
trian aeroplanes have bombed A va­
lons, Albania, the only seaport on 
eastern Adriatic remaining in the 
hands of the Entente Allies. That 
Avalona is probably well fortified 
against infantry attack is indicated 
by the statement of Austro-Hungarian 
Admiralty that the raiding aircraft 
were heavily shelled. Three Ger­
man steamers have been sunk .in the 
Baltic Sea by Entente Allied sub­
marines, two by Russians, one by 
British. A British fishing smack ar­
riving at Lowestoft reports having 
been shelled by a German sub; one 
member of the crew was killed and 
two injured.

PARIS, To-day.

The 
Germans attempted to recapture the 
small -fort on the northwest slope of 
Hill 304, which the French took on 
the preceding day, but «dheir efforts 
failed. Infantry fighting was confined 
for the most part to the sector west 
of the Meuse and east of the River, 
ahd in the Worvre artillery was ac­
tive. The official statement says that 
the troops employed by the Germans 
in > their attacks had recently been 
sent to the Verdun front. Sub.-Lieut., 
Navarre, one of the best known 
French aviators, brought down his 
tenth machine in an aerial combat at 
Dolante in the Argonne.

THE IRISH QUESTION.
LONDON, To-day.

With the return of Premier Asquith 
to London, the question of the imme­
diate future of the Irish Government 
will take the centre of the stage for 
the British public. It is expected thaï 
Mr. Asquith will immediately arrange 
a series of conferences with the Irish 
leaders including Carson and John 
Redmond. The attitude of Carson un­
doubtedly will be a vital factor in the 
situation, and there is more than a 
hint that Lloyd-George will fake a 
leading part in an effort to bring all 
the Irish parties into line. There will 
be no attempt on the part of any sec­
tion of the interested parties to in­
augurate Home Rule, such as was pro­
vided for in the Home Rule Bill. The 
solution of the situation most gener­
ally favored is the fonnation of an 
Irish Cabinet with strictly circum­
scribed powers which will be gradual­
ly extended. The new order of things 
is expected to go into effect as soon 
as details can he arranged.

War News.
Messages Received

HEAVY FIGHTING IN PROGRESS.
GENEVA, May 18.

Reports from Innesbruck indicate 
that the heaviest fighting in the war 
between Italy and Austria, during this 
year; is in progress in the region of 
Hovereto and Sugana Valley, while 
there is every evidence that the Aus­
trians have' begun a general offensive 
against the Italians from the Alps to 
the Adriatic. A large number ot bod­
ies of Austrian soldiers, killed during 
the recent fighting, is said to be float­
ing down the River Adige. The Aus­
trians have brought several batteries 
of their heaviest guns from Germany, 
and have installed them near Gorizia 
and Monfalcone, where the staff of 
Archduke Frederick has arrived. The 
Austrians are also rushing troops 
from Innesbruck into the region of 
Trent. Swiss troops on the frontier 
report that Austrian positions on the 
Adamello range have recently been 
greatly strengthened, and that artil­
lery duels are increasing in intensity.

FRENCH TROOPS OCCUPY FORT 
DOHA TETE.

BERLIN, May 18.
The Overseas News Agency to-day 

gave out the following: It is reported 
from Athens that French troops have 
occupied Fort Dowa Tete by force, 
and that the Greek Government has 
delivered a protest to the Ministers at 
Athens of the Entente Powers. Greece 
points out that occupation of the fort 
is contrary to promises given.

SUNK BY STRIKING MINE. 1 
PARIS, May 18.

It has been definitely established 
that the British freight steamer Er- 
toria went to the bottom as a result 
of striking a mine off the Isle d’ Yeu, 
according to American Consul Patten 
at La Rochelle. The first report was 
that she had three Americans aboard, 
and had been torpedoed, but Consul 
Patten says that, despite early indi­
cations, investigation by the Maritime 
Prefect at La Rochelle, definitely es­
tablishes that sinking was due to a 
mine.

AMERICAN SOLDIER SHOT.
EL PASO, May 18.

An American soldier who crossed 
the international boundary a mile and 
a half cast of Juarez, early to-day, 
was shot and killed by Mexican cus­
toms guards. General Gavira Car­
ranza, Commander in Juarez, advised 
Generat Bell that the American was 
intoxicated and fired on the Mexicans 
before they shot him.

Threat to Destroy 
Federal Buildings

Special agents of the Government, 
police and post office inspectors are 
co-operating to-night to trace a letter 
received by all newspapers of Wash­
ing, reading: —

“The main buildings of the Depart­
ment of Agriculture Will be blown up 
Friday morining, May 12.”

The letters were written on plain 
white paper and enclosced in plain en­
velopes postmarked at half-past four 
o'clock yesterday afternoon in Wash­
ington. They were identical.

Extraordinary precautions are being 
taken at the Department of Agricul­
ture to prevent the success of any such 
plot, if plot it is. Guards have been 
stationed at the main buildings and at 
the additional building with instruc­
tions to apprehend suspicious charact­
ers who might place time bombs. 
Similar precautions are being taken 
at the other Government buildings. 
Officials do not take the letters seri­
ously, believing they were written hy 
some joker. They are, however, tak­
ing no chances, realizing that when 
Frank Holt placed the bomb in the 
Capitol about a year ago he wrote let­
ters to the newspapers about it. Holt’s 
communications arrived after the ex­
plosion.
