THE FOOD VALUE OF FRUIT.

Fruit of all kinds, when mature 
and fresh, is beneficial for healthful 
digestion, good quality of blood, and 
as a preventive of clogging of the 
liver, kidneys, and skin, and, last but 
not least, the brain. It is a mistake, 
however, to look on fruit as a source 
of nourishment; it should be looked 
on more as the lubricator which 
makes the machinery work harmon­
iously and without destructive fric­
tion. Some fruits may certainly be 
ranked as food, such as figs, dates, 
and perhaps bananas. Those in the 
tropics who live largely on the ban­
ana, we are told, develop considerable 
abdominal distention on account of 
the quantity taken. With the excep­
tion of the. date and the fig, fruit 
should never tie considered as a food. 
The taking of fruit often does good 
by lessening the amount of food tak­
en. We are a generation of dyspep­
tics on account of excess of food, in­
sufficient oxidation, and lack of pro­
per supply of fruit and pure water.— 
W. Howard James, M.B., B.S., in Good 
Health.

tution.

He was pleased, however, to Be in 
a position to state that the new Con­
vent, now so urgently needed, would 
be begun with the opening spring, 
and he trusted that when the annual 
distribution occurred next year, the 
new building would be nearing com­
pletion.

Concluding, His Grace again com­
plimented the pupils on the success 
of the entertainment, and as they 
were departing for their Christmas 
vacation he wished them a very Hap­
py Christmas, and expressed the hope 
that Littledale the next scholastic 
year would be in every sense as suc­
cessful as it had been in the year 
that had just closed.

Jensen at Torbayto the pompous 
strains of the full German orchestra. 
Perhaps the outside world, occupying 
the seats of the audience, is a little 
grateful that it has been given time 
to vent its derisive laughter before 
the other actors make their bow 
quietly and speak something worth 
listening to. The first bf these will 
be the British Prime Minister, who, 
almost as we write, is flinging Ger­
many’s insult back in her teeth. More 
momentous than his reply will be his 
outline of the new policy that justifies 
and explains it Until it is made, there 
is no need of comment, but we can 
accept the judgment that it will share 
with Grey’s speeches on the eve of 
the war the distinction of prime im­
portance among British utterances 
since the storm broke.

The official note presented through 
neutral channels to her enemies by 
Germany contains nothing new be­
yond the indication of her willingness 
to confer with them concerning 
peace: we cannot call new the bom­
bast and hypocrisy that pervade ev­
ery line of It. This would leave things 
as they were if it were not generally 
known with fair accuracy what Ger­
many’s real terms are. These are 
stated by circles close to the German 
Embassy in Washington to be, or to 
include:

1. The complete restoration of Bel­
gium.

2. Evacuation by Germany of all ter­
ritory captured in Northern 
France.

3. Establishment of Poland and 
Lithuania as independent king­
doms.

4. Restoration to Bulgaria of all ter­
ritory taken from that country in 
the second Balkan war.

5. Restoration of the German colo­
nies in Africa and other parts of 
the world.

6. Restoration to Austria of any ter­
ritory captured by Italy in the 
vicinity of the Adriatic Sea.

7. Retention of Constantinople by 
Turkey.

Our readers will ponder the list 
with interest. Its purport is neatly 
summed up by the Montreal Star in 
the sentence, “Buy off Britain and 
France and take it out of Russia.” It 
is merely another clumsy and trans­
parent attempt to dissever the combi­
nation that rings Germany round and 
which every day and every victory or 
reverse more firmly solidify. Evi­
dently Germany imagines that Britain 
and France will be disposed by the 
magnanimous first two conditions 
(which they intend to fulfil for them­
selves) to waive their objections to 
the remainder. A slight difficulty in 
the way of this consummation exists 
in the agreement made in the early 
days and many times since ratified 
that no one of the Alliance will make 
peace apart from the rest, and there 
are at least seven others who will not 
find numbers 3 to 7 exactly to their 
liking.

It is waste of words to discuss a 
proposal so preposterous. We are 
promised that Mr. Lloyd George will 
enunciate clearly the counter condi­
tions of the Allies, and we may then 
be able to measure the gulf that lies 
betwéen the two • and that must be 
bridged before peace can be made.

Well-Groomed Man Snatched From 
Death Unable to Speak, Write, Eat, 
or Understand—Small Cine to Idea- 
tlty—Express Locomotive Misses 
Him by Inches as Gateman Drags 
Him from Lackawanna Balls.

EVERYBODY The experience of standing in front 
of an express train approaching at 
fifty-five miles an hour, and being 
jerked from between the rails an in­
stant before the locomotive swept by, 
apparently has robbed a well-groom­
ed, unidentified man now at Stumps 
Memorial Hospital, Kearney, N.J., of 
his speech and all desire for food. 
Since early on Saturday the man, al­
though not injured, has met all ques­
tions with a stare, and although 
tempting dishes have been put before 
him, he has apparently had no.desire 
to eat.

Physicians at the hospital and the 
Kearny police said last night that 
they were sure that the man was not 
shamming, but that the shock of hts 
experience had paralyzed the muscles 
of his throat, and had suspended his 
desire for food. He seemed equally 
unable to write, and when paper and 
pencil were put before him he contin­
ued to stare. The case has aroused 
unusual interest, because the man is 
apparently a person of intelligence 
and respectability. He wore clothes 
of good quality, but with all identify­
ing labels cut out, a silk shirt, and an 
expensive overcoat when taken to the 
hospital.

He was saved from death on Satur­
day evening by Patrick Collins, gate 
tender for the Lackawanna Railroad 
at the Kearny crossing of the Newark 
Turnpike, the main automobile high­
way between New York City and 
Northern New Jersey towns. Collins 
had lowered the gates as the Buffalo 
Express, coming from Hoboken, was 
approaching, and his attention was 
drawn to the man by shrill blasts of 
the locomotive whistle. Glancing 
down the rails he saw the man stand­
ing in the full glare of the locomo­
tive headlight, rigidly awaiting what 
seemed to be certain death.

Collins yelled at the man and made 
a dash for him. Grabbing him by the 
arm, he exerted all his strength, and 
succeeded in throwing him to one 
side just in time to escape the loco­
motive's pilot. The roaring engine 
passed so close, and the rescue was 
accomplished by so narrow a margin, 
that it was several minutes before 
Collins could collect himself suffi­
ciently to question the man, who 
stood stupidly near by.

Under present 
conditions, there can be no thought 
of peace. It is safe to say that ex­
cept for the most extreme pacifists 
there is no idea of peace at the pre­
sent moment. The British people 
have made up its mind to fight on 
and not to accept any peace except 
one completely satisfactory to them­
selves. The Telegraph says it comes 
at the right moment as a pledge and 
earnest of Allied success. We can 
imagine no more eloquent answer to 
Chancellor Von Bethmann HÔUweg 
than that furnished by General Nev­
ille’s victory. The Post recalling 
German claims to victory in the war 
says that France has given a most 
damning refutation at Verdun, and 
referring to the peace offer asserts 
that all the Allies all resolved not to 
accept but to dictate terms of peace. 
The Daily News says that the value 
of the victory at Verdun is not to be 
measured by .the prisoners and guns 
taken, or the ground recovered. Its 
real significance lies in the effect it 
must have on the morale on both 
sides. There is no doubt that on both 
sides the campaign in Roumania has 
exercised an influence quite dispro­
portionate to its importance.

BRITISH IMPROVE THEIR POSI- 
TIONS.

LONDON, Dec. 18.
British forces on the Tigris front 

have improved their positions during 
the last two days, although no re­
sumption of offensive operations on a 
considerable scale is indicated in to­
day’s official report on these opera­
tions. The gains made below Kut- 
el-Amara last week were achieved 
with comparatively small losses. The 
statement says: During Saturday 
and Sunday General Maude extended 
his hold over the Hal River and con­
solidated the line at Magasis, Kail 
Haji and Fahau, while the enemy’s 
positions were bombarded with good 
results.

PEACE PROPOSALS DELIVERED.

LONDON, Dec. 18.
There were no formalities in con­

nection with the presentation of peace 
proposals by Mr. Page. The Ambas­
sador was received in the Foreign 
Secretary’s room by Lord Robert Ce­
cil, who was acting for the Foreign 
Minister, Mr. Balfour having just 
started on a three weeks’ vacation. 
The note was enclosed in a large 
white envelope and was handed by 
Ambassador Page to Lord Robert 
without any comment. The recipient 
made no reference to the question of 
peace, simply thanking Mr. Page for 
the transmission of the message from 
the Central Powers. The two diplo­
mats spent a short time in consulta­
tion, but as one said, “we talked about 
everything but the contents tof the 
envelope.” The note will be con­
sidered by the British cabinet, but 
was received loo late to-day to enable 
the council to N>e called. The next 
step after the meeting of the cabinet 
will be to get into communication 
with the Allies with whom joint ac­
tion will be taken. This is expected 
to take at least a week. It has been 
ascertained that the note contains no 
termss and the impression prevails in 
official circles that until these are dis­
closed a conference is impossible.

ALLIES SERVED WITH DOCUMENT 
LONDON, Dec. 18.

The presentation of the German 
note to the Entente Allied Govern­
ments is now practically accomplish­
ed. While the British Foreign Office 
was receiving the document from the 
American Ambassador Page shortly 
after noon, it is believed similar de­
livery was taking place in Paris. The 
Swiss minister at Rome presented the 
note of the Central Powers to Italy 
without comment. Through the same 
channel a message was presented to 
Belgium and Portugal, also without 
comment. The Netherlands minister 
tendered the peace proposal to Ser­
bia on behalf of Bulgaria. Prior to 
the receipt of the note bÿ the British 
Foreign Office deliveries to Italy, 
Belgium and other countries permit­
ted an exchange concerning the ex­
act official contents, which proved to 
be substantially the same as given 
in the speech made in the Reichstag 
by Chancellor Von Bethmann Holl- 
weg and without containing any spe­
cific indication of terms. It is also 
being asserted in official circles that 
the note was presented without com­
ment. This is taken to. indicate that 
the Germans so framed the com­
munication that neutral intermediar­
ies would -act only as forwarding 
agents. Lloyd George’s speech in the 
Commons on Tuesday is expected to 
show the general attitude of the 
British Government. Thereafter ex­
changes between the Entente Allies 
will determine the nature of the joint 
reply, though informal conferences 
already have prepared much of the 
ground. It is understood the asser­
tion made in the German note that 
the war was forced upon Germany 
will not be permitted to go unchal­
lenged. That matter of historical 
record of Germany’s part in the 
events leading up to the war will be 
clearly shown. What is termed by 
the British officials as Germany's 
methods of conducting war against 
the civilian population—women and 
children—and particularly the recent 
German deportations are also likely 
to be pointed out. According to the 
latest advices reaching the Entente 
Allied Governments the number of 
Belgians deported has reached 120,- 
000. While the note presented makes 
no reference to a conference there 
continue to be indications that Ger­
many is seeking a conference. This 
led to a careful scrutiny of the last 
precedent, that of the conference pre­
ceding the peace congress at the 
close of the Crimean war. The pre­

liminary conference was held in Vi­
enna in 1854 and proved abortive, but 
when the peace çongress which fin­
ally settled the terms was held in 
Paris a year later, the discussions of 
the former conference served largely 
as a basis for a settlement.

OFFENSIVE * ARRESTED.
LONDON, Dec. 18.

The Teutonic offensive in Rouma­
nia has been arrested by the Russian 
fire, the Russian war office announ­
ces.

THE DANISH WEST INDIES.
COPENHAGEN, Dec. 18. 

The Foreign Office to-day presented 
Parliament with a draft resolution 
covering the cession of the Danish 
West Indies to the United States.

JAPAN TO RECEIVE PEACE PRO- 
POSAL.

TOKIO, Dec. 18.
The German peace proposals will 

be delivered to the Japanese Govern­
ment to-morrow. Commenting on the 
proposals the newspapers declare 
that Japan will never agree to sur­
render Kiao Chow. In general they 
express the opinion that the peace 
project as it has been reported in the 
newspaper despatches is a farcial 
procedure and will be unacceptable 
to the Entente, because such would be 
tantamount to an abandonment of the 
object for which the Entente Powers 
have waged war.

WAR REVIEW.

LONDON, To-day.
The British Prime Minister will re­

ply on Tuesday afternoon in the 
Commons to the German peace note 
which has been transmitted by the 
American Ambassadors to the British 
and French Foreign Offices. He will 
also outline the policy of the new Gov­
ernment, a pronouncement which will 
have a far-reaching effect on the world 
war. The French troops regained the 
entire occupancy of Chambrethes 
Farm, northeast of Verdun, about the 
centre of their advance of last week; 
The prisoners taken in the latest 
French thrust on the Verdun front are 
now more than 11,000 in addition to 
115 cannon and 107 machine guns cap­
tured or destroyed. Paris reports the 
repulse of several German offensive 
attempts in the Somme region. Un­
official estimates made in Berlin 
place the losses of the French army 
to date at 3,800,000 and the British 
losses at 1,300,000. The Anglo-French 
losses on the Somme to the end of No­
vember are estimated at 800,000, the 
British share being 550,000. German 
losses on the Somme are declared by 
the Germans to have been less than 
500,000. In the region of Buzeu, Ber­
lin states, the soldiers of Field Marshal 
Von Mackensen have been successful 
in minor engagements. Petrograd as­
serts that in the region of Filipechti 
railroad station east of Buzeu hostile 
attacks were arrested. The Baab- 
dagh-Pecineaga line, about forty miles 
north of the Tchernavoda-Constanza 
railway, has been .crossed by the Teu­
tonic troops, who have now retaken 
virtually all the ground they held dur­
ing their previous advance in north­
ern Dobrudja. The advance in Do- 
brudja brings the forces of the Cen­
tral Powers near the Empt railroad 
storage centres of Braila and Galatz 
on the western Moldavian frontier. 
The Russians have taken 2 ridges and 
heights according to Petrograd. One 
ridge was in the Uzul Valley and the 
other east of Lashuthe, where more 
than 200 prisoners werè captured. 
Except for the repulse of Russian at­
tacks by the Austro-Germans near 
Lutsk in Volhynia and near Zburoff 
in Galicia, there has been little ac­
tivity on the other battle fronts. Sev­
enteen American muleteers were kill­
ed on December 14th when the British 
horse transport “Russian” was sunk 
by a submarine in the Mediterranean 
Sea. According to an announcement 
made by the British Admiralty 11 
members of the crew also lost their 
lives. The Russian is declared to 
have been empty at the time she was 
sunk.

THE FUGITIVE STRANDED.
LONDON, To-day.

Copenhagen despatches state that 
the German steamer Prinz Frederich 
Wilhelm is stranded between Samsoe 
Island and Northern Funen and that 
salvage steamers are trying to save 
her. The steamer was en route to 
Bremen from Vardo, Norway, where 
she had been sheltered since the out­
break of the war, after having, ac­
cording to German reports sent out 
last night, succeeded in running the 
gauntlet of British destroyers which 
were lying in wait for her off Ber­
gen, in Norway. The Island of Sam­
soe belongs to Denmark and is situa­
ted in the great belt north of the Is­
land of Funen between Seelands and 
Jutland.

Holding up a tattered and torn Bi-, 

ble, riddled with shrapnel, the Rev. 
Burton B. Brown told the immense 
congregation, which crowded the 
Centennial Methodist Church to the 
doors last night, that it had been 
found on the body of his friend, Mr. 
George Cowan, who was blown to 
atoms by a shell while taking part 
in an attack on the enemy’s line not 
long ago. The Bible, which was pre­
sented in another church by the Rev. 
Mr. Brown two years ago to Mr. Cow­
an, was found on the latter’s body 
by a comrade. Edgar, a brother of 
George Cowan, was in the church last 
night.

The Bible, which showed signs of 
constant use, was most marked at the 
favorite passages of the soldier. These 
indications made it evident that his 
favorite chapter was the 23rd Psalm. 
The following verse was heavily 
marked: “Though I walk through 
the Valley of the Shadow of Death, I 
will fear no evil for Thou art with 
me.” The Rev. Mr. Brown said that 
the Bible was going forward to 
George’s mother in Newfoundland, the 
mother who had given birth to a son 
who had laid down his life for his 
country. In the Bible had also been 
found the photograph of one loved by 
the soldier now gone.—Montreal Gaz­
ette. -„»1

[The Bible mentioned belonged to 
Corporal George T. Cowan, son of Mr. 
John Cowan, and before he enlisted, 
a member of the SL James Methodist 
Church Choir. He was killed in ac­
tion last June.]

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THE PRIME MINISTER’S GREAT 
SPEECH.i articles of-

LONDON, Yesterday.
The speech of Premier Lloyd 

George in the Commons tomorrow is 
looked forward to by the press and 
public as the most important utter­
ance of its kind since the memorable 
speeches in which Viscount Grey dis­
cussed whether Britain would come 
into the war. Lloyd George has re­
covered from his indisposition and 
was at work to-day. He will rise to 
address the Commons to-morrow 
about four o’clock and will probably 
speak for an hour and a half. The 
Prime Minister’s speech will be not 
only a reply to the German peace note 
but will also outline the whole pol­
icy of the -new National Government, 
the trend of which may be roughly 
anticipated from the fact that the 
new ministry is avowedly in power 
for the definite object of carrying on 
the war with all the vigor the nation 
can command to a successful end. 
To-day’s news from Government cir­
cles included the announcement of 
the departure of Balfour, Secretary 
for Foreign Affairs, for three weeks’ 
vacation.. Although the__ vacation 
comeS at an important juncture, the 
organization of the Foreign Office 
permits affairs to proceed uninter­
ruptedly under the direction of Lord 
Robert Cecil and Baron Hardinge, 
Under Secretaries ; while ' the larger 
question of general policy doubtless 
will receive the attention of the war 
cabinet over which the Prime Minis­
ter presides, Lords Çurzon and Mil­
ner also being members with wide 
diplomatic experience. It is recalled 
that Balfour’s designation as Foreign 
Minister met with severe criticism 
from the Northcliffe press. Lord 
Northcliffe himself urged Lloyd 
George" to follow the precedent of 
Lord Salisbury in directing foreign 
affairs as well as assuming the Pre­
miership. While Balfour’s absence is 
said to be due to indisposition follow­
ing an illness, there is no suggestion 
of its being prolonged beyond three 
weeks; yet it has the effect of leav­
ing the shaping largely in the hands 
of the Premier. '

LONDON, To-day.
Seventeen muleteers were killed 

and 11 of the crew of the British 
horse transport ship Russian, sunk 
by a submarine in thé Mediterranean 
on December 14th.

were killed. Their names have been 
communicated to the American Con­
sul. The transport Russian referred 
to is probably the British steamer of 
that name which sailed from New­
port News on Nevember 16th for Alex­
andria, Egypt, and would be about due 
to return.
