respect to the whole of Ireland at the 
next conference between Lloyd George 
and De Valera, which is set down for 
Thursday. In the meantime General 
Smuts, South African Premier, may 
proceed to Belfast as Intermediary 
and the fact that the Ulster leader 
has declared that his services and 
those of the officials under him, “are 
available at any moment,” leads to 
the hopeful view that the final word 
of the Ulsterites has not yet been 
spoken. Notwithstanding1 the attitude 
of Ulster, as expressed by Premier 
Craig, the spokesmen of the Repub­

lican delegates to-day declared that 
they were still not unhopeful, while 
lanother Sinn Fein representative 
said, "It is not a question of Bel­
fast being subservient to Dublin, or 
vice versa, bat that both must be ser­
vient to Ireland.” The King, deeply 
concerned in the outcome of the Irish 
discussion, was visited to-day by the 
Marquis of Londonderry, Ulster Min­
ister of Education, who, it is under­
stood, gave His Majesty details of con­
versations the Marquis had with Lloyd 
George yesterday. The continued 
presence of one of the Ulster Cabinet 
in London it considered significant, 
and of good augury. Lloyd George Is 
believed to have certain propositions 
to present to De Valera at Thursday's 
meeting, which have been approved 
by the British Cabinet The Repub­
lican leader and Ms colleagues will 
probably return to Dublin on Fri­

PRELIMINARY MEETING ARAN 
DOTED.

LONDON, July 20.
It is believed that the idea of hold­

ing a preliminary Disarmament and 
Pacific Conference in London is aban­
doned. Such conference was original­
ly proposed by William Morris 
Hughes, Premier of Australia, and 
William Ferguson Massey, of New 
Zealand, who will be unable M goto 
the United States during the autumn, 
owing to the convenmg of their re­
spective Parlian/nts. A London in­
ference Is supposed also to have been 
strongly favoured by Japan. Instead 
of the proposed preliminary confer­
ence there will he held here a confer­
ence between the British Cabinet Min­
isters and Dominion Premiers. For 
this purpose Premier Meighen of Can- 
ada, has postponed indefinitely his 
Idea of sailing for home. This con­
ference will be devoted, first to the 
discussion of the policy and represen­
tation of the British Empire at the 
Washington Conference, and second 
to the advisability of asking the Wash­
ington Government to postpone the 
Disarmament and Pacific conference 
to some later date than Nov. 11. Such 
postponement would not only be 
agreeable to Dominion Premiers, who 
are unable to go to WasMngton in 
November, but it would be conveni­
ent to the British Government, be­
cause In the event of Irish negotia­
tions proving successful It might be­
come necessary to hold an autumn 
session of Parliament to legislate for 
the new Irish settlement

LATEST DEVELOPMENTS.
LONDON, July 20.

The British Cabinet sat for two 
hours and a half this evening, con­
sidering Irish plans, after which Pre­
mier Lloyd George went to Bucking­
ham Palace and laid before the King, 
whose interest in the Irish settle­
ment is the keenest, proposals for 
submission to Eamonn De Vlaera at 
to-morrow’s conference.

Victorian epoch was that of Arthur 
who claimed to be Sir Roger tOrton, ----- ----- . _

Tichborne, and as a result he came 
to be known as the “Claimant," In 
1869 an adventurer from Australia, i 
who had read in the newspapers an 
advertisement seeking information 
about the missing heir to the bar-, 

j onetcy came to London, professing to I 
be Sir Roger Tichborne. He pretend- 

' ed to have gone through wondrous j 
j adventures, finishing up with his 
settling down as a butcher at Waggâ- 

I Wagga, in New South Wales. The 
pretentions of the man were sup- 

1 ported chiefly by the fact that Lady 
, Tichborne "recognised” him as her 
son. It was shown, however, at the 

I trial that her mind was so possessed 
; by the belief that Roger Tichborne 
was still living that her recognition 
was of no Legal value as evidence. 
One witness, who called himself Jean 
Lrie, swore most circumstantially to 
the story told by the claimant, but 
he was convicted of perjury and sent 
to prison. The case- was first heard 
in the Common Pleas, before Chief 
Justice Bovill, where, strange to say, 
it attracted only a moderate amount of 
attention, though it lasted over 100 
days. In the result the claimant 
was non-suited, and was then imme­
diately arrested on a charge of pre-- 
Jury. On July 21, 1873, he was brought 
to trial before Chief Justice COck- 
burn, and the case, full of dramatic 
surprises from day to day, lasted for 
188 days. Aventually the jury found 
that the pretended Sir Roger was m 
fact Arthur Orton, a native of 
Wapping, and being found guilty of 
perjury he was sentenced to fourteen 
years’ penal servitude.

On Sunday night last about 8.30 
o’clock four young lads belonging to 
Bear’s Cove, who while seated upon, 
or leaning against, what is commonly 
known as “The Bridge,” met with an 
accident, which almost ended the life 
of one of them. (This bridge, no doubt, 
is quite familiar to all who have had 
the pleasure of visiting our town, es­
pecially lovers, who very likely hold 
pleasant ipemories of same.) It seems 
they had been resting there for some 
time, and noticing that the rails did 
not appear to be very strong—rather 
quite shaky—one of the boys remark­
ed, “We’ll be on this till in breaks,” 
or words to that effect. However, 
scarcely had the words been uttered 
when the rails gave way, foiling into 
the ditch beneath—which is usually 
filled with water, excepting in the dry 
season. The bottom is covered with 
rocks and small boulders.. Three of 
the boys managed to bang on to the 
lower part of the Bridge and saved 
themselves from injury, but the other 
one named, William Peddle; son of Mr. 
Cecil Peddle, was in such a. position 
that he could not prevent himself from 
falling, and when the rails crashed, 
after turning a somersault, he was 
dashed to the chasm beneath, inflict­
ing thereby a severe wound in the 
head and rendering him unconscious.
