DEPUTATION TO WAtKEBTON.
Special Dispatch to Guelph Mercury.

Walkertos, Dec. 19th, 2.30p.m.
The Railway deputations from Hamil­

ton and Toronto respectively addressed 
the County Council last evening, Messrs. 
Adam Brown and W. McGivern repre­
senting the W., G. & B. It., and Messrs. 
Laidlaw, and W. F. McMasters on be­
half of the Narrow Gauge. Mr. Brown 
explained the present state of the W 
G. & B. R:, tho unforeseen delays of the 
chancery suit, &c., and showed the steady 
and successful accomplishment of the ob­
ject of the company in spite of the many 
and great difficulties encountered and 
now happily overcome. The Narrow 
Gauge men could say nothing for them­
selves, could not give tho people of 
Bruce the least encouragement to hope 
that they would in anything like a rea­
sonable time be able to build the road. 
They called in question many of the 
statements made by the President of the 
W., G. & B. R., and went over the stale 
and oft refuted stories of no change of 
route transhipment, Grand Trunk bug­
bear, amalgamation and consequent 
raise of tariff. These were most ably re­
futed by Mr. McGivern and Mr. Brown, 
and the reading of letters from responsi­
ble officials, &c., in corroboration of their 
statements was received with loud ap­
plause from the Council and the large 
number of influential gentlemen assem. 
bled in the Court Room. There is not 
the slightest doubt but that a most favour 
able impression regarding the W., G. & 
B. R. has been made, not only^ on the 
County Council, but on all who# heard 
the statements made. The Council enter­
tained the delegates to dinner in the 
evening.

The Newsboys of New York.
The industry and activity of the news­

boys of New York by no means goes un­
rewarded. Though their earnings vary 
a good deal, they having their good and 
bad days like the rest of tho world, they 
can generally r- ilize from 50 cents to $3 
a day, according to their age, activity, 
and capital. On the arrival of import-nt 
newa, however, when what are. nailed 
“ ext. as ’' are L. "led, some of them make

insiderable sums. During tho late 
elections in Pennsylvania, Ohio, and Iû- 
diana, when despatches were constantly 
arriving till a very late hour, one boy 
sold 560 papers between 11 and 12$ o’- 
nlf ek at night, realizing $11 net profit in 
one hour aud a half ; his mate sold 510 in 
the same time. These Paine boys, each 
about 15 y ts of age, sold 2,C00 papers 
between them when the telegragh an­
nounced the capture of Jefferson Davie ; 
and, on the evening that Mr. Lincoln was 
assassinated, they sold the enoimous 
number of 2,400.

His 'nst batch of papers disposed of,the 
newsboy budges down to Park-place,and 
merrily Lounging up tho wide 8tP'r'','~,e 
of one of the largest buildings of the 
street, finds himself at home. This is the 
" Newsboys’ Lodging-house.”

Here, every evening, about 6$ o’clock, 
are congregated nearly 800 representa­
tives of humanity, in mud, rags, and tat 
ters, from 7 to 17 years old. On entering, 
each boy gives in his name to the Super­
intendent, at tho same time paying 15 
cents, in return for-which he receives a 
ticket for his supper, bed, and breskfaet, 
and the key of a locker, which is his for 
the night. Having plr :2d what money 
he wishes to save in the Home money­
box,he goes to the lavatories,where there 
are baths, hot and cold water, and every 
appliance for washing in abundance. It 
docs one gcod to see the he» Gy way in 
which these youngsters go in for a cirub, 
with a piece of yellow soap and a rough 
towel. Some of them must have taken a 
lesson from that chapter in Pickwick 
where Mr. Meller “ has a rinse.” Every 
toy ;s our, oil 1 11 take a bath. One by 
one they mble in the large hall and 
although '-»ry orderly aud well behaved, 
commence a se. ! • of anfin and chaff with 
one another; tho practice of the Gr' \ 
Bend is just now very much in vogue, 
and can; - o much amusement. They ap­
pear to have a peculiar slang lang-age 
of their own and most of them rejoice 
in some whimsical soubriquet, such cs :—

Mickoty," “ Round Hearts,” “ Horace 
Greeley,” ‘‘Wandering Jew,” ‘‘Fat 
Jack,” " Fickle Nose,” "Crruky Jim,” 
“ Dodge-me-John,” “ Tickle-me-F' ot 
“ Know-Nothing-Mike,” •' O'Neill tho 
Great,” “ Professor," and mauy others 
equally ridiculous. At seven supper is 
served, consisting of bread and butter or 
syrup, coffee or soup, aud sometimes 
stewed meat and plenty of it. After 
supper some attend the night school .gen­
erally about 80 ; some go to the gymrq- 
sium, n large lofty room adjoining the 
hall, with every appliance for amusing 
the boys ; again, others go into tho 
streets either for amusement or to soil 
extras. On Saturday night a great many 
cf them attend the theatres. At nine nU 
those who are then in the home go to 
bed; those who are out after nine "-o 
fined one cent for every hour they remain 
out, and no boy is admitted ai'ter 12 o'­
clock, under any pretext whatever. They 
sleep in two magnificent dormitoiics, 
each 100 feet by 50, lofty, well ventilat­
ed, and scrupulously clean. The boys 
not boasting any particular night clothes 
generally go to bed as nature made 
them, ns it would be quite impossible to 
keep the beds clean if they wore allowed 
to sleep in the clothes they run about 
the streets in. They all have a good 
wash in the morning, one of the boys 
acting as barber for the whole establish­
ment, and, judging from the short h«;r 
of many of the boys, he plies the scis­
sors well. They have a substantinl 
breakfast, and start once more upon their 
Bohemian career. Every alternate Tues­
day the Home forwards a batch of those 
boys who are anxious to do well to the 
Western farming districts, under tho 
charge of an agent, by whom tho boys 
are placed with the more respectable 
farmers, who undertake to feed, clothe, 
and educate them, and are obliged to 
give satisfactory references as to charac­
ter, &c. Seven hundred and nine boys 
were started in life in this way during 
last year, and are all well cared for, hap-
8r, and contented. Lads who left the 

ome ten or twelve years ago for the 
West are now well-to-do farmers or pros­
perous shopkeepers, some of them actu­
ally Independent ; and it is a common 
occurrence for applications for boys to be 
made by young men who commenced 
their own career in this way. The Home 
is supported by the payments of the 
boys and bv voluntary contributions.— 
New York Iribune.

Legislature of Ontario.
Toronto, Dec. 18.

Mr. Gow presented a petition from the 
Board of Public Instruction for the South 
Riding of the County of Wellington 
praying the House not to pass the new 
School bill until its provisions had been 
discussed throughout the country.

Attorney-General Macdonald moved 
to repeal certain Acts and Enactments 
therein mentioned, and to abolish the 
Court of Impeachment for the trial of 
County Judges.—Carried.

Atorney-General Macdonald moved the 
third reading of the bill respecting 
County Courts. Mr. Cumberland moved 
seconded by Dr. Boulter, that the Bill be 
not now read a third time, hut be refer­
red back to committee, with instruction 
to amend the second clause by striking 
out the word “ pleasure” and inserting in 
lieu thereof the words "ability, capacity 
and good behaviour.’ The amendment 
was lost, and the bill was read a third 
time and passed.

The House then went into committee 
of supply, when a number of bills were 
passed.

Hon. Mr. Cameron introduced a BUI to 
amend the Grammar School Act.

Attorney- General Macdonald stated 
that, much to hia regret, he found that 
the state of business before the House was 
such, that the prorogation could not take 
place before Christmas. His Excellency 
would come down to-morrow at two 
o’clock, to give his assent to some Bills, 
after which he would propose that the 
House adjourn till Wednesday, 6th of 
January, when he hoped the work would 
be prosecuted vigorously, with a view to 
the Legislature bring prorogued on as 
early a day as possible.

Mr. Currie moved an address to his 
Excellency the lietenant-Governor, for 
copies of all correspondence between the 
Commissioner of Agriculture of this 
Province and the Board of Agriculture 
and the Agricultural Association,or with 
any other person, in relation to the re­
counts of the said Board of Agriculture 
and Agricultural Association, together 
with the receipts and expenditure for the 
year 1866 to 1868 inclusive. Carried.

Too Many Licenses.
The Globe of Wednesday contained a 

very sensible and timely letter, from Mr* 
James O’Neil, of this town, in which he 
points out in a clear and forcible manner 
the evils which would invitably follow the 
working of Mr. Wood’s new Tavern and 
License Bill, now before the House. The 
letter is all the more valuable from the 
fact that the writer has been for a num­
ber of years a hotel-keeper, whose stat _• 
mem,s are, therefore, the result of long 
and careful observation ; and it is all-the 
moro creditable to Mr. O'Neil for the 
manly way in which he exposses the 
evils of the license system as now in 
operation, and the worse evils that would 
inevitably follow, were Mr. Wood's bill 
to become law.

Mr. O’Neil says : I will therefore en­
deavour to point out to tho hon. gen*' 
man and his colleagues, why every man 
who wishes sobriety to advance with edu­
cation, must pronounce the Bill a mor-’ 
disgrace to legislation in this age of pre 
gress. Well may the Christian deplore 
the frightful progress of immorality and 
crime stimulated by intemperance. The 
plea advanced, viz., that of increasing 
the revenue, is unworthy tho guardian 
of tho country’s honour. Granting muni­
cipalities unlimited power to issue licens­
es will have a most baneful effect,"» 
m"ny hon. gentlemen in the present 
House owe their seats to its influence.-

The ^rightful effect of intemperance 
can be easily discerned in the police re­
ports,and not only amongst the humbler, 
but even in the educated classes of society 
and in the learned profession ; but if th5» 
Bill becomes law. the evil will increase a 
hundred fold. These remarks may seem 
harsh to these addicted to the debasing 
vice of intemperance, but the Christ? i u 
who desires to see bis fellow-man occupy 
that position for which God has destined 
him, namely his honour and glory, can­
not think so.

I have had long experience of hotel 
life, being connected with it for twenty- 
five years,and cannot call to mind twenty 
men in that period, who retired from the 
busin- , ns temperate as when they en­
tered it. If the suggestions which I had 
the honour of submitting to the worthy 
merr' r for South Wellington,
1-bl session,, were invested with legal 
authority, the abuse of intoxicatiug liq"- 
ors would be restrained. I hope that 
there is a sufficient number of gentlemen 
in the present House animated by a due 
regard for morality and the public wel­
fare to prevent the Hon Mr. Wood’s Bill 
1 ’ou'irglaw.

I would ask what good can result from 
licensing saloons in cities, town and vil­
lage, these being the source from which 
vice springs. Raise the standard of li­
censes, say fifty dollars to tho Govern 
ment in all cases, instead of t.-n or twelve 
as at present, and diminish the number 
ofU censed houses one-half or more.

This would have the effect of driving 
those men out of the business who care 
not what ruin they cause if they only re­
ceive the money of the unfortunate. And, 
instead of these men ol honour and prin­
ciple wi'T engage in the business; men 
who will not desire, for sordid gain, to 
g?3 their fellow man ruined. The law 
now in force, as well as the Bill before 
the House at present, is far from being 
in keeping with the requirements of the 
country and the standard of education.

Despatches to the Evening Mercury»

Liverpool, Dec: 18.—The steamer 
Columbia, which sailed from New 
York, November 28th, for Glasgow, 
has not yet arrived and apprehensions 
are entertp’ned for her eafety. Heavy 
premiums are demanded for insurance 
risks on the vessel. [Note.—the steam­
er Palmyra, which arrived at Boston, 
Dec. 16, reports, Dec. 9, saw steamer 
Columbia pni fially ^;°abled by loss of her 
screw, but she required no assistance, and 
was proceed:ng to Queenstown under

London, Dec-10.—The following de­
spatch dated Corfu, Dec. 16, has been re­
ceived here :’Tlie Government at Athena 
has railed out the Military reserves of 
the country, and the mobilization of the 
national militia has been ordered. A 
battalion of students are forming at Ath­
ens, and ten battalions, composed of 
Greek subjects of the Sultan, are to be 
enrolled. It is said that a command haa 
been offered to Garibaldi. The instant 
invasion of Epirus is loudly demanded.

The Times in an article on the impend- 
war in the East, holds that Greece is the 
aggresive party, because she ordered her 
vessels to fire upon Turkish men of-war 
wlic might attempt to overhaul them.

A despatch from Constantinople 
chargee the Greeks with commencing 
hostilities. It asserts that, in the recent 
naval engagement at the Archipelago,the 
Erosis fired the first shot. The Turkish 
man-of-war returned the fire with effect, 
and the Erosis put on all steam and ran 
into the harbour of Syra. The despatch 
adds that the Erosis was [struck several 
times, and her mast and smokstack were 
badly damaged.

Constantinople, Dec. 18.—It is offi­
cially announced that the Sultan has re­
solved to enforce his demands on Greece. 
A fleet of frigates sailed yesterday for 
the Archipelago.

Paris, Dec. 18.—It is rumoured that 
the Turkish Admiral Hobart Pasha fol­
lowed the Greek steamer Erosis into the 
port of Syra, and sunk her.

Madrid, Dec. 10.—The Progression­
ists at Carthagena have declared for Ee- 
partero for the throne. It is said that 
Matshal Zernano lias resigned the Presi­
dency of the Ministry. The provincial 
Governor reports to the Government,that 
the public peace is not likely to be dis­
turbed. Government will remain neu­
tre! in tho elections. There was a slight 
demonstration at, Miranda yesterday in 
favour of the Carliste, but it was soon 
suppressed and two of the leaders ar­
rested. Miramon, the bearer of the lte- 
pubi;can proclamation, was arrested yes­
terday at Madeira.

Gibraltar, Dec. 19—There was a 
heavy shock of an earthquake here to­
day, but it caused no damage to life or 
t'ci- rty.

London, 18th, midnight.—The follow­
ing is the latest news from the Fast :— 
The Greek Government has despatched 
two men of w->r to Syra to demand of 
Ho’ t Pa«J'« tlyxt he shall not obstruct 
tlm '"ont entrance of the harbor. Throe 
for--jq war " -lq were at Syra belong­
ing r lively to the French, British 
end Russian navy. Hobart Pasha does 
not attempt to blockade Syra. He has 
already allowed twenty ships to enter 
the h-.rl or.

Effects of a Spree.—About a week 
ago three fellow-workmen got on a spree 
at Clinton.

Colonizing the South.—The Georgia 
Nationalist appeals to the loyal men of 
the North to organize four societies to 
promote immigration of Noithern men 
into the South in communities able to 
protect themselves. It proposes that 
the first societies shall comprise the New- 
England States, and itself to settling 
South Carolina, Georgia, and Florida. 
The second may include -New York, 
New Jersey, and Pennsylvania, and op­
erate in colonizing Virginia and North 
Carolina. Tho third may compose Ohio 
Michigan, Indiana, and Illinois, and 
should work in settling Alabama, Mis 
sissippi, Louisiana. The fourth society 
should labor in Wisconsin, Minnesota, 
Iowa and Kansas, for the settlement m 
Kansas and Texas. The purpose of 
jhe8e organizations would be to send 
trusted agents into tho South to ascertain 
the opportunities for business which are 
now open there by reason of the low 
prices of land and the abundance of labor 
Much of tho land, it is said, can be had 
for a dollar or two an acre, which would 
have sold for twenty dollars before the 
rebellion, and will be worth that price 
again as soon as industry shall revive 
and the country become productive and 
peaceful.

Company from theColonial Minister, 
in which the views of the Imperial

Mr. Greeley on Duties.
Mr. Greeley paid a visit to the Corn Ex-
lange in Montreal, and in reply to a 

question by the President of the Associa­
tion, if he thought it fair, that when (the 
Eastern States wanted better flour than 
could be produced from the wheat of the 
Western States manufacturers had to 
pay a duty of $1.20 per barrel in addi­
tion to freight and charges, made answer 
as follows : That it certainly would bo 
very pleasant for the 2,000,000 of people 
inhabiting the north-eastern portion of 
the country to receive lumber, and flour of 
Canada without duty, but the New Eng­
land States from only a small part of the 
country, which contained over 30,000,- 
000 of people, and the interests of the 
whole country had to bo considered. 
The New England people were largely 
engaged in manufacturing, and were sup­
ported by a high tariff. Western States 
purchased these manufactures at a high­
er price than they would have to pay but 
for this tariff, and it would not bo fair 
to them to allow these manufacturers to 
import their supplies of lumber, flour,&c 
free of duty. His idea was, that some­
thing like the German Zolverein ought 
to be agreed to between the United States 
and Canada, having no custom houses on 
the border, and dividing duties collected 
on the cost proportionate. This would 
save much trouble, and give a great im­
petus to trade and manufactures in Cana­
da. They were determined to pay their 
debt, principal and interent, and would 
soon resume specie payments, but even 
then, and always, there would be a con­
siderable difference between the cost of 
living and manufacturing here and in 
the United States, which would give Can­
ada a great advantage. If she had free 
trade with the States she would be able 
to import largely of American produce 
and manufacture them tor export. Mr. 
Greeley took a very encouraging view of 
the mineral and other national wealth 
of Canada, and tno great future that lay 
before this country, and his remarks 
were throughout received with deep at­
tention.

The land to be secured to them 
around each of their trading posts is 
now defined as a “ reasonable reserva­
tion,” whereas it was previously a 
large number of acres. But at all 
events, it seems pretty certain that 
whenever a bargain be concluded, the 
best sites for towns and villages will 
be left ih possession of the Company.
The minimum price of the land under |

ling per acre, and as realized, is to | 
be divided. Formerly the total mone­
tary demand of the Company from 
lands and mines was set down at a 
million sterling, but now power is 
reserved to commute the amounts 
from these sources upon payment by 
the Canadian Government of a sum 
of money not exceeding a quarter of 
a million sterling. In the event of 
these terms being rejected, an imme­
diate demand will be made upon the 
Company to organize a government 
for the territory which shall be ade­
quate for the protection of the inhabi­
tants ; and to do this effectually, will 
require an expenditure of £25,000 a 
year- These may seem .hard terms to 
the monopolists, but they haVj had 
their day* and made a good th>vg 0f] 
it. A quaiter oi a million to buy | 
them out of every place but thr-i'r i 
trading posts, would he a good invest- i 
ment by our Government, which could 
then offer some millions of acres of 
splendid lands to those who had the 
energy to till them.

TURKEY AND GREECE.
Trouble threatens betweeu Turkey 

and the foolishly heroic little country. 
Greece. The latter has been provok 
ing the Sultan for a long time by 
giving aid and comfort to the Cretan 
insurgents, whom all the powers of 
Turkey have been unable to crush. 
Exasperated with the conduct ot the 
Greeks, the Sultan sent them an ulti­
matum, in which he requires the dis­
bandment of volunteers in Greece, 
and prohibition of further volunteer­
ing ; the dismantling of vessels con­
veying supplies to Crete ; restoration 
to the island of Cretan refugees ; pun­
ishment of persons who assaulted a 
Turkish officer, and a conforming 
with the terms of all treaties.

The latest intèlligcnce is that the 
Greeks rejected the terms. This is 
precisely what might he expected, for 
although Greece is not the country it 
was in the days of Xerxes, it is said 
that the modern Greeks are very fond 
of remembering that they are sprung 
from ancestors who performed won­
ders in the military line. The Sultan 
scowls and threatens vengeance, but 
Greece is the ward of three great 
powers, and can, perhaps, afford to be 
saucy. At all events, while she is 
their particular care, Turkey will not 
be allowed to annihilate her. Their 
intervention may yet prevent hostili­
ties.

Queen’s College. j

A correspondent of the Globe in King­
ston says“ An important meeting of 
the Trustees of Queen's College has just 
been held here. Many influential mem­
bers of the board were present and the 
College, as affected by the recent action 
of the Ontario Legislature, was consid­
ered at great length, the result being a re­
commendation to the Moderator of the 
Church of Scotland Synod, under whose 
patronage and government theCollege has 
existed for nearly thirty years, to call a 
special meeting of the Synod, to meet 
early in January, to determine what 
changes in the character of the institu­
tion may be demanded by the altered 
position in which it is thus placed. From 
all we can learn of the prevailing opinion, 
the board, representing as it does the 
church at large, now favours the estab­
lishment of a first-class theological 
school under the present Royal Charter, 
fully equipped and liberally endowed. 
It is understood that at this meeting, 
some of the oldest and most influential 
clergymen and laymen ot the church ad­
mitted the necessity of anticipating the 
future of the College taking into view 
what is left to be a forgone conclusion— 
the eventual and probably not distant 
union of all the Presbyterians through­
out the Dominion under the government 
of one general assembly.”

It is generally believed that the House 
will adjourn on Tuesday next, to meet 
again some day in January.

It is not possible for me in the scope of a 
brief address like this, to discuss these im­
portant matters, but I shall have ample op­
portunity hereafter to do so. I may briefly 
here observe that I consider no step should 
be taken involving the expenditure of any 
large sum of money with reference to any 
of these questions without the opinion of the 
latepavers being first duly obtained. Our 
present liabilities are heavy, taxation suffi­
cient, and our future, iu a measure, fraught 
with perplexity. Still, I think, with pru­
dence and judgment, the town of Guelph is 
bound to flourish, and increase in general 
prosperity.
