Philbreck, a farmer, and
gaining admittance on the pretext that
he was & friend, coolly put his pistol in
Philbreck’s face and shot him in the
presence of his wife. The murderer then
demanded money from the woman.” = She
gave all she had, about thirteen dollars.
He insisted on having more and threaten-
ed to shoot her if she did not produce it.
She begged for her life and gave him the
keys of the house, promising to help him
in his search for her husband’s money.
Even as she spoke, the thief levelled his
revolver at her and shot her under the
left eye. She fell unconscious. The man
ransacked the house, but found no more
money. Mrs.  Philbreck 1egained con-
sciousness in a short time and crawled to
her brother-in-law’s hoase, seventy-five
yards from her home. The sheriff with
posse is scouring the country for the
murderer.

According to a census which has just
been cempleted, Japan has a population
of over thirty-nine millions.

The outbreak of Chinese settlers in
Formosa has not been settled. ' It had its
origin-in a taxation order by the governor,
who was pressed for money on account of
the expenses entailed in railway work.
The insurgents marched from the coast
and took possession of the large.walled
town of Ching Hoa, wheie they received
recruits and then proceeded to another
large town, Kagi, half way to Tai Wan,
which they also occupied. ‘Tai Wan, it
was thought, was also in danger of falling
into their hands, and the British consul
there telegraphed for a gunboat. It is,
however, thought that the governor will
soon subdue ' the insurrection, and no
foreign help has yet been dispatched.

THE EAST AFRICAN ARRANGEMENT

A Negro Barber Tries to Kill Two
Russia Protests Against Building Ports.

Moxico Englishmen near Westminster.

Germany is at this late day attempting
to acquire colonies. She is endeavoring
to make a settlement in Eastern Africa
among other places, and her. success has
been the reverse of brilliant. 'The Ger-
nans are not accustomed to deal with un-
civilized and half-civilized natiyns aund
they have not yet acquired theart of man-
aging them. They have contrived to get
into serious trouble both in East Africa
and the Samoan Islands. The inhabitants
of the eastern coast of Africa, both neg-
roes and Arabs, have learned cordially to
hate the Germans, and as we have seen,
have attacked their settlements with the
evident intention of driving them out of
the country and keeping them out. The
English have also effected a settlement on
the coast of Zanzibar and have missions
at a considerable distance inland. . The
natives do not look upon them as enemies
and consequently the British missionaries,
merchants and other settlers are treated
with civility and are- safe. - This - then is
the condition of the colonizing enterprises
of Germany and Great Britain in Eastern
Africa. The Germans have quarrelled
with the inhabitants and have suffered
violence at their hands. Their settle-
ments brokeu up and they
are engaged in punishing the na-
for the outrages committed
on the colonists. 1t is more thau doubt-
ful if they will ever again be permitted
peacefully to gain a foothold in the
country. The British have formed an
immense colonizing company, have re-
ceived grants of territory on the coast.
and are negotiating amicably with the
tribes in the interior. They are tolerated,
and the prospect of their maintaining the
good understanding with the natives
which they have established are excellent.
The German Government, now that its
colonizing scheme has failed, and its sub-
jects are looked upon as enemies by the
inhabitants, makes a proposal to the Brit-
ish Government, the plans' of whose sub-
jects in-that region have been so far suc-
cessful, to co-operate for the purpose ot
keeping down and eventually stamping
out the slave trade. Great Britain has
been for many years doing what she could
unaided to put a stop to the African
slave trade. Germany regarded he:
efforts with indifference, and did noth-
ing whatever to promote the good
work. But now Bismarck has been sud-
denly seized with a fit of zeal for the
abolition of the African slave trade, and
requests the British Government to aid
him in blockadnig the ports of Zanziba
in order to prevent the exportation o1
slaves and the importation of arms.
Why the wily old Chancellor
become 80 humane and philanthro-
pic all atonce ?. If his colonization scheme
had been successful is it likely that he
would have sought the co-operation oi
Great Britain to suppress the slave trade,
or for any other purpose? His request
puts the-English government in rather a
delicate position. It must pursue its pol-
icy with regard to the suppressian of the
slave trade whether it is helped by Ger-
mauy or not. 1t would never do to give
up that humane work because Bismarck
had made up his mind to engagein it teo.

the Radicals. He never coucealed his
principles. He never for policy sake aaid
one thing when he believed another. He
never shrank from reproach or abuse or
contumely. He manfully fought for the
right without waiting to see who his asso-
ciates were or what the. consequences of
his advocacy might be to himself per-
sonally. His name is associated with
all the reforms of his day, and he advo-
cated most of them long before it became
the fashion to be in favor of reform. He
is & Quaker and comes of a Quaker stock.
He has been consequently the friend and
advocate of peace. Here again he stood
up hervically for his principles and faced
a storm of obloguy which must have been
hard indeed for a man of his large and
sympathetic heart and finefeeling to with-
stand. When he stood for peace, at any
price, he must, if he had ‘been a weaker
and less courageous man, have been
swept from public life by the torrent of
popular indignation and contempt which
he was forced to stem. But every one
knew that John Bright believed in what
he advocated, and those who denounced
him most bitterly could not but feel re-
spect for the man who, in doing what he
believed to be his duty. braved the con-
temptuous anger of a nation. He survived
this, as he did other storms, enjoying that
most sustaining of consolations, the an-
swer of a goodconscience. John Bright has
lived to witness the triumph of most of the
principles for which he fought and suffer-
ed. He has lived, too, to be understood
and appreciated, not only by his fellow
countrymen of all parties and all creeds,but
by the lovers of mankind and of progress
of every civilized nation on the earth.
The latter years of John Bright's life have
been peaceful and quiet. He has sailed
with the stream whose current he did so
much to turn. So great has been the
change of public opinion in his day that
the principles which were in his youthful
days denounced as radical and even revo-
lutionary are now looked upon as almost
conservative, and are held by men of
nearly every shade of  political opinion.
There are few men who have done so
much good in their day both by their life
and their teachings as John Bright, and
no man who ever possessed it used the
great gift of oratory to better purpose.

A Funny Account of anExtraordinary Highway
‘Robbery.

demonstrations.  After all spiritualsm
contains nothing that is opposed to relig-
ion, morality or the Bible. The Bibleis
a religion born of spiritual faith, of mir-
aculous visions of angels, interviews with
spirits, proghetic signs and warnings and
dreams. Krom Genesis to John the com-
munion between the spiritual and physi-
cal world is an accepted fact. The super-
vision of spirits over earthly affairs is re-
lated as a matter of course. The warnings
and admonitions of spirits excite no won-
der. The communication of angels and’
mortals forms the warp and woof of evi-
dence in the Cristian religion. The Bible
furnishes a long list of very eminent men
who talked with angels orsaints or spirits.
We are left, then, to deny their testimony
and call the old prophets and wise men
frauds, or accept it as the evidence of
spiritual communications. If men in the
days of Moses and Abraham and Job and
Saul saw and talked with angels, why not
in the days of Mr. Jones and Smith ?
The New Testament is full of spirit reve-
lation, of faith and reliance on apiritual
manifestations. If people only 1,900 years
ago saw and talked with the dead, what
is there so marvellous in it to-day? 1f the
spirits of the dead once walked the earth,
what special odium should attach to men
who claim they have never given up the
habit? If the dead ever did come back to
anybody on earth, what is there to be de-
rided in the notion that they are doing it
to-day? Some of the Bible characters
claimed to be mediums, that is, seers of
spirits, were not much better or wiser
than some of the gentlemen who claim
such powers to-day. Moral character did
not seem to be a test of mediumship then,
nor is it so claimed now. The character
of communications were not always angc-
lic, then (according. to our notion), incit-
ing to war, pillage and murder. If im-
mortahty is not a fable, but a divine truth,
the souls of men abide somewhere, under
new conditions, governed by the laws of a
spiritual nature. There does not seem
anything very bloodcurdling er horrible
or immoral in discovering that the great
Iaw which guides the sap in the tree, and
the blood in -one’s veins, should extend
over and embrace the spirits that are
chained to the flesh, and the spirits that are
freed from its weight. Miss Fox, pro-
ducing raps with her big toe, is
one sort of argument. But ~the
destroying the belief of a large
body of people, and annihilating the
latent hope in the hearts of millions; that
death is but the dropping of a vel be-
tween us and our beloved, requires a
higher type of demonstration.

Because modern spiritualism,
at its present state of development, offers
a good screen for the operations of many
frauds and impostors, it is no reason why
deep faith and sincere convictions, both
aiding to secure better morals and lead
the mind into better channels should be
subjected to ridicule or contemptuocus a
rogation. Any belief which tends to im-
prove a portion of the community, no
matter how small, should be encouraged.
Your neighbor’s path to a higher moral
and spiritual %lane may not be known to
you, but you have no reason . to believe
that it is less safe, less sure or less direct
than the one you are following yourself.

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1RISH LAND PURCHASE.

The Land Purchase Bill, which is now
before the Imperial Parliament, is not by
any means & conservative measure. Its
tendency is in the other direction. Itis
in reality not a new measure at all, but a
bill necessary to keep an old law in opera-
tion. This law is what is known as the
Ashbourne Act, which was enacted in
order to enable Irish tenants to become
freeholders. - Under its provisions the
Government is empowered to lend the
tenant who is desirous of purchasing the
freehold of his farm the money necessary
to do so at a low rate of interest. -The

_tenant bhas “forty-nine ‘years to pay the|
money in, and the interest is four per
cent. These are apparently easy terms,
but, easy as they are, there are compara-
tively few Irish tenants in a position to
avail  themselves of them. TIn the first
place, the Government requires as security
a deposit of one-fifth of the money required
before it will advance the tenant a shil-
ling. This of course makes the
law inoperative as far as the poor-
est class  of tenants on whom
the yoke of landlordism presses most sore-
ly and who are most in need of relief, are
concerned. The poor tenant, who is not
only unable to pay his rent but wlio finds
it hardly possible to keep body and soul
tovether, cannot.raise the deposit money
if his soul’s salvation depended upon il.
To him and to the class to which he be-
longs the Ashbourne Act is asif it did not
exist. Then the law takes no account of
arrears. The tenant who, it may be, has
been paying or trying to pay an extortion-
ate rent and has fallen into arrears will,
while endeavoring to pay-for the ireehold
of his farm, have these arrears hanging
like a millstone round his neck. It may
be said that he ought to pay the rent
specified in his lease or in his ‘agreement

with his landlord or give up his land. It
is very well for us who are thousands of
miles away from him to say this, but when
a man’s little bit of land is all that is be-
tween him and starvation it is not so easy
for him to give it up when prices
are low, when crops are short,
and when times are hard.
That the case of the Irish - tenant is ex-
ceptional may be inferred from the laws
that have been made to regulate his rela-
tions with his landlord. Government has
undertaken to interfere in the bargains
made between Irish” landlords and their
tenants in various ways, and it has gone
s0 far as to establish a court to determine
what is and what is not a fair rent. This
very Ashbourne Aet is exceptional legis-
lation, and shows that the tenant in Ire-
land does not stand upon the same foot-
ing as tenants in other parts of the King-
dom. What the Government wants now
is another grant of five millions pounds to
to lend to the Irish tenants to enable
them to bec me peasant proprietors.

The objection raised to the bill by

Mr. Gladstone is that not dealing with

arrears it will not put a stop to

evictions or give relief to those tenants
who stand most in need of help. The

Government’s reply is that the law ‘has

done good and is doing good, and the

matter of arrears will be dealt with by
and by. The Government has advanced
to tenants under the Ashbourne

Act £4,732,754 to 11,465 tenants.

with the Home Rule agitators. We may
say further, that if Mr. Tardivel has seen
much of pioneer life in Quebec he is able
to compare the condition of the Trish
tenantry with the poorest class of Oanad-
ian settlers. The backwoodsman in the
province of Quebec has many difficulties
to face and many hardships to endure
which the settlers on wild lands in other
provinces are not required to overcome
and to suffer. The land is hard  to clear,
the climate is severe, and the market,
when he has anything to sell,
is distant, and not always so lively
as it might be. A poor settler
in Quebec is pretty nearly as badly off as
sny one in Canada except - the idle and
vicious inhabitants of the cities. But as
the reader will see the Canadian observer
considered the very poorest of the
struggling settlers of his province far
better off than many of the Irish tenants.
This is his description of the condition
in which he found ‘them: :
«] have been through the new settle-
ments in the Canadian forests; I have
seen the least advanced and the very
poorest of our settlers; but I have never
seen anything to compare with the shock-
ing state of things here. And our settlers,
miserably poor as they may be, painful as
may be their work, and great as may be
the hardships which they have to endure,
have at least the consolation of hope.
They know that, after a few years their
labor will be crowned with comfort and
independence, and that they will be their
own masters; but these unfortunates have
no hope of improviug their condition.
They barely get the most miserable sub-
sistence from the holdings they cultivate.
After paying the ruinous rent imposed on
them for having improved the land,
they are obliged to go or send their
children to England to earn a few pounds
every year. Suchina few words is the
result 'of the landlord system in this part
of the country * * * And these til-
lers of the soil are obliged to pay rent.
The thing had to be repeated to me sev-
eral times before I could believe it. The
idea of a man, were he even the most
heartless landlord, being impudent
enough to demand rent for such
places and from people who can hardly
keep soul and body together, is not in-
iquitous, but supremely ridiculous. * ¥
Ou landing I was anxious to witness an
eviction. I do not want any longer to
see one, for I am certain I would either
die or say something that would place me
in the grip of the police and prolong my
stay indefinitely in Ireland.” 5

There is no room to doubt the sincerity
of the man who wrote these indignant
sentences. He was shocked and horrified
at the misery he witnessed and at the
utter unreasonableness of compelling
people in such a wretched condition to
pay rent. We may say that he wasen
route for Killarney, One of the most beau-
tiful places on the face of the earth, when
he saw these specimens of the Irish ten-
antry.

LonpoN. Nov. 28.—Before the Parnell
commission to-day Farmer Kennedy, of
Castle Island, deposed that he was a mem-
ber of the local branch of the national
league. He had heard the word ‘‘roaster’
at the meetings, but didn’t know its
meaning. Mr. Shannon, a Dublin solici-

1 have never been in ‘the Orient. T
should- pronounce the Greek, classical
Greek, with very varying degrees of accu-
racy. (Dr. Curtis’ Greek Grammar pro-
duced). The book contains the transla-
tion of the sentence: ‘‘He who acts un-
justly must be brought before the judges
to be punished.” I was subpoenaedas a
witness for the defence this morning.

Before Mr. Walker—I think the man
that wrote this Greek must have been in
the habit of writing Greek. The greater
i)srt, of the Greek is good, classical { i

could not write as good Greek myself.
(In looking at the individual letters in
Greek,) the letters are madein the old-
fashioned way. The “‘thita” is made as
we would be taught to make it in Eng-
land. One of the *Pi” is made ina
rather peculiar way. I am not sufficiently
familiar with the German to say that it
resembles a German letter. I don'tknow
what a German “N” is like. The *K”
is also somewhat unusual in its formation.
I have seen Russian writing, the “K's”
and “L’s” in this Greek remind me very
much of the Russian. 1 would consider
the translations of the Greek on exhibits
B. and C. an impossible translation.

To his lordship—I should consider the
words translated, ““The time is too short
to describe,” to relate to some scrap of
history. I do not recall any oracle in
the words mentioned having been used in
modern Grecian history when a man was
desired to leave the country.

To Mr. Irving—What I mean to say is
that my comparison of writing recently,
led to the confirmation of my suspicion
that Dr. Griffin wrote the letters Iam
not in a position at present to state the
result of my enquiries in to Dr.
Griffin’s career in the east. 1 first saw a
young man in Mr. Waitt's. 1 then saw
Mr. Waitt and looked through Dr. Grif-
fin’s account in the books. Found no pa-
per similar to that on exhibit charged in
the books. Then enquired if they had sold
Dr. Griffin any paper not charged in the
books.

The next witness called was Mr. Hyde,
of San Francisco, an_expert in_chiro-
graphy. He testified: My name is Henry
C. Hyde, I am an attorney atlaw of the
supreme court of California and an ex-
pert in handwriting. I have made hand-
writing a study for thirty years, and have
made the examination of handwriting my
business for several years. An expert
goes to work tv compare handwriting by
analyzing the characteristics of the writers.
No two men ever wrote the same hand,
and no man ever wrote two distinct hands.
An expert notices the apparent and real
differences and resemblances. In deter-
mining if two pieces of writing are by the
same hand or different, we analyse the
characteristios of both. The hand in
writing moves in & certain form mechani-
cally without any effort of brain. The
individuality of writing cannot be con-
cealed. I look for the real characteristics
of writing, no matter what the resemb-
lanices may be. In this.case there isa
preponderance of resemblance. I can
tell whether a letter is-in a feigned
hand by the same methods I have
mentioned. In feigned writing the
writer tries to escape his individu-
ality. A man writing a feigned hand
generally gives few indications of his in-
dividuality at the first, but: lapses into
his individuality. I have examined a
number of papers in this case, commenc-
ing on Monday miorning: last, using my
instruments in connection with the exam-
ination. (lnstruments produced and their
working explained to the jury.) The wit-
ness p! ed to explain how, by means
of his instruments, he was ablé to, first,
make enlarged copies of ~pieces of hand
writing. I have made a number of selec-
tions, to show where the characteristics
of the prisoner’s writing-are found in the
disputed writing. Only where the writer
fails to disguise his hand, and lapsesinto
his natural characteristics, have I thought
it necessar{ to make selections for com-
parison. dy. the characteristics
of the u and, and ‘then look
for these characteristics in the disputed
writing. T have here the results of my
comparison of the hand writing; in 8
plates of tracing of different selections
from the writing of the prisoner, and the
disputed writing. The plateswere handed
to the jury for inspection.

Witness, to Mr. Taylor—In writing
naturally a good many people’s writing
appears to be very different. I base
my judgment on unconscious char-
acteristics of the wntiog. I have
examined the exhibits, the series of
threatening letters. They were all writ-
ten by the same hand, and the envelopes
also addressed by the same hand. 1 did
not analyse the Greek characters; the
Spanish was written by the same person.
T have no doubt that the writing on ex-
hibits J and 22 were written by the same
hand. The writing on exhibit 22, below
the signature, is written by the same
hand as the body of the letter. On ex-
hibit J, an old copy of the “Social World,
is written in blue Qencil, *‘Hon. Robert
Dunsmuir.” - These words contain the
same characteristics of the prisoner’s
writing. The same characteristics are
plainly observable, particularly in the ad-
dress of the envelope, containing the
letter to Mr. Dunsmuir of August 14th.
Plate 1 is a magnified tracing of the word
« Robert.” found on the envelope; Plate
4, a tracing’of the word ‘‘Robert,” on ex-
hibit J. The character of the two letters
«B,” is identical. I found the same
characteristics of the writing in ‘the
threatening letters in other documents
submitted to me for examination.

Exhibits 14ito 25, identified as the docu-
ments referred to.

1 have formed the opinion that the
writer of the disputed letters, and the
writer of exhibits 14 to 2b was one
and the same person.

To his lordship—Tge disputed letters
comprise the seven threatening letters in
court. After having carefully examined
the documents in court, I am firmly of
the opinion that the writer of these an-
onymous letters was the writer of exhib-
its 14 to 25. (Small calendar produced
by Police ‘Sergeant Walker, and taken
from prisoner’s  pocket book, produced. )
The writing on this ealendar was writ-
ten evidently by Dr. Griffin and by the
same person that wrote the letters com-
prising exhibits 14 to 25.

The witness proceeded to illustrate the

uliar character of various letters to
show to the jury how his conclusions were
arrived at.

At one o'clock the court adjourned for
Inncheon.

I concluded that
those debatable letters would be Russian
or modern Greek when I first saw them.

When a high official has been slandered
the Attorney-General sometimes considers
it his duty to filea criminal information
of libel.  Sometimies the person who
claims to be directly injured, files an in-
formation and the case is first heard in a
preliminary - examination before a magis-
trate, and then proceeds to the higher
court through the ordinary channels. The
information had been laid in this latter
way in the charge preferred against the
CoLoNIST newspaper, which was the one
referred to. It would be for the grand
jury to decide whether any injury had
been done. If they thought any had, it
would be their duty so to say, and the
case would be tried before a judge and
jury. The duty of the grand jury would
be to ascertain whether or not a libel had
been published—they need go no further.
They mneed not go into the question of
justification at all.

It was the duty of society to see that the
character of her public men was not as-
sailed. A libel-was anything that im-
peaches the honesty and integrity of a
man. It would not be libel to speak of
him as a fool, to comment upon his: wis-
dom, but it would be libellous to pro-

tives as true to life. Thea Mv. Caine
tells his readers about the climatc of Can-
ada, the nature of the soil in the different
provinces he visited, its products, the
cost of living, and many other particulars
of the greatest use to the intending emi-
grant. It is surprising how much he found
out about the country in his flying trip,
and how interesting is the account he
gives of what he saw and heard. Like
every other obsérvant and thoughtful man
who has visited it, Mr. Caine is greatly
impressed with the extent of the. North-
West and the . vastness of its -resources.
Here, as everywhere else, he was not con-
tent with mere hearsay.. He examined
the country himself, and catechised the
settlers whom he mniet very closely.
He gives the results of his in:
terviews in 8o clear and com
prehensive a manner that there is lit-
tle left to be desired. He passed through
the mountain ranges slowly and seems
thoroughly to have enjoyed himself. His
daughter took the trip with ‘him. She
seems to have been a wmodel travelling
companion.oMr. Caine speaks in terms of
the highest commendation of the Canadian
Pacitic railway and everything connected
with it. The time he sojourned in Brit-
ish Columbia was well spent. Many have
hived years in the province who do not
know so much about it and its capabilities
as this shrewd English traveller after a
visit of a few days. . He found out all that
was to be learned about the resources and
its industries. He does ample justice to
its scenery and is delighted with its cli-
mate. He tells his: readers about the
wealth of tish that the sea which washes
the shores of the proviuce contains. He
speaks enthusiastically about’ its forests
and its lumber trade. He expatiates ou
the extent and variety of its mineral re-
sources and on the stage of development
at which they have arrived.. He notices
with an appreciative eye the iertility‘ of
the soil, and speaks hopefully of the
agricultural future of Buritish Columbia
He visited Victoria and does not find it
the ‘‘deserted village” which some late
tourists would fain have the world believe
it to be. “‘The whole trade of the prov-
ince,” he says, ‘‘till lately, was “entirely
dependent on water carriage, as its market
centres in Victoria. The harbor is land-
locked and capacious, lined with fine
wharves presenting a busy scene. The
buildings are fully equal to those found
in American and Cauadian cities of equal
importance, and at night. the streets are
lighted with electric lamps placed on lofty
masts 200 feet high, giving the appearance
of fifteen or twenty moons.. The effect is
very striking, and the lighting perfect.
There is great rivalry between Victoria
and its mushroom opponent Vancouver,
but I am iuclined to think that the old
capital will retain the general domestic
trade of the province, while much of the
export business will drift to Vancouver.”
Like every visitor who remains for any
length of time in the province Mr. Caine
is delighted with its climate. He says:
““The climate of British Columbia. is as
nearly perfect as possible. It isfree from
excessive heat in summer and extreme cold
in winter,and is healthful'and invigorating
all the year round. Snow seldom falls and
never lies more than a few deys * * ¥
Taken us a whole, British Columbia is

condition. This is. recognized by his
parents as well as himself. There
need be no estrangement, but the new
condition has created new duties and new
affections. And it is something like this
with colonists. The old land 1s no longer
their home. Its memory may be and
ought to be fondly cherished, and they
may be proud of their descent from men
who in their day and generation did much
for freedom and for progress, but their
present and most urgent duty is tv do for
the land of their adoption what their fore-
fathers did for the land of their nativity.
In order to do this effectively the closest
union is required. They must learn to
co-operate with all, nu matter what their
origin or in what section of the country
they live, who are working for the
good ‘of the land they live in,
They should cultivate intelligent patriot-
ism. They should look forward and
not backward. Others have made the
history of their past, it is for them to
make the history of the future. Men
whose home is Canada and whose children
are born in Canada, should make Canada
their country. Canada should be to them
what England is to the Englishman, Scot-
land to the Scotchman, Ireland to the
Irishman, France to the Frenchman, Ger-
many to the German. The ‘Canadian’s
country is a great country. There are
few countries in the world that contain as
much to love and to be proud of as this
Canada of ours. But it will never be the
cou‘ntry it ought to be or the country it
can be made to be until its inhabitants
are one people. It was because Lord
Stanley said something like this to the
French Canadian deputation that he has
incurred the displeasure of some French
Canadian editors who have expressed
their feelings in strong and not too re-
spectful language. But they are both
foolish and unpatriotic. What reason-
able man, whatever his nationality
may be, would find fault with
the Governor Geperal for warning Can-
adians against the wiles of annexation
intriguers and showing them the advant-
ages of British connection? What sensi-
ble man is there between the Atlantic and
the Pacific who would take offence at
being exhorted toeschew sectionalism and
to unite with all good Canadians in pro-
moting the welfare of his country. This
is how Lord Stanley concluded his reply
to the address of the St. Jean Baptiste
Society. ‘‘And now gentlemen, may 1
venture, without offence, to.say to you,
us I have said to many of my compatriots,
in begging you to take care to look atour
affairs from a sufficiently large point of
view. Although we may recall with
pleasure and with pride our past, al-
though we ought to keep alive the tradi-
tions of our ancestors, let us also look
forward to the future of the country.
You have referred to me in your address
as a friend to the Freunch and that is true.
Here I speak neither to the Freach nor
to the English. I speak to Canadians,
and I'trust that the great Dominion will
always be at peace at home and in friend-
ly alliance with other nations.” It
seems a pity -that as soun as the Gov-
ernor General departs from the conven-
tionalities of compliment he is severely
taken to task by the very men who might

be ex] best to appreciate both the
soundness and the timeliness of his ad-
vice.

If the jury found
that the article urged as a libel in the case
to come before them, impeached the char-
acter of the mayor, it would be their dnty
to find a true bill.

In regard to the charge of sending let-
ters threatening to murder Hon. Robert
Durismuir preferred against Dr. Gustavus
Hamilton Griffin, his lordship remarked
to the jury: Some of you may think it
worth your while to read the papers. If
you have, you will discard from your
minds anything bearing on the case which
you may have read in the papers. You will
consider only from the evidence laid before
you. His lordship had read the letters.
They were written in Greek and Spanish,
a very few words in French also being
used. They had been written by some
one accustomed to speak  collo-
quial  Greek and Spanish. The
letters contained many errors in gram-
mar, that no one who had learned -either
language grammatically or was a native to
it. would make. If the jury found that
the evidence justitied the suspicion that
the letters, a photographic copy of which
would be handed them, were written by
the accused, it was their duty to find a
true bill.

His lordship concluded his charge to the
jury by severely commenting on the
almost undecipherable writing on a num-
ber of depositions received from the city
police department.

Mr. Theo. Davie, Q C., referring to
the case of Edward Hodge, charged with
escape, said that the defendant who was
on bail wished to be tried under the
Speedy trials act; there was no necessity
for going to the expense of summoning a
jury.

His Lordship said that his wishing to
be tried before a judge alone showed that
the prisoner thought that-he had a good
defence, and to some -extent told in his
favor. - He thought however that as the
case was on the list it had better proceed
in the ordinary way.

Mr. Pooley,Q.C., on behalf of Campbell
and Kennedy, whose case was a remenet
from the last assizes, applied for a post-
penement until Thursday, in consequence
of the illness of Mr. Drake, Q. C., who
was also retained for the defence.

Mr. Theo. Davie, who appeared for the
prosecution, said that the Crown would
not be prepared to go on at this assize in
consequence of material witnesses being
absent in San Francisco,

Mr. Pooley would protest against the
cage going over to the next assizes. It
had already stood over one assize.

Mr. Davie said that the last postpone-
ment was upon the application of the de-
fence.

REPORT OF THE GRAND JURY,

The grand jury again returned, with a
true bill against Kanaka Joe. The fore-
man of the grand jury stated that the
members of the jury were of the opinion
that the small number of jurors was de-
cidedly objectionable as interfering with
the usefulness of the jury. They also
presented the following report:—We, your
grand jurors, beg to call the attention of
the court to the existence of a piggery
located on the Saanich road, néar the
city, . kept by a Chinaman named Ah
Yuen, which is by reason of its unclean
condition a nuisance to travellers and
residents in ‘the locality.” The jury also
directed attention to the common prac-
tice of butchers and other vendors of
fish, meat and game, hanging or placing
their stuff on or along the sidewalk, to
the great anunoyance of pedestrians and
to the detriment of the health of the citi-
zens. The practice is also otherwise ob
jectionable.

His lordship commenting on-the report
of the grand jury, spoke in. strong terms
against this practice of hanging meat and
game where the fragments and blood
were deposited on the street, and of the
very disagreeable experience of coming in
contact with the meat on the sidewalk.
Even from a sanitary standpoint the prac-
tice complained of should be put a stop to
at once. He was of the opinion that the
city police had this matter under their
care, and they were at liberty to deal
with this objectionable practice without
further orders, as it was a direct violation
of a city by-law. He also promised to
direct the attention of the attorney-gen-
eral to the existence of the piggery com-
plained of, and directed the sheriff to take
a note of the suggestion of the grand
jurors to have their number increased.

At six o'clock the court rose to sit
again at 7:30 p.m.

THE BOGUS GOLD.

The first case taken up in the house of

Donaldson, A. McGregor, F. 8,
Humber, G. O. Madigan, R. Beauchamp,
and E. J. Salmon were duly sworn in as
jurors. -

Deputy Attorney-General Irving ap-
peared for the Crown and Mr. Walls for
the defendant, who pleaded *‘not guilty.’

The evidence of Mr. and Mrs. Gray, Dr.
Fitzgerald of the Rojal Naval Hospital at
Esquimalt, who dressed the injuries which
Gray received, colnprised the case for the
Crown. Mr. Walls claimed that Mr.
Gray received the injuries which com-
prised the assauit, during a tussle for the
possession of a saw.

Wm. Farrell, Edward Logan and
Archie Muir, three little boys from Es
quimalt, deposed to hearing Gray threateu
to ‘‘knock the b——— head off” the
prisoner.

The jury retired at 5:46 and returned
shortly before seven, with a verdict of
“guilty,” strongly recommending thc
prisoner to the mercy of the court.

THE URGENT WANT Ol AN INSOL-
VENCY LAW.

To tae Eprror:—The matter which
forms the subject of this communication is
one which the British Columbia Board of
Trade has repeatedly brought to the at-
tention of the Dominion Government
and cabinet ministers in their visits to
this province, and although it is admitted
that every commercial body in Canada has
petitioned the government in a similar
strain, yetit'is fully evident the question
is one which politicians shirk, immediate-
ly it is brought forward, and it is alleged
as a reason, that the farmers’ vote in gf -
tario is the cause of it.

Whether this is so or not it remains a
fact that every man engaged in commer-
cial pursuits js laboring under disadvant-
ages which are nothing less than "a dis-
grace to those whose duty it is to conserve
the interests of such an important factor
in the Dominion. The judgment of Mr.
Justice Gray published in your issue of
25th inst., relative to a case which has
been in and out of our courts
for many weary months, is but
another illustration of the unsatisfactory
conditiou of our laws, enabling, as they
evidently de, every possible facility for
litigation, the outrageous costs of which
necessarily fall upon the unfortunate
creditor. To such an extent has this
grown in our midst that merchants and
traders have become utterly disgusted, and
prefer, in many instances, to accept a
compromise from the creditor of a few
cents on the dollar, rather than risk in-
terminable litigationand its accompany-
ing heavy burdens.

The Board of Trade will doubtless fol-
low up their former efforts to place these
matters on a more equitable basis, and
our representatives at Ottawa must also
press this terrible grievance upon Parlia-
ment until a remedy is secured.

Australia, for a long time, was ina
similar plight, but, fortunately, the per-
sistent efforts of her commercial men suc-
ceeded in a bankruptcy measure being
carried through Parhament, and excellent
results have followed.

People talk of the ‘‘pauper labor of
Europe " without attachiug any very clear
or definite idea to the expression. Many
people have a notion that labor is very
cheap on the other side of the Atlantic,
but how cheap it is. or how long the
people work to gain the pittance they re-
ceive very few can tell. A commission
which was appointed to enquire into the
condition of the laboring classes in Hol-
land obtained information on this subject
which shows how miserable must be the
condition of the working people of at least
one European country. Long hours and
low wages were.known to be the"rule in
Gerinany, Russia, France and Italy, but
in Holland the hours appear to be longer
and the pay loWerthan in any other coun-
try of Europe. There are in Holland a
great many small establishments insuffi-
ciently equipped and they have to compete
with large concerns where the work is
done most economically.  In order to
keep up the little factories the hands
must work for beggarly wages. ~Although
protective duties are high in Holland the
home competition is so great that the wages
of the laborer are now down to the starva-
tion point. The hours too are long, the
average day for the great majority of the
factories is from 13 to 14 hours.
