AN IMPORTANT CASE.

A Pedler Sect to Prison for Representing 
an Imitation PU1 to be the Same as Dr. 
Williams’ Pink PiUs-A Far Reaching 
Decision.

Montreal, Jan. 24, 1898.—A case of 
more than ordinary interest to the pub­
lic came before Judge Lafontaine here 
to-day, the fact being as follows :-^For 
some time past one H. E. Migner ha» 
been going about peddling a pill which, 
he represented as being the same as Dr. 
Williams’ Pink Pills. The Dr. Williamer 
Medicine Co., placed toe matter in the 
hands of Decetive Haynes, of toe Can­
adian SecretiService, who soon had col­
lected sufficient evidence to warrant the 
arrest of Migner on a charge of obtain­
ing money under false pretences. Mean­
time Migner had left Montreal, going ti 
St. John, N. B. On hie arrival in that 
city he was at once placed under arrest 
and an official sent to bring him back 
here. He was brought before Judge La­
fontaine this morning on two charges, 
and pleaded guilty to both. It was poin­
ted out that the offence was a grave one 
and left him liable to a lengthy term of 
imprisonment. The counsel of the Dr. 
Williams’ Medicine Co., stated that hie 
clients did not wish to press for severe 
punishment at this time; they only 
wished to establish toe fact that repre­
senting an imitation pill to be the same 
as Dr. Williams’ Pink Pills was a crime 
which left the perpetrator liable to a 
lengthy imprisonment. On one charge 
the judge then imposed a sentence of ten 
days, with the option of a fine of ten 
dollars, and in the other case a sentence 
of two days in jail without the option of 
a fine.

This decision is likely to have a far- 
reaching effect, as it seems to establish 
the principal that substitutors and those 
who sell imitations representing them 
to be “the same as” Dr. William’s Pink 
Pills, are liable under the criminal code, 
which ie in force all over the Dominion, 
and it will, no doubt, to a considerable 
extent, put an end to this nefarious bus­
iness, as it is evident from the fact that 
the Dr. Williams’ Medicine Co., went to 
the expense of bringing this man back 
from so great a distance as St. John, 
that they intend sparing no expense to 
protect both the public and themselves 
m such cases.

BECAUSE IT PAYS HI.!It is not msde. This is contempt op 1 
court, and for such contempt the court ! 
throws the debtor into prison ! Is this 
any the less imprisonment for debt?

I am not pleading the cause of a man 
who, by fraud, obtains goods for which 
he has not at the time the means to pay, 
and who, when he is so accommodated, 
does not intend to pay. The criminal 
code is wide enough to cover every such 
case, and where the charge be proved in 
a properly constituted court, that court 
has the power to punish the offender.

But what really happ< ns is this. A 
creditor obtains a judgment in a 
County court or in a Small Debts 
court. He issues a judgment summons 
for the examination of the debtor, and 
upon that examination an order is made 
by the County court judge or the magis­
trate to pay the debt by instalments or 
in default to be imprisoned for contempt 
in not paying. Be it remembered that 
no judge of the Supreme Court of British 
Columbia has this power. No, it is re­
served for County court judges and 
stipendiary magistrates, and 
where the debt is small enough to 
within the jurisdiction of these courts. 
The man who is fortunate enough to be 
a debtor for a large sum which can only 
be sued for in the Supreme court, cannot 
be similarly dealt with—the ignominy 
and shame of imprisonment is reserved 
for the poor and the unfortunate.

The legislature is now about to meet. 
What member dare introduce legisla­
tion enabling a Supreme court judge in a 
Supreme court action to send the debtor 
to fail for non-payment of money ? Yet 
if it be right for a magistrate to have 
this power why should it not be likewise 
given to judges of the highest courts in 
our land? The practice is either right 
or wrong. If right, let us know it and 
apply it to all debtors. If wrong, let us 
do right and abolish it.

There was little discussion in the city 

coqncil last night over the estimates 
which the school board sent in for the 
the year. These estimates amounted to 
$52,400, among them the item salaries 
for superintendent and teachers $39,600.

The Mayor remarked that he hardly 
thought that the lump sums given could 
be considered as estimates given in 
detail, and the school board he con­
sidered should send the details to the 
council.

Aid. Humphrey thereupon, seconded 
by Aid. Hall, moved that the communi­
cation should be sent back to the secre­
tary of the school board with a request 
for details.

Aid. McCandless did not think that 
the board were obliged to give details, 
but the mayor said that tlje law re­
quired the trustees to furnish details, 
and no one could say this lumping 
teachers’ salaries and superintendent’s 
salary in one item was furnishing de­
tails.

Aid. Williams did not see what good 
the details would do ; the council had to 
pay the money anyway.

The motion was carried after a little 
more talk.

A request from the secretary of the 
board of trade asking for an appropria­
tion for the special Klondike advertising 
fund was referred to the finance com­
mittee to report.

Next came the annual offer of Lee &
Fraser to sell the city three acres to en­
large the cemetery. They asked $2,500 
for the property. This, after a little 
discussion, went to the finance commit­
tee to report.

Messrs. McPhillips, Wootton & Bar­
nard wrote that in view of the fact that 
the Magistrate dismissed the charge 
against D. F. Adams of obstructing a 
portion of David street and that accord­
ing to the council’s letter of December 
8 there are no funds available for the 
purpose of improving that po 
of David street, it would 
in the interest of the land owners 
affected by the obstruction that the 
matter be referred to the proper commit­
tee for consideration, and that the ques­
tion of foreshore right be considered at 
the same time. As the matter now 
stands Mr. Adams practically controls 
the street between Bridge and Turner 
streets as well as the waterfront to the 
great hurt and injury of the land owners 
on the south side of the street as well as 
the public.

Aid. Wilson could not see how Mr.
Adams could monopolize the foreshore 
rights and block the street, and he be­
lieved that if the city’s representatives 
at Ottawa brought the matter to the at­
tention of the Ottawa authorities the 
question would be settled.

The letter was referred to the streets 
committee and the city legal advisers to 
report.

There was another request from a 
verandah owner to exempt his property 
from being torn down. This was Mr. S.
Duck, but his letter was received and 
filed as the council is determined to 
carry out the by-law.

Mr. J. E. Roberts, whose company 
had agreed to insure the firemen at $3 
each a year for $1,000.insurance in case 
of accident, wrote that the company only 
meant this to apply to fires and not to 
between times for the permanent men.

The Mayor remarked that the rate 
was very low and should be accepted.

Aid. McCandless had always under­
stood that the insurance was only to ap­
ply during fires. At the same time it 
might be well if arrangements could be 
made to insure the permanent men at 
all times in case they met with acci­
dents.

On Aid. Humphrey’s motion it was 
decided to accept the policy as already 
written.

The city engineer reported that a road­
way on piles from Work street to Bay 
street, at Rock Bay, with a clear road­
way of 21 feet and a sidewalk of six feet 
would cost $2,560, the structure to be 
strong enough for ordinary tramway 
traffic.

Aid. Wilson took exception to the al­
lusion to tramway traffic in the report.
The engineer had" not been asked to say 
anything about tramway traffic, and he 
had exceeded his duty in doing so.

The Mayor could not see that because 
the engineer said the bridge would be 
strong enough to bear tramway traffic, 
that any harm was done. That did not 
mean that the trams must run over the 
bridge.

The report was laid on the table.
Tenders for supplies for the year were 

referred to the Old Men’s Home com­
mittee, the Streets committee and the 
purchasing agent to open.

The streets committee recommended 
that the following streets be macadam­
ized : Wharf street from Courtney to 
James Bay bridge; Langley street from 
Broughton to Courtney, and Courtney 
street from Wharf to Government street 
at a cost of $1,850. Also that the surface 
drain be extended on Toronto street 
from Princess street east to Carr and 
west to Parry street at a cost exclusive 
of pipe of $320. The committee advised, 
too, that Elford & Smith be notified to 
move their derrick in rear of the new 
post office, and that the Hudson’s Bay 
Company be notified to extend the side­
walk on the west side of Whart street 
south of the C. P. N. Company’s office 
on the proper street line.

The report was adopted and in the 
discussion Aid. Wilson complained that 
the tramway were not leaving Govern­
ment street in the state they found it.
They were putting too much gravel on 
top and it would not stand heavy traffic.

As in the case of the unlucky Cleve­
land, the owners of American tugboats 
in contiguous waters have been prompt 
to apply to Collector Milne for permis­
sion to wreck the Corona. The collector 
has emphatically and immediately re­
fused this permission, and if the Pacific 
Coast steamer is saved from total de­
struction where she lies, at the mouth of 
the Skeena, it will be through the efforts 
of a Canadian ship, probably the C.P.N. 
Co.’s Danube, which is now preparing 
for departure and has on board 
wrecking appliances suitable to the 
work involved. At the last reports 
the wreck was in practically the same 
poeitibn as on thp morning after the 
disaster, and there does, not appear to be 
any reason why saving operations should 
not prove successful. But on the other 
hand, the same thing was said of the San 
Pedro—yet she defied both time, tides 
and the wreckers. There appears to be 
a carious fatality in the final “ a ” when 
it appears in the names of steamboats, 
the hoodoo terminal letter have achieved

This has become especi­
ally notable since the loss with 
all on board of the steamer City of Phil­
adelphia, about one year ago.

The wires told, too, 
on the same day, of the loss 
of the British ship Villanta and the 
drowning of her master, near Freeman- 
tie, while less than a week later, np 
above Nanaimo, the steamer Willapa 
was wrecked on the rocks, and the Dora 
found herself on a dangerous beach. 
During the last two or three years the 
most serious wrecks on the Atlantic and 
Pacific coasts have all been of vessels 
whose names ended with the hoodoo “a.” 
Besides the wreck of she City of Phila­
delphia,. the Colima disaster was the 
most horrify ingof all. Then came the loss 
of the steamer Columbia, and a few weeks 
later the grounding of the Umatilla, 
which narrowly escaped destruction.

Haynes was found in his bunk, look­
ing very wretched, his story being to the 
effect that he had got to drinking with 
someone at the bar, and all he knew was 
that he awoke aboard the ship. It seems 
that Haynes was signed before the 
United States Consul on Friday, and 
the consul thought perhaps Haynes was 
a little simple in his behaviour, but did 
not appear to be under the influence of 
liquor. Haynes says he twice tried to 
get letters ashore after he came to his 
right senses, but neither letter reached 
the person to whom it was sent.

Superintendent Hussey when he found 
Haynes ordered the man brought ashore 
as he did not consider that he should be 
left aboard, even though the captain 
showed him Haynes’ name on the ar­
ticles.

rtion THE CITY.THE “ CORONA’S ” PASSENGERS. be
Twenty-Five of Them Reach Seattle and 

Tell Their Story ot Misfortune.

Seattle, Jan. 31.—Twenty-five of the 
passengers of the ill-fated steamer Cor­
ona, which was wrecked off Lewis island 
on January 23, arrived here yesterday 
on the steamer Alki, which rescued them 
.from the lonely ieland.

F. W. Pollock, who was a passenger on 
the Corona, describing the wreck, said : 
“The accident occurred at 8:30 on 
Sunday morning. The morning gong had 
sounded to wake the passengers for 
breakfast and about ten of them had al­
ready arisen. Captain C. H. Pierce and 
Pilot H. F. Kauffman were on the 
bridge. It was Kauffman’s first trip as 
pilot. Taere was daylight enough ■ to 
see shore on all sides. Suddenly, while 
the ship was going at full speed, without 
a warning, a horrible shock occurred, 
followed by a grinding and a succession 
of lesser shocks. Instantly it was real­
ized that the ship had struck a rock, and 
a scene of great confusion followed. The 
wheel was reversed, but the ship set­
tled on the rock, 
and Captain Pierce ordered the boats 
lowered. The women were taken ashore 
first, and by 10 o’clock the passengers 
were all landed. The stock and some 
baggage were then taken ashore. The 
passengers remained on the island, 
patiently waiting for a passing steamer 
to take them away from a place where 
there was great personal discomfort. On 
Thursday the steamer Alki arrived and 
300 castaways boarded her, about 100 
remaining on the island in the hope of 
catching a northbound vessel.

“ About 10 o’clock on Thursday the 
Alki met the steamer Oregon, from Port­
land, bound for Dyea and Skagway. The 
two steamers were lashed together, and 
all but 25 of the Corona’s passengers 
were transferred and started north again. 
It is believed that the injuries to the 
Corona are serious.”

Pilot H. A. Kauffman, who was on 
duty at the time of the accident, tells the 
following story: “The direction of the 
chart save to steer straight from Gibson 
island to tbe northwest side of Kennedy 
island. In this water there are no sound­
ings marked on the chart less than 7 
fathoms deep, and 7 fathoms only is 
found at the end of the island close to 
shore. Soundings taken all around the 
island ranged from 5 to 10 fathoms, with 
the exception of where the ship struck, 
which is only 2% fathoms.

“ It is six and a half miles from Gib­
son island to the northwest side. I kept 
the ship due northwest for 17 minutes 
after passing Gibson island, then altered 
it northwest by north, and seven min­
utes later she struck.”

Mr. Kauffman declares he was follow­
ing the directions laid down, and is not 
to blame. Against Pilot Kauffman’s 
claim that he was on the direct cour-e | 
is the statement of Pilot Thompson, 
who was on board, and went off .1mv m 
4 o’clock on the morning of the aeoi.tent. 
He says the course by which Kauffman 
ran the ship was well known to mar­
iners, and she was two miles out of her 
course. He characterizes the accident 
as due to sheer carelessness, as did 
some of the passengers during their etay 
on the island, and Kauffman became 
more and more the recipient of caustic 
criticism from the victims of the wreck.

The grant on Protection island to the 
New Vancouver Coal Co. does not, it is 
contended, carry the same right. The 
New Vancouver Coal Co. have been 
mining under the tea from Protection 
ieland, and an application has been 
made by Messrs. Davie, Pooley & Lux- 
ton, acting for the E. & N. Co., for an 
order to inspect the workings of the New 
Vancouver Coal Co. mines in the neigh­
borhood of the contested territory. The 
New Vancouver Coal Co. have retained 
Messrs. Drake, Jackson & Helmcken, 
and the whole question of the interpre­
tation of the grant will be threshed out.

A Happy ami VonMl Care in
IMPRISONMENT FOR DEBT.

Though Abolished by Statute in British 
Columbia It Is Yet Carried On.

___Tp the Editor:—An occurrence of
Saturday afternoon reported in the Sun­
day Colonist once more drawe attention 
to the laws upon the statute books of 
this province which under the guise of 
“ contempt of court ” permit imprison­
ment for debt. In what we 
pleased to call the “dark ages” a 
creditor might issue an execution against 
“the body” of his debtor and confine 
that unfortunate to prison for the re­
mainder of his days or until the debt 
was satisfied. Our more modern and 
“civilized” ideas shrink from such tne 
outrageous and inhuman means of 
enforcing payment of debts, and 
hence we have it enacted that “im­
prisonment for debt shall cease.” See 
section eight (8) of the Execution Act, 
chapter 42 Consolidated Statutes of 
British Columbia, and also section nine 
(9) reading aa follows :

8. No person shall be arrested or im­
prisoned on any judgment whatsoever 
recovered against him as a debtor .at the 
suitotany person, save as hereinafter 
provided. . „

9, Procees of contempt for non-pay­
ment of any sum of money, or for non­
payment of any costa payable by any 
decree or order is abolished.

The news from Russia is sat­
isfactory so far as the Azima wheat of 
1898 is concerned, but threshing of the 
1897 crop indicates that the yield is very 
small in the provinces which have 
hitherto been credited with an average 
crop. The large sales of Russian wheat 
point therefore to a very bad agriclu- 
tural situation, showing that Russia, 
while not increasing her total produc­
tion, is becoming through agricultural 
poverty a prompt seller for cash after the 
îarveets. With America also a weak 
holder we must be prepared for in­
creased fluctuations at lower prices from 
October to February and higher from 
March to June. In ordinary years from 
July to September the harvest may be 
expected to control prices with actual 
reaping. The reduction of the Italian 
duty on foreign wheat is expected to 
cause the bulk of Russian and Roumani­
an wheat to be shipped to Genoa, even 
in February and March.

Lawless Bands Preparing to Rob 

Steamers Passing Through 
United States Waters.

Ottawa, Feb. 1.—A large deputation 
representing the nickel industries of 
Canada interviewed the government to­
day to ask for the imposition of an ex­
port duty on nickel and copper ores. 
Last session the government took power 
under the tariff to impose an export 
duty on all ores, but so far nothing has 
been done. The deputation pointed out 
that there is only one other nickel de­
posit in the world which compares with 
those at Sudbury, namely the mines at 
New Caledonia. Canada has vast quan­
tities of iron, but under present 
ditions not an iron mine in Canada ia 
worth one dollar. She has vast quanti­
ties of nickel and copper, but these de­
posits aa operated are of very little value 
to Canada, although of great importance 
to the States and Europe. The only 
way in which benefit may be conferred 
upon Canada would be by joining the 
nickel and iron interests together, which 
could be done by placing an export duty 
on nickel and copper in their crude form 
which would compel the refining to be 
done in the Dominion. It also 
was pointed out that if the Dominion 
government imposed an export duty 
of 10 per cent, upon nickel in any form 
short of being fully refined the Ameri­
can consumer would have to pay that 
much more for his nickel. Supposing 
American manufacturers added but five 
per cent, of nickel to their steel, or 100 
pounds to the ton, under the Dingley 
bill it would cost him $8 per ton more 
than it now costs him. In other words 
Canada would receive equivalent benefit 
and few countries in the world would be 
able to compete against her with each 
advantages as these. The government 
were asenrred that if an export duty 
were imposed an immediate arrange­
ment could be made for erecting re­
finers and furnaces in Canada. They 
promised careful consideration.

The Trade and Navigation Returns 
are out. Their salient features have 
already been dealt with in Ottawa des­
patches.

The speakers of both houses are here, 
but owing doubtless to the storm few 
senators and members have arrived.

As was expected, the striking firemen 
and deck hands of the steamer Charmer, 
who 11 knocked off” duty on Monday 
last, were joined yesterday by the crews 
of the Princess Louise, Danube and 
Islander in a combined effort to secure 
an advance of wages, all these vessels 
being of the C.P.N. fleet. There was 
but the one demand all round— 
that the firemen receive $40 per 
month,
company is now paying, and that 
the deck hands obtain an increase 
of $10, making their pay $50 instead of 
$40 per month. The men as they quit 
work made no particular demonstration. 
They simply walked ashore, put their 
hands in their pockets, and for the re­
mainder of the day stood idly around 
the wharves in small knots discussing 
their grievance as if it were an every­
day matter. They evidently labored 
under the belief that all that was neces­
sary for the accomplishment of their 
ends was to adhere to their stand de­
terminedly. In this they were disap­
pointed, for the company did not feel 
disposed to bow to any such demand. 
The Charmer’s crew—the first to strike 
—have not yet got any satisfaction, 
and when the ship was yesterday in Van­
couver new men were readily found to 
take the places of the absentees. Those 
on the Princess Louise and Danube were 
heeded as little, and in a very short time 
Chinamen were occupying their po- 
eitions on board. Of course the Asiatics 
were not permanently employed, and 
the company during the day left it to the 
old bands themselves as to whether they 
would return at old wages or not. Both 
steamers, however, have to go out to­
day, and it is probable that they will, 
by this time, have their full compliment 
of whites, although, as far as the strik­
ers are concerned, it did not seem that 
way last night.

The trouble over the deck hands on 
the Islander striking for $40 instead of 
$35 a month, culminated yesterday 
in eight of the men being arrested on 
the charge of refusing to obey the orders 
of the mate. When mate Morgan yes­
terday told the men to turn to they re­
fused and told him there was a misun­
derstanding about the wages, and they 
would not work till they saw the captain. 
The mate reported this and as the men 
insisted that they must be paid $40 and 
that they would not work1 for $35. 
Captain Irving, manager of the 
pany, laid an information against them 
and bad eight arrested. In the after­
noon these eight men were tried before 
Magistrate Macrae in the police court, 
the charge under the shipping act being 
subject to summary trial, the penalty 
prescribed for refusing to obey the. law­
ful orders of an officer aboard ship be­
ing punishable with imprisonment for not 
less than two weeks nor more than a 
months, with a fine at the option of the 
court. The men took the ground that 
they had not understood when they were 
signing that they were to have only $36 ; 
whereas Capt. Lewis, the shipping 
ter, produced the articles showing that 
$35 was the amount for which each had 
signed. Capt. Lewis stated, and in this 
he was corroborated by Capt. Irving and 
Mr. H. Bishop, purser of the Islander, 
that he had mentioned $36 when he in­
itialed each man’s name on signing. The 
men could not contradict Capt. Lewis’ 
statement, but explained that they had 
not heard him mention the amount, and 
one or two said that as the quarter-mas­
ters had signed for $40 they supposed 
that the men got the same.

Mr. Bod well, who appeared for the 
company, stated that if the men were 
willing to go to work again the com­
pany hoped that the magistrate would 

inflict any punishment on
___ The men were quite willing
to agree to this, one or two of them 
stating that it being the first time they 
had signed articles they did nt t know 
that it bound them for any length of 
time. As they had signed, however, 
they were willing to carry out their bar-

This being the case the Magistrate, 
while convicting, allowed the men to go 
on their agreeing, with the consent of 
Capt. Irving, to go aboard the Islander 
and get to work. Thus what had started 
in an angry mood ended up quite amic­
ably for all concerned.

The eteainer Islander of the C.P.N. 
Co. sailed for the North last evening 
with nearly 300 passengers, 80 horses, 
250 dogs and other freight, which took 
up all the available space.

The passenger list was swelled yester­
day morning by the arrival of fifty pros­
pective miners from Seattle, who came 
over on the Kingston. Most of these 
came here to get mining licenses, and 
also to outfit. Their comments on the 
strike situation, when they arrived 
here, were unpleasantly suggestive of 
tue wild and woolly West, and they 
showed schoolboy glee when they learn­
ed that the steamer would get away. 
From early morning till the steamer left 
in the evening, crowds thronged the 
Turner, Bee ton dock, where the Islander 
was lying. There was an air of expect­
ancy about every one, and wagers were 
made as to whether the big vessel, with 
her costly cargo of freight, would be 
able to pull out on schedule time. 
When the first order 
pull in the gang 
and let go the steamer’s fastenings three 
hearty cheers were given by the passen­
gers and were taken up and answered by 
those on the docks. The scene was full 
of life. Prospective miners busied them­
selves in looking after their outfits, 
scores of friends of the passengers hurried 
around to say a last farewell, and the 
ship’s oddly contrasted crew rnshed 
around in the endeavor to get the ever 
arriving cargo stored away in the proper 
quarters.

Captain John Irving was in command 
of the Islander when she steamed out 
and Captain Roberts and Sears went up 
as pilots. The vessel carried up over 
300 tons of freight, including a shipment 
of 40 tons of general merchandise and, 
supplies for the Northwest Mounted 
Police.

How the crowds which will join the 
steamer at Vancouver andNantumo will 
be accommodated it is difficult toimagine.

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MR. SIFTON’S VIEWS.
He Thinks the Yukon Railway Contractors 

Have Undertaken an Almost Super­
human Task.

Seattle, Feb. 1.—There came on the 
Rosalie to Seattle on Sunday a newpa- 
per correspondent named E. H. Wells, 
who left Dawson on December 20 and 
made the trip to tidewater in thirty-five 
days with three companions. Mr. Wells 
was the bearer of important dispatches 
to the United States war department re­
garding Captain Ray and the situation 
at Fort Yukon.

Washington, Feb. 1.—Gen. Merriam, 
under instructions from Acting Secre­
tary Meiklejohn, yesterday opened at 
Seattle the despatches brought by spe­
cial messenger Wells from Capt. Ray, 
the department’s special representative 
in the Klondike, and forwarded an ab­
stract of them to the war department by 
telegraph. Acting Secretary Meiklejohn 
was so much impressed with the state­
ments wired that he submitted the des­
patch at once to Secretary Alger, who is 
now convalescing at his home from a 
long illness, and after consultation be­
tween these officials the paper was sent 
over to the White House, where it 
formed a subject of consideration ior the 
cabinet meeting to-day. The abstract of 
Capt. Ray’s report, as telegraphed by 
Major Robinson, is as follows :

“ Seattle, Jan. 31.—Complying with 
telegram of to-day, five letters and two 
packages from Captain P. H. Ray ad­
dressed to yon, in hands of special 
courier E. H. Welle, were intercepted by 
me. Their substance was asfollows : The 
latest bears date of November 2 and 3, 
and refers to attempted robbery of 
caches. It recommends that the Uniled 
States government take steps effectually 
to check immigration to the interior of 
Alaska of all persons not lolly supplied 
to last two years. It gives as a reason 
that there is no way of earning a living, 
and no placer discoveries have been 
made within the last eight months 
either in Alaska or the Northwest Terri­
tories.

“‘There is no employment for any 
large number of people in any capacity. 
All values are speculative. There is no 
fixed standard for labor. There is not 

or likely to be within twelve 
months adequate or efficient means of 
supplying the people now in Alaska or 
the North West Territories. He is of 
opinion that only seven per cent, of all 
the people who have entered during the 
past year have earned their living, and 
Hundreds are now scattered along the riv­
er destitute of food, clothing and money. 
People coming in have not had the 
faintest conception what to do to earn a 
living and spending the money they 
bring, become dazed and helpless. He 
states that the rush will be great next 
year, and a step taken to prevent people 
from coming in their ignorance will be 
an act of charity.

“ In view of recent development and 
the knowledge that the lawless are band­
ing together along the river for the pur­
pose of robbery, he renews the sugges­
tion for the government placing on the 
river steamers with high power, armed, 
and used to patrol the river, and the 
placing of detachments as the move­
ment of people demands. He aHorecom­
mends a preliminary survey from Cook’s 
Inlet to the interior for an all-American 
road.”

ment of the Farmers’ Institute system 
in this province. At the first meeting 
there was an attendance of forty-one, 
and in the evening the number was 
forty-nine, and in respect to the mem­
bership the increase has been most 
gratifying, there being now forty-two 
paid up members on the roll, among 
whom the greatest interest was taken in 
the proceedings. The many excellent 
papers and addresses submitted were of 
a very high order of merit from the 
manner in which the many subjects 
under consideration were dealt with it is 
evident that they were the product of 
very careful study as well as of every 
day practical experience, and hence the 
results must be of a practical and far- 
reaching character. The annual address 
and officers’ reports evinced a determi­
nation on the part of the executive to 
make the influence and future work of 
the institute as effective and far reach­
ing as possible, this feature being par­
ticularly marked in respect to the 
proposal for taking up more aggressive 
work on cooperative lines, and in ex­
tending to every settlement where an 
opening occurs the beneficial operation 
of the Farmers Institute system. 
Among the gentlemen who addressed 
the meeting was Mr. C. Marker, Domin­
ion dairy superintendent, who lectured 
on “ Practical Dairying,” his address 
being also illustrated by a system of 
charts, thus demonstrating in a most 
practical manner, the value, to the 
ordinary farmer or dairyman of the 
many tests carried on at the experi­
mental farms, if they will only avail 
themselves of the experience thus 
gained. Mr. Marker’s lecture was lis­
tened to with the closest attention.

hr night out many valuable ideas that 
were regarded with a very high degree 
of appreciation. Mr, E. Hutcherson con­
tributed in no small degree to the suc­
cess of the meetings, bis extremely p 
tical and valuable paper on “F 
Culture and Orchard Work ’’ 
many intensely interesting and instruct­
ive. Hr. Hutcherson held the attention 
of ■ very appreciative audience all 
thro -gh hie address. Mr. T. H. Shan­
non also assisted in a most acceptable 
manner through hie paper “ Swine Hus­
bandry.” The manner in which this 
subject was handled by Mr. Shannon 
would have done credit to many experi­
enced lecturers or eespyitts; it was evi­
dent that he had not only studied up the 
theoretical principles involved, but that 
he had also a thoroughly practical knowl­
edge of the subject.

election, and Mr. Vedder will have to 
pull the wires tighter this time than he 
did at the bye-election if he succeeds in 
securing the nomination, as much dis­
satisfaction prevails not only against 
Mr. Vedder, but all those who are doing 
their best to keep this vicinity isolated.

THE ASSOCIATED PRESS.
The Great News Distributing Body Has a 

Patent Right to Its Name.

London, Jan. 31.—About one year ago 
the United Press, a news organization 
which has since discontinued business 
and gone into the hands of an assignee, 
placed signs upon its quarters in London 
using the name of Associated Press in a 
manner calculated to convey the imp 
eion that it was the headquarters of the 
Associated Press. One of the signs was 
“The United Associated Press.” At 
the same time companies were incor­
porated in England under the title of 
“ The Associated Press of America ” 
and “The Western Associated Press.” 
Since the collapse of the United Press 
another news company has retained the 
quarters and signs formerly used by the 
United Press. This created confusion 
in the public mind and the Associated 
Press filed a bill for an injunction to re­
strain any parties from using the name 
of “Associated Press.”

They 
were likewise restrained from in any 

representing themselves as be­
ing in any way connected with the 
Associated Press and from promoting 
any company in which the words “ As­
sociated Press” form a distinct part. 
The court also assessed the costs against 
the United Press.

The Republicans were 
solidly arrayed in opposition with two 
exceptions, Mr. Linney, of North Caro­
lina, who voted with the Democrats and 
Populists, and Mr. White, of North 
Carolina, thq only negro of the house, 
who answered “ yes ” when his name 
was called. The desertions on the De­
mocratic side were Mr. Elliott, of South 
Carolina, and Mr. Clarke, of Penn­
sylvania ; both voted with the Re­
publicans against the postponement. 
Speaker Reed, although it is not cus­
tomary for him to vote, had his name 
called, and amid the cheers of his fol­
lowers went on record in opposition to 
the re sol ution. The majority, under the 
leadership of Mr. Dingley, who made a 
carefully prepared speech sounding the 
key note of opposition, assumed the 
position that the last clause of the reso­
lution was in reality a disguised declara­
tion for the free coinage of silver, while 
the Democrats under the direction of 
Mr. Bailey maintained that the defeat 
of the resolution was another step in the 
direction of the establishment of the gold 
standard to which they alleged both 
President McKinley and Secretary Gage 
committed the Republican party. The 
vote on the resolution was : Ayes, 132 ; 
nays, 182.
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ANOTHER CUBAN SKIRMISH.
Spanish Forces Suffer Severely Though 

They Report an Insurgent 
Defeat.

Havana, Feb. 1.—A skirmish between 
the Spanish and the insurgents has 
taken place, it is announced, at the cen­
tral plantation of Conetancia, province 
of Santa Clara. The Spanish version of 
the affair is that the sugar cane cutters 
assisted by a military force defeated the 
insurgents, killed two of the latter and 
compelled the enemy to retire.

Wm. Gobllmkr is under arrest on a 
charge of being implicated in the steal­
ing of 1,300 lbs. of flonr from M. R. 

Nine hundred- 
pound sacks were recovered bidden in 
the brush in the vicinity of the bakery, 
and the suspicion against Goellmer is to 
the effect that he intended going to the 
Klondike on one of the steamers leaving 
last night, and the flour was to have 
formed a portion of the outfit.

Victoria appeors to be a favorite 
stopping place for runaway wives.

Morse is satisfied that there is no 
man in the case in connection with his 
wife’s desertion of him—he says that he 
refused to allow her to visit her mother 
in San Francisco, and she thereupon 
abandoned the erstwhile happy home. 
He is now propped to concede her right 
to go anywhere, only provided she 
comes back.

140 The following despatch has appeared 
in the press of the United States though 
it never reached Victoria by wire, and is 
now printed for what it may be worth, 
though it does not seem reasonable to 
suppose that the United States govern­
ment would countenance the sharp prac­
tice proposed :

Washinqton, Jan. 22.—The Secretary 
of the Treasury is in receipt of a letter 
from Mr. Sifton, the Canadian minister 
of the interior, asking for information as 
to what navigation regulations the 
treasury department is contemplating 
for the control of navigation of the Yu­
kon river daring the coming season. 
Superintendent of Navigation Chamber- 
lain is now at work framing these regu­
lations, and confesses himself much per­
plexed over the problem which is pre­
sented to him. While there is nothing 
in the letter from Mr. Sifton to indicate 
any purpose on the part of Great Britain 
to object to the regulations which the 
United States government may promul­
gate, the officials of the treasury depart­
ment are not certain that some steps of 
the kind may not be taken by the Cana­
dian authorities.

The reason for suspecting such a pur­
pose lies wholly in the provision of the 
treaty of Washington in regard to the 
navigation of the rivers of Alaska. This 
provision is as follows :

“ The navigation of the rivers Yukon, 
Porcupine and Stikine, ascending and 
descending to and from the sea, shall 
forever remain free and open for the 
purposes of commerce to the subjects of 
her Britannic Majesty, and to the 
citizens of the United States, subject to 
any laws and regulations of either coun­
try within its own territory not incon­
sistent with snch privilege of free navi­
gation.”

It ie considered just possible by the 
treasury officials since the receipt of Mr. 
Sifton’e letter that the British govern­
ment may be preparing for the conten­
tion that the treaty gives the British a 
right to send any of its steamers up the 
Yukon river without being subject to 
the customs regulations of the United 
States. The treasury officials hold to 
the position that no snch claim of Great 
Britain would be tenable. Bat the in­
quiry by the British minister of the in­
terior has pnt the treasury officials upon 
their guard, and the regulations for the 
navigation of the Yukon will be framed 
by Supt. Chamberlain with a great deal 
of care, and will be submitted to both 
the state department and to the depart­
ment of justice before they are pro- 
mulated, and a copy of them famished 
the British ambassador.

It has been practically determined by 
the treasury officials that Fort St. Mi­
chael would be the principal sub-port of 
entry for all foreign vessels, and that all 
traffic .for the Yukon must be entered 
sfnd cleared from that port. This Will 
have the effect of preventing British 
steamers from unloading upon _ river 
boats outside of the three-mile limits, 
then taking advantage of the free 
navigation allowed on the river and 
avoiding the payment of customs dues. 
There ie now a law which compels the 
payment of $2 for each passenger on a 
foreign vessel which undertakes to carry 
passengers from one United States port 
to another. This law will be amended 
so as to increase the penalty from $2 to 
$100. Another regulation contemplated 
is the collection from all foreign vessels 
navigating the Yukon of a tonnage tax 
at every port in the United States which 
the vessel touches. As 
is in the neighborhood oi i,euu 
long, and as the vessels navigating 
compelled to stop every hundred

Prof. Prichett, chief of the United 
States Coast and Geodetic Survey, has 
completed his arrangements for the ex­
pedition which will start for Alaska in 
the spring to make an examination of 
the delta of the Yukon river, for the 
purpose of locating and marking, if pos­
sible, a deep-water entrance to the riv­
er. For the carrying out of this work 
and for the exploration of the Copper 
river, congress has just passed a bill ap­
propriating the sum of $100,000. The bill 
will undoubtedly be signed by the Pre­
sident within a few days, and the money 
will be immediately available. The ex­
pedition to be sent out is to be a joint 
land and water party, and will be under 
the direction of Lient. J. L. Helm. 
Lient. Helm is a skilled hydrographist, 
a man of abundant energy and per­
sistency and one of the best execntive 
officers in the hydrographic service. 
He is a native of Illinois. In this con­
nection it is interesting to note that all 
the authentic information which the 
United States authorities have of Alaska 
is that which was furnished by John E. 
McGrath, of St. Louis, who made the 
first survey of that territory some years 
ago, and that whatever farther informa­
tion will be obtained this spring will be 
secured through an expedition organized 
by another St. Louisan, Prof. Pritchett.

The expedition will leave San Fran­
cisco in April. It will consist of about 
thirty men in all. The expedition will 
be taken to the month of the Yuxon on 
the steamer Gedney, one of the boats be­
longing to the coast survey. The work 
of sounding for the channel will be begun 
as soon as the expedition arrives at the 
mouth of the river, and will be prosecut­
ed with vigor. It is desired, if possible, 
to locate and mark a deep-water channel 
to the river within a couple of months, 
so that the steamers which sail for 
Alaska daring the summer months may 
avail themselves of it.

The Yukon is one of the mightiest 
rivers of the world, and yet, strange as 
it may seem, all that is knçwn of its 
delta is mere tradition. There is no 
definite knowledge. The rough survey 
ef the river made from its source to its 
mouth by Mr. McGrath stopped at the 
delta. The bar which extends ont to 
sea was not explored by him. Tradi­
tion says, however, that there is a deep­
water channel from the sea into the 
river, and to prove or disprove this is 
the main object of the expedition which 
the Coast and Geodetic Survey is to 
start out in the spring. Owing to the 
shallow water which prevails at some 
points in front of the month of the river, 
and the uncertainty of a deep-water 
vessel being able to "make an entrance, 
the present commerce for the upper 
river is all done by means of flat-bot­
tomed boats, which are loaded at Fort 
St. Michael. This often causes a delay 
of a month, for when the sea is rough 
the flat-bottomed boats can not venture 
oat in it.

The discovery of a deep water channel 
up into the Yukon would be of incal­
culable value. Beyond the delta the 
river is navigable for deep water vessels 
for over 1,060 miles. It ie not probable 
that the ocean-going vessels would be 
sent all the way up the river in case a 
deep water entrance ip found, but more 
likely that a town would be established 
at a convenient point on the river, at 
which reloading of river boats could be 
done, instead of at Fort Michael, as at 
present. It would cheapen freights to 
such an extent that the present serions 
problem of getting sufficient food to the 
miners in the Klondike would be solved 
at once, and Dawson City would proba- 
blv have its population swelled to 50,- 
OOÔin a few months. The importance 
of the expedition being so great, Prof. 
Pritchett will leave nothing undone to 
make it a success. The thirty men who 
will go with Lieutenant Helm have not 
yet been selected, but they will be chosen 
with the greatest care, the fitness of each 
man composing the party for the work 
to be done being first ascertained. While 
a part of the expedition is conducting 
the sea soundings, another party will be 
engaged in engineering work upon the 
land.

In addition to the exploration of the 
Yukon’s delta, and exploration will also 
be made of Hooper bay and the Kassnn- 
nuk river, in the hope that a deep-water 
inlet to the Yukon may be discovered 
through the stream. If such a route 
were discovered it would greatly shorten 
the Yukon' trip. Prof. Pritchett says 
that there is adsolutely no information 
about Hooper bay and the Kassunnuk 
river except Indian tradition. The tra-

Just what the condition 
of the bay and river is will be definitely 
ascertained by the coast and geodetic 
survey explorers.

The expedition which is to be sent up 
• he Copper river will be a small one, 
pmbabiy of not more than four men. 
Pheir exploration of the river, however, 
will be thorough. The Copper river 
country is thought to be richer in gold 
deposits than the Klondike, and is all in 
American territory. The explorations 
of this party may also show a much 
shorter route to the Klondike region 
than any which has yet been found. 
The Pacific Coast Navigation Company 
bas already announced that during the 
present season it will run steamers to 
the Copper river, and is booking a large 
number of paeeeflgers for that region.

Professor Pritchett says that from the 
information received by the coast and 
geodetic survey he is confident that the 
spring rush to the Alaskan gold fields 
will aggregate 150,000 people.

The following is interesting and timely 
correspondence in the matter of the wire 
to Alberni supposed to be maintained by 
the public works department of Canada, 
but found to be out of order, owing to 
negligence or inefficiency, on the occa­
sion of the wreck of the Commonwealth.

To the Editor In your issue of the 
28th inet. I find a report made by Mr. 
W. Henderson, the resident agent of the 
public works department at Victoria, to 
Mr. Keeley, superintendent of the gov­
ernment telegraph service, in which I 
am accused of strange conduct at the 
time the Nanaimo, Comox and Alberni 
telegraph line was transferred from my 
house at Parksville to that now occupied 
by George Williams, the present lines­
man. If yon will kindly allow me space 
in yonr paper, I will contradict the 
statements in reference to myself, and 
am prepared to prove them utterly false.

Mr. Henderson states : “ That on the 
1st of the month Williams had to string 
about three-quarters of a mile of wire.” 
I am prepared to prove that Williams 
received wire, brackets, etc., from me 
on the 29th November, and had the wire 
strung on the 30th, Again Mr. Hender­
son states : “ That I disconnected every­
thing from my house the day previous to 
the date at which Williams was to take 
possession, throwing the instruments 
into a box, loosening portions, thereby 
causing, much time to be taken in pat­
ting them together fit to work.” Here 
ie a portion of Mr. Henderson’s letter of 
October 26: “I therefore respectfully 
inform you that both you and Mrs. Mac­
Millan are relieved from performing the 
duties of lineman and operator respect­
ively on the 30th November next ensu­
ing, and now request you to hand every­
thing belonging to the government, per­
taining to your respective offices, on that 
date, to Mr. George Williams and his 
wife Mrs. Williams.”

BOUND FOB THE STIKINE.
Steamer Boacowltz, Heavily Freighted, 

Sails for Wrangel To-Day—The 
“ Alki's ” Mishap.

This evening the steamer Boscowilz 
will sail for Wrangel and Northern 
British Columbia way ports. Over sixty 
passengers will sail on her, including a 
party of forty who go to the Stikine for 
the Klondike Mining & Transport 
Co. This is the first expedition to be 
sent up by the company. About forty 
tons of horse feed, and also a number of 
dogs are being carried np by the Bos­
co witz. Among the passengers are 
Frank Roundy, who is going np to the 
Naas river to prospect ; Mrs. Redner, 
matron of the Girls’ Home, Port Simp­
son ; Miss Crosby and Miss Nightingale, 
and Messrs. Christensen and Bendleeen. 
The remaining passengers are miners 
going to the gold fields by way of the 
Stikine. The steamer Louise will be 
convoyed by the Bosco witz. The former 
will be used by the Klondike Mining & 
Transport Co. as a ferry steamer 
running between Wrangel and Stikine 
island to the Stikine.

THE Ann’s MISHAP.
The past week has been one of numer­

ous misadventures in northern waters, 
and now comes news of a fourth acci­
dent, which fortunately was not attended 
by serions results. The Alki in conse­
quence comes over from the Sound this 
evening to go on the Esquimalt marine 
ways. She touched the rocks somewhere 
in the locality of Jnneau, and so injured 
her bottom that repairs are of immedi­
ate necessity. The Commonwealth ie not, 
as stated a few days ago, occupying the 
ways, she having been only sufficiently 
hauled ont of the water to allow meas­
urements being taken of the propeller 
and shaft fittings.

We acted according to his instruc­
tions. and I told Williams the day previ­
ous that he could have the instruments, 
etc., at 10 a.m. the next day. At 9 a.m. 
I commenced to clean the batteries, Mrs. 
MacMillan working with Alberni from 
the Alberni battery meanwhile. At 
10:30 a.m. I cat the wire, and immedi­
ately joined the Nanaimo and Comox 
wire, so there would be no interruption 
on my account on that line. The instru­
ments were carefully removed from the 
operating table, and a box placed in 
readiness to receive them ; the battery 
was cleaned and placed so that Williams 
could inspect every part. At 12 o’clock 
(noon) Williams came for the instru­
ments, and I asked him to inspect every­
thing and satisfy himself that all was in 
good condition before he signed the in­
ventory. At bis request 1 also informed 
him which wire to pnt to the ground.

After signing and certifying that 
everything was in good condition, he 
placed the instrumenta in the box and 
immediately took them away. I mailed 
the inventory to Mr. Henderson, and 
with this in his possession he should 
know that the instruments were in good 
condition when Williams received them. 
During our term of office we had no dif­
ficulty with any of the other operators 
on the line ; and after Williams’ state­
ments in regard to me being all false, his 
other statements pertaining to the line 
cannot be relied upon.

POSTED AS LOST.
The long missing steamer Pelican, 

now ont 108 days from Tacoma for Taku, 
Japan, has been officially posted as lost. 
She has never been spoken since passing 
Gape Flattery and no message has come 
from anv one of her fifty-two officers and 
men. The San Francisco branch of the 
United States hydrographic office at 
about the time of the Pelican’s sailing 
received reports of several large logs 
floating in the path of vessels bound 
from the Sound towards the Orient. It 
is the opinion of many Coast shipmasters 
that the Pelican struck one oi these and 
sank before her boats could be manned. 
As high as 85 guineas reinsurance has 
been paid on the missing steamer.

SHIPPING TRADE FOR JANUARY.

the month of January. The comings and 
goings of steamships freighted to their 
utmost limit with passengers and cargo, 
the great revival of shipbuilding during 
the month, and other such incidents wifi 
go down in history leaving January 
memorable with those whose interests 
centre in this city.

To the Editor :—I wish to make a 
few statements in regard to Mr. W. Hen­
derson’s report re telegraph office etc. at 
Parksville in yonr issue of January 28.

Mr. G. Williams says : “ Mr. McMil­
lan had cut the wires from his house and 
left them lying on the ground discon­
nected. Pointing to a box outside the 
house, he told me there were the instru­
ments and batteries and to take them 
away very quickly or else I could not get 
them for a week.”

Now, ae I was an eye-witness to the 
whole transaction, I beg leave to say 
that when Mr. McMillan cut the wires, 
I connected them together, and even 
without doing so they were too short to 
reach the ground by about three feet.

As the new lines­
man did not appear and Mr. McMillan 
wished to go ont at 10:30, he cat the 
wires, and I connected the Nanaimo lines 
at once by his request.

About mid-day Williams arrived. 
Taking him into the office McMillan 
said, pointing to the table: “Thereare 
the instruments ; examine them and see 
that everything is in good condition.”

Williams then asked McMillan 
“ which went to the ground, zinc or 
copper,” and on being told, placed the 
instruments himself in a box and gave 
Mr. McMillan a signed receipt for them.

If anything went wrong, as Mr. Hen­
derson says, “ throwing the instruments 
etc. into a box, loosening portions there­
by and causing much time to be taken 
in fitting them for work,” no one was to 
blame but Williams himself.

It seems that Williams, not content 
with causing Mr. McMillan’s removal in

CHINESE IN MISES.
Reported- Employment in the Van Anda and

Proceeding» Against the Management.

A short time since it came to the ears 
of Dr. Walkem, M.P.P., that a number 
of Chinese, unprovided with the neces­
sary mining licenses, which are so care­
fully exacted from white miners, were 
working at the Van Anda mine, and that 
this company were working Chinese be­
low ground against the provisions of the 
act. Dr. Walkem at once communicated1 
with the Minister of Mines, insisting 
upon steps being taken, not only to col­
lect the licensee, bat also to punish the 
manager of the Van Anda or hie 
for working Chinamen below ground.

Col. Baker at once directed Mr. Bray 
to take the necessary proceedings in 
connection with Dr. Walkem’s request. 
Last Tuesday Constable Mclndoo was 
despatched wish the necessary informa­
tion ready drawn to be sworn to before 
the local J.P., Dr. Forbes, should the 
necessary evidence be forthcoming. The 
constable did his duty well. He obtain­
ed the necessary evidence to secure a 
conviction, but Dr. Forbes refused to 
take the information, although Mr. 
Bray informed him in a litter by the 
hands of the constable that the prosecu­
tion was at the instance of the Minister 
of Mines.

Constable Mclndoo returned to Nan­
aimo via Vancouver on Saturday night, 
and reported the result of hie mission to 
Mr. Bray, and who in turn reported to 
Col. Baker. Dr. Walkem also wrote to 
the Minister of Mines again insisting in 
the prosecution being carried ont, and 
the collection of the licenses also at­
tended to. It is said that Dr. Forbes is 
domiciled on Van Anda property, hen ce 
his disinclination to receive the infor­
mation.—Nanaimo Free Press.

PERSISTENT ADVERTISING.From The Daily Colonist February 3.

This Is What Victoria Requires in Order to 
Control the Outfitting Trade.

“ Why doesn’t the Board of Trade or 
some other representative body posh the 
matter of advertising provincial cities as 
the places to outfit in for the North?” 
This is a question that is almost hourly 
put to the reporters by strangers coming 
to the city to equip, and answering it is 
not by any means easy. The name of 
Seattle is heralded abroad so persist­
ently and effectually that thousands 
upon thousands afar off, who have before 
read comparatively little about the 
Coast, now know of that city, and that 
city alone, as the great metropolis of the 
West.

Testimony to this fact is borne by Mr. 
P. Hickey, of Victoria who has just come 
home from extensive, travels through 
England and the big cities of the East­
ern States. He says that in New York 
the American transcontinental lines are 
pulling strongly for Seattle. For in­
stance, when buying his railroad ticket 
for home he was recommended bv the 
Northern Pacific people to come to 8 
tie instead of Victoria. On reaching 
that town he realized yet more thorough­
ly the enterprise of the Seattle mer­
chants infighting for the northern trade, 
for thirty miles ont from the city the 
train was boarded by representatives of 
different outfitting establishments, who 
practically corralled their men like so 
many sheep and took charge of them for 
the remainder of the journey, meanwhile 
posting them with information to sait 
their ends.

The prospective gold miners had no 
definite purpose as to what they should 
do on reaching the coast, coming as they 
did from some inland states, and conse­
quently wherever their leader could 
be convinced the others would follow. 
What Victoria should do to get some of 
this trade, in Mr. Hickey’s estimation, 
is to send men of ability and enterprise 
over to Seattle armed with all the litera­
ture that they can conveniently dispose 
of. In St. Paul Mr. Hickey says there 
are as many outfitting houses to be seen 
as there are in Victoria. In Chicago 
great posters the eize of half a block, 
showing maps of Seattle and the differ­
ent routes North, surprised Mr. Hickey, 
with absolutely no reference to Vancou­
ver Island, much less Victoria. Over in 
England, however, Mr. Hickey heard 
more about this city and Vancouver, but 
for all that he did not find the literature 
obtainable ■ in 
centres
withstanding, he predicts a great 
exodus of people this way and the incor­
poration of companies to work northern 
gold fields or to embark in some steam­
boat enterprise 
rence. He says that of the local corpor­
ations the Klondike Mining, Trading 
and Transport Co., has probably done 
the best advertising.

Mr. Hickey had an interesting conver­
sation with a South African on his way 
home in which he learned that upwards 
of sixty thousand people from the Dark 
Continent are coming this way to go 
North. They will take passage on tramp 
steamers running to Australia and from 
the Antipodes will come here.

Americans from California^Decide That Victoria Is All Bight 

as an Outfitting Point.

Nearly One Hundred Prospective 
Miners from Los Angeles Will 

Outfit in This City Shortly.

Close upon one hundred people from 
the vicinity of Los Angeles will arrive in 

I Victoria during the next fortnight for 
the purpose of outfitting. No fewer than 
ten large parties from Southern Cali­
fornia have outfitted here lately and 
have departed for the Yukon district. 
The majority of these parties have been 
interviewed by the Colonist and their 
views on the matter of outfitting have 
been made known to their friends in the 
South by papers sent to them. The re­
sult has been highly satisfactory, for 
nearly a hundred people have written 
back asking for accommodation at the 
various hotels. Most of these will pro­
bably arrive during the present week 
and local outfitters will have a busy 
time filling their orders.

The advertising matter sent ont by 
Victoria merchants has np to the present 
time apparently been productive of more 
good in California than anywhere else, 
as many prospective miners for the 
North have expressed the intention of 
coming here to outfit.

Mr. D. A. Waldron, an old Cariboo 
miner who has lately resided in San 
Francisco and who is at present regis­
tered at the Pritchard house here, re­
ceived the following letter yesterday, 
which speaks for itself:

Letters are daily being received by lo­
cal outfitters from people who have got 
the Klondike craze and are anxious to 
know the best place from which to start.

The following extract from a letter re­
ceived by Mr. J. B. Perry, who is trav­
eling passenger agent for the Chicago & 
Alton railroad, was handed to W. G. 
Cameron, the Johnson street outfitter, 
yesterday :

“ Can you give me any news of Klon­
dike. I am somewhat interested and 

going to send many from here (In­
diana) that may come to Victoria to out­
fit. They will soon start, and by the ten 
thousands, too. What is the quickest 
and beat way to the spot? If you have 
any special information, let me have it 
at once.”

Perhaps the most perfectly equipped 
party that ever started out from Victoria 
is now registered at the Wilson House. 
It is cbmposed of T. M. Qualls, W. eTa. 
Wilbome, O. T. Danilaon, J. Albert, L. 
Rudolph, O. F. Finsenbord and F. Von- 
derloke, all from Los Angeles, CaL The 
members of the party are all practical 
men, and most of them have spent many 
years in mining, in the Golden State. 
Two carpenters and three expert miners 
are in the party. They have, so they 
claim, appliances for making the frozen 
ground of the north yield up its riches 
which have never been tested up in the 
far north, and they say they will revo­
lutionize mining in the north. In the 
matter of outfitting Mr. Qualls, the head 
of the party, said to a Colonist reporter 
last evening:

“Although we are all Americans, we 
have passed Seattle by to outfit here. 
We were in that town and carefully 
looked into prices, but are convinced 
that we save over $100 in cash on onr 
outfits purchased here. In fact, so 
thoroughly are we convinced here that 
we can do better in Victoria than in anÿ 
coast city, that we are writing all our 
friends in the South to come here to out­
fit. We intended to go in by way of 
Edmonton when we came here, but will 
probably now go to the Northern gold 
fields by the Stikine river or Dyea. In 
the matter of clothing none of the Coast 
cities can touch Victoria. For instance, 
in the price of a Mackinaw suit, best 
quality, we can save $4 to $6 by pur­
chasing here. In groceries, according to 
the prices furnished by Mr. Thomas 
Earle to-day, we can save yonr 30 per 
cent, dnty and have a little margin. . I 
have no hesitation in saying that Vic­
toria is the best outfitting point we have 
so far come across. As we are taking in 
two years’ provisions, which means a. 
considerable investment, you can see 
that we considered the outfitting matter 
carefully before coming here.”

from the parent. The teacher ought to 
be informed of the boy’s peculiarities, 
but it would be subversive of discipline 
if his right to administer punishment 
could be taken away by notice from a 
parent. The criminal law of Canada 
permits corporal punishment by teach­
ers, and the school regulations of 
localities generally prescribe how 
it shall be administered. A teach­
er who accepts a salary is bound 
to use such means for enforcing 
discipline if he finds them necessary. 
In punishing a pupil a teacher should 
endeavor as far as he can to place him­
self in the same attitude towards a pupil 
as a parent would occupy to a child, and 
hie special training in disciplining boys 
ought to count in lieu of parental affec­
tion in determining whether he has ex­
ercised reasonable discretion. In short 

THEY ARE COMING TO VICTORIA, the stipendiary placed the teacher upon
precisely the same ground as a parent. 
A teacher cannot be prima facie sup­
posed to have been actuated by malice, 
and unless evidence is given establishing 
malice, he must be acquitted on a charge 
for assault.

Commenting upon this judgment the 
Educational Journal of St. John, ad­
vised teachers to exhaust every other 
means of enforcing discipline before re­
sorting to corporal punishment, which 
should never be administered in anger, 
and only after the pupil has had a fair 
trial. The punishment, it thinks, ought 
to be given with a leather or rubber 
strap, and it should take place at least 
an hour before the boy is allowed to go 
home. It should only be applied to 
those portions of the body where the 
pain will be temporary and where no 
permanent injury can be done.

There is a good deal of common sense 
in all this ; and while most of us would 
prefer that boys should not be whipped 
at school, we all know that it is impos­
sible to maintain discipline in all cases 
unless the teacher is empowered to whip 
those who will not submit to the rules 
of the school, and is properly sustained 
by those to whom he is responsible in 
every case where he does not clearly ex­
ceed his authority.

The forthcoming session of the legis­
lature is likely to be of very consider­
able importance, as it is reasonable to 
suppose the government to have in con­
templation measures calculated to pro­
mote provincial interests in a manner in 
keeping with the general trend of events 
in the Pacific Northwest. Never in the 
history of this province has there been 
so memento us a period, and the best 
ability possessed by our public men 
may well be taxed to the utmost to 
meet its necessities. We have reason to 
believe that the government appreciates 
the character of the emergency and will 
be able to submit measures to the legis­
lature well calculated to meet it in part 
at least. It is hardly within the finan­
cial ability of the province to attempt 
everything that presses for attention.

In the formulation of a vigorous and 
comprehensive policy we feel sure the 
government will have the support of the 
house and the people. To expect that 
partizan opposition will be allowed to 
rest in view of the diverse and urgent 
demands for development coming from 
all parts of the province and rendered 
necessary by the rapid changes in pro­
gress all around us, is to look for too 
much; to hope that sectional feelings 
will be entirely subordinated to the gen­
eral interest would be to be foredoomed 
to disappointment. Yet we may plead 
for the dismissal Of partisanship and 
sectionalism as far as possible, and ask 
that all measures submitted will be 
dealt with purely upon their merits.

We hope that nothing will be left un­
done whereby the business of the ses­
sion may be expedited. Owing to the 
conditions existing in this province and 
in part owing to the rules of the legis­
lature itself, it is impossible to 
push through business as rapidly here 
as is done in some of the other pro­
vinces. But if the promoters of private 
legislation have their work ready at an 
early day there can be a good deal of 
time saved, which is specially important 
this year, because the session must be 
followed by a general election, and in a

Washington, Jan. 31.—The war de­
partment" has received advices from its 
agent at Dyea, Major L. H. Rucker. In 
one dispatch, dated Jannary 12, the 
Major says that W. H, Rank, just in 
from Dawson, had dispatches from Cap­
tain Ray, the army officer sent into the 
mining country by Secretary Alger to 
report upon the conditions there. 
Rank says that Captain Ray, who is 
stationed at Fort Yukon, had seized all 
the supplies of the Alaska Commercial 
Company and of the North American 
Trading Company in the name of the 
government and was issuing them to 
the people, selling at the company 
prices to those who could aff ,rd to pay. 
There were 700 people at Fort Yukon. 
Rank further said that Ray would ask 
the government for 600 troops to be 
stationed at Circle City and vicinity.

On January 12 Major Rucker reported 
that a number of parties had just come 
in from Dawson and all appeared to have 
accumulated a supply of dust and nug­
gets. “ They were all going back in the 
spring and came out for amusement. 
There was no starvation at Dawson.”

Major Rucker reports at length on the 
plans he proposes for the relief of parties 
to be sent up by the government. He 
says it will require 116 mules and 130 
Juneau sleds to transport 120 tons of 
supplies to Lake Lebarge ready to send 
down the Yukon river to Dawson when 
the ice will permit.

The major haa worked out all the de­
tails for the expedition, but while sub­
mitting them according to his instruc- . 
tions he adds that he urges strongly that 
the government contract with one of the 
railroads to take in supplies. One, at 
least, of these roads will be open by the 
time the supplies are ready to move.

Walker, of Toronto, said that the nego­
tiation of 1895 showed only one point of 
material difference between the banks 
and boards of trades, viz., as to the 
rights of holder to negotiate paper rank­
ing upon the estates of endorsers. All 
the banks asked was single ranking and 
their unimpaired rights under oontracts 
of maker and endorser, which they buy 
and pay full value for. If they did not 
get this, they mast oppose the insolven­
cy bill.

It is now stated on authority that 
junior clerks in the civil service and 
those who are receiving small salaries 
will get an increase thie year.

Speaker Edgar arrived to-night. Mr. 
Dandurand will move address in Senate, 
and the seconder will be the new On­
tario Senator to be appointed to-morrow. 
In the Commons Mr. Bertram will move 
and Mr. Gauvreau second the address.

The speech from the throne is ready. 
It was considered in council last week 
and again to-day. It will refer among 
other things to the development of trade 
and the success of Mr. Fieldings’s loan. 
The Yukon gold mining boom will be 
mentioned, and the necessity that speedy 
communication with that country should 
be secured will be emphasized.

Boston, Jan. 31.—Despatches from 
New Bedford, Lewiston, Bedford and 
Saco, where about 13,000 cottom mill 
operatives have been ont for two weeks, 
state that the situation in those places 
is unchanged. Both sides are firm all 
along the line and from present indica­
tions the mills will be closed for many 
weeks. A reduction of 10 per cent, in 
wages went into effect in the Atlantic 
and Pacific cotton mills at Lawrence, 
and two other places this morning, and 
operatives of the works where strikers 
had been threatened accepted the cut 
deciding that it was beet to continue at 
work while the New Bedford strike 
lasted, in order that the operatives in 
the latter city might receive financial 
assistance.

In Fall River an attempt was made to 
start the King Phillip mills this morn­
ing and it was, in a measure a success. 
None of the striking spinners returned 
to work and the strike is still in force. 
It is possible that if the management 
can secure sufficient yarn the looms will 
be kept running.

Arthur Open to British Trade.

London, Jan. 31.—It ia announced on 
the beet authority that the talk of an 
Anglo-Japaneee plan of campaign in 
certain eventnalitiee ia unfounded. No 
each matter haa occupied the attention 
of the two conntriea, and no engagement 
haa been agreed upon to secure foreign 
development in China. As regarde Port 
Arthur, the Russian fleet, according to 
the same authority, is only there for 
winter quarters, and the statements as 
to a Rnesian occupation are unfounded. 
China is willing that the English war­
ships should anchor there if required.

The Manchester Guardian bears that 
the difficulty in the Far East has been 
solved by the opening of Port Arthur to 
trade on the same terms as Kiaochou, 
Great Britain withdrawing her demand 
for the opening of Talienwan.

Pekin, Jan. 31.—The German admiral 
has taken measures locally for redress 
for the killing of the German sentry at 
Kiaochou, bnt serious results are not 
anticipated.

It is supnosed that Great Britain’s 
withdrawal from Port Arthur and her 
ceasing to exert pressure for the opening 
of the port of Talien Wan, which actions 
are regarded as incredible and suicidal 
to British interests and prestige, were 
owing to her disbelief in the existence of 
a secret treaty between Russia and 
China. Bnt the Chinese government 
quotes this treaty as a reason for Russia's 
presence in Port Arthur, and Rnesian 
despatches to the Teungli Yemen allege 
that the occupation of Port Arthur is in 
accordance with the treaty.

Constantinopb, Jan. 31.—The Russian 
auxiliary cruiser Saratoff, belonging to 
the volunteer fleet, with 12 quick-firing 
guns and 1,000 troops on board, passed 
through the Bosphorns yesterday, on 
the way to Vladivoetock.
