TURKEY TAKES ACTION.

4 COMMISSION SENT TO EGYPT TO
EFFECT A RECONCILIATION,

—_———

The Suitan Adverse to a Conferemce—HMe
Hss an Understanding With the
Fgyptian Military—Arabl Bey Defies
England, Whose Power is Said to be at
a Low Rkbb.

CoNSTANTINOPLE, June 4.—The porte
informed the powers that Dervish Pasha
and Lobib Bey would start for Egypt
to-day with full powers. The sultan said
that even should the commissioners encoun-
ter obstacles he felt confident of their being
able to surmount any difficulty, and there-
fore he cannot share the views of the powers
as to the necessity of a conference.

Besides Dervisch Pasha, commissioner,

and Jebib Bey, assistant commi s
Ahmed Essad Eff-udi, second assistant com-
missioner and Vilmy Bey, attache to the
commission, sailed for Cairo. All the for-
eigo ambassadors were summoned before
the porte last evening and informed of the
despatch of the commission, with the
objuct of endeavoring to effect a reconcilia-
tion between the khedive and Arabi and
restore order.

The British minister telegraphed Lord
Granville that in view of the sultan’s action
in sending the commission a postponement
cf the conference was desirable. It is ru-
mored that the porte has despatched a cir-
cular to the powers endeavoring to shew
the conference to be inopportune. It is
stated that the sultan’s confidential agent
in Egypt has succeeded in establishing an
understanding between the military party
and the sultan, so that in the event of
landing the Turkish troops they and the
Egyptian troops will fraternize.

Beru1y, June 3.—The conference of the
Eowers on the Egyptian question will pro-

ably assemble Tuesday.

CA1ro, June 3.—It 18 reported that Ali
Sadek, minister of finance, has become in-
sane, owing to fears of violence from his
colleagues,

The disturbing rumors from Soudan are
not confirmed. The reported capture of
Khartown by the insurgents in Soudan is
denied.

Arabi Pasha says he cares little for
England’s promises” and threats, He will
repel European aggression with his whole
strength,

ALEXANDRIA, June 4.—Heavy guns are
now going into the earthworks around the
harbor,

New York, June 4.—The World’s Lon-
don special says an invitation to the sultan
to intervene in Egyptian affairs is a direct
reversal of English policy in the former
times and many of Gladstone’s most faith-
ful followers "are astonished to find him
recognizing and appealing to a Tark whom
he denounced so roundly during the
Midlothian campaign. The sultan is%ikely
to take the fullest advantage of this favor-
able turn in his affairs and to exact con-
ditions humiliating to England. It is
universally admitted that English influen:e
was never at so low an ebb in the east as it
isnow. The belief in Europe is generall
that under no circumstances wiﬂ
the Gladstone government employ force.

LATEST CABLE CHAT.

Guiseppe Mario, the well-known singer,
is seriously ill at Rome.

The king of Italy will act as godfather
for the infant son of Prince William of
Prussia.

The Berlin Kreuse Zeitung draws atten-
tion to the growing feeling of hostility to
Germans penetrating the highest aristocracy
of Russian circles,

An appeal, signatures to which is headed
by the name of Victor Hugo, for funds to
assist in the emigration of Jews from Rus-
sia, hias been circulated in Paris.

SIS LT
RUSSIAN RFEFUGEES.

A Permanent Hebrew OGrganization Ef-
fected for their Aid in America.

Nxw Yorxk, June 4.—A convention of
Hebrew emigrant aid societies was held to-
day to take concerted action for the recep-
tion, distribution, transportation and colon-
ization of Bussian refugees. Delegates
were present from Albany, Buffalo, Roch-
ester and other leading cities in the United
States as well as from Canada and London.
A permanent organization was effected.
Judge Isaacs, New York, was elected
chairman., It was stated that since last
December $75,000 had been received, 3700
refugees had been cared for and about 3000
had been located. There is $7200 in the
treasury. George Yates, of the Mansion
house committee, London, stated he had
advised the London organization to com-
pletely trust the Hebrew emigration aid
society here, to withdraw from the princi-
ple of disbursement by England and to al-
low New York to receive, disburse and
exercise fuil conf#l over the emi-
grants ; also that“-,New York should
receive but a certain number monthly, that
the remittance funds be unfettered by re-
ligious conditions, and that a large sum be
remitted here in place of individual remit-
tances as against each shipmeni. The sub-
ject of colonization was discussed and a
report read by Julius Goldman, who was
appointed to proceed west, and reported the
qualification, etc, required for successful
colonists. He advised against transplant-
ing refugees in masses and thought two
funds should be established, one for those
cqual to work on a farm and one for those
not able to stand that hardship. The re-
ports wera referred.

Resolutions were adopted declaring the
New York socicty the parent organization,
and that it should have control of the re
fugees.

A Woman Killed.

HamivroN, June 3.—(Catharine Daggan
was killed on the Hamilton and Dundas
street railway this afternoon while attempt-
ing to cross the track. She ‘tried to run
over before the engine came up, but the
dummy engine caught her just. as she
stepped on the track, and mangled her
terribly. .

Kitled by Hailstones.

WesrrieLp, Texas, June 3.—During a
storm yesterday James - Norseworthy was
beaten to death by hailstones. Some were
as large as hen’s eggs. :

PETERSBURG, Va.,June 4,—A destrucfive
hail and wind storm occurred this afternoon
between Halifax and Garysburg, N.C.
Several houses were blown down and trees
uprooted. The house occupied by Mateld
Gray (colored) near Garysburg was blown
down and two of his daughters, aged 4 and
15 years respectively. were killed. Other
members of the family narrowly escaped.
Hailstones were as large as a man’s fist. It
is feared the crops are destroyed. The
trains from the south were delayed in con-
sequence of the railroad being blocked by

fallen trees,

WITRIN FIFTEEN MINUTES OF
DEATH.

Nearly Two Fatal Cases of Suffocation
From Gas at Hotels

On Friday night Miss Maggie Mitchell,
a pretty young lady about 18 Jenrs of age
from Hamilton, arrived in the cityfand re.
gistered at the Simcoe house, #% Simcoe and
Front streets. She retired to bed at 10
o'clock, and occupied a room on the second
story. About 3 o'clock on  Saturday
morning a little dog in the room of the
proprietor of the house, Mr. Green, who
slept just across the hall, commenced
barking in a demonstrative manner.  The
night porter and Mr. Green readily smelt
a strong. odor of gas issuing from Miss
Mitchell’s room, accompanied by low moans.
The door was broken open and the young
lady was found to be asphyxyed from
gas. She was black in the face and the gas
cock on the burner was turued on three-
quarters. No time was lost in summoning
Dr. Cooke,who pronounced it a serious case.
After two hours work the doetor noticed
returning signs of animation and said that
she was out of danger. She remained un-
conscious until 11 o'clock, when she was
able to faintly articulate. Her fri ends in
the city were communicated with and they
remained at her bedside all of Saturday
and Sunday. At 11 o’clock last night she
was all right and nearly recovered. Miss
Mitchell’s life was saved by the sagacity of
the little dcg, who hearing the moans of
the young lady gave a timely alarm.
Fifteen minutes more would have ended her
existence. Miss Mitchell thoroughly un-
derstands gas and she is at a loss to under-
stand how the cock was left as it was found.

* JOSEPH TYNDALL'S NARROW ESCAPE,

Joseph Tyndall, a middle-aged farmer,
living five miles north of Bradford, alco
came to the city on Friday and put up at the
Albion hotel, St. Lawrenee market square,
He intended returning home the same even-
ing but missed the train and went to bed
at his hotel about 10.30 o'clock. On
Saturday morning one of the chambermaids
of the house smelt the strong fumes of gas
issuing over the transom of the room and
gave the alarm. The farmer was found in
much the same state as Miss Mitchell, but
it was 30 hours before Drs. Ross and
Morton, who were summoned, could wake
him up. He then became delirious and
remained so until a late hour last night,
when both the doctors were in consulta-
tion. The medical gentlemen were then
in doubt about his recovery, with the
chances, however, in the suffocated man’s
favor. Mr. Tyndall’s wife was telegraphed
for and she arrived on Saturday evening.
As in the case of Miss Mitchell fifteen
minutes more would have had a fatal re.
sult. The gas was found turned on, but
of course Tyndall was still unable last night
to give an account of how it came so.

IRISH AFFAIRS.

Brennan Makes a Fiery Speech—Davitt
and Dillon Coming to America.

Loxpox, June 3.—Mr. Brennan,secretary
of the land league, after his release yester-
day, addressed a large assemblage in Kil-
kenny.

Now as respects the bed-bug, he is to man
a useful homoepathic physician, since no
one will suffer from rheumatism, who is well-
bitten by bed-bugs. In ague districts
when mosquitos bound their bit by minute
injection of the ague poison is a sure
remedy against fever. An instance of this
wondrous adaptation of animal life to
human needs is given by Darwin. Cats
drink the farmers’ milk, yet the.cats give
the farmer more milk than she gets. The
farmers cows want clover, clover will only
flourish where there are bees to carry round
the fertilizing ciover-gems. Now, mice
destroy the bees. So when the cats keep
away the mice, the bees make the clover
increase, the clover feeds the cows, and the
farmer gets his milk from the cats. In
another instance it had been shown that
various fearful epidemic diseases were
caused by minute parisites—which science
taught us how to destroy, thus-destroying
the gems of pestilence and lengthening life.

interests of the people be the guiding 1nfluence in
the government of the country.

A LESSON FOR CANADIANS,

© One of many heroic lessons to be derived
from the life of the great standard-bearer
of Italian freedom just passed away at
Caprera, has its interest for us Canadians.
1t is the fact that to him is largely owing
the fusion of the race and creed and anta-
onims,the jarring local and state interests,
of the various sections of the Italian
peninsula into one united Italy. | He
taught them to regard themselves, not as
Piedmontese, or Florentines, or Romans,
but as Italians. The lesson for us is, touse
every endeavor to discountenance creed,
race or sectional differences, and to hold
together as Canadians. Garibaldi’s high
moral character enabled him to do this.
National character can never be elevated
by the worn-out school of political leaders
whose moral purity as statesmen is only
to be discussed in our comic journals, and
who if admitted to the upper regions to
watch over theinterests of the conservative
party, world be likely to jerrymsnder the
New Jerusalem itself, and jeopardise the
four rivers of Eden by a streams boundary
question,

DISREPUTABLE TACTICS.

Some of the conservatives have taken a
mean and unchivalrous way to fight Mr.
Blake. Not being able to say anything
against him personally, they attack his fam-
ily. His father that is dead has been
brought up time after time on the politica
platform in order to wound the feelings of
his son; his brother has been attacked
time after time for the same reason; and
now Mr. John Hague of Yorkville in a
letter 1o the Mail tries to wound
Mr. Blake by a word assault on his son
and nephew. We are no apologists for the
young men or their conduct, if they were
guilty, but we protest against the attempt
that is constantly being  made to
attack one in politics through his
nearest family ties. Ny gentleman
would have written the letter over Mr.
Hague’s name; and only a “literary
assassin” like the editor of the Mail would
have published it had not that editor been
the paid henchman of Sir Charles Tupper
Sent to this province for the very purpose
of défending the character of the minister
of railway and canals, We have, further, no

Charles Tupper, but even these'wers made
oun Sir Charles himself nat.on his.family.

Mr. Hague may have been following in
the steps of Mr. John O’Donohoe who
early last week attempted to blacken the
character of Mr. 8. H, Blake so as to
damage the political prospects of his broth-
er Edward. And he did this in the most dis-
reputable manner possible: he appealed to the
religious prejudices of men by saying that
the vice-chancellor had insulted two sisters
of charity. By parityof reasoning would Mr.
John O’Donhoe like to be held responsible
for the conduct of his late brother and
partner, Barney, who was a notorious fenian,
arrested with a fenian ocoat on him, and
plotting to steep this country in blood-
shed, and was-a party to the murder of
those youug men who gave up their lives
just sixteen years ago at Ridgeway.

IRELAND IN AMERICA.

Not long ago the New: York Tribune
said that a large number of men calling
themselves American citizens, appeared to
look upon Ireland as a state of the union.
From the prominence given to Irish ques-
tions in Canada it appears as if Ireland
were oonsidered also to be ome of the pro-
vinces of the Dominion. Especially is this
the case at times like the presont; when s
general election is en. Candidates may
declare themselves as they please on the

award, and what not else, but all will be of
no ayail if they fail to satisfy a numerous
section of their constituents as to their
views on the land question in Ireland.
Nobudy seeems 1. : e any trouble to
secure the Scotch vote, the English vote,
or the Canadian vote, simply assuch. But
the Irish vote—that is a very different
matter—and rival candidates all but break
their necks trying to obtain it. The cur-
rent telk about Irishmen not being
sufficiently represented in  “public
life is utterly misleading. Why, leaving
aside the French in Lower Canada, there is
no vote in the Dominion se powerful as
the Irish vote. Public men are to a large
extent ‘‘cowed” by the fear of it both in
Canada and in the States. They actually
dare not speak their honest opinions en
the Irish question, just because in almost
every eonstituency the Irish vote is large
enough to elect a candidate or to defeat
him. Man for man Irish voters have
more political power in the country than
those of any other nationality, the French
excepted. = Nowhere does any candidate
trouble himself much as to whether the
Scotch or English or Canadian vote is go-
-ing to be for or against him. But in
every constituency the great question is—
who will get the Orange vote and the
Roman Catholic vote respectively ? It
seems a strange statement to make, but it
is a true one none the less, that on the
twentieth day of June there will be many
thousands of votes cast in Canada, not so
much on the merits of any Canadian
question whatever, as on the merits of the
land question and the religious feuds of
Ireland.

The extraordinary prominence given to
the Irish vote and to Irish questions gener-
ally at Canadian elections, contrasts strange-
ly with the alleged lack of Irish represen-
tation in publiz life. It may be true
enough that the nuwmber of Irishmen in
parliament is not in proportion to the num-
ber of Irishmen in the country. But what
the children of the green isle lack in num-
ber of members, is far more than made Ny
by their greater influence over public meg
generally,. Public men and candidates
everywhere are more afraid of offending the
Irish than of offending people of any other
origin, the French only excepted. You
may abuse the Scotch, or the English, if
you like; but if you abuse the Irish in
almost any | constituency your *cake wil
be dough.” No other vote whatever is so
powerful in Ontario as the Irish vote. 1In
the face of facts wilich are plain as the
nose on aman’s face, it is absurd to make
believe that Irishmen have not their due
share of political powerin Canada. And
it seems to us that Irishmen would have to
acknowledge this if they would but look at
he facts aforesaid.

CHINESE IMMIGRATION.

In spite of the spurious humanitarian-
ism of a few impractical individuals the
Chinese question is one that is rapidly
coming to the front for serions considera-
tion, and on one side or the other of it men
will be compelled to range themselves. The
real matter at issue is not whether indivi-
dual celestials shall be allowed to land on
our shores as individualjEnglishmen, Irish-
men, Scotchmen or Germans are allowed
and invited to do; it is whether the
traffic in Chinese passengers shall be al-
lowed to continue in its present form,
whether they shall be permitted to come in
as quasi chattels in the interests and under
the auspices of wealthy speculators and con-
tractors, and whether their presence as an
element of Canadian population is so de-
sirable that special forms of transportation
shall be encouraged in order to send them
over to us more rapidly that they would come
of their own accord. To call those who are
opposed to the present system of importing
Chinese labor ‘‘hoodlums” is not the way
to settle a grave and difficult question of
social dynamics, though it is not a bad
specimen of the way in which the odium
theologicum leads clerical polemics to deal
with each other.

There is no principle in political economy
more indisputably established than the
one which was discovered by Malthus, and
which goes by his name, that the population
of a country tends to increase more rapidly
than the means of subsistence. In a
country which, like ours, has still an
abundance of virgin soil and unoccupied
territory, the pressure of the population on
theland is not felt, but long before the
time for feeling it arrives much discomfort
may be inflicted on the laboring classes by
an enforced lowering of their standard of
living. The workingman is the founda-
tion of the social fabric ' in ‘more
than one important sense. He is the mem-

ber of society whose standard of living is

still more. Itis he who suffers mosf from
the recurrence of seasons of depression,
and on his condition the influx of a horde
of Chinese laborers, who will work for less
mouey and live on coarser fare, has pre-
cisely the same effect as a prolonged de-
pression,

Is it in the public interest that the
stendard of life—that is the quality of the
workingman’s' food and the sufficiency of
kis clothing—should be lowered on the Pa-
cific coast: in order to gratify ‘the greed of a
few capitalists ¥ The washerwomen of To-
ronto know from painful experience ‘that
the advent of a few celestials in this city
did them great injury ; what would he the
effect on our street workers and even our
artizans if these foreigners were to fluck
into our midst in thousands, as they are
sure to do when. British Columbia has ne
more for them to do? Once more we wish
it to be understand that this is not a
question of depriving men, whether China-
men or not, of their personal freedom to
come and go as they please and sell their
labor for whatever they think it is worth,
It is a question whether in order to let a
few soulless contractors and companies in-
orease their gains the European working-
men shall be driven to the wall by com-
petition with shiploads of Chinese imported
for the purpose by these same capitalists,
A stop must be put, and very shortly to»,
to the ‘‘importation” of celestials
and fortunately this can be done without
depriving individuals of the right to migrate.

MR. HAGUE AND THBE OTHER HOODLUMS.

Mr. John Hague’s finer feelings have
been wounded, and have sought relief on
the grandmaternal bosom of the Mail. In
Saturday’s issue of tha hightoned journal
appears a letter over his signature, under
the heading “‘Sweil Hoodlums” in which
he makes good his own title to the latter,
though no one could couple him with the
former of these two slang words,

The facts of the caseto which he refers
are well known in the city. At the York-
ville conservative meeting last Friday night.
it had been expressly understood that when
Sir John Macdonald had spoken, Mr. Ryan
was to have the customary courtesy of a
hearing. On that understanding a number
of reformers being present, made the gath-
ering much larger and perhaps more respeet-
able than could otherwise have been the
case. But with unfairness and discourtesy
this was refused, and the conservative can-
didate forced himself on what he culled
*‘his meeting.” Thereon many of those
present, as was natural, expressed their dis-
approbation. On this text Mr. Hague de-
nounces the reformers present as ““hood-
lums” and other choice extracts from the
slang vocabulary with which he displays a
rather disgnsting familiarity; they are, he
says, ‘‘rowdies and yahoos, who disgraced
themselves by their bestial contempt of all
the laws of decency;” they are ‘‘miscreants”
and he names as ‘‘the captain of this black-
guard gang,” Mr. Hume Blake, son of the
Hon. Edward Blake, J. Macdonald, son of
Mr. John Macdonald, ex-M. P. and —
Cronyn, son of a prominent liberal'in Lon-
don, Oatario

The same issue of the Mail contains a
leader, which fully endorses Mr. Hague's
‘“‘violent language,” adding vituperation of
its own, which proves that if leader-writ-
er and correspondent be not one and the
same person, at least they have made a pil-
grimage to the same cess-pool in search of
materials for mud-throwing.

Those present at the meeting know that
as applied to the gentleman libelled by Mr,
Hague, his charges have not the faintest
shadow of truth. Had it been the case,
aq we are told it was not the case, that
they expressed too warmly their natural
indignation a$ the petty attempt made
gerrymandering the speeches of the evening)
it was open to Mr. Hague to comment)
thereon as severely as he pleased, provid-
ed he confined himselfto decent language.
It seems more congenial to Mr, Hague,
however, to luxuriate in the dialect of the
‘tramp’s refuge,” and the ‘“‘thieves’ kitch-
en.” But why does he speak of the meet-
ing asa gang of ‘“‘hoodlums,” “‘rowdies,”
and *‘yahoos ?”” He was the chairman, and
by consequence chief hoodlum, rowdy,
and yahoo in the entire circus! His letter
would certainly support his claim to each
and all of these choice epithets.

Mr. Hague is no novice at the ignoble art
of rib-stabbing,which the Mail finds so con-
genial to itscolumns. His was the hand
which some months ago, and on other oc-
casions in the Dominion Churchman made
anonymous attacks of the vilest kind on the
characters of better men.

He proceeds to propose that the gentle-
man, whom as is perhaps natural in one
of his kind, he stigmatizes as “‘swells,”
“‘shall receive a month on the treadmill and
a diet of skilly.” He talks of such things
with a suspicious familiarity.

It is deplorable to see a journal, once ap-
pavently respectable, circulate such filthy
personalities, at the same time that it still
has the audacity to inflict on its readers
the usual Saturday sermon on “‘Christian-
ity I As things go, shoald Guiteau
cheat the gallows, his literary services
might well find a market where yon tall
pulp-tower “lifts its head and lies !”

It also seeks
political influence so far as obtaining for the
workingman a parliamentary representation
that shall secure the removal of the causeé
of strikes by obtaining equal justice for
what is usually termed capital and labor,
A letter on your file of April 22, last will
show ‘“Workmar” that I advocated and put
forward the very principle upon which the
late disputes between masters and men
were afterwards settled. The union had
then passed a resolution offering mediation
but so many others tendered their {good ser-
vices it was determined by the committee
not to interfere till all other means had
failed. The union obtained 5000 tons of
coal for its members last winter at $5 75
delivered in small quantities, uud 80 many
other advantuges are obtained by the work
ing classes through its agency.

The prineiple articles
of trade Apiia‘ $o’'be ornnments, srall iron
and copper utensils and kerosene, while
in return the chief import from Bokhara
will be cotton. The Mervians guarantee a
free and unmolested passage for the car-
avans, and to maintain in general a peace-
ful disposition toward the Russians,

For several weeks past Butler county,
Ky., has been the centre of mormon mis-
sionary labor, and the result is such a dis-
turbance of public and private peace as
the county has not seen since the war.
Families have been broken up and friends
separated, and the jealousy and bitterness
have reached a point which threatens still
wo."8e results.  The mormon elders, alarm-
ed a.the storm they had brewed, retired
for a tine, but they are expected to appear
again in ~be neighborhood of Huntsville
shortly. “.f they come,” writesa corres-
pondent of the Louisville Commereial,
“‘there will be some lynching done, as the
people through all the nrighboring counties
are desperate.  If mo other law will  pro-
tect themn, they will have toresort to mob
law.”

....... A. F. Brackman, the eccentric Nebras-
kan, who proposed marriage to a couple
of chamhermaids at the Planter’s house in
St. Louis, was accepted by the second
arter the first had declined, showered cost-
ly presents upon the bride-elect, and was
married to her at the hotel by a justice of
the peace at midnight on the second day of
the courting, has just died in an insane
asylum at St. Louis. The unfortunate man,
whose ‘strange proclivities and stranger
way of exhibiting them caused so .much
amusement a few weeks ago, was at that
time in the first stages of violent lunacy.
His wife, who married him in good faith,
albeit somewhat hastily, and whom he
deserted the day after the ceremony, has
preferred her claims to his estate, which is
not large. .
.....There can be no doubt that the emi.
gration of the Jews has reached dimen-
sions which make the movement not only
a sevious economic blow to Russia, but a
grave difficulty to her nelghbors‘. The
emigrants who are pouring into (mIlC}a,
though they might have begxl producing
wealth in the country of their birth, are
in the first instance, at any rate, a cause
of poverty to the country in which they
take refuge, homeless, penniless and abus-
ed. Protests have been raised both in the
Hungarian and Austrian parliaments, and
the government has been loudly appealed
to to insist upon the better protection of
its Jewish subjects by the Russian govern-
ment, not so much from motives of hu-
manity as from motives of self-preservation
on the part of the protestors. |
...,An English scholar during a holiday

excursfon in the Hartz mountains subject-
ed himself one day to a severe physical
strain which produced a singalar mental
disturbance. He was on his feet from
morning till night, and in the course of
the day’s wanderings made several arduous
ascents, taking no rest and neither eating
nor sleeping. At night when he reached a
place where he couid supply his needs he
was unable, to his great astonishment, to
recollect a single word of the German lan-
cuage, although he ordinarily spoke it with
fluency.

“Elsewhere objectors persit in calling
this honorable statute of ours ‘an experi-
ment.” We know it is not ; under it we
hn.ve better laws, batter officers, better in-
ntltutious, better morals, and a higher so-
cial condition in geueral than could other-
Wise exist ; not one of the predicted evils,
such as loss of native delicacy and disturb-
ance of home relations, has “followed in its
train ; the great body of our women, and
the best of them, have accepted the elective
fnnchme_ as a precious boon,[and exercise it
a3 a patriotic duty. In a word,after twelve
Yyears of happy experience, woman suffrage
18 80 thoroughly rooted and established in
the minds and hearts of this people that
among theql all, no voice is ever lifted in
protest against or in question of it. For
the'ae reasons, also, there rests on us the
obligation to so guard and elevate the social
order as to make of Wyoming an ever,
brightening star for the guidance of this
new, grand movement in the interest of
human freedom.”

Ready to Secede.
(From the Bobeaygeon Independent.)

Sir John’s refnsal is merely an attempt
of the French bleus to deprive Ontario of
a valuable territory and of property worth
many millions of dollars. Against this
attempt we protest ; against this attempt
we will fight. Calmly and deliberately we

declare that rather than submit to the
spoliation and robbery contemplated by the
French phalanx, we would secede from the
confederation. The party we represent
may not be strong in numbers, but on this
point they are united as one man, and will
certainly’ give expression to their views on
the polling day. = We can forgive the gerry-
mandering, we can endare the streams bill
disallowance, we can bear the enormous
taxation, but to be robbed of our territory
at the dictation of the French, passes all
powers of endurance, and we hope and
trust that Ontario will hold her own, if
necessary, at the point of the sword.  Sir
John relies on Quebec ; whether he can
sncceed in Ootario remains to be ascer-
tained.

The Boundary Question.
(From the Monetary Times.)

A political settlement of the boundary
dispute could scarcely be acceptable to any
party. Practically, therefore, a decision by
the imperial parliament is out of the ques
‘tion. . Itis much to be regretted that Sir
John Macdonald did not see his way to ad-
vise the acceptance of the award of the arbi-
trators, since it is for many reasons desirable
that a dispute which may make ill-feeling
between Ontario and the Dominion should
bave been closed at the earliest possible
moment. As matters stand, the only mode
of settlement is by the privy council, to
which both Ontario and the Dominion admit
recourse must be had. ‘There are some
differences of opinion about details, but
these can surely be got over by the force of
a mutual desire to obtain at the earliest
date the only decision which, as it now ap-
pears, can effectually settle the question.

A Bottomjless Swamp.

The *“ Tamarack Swamps,” near Sharps-
ville, Penn., were supposed to be an innoc-
cent sort of bog until the New York, Penn-
sylvania and Ohio railroad company under-
took to lay a solid roadbed across them.
At first a few thousand cubic yards of earth
were dumped upon the surface by the con-
tractor with careless generosity, as much as
if to say, “That will satisfy your appetite,
my soft friend.” But when the earth im-
mediately disappeared and left no trace
behind a coarser diet was substituted. The
company purchased from a furnace the
accumulated cinders of ten years, and since
January about 5000 carloads of this sub-
stantial provender have been dropped into
the swamp’s voracious maw without visibly
decreasing its capacity. ( Jccasionally at

night there are evidences of repletior, but
in the morning the murky water presents
an unrufiled face and asks for more. A
solid roadbed could be laid close by, en-
tirely avoiding the swamp, but the company
has elevated its corporate back and does
not intend to be beaten by a miserable
tamarack swamp as long as there is a dol-
lar in the treasury.

A ‘‘Chemieal Lung.”

A ‘‘chemical lung” is the latest thing
proposed for the ventilation of tunnels. It
was lately tested in London by fourteen
scientists. A room 15 by 18 feet was kept
for an hour at a temperature of 82°, and
the/air was loaded with impurities, The
men of science were now called upon to
enter, and the air was made still more im-
pure by burning sulphur and carbonic acid
gas. Then the ‘‘chemical lupg,” or pun-
kah, so called, measuring 4 by 2} feet, was
set in motion. The temperature was soon
orduce’! ‘0 65° and the air freed from all
impuri Then fat was burned,! to test
the maci.i: for organic substances, and the
“‘lung” wuy started up just in time to pre-
vent the examining gentlemen from run-
ning out for fresh air. It is proposed to use
the invention during the construction of ¢ e
ehannel tunnel.

How We Are Ruled.

To all intents and purposes the Dominion
of Canada is ruled, not /by the Canadian
people, but by the French forty. In On-
tario the case is altogether different. This
province is peopled with another race, who
enjoy freedom as a birthright, and who

Thrice was he
rehabilitated and set on his legs by friends
of his family, but he proved incorrigible,
and for the latter years of his life was al.
lowed £400 a year by his wife, on condition
of his playing the role of marl ¢omplaisant,
she living in Paris with Tom Hohler, an
obscure fellow who had commendrd himself
to Lord Dudley as a promising tenor, and
to whom she-is now married. Lord Arthur,
another of the sons, committed suicide to
escape a disreputable criminal charge, and
the youngest, Lord Albert, was divorced in
1877 by his wife, and is a weli-known
mauvais sujet in London, on an allowance
from the old duke’s trustees of £400 a year.
The late duke died suddenly in London in
1878, alone in his lodgings, to the great
profit of book makers and other creditors
who had insurance policies on his life for
£500,6000, all of which were paid.

At the Réformed Episcopal church, corner

I ask your special attention to that one
clause, “Forif ye do these things, ye shall
never fall.” What these things are, by
doing which we shall never fall, we are
told in the feregoing verses, where we are
urged to add to our faith virtue, and
knowledge, and temperance, and patience,
and godliness, and brotherly kindness and
eharity, Itis therefore with direct refer-
ence to these christian virtues and duties
that we are here admonished to make our
calling and_election sure; for if we do these
things we shall never fall, and not only
never fall, but as an entrance shall be min-
jstered unto us, etc. From all this, the
importance of christian morality is very

See what is said of it. It secures
on the human side our christian calling and
election—it keeps us from ever falling—it
opens wide for our triumphant e¢ntrance
the ates of the kingdom eternal,
One thing, then, is clear enough, and that
is, that St. Peter took up a very strong
position. Nothing could be more deliber-
ate or definite. There was occasion at the
time, no doubt, for saying what he so
phinly and pointedly did-say. The christ-
ian peeple of his time' were, some of them.
forgetting, what = christian ple have
largely been forgetting all along, that the
religion of Jesus Christ, rightly and sens-
ibly interpreted, means a godly character
and a sanctified life. What amount of
criticism,-if any, the apostle met with in
his d efence of christien morality, I do not
koow ; but I do know that for anyone to
t.ke up the same position now, is to put
lliﬂl“l?.t‘ issue with perhaps as much as
two-thirds of the popular religion of the
«way. The low ebb to which christian life
lLias fallen to in our time is a fact of very
s;eneral remark, yet you must do nothing
jo the matter. From certain quarters
comes the old ecry, * Preach the gospel !
Jeave cold morality alone.” We have
preached the gospel, and verily, within
sound of our preaching christian people
have been going to the devil! It seems to
me thas. er word altogether is now
wvanted for our times, The gospel, certain-
]y, but not the weak and sickly thing meant
hy *‘ the gospel ” in common can’t. An-
pther wo! together. *‘If ye do these
things, ye shall never fall.”

Let no one so misunderstand me as to
say just here that, if these. things be 8o im-

rtant, then it does not so much matter
whether a man is a christian or not, so
long as he goes in sincerely and strenuously
for morality. That is always either a silly
subterfuge of & most]dangerous deception ;
let us di of it 'at once. None of these
things are required for any man except on
the assumption that he is a christian, be-
cause it is. understood that perfect morality
depends  for its inspiration and sanction
upon thejspirit and service of christians.
1 have no objection to people being of
liberal ways of thinking in religious affairs,
up to a certain point, and anyone who

to be good without fonnding his
odness upon the new testament is wel-
come o try the experiment ; only he might
save himself the trouble by remembering
that wiser men than he have been making
the same experiment fer centuries, and not
one of them has come forward yét and
shown himself successful. Better bear in
mind theone truth which lies at the back
of all true goodness, and which is not more
a truth of scripture than it is of universal
history and experience, that ‘‘without me
ye can do nothing.”

That is a degression, though not a need-
Jess one. My proper business is not with
such as think they can be moral without
beingchristian; but rather with those who
seem to think, and practically do thi
they can be christians without being mo
There is more of this than than some may
suppose. We are not to preach about
morality ; we must preach faith, feeling,
and the rest of it—we must be evangelical.
Yet scarcely a day passes but some well-
known christian man or woman brings cry-
ing disgrace and scandal upon religioh by
some startling act of commonplace immor-
ality. And when we look into such a case
we find the fault to lie, not in any lack of
of christian 1ntelligence, christian orthodoxy,
christian sentiment or zeal, but simply and
entirely in a lack of ordinary, every-day
goodness. Add to these more striking and
notorious cases thousand lesser ones, occur-
ring daily in sugh cities as ours, and of
whiclt we only know, for the mos* part, by
generdl impression and report, and you get
at a state of things which should set us all
thinking pretty seriously. I suppose one
may speak the truth in church as well as
elsewhere,fand if IdoI must ask you to
bear me out in what I say, for you Llave
met with such cases yourselves, and per-
haps know more about some of them thun
it would - be good for your cwn
credit to tell ! You see I am not disposed
to spare anyone ; and unless you and I are
here to speak and hear the truth, we had
better be away. Certainly I am not here
to attack other people’s sins and leave your
own untouched. Some of you, I don’t
know how many, are bound to come within
range of the pulpit’s fire to-night. For,
alas, this thing of which I am speaking is
very general and widespread. Christians
who are man, christians who are untruthful,
christians who are slanderous, christians
who are umtrustworthy—why, such chris-
tians @are-everywhere. There is a certain
amount of christianity amongst us in
which a respectable Hindoo would be un-
able 1o find anything worth having. There
is a kind of piety going about which I
wonld -hardly trust with a bad five cent

iece—and never with a secret. There is

a ffaithful ' christian friendship, from whose

cruel clutch and venomous tonge, the Lord

deliver us. 1 tell you things have got to

such a pass that sometimes in business

circles, as I am credibly assured, the very

fact of a man’s profession of religion actu-

ally raises a suspicion of his honesty. Yet

we mustn't preach morality! And, be-

tween you and me, I cannot help feeling

that some part at least of the responsibility

for this btate of things: might be laiq,

without any great injustice, at the

doors of  our evangelicalism, of

which we are 80 proud—our

evangelical sentiment, our evangelical ser-

mons, our evangelical hymps. You know

that the evangelical movement was

the _reaction from morality-preaching,

which eertainly had grown somewhat stiff

_and cold, and it may be that the reaction
has gone a little too for, aud landed us in
the other extreme of unsubstantial sensa-
tion and an all-too-easy faith. What is it
that you and I have been accustomed to
hear most about since we have known any-
thing of pulpit utterances? That we must
have faith—that we must assess our own
“‘righteousness” at the price of so much
filthy rags—that we must rest everything
on the blood of the cross—that we musct
“‘do” nothing ourselves, only consent to
pe saved—that we must cultivate certain
feelings, and seek after certain experiences

e ——

—that we must look with a proper diadain
upon ‘‘whe’ world,” and live for heaven.
All of which is blessedly true inits own
way, though a good deal distorted as so
applied, and only half the truth at best.
Those, however, are the pet points of evan-
gelicalism, and a very usefu and needful
work it has done by putting them forth.
But how often have we heard anything
about the religion of honesty—about the
sacred duty of paying debts—about the life
we  should live at home, or in the
store—about  tallbearin or bicker-
ing—about  being selfish or  stub-
born—about the  beauty of kind-
pess, or the value of manliess, or the
divinity of devotion to others? These
things some of us can see now, ought to
have been done, and the other not left un-
done. And if the sort of popular preach
ing to which I have referred hes given
birth to one-sided views of religion, bring-
ing out the objective at the sacrifice of the
subjective, and has fostered, however unin-
tentionally, a Jax, or at all events an uncer-
tain observance of the sterner duties of
life, can anyone be much surprised ? That
it has done this, to some extent, can scarce-
ly be disputed. Possibly if we had had
less of religion, in the commoa and pulpit
sense, we should have been more religious.
As it is, there has come to be a ruore or less
unconscious feeling in many of our minds
that religion is one thing aud life another,
that things can easily be set right between
our souls and heaven, and that, with plenty
of faith and feeling, we need not fear, We
have got to learn different, and the sooner
we learn it the better. We cannot substi-
tute desires fox duty, nor creed for conduct,
nor sentiment for sanctity. ~We cannot
balance a huge deficit on the moral side of
the book by long entries of our emotions on
the spiritual side. We have got tolearn that
religion is goodness—a truthful tongue
and a helpful hand and a blameless life; we
have got to be moral christians—what irony
that seems! Clean an! sober, just and
tender, manly, upright, ;. rous, unselfish;
we have got to see more of our salvation in
these things, in these plain and ordinary
graces which are the crown of men as well
as of christians—and God help us to see it
thus, that so we nay not burlesque and
belie our profession. to begin with, nor
disgrace or defame it in the end!

The matter looks us all in the face to-
night, as we sit here, soothed by these
Sabbath influences and self-satisfied in these
sacred services. Passing good we all are.
We are christians. Whoever does not do
as we do is a nameless pariah, an un-cov-
enanted heathen, a publican and a sinner.
Not to be thought christians, would be the
worst insult some of us could receive. Not
to be thought Protostants and evangelicals,
and champions of the ‘‘pure gospel,” would
be a greater insult still. ~ We are lovers of
good things—what shall we be lovers of to-
morrow? We are seekers of truth—what
shall we be seekers of to-morrow ? We are
looked up to in the church—how do we
stand in our own homes ?  From these safe
Sabbath services we shall go back into the
world, as we call it. There will be lying
done there, Who will doit? There will
be dodging and trickery practiced there.
Who will practice it? There will be mean-
ness there, and passion and sensuality and
selfishness and spite. Whose fingers will
be in these pestilent pies? Have our skirts
been clean in the past? Have we been
half as good as we have been orthodox, or
half as pure as we have been Protestant ’
O the scandal of our fair-seeming christi-
anity! O the moral stench of our
churches! Yet we must never preach mor-
ality. How heaven laughs at the hypoc-
risy ! My friends, two courses, and only
two, are open to honest men and women—
either come away from a christianity which
you have never rightly understood, resolved
to be its shame and stumbling block no
longer—or else, and *‘the rather,” in Ged’s
might abd strength ‘‘give diligence to
make your calling and election sure : for if
ye do these things ye shall never fall : for
¢0 an entrance shall be ministered unto
you abundantly into the everlasting king-
dom of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.”

The Jury System Valid.
After the trial of Michael O’Ronrke for

the double murder near Barlington, for
which he was sentenced to be hanged, his
counsel, Mr. N. Murphy, in the common
pleas division at Osgoode hall, argued that
the mode of selecting jurors under the
local legislature act was ultra wvires, as the
Dominion legislature alone had power to
deal _with the matter. Judgment was
given on Saturday, uphoiding the present
jury system, and establishing the validity of
the local act. :

Gen. Hewson and the Premier.
The action of General Hewson against
Sir John A, Macdonald was renewed on

Saturday, when Chief Justice Wilson in a
very elaborate judgment reviewed the whole
case, and decided in favor of the defend-
ant, allowing the appeal with costs. Mr,
Justice Osler also gave a short written
judgment in harmony with that of the chief
justice, aud Mr. Justice Galt also concurred
The facts of this long standing case have
often been published, being an action by
Gen. Hewson against the premier for re-
covery of damages for political services
rendered in the memorable campaign of
1878, After passing through several courts
it has now finally been settled in Sir John’s
favor as far as this particular case is con-
ceroed, but it is understood Gen. Hewson
will immediately enter another action.

University Intelligenee.
The senate will meet to-night to receive

the report of the examiners.

Convocation meets on Wednesday night.

Commencement is on Thursday, when
degrees will be conferred. Hon. Edward
Blake will preside.

The annual dinner will be on Thursday
night.

Thereis a growing feeling amongst uni-
versity college studentsin favor of abolish-
ing all scholarships except-those on private
foundations in Toronto university, and of
utilizing the ' $5000 that would in this way
be saved for the purpose of making the
teaching staff and appliances of the college
more complete.

At the annual meeting of convocation
this year—provided there is a quorum—
there will come up for consideration,
amongst other things, the report of a com-
mittee appointed a year ago to report upon
the present method of awarding the Starr
medals.

The chairman of convocation at present
is the Hon. John A. Boyd, chancellor of
Ontario. The office is a biennial one and it
will be necessary for the graduates this
year to either re-elect the present chairman,
whose term has expired, or elect a new one,

Under the amended university act all
gradnates aro members of convention and
have the privilege of taking part in the
proceedings, The senate would have done
a wise thing if they had postponed the con-
vocation meeting tiil after commencement
asthe newly fledged graduates would then
%nve been in a position to attend as mem-
ers,

THE ILLUSTRIOUS DEAD
)

PROFOUND SORROW IN ITALY AT
GARIBAIDI'S DEATH.

Marks of Respect—Suspension of State and
Other Business— -Monuments to be
Erected—His Family Pensioned--His

Body to be Cremated.

Rome, June 3.—The death of Garibaldi
has produced an immense impression, The
municipal council last night adjourned on
the arrival of the news. The performance
in the theatre stopped. A great popular
demonstration of sorrow will be arragned.
The chamber of deputies will adjourn. The
king sent a despatch to Minotti Garibaldi
expressing his grief at the death of the
general, and the loss the family and the
country have sustained.

Romg, June 4.—The municipal coun-
cil has adjourned until June 12
and will send a deputation to
Caprera to attend Garibaldi’s fune-

ral, The bourses of Rome, Genoa and
Naples are closed. A subscription has
been opened by the political workingmen’s
societies to raise fumf: for the erection of a
monument to Garibaldi.

The chamber of deputies was crowded to
excess to-day.  President Farini delivered
a panegyric on the deceased general, during
wLich the whole house remained standing.
Depretis, president of the council, present-
ed two'bills, one postponing the national
fete till the 18th instant and decreeing
funeral honors, the other providing for the
erection of & monument to Garibaldi at the
cost of the state, the payment of pensions
of ten thousand tier to his widow and each
of his five children. President Farini
mbéved a resolution that the chamber ad-
journ until the 12th inscant, that the mem-

rs attend in a body the popular demon-
strations in honor of Garibaldi, and that a
deputation go to Caprera to be present at
the funeral, Both bills and resolutiens
were adopted.  The senate commemorated
the death of Garibaldi in a similar manner.

RoME, June 4,— All the liberal journals
appear in mourning, and publish eulogies
on Garibaldi. ~The action of the French
chamber of deputiés in adjourning as a
sign of mourning for Garabaldi has pro-
duced an excellent impression. Riceroti
Garibaldi and Maior Canzio have atrived at
Caprera. - Preparations for the cremation of
the remains have been suspended.

MADDALENA, June 3.—During the at-
tack of brémchitis to which Garibaldi suc-
cumbed, he several ' times inquired if the
steamer conveying Dr. Albanesi to Caprera
had been sighted. Being answered in the
negative, he seemed disturbed. He also
asked for news of his son Manlio, and
shortly afterwards he quietly expired. His
features appear as_if he slept. The death
chamber is arranged as a mortuary chapel.
The body ‘is dressed in white poncho and
an embroidered cap which he habitually
wore. A body of marines are posted in the
chamber ss a guard of honor.

MADALENA, June 4.—Garibaldi's will
orders his body to be cremated and the
ashes preserved in a porphyry urn near the
tomb of his dead child at Caprera. The
will is dted Sept 17, 1881, and eptrust-
the execntion of his wishes to his wife.

CAPRERA, June 4.—Garibaldi’s family
will obey his injunctions in his will regard-
ing cremation.

Paris, June 3.—In the chamber of depu-
ties to-day Borrigliae expressed the grief of
the republicans at the death of Garibaldi.
Lanessan reminded the house of the help
Garibaldi had afforded France'in her mis-
fortunes, and moved an adjournment as a
sign of mourning. Despite- a protest from
the right the motion was carried by 301 to
146, amid cheers of the left.

LoNxpoN, June 3.—The Times in its
obituary on Garibaldi, says all his deeds
will bear criticism. It would have been
bappy it bhe had spoken less. He has
written nothing.

This is a vast improvement
on the old one, being supplied with bath
rooms, a nicely furnished parlor, smoking,
reading and committee rooms, besides al-
most unlimited space below for boats. Now
that they are in such comfortable quart-
ers the Torentos will get their crew at once
into active training in order to be prepared
to make a creditable showing at che associa-
tion regatta.

The Baysides although comparatively a
young club as yet, have made for themselves
a good reputation ard give promise of do-
ing good work this season. Although a
number of their members seceded from
them to join the Torontos their membership
list has been largely increased and the finan-
cial standing of the clubis very satisfactory.
At the association Tregatta last year their
pair-oared créew wen first prize and the
jupion single scull prize fell to a member of
the Baysides. They are now putting into
training a four, pair-oared, and a single, so
that with plenty of practice they should
make a record even better than that of last
season.

It is a matter forr regret that
location cannot be found for the Canadian
association regatta, as the present feelirg
in regard to that matter is apt to bring
the sport into disrepute.

The American
Amniateur association regatta being this year
located at Detroit, which is so near to our
rowing centres, should induce many of the
Canadian oarsmen to compete and endeavor
to carry off a share of the honors. At De-
troit our men will not suffer from the ter-
rible heat which proved so disas-
trous to them at Washington. ZLaing
of Mootreal will again make a bid
for the senior sculls and an exciting race
between him and Holmes is looked for-
ward to. Furlong and Donohue of Hamil-
ton will row double, as will also Douglas
and Tinning of the Torontos. The Argo-
nauts and the Chatham club will no doubt
send a four, Besides those already men-
tioned other clubs whose names have not
yet come to hand, will probably send repre-
sentatives, Canada, which possesses the
professional sculler of the world, should
also be able to produce an amateur cham-
pl‘dl\.

The principal event, however, in amatenr
aquatics will be the visit to England of the
famous Hillsdales, who for the past three
years have held the amateur championship
of America. They have rowed together for
years, so that their action is as steady as
clockwork.

CONTEST FOR THE JOHNSTON MEDAL.

On Saturday afternoon a match for the
Johnston medal took place on the Toronto
lacrosse ground between the Maitlands and
Victorias, both of this city, which resulted
in a draw, cach team having won two
games. A small admission fee was charged
and notwithstanding the steady down pour
of rain the importance of the match and the
reputation of the players drew togethera
large number of spectators. Both teams
although juniors are magnificent lacrosse
players, and either twelve could easily de-
feat - the majority of the senior clubs in
Oatario.
